PACKERS AND CHIEFS MEET IN KANSAS CITY
The Green Bay Packers play their fourth road contest over 
a five-game stretch when they go to Kansas City to play 
the Chiefs.
u	It is the second game at Arrowhead Stadium in the last 

three seasons for Green Bay, with the Packers winning, 
31-24, in 2019.

u	It marks the 13th regular-season game between the 
Packers and Chiefs.

u	Green Bay has won three of the last four games against 
the Chiefs, including two of the last three at Kansas City.

THE FIRST EIGHT
u	At 7-1 (.875), the Packers are tied with the Arizona 

Cardinals and Los Angeles Rams for the best record in 
the NFL this season.

u	Dating back to 1970, this is the sixth time Green Bay has 
started a season 7-1 or better (1996, 2002, 2007, 2011, 
2019).

u	The Packers are on a seven-game winning streak, the 
longest current streak in the NFL and the longest for 
Green Bay since 2011 (13).

u	It is the first time since 1963 (eight) that the Packers 
lost its season opener and then won seven-plus straight 
games.

u	This marks the second time under Head Coach Matt 
LaFleur that Green Bay has started the season 7-1 
(2019). 

u	The Packers are the only team in the NFL to win at 
least seven of its first eight games twice over the last 
three seasons.

u	Dating back to 1940, it is just the second time the 
Packers have won at least seven of their first eight 
games two times in the span of three seasons (8-0 in 
1962 and 7-1 in 1963) according to Stathead.com. Over 
that span, it is also just the third time Green Bay has won 
at least six of the first eight contests (7-1, 6-2, 7-1) in 
three consecutive seasons (6-2 in 1961, 8-0 in 1962, 7-1 
in 1963 / 7-1 in 1996, 6-2 in 1997, 6-2 in 1998). 

AGAINST THE AFC
u	The Packers are facing their third AFC opponent of 

the season, having previously defeated the Pittsburgh 
Steelers in Week 4 and the Cincinnati Bengals in Week 5.

u	In each of the first two seasons (2019-20) under Head 
Coach Matt LaFleur, Green Bay has finished 3-1 
against the AFC, with a combined point differential of 
plus-63.

u	Dating back to 2019, Green Bay is 8-2 against AFC oppo-
nents, an .800 winning percentage that ranks No. 1 in 
the NFL over that span.

u	Green Bay ranks No. 3 in the NFL in points per game 
(29.3) against AFC opponents since 2019. 

u	The Packers have scored over 30 points in five games 
against AFC teams since 2019, tied for No. 2 among 
NFC teams over that span.

u	QB Aaron Rodgers has registered a passer rating of 
100-plus in seven of the last 10 games he has played 
against AFC teams (2019-21), throwing 27 touchdowns 
and four interceptions in those contests. The Packers are 
8-2 in Rodgers’ last 10 starts against AFC opponents.

u	Rodgers ranks No. 2 in the NFL with a passer rating 
of 117.3 against AFC teams since 2019 (min. 200 pass 
att.)

u	In his last 12 games played versus AFC opponents, RB 
Aaron Jones has recorded nine TDs (six rushing and 
three receiving).

WITH THE CALL
FOX Sports, now in its 28th season as an NFL 
network television partner, will broadcast the 
game. 
u	Play-by-play man Joe Buck joins analyst 

Troy Aikman with Erin Andrews and 
Tom Rinaldi reporting from the sidelines. 

u	Compass Media Networks will air the game on radio 
across the country. Bill Rosinski (play-by-play) and 
Brian Baldinger (analyst) will call the action.

u	Milwaukee’s WTMJ (620 AM), airing Green Bay games 
since November 1929, heads up the Packers Radio 
Network that is made up of 49 stations in four states. For 
a full listing of radio affiliates, go to www.packers.com. 
Wayne Larrivee (play-by-play) and two-time Packers 
Pro Bowler Larry McCarren (analyst) call the action. 
McCarren first joined the team’s broadcasts in 1995 
and enters his 26th season calling Packers games. After 
originally being paired together in 1999, McCarren and 
Larrivee enter their 23rd season of broadcasts together. 
They surpassed Jim Irwin and Max McGee for the most 
regular-season and postseason games broadcast for the 
Packers with 313 at the 2018 season opener against 
Chicago. Both McCarren and Larrivee are members of 
the Wisconsin Broadcasters Hall of Fame.

u	The broadcast is also available on Sirius Satellite Radio 
(WTMJ feed).

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LAFLEUR LEADS THE PACK 
Head Coach Matt LaFleur (la-flew-er) has led the Packers 
to back-to-back NFC North titles.
u	According to the Elias Sports Bureau, LaFleur was the 

sixth head coach since 1970 to lead their team to 
the conference championship game in both of his first 
two seasons as a head coach, joining Jim Harbaugh 
(2011-12), Rex Ryan (2009-10), Barry Switzer (1994-
95), George Seifert (1989-90) and Don McCafferty 
(1970-71).

u	LaFleur is just the second NFL head coach since the 
league went to a divisional format in 1967 to win 13-plus 
games and a division title in both of his first two seasons 
(2019-20), joining Seifert (1989-90).

u	Dating back to 2019, the Packers have the best 
regular-season record in the NFL:

u	LaFleur has a 33-7 regular-season record (.825), tying for 
the second-most wins by a head coach in his first 40 
regular-season games (Guy Chamberlin, 34; Paul Brown, 
33).

u	LaFleur reached 30 wins in his first 37 games as a head 
coach, tied for the third fastest in NFL history to 
reach the 30-win mark (Elias Sports Bureau):

u	LaFleur led Green Bay to a 20-5 record in his first 25 
regular-season games, which tied for No. 4 in NFL 
history for the most wins by a head coach in his first 
25 regular-season games (Elias Sports Bureau).

u	LaFleur (26-6) posted the most regular-season 
wins by a Packer head coach in his first two 
seasons (Mike Sherman and Mike McCarthy, 21 each).

