According to
the Elias Sports Bureau, it tied for the second-longest
streak in the NFL since turnovers were first tracked in
1933 (2010 New England Patriots did it in seven straight
games).

» This season marked just the second time in franchise

» Green Bay joined the 1991 Buffalo Bills (87 points, 1,119

85-plus points and 1,000-plus total yards in the first two
games of the season (per the Elias Sports Bureau).

» It was the first time since 1919 that the Packers scored

40-plus points in both of their first two games.

© » The Packers did not turn the ball over in the first four

games this season. According to the Elias Sports
Bureau, it ties (2014, 2016, 2019) for the most con-
secutive games without a turnover by the Packers since
1933, the first year turnovers were tracked.

. > Green Bay was just the fourth team since the merger to

not have a turnover in the first four games of a season
(1995 Rams / 2013 Titans / 2017 Saints).

P This season was the first time in team history (since
1940) that the Packers rushed for 400-plus yards (417)
and averaged 6-plus yards per carry (6.22) in the first
two games of the season. The last NFL team to do it was
the 2008 Atlanta Falcons (423 yards, 6.04 avg.).

» The Packers rushed for 259 yards and two TDs on 35

carries (7.4 avg.) in the Week 2 win over Detroit, the
most rushing yards by Green Bay in a game since Dec.
28, 2003, vs. Denver (262 yards on 34 carries).

A LOOK AT THE SCHEDULE

The Green Bay Packers’ 2020 NFL regular-season schedule
is highlighted by five prime-time contests (subject to flex- :
ible scheduling) on the original schedule for the seventh :

straight year (2014-20).

» The Packers opened the season at the Minnesota :
Vikings for the first time in team history, marking the :
third straight year that Green Bay faced a divisional foe *
in Week 1, which last happened in 1996-98 when the :
Packers were in the NFC Central. The previous time the :
two teams met in Week 1 was in 2008 on Monday Night :

Football at Lambeau Field.

» For the third consecutive year, Green Bay opened the
season with two NFC North games as they hosted the :
Detroit Lions in Week 2. It was the earliest the Lions had :

visited Green Bay since 2003 (Week 2).

» In Week 3, Green Bay traveled to New Orleans to face :
the Saints in a Sunday night contest, marking the third :
straight prime-time meeting at the Saints (2008 on MNF, :
2014 on SNF). The winning team had scored 34-plus :
points in seven of the previous nine matchups and that :

continued this season as Green Bay won, 37-30.

P The Packers had another night game in Week 4, this time :
against the Atlanta Falcons, marking the second time in :

» After the third Week 5 bye (1995, 2009) for the Packers, :

» The Packers made their first trip to Tampa since a 20-3
win in 2014 to take on the Buccaneers in Week 6 and *
then head to Houston to face the Texans in Week 7. It is

the fifth matchup between the Packers and Texans, with
Green Bay holding a 3-1 lead, including a 2-0 mark in
Houston.

* » Green Bay returns home and to an NFC North opponent

in Week 8 when it hosts the Vikings, marking the first
time since 2009 that Minnesota and Green Bay will
square off twice by Week 8.

» The Packers then face a long trip on a short turnaround,

traveling west to take on the San Francisco 49ers on a
Thursday night in Week 9. It is the first-ever Thursday
meeting between the teams.

» The Packers next take on two AFC South teams, host-

ing the Jacksonville Jaguars in Week 10 and visiting
the Indianapolis Colts in Week 11. The Packers are 4-2
all-time against the Jaguars, including wins in both of
the last two matchups (2012 in Green Bay and 2016
in Jacksonville), while Green Bay is looking for its first
regular-season win in Indinapolis, having lost the previ-
ous four games at the Colts.

» Green Bay will then return to Lambeau Field, finishing

the regular season with four of its last six games at home
for the first time since 1977.

» The matchup against Chicago in Week 12 on a Sunday

night at Lambeau Field marks the 15th consecutive
regular season that the Packers and Bears have squared
off in primetime. It also will be the third and final home
game in November, the most for Green Bay in the month
of November since 2014.

