PACKERS AND BEARS RENEW RIVALRY
The Green Bay Packers take the short trip to Chicago to take 
on the Bears this Sunday.
u	Sunday will mark Game No. 203 in the NFL’s oldest 

rivalry. The Packers hold a 101-95-6 edge in the series, 
which includes two playoff games (1-1). 

u	It will be the the 50th meeting between the Packers and 
Bears at Soldier Field (48 regular-season meetings, one 
postseason meeting). Green Bay is 29-20 at Soldier 
Field.

u	It is the first October meeting between the team at 
Soldier Field since Oct. 12, 1997.

u	In 2020, Green Bay swept the regular-season series 
between the two teams for the second straight year, for 
the 16th time in the last 27 years (since 1994) and the 
eighth time in the last 12 seasons.

u	Including a 2010 playoff victory at Chicago, Green Bay 
has won 22 of the last 27 meetings between the rivals at 
Soldier Field, including 10 of the last 11.

u	Including the postseason, the Packers have won 19 of 
the last 22 meetings.

u	Seven of the last nine games between the two clubs at 
Soldier Field have been decided by single digits.

u	The Packers have scored 30-plus points in five of the last 
eight road games against the Bears, including 35 points 
last season.

AGAINST THE BEARS
u	With Aaron Rodgers as the starting quarterback, 

Green Bay is 21-5 (including playoffs) against the Bears, 
with one loss coming in 2013 after Rodgers left the 
game with an injury after the first series.

u	In the 26 games against Chicago, Rodgers has an overall 
passer rating of 105.3. 

u	Of the starters that have attempted 250-plus passes 
against the Bears (including playoffs), Rodgers’ 105.3 
passer rating is No. 1 in league history (No. 2 - Drew 
Brees, 98.2) according to stathead.com.

u	Rodgers has posted a 100-plus passer rating in 12 
matchups (min. 15 pass att.) and the Packers are 12-0 
in those contests. Rodgers has the most 100-plus 
passer-rating games (min. 15 pass att.) against the 
Bears since 1950 (stathead.com), passing Brett Favre 
(11) in Week 17 last season.

u	Last season, Rodgers registered passer ratings of 132.2 
and 147.9 against the Bears to give him eight games 
with a passer rating of 125-plus against the Bears, the 
most by any QB against the Bears since 1950 
(min. 15 att.). Rodgers has five more than any other 
quarterback (stathead.com).

u	Rodgers has thrown 23 TDs at Soldier Field, two shy of 
Brett Favre’s team record of 25 passing TDs at Soldier 
Field. The most TDs that Rodgers has thrown at one 
stadium is 25 at Ford Field.

u	Overall, Rodgers has thrown a team-record 55 TDs 
against Chicago.

u	WR Randall Cobb has nine receiving TDs against the 
Bears (the most he has against any one team), ranking 
No. 3 in Packers’ history against Chicago (Don Hutson, 
15 / Billy Howton, 10).

u	Dating back to when he entered the NFL in 2014, WR 
Davante Adams ranks at the top the league against 
the Bears in receptions (67, No. 1), receiving yards 
(814, No. 1) and receiving TDs (eight, No. 1).

u	Among active NFL players, Adams (67) and Cobb (66) 
have the most career receptions vs. Chicago.

WITH THE CALL
FOX Sports, now in its 28th season as an NFL 
network television partner, will broadcast the 
game. 
u	Play-by-play man Joe Davis joins analyst 

Greg Olsen and sideline reporter Pam 
Oliver.

u	DIRECTV subscribers can watch the game with NFL 
Sunday Ticket on Channel 710.

u	Sports USA Radio will be broadcasting to a national 
audience with Larry Kahn (play-by-play) and Mark 
Carrier (analyst) on the call.

u	Milwaukee’s WTMJ (620 AM), airing Green Bay games 
since November 1929, heads up the Packers Radio 
Network that is made up of 49 stations in four states. For 
a full listing of radio affiliates, go to www.packers.com. 
Wayne Larrivee (play-by-play) and two-time Packers 
Pro Bowler Larry McCarren (analyst) call the action. 
McCarren first joined the team’s broadcasts in 1995 
and enters his 26th season calling Packers games. After 
originally being paired together in 1999, McCarren and 
Larrivee enter their 23rd season of broadcasts together. 
They surpassed Jim Irwin and Max McGee for the most 
regular-season and postseason games broadcast for the 
Packers with 313 at the 2018 season opener against 
Chicago. Both McCarren and Larrivee are members of 
the Wisconsin Broadcasters Hall of Fame.

u	The broadcast is also available on Sirius Satellite Radio

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LAFLEUR LEADS THE PACK 
Head Coach Matt LaFleur (la-flew-er) has led the Packers 
to back-to-back NFC North titles.
u	According to the Elias Sports Bureau, LaFleur was the 

sixth head coach since 1970 to lead their team to 
the conference championship game in both of his first 
two seasons as a head coach, joining Jim Harbaugh 
(2011-12), Rex Ryan (2009-10), Barry Switzer (1994-
95), George Seifert (1989-90) and Don McCafferty 
(1970-71).

u	LaFleur is just the second NFL head coach since the 
league went to a divisional format in 1967 to win 13-plus 
games and a division title in both of his first two seasons 
(2019-20), joining Seifert (1989-90).

u	Dating back to 2019, the Packers have the best 
regular-season record in the NFL:

u	LaFleur reached 30 wins in his first 37 games as a head 
coach, tied for the third fastest in NFL history to 
reach the 30-win mark (Elias Sports Bureau):

u	LaFleur (26-6) posted the most regular-season 
wins by a Packer head coach in his first two 
seasons (Mike Sherman and Mike McCarthy, 21 each).

u	LaFleur (26) posted the second-most wins in NFL 
history by a coach in his first two seasons 
behind only Seifert (28 in 1989-90).

