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PACKERS FACE BEARS IN WILD CARD PLAYOFF
The Green Bay Packers travel to Chicago to take on the
Bears in the third playoff game between the two clubs
(1-1) and the first postseason meeting since the 2010
NFC Championship, a 21-14 Green Bay victory in Chicago.
P This will be the Packers’ third Saturday game this

season, including the second at Chicago (Week 16).
It is the second time the Packers have played three
Saturday %ames (including playoffs) in a season (1953).

P> Itis only the third Saturday game between the Packers
and Bears (Dec. 5, 1964, at Chicago).

P According to the Elias Sports Bureau, the Packers have
played the same opponent three times over a six-game
span in a single season (including playoffs) twice (2012
- Packers vs Minnesota Vikings and 1935 - Packers vs
Detroit Lions). It has only happened two other times in
the NFL dating back to 2000 (2000 - Indianapolis Colts
vs Miami Dolphins / 2000 - New Orleans Saints vs St.
Louis Rams).

P This will be the first time a visiting team has played
twice at Soldier Field over a four-game span in a single
season.

P> The Packers are 55-54-2 at Chicago (including the post-
season).

P Including the 2010 playoff victory at Chicago, Green
Bay has won 26 of the last 32 meetings between the
rivals at Soldier Field, including 14 of the last 16.

P> Of the last 14 games between the two clubs at Soldier
Field, 10 have been decided bP/ single digits, including
a one-point Green Bay victorK ast season and an over-
time contest in Week 16 of this season.

P This will be the 212th Bears-Packers matchup includ-
ing playoffs (most in NFL history). The Packers-Bears
matchup is the only one in NFL history to be played
200-plus times. Green Bay holds the all-time series
lead at 109-96-6. Green Bay’s 109 wins against the
Bears all-time (including playoffs) are the most victo-
ries by one team against another in NFL history (108,
N.Y. Giants over Washington is No. 2).

P The Packers (819) and Bears (808) are the only two
franchises with SOO—EIus regular season wins all-time.

P Overall, the Packers have won 12 of the last 14 games
against the Bears. The 11-game winning streak that
was broken in Week 18 last season was the longest
winning streak by either team in the history of the
series (No. 2 is 10 straight by Green Bay from 1994-98).
The 10- and 11-game streaks are the longest any team
has against the Bears. Green Bay’s 11l-game streak
against Chicago was its second-longest winning streak
against any franchise (15 games, Chicago Cardinals,
1937-46).

P> Saturday night will be the 19th prime-time meeting
between the Packers and the Bears over the past 20
seasons and the second this season.

P The Packers have 15 prime-time wins vs the Bears
since 2000, their most against any opponent.

P The Packers have 19 zero-giveaway divisional games
since 2019, No. 1 in the NFL. Green Bay is 17-2 in those
contests.

P This was the first time Green Bay swept the season
series against Detroit since 2020. The Packers split the
season series with both Chicago and Minnesota this
season.

P Dating back to the 1970 merger, this season was the
first time the Packers played two games against a divi-
sional opponent (Detroit) in a season and did not allow
a sack or turn the ball over in either game.

P The Packers (2023-25) became the first NFL team since
the merger to not turn the ball over or allow a sack in
three straight Thanksgiving games.

P The Packers have won five of their last six Thanksgiving
meetings againts the Lions.

P The Packers are 55-28-1 in conference games since
2019, a .661 winning percentage that ranks No. 1 in
the NFC and No. 3 in the NFL. Green Bay finished 7-4-1
in conference games during the 2025 regular season, a
.625 winning percentage that ranked No. 4 in the NFC.

P Green Bay has a plus-37 turnover margin in conference

play since 2019, No. 1 in the NFC and No. 2 in the NFL

over that span (Pittsburgh, plus-45).

P The Packers allowed 20.8 points per conference game
in the 2025 regular season, No. 1 in the NFC and tied
for No. 6 in the NFL.

P Green Bay allowed fewer than 300 yards eight times
this season (tied for No. 8 in the NFL), the most in a
season by Green Bay since 2010 (nine).

