For the second
consecutive season in 2020, led Green Bay to a
13-3 record and captured the NFC North crown
while also earning the No. 1 seed in the NFC for the
first time since 2011. It was just the second time
in team history that the Packers had won 13-plus
gggﬂ;s in back-to- back seasons (13-3 in 1996 and

» According to the Elias Sports Bureau, was the
sixth head coach since 1970 to lead his team to
the conference championship game in both of his
first two seasons as a head coach, joining Jim
Harbaugh (2011-12), Rex Ryan (2009-10), Barry
Switzer (1994-95), George Seifert (1989-90) and
Don McCafferty (1970-71).

» Became just the second NFL head coach since the
league went to a divisional format in 1967 to win
13-plus games and a division title in both of his first
two seasons, joining Seifert (1989-90).

» In his first season leading the Packers in 2019,
became the first coach in club history to lead the
team to the playoffs in his debut season. Also led
the largest one-year win improvement in team his-
tory (plus-seven wins).

RON RIVERA...In his 25th season coaching in the NFL

THE PACKERS-WASHINGTON SERIES

» The Packers first met the Washington Football
Team (then Boston Braves) in 1932, five days after
Franklin D. Roosevelt won his first presidential elec-
tion. The Packers won, 21-0.

» The clubs met memorably in the 1936 NFL cham-
pionship game. That year, team owner George
Preston Marshall, upset with his fans’ lack of
support, was moving his team to Washington and
didn’t want to host the championship in Boston.
The NFL moved the game to New York’s Polo
Grounds, where Green Bay claimed its fourth world
championship, 21-6.

» The teams played in what was then the highest-
scoring game in Monday Night Football history
on Oct. 17, 1983, at Lambeau Field, a contest that
featured 11 TDs and six FGs in the 48-47 Green Bay
win.

The Green Bay Packers’ 2021 NFL schedule features 17 :

year (2014-21).

» Entering 2021, Green Bay had the fourth-highest strength
of schedule (.542, 147-124-1) and leads the league with :
the most games (10) against 2020 playoff teams. The :
Packers face 10 teams who had a .500-or-better record :

in 2020, tied for the third most in the league.

» The Packers opened the season at the New Orleans
Saints, marking the third straight year and the seventh :

time in the last nine seasons that Green Bay had started
the season on the road.

» Week 2 brought a division opponent at home for the
fourth consecutive season, and for the second straight :
year it was the Detroit Lions. The game was on Monday
Night Football and was the first of three home prime- :

time games against division opponents.

» The Packers went back on the road in Week 3 as they :
traveled to face the San Francisco 49ers on a Sunday
night, marking the fourth consecutive season Green Bay :
faced the 49ers in a prime-time contest and the third :

consecutive year on the road.

> Over the next two weeks, Green Bay will play the first of

two back-to-backs against the AFC North. The Packers
welcomed the Pittsburgh Steelers to Lambeau Field in
Week 4 and will traveled to Cincinnati to take on the
Bengals in Week 5. The Cincinnati game was the first of
four road contests in five weeks for the Packers.

» Week 6 brought a return to division play as Green Bay

went to Chicago to face the Bears.

» The Packers then return to Lambeau for a Week 7

contest against the Washington Football Team before
back-to-back road trips.

: B The Packers will visit the Arizona Cardinals on a

Thursday night in Week 8 to finish an October slate that
will see them play five games for the first time since
2010, and then a trip to Kansas City to play the Chiefs in
Week 9.

» Green Bay plays six of its final eight regular-sea-

son games against the NFC, starting with the Seattle
Seahawks in Week 10 at home.

D After a trip to play the Minnesota Vikings in Week 11,

Green Bay finishes the regular season with four of its
last six games at home for the second straight year and
the fourth time since 1940 (1969, 1977).

» Green Bay hosts the Los Angeles Rams before a Week

13 bye, marking the seventh straight season the Packers
will play at home heading into their bye week. It is the
latest bye ever for Green Bay, and it is the fourth time
since 1990 that the Packers have had a bye in Week 10
or later (Week 11 in 2019, Week 10 in 2012 and 2010).
It will be the first time since 2017 that Green Bay plays
at home heading into the bye and coming out of the bye.

