LAFLEUR LEADS THE PACK

Head Coach Matt LaFleur (la-flew-er) has led the Packers :

behind only Seifert (28 in 1989-90).

P LaFleur guided the Packers to 26 wins in 2019-20 after
the Packers won 13 games in 2017-18. That was the :

He was named a first-team All-American
by the Walter Camp Football Foundation, second-team
All-American by Sporting News and PFF College and
third-team All-American by Phil Steele’s College Football
after leading the nation with 17 passes defensed in 2020.

» T/G Cole Van Lanen was drafted with the first of
two picks by the Packers in the sixth round (No. 214
overall). The Green Bay native played in 45 games
with 19 starts at left tackle in his four seasons with the
Badgers, with 18 of those starts coming over his final
two seasons. He earned first-team All-Big Ten honors
from the conference’s coaches and second-team recog-
nition from the media as a senior in 2020.

Hill earned first-team All-Southeastern
Conference honors from AP as a junior in 2019 after
posting a career-high 1,350 rushing yards (No. 4 in
school history) and a career-best 10 rushing TDs.
