BREAKING DOWN THE ROSTER

The Packers enter Week 17 of the 2020 season with a
53-man active roster that is composed of 25 offensive :

players, 25 defensive players and three specialists.

» Of the 53 players on Green Bay’s active roster, 31 of
them (58.5 percent) were draft picks of the Packers. :
Green Bay has eight players that were drafted in the first :

round, including six that were selected by the Packers.

» Green Bay has 13 players on the active roster that began

their careers as undrafted free agents.

» Over 40 percent of the players (22 of 53, 41.5 percent) :
on Green Bay’s active roster entered the league as a :
sixth-round or seventh-round pick or as an undrafted :

player.

» Of the 53 players on the active roster, 45 of them (84.9
percent) are 28 years old or younger (as of January 3, :
2021) and 19 players (35.8 percent) are 24 years old or :

younger.

» Of the 53 players on the active roster, 14 of them (26.4 :
percent) played collegiately outside of the “Power Five” :

conferences (ACC, Big 10, Big 12, Pac-12 and SEC).

severity of an injury until LaFleur has addressed it follow-
ing practice. Once again, acknowledging that an injury
occurred and providing general details (i.e., “right leg ...”
or “left wrist ...”) is permitted, but anything beyond that
would be purely speculative and possibly inaccurate.

ing, photographing, printing and/or airing any shots
of any injury situation, while the injury occurs, while
trainers attend to/treat the injured player, and while the
player is leaving the field, either on his own or with aid.
This includes minor injuries. The team will allow shots of
players after they’ve been treated. For instance, cameras
are allowed to shoot a player on the sideline with ice
on his knee, after trainers have left.

> According to the 2020 NFL non-game online-content
policy, accredited organizations may distribute online
non-game audio and video content, including press
conferences, training camp, practice and/or interviews
at NFL venues or events, acquired as a result of creden-
tialed access (“Game Information”) to games or club/
league facilities provided that such distribution: is 90
seconds maximum per day (180 seconds in two-team
markets — 90 seconds per team) which includes postings
on the accredited organization’s or credential bearer’'s
social-media accounts; is not posted or streamed live or
in real time in any form or media; may not be “archived”
(i.e., made available for on-demand public access) for
more than 24 hours after posting; appears in an editorial
context only (no sponsorship, merchandising or adver-
tising integrated with or around the content including
digital advertising); and is accompanied by links back to
NFL.com and to the club website.

» The 90-second limit does not include video/audio mate-
rial that is composed entirely of a credentialed media
employee providing commentary or analysis (“talking
head” reporting), including pregame or postgame stand-
up material shot on the field or at another facility loca-
tion.

» While a game is in progress, any forms of accounts of
the game must be sufficiently time-delayed and limited
in amount (e.g., score updates with detail given only in
quarterly game updates, fewer than 10 photographs dur-
ing the game) so that the accredited organization’s game
coverage cannot be used as a substitute for, or other-
wise approximate, authorized play-by-play accounts.

communicated by the communications staff for both
training camp and the regular season. Members of the
media are encouraged to contact the communications
staff with any questions.

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) -- Aaron Jones rushed for a career-high 168 yards
and scored three touchdowns, including a 75-yard breakaway, as the Green
Bay Packers rallied from an early 11-point deficit to beat the Detroit Lions,
42-21, on Sunday. Jones also had a team-high 68 yards receiving on four
catches as the Packers (2-0) won their home opener for an eighth
consecutive year and improved to 8-0 against NFC North foes during coach
Matt LaFleur's tenure. Jones had a 14-yard touchdown run to go along with
his 75-yarder. Rodgers was 18 of 30 for 240 yards with touchdown passes
to Jones and Robert Tonyan. After winning, 43-34, at Minnesota last week,
the Packers are the eighth team in the Super Bow! era to score at least 40
points in each of their first two games. The last two teams to accomplish that
feat -- New Orleans in 2009 and Denver on 2013 -- went on to reach the
Super Bowl. Green Bay took the lead for good, 17-14, on Rodgers' 11-yard
pass to Tonyan with 14 seconds left in the second quarter. Jones then raced
through a hole on the right side and scored on the Packers' first play from
scrimmage in the second half. Jones' 75-yard burst was the longest
touchdown run by a Packer since Ahman Green had a 90-yarder against
Dallas in 2004. The Packers extended the lead to 31-14 later in the third
quarter when Rashan Gary pressured Matthew Stafford into throwing an
interception that Chandon Sullivan returned for a 7-yard touchdown.

