NEW ENGLAND PATRIOTS vs. buffalo bills

POSTSEASON PROWESS
If the New England Patriots defeat the Buffalo Bills on Sunday or the Miami Dol-
phins lose to the Jacksonville Jaguars, New England will become the first franchise 
in NFL history to earn a playoff berth in 10 consecutive seasons. The Patriots can 
also clinch a 10th straight division title with a win or a loss by Miami, which would 
extend their NFL record. New England enters this week tied with the Dallas Cow-
boys (1975-83) and the Indianapolis Colts (2002-10) as the only teams to qualify for 
the postseason for nine straight seasons.

New England beat 
Buffalo, 25-6, on Monday Night Football at New Era Field on Oct. 29. 
	 The Patriots will be looking for their 26th series sweep over the Bills, 
their second straight series sweep and their 14th series sweep since 
2000. 
	 New England holds a 73-43-1 edge in the series and have won 32 of 
the last 37 games between the clubs dating back to 2000. 
	 The series between the AFC East rivals began in 1960 and the Patriots 
73 wins over the Bills are their highest victory total over any opponent, 
nine more than they own over the New York Jets. 
	 After seven straight series sweeps and 15 straight Patriots wins from 
2003-10, Buffalo ended that streak with a 34-31 victory at Ralph Wilson 
Stadium in the first meeting between the teams in 2011. The 15-game 
win streak is tied for the fourth-longest winning streak over a single op-
ponent in NFL history. The Patriots avenged that loss in the 2011 regu-
lar-season finale by overcoming a 21-0 first-quarter deficit and scoring 49 
unanswered points en route to a 49-21 victory.
	 The teams have had many memorable matchups over the years, in-
cluding a span from 1999 to 2001 where four-of-five contests were de-
cided in overtime. 
	 The Patriots first-ever playoff game was a 26-8 win over the Bills at 
Buffalo on Dec. 28, 1963. That remains their only postseason meeting.

The win snapped 
New England's five-game win streak over Pittsburgh.
	 The Patriots were flagged 14 times for 106 yards, failed to score a 
touchdown on three red zone visits, were three-of-10 on third down 
and gave up 142 yards rushing to RB Jaylen Samuels. 
	 The Patriots had a chance to take the lead in the fourth quarter. 
Down 14-10, New England faced a first-and-goal from Pittsburgh’s 
5-yard line. A holding penalty pushed the ball back to the 15-yard 
line and two plays later Brady attempted to throw the ball away after 
a heavy rush but instead was intercepted by CB Joe Haden to end 
the scoring threat. 
	 Pittsburgh responded with a 13-play, 66-yard drive that culminat-
ed with a 48-yard field goal right before the two minute warning to 
give Pittsburgh a 17-10 lead. The Steelers converted two third-downs 
on the drive, including a 20-yard pass to Samuels on a third-and-9 
from Pittsburgh's 26-yard line. 
	 New England got the ball back with 2:30 to play and a 34-yard 
pass from Brady to WR Julian Edelman helped get the Patriots into 
Pittsburgh territory. The Patriots reached the 11-yard line but a hold-
ing call pushed the offense back to the 21-yard line and the offense 
failed to reach the end zone on three ensuing plays. 
	 Pittsburgh opened the game with an 11-play, 75-yard drive that 
ended with a 5-yard touchdown pass from QB Ben Roethlisberger to 
TE Vance McDonald. The Patriots answered on their first possession 
when Brady connected with WR Chris Hogan on a 63-yard touch-
down that tied the game at 7. That play marked the longest play from 
scrimmage for the Patriots so far this season.

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Since Robert Kraft purchased the team 
in 1994, the Patriots have experienced one 
of the most dramatic turnarounds in the 
history of sports. Now in his 25th season 
of ownership, Kraft has transformed one of 
the league’s least successful clubs into what 
observers view as a model NFL franchise. 
In the five seasons immediately preceding 
his purchase (1989-93), the Patriots were a 
moribund team, winning just 19 of 80 games 
(.238 pct.) and logging the worst record in 
the NFL over that span. When he bought the 
franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced 
his intention to bring a championship to New 
England, a tall order considering the team’s 
previous success rate. But under Kraft’s leadership, the Patriots have won 
more division titles (17), conference crowns (9) and Super Bowl champion-
ships (5) than any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved 
the most winning seasons (22) and have the fewest losing seasons (2) 
since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LII was the 
ninth Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period 
during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowls. 
In Kraft’s 24 seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 19 times, 
more than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 
seasons. In 2018, Kraft earned his 22nd winning season in 25 years of 
owning the franchise.

