NEW ENGLAND PATRIOTS (8-3) vs. MINNESOTA VIKINGS (6-4-1)

The New England Patriots improved to 8-3 with a 27-13 victory last Sunday at the
New York Jets. New England will now finish with a record of .500 or better for the
18th straight season, second in NFL history to the 21 straight seasons by the Dallas
Cowboys (1965-85). The Patriots are the only team to finish with a record of .500 or
better in each of the last 18 seasons (2001-18). Each of the other 31 NFL teams has
had at least one losing season since 2001.

A win this week will give the Patriots their ninth win of the year and a winning
record for the 18th consecutive season, the second longest streak in NFL history,
behind the 20 straight winning seasons by Dallas (1966-85).

TELEVISION: This week’s game will be broadcast by FOX and can be seen locally
on WFXT Channel 25. Joe Buck will handle play-by-play duties with Troy Aikman
as the color analyst. Erin Andrews will work from the sidelines. The game will be
produced by Richie Zyontz and directed by Rich Russo.

NATIONAL RADIO: Sunday's game will be broadcast to a national audience on
ESPN Radio. Jason Benetti will call the game with Bill Polian providing analysis. Jeff
Darlington will report form the sidelines.

LOCAL RADIO: 98.5 The Sports Hub is the flagship station for the Patriots Radio Network.
A complete listing of the network’s 41 stations can be found in this press release. Play-
by-play broadcaster Bob Socci will call the action along with former Patriots quarterback
Scott Zolak, who will provide color analysis. The games are produced by Marc Cappello.

ANNUAL ACHIEVEMENT

The New England Patriots have won more than half of their games for 17 consecu-
tive seasons and look to continue that streak with a win against the Vikings. New
England is the first team to win more than half of their games in 17 straight seasons
since free agency began in 1993 and the first team to finish over .500 for 17 straight
seasons since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger. The Patriots have won nine or more games
in 21 of the 24 seasons Robert Kraft has owned the team.

The New England Patriots and Minnesota Vikings will meet for the
13th time overall and for the first time since 2014 when the Patriots de-
feated the Vikings, 30-7, on Sept. 14, 2014, at TCF Bank Stadium on the
University of Minnesota campus.

The Patriots enter this week with four straight wins over Minnesota.

The Patriots will host the Vikings for the first time since the 2010 season
when they beat the Vikings, 28-18, at Gillette Stadium on Oct. 31, 2010.

The Patriots are 5-2 overall against Minnesota in home games with a
0-1record at Harvard Stadium, a 3-1record at Foxboro stadium and a 2-0
mark at Gillette Stadium.

Two of the more memorable games were a 1994 Patriots win and a
2006 Monday Night Football win. The Patriots entered the 1994 matchup
with a 3-6 record before overcoming a 20-0 deficit for a 26-20 win that
sparked a seven-game winning streak and a 10-6 record to earn a playoff
berth. Patriots quarterback Drew Bledsoe set NFL records with 45 com-
pletions and 70 attempts while passing for a then team-record 426 yards
in that game. Tom Brady led the Patriots to a 31-7 win after completing
29-0f-43 passes for 372 yards with four touchdowns in the 2006 victory
at Minnesota.

The New England Patriots earned their first victory of the season
with a 30-7 rout of the Minnesota Vikings at TCF Bank Stadium.

The Patriots defense intercepted Vikings QB Matt Cassel four
times, sacked him six times and DE Chandler Jones blocked a field
goal just before halftime and returned it 58 yards for a touchdown.
The victory marked Bill Belichick’s 200th regular-season win, making
him the sixth NFL coach to reach 200 career regular-season wins.
Patriots QB Tom Brady earned his 149th career win to move out of a
third-place tie with Hall of Famer John Elway.

Devin McCourty, Darrelle Revis, Logan Ryan and Dominique Easley
all picked off Cassel, setting up 17 points for the Patriots. Jones and LB
Dont’a Hightower both contributed with two-sack performances.

