	 The New England Patriots will play against a Texas team for the second straight 
week when they return to Gillette Stadium to face the Dallas Cowboys. Last week, the 
Patriots beat the Houston Texans, 25-22, on the road. 
	 During the 2021 offseason, the NFL made a major change to its schedule. The 
league expanded to 17 total games. The schedule expansion was the NFL's first since 
1978, when the league expanded from a 14-game schedule to a 16-game schedule.
	 The AFC was determined to be the home conference for the 17th game in 2021, 
and the Patriots additional opponent was the Dallas Cowboys based on the schedule 
format of the AFC East team hosting a team from the NFC East with the same third-
place finish as the Patriots in 2020.  By hosting the 17th game in 2021, the AFC teams 
will host nine regular season games and one preseason game, while the NFC will 
have eight regular season games and two preseason home games. 

BROADCAST INFORMATION
TELEVISION: This week’s game will be broadcast by CBS and can be seen locally 
on WBZ-TV Channel 4. Jim Nantz will handle play-by-play duties with Tony Romo 
as the color analyst. Tracy Wolfson will work from the sidelines. The game will be 
produced by Jim Rikhoff and directed by Mike Arnold.

LOCAL RADIO: 98.5 The Sports Hub is the flagship station for the Patriots Radio 
Network. A complete listing of the network’s 35 stations can be found on page 55. 
Play-by-play broadcaster Bob Socci will call the action along with former Patriots 
quarterback Scott Zolak, who will provide color analysis. The games are produced 
by Marc Cappello.

BELICHICK UNDEFEATED AGAINST TWO 

Bill Belichick is undefeated as head coach of the Patriots against the Dallas Cowboys 
with a 5-0 record. He is also undefeated against the Atlanta Falcons with a 6-0 re-
cord. Belichick is one of eight head coaches that are 5-0 or better against multiple 
teams with one franchise (including playoffs).

Under Kraft's leadership since he pur-
chased the team in 1994, the Patri-
ots have experienced one of the most 
dramatic turnarounds in the history of 
sports.

Kraft has led the two most dominant de-
cades in NFL history in terms of overall 
wins – 141 (2010-19) and 126 (2000-09). 

Kraft is the most successful owner since 
he purchased the team in 1994 in terms 
of wins (332), division titles (19), winning 
percentage (.687), playoff wins (33) and 
playoff seasons (21).

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in 
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of 
the most dramatic turnarounds in the histo-
ry of sports. In his 27 seasons of ownership, 
he has transformed one of the league’s least 
successful clubs into what many observers 
view as a model NFL franchise. In the five 
seasons immediately preceding his pur-
chase (1989-93), the Patriots were a mor-
ibund team, winning just 19 of 80 games 
(.238 pct.), the worst record in the NFL over 
that span. When he bought the franchise on 
Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced his intention 
to bring a championship to New England, a tall order considering the team’s 
previous success rate. But under Kraft’s leadership, the Patriots have won 
more division titles (19), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl champion-
ships (6) than any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the 
most winning seasons (23) and are tied with Pittsburgh for the fewest losing 
seasons (3) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIII 
was the 10th Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period 
during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowls. In 
Kraft’s 27 seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 21 times, more 
than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons, and 
finished with a winning record 23 times.

Ac-
cording to McCourty’s mother, the two can only be told apart by tiny 
scars on their faces left by chickenpox.

IN GOOD COMPANY
• Devin McCourty earned Associated Press All-Pro Second Team hon-
ors at safety in 2013 and 2016. He also earned Second Team All-Pro 
Honors as a rookie in 2010 when he played cornerback. McCourty 
joined Pro Football Hall of Famers Rod Woodson and Ronnie Lott as the 
only NFL players to earn All-Pro honors at both safety and cornerback. 

BROTHERS IN ARMS
• Devin and Jason McCourty have seen first-hand the effects of sickle 
cell disease. Both their aunt and uncle lived with the disease while 
their father carried the trait. Devin and Jason partnered with Embrace 
Kids Foundation to form their own “Tackle Sickle Cell” campaign aim-
ing to educate the public, increase blood donations and raise mon-
ey and awareness for the fight against sickle cell disease. Devin’s 
work with the local Boston Children’s Hospital has helped advance 
research of the disease with doctors now as close as they’ve ever 
been to a cure.

17.0-yards per punt return or more in 
back-to-back seasons. Devin Hester 
owns the best mark with a 17.1-yard 
average in 2010 followed by 16.2-
yard average in 2011.

yard return in the Patriots win at the L.A. Chargers on Dec. 6, 2020. He 
is the first player in Patriots history with two punt returns of at least 60 
yards in a single game and the first NFL player to do so since India-
napolis RB Nyheim Hines had 84 and 71-yard punt return touchdowns 
vs. Carolina on Dec. 22, 2019. Before Olszewski, the two longest punt 
returns in a single game for the Patriots was Julian Edelman on Nov. 18, 
2012, vs. Indianapolis with a 68-yard punt returned for a touchdown and 
a 49-yard return.

