Under Kraft's leadership since he pur-
chased the team in 1994, the Patri-
ots have experienced one of the most
dramatic turnarounds in the history of
sports.

Kraft has led the two most dominant de-
cades in NFL history in terms of overall
wins — 141 (2010-19) and 126 (2000-09).

Kraft is the most successful owner since
he purchased the team in 1994 in terms
of wins (340), division titles (19), winning
percentage (.690), playoff wins (33) and
playoff seasons (21).

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of
the most dramatic turnarounds in the histo-
ry of sports. In his 28 seasons of ownership,
he has transformed one of the league’s least
successful clubs into what many observers
view as a model NFL franchise. In the five
seasons immediately preceding his pur-
chase (1989-93), the Patriots were a mor-
ibund team, winning just 19 of 80 games
(.238 pct.), the worst record in the NFL over
that span. When he bought the franchise on
Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced his intention
to bring a championship to New England, a tall order considering the team’s
previous success rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won
more division titles (19), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl champion-
ships (6) than any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the
most winning seasons (24) and are tied with Pittsburgh for the fewest losing
seasons (3) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIII
was the 10th Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period
during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowils. In
Kraft's 28 seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 21 times, more
than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons, and
finished with a winning record 24 times.

The Patriots have played in 11 Super Bowls, the most by any team
in NFL history. Dallas, Denver and Pittsburgh have played in eight.

The Patriots are third in NFL history with 15 Conference Champion-
ship Game appearances, one behind the 16 by Pittsburgh and San
Francisco.

The New England Patriots have 37 postseason victories, the most
in NFL history. Pittsburgh is second with 36 playoff wins all-time.

Nick Folk's mother is a direct descendant
of William Bradford, a founder, settler and
longtime governor of the Plymouth Colony
settlement. Bradford was also a passen-
ger on the Mayflower's original voyage to
America.

300 career field goals, joining Robbie Gould (411), Mason Crosby (363),
Matt Prater (338) and Justin Tucker (316).

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CHILDREN'S TUMOR FOUNDATION

The Children’s Tumor Foundation has a special place in Patriots kicker Nick Folk’s heart. His cousin,
Blake, has neurofibromatosis (NF), a genetic disorder that causes tumors to grow on nerves throughout
the body. The term NF represents three distinct disorders: NF1, NF2 and schwannomatosis. For Blake, his
NF impacts him most where his optic nerves cross in his brain. He currently has 5 brain tumors.

When Blake was a baby, Nick’s mom, Kathryn, a pediatrician, noticed light brown spots on Blake’s skin.
Further testing showed that Blake was diagnosed with NF.

Nick and Blake have both been pillars in each other’s lives. In 2007, Blake was seven years old and had
a big surgery coming up to remove the fluid build up in his brain. He was required to shave half his head
for the surgery. While on the Cowboys roster, Nick asked for time off during the offseason to fly out to
California to be with Blake, turning up with half his head shaved to match Blake.

Nick has partnered with the Children’s Tumor Foundation for many years and has chosen to represent
the foundation on his cleats for the NFL's My Cause, My Cleats campaign. Blake’'s mom, Kim, currently
works for the Foundation as the Development Special Events Manager. As for Blake, he hit a milestone

of turning 20 years old in 2020 after undergoing 20 surgeries.

ABOUT NEUROFIBROMATOSIS, OR NF

Neurofibromatosis, or NF, is a genetic disorder that
affects 1 in every 3,000 people. It causes tumors
to grow on nerves throughout the body and can
lead to deafness, blindness, disfigurement, bone
abnormalities, learning disabilities, disabling pain,
and cancer. 120 kids are born with NF each day,
which means that a new NF patient is born every 12
minutes. NF occurs in all populations equally, and
there is not yet a cure.

CAN NF BE CURED?

At this time, there is no approved cure for NF, but
a number of promising NF clinical trials are under
way. As researchers continually learn more about
the underlying causes of NF and what makes
tumors grow, the Foundation is getting closer to
the development of effective treatments for NF. In
2020, the FDA approved the first ever treatment
for one form of NF that shrunk tumors in patients,
but more treatments are needed for all forms of NF.

SCORING FLURRY

The Patriots scored three touchdowns in a 57-second span during
the final two minutes of the first half against Chicago on Oct. 26,
2014, turning a 17-7 lead into a 38-7 cushion. It was the fastest
three-touchdown flurry in the NFL since the Patriots had three
touchdowns in 52 seconds against the New York Jets on Nov. 22,
2012. The Patriots are one of three teams to score three touch-
downs in under a minute since the 1970 merger, and are the only
team to have achieved the feat twice.

» Rob Gronkowski caught a 2-yard touchdown pass from Tom Brady
with 1:57 left in the first half to make the score 24-7 and cap off a
10-play, 80-yard drive.

- After the Patriots defense forced a three-and-out, a 42-yard Ju-
lian Edelman punt return gave New England possession at the
Chicago 9-yard line, and Brady found Brandon LaFell for a 9-yard
touchdown on the next play to give the Patriots a 31-7 lead with
1:07 left in the first half.

- On the Bears first play following the LaFell touchdown, Zach
Moore forced a Jay Cutler fumble that was recovered by Rob
Ninkovich and returned for a 15-yard touchdown that gave the Pa-
triots a 38-7 Patriots lead with 55 seconds left in the first half.

COMEBACKS FOR THE AGES

The Patriots have staged two historic come-from-behind victories
over the past several seasons:

Belichick coached the Patriots back from a 25-point deficit to win Super
Bowl LI. A comeback of that magnitude is extremely rare. There had
been 2,656 games in which a team led by 25 points or more in NFL
history, including the postseason. Teams leading by 25 had recorded
2,647 wins, seven losses and two ties, a winning percentage of .997.

New England came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Bron-
cos, 34-31, in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Now.
24, 2013, marking the largest regular season comeback win in team
history, after trailing 24-0 at halftime.

New England’s previous best comeback win was from a 23-0 defi-
cit to win, 38-23, vs. Seattle (09/16/84). The Patriots also came
back from 22 points down to win at the New York Giants, 23-22
(12/21/96). The Patriots have come from 21 points down to win four
times, most recently vs. Buffalo (01/01/12).
