The New England Patriots will attempt to snap a two-game losing streak this Sun-
day when they host the Jacksonville Jaguars in the final regular season home game
of the season. It will be the first meeting between the two teams since the Patriots
traveled to Jacksonville on Sept. 16, 2018 and fell to the Jaguars, 31-20. The Jaguars
will play at Gillette Stadium for the first time since a 24-20 loss in the 2017 AFC
Championship Game that was played on Jan. 21, 2018.

The New England Patriots and Jacksonville Jaguars will
meet for the first time since the 2018 season when the Jaguars
pulled out a 31-20 win in Jacksonville on Sept. 16, 2018. The Patriots
entered that game with a 7-0 regular season record against the Jag-
uars. New England is 7-1 against Jacksonville in the regular season
and 11-2 overall. The Patriots are 8-0 overall against Jacksonville in
home games, including 6-0 at Gillette Stadium.

Jacksonville will travel to face the Patriots at Gillette Stadi-
um for the first time since the 2017 AFC Championship Game when
the Patriots overcame a 20-10 fourth-quarter deficit before rallying
for a 24-20 victory to advance to Super Bowl LIl on Jan. 21, 2018 at
Gillette Stadium.

The two teams have faced each other five times in the play-
offs, including the 1996 AFC Championship Game at Foxboro Stadi-
um and the 2017 AFC Championship Game at Gillette Stadium. The
Patriots defeated the Jaguars, 20-6, in the 1996 AFC Champion-
ship Game, the first time New England hosted the AFC Conference
Championship Game. The Patriots lead the Jaguars 4-1 overall in
postseason games.

- Damien Harris is fourth in the NFL with 12 rushing touchdowns in 2021. He needs one more touchdown this week
to become the fifth New England player to reach at least 13 rushing touchdowns in a single season.

- Harris has five 100-yard rushing games in 2021. Since 1970, only Curtis Martin (9 in 1995) and Corey Dillon (9 in
2004) have had more than five 100-yard games in a season for the Patriots.

- Harris has rushed for a career-high 857 yards and if he gains 143 yards rushing this week, he will reach 1,000
rushing yards.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR...

- WR Jakobi Meyers has the best two regular seasons for any Patriots wide receiver that originally joined the team
as a rookie free agent. With a team-leading 71 receptions for 723 yards, he needs seven yards receiving to surpass
the 729 yards he had in 2020 for the most. He already surpassed the 59 receptions he had in 2020 for the most in
a season by a Patriots receiver who originally joined the team as an undrafted rookie free agent.

- Meyers completed two passes for 45 yards in Week 4 against Tampa Bay. He is now 4-of-4 for 88 yards with two
touchdowns and a perfect 158.3 passer rating in his career. If he completes one more pass in 2021, he will be the
first Patriots wide receiver to complete more than two passes in a single season. Julian Edelman completed two
passes in 2018, 2019 and 2020, and Harold Jackson completed two passes in 1980. In addition to the Tampa Bay
game, Meyers completed two passes, both for touchdowns, in 2020.

- «Meyers has two 2-point conversions in 2021 after converting vs. Dallas on Oct. 17 and at LA Chargers on Oct. 31.
Only 17 players have had three in one season. The NFL record for most in a season is four by Todd Heap of Balti-
more in 2003. Ezekiel Elliott of Dallas leads the NFL with three 2-point plays in 2021.

- Meyers has three total 2-point conversions and needs one more to tie Julian Edelman and Gino Cappelletti for the
team’s all-time career high with four 2-point conversions.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR...

- J.C. Jackson secured his 24th interception against Tennessee and is now tied with Ronnie Lippett and Nick Buon-
iconti for 9th place on the Patriots all-time interception list. With an interception this week vs. Jacksonville he will
secure sole possession of ninth place on the list.

» Jackson increased his two-year interception total to 16 (nine in 2020 and seven in 2021) to tie Asante Samuel (16) -
(10 in 2006 and six in 2007) for the most interceptions in consecutive seasons for the Patriots and needs one more
interception to set the mark for most interceptions in a two-year total.

- Jackson enters this week second in the NFL with seven interceptions behind Dallas’ Trevon Diggs with 11. If Jack-
son gets an interception this week, he will be the only Patriots player with at least two seasons with eight or more
interceptions.

- Jackson has 24 career interceptions, tied with Pro Football Hall of Famer Kenny Easley (24 interceptions) and Rich-
ard Sherman (24) for the third-most by a player in his first four seasons since 1970. Only Lester Hayes (25) and Everson Walls (25) have more.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR...

« Nick Folk passed his career high and has an NFL-leading 34 field goals in 2021. Folk, now in is 14th NFL season,
has never led the NFL in field goals made. Since 1970, the Patriots have had a player finish first in the NFL in field
goals five times — Tony Franklin in 1986, Adam Vinatieri in 2004 and Stephen Gostkowski in 2008, 2013 and 2014.

- Only two NFL players have reached 40 field goals in a season with David Akers (44) in 2011 with San Francisco and
Neil Rackers (40) in 2005 with Arizona. Folk needs to average three field goals in each of the next two games to
become the third player in NFL history to reach 40 field goals in a season.

