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SERIES HISTORY

The New England Patriots and New York Jets will meet for the second
time in 2023 when the two teams close out the season with a matchup
at Gillette Stadium. The Patriots beat the Jets, 15-10, in the first meeting of
the season on Sept. 24 at MetLife Stadium. This week's game will mark the
sixth time the Patriots and Jets will meet in the regular season-finale (1966,
1998, 2017, 2018 and 2020). The Patriots are 3-2 in those games with all
three wins coming in home contests in 2017, 2018 and 2020.

The Patriots enter this week with 15 straight wins over the Jets, in-
cluding series sweeps in each of the last seven seasons. The Patriots 15
straight wins are tied for the longest winning streak over an opponent with
Buffalo (2003-10), and the seven straight series sweeps are the most in
team history.

Overall, the Patriots have 23 series sweeps over the Jets with 14 under
Bill Belichick and 16 under Robert Kraft.

New England leads the series, 74-54-1 overall. The Patriots are 39-25-1
all-time in home games against the Jets, including 19-4 at Gillette Stadium.

The teams have played in the postseason three times — a 1985 Wild
Card game, a 2006 Wild Card game and an AFC Divisional game in 2010.
New England beat the Jets, 26-14, in 1985 at the Meadowlands en route to
Super Bowl XX. In 2006, the Patriots defeated the Jets, 37-16, at Gillette
Stadium and the Jets beat the Patriots, 28-21, in the 2010 Divisional playoff
game in Foxborough.

New England is 45-16 against the Jets since Robert Kraft purchased the
team in 1994.

New England’s 74 overall victories over the Jets (including two playoff
wins) are the second-most over any single opponent, trailing only the 78
all-time wins over Buffalo.

Kraft has led the two most dominant de-
cades in NFL history in terms of overall
wins — 141 (2010-19) and 126 (2000-09).

Kraft is the most successful owner since
he purchased the team in 1994 in terms
of wins (353), division titles (19), winning
percentage (.665), playoff wins (33) and

playoff seasons (22).

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of
the most dramatic turnarounds in the history
of sports. Now in his 30th season of owner-
ship, he is credited with transforming one of
the league’s least successful clubs into one
of the most valuable. In the five seasons im-
mediately preceding his purchase (1989-93),
the Patriots were a moribund team, winning
just 19 of 80 games (.238 pct.), the worst
record in the NFL over that span. When he
bought the franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft
announced his intention to bring a champi-

onship to New England, a tall order considering the team’s previous success
rate. But under Kraft’s leadership, the Patriots have won more division titles
(19), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl championships (6) than any other
NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the most winning seasons
(24) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIIl was
the 10th Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period
during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowls.
In Kraft’s first 29 seasons, the Patriots qualified for the playoffs 22 times, more

than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons.

The New England Patriots are tied with the Pittsburgh Steelers for
the most Super Bowl! wins in NFL history with six.

The Patriots have played in 11 Super Bowls, the most by any team
in NFL history. Dallas, Denver and Pittsburgh have played in eight.

The New England Patriots have 37 postseason victories, the most
in NFL history. Dallas, Pittsburgh, Green Bay and San Francisco are
second with 36 playoff wins all-time.

The Patriots are third in NFL history with 15 Conference Champion-
ship Game appearances, behind San Francisco (18) and the Pitts-
burgh (16).

The New England Patriots have earned seven No. 1 seeds, trailing
only San Francisco (10) and Denver (8) since playoff seeding began
in 1975.

The Patriots have earned a first-round playoff bye an NFL-best 14
times since 1990. San Francisco is second with 10 byes since 1990.
New England is the only team in NFL history with nine straight first-
round byes (2010-18).

The Patriots have played in 59 postseason games, tied with San
Francisco for the fourth-most in NFL history behind Dallas (66),
Pittsburgh (63) and Green Bay (61).

The Patriots are second with 13 seasons of 12 wins since 1970, be-
hind San Francisco’s 16 seasons with 12 victories.

New England has won 13 games in a single season seven times
in franchise history. Only San Francisco has more 13-win seasons
with 11.

The New England Patriots have won 14 or more games in a season
five times, most in NFL history. San Francisco is second with four
14-win seasons.

New England has 28 undefeated months since 2000, most in
the NFL over that span. Green Bay is second with 21 undefeated
months during that time.

The Patriots have 35 winning seasons since 1970, third all-time, be-
hind Pittsburgh’s 40 and Dallas' 36.

