The Broncos, who have won 10 of their last 12 games against the Raiders, are 
51-61-2 all-time against Oakland, including 25-32 on the road. See Pages 3-4

PAT BOWLEN IN 34th YEAR AS OWNER  
Denver Broncos Owner Pat Bowlen, who is in his 34th year with the fran-

Former NFL Commissioner Paul Tagliabue (2/2/16): “Pat might have 
been the only owner who had a major role in every one of those four areas 
(when NFL was transformed in the late 80s and early 90s: television reve-
nue, labor peace, stadium construction & international growth).

Former NBC Sports Chairman Dick Ebersol (2/3/16): “They should 
drive (Pat) immediately to the Hall of Fame. It was on his watch that the 
economic indicator of the NFL, which has always been positive, went into 
super orbit.”
John Clayton (8/3/14): “I think it’s inevitable (Pat) gets in (to the Pro 
Football Hall of Fame). He’s what you want for an owner. He has his 
priorities taken care of. He’s always made his franchise the best possi-
ble. He never scrimped on money. He never scrimped on resources. He 
always created a classy organization. So he’s a winner on that front. His 
involvement in league issues is another big factor.” 

TEAM SUCCESS
* - Pat Bowlen is the first owner in professional football history to achieve 
300 overall wins in his first 30 years.
* - In Pat Bowlen’s 34 years as owner of the Broncos, the team has more 
Super Bowl appearances (7) than losing seasons (5), including three World 
Championships. 
* - Pat Bowlen is the only owner in NFL history who has had four different 
head coaches lead his teams to Super Bowl appearances.
* - No team in NFL history has appeared in more Super Bowls (7) under a single 
owner than the Broncos have under Pat Bowlen. He is one of only seven owners 
in NFL history to preside over a team that has three or more Super Bowl wins.
* - The Broncos’ 21 winning seasons and 18 playoff berths since 1984 are the 
most under a single owner in the NFL during that span. The Broncos have an 
NFL-low five losing seasons under Mr. Bowlen (never in consecutive years).
* - During Pat Bowlen’s ownership, the Broncos own the second-highest 
winning percentage (.606) in the NFL, which ranks third in all of profes-
sional sports.
* - Pat Bowlen has helped Denver become the only NFL franchise to win at 
least 90 games in each of the last three decades (the Broncos are well on 
pace to win 90 games in the 2010s, needing only to finish out the decade 
with a 16-22 or better record to achieve that mark).
* - Under Pat Bowlen, the Broncos were the only AFC team to appear in 
three Super Bowls in the 1980s. They were also the only team from the 
conference to win a Super Bowl in the 1990s, capturing back-to-back 
World Championships in 1997-98 while setting an NFL record for most 
overall wins (33-6, .846) in a two-year period.

* - In his role as Chair of the NFL Broadcast Committee, Mr. Bowlen led the 
negotiations of the NFL’s $18 billion TV contract in 1998, the most lucrative 
single-sport contract in history. 
* - In 1993, Mr. Bowlen gave an ultimatum to the networks that procured 
a bidding war, bringing FOX (NFC) and NBC (AFC) on as league broadcast 
partners and nearly doubling the television revenue from those streams. 

Dallas Cowboys Owner Jerry Jones (2/3/16): “It was a watershed day. It 
changed NFL history and the game’s relationship with TV.”

* - Mr. Bowlen also was a key influencer in the 2006 launch of NBC’s 
Sunday Night Football, which has become the most-watched TV program 
in the country.

Former NBC Sports Chairman Dick Ebersol (9/7/14): “As chairman of the 
TV committee, Pat Bowlen had more to do with how we watch football 
in America right now than anybody else in the league. He was the single 
major force in getting Sunday Night Football. It never would have hap-
pened without him.”

* - In 1993, Mr. Bowlen fought to establish the introduction of the “fran-
chise tag” in the Collective Bargaining Agreement, helping teams secure 
the rights to their key players.

Former NFL Commissioner Paul Tagliabue (1/28/14): “The franchise 
player tag, it was Pat who said, ‘Call it the Elway Rule, call it whatever you 
want, but we’re not letting our best player go out on the market.’ It doesn’t 
make sense from the fans’ standpoint. That’s what builds fan bases is 
continuity with the great players. That’s what we as the league called the 
franchise tag in the beginning, the Elway Rule.”

