The Oakland Raiders will finish off the second leg of their
back-to-back road games this week as they travel to Tennessee
to face the Titans on Sunday, Nov. 29 at 10:00 a.m. PT at Nissan
Stadium. The Titans are the Raiders” sole AFC South opponent
this season, as they will play the entire division next season. Oak-
land and Tennessee last played each other in 2013 at 0.co Coli-
seum, and the two teams last met in Nashville in the 2010 season
opener. The Raiders and Titans have faced each other 10 times
since the Titans moved to Tennessee. Last week, the Raiders suf-
fered a road loss at the hands of the Detroit Lions, 13-18, while
the Titans lost to the Jacksonville Jaguars, 13-19, on Thursday
Night Football.

In Oakland’s first trip to Detroit since 2003, the team’s defense
posted four sacks on the afternoon and limited the Lions to just
one touchdown. DE Denico Autry, LB Ben Heeney, DE Benson
Mayowa and LB Malcolm Smith all registered sacks on the after-
noon, with Heeney getting the first of his career. DE Khalil Mack
had a strong game, totaling eight tackles, including two behind
the line of scrimmage. CB David Amerson led the way for the sec-
ondary, registering four passes defensed. On offense, QB Derek
Carr threw for 169 yards on 13-0f-25 passing. RB Latavius Mur-
ray found the end zone for the fourth time this season and rushed
for 28 yards. WR Michael Crabtree hauled in six passes for for
50 yards and WR Seth Roberts posted a team-high 54 receiving
yards. K Sebastian Janikowski connected on two field goals, in-
cluding a 56-yarder. P Marquette King pinned the Lions inside
their own 20-yard line three times, including a 66-yard punt. King
also connected on a 76-yard free kick following a safety.

Next week, the Raiders will return home to O.co Coliseum to
take on the Kansas City Chiefs for the first time in 2015, and the
Titans will host the Jaguars.

RAIDERS VS. TITANS

Overview: The Tennessee Titans enter Week 12 in the midst of
a two-game losing streak, as they have posted a 2-8 record in
2015. The Titans are under the direction of Interim Head Coach
Mike Mularkey, who has posted a 1-2 mark since taking over head
coaching duties on Nov. 3. Prior to coaching the Titans, Mularkey
posted a 16-32 record (.333) with the Buffalo Bills (2004-05) and
Jacksonville Jaguars (2012).

Offense: When the Titans selected QB Marcus Mariota with the
second-overall pick in the 2015 NFL Draft, they immediately put
the offense in his hands. Mariota has been productive to the tune
of 2,026 passing yards on 169-0f-259 passing (65.3 percent) with
13 touchdowns and six interceptions for a passer rating of 96.1. In
the passing game, TE Delanie Walker has been a top target with
53 receptions for 617 yards (11.6 avg.) and three touchdowns. WR
Kendall Wright has 28 receptions, most among wide receivers,
for 343 yards (12.3 avg.) and three touchdowns. In the running
game, Mariota relies on second-year RB Antonio Andrews, who
leads the team with 99 carries for 376 yards (3.8 avg.) and two
touchdowns.

Defense: Tennessee's defense is led by Assistant Head Coach/
Defense Dick LeBeau, a 57-year NFL veteran as a player and
coach, who is in his first year with the Titans. The unit allows 23.3
points per game and ranks in the top 10 in the league by allowing
just 324.3 yards per game and only 214.2 net passing yards per
game. The squad has produced 10 interceptions on the season,
including a team-high two each by LB Zach Brown and CB Coty
Sensabaugh. Seventh-year OLB Brian Orakpo leads the team
with seven sacks, while DT Jurrell Casey and LB Wesley Wood-
yard each have five sacks. Woodyard also leads the squad in tack-
les with 60 (42 solo), according to NFL GSIS.

e The offensive line allowing zero sacks for the fourth time this
season, tied with 2014 for the second most clean sheets in team
history.

