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WEST COAST TRIP
 In week two, the Atlanta Falcons will be looking 
for their fi rst win of the season when they travel 
west to face the Oakland Raiders on Sunday, Sep-
tember 18 at O.CO Coliseum. This will be the fi rst 
matchup between these two franchises since 2012 
when the Falcons came away with a 23-20 win the 
Georgia Dome. During the week six matchup in 
2012, the Falcons defense forced three turnovers, 
including two forced fumbles. QB Matt Ryan went 
23-of-37 for 249 yards and one touchdown.

The Raiders lead the all-time regular season se-
ries 7-6, but the Falcons are currently on a three 
game winning streak against Oakland, with the 
Raiders last win against the Falcons coming back in 
1997. 
 Last week versus the Tampa Bay Buccaneers, 
the Falcons offense came up short on a last-minute 
drive as the Buccaneers held on to beat the Falcons 
in the season opener 31-24. The Falcons offense 
fi nished the day with 374 total yards, including 334 
yards in the air. QB Matt Ryan fi nished the day 27-
of-39 for 334 yards, two touchdowns and a passer 
rating of 112.6.  That was the 33rd time Ryan threw 
for 300+ yards and the fourth time he’s done so 
against the Buccaneers. This was also Ryan’s 40th 
straight game with 200+ passing yards – 20th 
straight at home. 
 RB Tevin Coleman fi nished the day with fi ve re-
ceptions for 95 yards. Those numbers were a career 
high for the second year running back out of In-
diana. Mohamed Sanu had a 59-yard reception on 
his fi rst catch in a Falcons uniform. He also caught 
a fi ve-yard pass for a touchdown in the fi rst quar-
ter to put the Falcons ahead 10-3. Sanu fi nished 
the game with fi ve receptions for 80 yards and one 
touchdown. 
 WR Julio Jones caught a 25-yard touchdown pass 
in the third quarter, the 35th of his career, tying him 
for fi fth on the franchise leaderboard with TE’s Tony 
Gonzalez and Alge Crumpler. Jones fi nished the day 
with four receptions for 66 yards and one touch-
down. 
 The Falcons defense held the Buccaneers to 3.2 
rushing yards per carry. The defense also forced the 
Bucs to go 3-for-10 (30-percent) on third downs. CB 
Desmond Trufant recorded his and the team’s fi rst 
interception of the season. The pick was Trufant’s 
seventh interception of his career.

FALCONS DRAFT PICKS
The Atlanta Falcons selected six 
players in the 2016 NFL Draft, in-
cluding Florida safety Keanu Neal 
(17th overall), Louisiana State line-
backer Deion Jones (52nd overall), 
Stanford tight end Austin Hooper 
(81st overall), Minnesota linebacker De’Vondre 
Campbell (115th overall), San Jose State offen-
sive lineman Wes Schweitzer (195th overall), 
and UCLA wide receiver Devin Fuller (238th 
overall).

Neal, 6-1, 216 pounds, started 19 of the 34 
games he played in during his three years as a 
Gator. During his fi rst year as a starter in 2014 
he racked up 45 total tackles and three inter-
ceptions, which was the second highest total on 
the team. Two of those interceptions that sea-
son came against the University of Kentucky, 
which became a new career high for most inter-
ceptions in a game.

Jones, 6-1, 227 pounds, played in 51 games 
with 12 starts, with 11 of those starts coming 
last season during his senior year for the Tigers. 
Jones made the most of his senior season by 
leading LSU in tackles with 100. He recorded a 
total of 165 tackles, 21.0 tackles for loss, and 
5.0 sacks during his career in Baton Rouge.

Hooper, 6-4, 254 pounds, played in 27 games 
in his two years as a Cardinal. He caught 74 
passes for 937 yards and eight touchdowns dur-
ing his career.

Campbell, 6-5, 239 pounds, played in 39 games 
with 27 starts during his three years with the 
Gophers.

Since acquiring the Falcons in 2002, 
Owner & Chairman Arthur M. Blank 
has raised the bar and level of expec-
tations for the Falcons in construct-
ing a talented and creative team to 
lead his club both on and off the fi eld.