u	LaFleur (26) posted the second-most wins in NFL 
history by a coach in his first two seasons 
behind only Seifert (28 in 1989-90).

u	LaFleur has not lost back-to-back games as a head 
coach.

u	LaFleur guided the Packers to 26 wins in 2019-20 after 
the Packers won 13 games in 2017-18. That was the 
biggest two-season win improvement by a head 
coach in franchise history from the two seasons prior 
to him taking over, eclipsing the previous mark held 
by Vince Lombardi (15 victories in 1959-60 after the 
Packers won four games in 1957-58).

u	LaFleur led the biggest one-year win improvement in 
franchise history in 2019:

u	LaFleur is now 13-1 in the NFC North (.929) after a vic-
tory over Chicago in Week 6, joining Steve Mariucci 
as the only NFL coaches to win 13 of their first 14 
games in the division (Elias Sports Bureau).

u	LaFleur’s winning percentage of .917 (11-1) against 
division opponents in 2019-20 tied for the second 
best by a coach in his first two seasons as head coach, 
dating back to 1970 (Mike Tomlin, 11-1, .917 in 2007-08 
/ Mariucci, 15-1, .938 in 1997-98).

u	Among head coaches who began their career since 
1970, LaFleur is the first one to win their first seven 
road divisional games (Elias Sports Bureau).

u	Dating back to 2019 (including playoffs), LaFleur has led 
the Packers to a 17-4 record (.810) in games decided by 
single digits.

u	Green Bay has forced two-plus turnovers in six of its last 
seven games. Under LaFleur, the Packers are 17-1 (.944) 
when posting two-plus takeaways in a game and have a 
plus-33 turnover margin (44/11) in those 18 contests.

u	The Packers are 26-0 under LaFleur when they win the 
takeaway battle. In those 26 wins, Green Bay has turned 
the ball over a total of seven times and created 51 turn-
overs for a turnover differential of plus-44. The Packers 
have scored 791 points in those 26 wins (30.4 ppg) 
while allowing 487 points (18.7 ppg), and have scored 
30-plus points in 15 of those 26 games.

u	Under LaFleur, Green Bay is 30-1 when forcing at least 
one turnover, a .968 winning percentage that ranks No. 
1 in the NFL since 2019.

u	Dating back to 2019, the Packers lead the league with 
23 zero-giveaway games (Tennessee is No. 2 with 15). 
Green Bay has won 17 straight games when they don't 
turn the ball over.

u	Under LaFleur, Green Bay had six players register 
30-plus receptions in 2019-20, marking the first time 
in franchise history that Green Bay had six players 
with 30-plus catches in back-to-back seasons.

u	LaFleur recorded the best home winning percent-
age by a Packers head coach in his first two 
seasons since 1921: 

u	2019-20 was the first time Green Bay won seven-plus 
games in back-to-back seasons at Lambeau Field since 
doing it in three straight seasons from 2010-12.

u	LaFleur (13-3) finished with the most NFL wins by a 
Packer head coach in their first season:

u	LaFleur (13-3) tied for the third-most wins by an 
NFL head coach in their first season (Jim Caldwell, IND, 
2009, 14-2 / Seifert, SF, 1989, 
14-2 / Jim Harbaugh, SF, 2011, 
13-3 / Mariucci, SF, 1997, 13-3).

u	LaFleur joined Jim Caldwell 
and Mariucci as the only head 
coaches with 13-plus wins to go 
undefeated in their division in 
their first season.

u	The Packers improved to 7-1 on the season with a 24-21 

victory over the Cardinals in Arizona last Thursday.
u	Per the Elias Sports Bureau, it was the first time since 

1934 (Detroit Lions, 10-0) that Green Bay beat a team 
that entered the matchup undefeated (7-0) with seven or 
more wins.

u	It was the 10th win a row in prime time for Green Bay, 
further extending the Packers' longest streak since 2000 
and the longest in the NFL since the Pittsburgh Steelers 
had an 11-game streak from 2015-18.

u	Green Bay, currently on a seven-game winning streak, 
has put together at least a six-game winning streak for 
the second consecutive season (Weeks 12-17 in 2020), 
marking the second time (2015-16) since 1970 that the 
Packers registered winning streaks of six-plus games in 
back-to-back seasons.

u	According to the Elias Sports Bureau, the Packers are the 
first team in NFL history to lose a game by 35-plus points 
and then win their next seven games in a season.

u	The Packers have allowed 28 points or less in seven 
straight games, the longest single-season streak for 
Green Bay since 2010 (13 straight games).

u	Green Bay finished with a turnover differential of plus-3, 
improving to 26-0 under Head Coach Matt LaFleur 
when winning the turnover battle (4-1 when even and 
3-6 when minus). Green Bay’s 26 games with a positive 
turnover differential since 2019 rank No. 1 in the NFL 
over that span.

u	The Packers are tied for No. 2 in the NFL this season 
in turnover differential: 

u	Since 2019, the Packers rank No. 2 in the NFL in 
turnover differential:

u	Week 8 marked the seventh game this season the 
Packers have won the turnover differential, No. 1 in 
the NFL. Green Bay is 7-0 this season when winning 
the turnover battle.

u	The Packers streak of seven games with a positive 
turnover differential is tied for the longest streak in 
team history (2015, 1989-90, 1972-73, 1964) accord-
ing to the Elias Sports Bureau, and is the longest single-
season streak in the NFL since Pittsburgh in 2019.

u	Green Bay is tied for No. 5 in the NFL in giveaways 
(six) this season. The Packers lead the NFL in giveaways 
(30) since 2019 (New Orleans is No. 2 with 31).

u	The Packers have posted a takeaway in seven straight 
games, their longest single-season streak since 2017 
(11 games).

u	The Packers are tied for No. 3 in the NFL with 14 
takeaways this season.

u	CB Rasul Douglas picked off QB Kyler Murray in the 
end zone with 12 seconds remaining seal the win for 
Green Bay. Green Bay is tied for No. 7 in the NFL 
with nine INTs this season.