» The Packers stay at home to face the Philadelphia Eagles
in Week 13. It is the Eagles’ first visit to Lambeau Field in
the month of December. In the last six meetings in Green
Bay, four have been decided by seven points or less.

» In Week 14, Green Bay goes to Detroit to face the Lions.
The Packers swept the season series last season for the
ninth time in the last 16 years.

» Week 15 brings a game against the Carolina Panthers
that will take place on either Saturday or Sunday. The
date and time will be determined at least four weeks
in advance of the game. Five of the last six matchups
between the teams have been decided by eight points or
less, including a 24-16 victory by Green Bay last season
at Lambeau Field. The Packers have a 5-2 mark at home
vs. Carolina, scoring 30-plus points in five of those
games.

» Green Bay’s last regular-season home game is slated
for a Sunday night versus the Tennessee Titans in Week

» Across American professional sports, only Boston’s

» Green Bay has 12 players on the roster that began their

» Over 40 percent of the players (21 of 51, 41.2 percent)
on Green Bay's roster entered the league as a sixth- :

round or seventh-round pick or as an undrafted player.

» Of the 51 players on the roster, 44 of them (86.3
percent) are 28 years old or younger (as of October 25, :

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) -- Aaron Jones rushed for a career-high 168 yards
and scored three touchdowns, including a 75-yard breakaway, as the Green
Bay Packers rallied from an early 11-point deficit to beat the Detroit Lions,
42-21, on Sunday. Jones also had a team-high 68 yards receiving on four
catches as the Packers (2-0) won their home opener for an eighth
consecutive year and improved to 8-0 against NFC North foes during coach
Matt LaFleur's tenure. Jones had a 14-yard touchdown run to go along with
his 75-yarder. Rodgers was 18 of 30 for 240 yards with touchdown passes
to Jones and Robert Tonyan. After winning, 43-34, at Minnesota last week,
the Packers are the eighth team in the Super Bow! era to score at least 40
points in each of their first two games. The last two teams to accomplish that
feat -- New Orleans in 2009 and Denver on 2013 -- went on to reach the
Super Bowl. Green Bay took the lead for good, 17-14, on Rodgers' 11-yard
pass to Tonyan with 14 seconds left in the second quarter. Jones then raced
through a hole on the right side and scored on the Packers' first play from
scrimmage in the second half. Jones' 75-yard burst was the longest
touchdown run by a Packer since Ahman Green had a 90-yarder against
Dallas in 2004. The Packers extended the lead to 31-14 later in the third
quarter when Rashan Gary pressured Matthew Stafford into throwing an
interception that Chandon Sullivan returned for a 7-yard touchdown.

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — Tight End Robert Tonyan caught three of Aaron
Rodgers’ four touchdown passes, Za'Darius Smith recorded three sacks and
the Packers remained unbeaten with a 30-16 victory over the winless Atlanta
Falcons on Monday night. The Packers (4-0) have opened a season by
scoring at least 30 points in four straight games for the first time in franchise
history. Star receiver Davante Adams sat out a second straight game with a
hamstring injury, receiver Allen Lazard is on injured reserve with a core
problem, and a knee injury sidelined veteran tight end Marcedes Lewis. Yet
that didn’t slow down Rodgers, who capitalized on Atlanta’s depleted
secondary to finish 27 of 33 for 327 yards and four touchdowns. Tonyan had
touchdown receptions of 19 and 8 yards to cap the Packers’ final two first-
half possessions before adding a 21-yard touchdown reception midway
through the third quarter. Todd Gurley’s two touchdown runs couldn’t stop
the Falcons from their first 0-4 start since 1999. Atlanta already was playing
without safeties Ricardo Allen (elbow) and Keanu Neal (hamstring) as well as
cornerback A.J. Terrell (COVID-19 reserve). That beleaguered secondary
took more hits when Damontae Kazee got carted off the field and Jaylinn
Hawkins left with a concussion in the second quarter. Green Bay capitalized
by scoring touchdowns on three of its four first-half possessions to build a
20-3 halftime lead. The Packers’ other first-half series ended less than a yard
away from the end zone when Deion Jones stuffed Jamaal Williams on
fourth-and-goal.