u	LaFleur guided the Packers to 26 wins in 2019-20 after 
the Packers won 13 games in 2017-18. That was the 
biggest two-season win improvement by a head 
coach in franchise history from the two seasons prior 
to him taking over, eclipsing the previous mark held 
by Vince Lombardi (15 victories in 1959-60 after the 
Packers won four games in 1957-58).

u	LaFleur led the biggest one-year win improvement in 
franchise history in 2019:

u	LaFleur is now 12-1 in the NFC North (.923) after a vic-
tory over Detroit in Week 2. 

u	LaFleur’s winning percentage of .917 (11-1) against 
division opponents in 2019-20 tied for the second 
best by a coach in his first two seasons as head coach, 
dating back to 1970 (Mike Tomlin, 11-1, .917 in 2007-08 
/ Steve Mariucci, 15-1, .938 in 1997-98).

u	Among head coaches who began their career since 
1970, LaFleur is one of only five coaches to win 
their first six road divisional games (George Seifert, 
Steve Mariucci, Jim Haslett, Sean McVay).

u	LaFleur has not lost back-to-back games as a head 
coach.

u	Dating back to 2019 (including playoffs), LaFleur has led 
the Packers to a 16-4 record (.800) in games decided by 
single digits.

u	Dating back to 2019, Green Bay ranks in the top 10 in 
the NFL in the regular season in point differential (plus-
201, No. 5), points per game (27.2, No. 6) and points 
allowed per game (21.7, No. 8).

u	Green Bay has forced two turnovers in each of its last 
four games. Under LaFleur, the Packers are 15-1 (.938) 
when posting two-plus takeaways in a game and have a 
plus-29 turnover margin (39/10) in those 16 contests.

u	The Packers are 23-0 under LaFleur when they win the 
takeaway battle. In those 23 wins, Green Bay has turned 
the ball over a total of six times and created 45 turnovers 
for a turnover differential of plus-39. The Packers have 
scored 719 points in those 23 wins (31.3 ppg) while 
allowing 442 points (19.2 ppg), and have scored 30-plus 
points in 15 of those 23 games.

u	Under LaFleur, Green Bay is 27-1 when forcing at least 
one turnover, a .964 winning percentage that ranks No. 
1 in the NFL since 2019.

u	Under LaFleur, the Packers had six players register 
30-plus receptions in 2019-20, marking the first time 
in franchise history that Green Bay had six players 
with 30-plus catches in back-to-back seasons.

u	LaFleur led Green Bay to a 20-5 record in his first 25 
regular-season games, which tied for No. 4 in NFL 
history for the most wins by a head coach in his first 
25 regular-season games (Elias Sports Bureau).

u	LaFleur recorded the best home winning percent-
age by a Packers head coach in his first two 
seasons since 1921: 

u	2019-20 was the first time Green Bay won seven-plus 
games in back-to-back seasons at Lambeau Field since 
doing it in three straight seasons from 2010-12.

u	LaFleur (13-3) finished with the most NFL wins by a 
Packer head coach in their first season:

u	LaFleur (13-3) tied for the third-most wins by 
an NFL head coach in their first season (Jim Caldwell, 
IND, 2009, 14-2 / George Seifert, SF, 1989, 14-2 / Jim 
Harbaugh, SF, 2011, 13-3 / Steve Mariucci, SF, 1997, 
13-3).

u	LaFleur joined Jim Caldwell and Mariucci as the only 
head coaches with 13-plus wins to go undefeated in their 
division in their first season.

u	LaFleur became the first Packer 
head coach to start both of his 
first two seasons 3-0 (2019-20).

u	LaFleur joined Phil Bengston 
(1968-69) as the only head 
coaches in franchise history to 
win the season opener in their 
first two seasons.

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NOTES FROM WEEK 5 AT CINCINNATI
u	The Packers improved to 4-1 on the season with a 25-22 

overtime victory over the Cincinnati Bengals at Paul 
Brown Stadium. It was just the second overtime game 
for the Packers under Head Coach Matt LaFleur (at 
Indianapolis, Week 11 of 2020).

u	The Packers have started the season with a 4-1 record 
for the third consecutive season. Since 2019, Green Bay 
has a combined record of 12-3 in the first five games of 
the season, a .800 winning percentage that is tied for the 
best in the NFL (Buffalo) over that span (stathead.
com).

u	It is the first time, the Packers have won at least four 
of their first five games in three straight seasons since 
1960-63.

u	It was the first game Green Bay played at 12 p.m. CT this 
season. The Packers are 12-1 under Head Coach Matt 
LaFleur in games played at 12 p.m. CT, a .923 winning 
percentage that ranks No. 1 in the NFL since 2019.

u	Green Bay registered a season-high 133 rushing yards 
on 22 carries (6.0 avg.) a week after recording 131 rush-
ing yards on 33 carries (4.0 avg.).

u	The Packers had two penalties in Week 5 and are tied 
for No. 2 in the NFL in times penalized this season:

u	It marks the fewest penalties by the Packers in the first 
five games of a season since 1989 (20).

u	The Packers finished with a turnover differential of plus-
1, improving to 23-0 under LaFleur when winning the 
turnover battle (4-1 when even and 3-6 when minus). 
Green Bay’s 23 games with a positive turnover differen-
tial since 2019 rank No. 1 in the NFL over that span.

u	Green Bay is tied for No. 6 in the NFL this season 
in turnover differential (plus-3). Since 2019, the Packers 
rank No. 2 in the NFL in turnover differential:

u	Week 5 marked the fourth game this season the Packers 
have won the turnover differential, tied for No. 1 in 
the NFL:

u	Green Bay is 4-0 this season when winning the turnover 
battle. Through five weeks in the NFL, teams that win the 
turnover differential are 44-14 (.759), via stathead.com.