P The Packers allowed a league-low 26 first-quarter

points in 2025 (Seattle was No. 2 with 51). Per Elias,
it was the fewest first-quarter points allowed by the
Packers in a season since 1978 (20 points allowed).
It was the fewest by an NFL team since the 2018
Cowboys (24).

* P The Packers did not allow a point in the first quarter

in the first five games of the 2025 season, the longest
single-season streak by Green Bay since a six-game
streak in 1995 (Weeks 1-4, 6), per Elias.

P Dating back to the 2024 season, the Packers have not

allowed any points on an opening drive in 15 of the last
21 games. The Packers’ streak of nine straight games
(Week 16 of 2024 - Week 4 of 2025, Week 6 of 2025)
was the second-longest streak by Green Bay behind
only a 10-game streak in 2012 (Weeks 1-9, 11), dating
back to 2000 (per TruMedia).

P Green Bay went 13 straight opening drives without

allowing a touchdown (Weeks 15-18 of 2024, Weeks
1-4 and 6-10 of 2025). The last time the Packers had a
longer stretch was 23 straight from December 2014 to
October 2016 (STATS).

* P> Green Bay gave up 148 first-half points this season, No.

4 in the NFL.

* P> The Packers held nine of their opponents to 20 points

or less this season, No. 9 in the NFL.

» Green Bay finished 4-2 in division games in the regular : P> The 2025 season was the third time since 2000 (2001,

2019) that Green Bay held each of its first three oppo-
nents to less than 20 points (13, 18, 13).

P In 2024-25, the Packers held their opponents to 20

points or less 18 times, No. 7 in the NFL over that span.

season, tied for No. 4 in the NFL, and in 26 games over
the past two seasons (2024-25), tied for No. 2 in the
league (Philadelphia was No. 1 with 29).

: P The Packers allowed 24 or fewer points in 14 con-

secutive home games (Week 7 of 2024 to Week 14 of
2025). It was the longest home streak by Green Bay
dating back to the 1970 AFL-NFL merger.

P Green Bay allowed 17.9 points per game at home this

season, No. 6 in the NFL.

P The Packers allowed 21 or fewer points in seven of

eight home games this season. It was the first time
since 1996 that the Packers held their opponent to 21
points or less points in each of the first seven home
contests.

: B The Packers have won 15 of their last 21 games against

teams from outside their division. Green Bay’s streak
of 11 straight wins against teams outside of the NFC
North, which is the longest streak by the Packers in
games played outside the division since the 1970 AFL-
NFL merger (per Elias) and the longest streak by an
NFC North team since divisional realignment in 2002,
was snapped with a Week 3 loss at Cleveland.

P> Green Bay gave up 145 total yards, posted five sacks
and allowed 10 first downs in Week 12 vs. Minnesota,
marking the first time the Packers had given up fewer
than 150 yards, fewer than seven points and 10 or
fewer first downs, and recorded five-plus sacks in a
game since Dec. 21, 2014, at Tampa Bay.

* P In Week 12, the Packers posted a season-high three

takeaways and improved to 40-6 (.870) under Head
Coach Matt LaFleur when they register multiple take-
aways in a game.

B> Dating back to 1978, the 4 yards allowed in the second

half of Week 12 were the fewest given up in any half
by Green Bay (per Elias).



P The Packers recorded three takeaways and 4 yards
allowed in the second half of Week 12. Per Elias, the *
last NFL team to register three-plus takeaways and *
allow fewer than 5 total yards in a half was the Buffalo :
Bills against the Cleveland Browns on Dec. 12, 2004. *
The Bills had three takeaways and allowed 2 yards in :

the first half of that game.

P The Week 8 victory was just the third time in team his- :
tory (all under LaFleur) that the Packers posted 35-plus :
points, 450-plus total yards, no turnovers and no sacks :
allowed in a game (Sept. 13, 2020, at Minnesota / Jan. :
2, 2022, vs. Minnesota / Oct. 26, 2025, at Pittsburgh).
It was just the third time that a team hit those marks
against the Steelers (Washington on Nov. 17, 1991 /

New England on Nov. 14, 2020).