» The matchup versus Chicago on a Sunday night in Week
14 marks the 16th consecutive regular season that the
Packers and Bears have squared off in a prime-time
game.

» In Weeks 15-16, Green Bay will finish off its slate against
the AFC North with a trip to face the Baltimore Ravens
and then a home game on Christmas Day against the
Cleveland Browns. It is just the third time the Packers
will play on Christmas, having hosted the Bears in 2005
and 2011.

» Green Bay will end the regular season with back-to-back

NFC North games for the fourth time in the last six sea-
sons.

» The Packers’ last regular-season home game is slated
for a Sunday night versus the Vikings in Week 17.

» For the fourth time in the last six years, Green Bay will
end the regular season in Detroit. The game at the Lions
is scheduled for Sunday, but the league schedule does
not list Saturday games or a Sunday night game in Week
18, and three games with playoff implications will be
moved to those time slots no later than six days prior to
January 9.

» The league’s longest-tenured stadium, Lambeau Field :

BREAKING DOWN THE ROSTER

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — Randall Cobb demonstrated why Aaron Rodgers
wanted the veteran receiver back in Green Bay. Rodgers connected with
Cobb for two touchdowns and ran for another score as the Packers won their
third straight, 27-17 over the Pittsburgh Steelers on Sunday. Cobb caught a
23-yard touchdown pass in the second quarter to put the Packers (3-1)
ahead for good and scored again on a 1-yard reception that made it 27-10 in
the third period. That short throw was the 420th TD pass of Rodgers’ career,
tying Dan Marino for sixth all-time. Through the first three games, Cobb had
four catches for 58 yards. He caught five passes for 69 yards Sunday.
Rodgers and Cobb connected on two third-down completions that set up
Green Bay’s touchdown. Cobb’s go-ahead score also came on third down.
Rodgers went 20 of 36 for 248 yards and scored the Packers’ first points on
a 4-yard rush in his first home start against the Steelers, the only team he
hadn't faced at Lambeau Field. After falling behind 7-0, Green Bay scored 27
of the next 30 points to seize control. It was the first time Rodgers and Ben
Roethlisberger had faced off as starting quarterbacks since Green Bay edged
Pittsburgh 31-25 in the Super Bowl on Feb. 6, 2011.

The historically reliable kicker
missed three straight potential winning field-goal attempts before hitting a
49-yarder in overtime to lift Green Bay (4-1) to a wild 25-22 win over the
Bengals. Crosby had a chance to hit a potentially decisive kick with 2:12 left,
and again with 3 seconds remaining in regulation. Both went wide left. He
got another chance to win it in overtime, but again he missed left.Cincinnati
had tied the score late in the fourth period. Joe Mixon bounced right for an
8-yard touchdown run, and Joe Burrow hit Tee Higgins in the back of the end
zone for the 2-point conversion with 3:27 left. Crosby was set up for a 36-
yard shot with 2:12 left. After that miss, the Bengals drove to the Packers 47,
but McPherson’s attempt bounced off the right upright with 26 seconds left.
Then it was Crosby’s turn to miss again, a 51-yard attempt. Aaron Rodgers
threw two touchdown passes to move into fifth place on the all-time list.
Davante Adams had 11 catches for a career-high 206 yards. Rodgers threw a
12-yard TD pass to AJ Dillon in the first quarter to tie for fifth place all-time
with Philip Rivers. His 5-yard scoring toss to Adams in the second quarter
put him ahead of Rivers. He finished 27 for 39 for 344 yards and an
interception as the Packers won their fourth straight since losing the opener
to New Orleans.

Set a franchise single-season record with 115 receptions in 2020 and tied WR Sterling Sharpe (1994) for the most receiving
TDs in a season in team history with a league-best 18, becoming the first player in NFL history with 100-plus receptions and
18-plus receiving TDs in a season.

Earned first-team All-Pro honors from The Associated Press last season, becoming the first Green Bay WR to receive first-
team recognition since Antonio Freeman in 1998, and was selected to his fourth straight Pro Bowl (2017-20) as he joined
James Lofton (1980-85) as the only WRs in team history to be selected in four-plus consecutive seasons.