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — Tight End Robert Tonyan caught three of Aaron
Rodgers’ four touchdown passes, Za'Darius Smith recorded three sacks and
the Packers remained unbeaten with a 30-16 victory over the winless Atlanta
Falcons on Monday night. The Packers (4-0) have opened a season by
scoring at least 30 points in four straight games for the first time in franchise
history. Star receiver Davante Adams sat out a second straight game with a
hamstring injury, receiver Allen Lazard is on injured reserve with a core
problem, and a knee injury sidelined veteran tight end Marcedes Lewis. Yet
that didn’t slow down Rodgers, who capitalized on Atlanta’s depleted
secondary to finish 27 of 33 for 327 yards and four touchdowns. Tonyan had
touchdown receptions of 19 and 8 yards to cap the Packers’ final two first-
half possessions before adding a 21-yard touchdown reception midway
through the third quarter. Todd Gurley’s two touchdown runs couldn’t stop
the Falcons from their first 0-4 start since 1999. Atlanta already was playing
without safeties Ricardo Allen (elbow) and Keanu Neal (hamstring) as well as
cornerback A.J. Terrell (COVID-19 reserve). That beleaguered secondary
took more hits when Damontae Kazee got carted off the field and Jaylinn
Hawkins left with a concussion in the second quarter. Green Bay capitalized
by scoring touchdowns on three of its four first-half possessions to build a
20-3 halftime lead. The Packers’ other first-half series ended less than a yard
away from the end zone when Deion Jones stuffed Jamaal Williams on
fourth-and-goal.

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — Aaron Jones rushed for 130 yards and delivered a
game-clinching 77-yard touchdown with 2:36 left as the Packers produced
seven sacks and withstood a fourth-quarter comeback attempt to defeat
Philadelphia 30-16 on Sunday. Aaron Rodgers and Davante Adams provided
much of the highlights early in the game as Green Bay (9-3) built a 23-3 lead
before the Eagles (3-8-1) scored two touchdowns in a span of just over a
minute. Philadelphia’s comeback started after rookie quarterback Jalen Hurts
took over for an ineffective Carson Wentz. Rodgers connected with Adams
on two of his three touchdown passes to increase his career total to 400,
becoming the seventh player in NFL history to join that fraternity. Rodgers
got to No. 400 in his 193rd career game, faster than any other player. He has
36 touchdown passes this year and is the first player to throw at least 35 in
five separate seasons. Rodgers also did it in 2011 (45), 2012 (39), 2014 (38)
and 2016 (40). After catching Rodgers’ 400th touchdown pass, Adams made
sure the two-time MVP got the ball back. Adams, who caught 10 passes for
121 yards, has scored in seven straight games to tie Hall of Famer Don
Hutson’s franchise record. Hutson had a pair of seven-game TD reception
streaks in 1941-42 and 1943-44.

(AP) — Aaron Jones rushed for 145 yards and a
touchdown as the NFC North champions reached the end zone on their first
three series before hanging on to beat the Carolina Panthers 24-16 on
Saturday night. Aaron Rodgers threw for 143 yards and produced a
touchdown pass — his 40th of the season — and a touchdown run for the
Packers. Rodgers is the first player in NFL history to throw at least 40
touchdown passes in three separate seasons; he had 45 during his 2011
MVP campaign and 40 in 2016. Green Bay (11-3) won its fourth straight
despite getting outscored 13-3 and outgained 214-49 in the second half. The
Packers built a 21-3 halftime lead before withstanding a comeback attempt
from a gritty Carolina team playing without injured running back Christian
McCaffrey and left tackle Russell Okung. Carolina had a chance to force
overtime when it got the ball at its 20-yard line with 55 seconds and no
timeouts remaining. But the Panthers only got to the 26 before losing the
ball on downs. Carolina’s Teddy Bridgewater was 21 of 35 for 258 yards with
a touchdown run, but he also had a critical fumble. D.J. Moore caught six
passes for 131 yards, and Joey Slye kicked three field goals.