ROAD WARRIORS I
The Patriots ran a 14-game road win streak that started with a victory in 
the 2016 season opener at Arizona and ended with a loss at Miami on 
Dec. 11, 2017. The 14-game road win streak is a team record, breaking the 
old mark of 12 straight road wins from 2006-08. The 14-game streak is 
second in NFL history to the 18-game road win streak by the San Fran-
cisco 49ers (1988-90).

The only de-
feats are a 17-14 loss to the N.Y. Giants in Super Bowl XLII and a 20-18 
loss in the 2015 AFC Championship Game at Denver.

400-POINT SEASONS
The Patriots extended their NFL record to 11 straight seasons with 
at least 400 total points (2007-17) after finishing with 458 points last 
year. The Chargers previously held the record by scoring at least 
400 points in eight straight seasons from 2004-11. The  Patriots 458 
points last year were second in the NFL to the 478 by the Los Ange-
les Rams. The 2018 Patriots are 7th with 374 points. 

RUSH TO VICTORY
Since 2000, New England is 50-1 in the regular season when a Pa-
triot eclipses 100 yards rushing. The only loss during the Bill Be-
lichick era came at Miami on Dec. 20, 2004, when Corey Dillon 
rushed for 121 yards on 26 carries and the Patriots fell 29-28 to the 
Dolphins. Since then, New England is 37-0 with a 100-yard rusher. In 
2018, RB Sony Michel has three 100-yard games and New England 
is 3-0 in those contests. 

THE 40/40 CLUB
The Patriots defeated the Kansas City Chiefs, 43-40, on Oct. 14, 2018 
at Gillette Stadium. It was just the second time in franchise history 
that the Patriots have played in a game that both teams scored 40 or 
more points. The only other occurrence was a 43-43 tie vs. Oakland 
on Oct. 16, 1964. 

NO PUNTS; NO PENALTIES
The Patriots did not punt and were not charged with a penalty in the 
victory over Kansas City (10/14/18). It was the first time in the Super Bowl 
era that an NFL team played an entire game without punting or being 
charged an accepted penalty. It was the sixth time in franchise history 
that the Patriots were not charged with a penalty and the fifth time in 
franchise history that the Patriots did not punt in a regular-season game.

WIDE RECEIVERS IN A RUSH
WR Cordarrelle Patterson (61 yards) and WR Julian Edelman (28 
yards) combined for 89 yards rushing on 13 attempts in the win vs. 
Green Bay on Nov. 4, 2018. It marked the most rushing attempts and 
yards by wide receivers in a single game in New England history, 
besting the 51 yards on 12 attempts by the wide receivers (38 by Pat-
terson and 13 by Edelman) the previous week vs Buffalo.

It was the first time three Patri-
ots have completed a pass in the same game since Oct. 8, 2000, vs. In-
dianapolis (QB Drew Bledsoe, P Lee Johnson and QB Michael Bishop).

DEFENSE DOMINATES AGAIN

The 2017 Patriots finished fifth in the NFL by allowing 18.5 points 
per game. It was the 12th time since 2001 that the Patriots finished 
a season allowing 20 points or fewer per game, the most in the NFL 
during that span. The Patriots had a streak of eight consecutive 
games in 2017 when they held their opponent to 20 points or fewer.

The Patriots scored two touchdowns on special teams with a 95-
yard kickoff return by WR Cordarrelle Patterson and a 29-yard re-
turn of a blocked punt by LB Kyle Van Noy in the win at Chicago 
(10/21/18). It was the first time the Patriots had two special teams 
scores since Oct. 4, 2010, at Miami when WR Brandon Tate returned 
a kickoff 103 yards for a score and CB Kyle Arrington returned a 
blocked field goal 35 yards for a touchdown. It was the fifth time 
overall since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger that the Patriots had two 
special teams touchdowns in one game:

13 touchdowns. His offensive numbers broke Kent State’s single-sea-
son record for total offense set by Joshua Cribbs in 2003. 
Said head coach Bill Belichick on the versatility of Edelman: “He played 
the quarterback position in college at Kent State and all the positions 
really that he’s played in the NFL – covering kicks, returning kicks, slot 
receiver, outside receiver, slot defender – he didn’t do any of those 
things in college. I think that really speaks to his versatility and how 
much he’s grown as a player and how many things he’s learned how to 
do that he really didn’t have much experience with in college. I’d say 
that’s pretty unusual, especially to be as competent in them as he is.”