After Minnesota took a 7-0 lead on their opening drive, the Patriots
scored on their next three drives to take a 17-7 lead. McCourty picked
off a pass on the Vikings second series and returned it 60 yards to the
1-yard line to set up a 1-yard touchdown run by RB Stevan Ridley to tie
the game at 7. Ridley carried the ball 25 times for 101 yards with the
one score. K Stephen Gostkowski drilled a 48-yard field goal to give
the Patriots a 10-7 lead midway through the second quarter.

Cassel threw his second pick early in the second quarter when Re-
vis registered his first interception as a member of the Patriots at the
New England 39-yard line. A 44-yard pass from Brady to WR Julian
Edelman helped get in position for a 9-yard touchdown pass from
Brady to Edelman to make the score 17-7.

Late in the second quarter, Minnesota got in position for a 48-yard
field goal attempt that would have pulled them to within seven points
at halftime. Jones powered through the line of scrimmage, blocked
the field goal attempt and returned the ball 58 yards for a touchdown
and a 24-7 New England lead.

After giving up 191 yards rushing in the season-opener at Miami,
the Patriots defense held the Vikings to just 54 yards and a 2.8-yard
average.

Ryan picked off a Cassel pass to end the Vikings first offensive
drive in the second half, giving the Patriots a first down at the Minne-
sota 45-yard line. Four plays later, Gostkowski connected on a 47-yard
field goal for a 27-7 lead. Gostkowski had a 27-yard field goal on the
first play of the fourth quarter to round out the scoring for New En-
gland with a 30-7 lead.

- The Patriots defense has not allowed a 300-yard passer in four-straight
games. They also have not allowed a 100-yard rusher in eight-straight
games, dating back to Week 3 against the Lions.
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WHAT TO LOOK FOR... (CONT'D)

- After a 215-yard rushing performance against the Jets, the Patriots
have a chance to record back-to-back 200 yard rushing games for the
first time since 2012 when the Patriots rushed for 247 and 251 yards
in back-to-back weeks against the Bills and Broncos. The combined
total of 498 rushing yards in that two-game span is the best two-game
aggregate rushing total for the team since its 519 total rushing yards
in a two-game stretch in 1978.

- Entering Week 13, the Patriots have not had a turnover in four consec-
utive games.

The New England Patriots improved to 8-3 after a 27-13 victory over the
New York Jets at MetLife Stadium. The win clinched the Patriots an 18th
straight season with a .500 record or better. That ranks second in NFL
history to only the Dallas Cowboys, who had 21in a row from 1965-85.

QB Tom Brady threw two touchdown passes and became the NFL's
career leader in total yards passing in regular-season and playoffs
combined. Brady also reached 3,000 yards passing for the 16th sea-
son, tying Peyton Manning and Drew Brees for second all-time behind
the 18 by Brett Favre.

Rookie RB Sony Michel ran for a career-high 133 yards and the team
finished with 215 yards rushing for 6.0 yard average. Michel broke
several long runs, including a 31-yard rush in the first quarter and a 33-
yard scamper in the fourth quarter. RB James White had a career-best
74 yards rushing, including a 24-yard run in the fourth quarter from the
New England 7-yard line with 1:48 left to play, allowing the Patriots to
run out the clock and secure the win.

Coming off a 34-10 loss at Tennessee, the Patriots avoided their
second two-game losing streak of the season, something that has not
happened since 2015.

After playing to a 10-10 tie at halftime, the Patriots took the sec-
ond-half kickoff and marched 61yards on 15 plays before settling for a
32-yard field goal by K Stephen Gostkowski for a 13-10 lead. The Jets
answered on the next series with a 12-play, 55-yard drive that was
finished with a 21-yard field goal to tie the game at 13.

A 27-yard pass from Brady to WR Chris Hogan followed by a 27-
yard run by White on the ensuing drive helped the offense get in po-
sition for a 21-yard touchdown pass from Brady to WR Julian Edelman
to make the score 20-13 heading into the fourth quarter.

A 33-yard run by Michel early in the fourth quarter aided a New
England drive that reached the Jets 1-yard line before Michel scored
on a 1-yard run to make it 27-13.

The Jets got on the board first when QB Josh McCown threw a 16-
yard touchdown pass to WR Jermaine Kearse to cap an 80-yard drive.
The Patriots responded with a drive that ended with a 34-yard touch-
down pass from Brady to TE Rob Gronkowski to tie the game at seven.