ELECTED TEAM LEADER
• Slater has been named to nine Pro Bowls (2011-17, 19-20) for his spe-
cial teams work, but perhaps more revealing of his value to New En-
gland is the fact that he was elected a captain by his teammates for the 
11th straight season in 2021.

The special teams ace shared what it means to be a captain with high 
school football players in a story published by The Boston Globe. “You 
have to be able to put others before yourself. Being a captain and 
leadership is about serving, and to me, that means a great deal of sac-
rifice – putting aside personal agendas for the greater common goal. 
Leadership is equated with sacrifice. I think you have to be willing to 
do whatever it takes for the unit to succeed. I think you need to lead 
by example. A lot of times, it’s about what you do, not what you say.”

SLATER'S EMERGENCE WAS SPECIAL
• Bill Belichick acknowledged Matthew Slater’s role as a gunner on 
special teams: “Matt is one of the best in the league,” Belichick said. 
“Any time the punt return team has to double somebody, that makes 
it one less guy they can use somewhere else in the return. He almost 
always draws two guys out there unless they’re in an eight-man rush. 
Most of the time, there’s two guys out there — fourth-and-short, where 
they’re trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot of double teams, 
and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of covering punts.”

SLATER'S SCORE
• During a 2007 game against Arizona State, UCLA's Matthew Slater 
returned a kickoff 89 yards for the final touchdown of his collegiate 
career. In the Patriots 16-10 win over Buffalo on Sept. 29, 2019, DB J.C. 
Jackson blocked a punt, which Slater returned 11 yards for his first NFL 
touchdown, 12 seasons after his last touchdown.

LOCAL LINEAGE
Nick Folk's mother is a direct descendant of 
William Bradford, a founder, settler and long-
time governor of the Plymouth Colony settle-
ment.

Folk kicked his second game-winning field 
goal as time expired in 2020, connecting on

Folk’s 50-yard game-winning field goal vs. Arizona (11/29/20) was the 
second-longest game-winning field goal with no time left in Patriots 
history, behind the 51-yarder he hit at N.Y. Jets (11/9). The previous 
long was 48 yards by Adam Vinatieri in Super Bowl XXXVI vs. the St. 
Louis Rams.

NICK FOLK SETS TEAM RECORD FOR CONSECUTIVE FIELD 
GOALS 

K Nick Folk set the team record with 33 consecutive field goals after 
connecting on field goals of 46, 49, 32 and 26 yards at the New York 
(9/19/21) and extended that mark to 36 straight field with a 27-yard-
er vs. Tampa Bay before missing a 56-yarder in the fourth quarter. He 
passed Stephen Gostkowski, who connected on 31 straight field goals. 
After missing his first two field goals of the 2020 season, he kicked 36 
straight field goals. Folk’s previous longest streak was 23 straight field 
goals in 2013 when he played for the New York Jets. The NFL record is 
44 straight field goals by Adam Vinatieri.

It was the fastest 
three-touchdown flurry in the NFL since the Patriots had three 
touchdowns in 52 seconds against the New York Jets on Nov. 22, 
2012. The Patriots are one of three teams to score three touch-
downs in under a minute since the 1970 merger, and are the only 
team to have achieved the feat twice.

TOUCHDOWNS IN 57 SECONDS:

•	Rob Gronkowski caught a 2-yard touchdown pass from Tom Brady 
with 1:57 left in the first half to make the score 24-7 and cap off a 
10-play, 80-yard drive.

•	After the Patriots defense forced a three-and-out, a 42-yard Ju-
lian Edelman punt return gave New England possession at the 
Chicago 9-yard line, and Brady found Brandon LaFell for a 9-yard 
touchdown on the next play to give the Patriots a 31-7 lead with 
1:07 left in the first half.  

•	On the Bears first play following the LaFell touchdown, Zach 
Moore forced a Jay Cutler fumble that was recovered by Rob 
Ninkovich and returned for a 15-yard touchdown that gave the Pa-
triots a 38-7 Patriots lead with 55 seconds left in the first half.

COMEBACKS FOR THE AGES
The Patriots have staged two historic come-from-behind victories 
over the past several seasons:

Belichick coached the Patriots back from a 25-point deficit to win Super 
Bowl LI. A comeback of that magnitude is extremely rare. There had 
been 2,656 games in which a team led by 25 points or more in NFL 
history, including the postseason. Teams leading by 25 had recorded 
2,647 wins, seven losses and two ties, a winning percentage of .997.

New England came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Bron-
cos, 34-31, in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Nov. 
24, 2013, marking the largest regular season comeback win in team 
history, after trailing 24-0 at halftime.

New England’s previous best comeback win was from a 23-0 defi-
cit to win, 38-23, vs. Seattle (09/16/84). The Patriots also came 
back from 22 points down to win at the New York Giants, 23-22 
(12/21/96). The Patriots have come from 21 points down to win four 
times, most recently vs. Buffalo (01/01/12).