- Folk tied the team record for most 50-yard field goals in a season with his five. If he connects on a 50-yard field goal
vs. Jacksonville, he will establish the team record for most 50-yard field goals in one season. Stephen Gostkowski had
five 50-yard field goals in 2013.

- Folk has connected on 53 straight field goals from under 50 yards, the second-longest streak in NFL history to the 56

straight field goals from under 50 yards by Ryan Succop (2014-17) while with Tennessee. He needs three more successful field goals under 50 yards to
tie Succop. Folk's last miss under 50 yards was a 45-yard field goal attempt in the 2020 season-opener vs. Miami on Sept. 13.

- Folk has connected on four or more field goals five times in 2021 and needs to kick at least four field goals in one of the final two games to tie the NFL
record. The NFL record for most games in a season with at least four field goals is six by David Akers in 2011 with San Francisco.

- Folk enters this week in 10th place on the team’s all-time scoring list with 298 points. With two points this week he will become the 10th Patriots player
to reach 300 career points. Randy Moss and Ben Coates are in front of Folk and are tied with 302 career points.

BELICHICK COACHED IN HIS 800TH GAME

Bill Belichick coached in his 800th career NFL game (regular season and
postseason). The 800 games span his career as an assistant, coordinator
and head coach and date back to when he entered the NFL as a special
assistant in 1975 with the Baltimore Colts. His 47 consecutive years as an
NFL coach are the most in NFL history, passing the 45 by Dick LeBeau.
The only other NFL coach with at least 40 consecutive coaching seasons
is Tom Moore with 41.

HARRIS 100 YARDS RUSHING
RB Damien Harris had his fifth 100-yard rushing game of the 2021 season
after finishing with 103 yards on 18 attempts. Since 1970, only Curtis Martin
(9 in 1995) and Corey Dillon (9 in 2004) have had more than five 100-yard
games in a season for the Patriots. John Stephens also had five 100-yard
games in 1988.

HARRIS REACHES DOUBLE-DIGIT RUSHING TOUCHDOWNS
Harris rushed for his career-high 10th touchdown of the season on a 16-
yard run in the second quarter and became the 12th New England player
to reach double-digit rushing touchdowns in a season. He joins LeGarrette
Blount, Curtis Martin, Corey Dillon, BenJarvus Green-Ellis, Steve Grogan,
Cam Newton, Stevan Ridley, Antowain Smith, Horace Ivory, Jim Nance and
Tony Collins as the Patriots players to reach 10 rushing touchdowns in a
season. Harris added his 11th rushing touchdown in the third quarter on a
1-yard touchdown run and his 12th on an 8-yard run in the fourth quarter.
Harris is the first Patriot to reach double-digits in rushing touchdowns since
LeGarrette Blount set the team mark with 18 during the 2016 season.

HARRIS AT 12
Harris’s 12 rushing touchdowns are tied for the third-most by a Patriots
player in his first or second season. Only Curtis Martin has more with 14 in
1995 and 1996.

HARRIS HAS SECOND CAREER MULTIPLE TD GAME AND

FIRST CAREER THREE-TOUCHDOWN GAME
Harris rushed for three touchdowns. It is the 11th time in team history a
player has rushed for at least three touchdowns and the first since Sony
Michel had three rushing touchdowns at the New York Jets on Oct. 21,
2019. Harris rushed for a 16-yard touchdown in the second quarter, a 1-yard
touchdown run in the third quarter and an 8-yard touchdown run in the
fourth quarter. It is his second career multiple-touchdown game. He had his
first two-touchdown game with two rushing touchdowns in the win vs. the
New York Jets on Oct. 24, 2021.

QB Mac Jones became the 13th rookie quarterback to reach 300 comple-
tions in a season after completing 14 passes against Buffalo to push his
season total to 310 pass completions.

OLSZEWSKI HAS FIRST RUSHING ATTEMPT OF 2021
WR Gunner Olszewski had a 9-yard rush in the first quarter, his first rushing
attempt of the season. In 2020, he had five rushing attempts for 23 yards.

Under Kraft's leadership since he pur-
chased the team in 1994, the Patri-
ots have experienced one of the most
dramatic turnarounds in the history of
sports.

Kraft has led the two most dominant de-
cades in NFL history in terms of overall
wins — 141 (2010-19) and 126 (2000-09).

Kraft is the most successful owner since
he purchased the team in 1994 in terms
of wins (340), division titles (19), winning
percentage (.687), playoff wins (33) and
playoff seasons (21).

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of
the most dramatic turnarounds in the histo-
ry of sports. In his 28 seasons of ownership,
he has transformed one of the league’s least
successful clubs into what many observers
view as a model NFL franchise. In the five
seasons immediately preceding his pur-
chase (1989-93), the Patriots were a mor-
ibund team, winning just 19 of 80 games
(.238 pct.), the worst record in the NFL over
that span. When he bought the franchise on
Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced his intention
to bring a championship to New England, a tall order considering the team’s
previous success rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won
more division titles (19), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl champion-
ships (6) than any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the
most winning seasons (24) and are tied with Pittsburgh for the fewest losing
seasons (3) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bow! LIII
was the 10th Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period
during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowils. In
Kraft's 28 seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 21 times, more
than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons, and
finished with a winning record 24 times.