The Patriots have 578 total victories, the fourth-most wins since
their inception in 1960, behind the 597 wins by Dallas, 595 by Pitts-
burgh and the 583 by Green Bay.

New England (1,041) played their 1,000th game in franchise history
(regular season and playoffs combined) against Cleveland on Nov.
14, 2021, and became the first original AFL team to play in 1,000
games.

The Patriots ended a 10-year streak of finishing in the top 10 for
fewest points allowed (2012-2021) after finishing 11th in 2022 with
20.4 points allowed. The Patriots and Tampa Bay (1996-2005) are
the last two teams to reach 10 straight seasons in the top 10 for
fewest points allowed.

The Patriots finished with a positive turnover ratio for 17 straight
seasons (2006-22), the longest streak since the 1970 merger. Seat-
tle is second with 12 straight seasons with a positive turnover ratio.

The Patriots are ranked 6th in defense. The Patriots have finished in
the top 10 in defense 10 times under Bill Belichick.

DEDICATION TO HIS GOALS

While in high school, Stevenson started gaining attention for the im-
pressive stats he posted as a junior. Unfortunately, due to his grades,
Stevenson was academically ineligible to receive a football schol-
arship despite being recruited. Following his senior year of high
school, Stevenson took a year off from football and worked part-time
jobs at Wal-Mart and Jimmy John’s. But after a year away, he decid-
ed to follow a group of his friends and enroll in Cerritos Community
College. During his time at Cerritos, he shared a two-bedroom apart-
ment with up to six other guys at times and rode his bicycle 20 min-
utes to and from practice every day. After putting up monster stats in
his second season at Cerriots, he committed to Oklahoma. Oklaho-
ma led him to the 2021 NFL Draft where in the fourth round on the
third day the Patriots selected Stevenson. In addition, he worked
on his academics and made the Dean’s List while at Oklahoma.

STEVENSON RECORDS FIRST RECEIVING TOUCHDOWN

Stevenson had his first career touchdown reception on a 3-yard pass from
QB Mac Jones in the second quarter vs. Indianapolis on Nov. 6 2022.

CAREER HIGHS IN RECEPTIONS AND RECEIVING YARDS

Stevenson set career highs in receptions and receiving yards after
finishing with nine receptions for 76 yards at Minnesota on Nov. 24,
2022. His previous high in receptions was eight vs. Chicago on Oct.
24, 2022, and his previous high in receiving yards was 72 yards on
Oct. 30, 2022, at the New York Jets.

STEVENSON HAS CAREER LONG RUN

Stevenson had a career-long 64-yard touchdown run in the second quar-
ter vs. Washington on Nov. 5, 2023. His previous long was a 49-yard
run vs. Detroit on Oct. 9, 2022, and his previous longest touchdown run
was a 34-yard touchdown run at Las Vegas on Dec. 18, 2022. It is the
longest touchdown run for a Patriots player since RB Damien Harris had
a 64-yard touchdown run at Buffalo on Dec. 6, 2022. It is tied with Harris
for the longest touchdown run by a Patriot player in the regular seasons
since a 70-yard run by Curtis Martin on Sept. 21, 1997 vs. Chicago.
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STEVENSON HAS FOURTH CAREER 100-YARD GAME

Stevenson had a career-high 172 yards rushing at Las Vegas on Dec.
18, 2022. It was his second 100-yard game of the year and fourth
overall. He had 161 yards rushing vs. Detroit on Oct. 9, 2022. It is the
14th time in franchise history that a Patriots player has rushed for 160
yards or more.

STEVENSON HAS THIRD GAME WITH 9.0 AVERAGE

Stevenson finished nine carries for 87 yards for a 9.7-yard average vs.
Washington on Nov. 5, 2023, the highest average of his career and
the third time he had at least a 9.0-yard average. He had a 9.1-yard
average at Las Vegas on Dec. 18, 2022 and a 9.0-yard average at

Buffalo on Jan. 8, 2023.

° QB Bailey Zappe played his first four college seasons at Houston Baptist
before playing at Western Kentucky in 2021. While at Western Kentucky,
Zappe set new all-time single season FBS records with 5,987 yards and 62
touchdown passes, breaking the record held by Texas Tech’s B.J. Symons
(5,833 in 2013) and Joe Burrow (60 touchdown passes in 2019).