* - In his position as co-chair of the NFL Management Council Executive 
Committee, Mr. Bowlen played a key role in the six-year extension of the 
Collective Bargaining Agreement in 2006 and again was part of the new 
CBA discussions for the 10-year extension in 2011 that ensured labor 
peace for the next decade. 

Former NFL Commissioner Paul Tagliabue (1/28/14): “When we had 
tough issues, I’d tell (players union boss) Gene Upshaw, ‘Go talk to Pat 
Bowlen.’ And he’d say, ‘Why Bowlen?’ And I’d say: ‘Because he’s realistic. 
If he says it, you can take it to the bank that it’s something we as a league 
are willing to stand by.’”

* - Mr. Bowlen played an important role in the formation of NFL Network 
in 2003 and worked to increase its distribution among cable providers and 
its overall growth.

INTERNATIONAL GROWTH
* - The Broncos have played eight international games in six different coun-
tries under Mr. Bowlen’s ownership (7 American Bowl, 1 regular season in 
London), marking the third-most such games in league history.

Former Broncos GM John Beake (8/3/14): “I remember when they first 
started the American Bowl, Pat would raise his hand. We went to (seven). He 
loved that. He loved taking the team over and expanding the game globally.”

STADIUM EXPANSION / FAN EXPERIENCE
* - Pat Bowlen opened Sports Authority Field at Mile High in 2001, beginning 
a three-year period in which eight new stadiums opened around the NFL.
* - With a continued emphasis of improving the fan experience, he com-
missioned $30 million worth of upgrades to Sports Authority Field at Mile 
High during the 2013 offseason that included increasing the size of the 
scoreboard by three times and improving the audio/visual elements, con-
nectivity, suites and concourses. 

FRANCHISE STABILITY / POPULARITY
* - During Mr. Bowlen’s 34 years of ownership, the Broncos have sold out 
every regular-season and postseason contest (NFL-high 286 sellouts) as 
part of the club’s 47-year, 389-game sellout streak that is the longest in 
NFL history in one city.

Patriots Chairman and CEO Robert Kraft (7/23/14): “Over the 30 years 
he’s built an environment up there that I think everyone in the NFL would 
like to copy.”

* - Mr. Bowlen’s 34 years of ownership are tied for the 10th-most in pro 
football history among single owners. He is the third-longest tenured 
owner in the NFL at this time. 
* - Pat Bowlen helped put the Rocky Mountain Region on the professional 
sports map with the sustained success of the Broncos. In addition to 
the team’s local popularity, a 2014 Harris Poll identified the Broncos as 
“America’s Team."

LYNCH ONE OF FOUR QBs DRAFTED BY DENVER IN FIRST ROUND

Broncos quarterback Paxton Lynch was active for the first time in Week 11 
after sustaining a right shoulder injury during the preseason.

Lynch, who appeared in three games (2 starts) for Denver as a rookie in 
2016, is one of just four quarterbacks the Broncos have selected in the first 
round of the NFL Draft.

Vance Joseph became the 12th head coach in Denver Broncos 
history to win his regular-season debut after his team defeated 
the Los Angeles Chargers 24-21 in front of 76,324 fans at Sports 
Authority Field at Mile High.

The Broncos took a 24-7 lead into the fourth quarter and 
sustained a Chargers rally to hold on for the three-point win. A 
blocked field goal by defensive end Shelby Harris with five seconds 
remaining sealed the victory for the home team.

Denver quarterback Trevor Siemian completed 17-of-28 passes  
(60.7%) for 219 yards with two touchdowns and one interception 
(94.2 rtg.)while accounting for 19 more yards and a score on 
six rushes.

The Broncos’ defense, which allowed just one sustained scoring 
drive on the night, yielded just 249 yards and held the Chargers to 
3-of-12 (25.0%) on third downs.

Denver scored the initial points of the game on its second drive 
after Siemian found wide receiver Bennie Fowler III in the end zone 
for a 5-yard touchdown pass.