¢ A Raiders rookie catching a touchdown pass for the eighth time
this season, marking the most combined receiving touchdowns
by rookies in franchise history. Raiders rookies have totaled
seven receiving touchdowns three previous times (1970, 1962
and 1961).

longest single-season streak by a Raider since Jerry Rice in
2002 (12 straight).

e DE Mario Edwards Jr. notching a third forced fumble, moving
him ahead of Charles Woodson [two in 1998) and tying him with
Tommy Kelly (three in 2004) for the most ever by a Raiders rook-
ie.

» K Sebastian Janikowski tying Jason Hanson (52) for the NFLs
all-time record for most 50-yard field goals made. Janikowski
has connected on at least three from 50-plus yards in an NFL-
record 10 straight seasons.

¢ Janikowski attempting two field goals of at least 50 yards to tie
Jason Hanson (93) for the most attempts from 50-plus yards
out.

¢ DE Khalil Mack notching two sacks to reach 11 sacks for his ca-
reer, which would tie him for the sixth most by a Raider through
his first two seasons.

e Mack totaling two sacks to record the Raiders’ first seven-sack
season since Tommy Kelly (7.5) in 2011.

e RB Latavius Murray gaining 94 rushing yards to become the
sixth Raider with 800 rushing yards through 11 games and the
first since Napoleon Kaufman (1,035 yards(]J in 1997.

JACK DEL RIO

Jack Del Rio was named the 19th head coachin
the 55-year history of the Oakland Raiders fran-
chise on Jan. 15, 2015. The appointment marked
a homecoming for Del Rio, who was raised in
nearby Hayward, Calif.

Now in his 30th year in the NFL and his 19th
season in coaching, He recently concluded his
second stint as a defensive coordinator under
Head Coach John Fox, as the two also spent the 2002 season to-
gether in Carolina. In all, he has coached 18 players to a total of
27 Pro Bowl selections.

In his second season with the Broncos in 2013, Del Rio’s de-
fense helped Denver to a 12-4 record and an appearance in Super
Bowl XLVIII. Del Rio also accepted the additional role of interim
head coach (Weeks 10-13) while Fox underwent a heart proce-
dure, and led the Broncos to a 3-1 record against teams with a
combined record of 29-9 (.763).

Prior to joining the Broncos in 2012, Del Rio spent nine sea-
sons at the helm in Jacksonville. During his head coaching tenure
(2003 to 2011) with the Jaguars, the club ranked sixth in the NFL
in yards per game allowed (317.3) and eighth in points per game
allowed (20.3].

Under Del Rio, the Jaguars made two playoff appearances in
2005 and 2007, highlighted by the club’s first postseason win in
eight seasons with a 31-29 road victory against the Pittsburgh
Steelers in a 2007 AFC Wild Card Game.

The Jaguars posted an 11-5 record in 2007 to earn a second
playoff berth in three years, in addition to claiming the franchise’s
first playoff win since the 1999 season, while becoming the first
team in NFL history to win in Pittsburgh twice in one season.

In 2005, the Jaguars won eight of the last nine regular season
games, including four straight on the road, en route to a 12-4 fin-
ish and a Wild Card playoff berth.

During his lone season as a defensive coordinator with Carolina
in 2002, he inherited the NFL's worst defense statistically (371.4
yards per game allowed) and turned it into the league’s second-
ranked unit (290.4 yards per game allowed). Additionally, the 2002
Panthers squad led the NFL in rushing average against (3.7 avg.).

As linebackers coach for the Baltimore Ravens from 1999-2001,
Del Rio tutored a talented group that included Ray Lewis. Balti-
more’s 2000 team set the NFL 16-game record by allowing only
165 points while recording four shutouts and forcing a league-
best 49 turnovers. Lewis was named the NFL's Defensive Player
of the Year and the MVP of Super Bowl XXXV that season.

Del Rio began his coaching career with the New Orleans Saints
under Head Coach Mike Ditka, serving as an assistant strength
coach in 1997 before moving on to coach the linebackers in 1998.

A veteran of 11 seasons as an NFL linebacker, he was selected
in the third round (68th overall) of the 1985 NFL Draft by New
Orleans and went on to make the NFL's All-Rookie Team and earn
the Saints’ Rookie of the Year award. For his career, he played 160
games in the regular season and totaled 1,078 tackles, 12 sacks
and 13 interceptions.