u	The Packers have had eight different players register an 
INT this season, tied for No. 1 in the NFL (Tampa 
Bay Buccaneers). It is the first time the Packers have 
had eight different players post an INT in the first eight 
games of a season since 2014.

u	Green Bay has registered an interception in each of the 
last seven games. The Packers lead the league in 
games with at least one INT this season (seven).

u	Green Bay ranks in the top 10 in the NFL in both total 
yards allowed/game and points allowed/game:

u	The Packers defense also ranks in the top 10 in the 
league in pass yards per game allowed (216.8, No. 6), 
pass yards per play allowed (6.38, No. 6), sacks/pass 
attempt (7.35%, t-No. 8) and interception rate (3.31%, 
No. 7).

u	Green Bay ran the ball for 151 yards on 34 carries (4.4 
avg.), controlling the clock for a season-high 37:35. The 
Packers rank No. 9 in the NFL this season in average 
time of possession (31:18).

u	The Packers ran for 150-plus yards for the second time 
in three games and for 100-plus yards for the fifth time 
in the last six games. 

u	Since 2019, Green Bay is tied for No. 4 in the NFL 
in games with 150-plus rushing yards on fewer than 
35 attempts (eight), and the Packers are 8-0 in those 
contests.

u	QB Aaron Rodgers passed for 184 yards and two 
TDs in Week 8. In his last nine regular-season starts in 
prime-time games, Rodgers has completed 202 of 276 
passes for 2,200 yards and 28 TDs with one INT for a 
passer rating of 128.6.

u	Rodgers leads the NFL with six games with mulitple 
TD passes/zero INTs this season. Rodgers also leads 
the league since the start of 2020, with his 17 games 
six more than any other player over that span.

u	The Packers improved to 27-0 when they record 33-plus 
carries with Rodgers as the starting QB.

u	WR Randall Cobb registered two receiving TDs at 
Arizona. It was his second game this season with two 
TD receptions, tied for No. 3 in the NFL.

u	Cobb (487) is two receptions shy of passing Don Hutson 
(488) for No. 6 on the all-time franchise list.

u	LB De’Vondre Campbell finished No. 2 on the team 
with seven tackles (four solo) in Week 8. Campbell ranks 
No. 5 in the NFL in total tackles (75), No. 3 in the 
league in solo tackles (49) and is tied for No. 8 in the 
NFL in forced fumbles (two).

u	P Corey Bojorquez punted the ball three times for 
a gross average of 51.3 yards per punt, a net average 
of 46.7 yards per punt with a long of 58 yards and two 
punts landing inside the 20-yard line. Bojorquez ranks in 
the top 10 in the NFL this season in net punting average 
(43.3, No. 7) and gross punting average (47.8, t-No. 
7).

u	Dating back to 1976 when net punting was first record-
ed, Bojorquez is the first Green Bay punter to 
register a 45-plus net average in three straight games 
(according to the Elias Sports Bureau).

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ON THE ROAD
Green Bay has performed well on the road over the last few 
years. So far this season, the Packers are 4-1 (.800).
u	The Packers have won four straight games on the road, 

the longest single-season streak by Green Bay since a 
seven-game road winning streak in 2011.

u	Green Bay ranks No. 4 in the NFL in road record this 
season:

u	Green Bay went 6-2 in each of the first two seasons 
(2019-20) under Head Coach Matt LaFleur, marking 
the first time in franchise history that the Packers 
won six-plus road games in back-to-back seasons. 

u	The 6-2 (.750) road records by Green Bay in 2019-
20 marked just the fourth and fifth times since 
1978 (7-1 in 2011 / 6-2 in 2007 and 2004), when the 
NFL went to a 16-game schedule, that Green Bay won 
six-plus road games in the regular season (pro-football-
reference.com). 

u	The Packers were one of five NFL teams (Baltimore, 
Buffalo, Kansas City, New Orleans) to win at least six 
road games in 2019 and in 2020.

u	 In 2019-20, the Packers had a regular-season road win-
ning streak of five, the team’s longest since 2011 and 
tied for the third longest since the NFL/AFL merger.

u	Dating back to 2019, the Packers rank No. 4 in the 
NFL in road winning percentage:

u	QB Aaron Rodgers ranks No. 4 among active 
players (min. 670 pass att.) in road passer rating:

u	Rodgers has thrown for a passer rating of 100-plus in 10 
of the last 13 regular-season road games (min. 15 pass 
att.), ranking No. 1 in the NFL since the start of the 
2020 season:

u	Rodgers recorded a three-game streak of throwing three 
plus TDs/zero INTs in road division games (2020, Weeks 
14 and 17 / 2021, Week 6) tied with Tom Brady (2007) 
for the longest streak of all-time (Elias Sports 
Bureau).

u	Rodgers has thrown three-plus TD passes in seven of 
the last 13 road contests, the most in the NFL since the 
start of the 2020 season:

u	Since 2020, WR Davante Adams leads the NFL in 
receptions (95) and receiving yards (1,336) on the road 
and is tied for No. 2 in receiving TDs (10).

u	 In four road games this season, Adams has posted 32 
receptions for 483 yards, leading the NFL in both 
categories.

u	Since 2000, Green Bay is one of only six NFL teams 
to have a regular-season road record above .500:

ANOTHER NICE OCTOBER
u	Green Bay was one of two NFL teams to be undefeated in 

October this season (Dallas Cowboys, 4-0), and was the 
only team to win five games in the month (5-0). It was 
the fourth time in team history that the Packers went 5-0 
in the month of October (1932, 1937, 1961).

u	Under Head Coach Matt LaFleur, the Packers are 11-1 
in the month of October, a .917 winning percentage that 
ranks No. 1 in the NFL since 2019 (New Orleans, 
10-1, .909).

u	Green Bay is 5-0 at home in the month of October under 
LaFleur and is the only NFL team to be undefeated at 
home in October since 2019. 

u	The Packers are 6-1 on the road in October since 2019, 
an .857 winning percentage that ranks No. 3 in the 
league over that span. 

u	The Packers have a plus-77 point differential in October 
since 2019, No. 7 in the NFL.

u	Dating back to 2019, QB Aaron Rodgers ranks in the 
top 10 in the NFL in the month of October (min. 67 pass 
att.) in passer rating (110.6, No. 2), TD passes (29, 
No. 2), yards per atttempt (8.00, No. 9), 25-plus yards 
completions (29, t-No. 3), completions (273, No. 6) 
and TD/INT percentage (7.25, No. 2) according to Stats 
Pass.

u	Among quarterbacks with 600-plus pass attempts, 
Rodgers has the top passer rating in October in 
NFL history:

u	RB Aaron Jones has posted 11 total TDs in the month 
of October since 2019, tied for No. 3 in the NFL over 
that span.