u	The Packers have multiple takeaways in each of the last 
four games (Weeks 2-5), its longest streak since a four-
game streak in 2017 (Weeks 4-7).

u	The Packers are tied for No. 6 in the NFL with eight 
takeaways this season.

u	Green Bay is tied for No. 6 in the league this season 
with five interceptions. 

u	The Packers have forced a turnover in the fourth quarter/
OT in each of the last four games (Weeks 2-5), their 
longest single-season streak since 2009 (five 
straight, Weeks 10-14). Green Bay is tied for the 
league lead in takeaways in the fourth quarter/over-
time this season:

u	Green Bay ranks in the top 10 in the NFL in total yards 
allowed/game:

u	The Packers also rank in the top 10 in the league in 
pass yards per play allowed (6.30, No. 7), interception 
rate (2.86%, No. 7) and yards per play allowed (5.31, 
No. 10).

u	Green Bay has given up 11 plays of 20-plus yards this 
season, tied for the second fewest in the NFL:

u	Since 2000, 11 is the fewest plays of 20-plus yards that 
the Packers have given up in the first five games of a 
season (No. 2 is 12 in 2001).

u	RB Aaron Jones rushed for 103 yards on 14 carries 
(7.4 avg.) in Week 5. It was the fewest carries by Jones 
in a 100-yard rushing game in his career.

u	Dating back to 2017, Jones is tied for No. 1 in the 
NFL in 100-yard rushing games on fewer than 20 car-
ries:

u	Jones ranks No. 2 in franchise history in 100-yard 
rushing games on fewer than 20 carries:

u	LB De'Vondre Campbell recorded an interception 
in Week 5, giving him two interceptions and a fumble 
recovery this season with all three coming in the fourth 
quarter or overtime to lead the NFL this season. The 
last Packer to have three takeaways in the fourth quarter/
OT in the first five games of a season was DB Charles 
Woodson in 2008 (three INTs).

u	Campbell is tied with Ted Hendricks (three INTs in 
1974) for the second-most takeaways by a Green Bay 
linebacker in the first five games of a season since 1970 
(John Anderson, four INTs in 1978). 

u	K Mason Crosby hit a 49-yard field goal in overtime to 
win the game. Crosby is the first Green Bay kicker 
since the merger to have multiple game-winning FGs 
of 45-plus yards in a single season (51 yards at SF).

u	CB Eric Stokes posted a pass defensed for the fifth 
straight game and ranks No. 1 among rookies 
and No. 3 in the NFL overall with seven passes 
defensed.

u	WR Randall Cobb has 11 receptions on the season, 
including nine that have picked up first downs for an 
81.8 percentage that is tied for No. 6 in the NFL this 
season (min. two rec. per team game, Stats Pass).

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RODGERS AND ADAMS IN WEEK 5
u	With two TD passes, QB Aaron Rodgers brought his 

career passing-TD total to 422, passing QB Philip Rivers 
for No. 5 in NFL history:

u	Rodgers completed 27 of 39 passes for 344 yards and a 
passer rating of 102.9. It was his third game in the last 
four contests with a passer rating of 100-plus.

u	Rodgers had a season-high eight completions of 16-plus 
yards. Six of those were to WR Davante Adams 
(single-game career high). Adams passed his previ-
ous career high of five at Houston in 2020 and five at 
Detroit in 2018. The six of 16-plus yards were the most 
by a Packer since WR Bill Schroeder registered six vs. 
Indianapolis on Nov. 19, 2000.

u	Adams leads the NFL with 14 receptions of 16-plus 
yards this season (DK Metcalf and Deebo Samuel, 12).

u	Adams registered 11 receptions for 206 yards (18.7 
avg.) and a TD in Week 5. It was the first 200-plus-yard 
receiving game of his career.

u	Rodgers (344), Adams (206) and RB Aaron Jones 
(103) combined to mark the first game in franchise 
history with a 300-yard passer, 200-yard receiver and 
100-yard rusher (Elias Sports Bureau).

u	Adams has seven games with 10-plus catches/100-plus 
receiving yards/receiving TD since 2020, the most in 
the NFL over that span (Tyreek Hill, four).

u	Adams leads the league in receptions (42), receiving 
yards (579) and receiving first downs (28) this season.

u	Adams’ 579 receiving yards are the fourth most by a 
Packer in the first five games of a season (Don Hutson, 
633 in 1945 and 612 in 1942 / Billy Howton, 598 in 
1956).

u	Adams is the eighth NFL player to record 40-plus 
receptions and 575-plus receiving yards in the first five 
games of a season and the first since Adam Thielen in 
2018.

ON THE ROAD
Green Bay has performed well on the road over the last few 
years. So far this season, the Packers are 2-1 (.667).
u	Green Bay went 6-2 in each of the first two seasons 

(2019-20) under Head Coach Matt LaFleur, marking 
the first time in franchise history that the Packers 
won six-plus road games in back-to-back seasons. 

u	The 6-2 (.750) road records by Green Bay in 2019-
20 marked just the fourth and fifth times since 
1978 (7-1 in 2011 / 6-2 in 2007 and 2004), when the 
NFL went to a 16-game schedule, that Green Bay won 
six-plus road games in the regular season (pro-football-
reference.com). 

u	The Packers were one of five NFL teams (Baltimore, 
Buffalo, Kansas City, New Orleans) to win at least six 
road games in 2019 and in 2020.

u	 In 2019-20, the Packers had a regular-season road win-
ning streak of five, the team’s longest since 2011 and 
tied for the third longest since the NFL/AFL merger.

u	QB Aaron Rodgers ranks No. 4 among active 
players (min. 670 pass att.) in road passer rating:

u	Rodgers has thrown for a passer rating of 100-plus in 
nine of the last 11 regular-season road games, ranking 
No. 1 in the NFL since the start of the 2020 season:

u	Rodgers is on a current three-game streak of throwing 
three plus TDs/zero INTs in road division games, tied 
with Tom Brady (2007) for the longest streak of all-time 
(Elias Sports Bureau).