P The Week 4 tie at Dallas (40-40) was the second-high-
est-scoring tie in NFL history (43-43, Oakland Raiders
at Boston Patriots in Week 6, 1964). It was the first tie
for Green Bay since Week 2 of 2018 vs. Minnesota. The
game ended with nine consecutive scoring drives (by *
either team), the most consecutive scoring drives to *

end any game dating back to 1993.

P The Packers won five games this season by two-plus :
possessions, tied for No. 9 in the NFL (Los Angeles *

Rams and Seattle tied for No. 1 with eight).

P The Packers scored 27-plus points in nine games this :
season, tied for No. 7 in the NFL. Green Bay was 8-0-1 :

in those contests.

P The Packers scored 20-plus points in six of nine road
games this season (tied for No. 9 in the NFL) and were :
4-1-1 in those contests. Dating back to 2023, Green
Bay has scored 20-plus points in 20 road games, tied
for No. 2 in the NFL over that span (Baltimore, 23). The
Packers’ streak of scoring 20-plus points in 12 straight
road games in the regular season, the longest streak
in team history (STATS), came to an end in Week 3 at

Cleveland in 2025.

P Green Bay averaged 13.2 points per game in the sec-

ond half/OT this season, No. 7 in the NFL.

P The Packers’ defense finished the regular season :
ranked in the top 10 of the NFL in yards per play (5.0, *
No. 9), yards per passing play (6.01, No. 8), goal-to-go *
percentage (68.97, No. 9), Next Gen Stat pressure rate *
(36.6, No. 8), NGS QB pressures (223, No. 10) and QB :

hits (98, t-No. 9).

P Green Bay allowed 101 explosive plays (12-plus-yard
rushes / 16-plus-yard receptions) this season, No. 10 :

in the NFL.

P The Packers allowed 68 explosive passing plays, tied

for No. 10 in the league this season.

P> Green Bay allowed five or fewer explosive plays in 10
games this season. The Packers gave up zero explosive :
rushing plays in four contests this season and zero :

explosive passing plays in one game.

P> The Packers allowed one or fewer explosive rush plays
in eight games this season and were 6-2 in those con- :

tests.

P Green Bay finished tied for No. 4 in the NFL with an
explosive-play differential of plus-27 this season and *
was No. 3 in the league with a plus-48 differential

over the past two seasons (2024-25). The previous top
single-season mark by Green Bay since 2000 was plus-
21 in both 2000 and 2024.

P The Packers won the explosive-play differential in 12
games this season (tied with 2009 for the most by
the Packers in a season dating back to 2000), tied in
three games and lost in just two games this season.
The Packers won the explosive-play differential in the
first five games of the 2025 season, the longest single-
season streak by the Packers since a five-game streak
in 2009.

P> Green Bay allowed fewer than 5 yards per play in 10 of
17 games this season.

P> The Packers registered 26 NGS QB pressures at Arizona
in Week 7, their most in a game dating back to 2016
(previous high was 24 at Chicago on Sept. 10, 2023).

P In the 2025 regular season, the Green Bay offense
ranked near the top of the league in the following
explosive categories: plays (128, No. 6), receptions
(90, tied for No. 5), 20-plus-yard completions (58, No.
6), 50-plus-yard completions (four, tied for No. 6),
10-plus-yard rushes (57, No. 6).

P> Dating back to 2024, the Packers rank in the top five of
the NFL in explosive plays:

P This season in the red zone, the Green Bay offense
ranked at or near the top of the league in yards per
play (3.5, No. 1), yards per carry (3.3, No. 3) and yards
per pass attempt (4.0, No. 8).

P In third-and-long (7 or more yards) the Packers led
the NFL in percentage (38.4) and tied New England for
the league lead in opponent conversion percentage
(15.4) this season. Dating back to 1995 (per STATS), the
Packers are the only team to lead the NFL (or tie for
the league lead) in both categories in the same season.