AT AGLANCE ...

Named to his first career Pro Bowl this season, making him one of
three cornerbacks in franchise history to make the Pro Bowl in his
first three seasons (Herb Adderley, 1963, third season; Willie
Buchanon, 1973, second season).

According to Sportradar (min. 700 def. snaps), tied for No. 3 in the
league by only allowing three pass plays of 20-plus yards.

Among comerbacks that have played at least 600 defensive snaps
this season, is tied for No. 3 in the NFL by only giving up one burn
TD (passing TD allowed by a defender when in coverage),
according to Sportradar.

Registered a safety at Minnesota in Week 1 this season, becoming
the first Packers DB with a safety since Doug Hart in the 1971
season opener at the New York Giants.

Named a Pro Bowl alternate after starting all 16 games and leading
the team with a career-high 23 passes defensed in 2019. Also
started both postseason contests and ranked No. 2 on the team
with 13 tackles (10 solo).

Was named to the PFWA’s All-Rookie team after leading Green Bay
with 15 passes defensed in 2018. Became just the second Packers
CB to be honored since 1974 (CB Casey Hayward, 2012).
Appeared in 13 games with 11 starts as a rookie and ranked No. 2
on the team with 76 tackles (61 solo) while adding a half-sack,
three tackles for a loss, an interception and a QB pressure.

In Week 8 at the Los Angeles Rams, finished with five passes
defensed, the most by a Green Bay defender during the 2018
season.

Eamed second-team All-Atlantic Coast Conference recognition as a
sophomore in 2016 after posting a team-high five interceptions
(tied for No. 11 in the country) along with a career-best 39 tackles
(31 solo) and 14 passes defensed.

Posted a 9.9-yard average on 44 punt returns during his collegiate
career, highlighted by a 10.5-yard average on 20 returns as a
sophomore in 2016 that included a 69-yard touchdown return vs.

to his ninth career Pro Bowl, matching T Forrest Gregg and QB
Brett Favre for the most selections in team history...Is the only
QB in league history to throw 40-plus TD passes in three different
seasons (2011, 2016, 2020)...Has eclipsed the 4,000-yard
passing mark in three straight seasons, the first QB in franchise
history to do so, and in nine seasons overall...Has posted nine
games with three-plus TD passes and no INTs, the most in a
season in league history...Has registered a 100-plus passer
rating and three-plus passing TDs in a league-record 11 games
this season...Has set single-season NFL marks for the most 120-
plus rating games (nine) and games with a 120-plus rating and
four-plus passing TDs (six)...Has thrown four-plus TD passes in
a franchise-record six games this season, tied for the third most
in a season in NFL history, and has a team-record 11 games with
three-plus TD passes...Has posted multiple TD passes and a
completion percentage of 70-plus in nine games this season, tied
with QB Drew Brees (2011) for the most in a season in league
history...Has averaged 8-plus yards per passing attempts in a
league-high 11 games this season, tied for the fourth most in a
season in league history...Has 22 TD passes in the second
quarter this season, the most by any QB in NFL history in a
season in any quarter...Ranks No. 3 in the league with a 110.1
passer rating on third down, completing 82 of 129 passes for
1,223 yards (No. 1 in the NFL) and 11 TDs (tied for No. 2) with
four INTs...Ranks No. 1 in the NFL with an average of 9.5 yards
per attempt on third down...Has posted a league-best 136.4
rating on play-action passes (97 of 134, 1,108 yards, league-high
18 TDs, zero INTs)...Ranks No. 2 in the league with 13 passes of
40-plus yards on the season and has five TDs of 40-plus yards,
tied for No. 3 in the NFL...Has connected on 36 passes of 25-plus
yards (tied for No. 3) and nine TDs of 25-plus yards, which ranks
No. 5 in the NFL...Has rushed for 145 yards and three TDs on 37