FATHERLY ADVICE
If there is one thing Julian Edelman has never lacked, it’s athletic 
ability. A dual-threat quarterback at Kent State and former baseball 
standout in high school, Edelman once wowed Toronto Blue Jays 
players with his impressive footwork while fielding ground balls in 
an appearance at batting practice in 2011. 
This natural ability may have been overlooked by NFL scouts, who 
let him fall to the Patriots in the seventh round of the 2009 NFL 
Draft. Edelman remains focused on the lessons his father, Frank 
Edelman, taught him at a young age. “I’m still constantly trying to 
learn,” Edelman told The Boston Herald. “My dad always put it in my 
head, when you’re green, you’re growing, when you’re ripe, you’re 
lost. When you’re done learning, you’re done.”

WR JOSH GORDON
GORDON LEADS THE WAY

WR Josh Gordon had his first 100-yard game as a member of the Pa-
triots with four receptions for 100 yards at Chicago on Oct. 21, 2018, 
becoming the 29th different player to have a 100-yard receiving game 
in a game Tom Brady has started.

He al-
most always draws two guys out there unless they’re in an eight-
man rush. Most of the time, there’s two guys out there — fourth-and-
short, where they’re trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot 
of double teams, and deservedly so.

Devin McCourty enters 2018 tied with Ty Law for second-most Pro 
Bowls as a Patriots defensive back with four. Only CB Mike Haynes 
had more Pro Bowl invites as a Patriots DB with six.

McCOUR-TD
DB Devin McCourty's 84-yard interception return for a touchdown in 
the win at Buffalo on Oct. 29, 2018  was his first career interception re-
turned for a touchdown and the ninth-longest in team history. The pick-
six was McCourty's second career score. His first touchdown came on 
a 104-yard kickoff return vs. the New York Jets on Oct. 21, 2012. 

DOUBLE TROUBLE
After being selected by the Patriots in the first round of the 2010 NFL 
Draft, CB Devin McCourty became part of a select group in league 
history. McCourty’s identical twin brother, Jason, joined the Patriots 
this past offseason for his 10th NFL season. The two became the 
12th set of twins to play in the NFL. In the season opener, Devin and 
Jason became the first set of twins to play together on the same 
NFL team since 1926 when Gene and Tom Golsen suited up together 
for the Louisville Colonels. Shaquill and Shaquem Griffin of the Seat-
tle Seahawks also accomplished this unique occurrence on Kickoff 
Weekend. New England also had twins on the team last year, with TE 
Jacob Hollister on the roster and WR Cody Hollister on the practice 
squad. Jacob is on the roster again this year and Cody is on the 
non-football/injury list.

Devin and Jason were cornerbacks in the Rutgers secondary from 
2005-08. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and was a year 
behind his brother in eligibility. Devin became the second twin to 
suit up for the Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a member of 
the team from 1998-2000. His twin brother, Jason, played for San 
Francisco and Minnesota from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’s 
mother, the two can only be told apart by tiny scars on their faces 
left by chickenpox.

McCOURTY GOES LONG
McCourty had a 104-yard kickoff return for a touchdown vs. N.Y. 
Jets (10/21/12), the second longest kickoff return in team history. El-
lis Hobbs has the longest in team history with a 108-yard return for a 
touchdown at N.Y. Jets on Sept. 9, 2007. McCourty was named AFC 
Special Teams Player of the Week for his performance.

McCourty 
joins Pro Football Hall of Famers Rod Woodson and Ronnie Lott 
as the only NFL players to earn All-Pro honors at both safety and 
cornerback. 

BROTHERS IN ARMS
Devin and twin brother Jason McCourty have seen first-hand the 
effects of sickle cell disease. Both their aunt and uncle lived with 
the disease while their father carried the trait. Devin and Jason part-
nered with Embrace Kids Foundation to form their own “Tackle Sick-
le Cell” campaign aiming to educate the public, increase blood do-
nations and raise money and awareness for the fight against sickle 
cell disease. Devin’s work with the local Boston Children’s Hospital 
has helped advance research of the disease with doctors now as 
close as they’ve ever been to a cure.