New England took a 10-7 lead in the second quarter when Gost-
kowski connected on a 34-yard field goal with 2:30 left to play in the
first half. The Jets tied the game at 10 when K Jason Myers drilled a
55-yard field goal as time expired in the first half.

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Since Robert Kraft purchased the team
in 1994, the Patriots have experienced one
of the most dramatic turnarounds in the
history of sports. Now in his 25th season
of ownership, Kraft has transformed one of
the league’s least successful clubs into what
observers view as a model NFL franchise.
In the five seasons immediately preceding
his purchase (1989-93), the Patriots were a
moribund team, winning just 19 of 80 games
(.238 pct.) and logging the worst record in
the NFL over that span. When he bought the
franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced
his intention to bring a championship to
New England, a tall order considering the
team’s previous success rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots
have won more division titles (17), conference crowns (9) and Super Bowl
championships (5) than any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have
achieved the most winning seasons (21) and have the fewest losing sea-
sons (2) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LII
was the ninth Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a
period during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super
Bowils. In Kraft's 24 seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 19
times, more than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first
34 seasons. In 2017, Kraft earned his 21st winning season in 24 years of
owning the franchise.

Tom Brady has quarterbacked the Patriots
to victories in 204 of his 262 career regu-
lar-season starts, compiling a .779 winning
percentage and giving him the best record of
any quarterback in the Super Bowl era (since
1966). Brady’s 155 career wins in his first 200
starts are the most in NFL history. Peyton
Manning is second with 136 wins in his first
200 career starts.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR IN 2018

If Brady reaches 30 or more touchdowns passes in 2018, he will be-
come just the fourth player in NFL history with 30 or more touchdown
passes in eight seasons, joining Brett Favre (9), Peyton Manning (9)
and Drew Brees (9).

Brady is tied with Peyton Manning, Drew Brees and Aaron Rodgers
with four seasons with 35 or more touchdowns and needs to reach
that mark in 2018 for his fifth season with 35 or more touchdowns, for
the most in NFL history.

Brady has passed for 4,000 yards nine times in his career and if he
reaches 4,000 yards in 2018, he will be the third player to reach ten
seasons with 4,000 yards, joining Peyton Manning (14) and Drew
Brees (12).

Brady led the NFL with 36 touchdowns passes in 2015, his fourth
time leading the NFL in passing touchdowns. He tied Drew Brees,
Len Dawson, Brett Favre, Peyton Manning, Johnny Unitas and Steve
Young for most seasons leading the NFL in touchdown passes.

Brady has 578 touchdowns overall (507 in the regular season and 71
in the postseason) and needs two touchdown passes to move past
Peyton Manning (579) to become the all-time leader in touchdown
passes.

Brady has 69,190 regular season passing yards. He needs 810 yards
to become the fourth QB in NFL history with 70,000 regular season
passing yards.

Brady has 85 300-yard games and needs five more to become the
third NFL player with 90 300-yard games, joining Drew Brees (115)
and Peyton Manning (93).

In the season opener, Devin and
Jason became the first set of twins to play together on the same
NFL team since 1926 when Gene and Tom Golsen suited up together
for the Louisville Colonels. Shaquill and Shaquem Griffin of the Seat-
tle Seahawks also accomplished this unique occurrence on Kickoff
Weekend. New England also had twins on the team last year, with TE
Jacob Hollister on the roster and WR Cody Hollister on the practice
squad. Jacob is on the roster again this year and Cody is on the
non-football/injury list.

Devin and Jason were cornerbacks in the Rutgers secondary from
2005-08. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and was a year
behind his brother in eligibility. Devin became the second twin to
suit up for the Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a member of
the team from 1998-2000. His twin brother, Jason, played for San
Francisco and Minnesota from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’s
mother, the two can only be told apart by tiny scars on their faces
left by chickenpox.

McCourty had a 104-yard kickoff return for a touchdown vs. N..
Jets (10/21/12), the second longest kickoff return in team history. El-
lis Hobbs has the longest in team history with a 108-yard return for a
touchdown at N.Y. Jets on Sept. 9, 2007.