The Patriots have played in 11 Super Bowls, the most by any team
in NFL history. Dallas, Denver and Pittsburgh have played in eight.

The Patriots are third in NFL history with 15 Conference Champion-
ship Game appearances, one behind the 16 by Pittsburgh and San
Francisco.

New England Patriots cornerback J.C. Jackson, linebacker Matthew Judon and special teams captain
Matthew Slater have been selected to represent the New England Patriots in the 2022 NFL Pro Bowl. The
2022 Pro Bowl will be played on Sunday, Feb. 6 at Allegiant Stadium in Las Vegas.

Jackson earned his first Pro Bowl berth. His seven interceptions this season are the second-most in the
NFL, behind Dallas’ Trevon Diggs (11). Jackson has the most interceptions since entering the NFL in 2018
as a rookie free agent out of Maryland with 24 picks. Those 24 interceptions in his first four NFL seasons
are tied with Pro Football Hall of Famer Kenny Easley and Richard Sherman for the third-most by a player
in his first four seasons since 1970. Only Lester Hayes (25) and Everson Walls (25) have more.

Judon is headed to his third straight Pro Bowl and first with the Patriots. He has a career-high 12 2
sacks this season and is tied with Chandler Jones and Mike Vrabel for the most sacks in a season under Bill
Belichick. Judon signed with the Patriots last offseason as an unrestricted free agent from Baltimore. He
originally entered the NFL as a fifth-round draft pick by the Ravens out of Grand Valley State in the 2016
NFL Draft.

Slater has been named to his 10th career Pro Bowl as a special teams player, extending his record for
most special teams Pro Bowl honors in NFL history. Steve Tasker is second with seven. Slater moved out of
a tie with John Hannah (9) for sole possession for the second-most Pro Bowl selections in franchise history,
behind the 14 by Tom Brady. The former fifth-round draft pick out of UCLA earned a roster position with the
Patriots as a rookie in 2008 with his contributions on special teams. Entering the 2011 season, teammates
elected him as their special teams captain. That year, he was also selected to his first Pro Bowl. Since then,
he has earned special teams captain honors to start each season. In addition, he has been voted to the Pro
Bowl every year since 2011, except 2018.

- Slater has been named to 10 Pro Bowls for his special teams work,
but perhaps more revealing of his value to New England is the fact that
he was elected a captain by his teammates for the 11th straight season
in 2021.

- He shared what it means to be a captain with high school football
players in a story published by The Boston Globe. “You have to be
able to put others before yourself. Being a captain and leadership is
about serving, and to me, that means a great deal of sacrifice — put-
ting aside personal agendas for the greater common goal. Leadership
is equated with sacrifice. | think you have to be willing to do whatever
it takes for the unit to succeed. | think you need to lead by example. A
lot of times, it’s about what you do, not what you say.”

- Bill Belichick acknowledged Matthew Slater’s role as a gunner on
special teams: “Matt is one of the best in the league,” Belichick said.
“Any time the punt return team has to double somebody, that makes
it one less guy they can use somewhere else in the return. He almost
always draws two guys out there unless they’re in an eight-man rush.
Most of the time, there’s two guys out there — fourth-and-short, where
they’re trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot of double teams,
and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of covering punts.”

- During a 2007 game against Arizona State, UCLA's Matthew Slater
returned a kickoff 89 yards for the final touchdown of his collegiate
career.

Nick Folk's mother is a direct descendant
of William Bradford, a founder, settler and
longtime governor of the Plymouth Colony
settlement. Bradford was also a passen-
ger on the Mayflower's original voyage to
America.

Folk kicked his second game-winning field
goal as time expired in 2020, connecting
on a 50-yard field goal against Arizona
(11729/20) to give the Patriots a 20-17 win.
He had a 51-yard game-winning field goal as time expired at the New
York Jets on Nov. 9, 2020 to give the Patriots a 30-27 victory. He is
the first NFL kicker with two game-winning field goals as time expired
in a single season. Overall, he has three-game-winning field goals as
time expired.

COMEBACKS FOR THE AGES

The Patriots have staged two historic come-from-behind victories
over the past several seasons:

Belichick coached the Patriots back from a 25-point deficit to win Super
Bowl LI. A comeback of that magnitude is extremely rare. There had
been 2,656 games in which a team led by 25 points or more in NFL
history, including the postseason. Teams leading by 25 had recorded
2,647 wins, seven losses and two ties, a winning percentage of .997.

New England came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Bron-
cos, 34-31, in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Nov.
24, 2013, marking the largest regular season comeback win in team
history, after trailing 24-0 at halftime.

New England’s previous best comeback win was from a 23-0 defi-
cit to win, 38-23, vs. Seattle (09/16/84). The Patriots also came
back from 22 points down to win at the New York Giants, 23-22
(12/21/96). The Patriots have come from 21 points down to win four
times, most recently vs. Buffalo (01/01/12).