BAILEY ZAPPE THROWS FOR OVER 300 YARDS

i Zappe made his second straight start of the season at Cleveland on
Oct. 16, 2022, and finished 24-0f-34 for 309 yards with two touch-
down passes en route to a 38-15 victory. He became the first Patriots
rookie quarterback to win in his first home and first road game after
starting in the 29-0 victory at home against Detroit on Oct. 9. Zappe
had a passer rating of 118.4 against the Browns. He is the first rookie
quarterback to win and record a 100-plus passer rating in his first two
starts since Sonny Jurgensen in 1957. Zappe had a passer rating of
100 in his first start against the Lions.

Zappe had five pass completions of at least 20 yards at Denver on
Dec. 24, 2023, with a 41-yard pass to WR Demario Douglas, a 30-yard
pass to WR DeVante Parker, a 28-yard pass to WR Jalen Reagor, a 27-
yard pass to Parker and a 20-yard pass to TE Pharaoh Brown.

For a defensive lineman, if Patriots and Pro Football Hall of Famer Rich-
ard Seymour is in your corner, there are few better compliments or en-
dorsements.

“l think he has a ton of ability, natural ability, and he plays hard,” Sey-
mour told the Boston Herald. “| think he’s going to be a problem for
(opposing teams) for a long time to come. Hopefully he stays healthy
and continues on the path he’s on. | think he has a really bright future.”

SECOND-MOST QUARTERBACK PRESSURES

Barmore posted the second-most quarterback pressures for a first-year
defensive tackle since 2006, according to Pro Football Focus. His 48 pres-
sures in 2021 were two more than Aaron Donald had during his rookie
season.

FIRST CAREER THREE-SACK GAME

Barmore finished with his first career three-sack game, all in the third
quarter at Denver on Dec. 24, 2023. He had two 8-yard sacks and
one 9-yard sack of Denver QB Russell Wilson. He increased his 2023
total to 8 %2 sacks. He is the first Patriots player with a three-sack
game since LB Josh Uche had a three-sack game at Arizona on Dec.
12, 2022. The last defensive lineman with a three-sack game for New
England was Deatrich Wise Jr. on Sept. 25, 2022 vs. Baltimore.
Barmore increased his 2023 season totals to 8 2 sacks. He needs 1
2 sacks for his first 10-sack season. He can become the 7th Patriots
defensive lineman to register 10 sacks in a season.

Late in the Eagles' eventual Super Bowl-winning season, Jalen's Uncle
Uhkoto lost his battle with cancer. The once-close relatives had long since
drifted apart and fallen out of touch. As a result, only in the wake of Uhko-
to's death did Jalen learn that his uncle — a man who otherwise shunned
sports — could quote his nephew's NFL statistics chapter and verse: every
pass breakup, every interception, every tackle, every game, Uhkoto was
keeping track of Jalen. The discovery left him with a heavy heart.

"It kind of broke me down," Jalen revealed, "because we had grown
apart. We were close at one point in time. It took that moment for me to
realize, this is a man | looked up to as a younger kid, and now he was look-
ing up to me, keeping up with sports that he didn't even care about. So, |
wanted to honor him in my own quiet way."

In 2021, Mills got that opportunity. After signing his free-agent contract
with New England, Jalen learned that the NFL would relax its jersey num-
ber restrictions, allowing certain positions beyond kickers, punters and
quarterbacks to wear single-digits on their uniforms.

Mills, who wore 31 and 21 at times as an Eagle, chose No. 2 in New En-
gland. Almost no one ever called Uhkoto — pronounced uh-COO-too — by
his full name. They preferred his shortened nickname: Two.

He began his
collegiate career by earning a walk-on spot at lllinois in 2018 as a true
freshman, but due to being buried on the depth chart and the cost of
out-of-state tuition, he transferred home to Michigan State as a regu-
lar student. Outside of a four-game stint on the Michigan State team
due to injuries on the roster, Baringer did not have a walk-on spot
available to him in 2019. After a year serving as the team’s photog-
rapher to maintain access to the facilities to train, Baringer attended
an open tryout with a new coaching staff at the Spartans and made
the team, establishing himself as the Spartans top punter in 2020
and going on to have record-breaking seasons in 2021 and 2022. In
2022, he was named the Big 10 Punter of the Year and a consensus
All-American by all five major associations.

Baringer has at least one 50-yard punt in all 16 games to set the team
record for the longest single season streak in team history (at any
point of the season). Zoltan Mesko had a 12-game streak in 2011. Last
season, Johnny Hekker (Carolina), Ryan Stonehouse (Tennessee) and
Cameron Johnston (Houston) all had at least one 50-yard punt in all
17 games.