The Chargers answered on the next possession converting two 
of their three third downs during the game—including one on 
a 40-yard defensive pass interference penalty—as quarterback 
Philip Rivers found running back Melvin Gordon for an 11-yard 
touchdown pass. 

Siemian put the Broncos ahead again on a 1-yard touchdown 
run to give Denver a 14-7 lead at halftime.

Broncos cornerback Bradley Roby intercepted a pass from 
Rivers on the Chargers’ first drive of the second half to set Denver 
up near midfield.

Siemian capped the ensuing possession with his second 
touchdown pass to Fowler III—a 6-yarder to make the score 21-7.

Denver’s next drive spanned 14 plays and took more than a half 
quarter. Kicker Brandon McManus capitalized for the Broncos with 
a 20-yard field goal as time expired int he third quarter to put the 
home team ahead 24-7.

The Broncos stopped the Chargers on fourth down near midfield 
early in the fourth quarter and appeared poised to seal the game 
before a pair of turnovers halted their momentum. 

Chargers safety Adrian Phillips intercepted a wide receiver 
screen pass from Siemian and cornerback Casey Hayward recov-
ered a fumble from Broncos running back Jamaal Charles on 
back-to-back possessions. Eight plays and two touchdowns later, 
the visitors cut Denver’s lead to 24-21. 

After McManus missed a 50-yard field goal attempt, the 
Chargers had a chance to send the game into overtime with a field 
goal of their own. Rookie Younghoe Koo’s 44-yard attempt was 
blocked by Harris to give Denver’s win.

The Denver Broncos improved to 2-0 and extended their win 
streak over the Dallas Cowboys to six games after earning a  42-17 
victory in front of 76,919 fans at Sports Authority Field at Mile High.

The Broncos’ offense accounted for 35 points through a bal-
anced attack. Defensively, Denver  contained the Cowboys’ rushers 
to 40 yards, including just eight yards on nine carries by the NFL’s 
reigning rushing leader Ezekiel Elliott.

Broncos quarterback Trevor Siemian completed 22-of-32 passes 
(68.8%) for 231 yards and tied a career high with four touchdown 
passes. Running back C.J. Anderson recorded his sixth career 100-
yard rushing performance, totaling 118 yards on 25 carries (4.7 
avg.) with one touchdown while adding a receiving score.

Denver forced a Dallas three-and-out on the first possession of 
the game and the Broncos’ offense responded by driving 78 yards 
on eight plays, capped by a 10-yard touchdown pass from Siemian 
to wide receiver Emmanuel Sanders. 

Shortly after kicker Brandon McManus missed a 49-yard field 
goal for Denver, the game was suspended for just over an hour 
due to inclement weather.

Following the delay, the Cowboys strip-sacked Siemian on third 
down deep in Denver territory and took over on the Broncos’ 
3-yard line. 

Dallas quarterback Dak Prescott found wide receiver Dez Bryant 
in the end zone to tie the game up at 7-7. 

On the ensuing drive, McManus connected on a 50-yard attempt 
but a Cowboys penalty gave the Broncos first down on Dallas’ 
17-yard line. Siemian found Anderson for a 16-yard touchdown 
pass to put Denver up 14-7. 

After a turnover on downs by Dallas, Siemian threw his second 
touchdown pass to Sanders—from six yards out—to give Denver 
a 21-7 lead.

Dallas kicker Dan Bailey booted a 56-yard field goal for Dallas to 
make the score 21-10 at the half.

Denver took charge of the game with a pair of touchdowns in the 
third quarter to go up 35-10. 

The first drive took 15 plays and nearly a half quarter before a 
2-yard touchdown pass from Siemian to tight end Virgil Green. The 
second took just two plays—capped by a 23-yard scoring run from 
Anderson—following an interception by cornerback Chris Harris Jr.

The Cowboys cut the lead to 35-17 on a 28-yard touchdown 
pass from Prescott to tight end Jason Witten early in the fourth 
quarter, but linebacker Von Miller (2 sacks) and the Denver 
defense didn’t allow Dallas to get any closer.

The Broncos put an exclamation on the win with a 103-yard 
interception return by cornerback Aqib Talib with less than one 
minute remaining to give the home team the 42-17 win.