Born on April 4, 1963, in Castro Valley, Calif., Del Rio and his
wife, Linda, have three daughters, Lauren, Hope and Aubrey, and
a son, Luke, who is a collegiate quarterback.

MIKE MULARKEY

Mike Mularkey was named head coach of the
Titans on Nov. 3, 2015. He joined the Titans in
2014 as tight ends coach and was elevated to as-
sistant head coach prior to the start of the 2015
season.

Mularkey has 20 years of NFL coaching expe-
rience, including three seasons as a head coach
and eight as an offensive coordinator, with coach-
ing stops in Jacksonville, Atlanta, Miami, Buffalo, Pittsburgh and
Tampa Bay. In five of the eight seasons he was a coordinator Mu-
larkey’s team went to the playoffs.

As a former NFL tight end, Mularkey played a total of 114 games
in nine seasons with the Minnesota Vikings and Pittsburgh Steel-
ers. His experience as a player has molded his style as a position
coach. Including his rookie preseason with the 49%ers, Mularkey
spent his career playing for three of the NFLs legendary coaches
in Bill Walsh, Bud Grant and Chuck Noll. As an assistant coach
Mularkey has served on the staffs of Sam Wyche, Bill Cowher,
Nick Saban, Cam Cameron, Mike Smith and Ken Whisenhunt.

Mularkey joined the Titans after one season (2012) with the
Jacksonville Jaguars as the franchise’s fourth head coach, and
four seasons (2008- 11) with the Atlanta Falcons as offensive co-
ordinator. Over the four-year time span with the Falcons, the team
advanced to the postseason three times, ranked ninth in the NFL
in total yards (354.8 per game), seventh in points (24.5), eighth in
rushing yards (125.7), third in fewest turnovers (84), fourth in few-
est sacks allowed (93), and sixth in third down conversions (44.2).

In three of the four years with the Falcons, Mularkey’'s offense
produced a 3,000-yard passer, a 1,000-yard receiver and a 1,000-
yard rusher in the same season. In 2010, Sporting News named
Mularkey “Coordinator of the Year.”

Prior to his time with the Falcons, Mularkey spent two seasons
(2006- 07) with the Miami Dolphins as the offensive coordinator in
2006, and tight ends coach in 2007. He joined the Dolphins after
serving as head coach for the Buffalo Bills for two seasons (2004-
05). In his first season with the team, the Bills finished 9-7, mark-
ing their only winning season over the last decade.

Eight seasons (1996- 2003) with the Pittsburgh Steelers pre-
ceded Mularkey’s time with the Bills. Mularkey served as the tight
ends coach in his first five seasons. His final three seasons were
spent as offensive coordinator, during which he directed two top
five offenses (3rd, 2001 and 5th, 2002) and earned Assistant Coach
of the Year in 2001 from the Pro Football Writers of America.

Selected in the ninth round by the San Francis-co 49ers in 1983,
Mularkey was waived following his first training camp. He was
signed by the Vikings, where he played for six seasons, before
finishing his career with three years at Pittsburgh. A graduate of
Northeast High School in Ft. Lauderdale, Fla., Mularkey played
quarterback and earned a scholarship to the University of Florida
from 1979-82. He and his wife, Betsy, have two sons -- Patrick and
Shane.

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The Raiders — who began play in the American Football
League in 1960 — enter their 56th year of professional football
competition, including the last 45 as a member of the National
Football League.

In five memorable decades — the 1960s, ‘70s, ‘80s, '90s
and the 2000s — the Raiders have been dominant in profes-
sional football since Al Davis first pledged in 1963 to build the
finest organization in pro sports.

During these decades of dominance, the Raiders have
won an AFL championship, four American Football Conference
championships, and three world championships of profes-
sional football, participated in five Super Bowls, played in 14
championship games, won or tied for 17 division champion-
ships, had 21 playoff seasons, finished 34 seasons at .500 or
better and played in 40 postseason games.

Pro football's dynamic organization placed first in the AFC
West in 2000, 2001 and 2002 despite playing among the tough-
est schedules in the NFL in each of those seasons. With their
appearance in Super Bowl XXXVII, the Raiders became the first
NFL team to have had a season end in the Super Bowl in four
different decades.