MATT LaFLEUR…In his third season as the 
Packers’ 15th head coach.
u	 In his 13th season in the NFL, having previ-

ously served as an offensive coordinator for two 
seasons (Los Angeles Rams, 2017; Tennessee 
Titans, 2018), a quarterbacks coach for six sea-
sons (Washington Football Team, 2010-13; Atlanta 
Falcons, 2015-16), and an offensive assistant for 
two seasons (Houston Texans, 2008-09).

u	 In his first two seasons leading the Packers, has 
authored one of the greatest starts to a head-
coaching career in NFL history. For the second 
consecutive season in 2020, led Green Bay to a 
13-3 record and captured the NFC North crown 
while also earning the No. 1 seed in the NFC for the 
first time since 2011. It was just the second time 
in team history that the Packers had won 13-plus 
games in back-to- back seasons (13-3 in 1996 and 
1997).

u	According to the Elias Sports Bureau, was the 
sixth head coach since 1970 to lead his team to 
the conference championship game in both of his 
first two seasons as a head coach, joining Jim 
Harbaugh (2011-12), Rex Ryan (2009-10), Barry 
Switzer (1994-95), George Seifert (1989-90) and 
Don McCafferty (1970-71). 

u	Became just the second NFL head coach since the 
league went to a divisional format in 1967 to win 
13-plus games and a division title in both of his first 
two seasons, joining Seifert (1989-90).

u	 In his first season leading the Packers in 2019, 
became the first coach in club history to lead the 
team to the playoffs in his debut season. Also led 
the largest one-year win improvement in team his-
tory (plus-seven wins).

ANDY REID…In his ninth season as head coach, 
being hired by Kansas City on January 7, 2013.
u	His 242 NFL wins as head coach (including 

playoffs) rank fifth all-time and trailing only Bill 
Belichick among active coaches.

u	Led Kansas City to its first Super Bowl victory in 50 
years and his first as a head coach when the Chiefs 
defeated San Francisco, 31-20, after the 2019 sea-
son.

u	Guided Kansas City to its greatest single-season 
turnaround in club history in 2013 with an 11-5 
record, a nine-win swing from 2012, in his first year 
with the team.

THE PACKERS-CHIEFS SERIES
u	The first meeting between the teams came in 

January 1967, when the NFL champion Packers 
met the AFL champion Chiefs in the first-ever Super 
Bowl, won by Green Bay, 35-10.

u	The Packers ended a five-game losing streak in 
the series when they defeated the Chiefs, 33-22, at 
Arrowhead Stadium in 2007. 

u	Green Bay’s 38-28 victory over Kansas City in 2015 
marked the Packers’ first regular-season win vs. the 
Chiefs at home in series history. 

LAST MEETING, REGULAR SEASON
Oct. 27, 2019,  Arrowhead Stadium, Packers won, 31-24
u	RB Aaron Jones had a career-high 159 receiving 

yards (his only 100-yard receiving game) on a 
career-high seven receptions with two receiving 
TDs. 

u	QB Aaron Rodgers completed 23 of 33 passes for 
305 yards and three TDs (129.0 qb rating). 

u	With the game tied at 24 in the fourth quarter, 
Rodgers connected with Jones down the left side-
line for a 67-yard TD pass (longest reception of 
career), which gave the Packers the lead for good.

NOTABLE CONNECTIONS
Green Bay general manager Brian Gutekunst worked 
for the Chiefs as a scouting assistant for one season 
(1998)...Packers executive vice president/director of 
football operations Russ Ball, a native of Moberly, 
Mo., worked for the Chiefs for 10 seasons (1989-98), 
the final two in football operations. Ball also played 
center at Central Missouri and later served as head 
strength and conditioning coach for the Missouri 
Tigers from 1982-89 and earned his master’s degree 
from Missouri in 1990…Chiefs head coach Andy 
Reid served as the tight ends/assistant offensive line 
coach for five seasons and quarterbacks coach for 
two seasons in Green Bay under head coach Mike 
Holmgren. Reid and the Packers appeared in back-to-
back Super Bowls during his tenure, winning Super 
Bowl XXXI….Packers outside linebackers coach Mike 
Smith spent three seasons (2016-18) on Reid’s staff in 
Kansas City…Smith was on the Texas Tech coaching 
staff when Chiefs QB Patrick Mahomes played for the 
Red Raiders...Chiefs outside linebackers coach Ken 
Flajole spent one season with the Packers (1998) as 
a defensive assistant/quality control coach…Packers 
offensive coordinator Nathaniel Hackett’s father, Paul, 
was the offensive coordinator for the Chiefs from 
1993-97...Chiefs strength and conditioning coach 
Barry Rubin spent 11 seasons (1995-2005) on Green 
Bay’s coaching staff…Kansas City director of pro 
personnel Tim Terry spent 13 seasons in the Packers’ 
pro personnel department, serving as a pro personnel 
assistant from 2005-07 and then as assistant director 
of pro personnel (2008-16)…Packers national scout 
Sam Seale’s son, Ricky Seale, is an NFS scout for the 
Chiefs...Packers assistant offensive line coach Luke 
Butkus held the same role with the Chicago Bears 
(2007-09), where he coached with Chiefs assistant 
head coach/special teams coordinator Dave Toub, who 
was coaching special teams for the Bears (2004-12)…
Chiefs practice squad DB Josh Jackson originally 
entered the NFL as a second-round pick by the Green 
Bay Packers in 2018...Chiefs offensive line coach Andy 
Heck held the same title with the Jacksonville Jaguars, 
where Packers TE Marcedes Lewis was on the roster…
Packers director of player engagement Grey Ruegamer 
(1999) and assistant special teams coach Rayna 
Stewart (1998) played with Chiefs defensive backs/
cornerbacks coach Sam Madison in Miami. Ruegamer 
and Madison also played together with the N.Y. Giants, 
where they won Super Bowl XLII…Chiefs defensive 
backs coach Dave Merritt was on the Giants’ coaching 
staff during Ruegamer and Madison’s tenure…Chiefs 
assistant strength and conditioning coach/director 
of sport science Ryan Reynolds held the same posi-
tion at UCLA when Packers DL Kenny Clark was on 
the Bruins’ roster...Packers DL Dean Lowry and DL 
Tyler Lancaster played at Northwestern when Chiefs 
pass game analyst/assistant quarterbacks coach David 
Girardi was a defensive graduate assistant...Chiefs 
college and pro scout Jason Lamb was a pro person-
nel intern with the Packers in 2013...Chiefs national 
football scout Cassidy Kaminski was born in Green Bay 
and served as the wide receivers/quality control coach 
at St. Norbert College in De Pere, Wis., from 2014-16.