u	Rodgers has thrown three-plus TD passes in seven of 
the last 11 road contests, the most in the NFL since the 
start of the 2020 season:

u	Dating back to 2019, the Packers are tied for No. 5 in 
the NFL in road winning percentage:

u	Since 2020, WR Davante Adams leads the NFL in 
receptions (91) and receiving yards (1,247) on the road 
while ranking No. 2 in receiving TDs (10).

u	 In three road games this season, Adams has posted 28 
receptions for 394 yards, leading the NFL in both 
categories.

u	Since 2000, Green Bay is one of only six NFL teams 
to have a regular-season road record above .500:

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DIVISION DOMINANCE
u	Coming off back-to-back division titles, Green Bay 

started off division play with a win over the Detroit Lions 
in Week 2.

u	The Packers were one of four teams to win five-plus divi-
sion games last season (Buffalo and New Orleans, 6-0 / 
Tennessee, 5-1).

u	Green Bay was one of three teams (Kansas City, New 
Orleans) to go 6-0 in road division games over the last 
two seasons (2019-20). 

u	The Packers’ six-game road winning streak in the NFC 
North is the longest road divisional winning 
streak in franchise history (Elias Sports Bureau).

u	The Packers scored 43 points at Minnesota in Week 1 
and 42 points versus Detroit in Week 2 last season. It 
was only the third time Green Bay had scored 40-plus 
points in back-to-back divisional games (1984, 2014).

u	Green Bay posted 40-plus points three times last season 
against an NFC North foe (41 vs. Chicago in Week 12). It 
was the first time in team history that the Packers 
have posted three 40-point games in a season against 
divisional opponents since the league went to a divsional 
format in 1967.

u	The Packers scored 35 points in their only division 
game so far this season. Green Bay led the NFL dur-
ing the 2020 regular season in points per game (35.7) 
in division games, scoring 30-plus points in five of six 
contests. 

u	The Packers scored the most points per game (35.7) in 
2020 then they ever had against division opponents, dat-
ing back to 1967. Green Bay surpassed the 35.3 average 
it posted against the division in 2011.

u	The Packers recorded the fewest giveaways against the 
division in 2020 (two) then they ever had in a single 
season, dating back to 1967.

u	Since the NFL went to 32 teams in 2002, there have 
been two teams to average 35-plus points per game and 
record two or fewer giveaways vs. divisional opponents, 
the 2020 Packers (35.7, two) and the 2016 Atlanta 
Falcons (38.5, two).

u	Head Coach Matt LaFleur has led the Packers to divi-
son titles in both of his first two seasons and is one of 
four NFL head coaches to debut in the Super Bowl 
era to win his first eight divisional games with a team. 
All coaches listed below were in their first career head-
coaching positions (via the Elias Sports Bureau):

u	Green Bay’s eight-game divisional winning streak ended 
in Week 8 in 2020, but it tied the second longest for 
the franchise since the league went to a divisional format 
in 1967, trailing only the 12-game streak from 2010-12. 

u	Dating back to 1995, the Packers have the second-
most division titles in the NFL:

u	Green Bay has won seven division titles with Aaron 
Rodgers as the starting quarterback. 

u	Rodgers led the league in both passing TDs (20) and 
passer rating (128.5), min. 50 pass att., in division 
games last season (Sportradar).

u	 In games that Rodgers has started vs. the NFC North and 
thrown 15-plus passes, the Packers are 52-15-1 (he was 
knocked out of four games with an injury and Green Bay 
lost all four of those). In the 68 NFC North games that 
he has thrown 15-plus passes, he has posted a 100-plus 
rating in 41 of them.

u	Rodgers ranks No. 1 in NFL history in TD/INT ratio 
(6.20, 155/25) in division games (min. 50 TD passes).

u	 In three road NFC North games last year, Rodgers com-
pleted 77 of 101 passes (76.2 pct.) for 894 yards and 11 
TDs with no INTs, a 138.8 passer rating that ranks No. 
4 in the NFL in a single season since 1970:

u	Rodgers’ 20 TD passes were the most against his own 
division in a season without throwing an interception in 
NFL history, besting the 18/0 ratio Rodgers threw for 
against the NFC North in 2014.

u	Dating back to 1948, Rodgers’ 20 TD passes tied for 
the fifth most against division opponents in the NFL 
(Dan Marino is No. 1 with 24 in 1984).

u	Rodgers owns three of the top five marks for single-
season passer rating against divisional opponents (min. 
100 pass att.) since 1948:

u	Rodgers threw four-plus TD passes for the fifth time 
against the Bears in Week 12 and the sixth time in Week 
17, the most in NFL history (Fran Tarkenton, four).

u	Rodgers posted his seventh career game with a 130-plus 
rating against Chicago in Week 17, four more than any 
other NFL quarterback (John Brodie, three).

u	WR Davante Adams opened division play this season 
with eight receptions for 121 yards (15.1 avg.) vs. 
Detroit in Week 2. Adams led the NFL last season in 
receiving TDs against division opponents:

u	Dating back to 1967, Adams tied the franchise 
record for TD receptions (eight) against the division 
in one season (Sterling Sharpe in 1993 and 1994 and 
Robert Brooks in 1995). 

u	Dating back to 2002, Adams’ eight TD receptions in 
2020 tied for the third most in the NFL against division 
opponents in one season (Terrell Owens, nine in 2007 / 
Randy Moss, 11 in 2007).  

u	Adams has a franchise-record four career games with 
13-plus catches, with three of those coming against NFC 
North teams.

u	RB Aaron Jones recorded a rushing TD and three 
receiving TDs in Week 2 vs. Detroit, giving him four TDs 
in a game for the second time in his career (four rushing 
TDs at Dallas in 2019). He became the eighth NFL RB 
since 1950 with a rushing TD and three-plus receiving 
TDs in a game.

u	Jones’ 14 total TDs against division opponents since 
2019 are tied for No. 2 in the NFL over that span.

u	Jones’ top two career rushing-yardage games have both 
come against NFC North foes (168 vs. Detroit in Week 2 
in 2020, 154 at Minnesota in Week 16 in 2019).