P The Green Bay offense finished in the top 10 in the NFL
in the following categories this season:

P Dating back to 1970, the 2025 Packers’ third-down
percentage (48.8) was the third best by Green Bay in a
single season (49.4 in 2020 and 49.1 in 1995).

P Green Bay tied (1943, 1995, 2011, 2020 and 2021) the
single-season franchise record for fewest fumbles in a
season with six in 2025.

D The 13 giveaways by the Packers this season tied
(2014, 2019, 2021) the second-best mark in team his-
tory (11 in 2020).
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P The Packers rushed for a season-high 192 yards in
Week 16 at Chicago, their most rushing yards in a
game since Week 2, 2024 vs Indianapolis (261 rush
yds).

P During the four-game winning streak from Weeks
11-14, the Packers scored TDs on nine of 11 red-zone
drives (81.8 pct.) and converted 28 of 49 third downs
(57.1 pct.).

P Green Bay posted a red-zone TD efficiency of 60-plus
percent in 10 games this season.

P Green Bay has won 15 of its last 16 regular-season
games when it does not have a giveaway. The Packers
are 44-6 (.880) under LaFleur when they don’t turn the
ball over. The 50 zero-giveaway games since 2019 lead
the NFL over that span (Philadelphia ranks No. 2 with
43; 36-7).

P> Week 18 was the 26th time under LaFleur that the
Packers did not turn the ball over on the road (22-4
record in those games), tied for No. 1 in the league
since 2019.

P Green Bay’s third-down percentage in Week 4 (71.4,
10 of 14) was the second-best mark in a game under
LaFleur, trailing only the 72.7 percentage (8 of 11) vs.
Detroit on Dec. 13, 2020.

D Eight different Packers led or tied for the team lead
in receiving yards for at least a game this season
(Matthew Golden in Weeks 3, 6 and 15 (tied with
Reed) / Josh Jacobs in Weeks 4 and 10 / Jakobie
Keeney-James in Week 18 / Tucker Kraft in Weeks 2
and 8 / Romeo Doubs in Weeks 1, 7, 9, 11 and 16 /
Jayden Reed in Week 15 (tied with Golden) Christian
Watson in Weeks 12, 14 and 17 / Dontayvion Wicks in
Week 13).

P In Week 4, the Packers gained 32 first downs, tied for
the third most in a game in team history behind only
the 37 at Philadelphia on Nov. 11, 1962, and the 35 at
the N.Y. Jets on Dec. 23, 2018.

» QB Jordan Love tied for No. 5 in the NFL this season
in games with a passer rating of 110-plus (six), trailing
Jared Goff (seven), Drake Maye (eight), Sam Darnold
(eight) and Matthew Stafford (eight).

P Love is 13-0-1 as a starter when he has a 115-plus
passer rating.

P Love tied for No. 6 in the NFL in games with a 100-plus
passer rating this season (eight) and Green Bay was
7-0-1 in those contests. Love posted four of those on
the road, tied for No. 5 in the league.

P Love had a combined 112.9 rating in the five NFC North
contests he played in this season (73 of 111 for 872
yards and nine TDs with one INT), ranking No. 3 in the
NFL in passer rating in division games in 2025 (Maye,
121.4; Stafford, 114.2).

P Love finished the regular season in the top 10 of the
NFL in the following passing categories:

Lynn Dickey (1976-77, 1979-85) holds the No. 4 spot
with 1,592 completions.

* P Love is the sixth QB in franchise history with 75-plus

career TD passes (83).

. P> Dating back to 1970, Love is the only NFL QB to have

a 120-plus passer rating (min. 15 pass att.) in three
Thanksgiving games (2023-25).

P Love is the first Packers QB since 1950 to lead the

team to three wins on Thanksgiving.

P In Week 14, Love threw three TD passes of 20-plus

yards (23, 45, 41) for the first time in his career,
becoming the first Green Bay QB to do so in a game
since Aaron Rodgers (Week 7 vs. Oakland in 2019).