carries (3.9 avg.)...At Minnesota (Sept. 13): Completed 32 of 44
passes (72.7 pct.) for 364 yards and four TDs with no INTs for a
127.5 rating, just the second time in his career that he posted 30-
plus completions, 350-plus passing yards, four-plus TDs and no
INTs in a game (vs. Washington; Sept. 15, 2013). Became only
the second NFL quarterback to hit those marks in a season
opener since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger (Andrew Luck, 2016).
Connected on four passes of 35-plus yards (45, 40, 39, 38),
matching his single-game career high (vs. San Francisco; Dec. 5,
2010). Completed 20 passes for 337 yards and four TDs to WRs
Davante Adams, Allen Lazard and Marquez Valdes-Scantling, just
the second time since the NFL merger that the Packers have had a
WR corps register 20-plus catches for 300-plus yards and four-
plus TDs in a single game (vs. Denver; Oct. 2, 2011)...Vs. Detroit
(Sept. 20): Connected on 18 of 30 passes (60.0 pct.) for 240
yards and two TDs with no INTs for a 107.6 rating. Posted three
completions of 25-plus yards on the afternoon (41-yarder to
Valdes-Scantling, 30-yarder to RB Aaron Jones, 25-yarder to
Lazard)...At New Orleans (Sept. 27): Posted a 124.9 passer
rating, completing 21 of 32 passes (65.6 pct.) for 283 yards and
three TDs with no INTs. Threw a pair of TD passes to tight ends,
an 18-yarder to Marcedes Lewis late in the third quarter and a 1-
yarder to Robert Tonyan late in the fourth quarter, his first game
with two TD passes to TEs since Nov. 15, 2015, vs. Detroit.
Connected with Lazard for a season-long 72-yard completion on
the opening drive of the second half down to the New Orleans 3,
his league-best 21st completion of 70-plus yards since 2008.
Added 12 rushing yards on two carries (6.0 avg.), highlighted by
a season-long 13-yard pickup on a third-and-12 late in the first
quarter...Vs. Atlanta (Oct. 5): Threw for 327 yards and four TDs
with no INTs on 27-0f-33 passing (81.8 pct.), just the third game
in his career that he posted a completion percentage of 80-plus,
325-plus passing yards, four-plus passing TDs and zero INTSs (vs.
Washington in 2013, vs. Oakland in 2019). Completed all 20 of
his passes targeted for RBs and TEs as those position groups
finished with 20 receptions for 241 yards (12.1 avg.) and four
TDs, the third-most receiving yards by Green Bay’s RBs/TEs in a
game since the 1970 merger behind only the 285 yards at Tampa
Bay in 1980 and the 269 vs. Washington in 1983. It marked his
ninth career game with 325-plus passing yards, four-plus passing
TDs and zero INTs as he moved past Manning for the third most
all-time behind Drew Brees (17) and Tom Brady (12)...At Tampa
Bay (Oct. 18): Completed 16 of 35 passes (45.7 pct.) for 160
yards with two INTs for a 35.4 rating. Threw just his third career
pick-six when he was intercepted for a TD by CB Jamel Dean in
the second quarter on his 6,215th career passing attempt...At
Houston (Oct. 25): Connected on 23 of 34 passes (67.6 pct.) for
283 yards and four TDs with no INTs for a 132.4 rating, his 21st
career game with four-plus TD passes and zero INTs, the third
most in NFL history behind only Brees (25) and Brady (21).
Posted a 142.0 passer rating on third down, connecting on 7 of
11 passes for 125 yards and two TDs, with all seven of those
completions going to Adams...Vs. Minnesota (Nov. 1): Threw
for 291 yards and three TDs on 27-o0f-41 passing (65.9 pct.) with
no INTs, his 51st career game with three-plus TD passes and no
INTs, tied with Peyton Manning for the third most in NFL history
behind only Brady (60) and Brees (54). All three of his TD passes
went to Adams, just the second time in his career (2012, James
Jones and Jordy Nelson) that he threw three TD passes in a
single game to two different players in the same season (Tonyan
in Week 4)...At San Francisco (Nov. 5): Threw for 305 yards and
four TDs with no INTs on 25-0f-31 passing (80.6 pct.) for a 147.2
passer rating. It was his fourth career game with 300-plus
passing yards, four-plus passing TDs, zero INTs and a completion
percentage of 80-plus, the second most in NFL history behind
only Brees (five). Threw a 52-yard TD pass to Valdes-Scantling
with just under two minutes remaining in the first half, his 40th
TD pass of 50-plus yards since 2008, the most in the NFL over
that span. Threw three TD passes in the first half, the third time
this season he has done so, matching his most in a season (2012
and 2016)...Vs. Jacksonville (Nov. 15): Completed 24 of 34
passes (70.6 pct.) for 325 yards and two TDs with one INT for a
108.1 rating. Threw a 78-yard TD pass to Valdes-Scantling on the
first play of the second quarter, his longest completion since an
80-yard TD to WR Jordy Nelson vs. the N.Y. Jets on Sept. 14,
2014. It marked his 19th career TD pass of 70-plus yards, tied
with Brees for the most in NFL history. Added a 5-yard TD run
with just over two minutes remaining in the first half, the 29th of
his career as he moved into a tie with Tobin Rote for the most
rushing TDs by a quarterback in franchise history...At
Indianapolis (Nov. 22): Connected on 27 of 38 passes (71.1 pct.)
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for 311 yards and three TDs with one INT (110.7 rating), the first
time in franchise history that a QB posted three straight games
with 300-plus passing yards and a completion percentage of 70-
plus percent. Threw three TD passes in the first half for the fourth
time on the season, a career high (three games in 2012 and
2016). Completed a 47-yard pass to Valdes-Scantling down the
middle of the field on Green Bay’s game-tying drive, the fifth
straight game he had completed a pass of 45-plus yards, tied for
the longest streak of his career (2011). Appeared in his 191st
career game in a Green Bay uniform, moving into the top five in
franchise history as he moved past LB Ray Nitschke (190)...Vs.
Chicago (Nov. 29): Threw for four TDs and 211 yards on 21-
of-29 passing (72.4 pct.), his fifth career game with four-plus TD
passes against Chicago, the most in NFL history (Fran Tarkenton,
four). Threw three TD passes in the first half for the fifth time on
the season, tying Manning (2004) for the most in league history.
His fourth TD pass of the game, a 39-yarder down the middle to
Tonyan with 6:30 remaining in the third quarter, put him over the
50,000-yard passing mark for his career, just the 11th player in
league history to eclipse that total. Reached 50,000 yards on his
6,436th attempt, the second fastest to 50,000 in NFL annals
behind only Ben Roethlisberger (6,361). Posted a completion
percentage of 70-plus and multiple TD passes in his fourth
straight game for the first time in his career. Connected on 15 of
18 passes for 128 yards and three TDs (135.9 rating) on the
opening three drives...Vs. Philadelphia (Dec. 6): Completed 24
of 35 passes (68.6 pct.) for 295 yards and three TDs with no INTs
for a 128.9 rating. On his third TD pass of the game, a 9-yarder to
Adams midway through the third quarter, became the seventh QB
in NFL history to throw 400 TD passes in his career. Became the
fastest to reach 400 TD passes in terms of attempts (6,462;
previous low was Manning’s 7,226) and games (193; previous
low was Brees’ 205). Also set the NFL mark for fewest INTs at the
time of his 400th TD pass with 88 (Brady, 143). Completed 13 of
14 passes in the first half, a career-high 92.9 percentage (min. 10
att.) as he posted a 90-plus completion percentage in a first half