The Denver Broncos suffered their first loss of the season, 
falling 26-16 to the Buffalo Bills in their initial road test of the year.  

A pair of turnovers combined with their inefficiency in the red 
zone (1-of-3) prevented the Broncos from starting 3-0 for the third 
consecutive season.

Buffalo, which outscored Denver 13-3 in the second half, was 
paced by kicker Steven Hauschka’s four field goals, including two 
conversions from 50-plus yards.

The Broncos’ defense contained the Bills’ rushers to just 75 
yards and posted four sacks, but quarterback Tyrod Taylor had 
an efficient outing, completing 20-of-26 passes (77.0%) for 213 
yards with two touchdowns.

The Broncos got on the scoreboard first on their third drive of 
the afternoon, taking a 3-0 lead following a 38-yard field goal from 
kicker Brandon McManus.

Buffalo got a break on its next drive as Taylor’s third-down pass 
into the end zone deflected off wide receiver Zay Jones and landed 
in the arms of wide receiver Andre Holmes, making the score 7-3. 

Denver mounted its longest drive of the game on the next 
possession, covering 79 yards in just three plays. Running back 
Jamaal Charles finished the sequence with a 12-yard scoring 
run—his first touchdown with the Broncos—to give Denver a 
10-7 lead.   

McManus’ 35-yard field goal with 42 seconds remaining in the 
half put the Broncos back on top, but Hauschka nailed a 55-yarder 
for the Bills with one second remaining to knot the game up at 
13-13 entering the half. 

Denver took its fourth and final lead of the game after McManus 
converted a 28-yard field goal on the Broncos’ first possession of 
the second half. 

On Buffalo’s ensuing drive, Taylor threw a 6-yard touchdown to 
tight end Charles Clay to reclaim the lead for the Bills, 20-16. The 
scoring drive took just four plays and 1:27 as Taylor completed all 
three of his passes.    

A failed fake punt attempt by Denver late in the third quarter 
gave Buffalo good field position but the Broncos’ defense respond-
ed by moving the Bills out of field goal range and forcing a punt.

Siemian threw the second of his two interceptions on Denver’s 
next possession, ending a promising drive that was deep inside 
Bills’ territory.

Buffalo capitalized off the takeaway by opening a 26-16 lead with 
Hauschka’s 27-yard field goal. The drive—assisted by a 15-yard 
unsportsmanlike conduct penalty on linebacker Von Miller—took 
7:30 and covered 16 plays.

Denver’s comeback effort ended with a turnover on downs 
inside Bills territory with less than two minutes remaining.

The Denver Broncos improved to 3-1 on the season and 2-0 
in the AFC West heading into their bye week after defeating the 
Oakland Raiders 16-10 at Sports Authority Field at Mile High.  

Safety Justin Simmons sealed the victory for Denver by inter-
cepting a pass deep in Broncos territory with 1:53 remaining.

The Broncos’ defense held the Raiders to 24 rushing yards on 
15 attempts, including just 12 yards on nine carries by five-time 
Pro Bowl running back Marshawn Lynch.

Denver’s ground game was the highlight of its offense as running 
backs C.J. Anderson (20-95) and Jamaal Charles (5-33) helped the 
Broncos rack up 143 yards rushing on the afternoon.

The Broncos scored first for the fourth consecutive game as 
quarterback Trevor Siemian (16-of-26, 179 yds., 1 TD) launched a 
pass for tight end A.J. Derby, who made an acrobatic catch for a 
22-yard touchdown.

Derby finished the game with four receptions for a career-high 
75 yards (18.8 avg.) to lead all players on the day.

Denver’s first-quarter scoring was capped off by a 28-yard field 
goal by Kicker Brandon McManus for a 10-0 lead.

The Raiders’ offense finally broke through in the second quarter 
when quarterback Derek Carr led a 99-yard scoring drive topped 
off by a 64-yard touchdown pass to wide receiver Johnny Holton 
to close within 10-7 at halftime.

Denver responded in the third quarter with back-to-back field 
goals on its first two possessions with McManus connecting from 
36 and 46 yards.

On the Raiders’ ensuing drive, Carr was sacked by defensive end 
Shelby Harris and left the game with a back injury. 