The Raiders are the only team to have been in Super Bowls
in the ‘60s, the "70s, the ‘80s and the 2000s.

The Silver and Black are the only AFC team — and one of
just two NFL teams (Minnesota) — to have a season that ad-
vanced to the conference championship game in the '60s, the
“70s, the ‘80s, the '90s and the 2000s.

The Raiders are one of only two original AFL teams to have
captured three world championships of professional football
with Super Bowl victories. The Raiders are one of only four AFC
teams to have won more than one Super Bowl since 1980.

In their five Super Bowl appearances, the Raiders have
been led by four head coaches and started four quarterbacks.

With four postseason victories, the Raiders were the first
of the AFC West teams to win multiple postseason contests in
the new millennium by six years.

Since 1963, when Al Davis first took over the failing Oak-
land franchise that had struggled to win only nine of 42 league
games in the initial three seasons of the new AFL and pledged
to build the finest organization in sports, the Raiders have
dominated professional football in terms of consistent victory.
During those memorable 55 years in Oakland and Los Angeles,
the Raiders have won 437 league games, tied 11 and lost 388.

“Commitment to Excellence” has never been an idle
phrase to those who have proudly represented the Raiders or-
ganization during the "60s, '70s, ‘80s, '90s and the new millen-
nium as shown by their domination of pro football.

More than 20 of the great players who proudly wore the
Silver and Black, as well as Owner-Leader Al Davis and leg-
endary Head Coach John Madden, have been enshrined in the
Pro Football Hall of Fame. The Raiders have also produced five
Coaches of the Year.

In addition, 62 Pro Bowl players have made 182 Pro Bowl
appearances representing the Silver and Black. In 1970, as the
Raiders began their second decade of play, the merger be-
tween the AFL and NFL became a reality on the field. In the
1970 through 2012 period of interconference play, the Raiders
have compiled a remarkable 92-73-1 record against present
National Football Conference rivals.

Another innovation came to professional football in 1970
— “Monday Night Football.” The Raiders’ domination of this
prime-time television series has seen the Silver and Black
build an incredible 37-27-1 record in Monday night play. In
the 43 years of this series, the Raiders are 15-8-0 in “Monday
Night Football” games at home.

Through the decades — the "60s, '70s, ‘80s, '90s and now
the 2000s — the Raiders have had the greatest players, the
greatest coaches, the greatest plays and participated in the
greatest games in the annals of professional sports.

Challengers to Raider domination of professional football
will arise as they have in the ‘60s, '70s, ‘80s, ‘90s and the new
millennium. The Raider organization will continue to meet
these challenges.
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Reggie McKenzie, a former draft pick by
Raiders Owner Al Davis as a player, is in his 29th
season in the National Football League and his
fourth as General Manager of the Silver and
Black. McKenzie was named to the position by
Owner Mark Davis on Jan. 10, 2012, becoming
the first General Manager of the franchise since
Al Davis was hired as Head Coach and General
Manager in 1963.

In his first four years as General Manager, McKenzie has over-
seen significant changes in the organization’s scouting, player
personnel and football operations departments, while bringing
refined football acumen to the Silver and Black. Adhering to a
strategy of building a competitive roster through the draft while
making strategic acquisitions via free agency and trades, McK-
enzie enters his fourth season at the helm having already earned
plaudits from some of the most respected voices in football.

Every preseason, hundreds of undrafted free agents vie for a spot
on their team’s 53-man roster. Reggie McKenzie has brought in
numerous players that were not drafted, developing them into
significant contributors for the Silver and Black.

- WR Andre Holmes, originally an undrafted free agent with the
Minnesota Vikings in 2011, has two of the Raiders’ top four single-
game receiving totals from 2013-14. He set career highs in 2014
with 47 catches for 693 yards and four touchdowns.

- In 2013, P Marquette King posted numbers among the NFL's
best in both gross average and punting yards. With 4,107 punt-
ing yards on the year, King finished sixth in the NFL, and led the
league in gross punting with an average of 48.9. In 2014, King set
Raider franchise records in punts (109) and punting yards (4,930).