A LOOK AT THE SCHEDULE
The Green Bay Packers’ 2021 NFL schedule features 17 
regular-season games and three preseason games. It is 
highlighted by five prime-time contests (subject to flexible 
scheduling) on the original schedule for the eighth straight 
year (2014-21).
u	Entering 2021, Green Bay had the fourth-highest strength 

of schedule (.542, 147-124-1) and leads the league with 
the most games (10) against 2020 playoff teams. The 
Packers face 10 teams who had a .500-or-better record 
in 2020, tied for the third most in the league.

u	The Packers opened the season at the New Orleans 
Saints, marking the third straight year and the seventh 
time in the last nine seasons that Green Bay had started 
the season on the road. 

u	Week 2 brought a division opponent at home for the 
fourth consecutive season, and for the second straight 
year it was the Detroit Lions. The game was on Monday 
Night Football and was the first of three home prime-
time games against division opponents. 

u	The Packers went back on the road in Week 3 as they 
traveled to face the San Francisco 49ers on a Sunday 
night, marking the fourth consecutive season Green Bay 
faced the 49ers in a prime-time contest and the third 
consecutive year on the road.

u	Over the next two weeks, Green Bay will play the first of 
two back-to-backs against the AFC North. The Packers 
welcomed the Pittsburgh Steelers to Lambeau Field in 
Week 4 and will traveled to Cincinnati to take on the 
Bengals in Week 5. The Cincinnati game was the first of 
four road contests in five weeks for the Packers.

u	Week 6 brought a return to division play as Green Bay 
went to Chicago to face the Bears. 

u	The Packers returned to Lambeau for a Week 7 contest 
against the Washington Football Team before back-to-
back road trips. 

u	The Packers visited the Arizona Cardinals on a Thursday 
night in Week 8 to finish an October slate that saw them 
play five games for the first time since 2010, and then a 
trip to Kansas City to play the Chiefs in Week 9.

u	Green Bay plays six of its final eight regular-sea-
son games against the NFC, starting with the Seattle 
Seahawks in Week 10 at home. 

u	After a trip to play the Minnesota Vikings in Week 11, 
Green Bay finishes the regular season with four of its 
last six games at home for the second straight year and 
the fourth time since 1940 (1969, 1977).

u	Green Bay hosts the Los Angeles Rams before a Week 
13 bye, marking the seventh straight season the Packers 
will play at home heading into their bye week. It is the 
latest bye ever for Green Bay, and it is the fourth time 
since 1990 that the Packers have had a bye in Week 10 
or later (Week 11 in 2019, Week 10 in 2012 and 2010). 
It will be the first time since 2017 that Green Bay plays 
at home heading into the bye and coming out of the bye.

u	The matchup versus Chicago on a Sunday night in Week 
14 marks the 16th consecutive regular season that the 
Packers and Bears have squared off in a prime-time 
game. 

u	In Weeks 15-16, Green Bay will finish off its slate against 
the AFC North with a trip to face the Baltimore Ravens 
and then a home game on Christmas Day against the 
Cleveland Browns. It is just the third time the Packers 
will play on Christmas, having hosted the Bears in 2005 
and 2011.

u	Green Bay will end the regular season with back-to-back 
NFC North games for the fourth time in the last six sea-
sons. 

u	The Packers’ last regular-season home game is slated 
for a Sunday night versus the Vikings in Week 17. 

u	For the fourth time in the last six years, Green Bay will 
end the regular season in Detroit. The game at the Lions 
is scheduled for Sunday, but the league schedule does 
not list Saturday games or a Sunday night game in Week 
18, and three games with playoff implications will be 
moved to those time slots no later than six days prior to 
January 9.

PLAYER INTERVIEWS
u	During the regular season, players will be availble 

in-person to a limited number of media and via Zoom 
generally on Monday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday and 
following games.

u	All interviews with players on the practice squad or 
injured reserve need to be requested and approved 
through the communications department.

u	At the conclusion of all games, players will be made 
available via following the NFL’s standard “cooling-off” 
period. 

u	Any requests to interview players other than on the 
aforementioned days should be directed to a member of 
the Packers’ communications department.

ASSISTANT COACH AVAILABILITY
u	Coordinators – Nathaniel Hackett (offense), Joe Barry 

(defense) and Maurice Drayton (special teams) – will 
continue to serve as primary spokesmen in their respec-
tive areas.

u	During the regular season, coordinators will be available 
in-person to a limited number of media and via Zoom 
once a week. Position coaches generally will be available 
in-person and via Zoom every week with offensive and 
defensive assistant alternating weeks. Specific availabil-
ity will be included in our weekly advisory.  

u	Following games, LaFleur will be the only coach available 
to the media.

u	Position coaches are available for questions on specific 
players and their position group only. Broader interview 
topics need to be directed to the respective coordinators.

u	No assistant coach should be contacted directly by 
telephone (at his desk, home or on his cell phone), or 
by email. All interviews must be arranged through the 
communications department.

u	Sarah Quick (920-569-7213) serves as the primary 
contact for assistant coaches. In her absence, feel free 
to contact another member of the communications staff. 