MATT LaFLEUR…In his third season as the 
Packers’ 15th head coach.
u	 In his 13th season in the NFL, having previ-

ously served as an offensive coordinator for two 
seasons (Los Angeles Rams, 2017; Tennessee 
Titans, 2018), a quarterbacks coach for six sea-
sons (Washington Football Team, 2010-13; Atlanta 
Falcons, 2015-16), and an offensive assistant for 
two seasons (Houston Texans, 2008-09).

u	 In his first two seasons leading the Packers, has 
authored one of the greatest starts to a head-
coaching career in NFL history. For the second 
consecutive season in 2020, led Green Bay to a 
13-3 record and captured the NFC North crown 
while also earning the No. 1 seed in the NFC for the 
first time since 2011. It was just the second time 
in team history that the Packers had won 13-plus 
games in back-to- back seasons (13-3 in 1996 and 
1997). 

u	According to the Elias Sports Bureau, was the 
sixth head coach since 1970 to lead his team to 
the conference championship game in both of his 
first two seasons as a head coach, joining Jim 
Harbaugh (2011-12), Rex Ryan (2009-10), Barry 
Switzer (1994-95), George Seifert (1989-90) and 
Don McCafferty (1970-71). 

u	Became just the second NFL head coach since the 
league went to a divisional format in 1967 to win 
13-plus games and a division title in both of his first 
two seasons, joining Seifert (1989-90).

u	 In his first season leading the Packers in 2019, 
became the first coach in club history to lead the 
team to the playoffs in his debut season. Also led 
the largest one-year win improvement in team his-
tory (plus-seven wins).

MATT NAGY…In his fourth season as the Bears’ 
16th head coach.
u	The 2018 Associated Press and PFWA Coach of 

the Year, has compiled a record of 31-22 in his first 
three-plus seasons as the head coach in Chicago, 
with one division championship and two playoff 
appearances. 

u	Has enjoyed success within the division, going 
12-7 against the NFC North, including a 11-2 mark 
against the Vikings and Lions. 

u	His .585 career win percentage is the second high-
est among Bears coaches since the 1970 merger, 
trailing Mike Ditka’s .631 percentage.

u	Owns 13 years of NFL coaching experience, serving 
on the Philadelphia Eagles’ staff from 2008-12 and 
working with the Kansas City Chiefs from 2013-17, 
including one year (2017) as offensive coordinator.

THE PACKERS-BEARS SERIES
u	One of the most storied rivalries in professional 

sports, the two franchises have met 202 times 
(regular season and playoffs) entering Sunday’s 
game - the most in NFL history.

u	Starting in 1923, the clubs met for 59 straight years 
until both games in 1982 were canceled as part of a 
strike-shortened season.

u	Have only met in the postseason twice, with the last 
meeting coming following the 2010 season. With a 
berth in Super Bowl XLV on the line, the Packers 
emerged victorious, 21-14, at Soldier Field. 

u	With two wins over the Bears in 2017, Green Bay 
took and maintained the advantage in the series for 
the first time since leading 11-10-4 following the 
1932 season. 

u	Green Bay is 21-5 against Chicago (including play-
offs) with QB Aaron Rodgers as the starter.

LAST MEETING, REGULAR SEASON
Jan. 3, 2021, Soldier Field, Packers won, 35-16
u	QB Aaron Rodgers threw for four touchdowns, 

breaking his franchise record for TD passes in a 
season (48), and Green Bay clinched the No. 1 seed 
in the NFC. 

u	WR Marquez Valdes-Scanting caught a 72-yard 
TD pass in the second quarter, finishing with two 
receptions for 87 yards. 

u	WR Davante Adams broke Sterling Sharpe’s team 
record for receptions in a season and tied his mark 
for touchdown catches in a year. Adams had six 
receptions to total 115 for the season and sur-
passed Sharpe’s mark of 112 in 1993. His 6-yard 
score in the fourth quarter gave him 18 TDs, match-
ing Sharpe’s team record set in 1994.

Packers S Adrian Amos was drafted by Chicago in 2015 
and played with the Bears for four seasons (2015-18)…
Bears TE Jimmy Graham played for the Packers for two

was also the offensive line coach at his alma mater (2012, 
2016-18) and served as the Bears’ assistant offensive line 
coach from 2007-09…Bears wide receivers coach Mike 
Furrey played for the Washington Football Team when 
Packers head coach Matt LaFleur and inside linebackers 
coach Kirk Olivadotti were on the staff in 2010…Bears 
senior defensive assistant Mike Pettine served the last 
three seasons (2018-20) as the Packers defensive coordi-
nator…Bears assistant wide receivers coach Chris Jackson 
appeared in two games for the Packers at wide receiver 
during the 2002-03 seasons…Bears offensive quality con-
trol coach Henry Burris was a backup quarterback for the 
Packers during the 2001 season…Bears general manager 
Ryan Pace and Packers executive vice president/director 
of football operations Russ Ball served together in the 
Saints’ front office from 2002-07…Bears offensive line 
coach Juan Castillo was an offensive analyst at Michigan in 
2019 while Packers G Jon Runyan played for the school…
Packers assistant special teams coach Rayna Stewart 
served as a graduate assistant at Northwestern from 2007-
08...Chicago assistant offensive line coach Donovan Raiola 
played for the Wisconsin Badgers from 2002-05..Packers 
assistant defensive backs coach Ryan Downard (2014-15), 
Bears DB Tashaun Gipson Sr. (2012-15), Bears special