: P Love played in his 50th NFL game in Week 9 and

became just the fourth QB in NFL history with 10,000-
plus passing yards (10,225), 70-plus passing TDs (73)
and fewer than 30 INTs (28) in his first 50 games, join-
ing Patrick Mahomes, Russell Wilson and Dak Prescott
as the only QBs to hit those marks.

* P Love went over the 10,000-yard passing mark for his

career in Week 9 and did so on the 1,308th passing
attempt of his career to become the second fastest to
10,000 passing yards in team history (Rodgers, 1,299
attempts).

P In Week 8 at Pittsburgh, Love became the first quar-

terback in franchise history to hit the following marks
in a single game: 350-plus passing yards, three-plus
passing TDs, zero INTSs, zero sacks, 75-plus completions
percentage and 9.5-plus yards per attempt.

: P In Week 8, Love joined Rodgers and Brett Favre (twice)

as the only Packers quarterbacks with 350-plus pass-
ing yards, zero interceptions, and zero sacks taken in a
single game.

: P Love recorded 20 straight completions from the sec-

ond quarter to the fourth quarter in Week 8, tied for
the franchise record (Favre, Week 12, 2007).

* P Love became the fifth NFL quarterback with 1,750-

plus passing yards, 13-plus passing TDs, two or fewer
INTs, a 70-plus percent completion percentage and an
average of 8-plus passing yards per attempt through
the first seven games of a season (Matt Ryan, 2018

» Love was one of three NFL quarterbacks to post

70-plus passing TDs (71) and 25 or fewer INTs (25) in
his first 40 career starts (Lamar Jackson, 70/21 and
Mahomes, 101/19).

: P Love recorded 16 games with multiple passing TDs/

zero INTs in his first 40 starts, No. 2 in the NFL (Patrick
Mahomes, 19). Love tied for No. 5 in the league this
season with six such games.

P Love made his 35th career start in Week 2 and became

just the fifth NFL quarterback to post 60-plus TD
passes (62) and fewer than 25 interceptions (23) in his
first 35 pro starts, joining Jackson, Mahomes, Rodgers
and Carson Wentz.



P> Love posted 14 career starts with multiple TD passes
(two) and no INTs in his first 35 starts. That ranked No.
3 in NFL history by a QB in his first 35 starts behind
only Mahomes (16) and Brock Purdy (15).

P In Week 4 at Dallas, Love became the first player in
team history with 30-plus completions, 300-plus pass-
ing yards, three-plus TD passes, zero INTs and 25-plus
rushing yards in a game.

P> Love’s streak of consecutive passing attempts without
an INT ended at 249 in Week 3, the sixth-longest
streak in team history behind Rodgers (402, 277, 257,
251) and QB Bart Starr (294).

» From Week 12 of 2024 through Week 2 of 2025, Love
posted nine straight games without an INT (min. 10
att.), which tied the longest streak by a Packer since
the 1970 merger (Rodgers, nine straight in 2018).

P Love posted three of the top eight passer ratings as
a starter of his career (including the postseason) this
season (No. 2 was 134.2 in Week 8 / No. 5 was 128.6
in Week 1/ No. 8 was 124.2 in Week 13).

P Since 2024, QB Malik Willis leads the NFL (min. 50 pass
att.) in passer rating (134.6), completion percentage
(78.7) and passing yards per attempt (10.9), and is tied
for the league lead in TD-INT ratio (9-0).

» In Week 17, Willis started for an injured Love and
became the first player in NFL history to post 275-plus
passing yards (288), a completion percentage (min. 15
att.) of 85-plus (85.7), a passing TD, 60-plus rushing
yards (60) and multiple rushing TDs (two) in the same
game.

P Willis became the third player in team history to post
a TD pass of 35-plus yards and a TD run of 20-plus
yards in the same game (Week 17), joining Cecil Isbell

28, 1990), per Elias.