for the second time on the season (11 of 12, 91.7 percent vs.
Minnesota in Week 8) after never doing so in a first half prior to
this season. Threw a 25-yard TD pass to Tonyan in the second
quarter, his fifth straight game with a TD pass of 25-plus yards,
the longest streak in team history (his previous high was four-
game streaks in 2011 and 2014)...At Detroit (Dec. 13): Threw for
290 yards and three TDs with no INTs on 26-0f-33 passing (78.8
pct.) as he set an NFL single-season record for the most games
with three-plus TD passes and zero INTs with his ninth of the
season. Became the first QB in NFL history to throw multiple TD
passes and post a completion percentage of 70-plus in six
consecutive games. Found Adams on a back-shoulder throw on
the opening drive that went for a 56-yard TD, his sixth straight
game with a TD pass of 25-plus yards as he extended his
franchise mark and as he became the first NFL quarterback to do
so in six straight games since Matt Ryan in 2018. Scored on a 6-
yard TD run in the third quarter, the 30th rushing TD of his career
as he surpassed Rote (29) for the most by a QB in franchise
history. It marked the 17th time in his career that he posted two-
plus passing TDs and a rushing TD in a game, tied for No. 2 in
NFL history behind only Cam Newton (21)...Vs. Carolina (Dec.
19): Connected on 20 of 29 passes (69.0 pct.) for 143 yards and
a TD with no INTs for a 91.6 rating. Found Tonyan on a 1-yard TD
pass on the opening drive, giving him 40 TD passes in a season
for the third time in his career, the first QB in league history to
accomplish that feat. Also scored on a 6-yard run early in the
second quarter, giving him a rushing TD in back-to-back games
for the first time since Weeks 1-2 in 2016...Vs. Tennessee (Dec.
27): Threw for 231 yards and four TDs with one INT on 21-0f-25
passing (84.0 pct.) for a 128.1 rating. Threw three TD passes in
the first half for the sixth time on the season, breaking Manning’s
single-season mark (five times in 2004). With his four TD passes,
brought his career total to 218 at Lambeau Field, the most in
history at the stadium as he moved out of a tie for No. 1 with
Favre (214).