After the sack of Carr on third down, Oakland punter Marquette 
King attempted a fake punt rush but was stopped short of the first 
down, turning over the ball on the Raiders’ 15-yard line. 

Denver wasn’t able to capitalize on the turnover on downs as 
McManus’ 29-yard field goal attempt hit off the left upright.

After four consecutive second-half possessions netted negative 
yardage for Oakland, E.J. Manuel replaced the injured Carr at quar-
terback and quickly gave the visitors a spark on offense.

Manuel led the Raiders on a 73-yard field goal drive capped by a 
38-yard kick by Giogrio Tavecchio to pull within one score, 16-10.

After a three-and-out by Denver, Oakland got the ball back on its 
own 42-yard line with 2:30 remaining.

Manuel drove Oakland past midfield, but on second-and-15 from 
Denver’s 41-yard line, his pass intended for wide receiver Amari 
Cooper was intercepted by Simmons at the Broncos’ 8-yard line.

The Broncos held the Raiders to a combined 2-of-15 (13.3%) 
on third and fourth down while limiting the visitors to just 254 
yards of total offense.

The Denver Broncos fell to the New York Giants, 23-10, in their 
first home loss of the season at Sports Authority Field at Mile High 
in front of 76,721 fans.  

Offensively, three turnovers and ineffective red zone execution 
(1-for-4) prevented the Broncos from coming back. New York’s 
defense was able to shut down Denver’s third-ranked run game, 
forcing quarterback Trevor Siemian to attempt 50 passes (29-of-
50) for 376 yards with one touchdown and two interceptions—one 
returned by the Giants for a score.

After a three-and-out by Denver to start the game, New York 
was able to finish off  a 13-play drive with kicker Aldrick Rosas 
booting a 25-yard field goal. The score represented the first points 
surrendered by the Broncos in the first quarter all season.

On the Broncos’ final drive of the first quarter, Siemian led the 
offense to the Giants’ 16-yard line but kicker Brandon McManus’ 
potential equalizer from 35 yards out missed wide right. 

New York capitalized off the Denver miscue and drove 75 yards 
on seven plays, capping the possession with a 5-yard touchdown 
pass from quarterback Eli Manning to rookie tight end Evan Engram.

During the drive, Manning converted a crucial 3rd-and-10 in 
Giants territory. On the next play, running back Orleans Darkwa 
broke loose for a 47-yard run—the longest rush allowed by Denver 
on the year—to set up New York for the score and a 10-0 lead. 

Darkwa finished with 21 carries for 117 yards to mark the first 
100-yard rushing performance against the Broncos in nearly a year.

On the ensuing drive, Siemian’s pass intended for wide receiver 
Demaryius Thomas at the Giants’ 14-yard line was intercepted by 
Giants safety Landon Collins to end the Denver scoring threat.

Denver forced a punt on the Giant’s next series and was finally 
able to get on the scoreboard with a 28-yard field goal by McManus 
to close within 10-3.

With a minute remaining in the first half, Siemian’s third down pass 
intended for wide receiver Bennie Fowler was intercepted by Giants 
cornerback Janoris Jenkins and returned 43 yards for a touchdown.

The Giants tacked on another field goal early in the third quarter 
to go up 20-3 on the home team.

Attempting to pull within two scores, Denver drove into Giants 
territory and attempted a 53-yard field goal that was blocked by 
New York defensive end Kerry Winn.  

Denver’s best chance to come back came midway through the 
fourth quarter, but a failed conversion on 4th-and-goal from the 
1-yard line allowed the Giants to protect their 20-3 lead.

The Broncos finally found the end zone on a 13-yard pass from 
Siemian to tight end Jeff Heuerman to pull within 20-10 with four 
minutes remaining but the Giants put the game away with a field 
goal with less than 30 seconds remaining.

The Denver Broncos were shut out by the Los Angeles Chargers, 
21-0, at the StubHub Center to end their 394-game scoring streak.

Playing in Los Angeles for the first time in 23 seasons, the 
Broncos’ scoring streak—the second-longest such streak in NFL 
history—came to an end in front of 25,388 fans in the Chargers’ 
temporary home stadium.