- QB Matt McGloin made his mark on the NFL in his rookie
season, making his first career start on Nov. 17, 2013 at Houston.
In that game, McGloin became the first undrafted rookie to throw
for three-or-more touchdown passes in his first NFL start since
1987. He also became just the second quarterback to throw for
three touchdowns without an interception in his first NFL start
since the NFL-AFL mergerin 1970.

- WR Seth Roberts has posted two touchdowns so far in 2015,
including the game-winning touchdown with just :26 seconds left
in Oakland’s Week 2 win over the Ravens in 2015.

First Round - DE Khalil Mack (No. 5 overall)

Career: Has started 26 games and totaled 122 tackles (88 solol,
nine sacks, two forced fumbles and seven passes defensed. His
five sacks in 2015 lead the team.

Rookie Year: Mack started all 16 games last season and has post-
ed 84 tackles (59 solo), four sacks, four passes defensed and one
forced fumble, according to official coaches’ statistics.

Honors: Finished third in Associated Press Defensive Rookie of
the Year voting...Selected to the Pro Football Writers of America,
Sports Illustrated and NFL.com All-Rookie Team...Was the only
rookie named to the USA Football All-Fundamentals Team, which
honors 26 NFL players who exhibit exemplary football techniques
for young players to emulate.

Honors: Named to Sports Illustrated’s All-Rookie Team.

Third Round - G Gabe Jackson (No. 81 overall)

Career: Has become a dominant force on the offensive line and
one of the best guards in the NFL, starting 23 games over his
career.

Rookie Year: Jackson earned the starting left guard job during
training camp and went on to play in 13 games with 12 starts. He
is the first Raider offensive lineman to start at least 10 games
since Stefen Wisniewski started 15 in 2011. In 528 passing plays,
Jackson allowed just one sack and two pressures, ranking tied for
seventh and tied for fifth among NFL guards, respectively, accord-
ing to Pro Football Focus.

Fourth Round - DT Justin ELlis (No. 107 overall)

Career: Has played in 22 games and posted 47 tackles (27 solo)
over his career.

Rookie Year: Ellis was a surprise force on the defensive line,
appearing in all 16 games with 14 starts after stepping into the
starting position in Week 3. He finished the season with 39 tack-
les (21 solo) and one pass broken up.

Honors: Named to Sports Illustrated and Pro Football Writers of
America’s All-Rookie Team.

In the Raiders” Week 2 win against the Baltimore Ravens, WR
Amari Cooper (seven receptions, 109 yards and one touchdown)
and WR Michael Crabtree (nine receptions, 111 yards and one
touchdown) paced an offense that totaled 448 total yards. The duo
became the first pair of Raiders receivers to each post 100 receiv-
ing yards in a game since Jan. 1, 2012. This also marks the first
time since Dec. 31, 2005 that the Raiders had two receivers with
100 receiving yards and one touchdown each.

Together, “Coop” and “Crab” are averaging 10.8 receptions per
game and have combined for nine touchdowns through 10 games.

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PERFORMANCE CENTER

Upon the team’s return from tranining camp in Napa this summer, the Raiders opened their Performance Center. The new
Oakland Raiders Performance Center was custom built from the ground up, and will provide the training, nutrition and
recovery needs of the entire organization. The new addition to the Raiders’” Alameda headquarters will enable the team’s
strength and conditioning staff to maximize player performance and efficiently manage their time.

Performance Center Facts
e The Performance Center building slab was poured on June 11 and opened for team workouts on the morning of Aug.
25.

e The building is approximately 18,500 square feet. It is 25 feet tall at the ridge, 160 feet long and 100 feet wide.

e The building is heated and air conditioned. To assist with air flow there are six fans, produced by Big Ass Fans, and
two louvered vented windows on the back of the building. There are also six 20-foot garage style glass doors that open up
to the practice field.

e The building’s walls are clad in 10-foot diamond plate inside with a four-foot diamond plate wainscoting on the exte-
rior. The interior flooring is 18mm athletic flooring.

e The Raiders partnered with Gatorade to create and install a state-of-the-art Fuel Bar to assist with performance and
recovery for players.

e The Performance Center includes an interior artificial turf field for use in walk-throughs and floor exercises. The field
can also be used during inclement weather.