PRACTICE ACCESS, PHOTOGRAPHY AND 
SOCIAL-MEDIA GUIDELINES
u	During the regular season, practices will be open to 

2M and 3-OA media who regularly cover the team for 
designated periods during the beginning of each ses-
sion, similar to previous seasons. Also as in prior years, 
photo/video opportunities will be limited to the begin-
ning portions of practice.

u	The team reserves the right to limit photography/video 
to certain periods for competitive reasons. This restric-
tion applies to both training-camp and regular-season 
practices.

u	During practice periods in which B-roll and still pho-
tography are NOT permitted, the media may not utilize 
camera phones, either. The communications staff will 
alert the media of the permissible “shooting” periods 
before and during each practice.

u	Video of practice or Zoom press conferences by an 
individual or media outlet can be posted on social-media 
sites in compliance with the NFL online-content policy.

u	No live-streaming or live broadcast of practice or Zoom 

press conferences is permitted by an individual or media 
outlet at any time on any platform.

u	NO entries about specific schemes, personnel groupings 
or anything that might be related in any way to game 
planning. If you have ANY questions about this, please 
ask a member of the Packers’ communications staff 
before posting.

u	NO entries regarding “football communications,” includ-
ing specific exchanges between coaches and players 
that might be overheard. Acknowledgement that the 
conversation occurred is acceptable, but we ask that the 
details of the conversation be withheld. 

u	NO detailed speculation as to the potential nature or 
severity of an injury until LaFleur has addressed it follow-
ing practice. Once again, acknowledging that an injury 
occurred and providing general details (i.e., “right leg ...” 
or “left wrist …”) is permitted, but anything beyond that 
would be purely speculative and possibly inaccurate.

u	Photographers (video and still) are asked to avoid film-
ing, photographing, printing and/or airing any shots 
of any injury situation, while the injury occurs, while 
trainers attend to/treat the injured player, and while the 
player is leaving the field, either on his own or with aid. 
This includes minor injuries. The team will allow shots of 
players after they’ve been treated. For instance, cameras 
are allowed to shoot a player on the sideline with ice 
on his knee, after trainers have left. However, cameras 
are not allowed to film a player on crutches, either on 
the field or in the locker room. If outlets choose not to 
respect this policy – or any other policy – the team will 
have no choice but to consider limiting access to the 
field and/or locker room.

ONLINE-CONTENT POLICY
u	Accredited Organizations may supplement its traditional 

media distribution platform (e.g., newspaper, television, 
radio) with other new media distribution platforms that 
it controls (e.g., websites, official social media accounts, 
applications, podcasts), provided that, with respect to 
such new media distribution platforms: (i) any use of 
film or video or digital still images is limited to a reason-
able amount or number (as applicable),  and used only 
to illustrate or support news and editorial coverage of 
the Game or Event (as opposed to use in connection 
with or on commercial products (e.g., apparel, posters, 
commemorative programs, or other types of souvenir 
or other merchandise, or sponsored content) purposes; 
(ii) any use of film or video or digital still images is not 
used to create Simulated Video of game action; (iii) 
no video of game action is used (except that, if the 
Accredited Organization is a television broadcaster, 
Game or Event highlights may be shown as part of a 
single, non-archived, online “simulcast” of any regularly 
scheduled television news programming the Accredited 
Organization may broadcast, provided it adheres to the 
limits on such broadcasts set forth below); and (iv) use 
of non-game audio and video content obtained as a 
result of credentialed card access (e.g., press confer-
ences, training camp, practice and/or interviews at NFL 
venues or events):  (1) must be limited to 90 seconds 
maximum per day (180 seconds maximum -- 90 sec-

than 24 hours after posting, etc.), (3) may appear only 
in an editorial context (i.e., no sponsorship, merchandis-
ing or advertising integrated with or around the content, 
including digital advertising, etc.), and (4) must be 
accompanied by links back to NFL.com and to the appli-
cable Member Club’s web site.

u	The team does not tolerate cell-phone distractions at 

practice. Please set all phones to off or vibrate. Phone 

conversations are strongly discouraged, but if neces-

sary, should be conducted well away from the field.

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CONSECUTIVE-SELLOUT STREAK
Due to health and safety concerns, the Packers made the 
decision to first not have fans at home games and then to 
sell a limited number tickets to a few home games in 2020 
due to the pandemic, which put a pause to the franchise’s 
sellout streak. The Packers are happy to welcome back full 
crowds this season and after Week 7 against Washington, 
the sellout streak moved to 352 regular-season games (not 
including replacement games).
u	The league’s longest-tenured stadium, Lambeau Field 

is hosting its 65th season of football in 2021. For the 
victory over Seattle in the Divisional round of the 2019 
playoffs, 78,998 Packers fans filled Lambeau Field for 
the second-highest paid attendance in stadium history 
(79,704 in the Divisional round of the 2014 playoffs 
versus Dallas). 

u	Across American professional sports, only Boston’s 
Fenway Park (1912) and Chicago’s Wrigley Field (1914) 
have longer tenures.