A LOOK AT THE SCHEDULE
The Green Bay Packers’ 2021 NFL schedule features 17 
regular-season games and three preseason games. It is 
highlighted by five prime-time contests (subject to flexible 
scheduling) on the original schedule for the eighth straight 
year (2014-21).
u	Entering 2021, Green Bay had the fourth-highest strength 

of schedule (.542, 147-124-1) and leads the league with 
the most games (10) against 2020 playoff teams. The 
Packers face 10 teams who had a .500-or-better record 
in 2020, tied for the third most in the league.

u	The Packers opened the season at the New Orleans 
Saints, marking the third straight year and the seventh 
time in the last nine seasons that Green Bay had started 
the season on the road. 

u	Week 2 brought a division opponent at home for the 
fourth consecutive season, and for the second straight 
year it was the Detroit Lions. The game was on Monday 
Night Football and was the first of three home prime-
time games against division opponents. 

u	The Packers went back on the road in Week 3 as they 
traveled to face the San Francisco 49ers on a Sunday 
night, marking the fourth consecutive season Green Bay 
faced the 49ers in a prime-time contest and the third 
consecutive year on the road.

u	Over the next two weeks, Green Bay will play the first of 
two back-to-backs against the AFC North. The Packers 
welcomed the Pittsburgh Steelers to Lambeau Field in 
Week 4 and will traveled to Cincinnati to take on the 
Bengals in Week 5. The Cincinnati game was the first of 
four road contests in five weeks for the Packers.

u	Week 6 brings a return to division play as Green Bay 
goes to Chicago and faces off with the Bears. 

u	The Packers then return to Lambeau for a Week 7 
contest against the Washington Football Team before 
back-to-back road trips. 

u	The Packers will visit the Arizona Cardinals on a 
Thursday night in Week 8 to finish an October slate that 
will see them play five games for the first time since 
2010, and then a trip to Kansas City to play the Chiefs in 
Week 9.

u	Green Bay plays six of its final eight regular-sea-
son games against the NFC, starting with the Seattle 
Seahawks in Week 10 at home. 

u	After a trip to play the Minnesota Vikings in Week 11, 
Green Bay finishes the regular season with four of its 
last six games at home for the second straight year and 
the fourth time since 1940 (1969, 1977).

u	Green Bay hosts the Los Angeles Rams before a Week 
13 bye, marking the seventh straight season the Packers 
will play at home heading into their bye week. It is the 
latest bye ever for Green Bay, and it is the fourth time 
since 1990 that the Packers have had a bye in Week 10 
or later (Week 11 in 2019, Week 10 in 2012 and 2010). 
It will be the first time since 2017 that Green Bay plays 
at home heading into the bye and coming out of the bye.

u	The matchup versus Chicago on a Sunday night in Week 
14 marks the 16th consecutive regular season that the 
Packers and Bears have squared off in a prime-time 
game. 

u	In Weeks 15-16, Green Bay will finish off its slate against 
the AFC North with a trip to face the Baltimore Ravens 
and then a home game on Christmas Day against the 
Cleveland Browns. It is just the third time the Packers 
will play on Christmas, having hosted the Bears in 2005 
and 2011.

u	Green Bay will end the regular season with back-to-back 
NFC North games for the fourth time in the last six sea-
sons. 

u	The Packers’ last regular-season home game is slated 
for a Sunday night versus the Vikings in Week 17. 

u	For the fourth time in the last six years, Green Bay will 
end the regular season in Detroit. The game at the Lions 
is scheduled for Sunday, but the league schedule does 
not list Saturday games or a Sunday night game in Week 
18, and three games with playoff implications will be 
moved to those time slots no later than six days prior to 
January 9.

PLAYER INTERVIEWS
u	During the regular season, players will be availble 

in-person to a limited number of media and via Zoom 
generally on Monday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday and 
following games.

u	All interviews with players on the practice squad or 
injured reserve need to be requested and approved 
through the communications department.

u	At the conclusion of all games, players will be made 
available via following the NFL’s standard “cooling-off” 
period. 

u	Any requests to interview players other than on the 
aforementioned days should be directed to a member of 
the Packers’ communications department.

ASSISTANT COACH AVAILABILITY
u	Coordinators – Nathaniel Hackett (offense), Joe Barry 

(defense) and Maurice Drayton (special teams) – will 
continue to serve as primary spokesmen in their respec-
tive areas.

u	During the regular season, coordinators will be available 
in-person to a limited number of media and via Zoom 
once a week. Position coaches generally will be available 
in-person and via Zoom every week with offensive and 
defensive assistant alternating weeks. Specific availabil-
ity will be included in our weekly advisory.  

u	Following games, LaFleur will be the only coach available 
to the media.

u	Position coaches are available for questions on specific 
players and their position group only. Broader interview 
topics need to be directed to the respective coordinators.

u	No assistant coach should be contacted directly by 
telephone (at his desk, home or on his cell phone), or 
by email. All interviews must be arranged through the 
communications department.

u	Sarah Quick (920-569-7213) serves as the primary 
contact for assistant coaches. In her absence, feel free 
to contact another member of the communications staff. 