P Willis became the first Packer dating back to 1978 to
register two completions of 35-plus yards on an open-
ing drive (per Elias) in Week 17. Willis became just the
second NFL quarterback since 2000 to accomplish the
feat on an opening drive (Mahomes vs. Arizona on
Nov. 11, 2018, and vs. Houston on Oct. 13, 2019).

» Willis recorded five completions of 30-plus yards in
Week 17, the most by a Packer since Rodgers recorded
five vs. New England on Nov. 30, 2014.

P Willis came on in relief of an injured Love in Week 16
at Chicago, completing 9 of 11 passes for 121 yards and
a TD for a passer rating of 142.8. Willis has posted the
top-five passer ratings of his career since joining the
Packers in 2024 (152.9, 134.6, 126.8, 120.9), with three
coming as a starter.
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* B RBJosh Jacobs finished the regular season ranked near
the top of the NFL in rushing TDs:

P Jacobs recorded 150-plus yards from scrimmage in two *
straight games (150 vs. Cincinnati in Week 6 and 157 at :

P Jacobs became the third player since the 1970 merger
(Tomlinson in 2006 and Priest Holmes in 2002) to reg- :
ister 80-plus rushing yards, two-plus rushing TDs and :
50-plus receiving yards in consecutive games (Weeks 4

and 6).

P In Week 4, Jacobs became just the third Packer to post
85-plus rushing yards, 70-plus receiving yards and mul-

The Green Bay Packers’ 2025 NFL schedule featured eight

home games and nine road contests and was highlighted

by six prime-time contests. Of the 17 games on the sched-
ule, nine were against teams that made the playoffs in

2024, including four versus division champions.

P The Packers tied for the fifth-hardest schedule based
on opponents' combined 2024 winning percentage
(161-128, .557).

P> Green Bay had seven contests against teams that won
12-plus regular-season games in 2024, including five
games against teams that had 14-plus wins.

P Over half of the Packers’ games were against teams
that recorded double-digit wins in 2024 (nine of 17).

P> Five of the Packers’ eight regular-season home games
came against 2024 playoff teams, including both teams
that made it to the 2024 NFC Championship Game.

P Green Bay opened the season with back-to-back
home games against 2024 playoff teams (Detroit and
Washington).

Cardinals tight end
Trey McBride caught two TD passes, including a 12-yard score with 4:17 left
in the third quarter for a 20-13 lead. The Packers managed to make it a one-
score game by halftime when Lucas Havrisik booted a franchise-record 61-
yard FG as time expired, cutting the margin to 13-6. The Cardinals took a 3-0
lead on the opening drive after Chad Ryland's 32-yard FG. It was the first
time Green Bay had given up points in the first quarter all season. Bam
Knight led Arizona with 57 yards rushing.

They had 106 of their 128 rushing yards
before halftime, including Emanuel Wilson's TD run that ended the drive
Willis finished while Love was sidelined. Love completed 13 of 24 passes for
174 yards and the TD throws to reserve tight end Josh Whyle and Watson.
The defense that had been a strength in recent weeks allowed a first-quarter
touchdown for the first time this season and could not stop Jameis Winston
and the Giants from going on a 15-play, 85-yard scoring drive to go up,
20-19. Love going down the field in 3:20, finishing with the 17-yard TD to
Watson, and Evan Williams intercepting Winston in the end zone with 36
seconds left allowed Green Bay to escape. The Giants (2-9) lost their fifth
game in a row despite two TD runs from Devin Singletary and a QB-sneak TD
by Winston.

Posted single-
game career highs for passing yards (215) and completions (17) in a first half, connecting on 17 of 22 passes (77.3 pct.) for 215
yards and a TD (122.3 rating).

At Chicago (Dec. 20): Connected on 8 of 13 passes for 77 yards (78.0 rating) while adding 7 rushing yards on two carries (3.5 avg.)
before sustaining a concussion on a helmet-to-helmet hit by DL Austin Booker midway through the second quarter.

Vs. Baltimore (Dec. 27): Inactive (concussion).
At Minnesota (Jan. 4): Served as the No. 2 QB, but did not see any action.