Spent the first four seasons of his career in Baltimore, (2015-18),
helping the Ravens rank in the top five in the league in overall
defense (No. 3, 319.4 ypg), run defense (No. 2, 96.8 ypg) and
scoring defense (No. 5, 20.5 ppg) over that span.

0Of his 18% sacks during his time in Baltimore, 12% of them came
on third down, the most on the Ravens from 2015-18.

Is the only player in team history to register 400-plus rushing yards
and 200-plus receiving yards in each of his first four seasons in the
NFL (2017-20).

Was tied for No. 2 in the NFL among running backs with five
receiving TDs last season, tied for the second most in team history
in a season among RBs behind only Johnny (Bload) McNally (10 in
1931).

Posted a TD reception in four consecutive games in 2019 (Weeks
6-9), tying Ahman Green for the longest single-season streak by a
Green Bay RB in team history.

Rushed for a team-high 556 yards in 2017, the fourth most by a
Green Bay rookie in team history, and four TDs on 153 carries (3.6
avg.).

After moving into the starting lineup in Week 11 as a rookie, posted
672 yards from scrimmage over that span (No. 11 in the NFL) and
455 rushing yards (No. 10). Registered 100-plus yards from
scrimmage in four of the final six games.

Finished his career at Brigham Young as the school’s all-time
leader in rushing yards (3,901), rushing attempts (726) and 100-
yard rushing games (16).

yards...Was placed on reserve/COVID-19 on Nov. 3 and then was
activated on Nov. 9 after missing one game...Missed one other
game due to injury...At Minnesota (Sept. 13): Rushed for 21
yards on seven carries (3.0 avg.) and added four receptions for
21 yards (5.3 avg.).

receptions for a career-best 95 yards (11.9 avg.). Registered 77
receiving yards in the first half alone, the most in a half by a
Green Bay RB since Eddie Lacy posted 85 yards at New Orleans
on Oct. 26, 2014. Became the first Packers RB to post eight-plus
catches and 95-plus receiving yards in a game since Dorsey
Levens (10-99) vs. Detroit on Nov. 21, 1999. Had a season-long
29-yard grab down the right sideline midway through the first
quarter...At Tampa Bay (Oct. 18): Led the team with 34 rushing
yards on four carries (8.5 avg.), including a season-long 25-yard
run in the first quarter...At Houston (Oct. 25): Started in place of
an injured Aaron Jones (calf) and paced the team with 77 rushing
yards and a TD on 19 carries (4.1 avg.). Added four receptions for
37 yards (9.3 avg.) for a season-high 114 yards from scrimmage.
Scored his first TD of the season on a 1-yard run up the middle
with 3:40 remaining to extend Green Bay’s lead to 35-13...Vs.