Denver’s offense was powerless throughout the game due to 
three costly turnovers and a 3-for-14 (21.4%) performance on 
third downs.

The Chargers were sparked by wide receiver Travis Benjamin, 
who gave Los Angeles a 7-0 lead with a 65-yard punt return score 
in the first quarter and sealed the win with a 42-yard touchdown 
reception in the fourth quarter. 

Denver’s defense held the Chargers to 242 yards of offense 
and 3-of-12 (25.0%) on third downs but was unable to produce a 
takeaway for the second consecutive game.

After receiving the opening kickoff, Denver’s first third-down 
attempt produced a 23-yard pass from quarterback Trevor Siemian 
to tight end A.J. Derby. The play ended with Derby fumbling and 
the Chargers recovering inside Broncos territory. 

After driving to the Denver 1-yard line, the Chargers were turned 
away on four consecutive runs to give the ball back to the Broncos.

Denver made one first down before a Riley Dixon punt was 
caught by Benjamin and returned 65 yards for a touchdown and 
a 7-0 Chargers lead.

The Chargers boosted their lead midway through the second 
quarter after a 10-play drive led by quarterback Philip Rivers ended 
with a 1-yard scoring pass to rookie running back Austin Ekeler.

Denver drove into Los Angeles territory on its next posses-
sion, but a sack-fumble by defensive end Chris McCain gave the 
Chargers the ball back and ended the Broncos’ scoring threat.

The Broncos had an opportunity to get back in the game in 
the third quarter but an 81-yard pass from Siemian to wide 
receiver Demaryius Thomas was called back due to offensive 
pass interference.

At the start of the fourth quarter, Siemian led the offense to 
the Chargers’ 31-yard line with another chance to pull within 
one score, but an interception by cornerback Casey Hayward on 
4th-and-6 turned the Broncos away again.

Los Angeles capitalized on the turnover and sealed the game 
with a 10-play drive capped by a 42-yard touchdown from Rivers 
to Benjamin.

In the loss, Broncos linebacker Von Miller recorded a pair of 
sacks to give him 80.5 for his career. He passed Ring of Fame line-
backer Karl Mecklenburg for second on the franchise’s all-time list 
and became the second-fastest NFL player ever to reach 80 sacks.

The Denver Broncos lost their third consecutive game after a 
29-19 setback to the Kansas City Chiefs in front of 76,573 fans at 
Arrowhead Stadium. 

The Broncos were plagued by five turnovers yet remained in the 
game with a solid defensive effort and two takeaways of their own.

Denver’s defense held Kansas City to 276 total yards and 
allowed only two conversions on 12 third-down attempts (16.7%).  

The Broncos held quarterback and midseason MVP candidate 
Alex Smith to his lowest passer rating (77.6) of the season while 
limiting running back and Rookie of the Year frontrunner Kareem 
Hunt to a season-low 2.1 yards per rush (22-46).

Chief’s rookie kicker Harrison Butker completed all five of his 
field goal attempts and accounted for 17 of his teams 29 points to 
hold off the Broncos.

Kansas City scored first after Broncos running back Jamaal 
Charles—a former Chief of nine seasons—fumbled the ball on 
Denver’s second drive. Chiefs cornerback Marcus Peters forced 
and recovered the fumble, returning it 45 yards for a touchdown.

On Kansas City’s next drive, Smith found tight end Travis Kelce 
for a 29-yard touchdown pass to give the Chiefs a 14-0 lead.

After Broncos quarterback Trevor Siemian threw the first of his 
three interceptions on Denver’s next offensive play, Kansas City 
looked poised to take a three-score lead. An ill-fated  trick play—a 
pass attempt by wide receiver Tyreek Hill—was intercepted by 
Broncos safety Darian Stewart in the end zone to end the threat. 

Denver responded with a 13-play drive capped by a 27-yard field 
goal by kicker Brandon McManus to pull within 14-3. 

The Chiefs answered with a 25-yard field goal by Butker with just 
over five minutes remaining in the second quarter to give them a 
17-3 halftime lead. 

Kansas City was able to score another field goal at the start the 
third quarter after a punt return by wide receiver Isaiah McKenzie was 
muffed and recovered by Chiefs wide receiver De’Anthony Thomas 
deep inside Denver territory. 