e The building is fully equipped with high-performance workout equipment from Sorinex, Keiser and Power Plate.

e Two new multidirectional football fields (178,000 square feet of sod) were installed immediately outside of the Perfor-
mance Center.

e Abio retention field was installed to handle drain water as it comes off of the roof, ensuring that clean water is flowing
into the Bay.
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A LEADER IN PICKS

S Charles Woodson, who posted nine intercep-
tions when he won the NFL's Defensive Player of
the Year award in 2009, is the NFL's active leader
in interceptions. Woodson, who is in his 18th-/NFL
campaign, has 65 interceptions, 22 more than
DeAngelo Hall's 43. Woodson has six seasons
with at least five picks in his Hall of Fame career.
Woodson also moved into fifth on the all-time in-
terceptions list in 2015. Here is who is ahead of him:

In Week 12 last season against Kansas City, S Charles Woodson
achieved some history. With a third quarter sack of Chiefs QB Alex
Smith, Woodson became the first player since sacks became an
official statistic in 1982 to record 50 interceptions and 20 sacks for
his career. Woodson is the only active player with at least 60 ca-
reer picks and one of just 11 players in NFL history. His 20 sacks
are tops among current defensive backs and make him just one of
eight defensive backs to record at least 20 sacks for their career.

Former Raiders RB Mar-
cus Allen.

The only thing better than forcing a turnover is turning it into a
touchdown, and S Charles Woodson has done that just as well as
anybody in the history of the NFL. Woodson is one interception-
touchdown away from tying assistant defensive backs coach Rod
Woodson's all-time mark, and just one defensive touchdown away
from setting the all-time mark. With every touchdown going for-
ward, Woodson will be adding a new note to the NFL record books.

As the Raiders’ first-round pick in the 2014 NFL
Draft, DE Khalil Mack had lofty expectations in
his rookie season and he met them all and more.
Mack finished third in Associated Press Defen-
sive Rookie of the Year voting, falling to St. Louis’
DT Aaron Donald. Proving to be one of the NFL's
best run defenders and generating pressure
on quarterbacks that didn’t always show/up on
the stat sheet, Mack was selected to the Pro Football Writers of
America, Sports Illustrated and NFL.com All-Rookie Teams!

Mack was the only rookie named to the 2014 USA Football All-
Fundamentals Team, on December 10, 2014, an honor awarded
to 26 NFL players who exhibit exemplary football techniques for
young players to emulate. The USA Football All-Fundamentals
Team was assembled with guidance from a five-person selection
committee: Charles Davis, Herm Edwards, Merril Hoge, Carl Pe-
terson, Bill Polian.

Last season, became the third Raider linebacker to start all 16
games in his rookie season, and the first to do so since General
Manager Reggie McKenzie in 1985. Matt Millen also started all 16
games as a rookie in 1980. While most of Mack's success last year
didn’t always show up on the stat sheet, he'll look to-improve on
the below numbers, seeing a lot of time as a defensive end.

QB Derek Carr was named the Raiders’ starting
quarterback heading into the 2014 season, be-
coming the first rookie QB in team history to start
in Week 1. Praised for his poise and maturity as
a young signal caller, Carr has already shown
> growth in a number of key areas. He currently
P 1 ranks seventh in the NFL in passer rating (99.4)
and tied for fourth in passing touchdowns (21).

In 2015, Cooper ranks sixth among NFL WRs in yards after catch
(YAC) with 333 and ranks 10th among WRs in yards after contact
with 97, according to TruMedia.

Cooper has the most yards after catch (333) and second most
yards after contact (97) of any rookie WR through his team’s first
10 games since 2001, according to TruMedia.

Among all rookie WRs since 2001, Cooper ranks 12th in YAC and
13th in yards after contact.

THREE 100-YARD GAMES

In his first six games, Cooper had three 100-yard outings, includ-
ing a career-high 134 yards in Week 3 against Cleveland (9/27).

Cooper is the first NFL rookie since 1961 (Mike Ditka) with three

Cooper joins DeSean Jackson (2008) as the only NFL rookies in
the past 30 years with two 100-yard receiving games in their
team’s first three games.