BREAKING DOWN THE ROSTER
The Packers enter Week 9 with a 50-man roster that is 
composed of 21 offensive players, 26 defensive players and 
three specialists.
u	Of the 50 players on Green Bay’s roster, 25 of them 

(50.0 percent) were draft picks of the Packers. Green 
Bay has eight players that were drafted in the first round, 
including six that were selected by the Packers.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. (AP) — Jameis Winston passed for five touchdowns
and New Orleans intercepted reigning NFL MVP Aaron Rodgers twice, and
the Saints kicked off the post-Drew Brees era with a 38-3 victory over the
Green  Bay  Packers  on  Sunday.  The  game,  originally  scheduled  for  the
Superdome, was moved while the New Orleans area continues to clean up
wreckage  left  by  Hurricane  Ida,  which  struck  southeast  Louisiana  as  a
Category 4 storm on Aug. 29, 16 years to the day after Hurricane Katrina
devastated the same region. Winston, who led the NFL with 30 interceptions
in his last season as a starter with Tampa Bay in 2019, was largely cautious
and  accurate  in  going  an  efficient  14  of  20  for  148  yards  without  an
interception. New Orleans also rushed for 171 yards. Winston didn't take a
sack, but did take off and run for a few key third-down conversions in the
first half. The only risky throw that backfired on him — a deflected pass
caught by Packers defensive back Darnell Savage in the end zone — was
negated  by  a  contested  roughing-the-passer  penalty  called  against  edge
rusher Z'Darius Smith.  The penalty set up the second touchdown catch of
the game by Juwan Johnson, who came in with four career catches and was
converted from receiver to a tight end this offseason. Opening the third
quarter down 17-3, the Packers squandered a chance to trim their deficit
when  Rodgers'  wobbly  pass  under  pressure  was  intercepted  by  rookie
defensive  back  Paulson  Adebo at  the  New Orleans  7  early  in  the  third
quarter. On Green Bay's next drive, Marcus Williams intercepted Rodgers'
deep overthrow and returned it to the Packers 12, setting up Winston's 10-
yard TD to Chris Hogan.

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — RB Aaron Jones caught three of Aaron Rodgers’
four  TD passes  and rushed for  a  fourth  score,  and the  Packers  had a
welcome return to normal, dominating the second half in a 35-17 win over
the division rival Lions on Monday night. Jones became the first Packers
running back to catch three touchdown passes in a game since Andy Uram
against the Chicago Cardinals in 1942. He had 17 carries for 67 yards and six
catches for 48 yards. Rodgers went 22 of 27 for 255 yards and surpassed
John Elway for 10th all-time in passing yards with 51,633. Rodgers has
followed up each of the Packers’ last five regular-season losses by throwing
four touchdown passes and no interceptions in his next  game. Detroit’s
Jared Goff completed 13 of his first 14 passes but struggled the rest of the
way as the Lions (0-2) blew a 17-14 halftime lead. Goff finished 26 of 36 for
246 yards. He connected on touchdown passes to Quintez Cephus and T.J.
Hockenson but also threw an interception and lost a fumble. The Packers
faced third-and-12 on their opening series of the second half when Rodgers
threw a 50-yard completion to Davante Adams, who ended the night with
eight  catches  for  121 yards.  Rodgers  capped that  drive  with  a  22-yard
touchdown pass to Robert Tonyan. Detroit’s next series ended when Goff
threw an incompletion on fourth-and-1 from the Green Bay 25. Rodgers
threw an 11-yard touchdown pass to Jones to extend the Packers’ lead to
28-17. Green Bay’s Krys Barnes recovered Goff’s fumble at the Detroit 23 on
the Lions’ next snap. Jones scored on a 1-yard run and that was that.

SANTA CLARA, Calif. (AP) — With only seconds to play and no timeouts,
Aaron Rodgers had no doubt where he’d look to drive the Green Bay Packers
to a game-winning kick. Rodgers completed two deep passes to Davante
Adams on a  last-minute  drive,  setting up Mason Crosby’s  51-yard field
goal on the final play of the game that gave the Packers a 30-28 victory over
the San Francisco 49ers on Sunday night. Rodgers did it twice on passes of
25 and 17 yards to Adams after the Packers took over at their 25 with 37
seconds left and no timeouts following Jimmy Garoppolo’s 12-yard TD pass
to Kyle Juszczyk. Adams came back after taking a hard hit from Jimmie
Ward that looked like it could knock him out of the game and finished with
12 catches for 132 yards. All that was left was for Crosby to make the kick
and the Packers (2-1) to celebrate a win that came after they blew a 17-point
lead. The comeback spoiled the first game for the 49ers (2-1) with fans since
beating Green Bay in the 2019 NFC title game. San Francisco had rallied from
17 points down to take the lead before getting crushed by Rodgers. Rodgers
threw for 261 yards and two touchdowns to lead the Packers to back-to-back
wins after a season-opening 38-3 loss to New Orleans. Rodgers had six TD
passes and no interceptions in wins over San Francisco (2-1) and Detroit.

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — Randall Cobb demonstrated why Aaron Rodgers
wanted the veteran receiver back in Green Bay. Rodgers connected with
Cobb for two touchdowns and ran for another score as the Packers won their
third straight, 27-17 over the Pittsburgh Steelers on Sunday. Cobb caught a
23-yard touchdown pass in the second quarter to put the Packers (3-1)
ahead for good and scored again on a 1-yard reception that made it 27-10 in
the third period. That short throw was the 420th TD pass of Rodgers’ career,
tying Dan Marino for sixth all-time. Through the first three games, Cobb had
four catches for  58 yards.  He caught  five  passes for  69 yards Sunday.
Rodgers and Cobb connected on two third-down completions that set up
Green Bay’s touchdown. Cobb’s go-ahead score also came on third down.
Rodgers went 20 of 36 for 248 yards and scored the Packers’ first points on
a 4-yard rush in his first home start against the Steelers, the only team he
hadn’t faced at Lambeau Field. After falling behind 7-0, Green Bay scored 27
of the next 30 points to seize control. It was the first time Rodgers and Ben
Roethlisberger had faced off as starting quarterbacks since Green Bay edged
Pittsburgh 31-25 in the Super Bowl on Feb. 6, 2011.