PRACTICE ACCESS, PHOTOGRAPHY AND 
SOCIAL-MEDIA GUIDELINES
u	During the regular season, practices will be open to 

2M and 3-OA media who regularly cover the team for 
designated periods during the beginning of each ses-
sion, similar to previous seasons. Also as in prior years, 
photo/video opportunities will be limited to the begin-
ning portions of practice.

u	The team reserves the right to limit photography/video 
to certain periods for competitive reasons. This restric-
tion applies to both training-camp and regular-season 
practices.

u	During practice periods in which B-roll and still pho-
tography are NOT permitted, the media may not utilize 
camera phones, either. The communications staff will 
alert the media of the permissible “shooting” periods 
before and during each practice.

u	Video of practice or Zoom press conferences by an 
individual or media outlet can be posted on social-media 
sites in compliance with the NFL online-content policy.

u	No live-streaming or live broadcast of practice or Zoom 

press conferences is permitted by an individual or media 
outlet at any time on any platform.

u	NO entries about specific schemes, personnel groupings 
or anything that might be related in any way to game 
planning. If you have ANY questions about this, please 
ask a member of the Packers’ communications staff 
before posting.

u	NO entries regarding “football communications,” includ-
ing specific exchanges between coaches and players 
that might be overheard. Acknowledgement that the 
conversation occurred is acceptable, but we ask that the 
details of the conversation be withheld. 

u	NO detailed speculation as to the potential nature or 
severity of an injury until LaFleur has addressed it follow-
ing practice. Once again, acknowledging that an injury 
occurred and providing general details (i.e., “right leg ...” 
or “left wrist …”) is permitted, but anything beyond that 
would be purely speculative and possibly inaccurate.

u	Photographers (video and still) are asked to avoid film-
ing, photographing, printing and/or airing any shots 
of any injury situation, while the injury occurs, while 
trainers attend to/treat the injured player, and while the 
player is leaving the field, either on his own or with aid. 
This includes minor injuries. The team will allow shots of 
players after they’ve been treated. For instance, cameras 
are allowed to shoot a player on the sideline with ice 
on his knee, after trainers have left. However, cameras 
are not allowed to film a player on crutches, either on 
the field or in the locker room. If outlets choose not to 
respect this policy – or any other policy – the team will 
have no choice but to consider limiting access to the 
field and/or locker room.

ONLINE-CONTENT POLICY
u	Accredited Organizations may supplement its traditional 

media distribution platform (e.g., newspaper, television, 
radio) with other new media distribution platforms that 
it controls (e.g., websites, official social media accounts,

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CONSECUTIVE-SELLOUT STREAK
Due to health and safety concerns, the Packers made the 
decision to first not have fans at home games and then to 
sell a limited number tickets to a few home games in 2020 
due to the pandemic, which put a pause to the franchise’s 
sellout streak. The Packers are happy to welcome back full 
crowds this season and after Week 4 against Pittsburgh, 
the sellout streak moved to 352 regular-season games (not 
including replacement games).
u	The league’s longest-tenured stadium, Lambeau Field 

is hosting its 65th season of football in 2021. For the 
victory over Seattle in the Divisional round of the 2019 
playoffs, 78,998 Packers fans filled Lambeau Field for 
the second-highest paid attendance in stadium history 
(79,704 in the Divisional round of the 2014 playoffs 
versus Dallas). 

u	Across American professional sports, only Boston’s 
Fenway Park (1912) and Chicago’s Wrigley Field (1914) 
have longer tenures.

BREAKING DOWN THE ROSTER
The Packers enter Week 6 with a 52-man roster that is 
composed of 23 offensive players, 26 defensive players and 
three specialists.
u	Of the 52 players on Green Bay’s roster, 29 of them 

(55.8 percent) were draft picks of the Packers. Green Bay 
has seven players that were drafted in the first round, 
including six that were selected by the Packers.

u	Green Bay has 11 players on the roster that began their 
careers as undrafted free agents. 

u	40.1 percent of the players (21 of 52) on Green Bay’s 
roster entered the league as a sixth-round or seventh-
round pick or as an undrafted player.

u	Of the 52 players on the roster, 46 of them (88.5 
percent) are 28 years old or younger (as of Oct 12) and 
24 players (46.1 percent) are 24 years old or younger.

u	Of the 52 players on the roster, 11 of them (21.5 
percent) played collegiately outside of the “Power Five” 
conferences (ACC, Big 10, Big 12, Pac-12 and SEC).

u	Over 28 percent of the players (15 of 52, 28.8 percent) 
attended high school in either California (9 players) 
or Texas (6 players). In total, Green Bay’s roster is 
composed of players from 24 different states and two 
different countries (United States and Canada).

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. (AP) — Jameis Winston passed for five touchdowns
and New Orleans intercepted reigning NFL MVP Aaron Rodgers twice, and
the Saints kicked off the post-Drew Brees era with a 38-3 victory over the
Green  Bay  Packers  on  Sunday.  The  game,  originally  scheduled  for  the
Superdome, was moved while the New Orleans area continues to clean up
wreckage  left  by  Hurricane  Ida,  which  struck  southeast  Louisiana  as  a
Category 4 storm on Aug. 29, 16 years to the day after Hurricane Katrina
devastated the same region. Winston, who led the NFL with 30 interceptions
in his last season as a starter with Tampa Bay in 2019, was largely cautious
and  accurate  in  going  an  efficient  14  of  20  for  148  yards  without  an
interception. New Orleans also rushed for 171 yards. Winston didn't take a
sack, but did take off and run for a few key third-down conversions in the
first half. The only risky throw that backfired on him — a deflected pass
caught by Packers defensive back Darnell Savage in the end zone — was
negated  by  a  contested  roughing-the-passer  penalty  called  against  edge
rusher Z'Darius Smith.  The penalty set up the second touchdown catch of
the game by Juwan Johnson, who came in with four career catches and was
converted from receiver to a tight end this offseason. Opening the third
quarter down 17-3, the Packers squandered a chance to trim their deficit
when  Rodgers'  wobbly  pass  under  pressure  was  intercepted  by  rookie
defensive  back  Paulson  Adebo at  the  New Orleans  7  early  in  the  third
quarter. On Green Bay's next drive, Marcus Williams intercepted Rodgers'
deep overthrow and returned it to the Packers 12, setting up Winston's 10-
yard TD to Chris Hogan.