Denver scored 10 consecutive points to close out the third 
quarter and pull within one score, 20-13. Denver’s first touchdown 
of the day came from a 6-yard run from running back Devontae 
Booker that capped a 10-play, 80-yard drive.

Aided by another Denver turnover—Siemian’s third interception 
of the day—the Chiefs scored three field goals in the fourth quarter 
to take a 29-13 lead.

Following the two-minute warning, Siemian found tight end A.J. 
Derby in the end zone for an 11-yard touchdown, but a failed two-
point conversion kept it a two-score game.

An offside kick recovered by Kansas City helped stamp the 29-19 
victory for the home team.

The Denver Broncos lost their fourth consecutive game in a 
51-23 setback to the Philadelphia Eagles at Lincoln Financial Field. 

Denver was plagued by 14 penalties for 105 yards and had a 
pair of turnovers in the game. Those mistakes proved too much 
to overcome against the Eagles, who came into the game with the 
NFL’s best record (7-1).

Philadelphia quarterback and midseason MVP candidate Carson 
Wentz completed 15-of-27 passes (55.6%) for 199 yards with 
four touchdowns and the Eagles added 197 yards and three 
touchdowns on the ground. 

Brock Osweiler started at quarterback for the Broncos and led 
Denver to its first opening-drive points in six games. The posses-
sion ended with a 52-yard Brandon McManus field goal to give the 
visitors an early 3-0 lead.

Philadelphia answered back on its next possession, converting 
two key third downs before Wentz found wide receiver Alshon 
Jeffery for a 32-yard touchdown pass to put the Eagles up 7-3. 

The Eagles’ next two drives netted 10 points—via a 45-yard field 
goal by Jake Elliott and a 15-yard touchdown pass from Wentz to 
running back Corey Clement— to put them on top 17-3 at the end 
of the first quarter.

Denver looked to get back in the game with a 44-yard punt 
return by wide receiver Isaiah McKenzie that put the Broncos in 
Eagles territory. The drive stalled, however, and Denver settled for 
another long field goal—a 53-yarder—to pull within 17-6. 

The Eagles began to pull away with another scoring drive 
capped by a 27-yard touchdown pass from Wentz to tight end 
Trey Burton.

McManus kicked his third field goal of the game on the next 
possession but another Eagles touchdown—a 46-yard run by Jay 
Ajayi—just before the half gave Philadelphia a comfortable 31-9 
lead at the break. 

The Eagles tacked on a pair of touchdowns in the third quarter 
to go up 44-9. 

The first score came on a 2-yard touchdown run by Clement 
that capped a 13-play, 77-yard drive. The second touchdown was 
a 4-yard reception by Jeffery that was set up by Rodney McLeod’s 
50-yard interception return.

The Broncos finally found the end zone in the fourth quarter 
when Osweiler found wide receiver Demaryius Thomas for a 1-yard 
score to cap a 13-play, 75-yard drive. 

On the next drive, Eagles backup quarterback Nick Foles was 
strip-sacked by Von Miller and fellow linebacker Brandon Marshall 
returned it 19 yards for a touchdown to pull Denver within 44-23.

A failed onside kick attempt by Denver and a late touchdown by 
Philadelphia ended any hope of a miracle comeback.

The Denver Broncos dropped their fifth consecutive game, 
41-23, against the New England Patriots at Sports Authority Field 
at Mile High. 

New England scored 24 points off a quartet of Denver special 
teams mistakes and the Broncos once again lost the turnover 
battle to match their longest losing streak in six years.

Denver struggled inside the red zone as well, going 1-for-3, 
while the visiting team went 4-for-6.

Patriots quarterback Tom Brady spread the ball around to nine 
different receivers, completing 25-of-34 passes (73.5%) for 266 
yards with three touchdowns. 

On the first drive of the game, the Broncos’ defense forced a 
three-and-out only to have the ball end up back in New England’s 
hands at the Denver 24-yard line after a muffed punt by rookie wide 
receiver Isaiah McKenzie. 

Brady took advantage of the turnover and put the Patriots on the 
board first after a two-play drive resulting in a 14-yard touchdown 
pass to running back Rex Burkhead. 