In Week 3 at Cleveland (8 rec., 134 yds], Cooper became the first
Raiders rookie with 100 receiving yards in back-to-back games
since James Jett (Nov. 21-28, 1993).

Cooper is tied with Mike Evans (TB, 2014) for the fourth most 100-
yard games by an NFL player 21-or-younger. Keenan Allen (SD,
2013) leads the pack with five 100-yard games before he turned 22.

Cooper needed just eight games to set the franchise record for
receptions by a rookie, passing Zach Miller’s mark of 44 in 2007
(16 games).

In Week 5 vs. Denver, K Sebastian Janikowski passed Hall of
Famer and former Raiders WR Tim Brown and moved into first
place on the Raiders’ all-time games played list. Janikowski, who
has played in 246 games, was originally drafted by the team in
the first round (17th overall] of the 2000 NFL Draft. Since 2000,
Janikowski has missed only four games over his career (two in
2000, one in 2001 and one in 2011). Including postseason play,
Janikowski has played in 253 games in Silver and Black for his
career.

Moving up the all-time games played list for a franchise as his-
toric as the Raiders takes longevity, and Janikowski has it. Here
is the top four Raiders on the all-time games played list heading
into this week’s game:

HITTING FROM A DISTANCE

Known for his booming leg, K Sebastian Janikowski is in historic
company when it comes to long-distance field goals. With two
more field goals over 50 yards, Janikowski will pass Jason Han-
son’s mark of 52 for the NFL's all-time record.

In Week 11 at Detroit, Janikowski connected on @ 56-yard field
goal for his third 50-yarder of the season. He has now connected
on at least three field goals of 50-plus yards in 10 straight sea-
sons (2006-15), an NFL record.

In his 16 NFL seasons, Janikowski has made at least two field
goals of 50-or-more yards 12 times. His career percentage from
50-plus yards is 56.0 percent (51-0f-91), including connecting on
7-0f-10 from distance in 2011:

RACKING UP THE POINTS

K Sebastian Janikowski is the Raiders” all-time scoring leader
with 1,646 career points, which ranks 15th on the NFLs all-time
scoring list.

Janikowski has posted eight seasons of 100-or-more points in his
career, including a personal- and franchise-high 142 in 2010. He
has never totaled less than 70 points in any full campaign.

He has scored in at least 80 consecutive games twice in his ca-
reer, tallying at least one point in 93 straight games from 2000-05
and 83 straight games from 2009-14.

As a rookie in 2000, Janikowski set the franchise’s rookie scoring
record with 112 points.

PINPOINT ACCURACY

K Sebastian Janikowski has been nearly automatic throughout
his career, connecting on 80.3 percent of his field goal attempts,
which is the 12th best percentage of any kicker with at least 400
career field goal attempts.

Including 2015 (83.3 percent), Janikowski's career boasts 10 sea-
sons with at least an 80 percent field goal conversion rate, in-
cluding a high of 91.2 percent in 2012, when he was named a first
alternate for the Pro Bowl.

Janikowski has connected on 220 straight extra point attempts,
including all 27 this season at the new extra point attempt dis-
tance.
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Over the last two offseasons, the Raiders’ interi-
or defensive line got a sizeable upgrade. Oakland
drafted DT Justin Ellis (6-foot-2, 335 pounds])
in the fourth round of the 2014 NFL Draft and
signed DT Dan Williams (6-foot-2, 330 pounds)
as an unrestricted free agent this past offseason.

Tasked with fortifying the Raiders’ run defense,
“meat and potatoes” are among the biggest inte-
rior defensive linemen in the league. The Raiders
have held their opponent to less than two yards
per rush in a game seven times since 2012, and
they will look to add to that number in 2015 with
Ellis and Williams clogging the middle.

“We call them ‘meat and potatoes.” They eat up that middle and
they send that running back to the high side and create that gap
and create that push-back that we need in the middle to make it
bounce. It's going to be fun, it's going to be fun, and we like to play
football like that.” - Raiders DE Khalil Mack

“So to be able to have [Williams and Ellis] and those guys in the
front, we feel like you shouldn’t be able to run the ball on us. Re-
ally, if you put those guys up there, we should be a pretty stout
defense.