CINCINNATI (AP) — Green Bay Packers kicker Mason Crosby fell  into a
nightmarish Sunday as the afternoon grew late and a stiff wind kept the flag
billowing right to left in Paul Brown Stadium. The historically reliable kicker
missed three straight potential winning field-goal attempts before hitting a
49-yarder in overtime to lift Green Bay (4-1) to a wild 25-22 win over the
Bengals. Crosby had a chance to hit a potentially decisive kick with 2:12 left,
and again with 3 seconds remaining in regulation. Both went wide left. He
got another chance to win it in overtime, but again he missed left.Cincinnati
had tied the score late in the fourth period. Joe Mixon bounced right for an
8-yard touchdown run, and Joe Burrow hit Tee Higgins in the back of the end
zone for the 2-point conversion with 3:27 left. Crosby was set up for a 36-
yard shot with 2:12 left. After that miss, the Bengals drove to the Packers 47,
but McPherson’s attempt bounced off the right upright with 26 seconds left.
Then it was Crosby’s turn to miss again, a 51-yard attempt. Aaron Rodgers
threw two touchdown passes to move into fifth place on the all-time list.
Davante Adams had 11 catches for a career-high 206 yards. Rodgers threw a
12-yard TD pass to AJ Dillon in the first quarter to tie for fifth place all-time
with Philip Rivers. His 5-yard scoring toss to Adams in the second quarter
put  him ahead of  Rivers.  He  finished 27  for  39  for  344 yards  and an
interception as the Packers won their fourth straight since losing the opener
to New Orleans.

The Packers  (5-1)  beat  the  Bears  (3-3)  for  the  20th time in  23 games
counting the playoffs and improved to 22-5 with Rodgers as the starter
against Chicago. They also prevented their rivals from tying them for the NFC
North lead. Rodgers shook off a sluggish start, throwing a 1-yard touchdown
to Allen Lazard in the second quarter and a 12-yarder to Aaron Jones in the
third, making it 17-7. Rodgers put away the Bears after Justin Fields threw a
5-yard touchdown to Darnell Mooney, cutting the lead to three with 8:44 left.
He scrambled in from the 6 to cap a 75-yard drive, bumping the lead back up
to 10. Rodgers finished 17 of 23 for 195 yards and a 128-passer rating.
Davante Adams caught four passes for 89 yards, including a 41-yarder that
helped set up Rodgers’ TD scramble. Jones ran for 76 yards and caught four
passes for 34, helping the Packers remain unbeaten since a season-opening
38-3 loss to New Orleans in Jacksonville. Mason Crosby made his lone field
goal and all three extra points coming off a shaky outing. A week earlier
against Cincinnati,  he missed three field goals and an extra point before
booting the winning 49-yarder in overtime. Fields led the Bears on an 80-
yard touchdown drive on their first possession, only to cool off after that.
The No. 11 overall draft pick was 16 for 27 for 174 yards with a touchdown
and an interception.

Packers QB Aaron Rodgers threw touchdown passes to three receivers and
the defense stood tall in the red zone to help the Packers beat Washington
24-10 on Sunday for their sixth consecutive victory. Washington (2-5) lost
its third straight despite outgaining Green Bay 430-304 and never punting all
day. Washington had five scoreless trips inside Green Bay’s 30-yard line,
including  back-to-back  series  that  ended  inside  the  5.  Before  Sunday,
Packers opponents had scored touchdowns every time they reached the red
zone. Rodgers withstood back trouble and went 27 of 35 for 274 yards with
touchdown passes to  Davante  Adams,  Allen Lazard and Robert  Tonyan.
Washington’s  Taylor  Heinicke  was  25  of  36  for  268  yards  with  one
touchdown and one interception. He also ran for a game-high 95 yards on 10
carries. After both teams scored touchdowns on their opening drives, the
game remained tied at 7 until Green Bay took the lead for good with 15
seconds  left  in  the  first  half  on  Lazard’s  10-yard  reception.  Green  Bay
extended the lead early in the third quarter when a turnover set up Rodgers’
20-yard touchdown pass to Tonyan. The touchdown came three plays after
Gary sacked Heinicke and forced a fumble that Dean Lowry recovered at
Washington’s 27. Washington then wasted numerous chances to get back
into the game. zone. On a fourth-and-goal sneak attempt from half a yard
away, Heinicke fumbled and couldn’t cross the goal line after he regained
possession. Washington’s next drive ended when Heinicke couldn’t connect
with Ricky Seals-Jones on fourth-and-2 from the 3. Heinicke later got the
offense to Green Bay’s 12 before Chandon Sullivan intercepted a pass on
third-and-8 in the end zone.

Rasul Douglas was living the life of an NFL journeyman just a few weeks ago,
bouncing between camps and practice squads. Now he’s a Thursday night
hero for the league’s hottest team — at one of his former team’s expense.
Douglas corralled an interception with 12 seconds left in the fourth quarter
that helped the Packers knock off the previously unbeaten Arizona Cardinals
24-21 in a thriller  that  featured two of  the NFL’s top quarterbacks.  The
Cardinals looked like they were going to rally to win their eighth straight
game but Kyler Murray threw the stunning interception on second-and-goal
as the home crowd groaned in disbelief. A.J. Green didn’t expect the pass to
come his way, never turned around and Douglas was there to snatch the ball
in the corner of the end zone. Randall Cobb’s clutch night was much needed
since Green Bay was playing without their two top receivers. Davante Adams
and Allen Lazard were put on the reserve/COVID-19 list earlier in the week,
but the 31-year-old Cobb responded with two touchdowns that were both
tough catches in traffic. Cobb’s 6-yard touchdown catch on the first play of
the fourth quarter put the Packers up 24-14. He only caught three passes on
Thursday, but they were important ones. Green Bay (7-1) has won seven
straight games after dropping the season opener. Green Bay grabbed a 10-7
halftime advantage by making a field goal after Cardinals rookie Rondale
Moore mishandled a punt deep in Arizona territory. Early in the third quarter,
Murray threw a pass that was deflected by Moore into the hands of Green
Bay’s Henry Black at the Arizona 14. Five plays later, Rodgers found Cobb in
the corner of the end zone for a touchdown and 17-7 lead. The Cardinals
responded but fell  just short of the win. Murray finished with 274 yards
passing and two interceptions.