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — RB Aaron Jones caught three of Aaron Rodgers’
four  TD passes  and rushed for  a  fourth  score,  and the  Packers  had a
welcome return to normal, dominating the second half in a 35-17 win over
the division rival Lions on Monday night. Jones became the first Packers
running back to catch three touchdown passes in a game since Andy Uram
against the Chicago Cardinals in 1942. He had 17 carries for 67 yards and six
catches for 48 yards. Rodgers went 22 of 27 for 255 yards and surpassed
John Elway for 10th all-time in passing yards with 51,633. Rodgers has
followed up each of the Packers’ last five regular-season losses by throwing
four touchdown passes and no interceptions in his next  game. Detroit’s
Jared Goff completed 13 of his first 14 passes but struggled the rest of the
way as the Lions (0-2) blew a 17-14 halftime lead. Goff finished 26 of 36 for
246 yards. He connected on touchdown passes to Quintez Cephus and T.J.
Hockenson but also threw an interception and lost a fumble. The Packers
faced third-and-12 on their opening series of the second half when Rodgers
threw a 50-yard completion to Davante Adams, who ended the night with
eight  catches  for  121 yards.  Rodgers  capped that  drive  with  a  22-yard
touchdown pass to Robert Tonyan. Detroit’s next series ended when Goff
threw an incompletion on fourth-and-1 from the Green Bay 25. Rodgers
threw an 11-yard touchdown pass to Jones to extend the Packers’ lead to
28-17. Green Bay’s Krys Barnes recovered Goff’s fumble at the Detroit 23 on
the Lions’ next snap. Jones scored on a 1-yard run and that was that.

SANTA CLARA, Calif. (AP) — With only seconds to play and no timeouts,
Aaron Rodgers had no doubt where he’d look to drive the Green Bay Packers
to a game-winning kick. Rodgers completed two deep passes to Davante
Adams on a  last-minute  drive,  setting up Mason Crosby’s  51-yard field
goal on the final play of the game that gave the Packers a 30-28 victory over
the San Francisco 49ers on Sunday night. Rodgers did it twice on passes of
25 and 17 yards to Adams after the Packers took over at their 25 with 37
seconds left and no timeouts following Jimmy Garoppolo’s 12-yard TD pass
to Kyle Juszczyk. Adams came back after taking a hard hit from Jimmie
Ward that looked like it could knock him out of the game and finished with
12 catches for 132 yards. All that was left was for Crosby to make the kick
and the Packers (2-1) to celebrate a win that came after they blew a 17-point
lead. The comeback spoiled the first game for the 49ers (2-1) with fans since
beating Green Bay in the 2019 NFC title game. San Francisco had rallied from
17 points down to take the lead before getting crushed by Rodgers. Rodgers
threw for 261 yards and two touchdowns to lead the Packers to back-to-back
wins after a season-opening 38-3 loss to New Orleans. Rodgers had six TD
passes and no interceptions in wins over San Francisco (2-1) and Detroit.

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — Randall Cobb demonstrated why Aaron Rodgers
wanted the veteran receiver back in Green Bay. Rodgers connected with
Cobb for two touchdowns and ran for another score as the Packers won their
third straight, 27-17 over the Pittsburgh Steelers on Sunday. Cobb caught a
23-yard touchdown pass in the second quarter to put the Packers (3-1)
ahead for good and scored again on a 1-yard reception that made it 27-10 in
the third period. That short throw was the 420th TD pass of Rodgers’ career,
tying Dan Marino for sixth all-time. Through the first three games, Cobb had
four catches for  58 yards.  He caught  five  passes for  69 yards Sunday.
Rodgers and Cobb connected on two third-down completions that set up
Green Bay’s touchdown. Cobb’s go-ahead score also came on third down.
Rodgers went 20 of 36 for 248 yards and scored the Packers’ first points on
a 4-yard rush in his first home start against the Steelers, the only team he
hadn’t faced at Lambeau Field. After falling behind 7-0, Green Bay scored 27
of the next 30 points to seize control. It was the first time Rodgers and Ben
Roethlisberger had faced off as starting quarterbacks since Green Bay edged

The historically reliable kicker
missed three straight potential winning field-goal attempts before hitting a
49-yarder in overtime to lift Green Bay (4-1) to a wild 25-22 win over the
Bengals. Crosby had a chance to hit a potentially decisive kick with 2:12 left,
and again with 3 seconds remaining in regulation. Both went wide left. He
got another chance to win it in overtime, but again he missed left.Cincinnati
had tied the score late in the fourth period. Joe Mixon bounced right for an
8-yard touchdown run, and Joe Burrow hit Tee Higgins in the back of the end
zone for the 2-point conversion with 3:27 left. Crosby was set up for a 36-
yard shot with 2:12 left. After that miss, the Bengals drove to the Packers 47,
but McPherson’s attempt bounced off the right upright with 26 seconds left.
Then it was Crosby’s turn to miss again, a 51-yard attempt. Aaron Rodgers
threw two touchdown passes to move into fifth place on the all-time list.
Davante Adams had 11 catches for a career-high 206 yards. Rodgers threw a
12-yard TD pass to AJ Dillon in the first quarter to tie for fifth place all-time
with Philip Rivers. His 5-yard scoring toss to Adams in the second quarter
put  him ahead of  Rivers.  He  finished 27  for  39  for  344 yards  and an
interception as the Packers won their fourth straight since losing the opener
to New Orleans.

Posted a 50-yard reception on a third-and-12 early in the third quarter to the Detroit 26, his sixth straight season
recording at least one catch of 50-plus yards…At San Francisco (Sept. 26): Started and played 56 of 63 snaps, leading the team with
12 receptions for 132 yards (11.0 avg.) and a TD. It marked his sixth career game with 12-plus receptions, with Hutson (two games)
the only other player in franchise history to do so more than once.