On the next drive, Broncos quarterback Brock Osweiler led 
Denver to the Patriots’ 21-yard line but had to settle for a 39-yard 
field goal by kicker Brandon McManus. 

On the ensuing kickoff, New England running back Dion Lewis 
found a clear path down the field and ran the ball back for a 103-
yard touchdown and a 14-3 lead.

After the teams traded field goals, a blocked punt by New 
England put the Patriots inside Denver’s 41-yard line. The visitors 
tacked on another field goal by Gostkowski to increase their lead 
to 20-6.

The Broncos capped their first-half scoring with a 36-yard field 
goal to close within 20-9. 

New England regained possession with 2:36 remaining in the 
first half and with 31 seconds remaining on second-and-11, Brady 
found tight end David Allen in the end zone to for a touchdown and 
a 27-9 halftime lead. 

Denver opened up the third quarter with a 13-play, 85-yard drive 
that was capped off by a 7-yard touchdown pass from Osweiler to 
wide receiver Demaryius Thomas to pull the Broncos within 27-16. 

The Patriots answered back when Lewis found the end zone for 
the second time and rushed the ball in for an 8-yard touchdown. 

On New England’s next possession, a Broncos special-teams 
penalty on fourth down gave the Patriots a first down in Denver 
territory. Brady took advantage of the extended drive and finished 
it with a 6-yard touchdown pass to running back James White to 
put the visiting team up 41-16.

The win marked the first time in five decades the Patriots won 
back-to-back games in Denver.

The Denver Broncos matched their longest losing streak (six 
games) in 27 years after losing to the Cincinnati Bengals by a score 
of 20-17 at Sports Authority Field at Mile High.

The Broncos out-gained the Bengals 341-190, but two take-
aways by Cincinnati—a 101-yard interception return by cornerback 
Dre Kirkpatrick and a fumble recovery by safety Shawn Williams—
netted 13 points for the visiting team.

Cincinnati quarterback Andy Dalton completed 15-of-25 (60.0%) 
passes for just 154 yards, but his three touchdowns helped the 
Bengals end their two-game losing streak to the Broncos.

After Denver blocked a punt in Bengals territory, Denver quar-
terback Brock Osweiler drove the offense near the goal line before 
being intercepted by Kirkpatrick in the end zone. 

Kirkpatrick took the interception 101 yards the other way but 
fumbled before crossing the goal line.  

Cincinnati still capitalized on the turnover with a touchdown pass 
from Dalton to  tight end Tyler Kroft from one yard out. Kicker Randy 
Bullock missed the extra point attempt, putting the Bengals up 6-0.

Denver responded with a 14-play, 75-yard drive that resulted 
in a 3-yard touchdown rush by running back C.J. Anderson to 
go up 7-6.

On the ensuing drive, on third-and 4 on the Broncos’ 29-yard 
line,  Dalton passed the ball deep to wide receiver Alex Erickson for 
a touchdown and a 13-7 lead.

Denver had a chance to tack on three more points before half-
time but kicker Brandon McManus’ 61-yard field goal attempt was 
blocked as time expired in the first half.

The Broncos cut the Bengals’ lead to three, 13-10, in the third 
quarter after McManus connected on a 45-yard field goal.

At the start of the fourth quarter, the Broncos were executing 
a promising scoring drive before Anderson fumbled the ball, 
forced by linebacker Vontaze Burfict and recovered by Williams at 
Denver’s 44-yard line.

Dalton again made the most of the turnover, throwing a 
17-yardtouchdown pass to wide receiver A.J. Green to put 
Cincinnati up 20-10.

On the next possession, Denver’s offense answered back with 
a 75-play scoring drive. The Broncos pulled within 20-17 on 
Osweiler’s 17-yard touchdown pass to wide receiver Demaryius 
Thomas with 5:05 remaining.

Denver stopped Cincinnati on the next series and took over at its 
own 20-yard line following the two-minute warning. 

A sack by Bengals defensive end Carlos Dunlap on second 
down put Denver behind the sticks. Osweiler’s short pass to wide 
receiver Emmanuel Sanders on fourth down fell incomplete and 
sealed the Bengals’ first win in Denver since 1975.