MAN IN THE MIDDLE

LB Curtis Lofton was signed as a free agent this
offseason, solidifying the Raiders defense up the
middle. Lofton, who has made stops with the At-
lanta Falcons and New Orleans Saints, is a tack-
ling machine, recording at least 100 tackles in
each of his first seven NFL seasons. He also set a
career high and Saints franchise record with 185
tackles last season. Below is a look at his career

In Seattle’s win over
the Denver Broncos in Super Bowl XLVIII, Smith
earned Super Bowl MVP honors after posting nine tackles [five
solo), one fumble recovery and one interception returned 69 yards
for a touchdown. Smith also intercepted 49ers QB Colin Kaeper-
nick in the final seconds of the 2014 NFC Championship Game,
clinching a victory over San Francisco and a Super Bowl berth.

This season, Smith has helped solidify the Raiders’ linebacking
corps. Playing at both outside and middle linebacker, Smith is the
team’s leading tackler with 87 and second on the team with four
sacks. He has also recorded one interception, nearly returning it
for a touchdown.

The Raiders added a reliable member of the sec-
ondary in free agency this past offseason, signing
S Nate Allen in March. Allen joins Oakland fol-
lowing five seasons with the Philadelphia Eagles,
where he played in 74 games and made 69 starts.
Originally a second-round pick in 2010, Allen has
totaled 10 career interceptions and 20 passes de-
fensed.

Allen was placed on the reserve/injured - designated for return
list after suffering an injury in Week 1 and returned in the team'’s
Week 10 match-up vs. Minnesota

RB Latavius Murray emerged onto the scene late
in 2014, totaling 424 rushing yards on 82 carries
(5.2 avg.) in six games to close out the 2014 cam-
paign. Murray, who spent the 2013 season on the
reserve/injured list, made a name for himself in
his sophomore campaign, getting the majority of
the carries down the stretch last season.

So far in 2015, Murray has 706 rushing yards on 157 carries (4.5
avg.) with a long of 54 and four touchdowns. Here are some notes
on Murray’s start:

e Murray is on pace to be the first Raiders to rush for 1,000 yards
since Darren McFadden did it in 2010.

e His 706 rushing yards are first in the AFC and seventh in the
NFL.

e His 734 yards from scrimmage are10th among NFL running
backs.

In Week 12 of last season against Kansas City, Murray burst onto
the scene on national television, producing 112 rushing yards on
just four carries (28.0 avg.) and two touchdowns before leaving
the game due to injury. Here are a few notes from Murray’s break-
through performance:

Murray scored his first career touchdown on an 11-yard run
around the left end in the first quarter and added a 90-yard rush-
ing touchdown in the second quarter. Murray finished with four
carries for 112 yards (28.0 avg.] and two touchdowns, making him
the Raiders’ first 100-yard rusher since Marcel Reece ran for 123
yards at NYJ on 12/8/13.

Murray is the first player in NFL history to gain at least 110 rush-
ing yards on five or fewer carries in a game, posting four rushes
for 112 yards (28.0 avg.) and two touchdowns, all in the first half.

Murray’s 11-yard touchdown run in the first quarter was the first
rushing touchdown allowed by the Kansas City Chiefs in their last
12 games (12/22/13 vs. Ind.). It was also the Raiders’ third rush-
ing touchdown of the season and the first since 10/19 vs. Arizona.

Murray’s 90-yard touchdown run was the Raiders’ second rush-
ing touchdown of 90-plus yards since 1998 and the longest by a
Raider since Terrelle Pryor's 93-yard score against the Steelers
on Oct. 27, 2013.

Murray’'s 90-yard touchdown was the longest offensive scoring
play in the NFL in 2014 and the fourth rushing touchdown of 90-
plus yards in Raiders history (last: Terrelle Pryor’'s 93-yard score
vs. Pit., 10/27/13).
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THE LEAD BACK

Since 2009, FB Marcel Reece has been lethal
out of the backfield when it comes to picking up
big yards through the air. Reece, who is second
in the NFL during this time in average yards per
reception among active RBs and FBs, averages
9.9 yards per catch.
