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The Oakland Raiders will finish out the home slate of their
2015 season as they host the San Diego Chargers on Dec. 24 at
5:25 p.m. PT at 0.co Coliseum in a primetime contest on Thursday
Night Football. Thursday’s game will also wrap up the season se-
ries between the two AFC West rivals, as the Raiders won the first
match-up in San Diego on Oct. 25, 37-29. Oakland will be looking
for its first season sweep of San Diego since 2010. The game also
marks the first of two straight contests against AFC West oppo-
nents for the Silver and Black to finish the campaign, as the team
travels to Kansas City in Week 17. Last week, the Raiders fell at
home to the Green Bay Packers, 20-30, while the Chargers beat
the Miami Dolphins in San Diego, 30-14.

In a rare match-up in Oakland between the Packers and Raid-
ers last week, the Raiders’ defense held the Packers under 300
total yards of offense for just the second time this season. DE
Khalil Mack continued to get to the quarterback, as he recorded
his NFL-leading 15th sack of the season and he now has recorded
a sack in four straight games. LB Ben Heeney added a sack in the
first half as well. Oakland created two turnovers in the game, as
DE Benson Mayowa forced and recovered a fumble and CB David
Amerson intercepted his third pass of the season. WR Amari Coo-
per led the offensive attack, as he posted 120 receiving yards on
six receptions and two touchdowns on the afternoon. WR Michael
Crabtree hauled in six catches as well for 70 yards. RB Latavius
Murray moved closer to his first 1,000-yard season, as he rushed
for 78 yards on 21 carries. QB Derek Carr threw for 276 yards on
the day, completing passes to seven different receivers.

Following Thursday night's game, the Raiders will have some
extra rest before finishing up their season in Kansas City against
the Chiefs on Jan. 3. The Chargers will play their finale on the
road at the Denver Broncos that day as well.

COOPER OVER 1,000

In last Sunday’s game against the Green Bay Packers, rookie WR
Amari Cooper became the first Raider to eclipse 1,000 receiving
yards in a single season since Randy Moss (1,005) accomplished
the feat in 2005. Here are some other notes on Cooper’s season:

e Cooper, who has 1,040 receiving yards, leads all NFL rookies
in receptions (68), receiving yards and is tied for first in touch-
downs (six).

e Cooper is the fourth NFL player to reach 1,000 receiving yards
at age 21 or younger. Cooper’s 68 receptions are tied with Mike
Evans for the fifth most by any player 21 or younger.

e Cooper hauled in two touchdowns in Sunday’s game, bringing
his season total to six, the most ever by a Raiders rookie wide
receiver.

Overview: The Chargers enter Thursday’'s Week 16 match-up with
the Raiders following a decisive 30-14 victory against the Miami
Dolphins in the team’s 2015 home finale. Led by third-year Head
Coach Mike McCoy, San Diego has won two of its last four con-
tests after dropping six straight games beginning in Week 5. With
a 4-10 record and 0-4 mark against the division, the Chargers are
currently in fourth place in the AFC West.

Offense: QB Philip Rivers continues to produce at an elite level in
his 12th NFL season, having already eclipsed 4,000 passing yards
for the year. Rivers has thrown for 4,287 yards on 385-0f-577 pass-
ing (66.7 percent) with 26 touchdowns and 12 interceptions for a
passer rating of 95.0. With the team’s leading receiver WR Keen-
an Allen sidelined for the season with an injury, RB Danny Wood-
head has stepped up with 64 receptions for 651 yards (10.2 avg.)
and six touchdowns, with another three scores on the ground. TE
Antonio Gates has also produced 585 yards on 51 catches (11.5
avg.) with four touchdowns.

Defense: The Chargers defense has been stingy through the air
this season, allowing only 237.0 passing yards per game. The
rushing defense has been more flexible, giving up 120.6 rushing
yards per game and 14 rushing touchdowns on the season. San
Diego is at its strongest on third downs, allowing opponents to
convert on only 38.5 percent of third-down attempts. The unit has
produced eight interceptions on the season, with second-year CB
Jason Verrett leading the way with three interceptions with one
return touchdown. The pass rush is anchored by fourth-year LB
Melvin Ingram, who leads the squad with eight sacks. LB Jerry
Attaochu ranks second on the team with a career-high 6.5 sacks.
Ninth-year S Eric Weddle leads the Chargers with 70 tackles (50
solo] this season.

Three Receivers, Five Touchdowns

e The Raiders have three players (WRs Michael Crabtree, Amari Cooper and Seth Roberts) with at least five receiving touchdowns each
for the first time since 1997, when Rickey Dudley, Tim Brown and James Jett did so.

e Raiders rookies have accounted for nine receiving touchdowns this season, the most in a single season in team history. The previous
high mark was seven touchdowns and last occurred in 1970.

Cooper Eclipses 1,000 Yards, Catches Two Touchdowns

e WR Amari Cooper eclipsed the 1,000-yard mark in the game, making him the first Raiders rookie and the first Raider since Randy
Moss (1,005) in 2005 to eclipse that mark.

e Cooper is the fourth NFL player to reach 1,000 receiving yards at age 21 or younger. Cooper’s 68 receptions are tied with Mike Evans
for the fifth most by any player 21 or younger.

e Cooper is just the fourth wide receiver from the University of Alabama with 1,000 receiving yards in a season, joining Julio Jones
(2012, 2014, 2015), Ozzie Newsome (1981, 1984) and Don Hutson (1942).

e Cooper hauled in two touchdowns in the game, bringing his season total to six, the most ever by a Raiders rookie wide receiver.

e Cooper’s two touchdowns mark the first multi-touchdown receiving game by a Raiders rookie since Denarius Moore on Oct. 10, 2011
at San Diego.

Cooper’s Fifth 100-Yard Game

e WR Amari Cooper finished with six receptions for 120 yards (20.0 avg.), marking his fifth 100-yard receiving game, tying him with
Keenan Allen (five, 2013) for the most by an NFL player 21 years old or younger.

e Cooper'’s five 100-yard games are tied for the third most by an NFL rookie since 1960, trailing only Odell Beckham Jr. (seven in 2014)
and Bill Groman (nine in 1960).

e Cooper is the first rookie with 100 receiving yards and two receiving touchdowns against the Green Bay Packers since Randy Moss in
1998.

Mack Adds to Sack Total

o DE Khalil Mack notched one sack in the game, giving him 15 on the season. Mack needs one sack to tie Derrick Burgess (16 in 2005)
for the single-season franchise record.

e Mack now has a sack in four straight games, tying the second longest streak by a Raider since 2001.The last Raider with a sack in four
straight games was Desmond Bryant in 2012.

Carr Climbs Touchdown Ranks

e @B Derek Carr now has 51 career touchdown passes, making him the fifth NFL quarterback with 50 touchdowns through his first two
seasons. Carr ranks fourth in passing touchdowns by a player in his first two seasons, trailing only Dan Marino (68), Peyton Manning
(52) and Russell Wilson (52).

e Carr is now the second Raiders player with 30 touchdown passes in a season, joining Daryle Lamonica (two times). Carr is tied with
Lamonica’s 30 touchdowns in 1967 for the second most in team history.

e Carr has set the franchise record with his 11th multi-touchdown passing game this season. He is the third NFL player with 17 multi-
touchdown games through his first two seasons, joining Carson Palmer (17) and Dan Marino (22).

Amerson Sets Franchise Record, Notches Third Pick

e CB David Amerson entered Week 15 tied for the NFL lead in passes defensed, and he added three more to his total against the
Packers. Amerson now holds the franchise record (since the statistic became official in 1994) with 23 passes defensed as a Raider this
season, moving him ahead of Terry McDaniel (1994) and Charles Woodson (1998), according to STATS, LLC.

e Amerson intercepted his third pass of the season, giving the Raiders two players (Amerson and Charles Woodson) with three-plus
interceptions in the same season for the first time since 2011.

First-Half Defense

e The defense allowed the Packers only 97 total yards of offense in the first half, the team’s lowest total since allowing 90 yards to the
Pittsburgh Steelers on Oct. 27, 2013.

e The team allowed only 29 first-half rushing yards, marking the seventh time this season the Raiders have allowed fewer than 40 rush-
ing yards in an opening half.

J The] defense gave up only 68 net passing yards to Green Bay in the first half, the team’s lowest total allowed since Nov. 20, 2014 (48
yards).

Janikowski Appears in 250th Game
e K Sebastian Janikowski became the first Raider to play in 250 career regular season games with the franchise. He is the ninth NFL
player, and the only active player, to reach 250 games played with a single team.

Autry Blocks Another Attempt
e DL Denico Autry blocked a fourth-quarter field goal attempt, giving him three deflections on extra point or field goal attempts this
season.

JACK DEL RIO

Jack Del Rio was named the 19th head coachin
the 55-year history of the Oakland Raiders fran-
chise on Jan. 15, 2015. The appointment marked
a homecoming for Del Rio, who was raised in
nearby Hayward, Calif.

Now in his 30th year in the NFL and his 19th
season in coaching, He recently concluded his
second stint as a defensive coordinator under
Head Coach John Fox, as the two also spent the 2002 season to-
gether in Carolina. In all, he has coached 18 players to a total of
27 Pro Bowl selections.

In his second season with the Broncos in 2013, Del Rio’s de-
fense helped Denver to a 12-4 record and an appearance in Super
Bowl XLVIII. Del Rio also accepted the additional role of interim
head coach (Weeks 10-13) while Fox underwent a heart proce-
dure, and led the Broncos to a 3-1 record against teams with a
combined record of 29-9 (.763).

Prior to joining the Broncos in 2012, Del Rio spent nine sea-
sons at the helm in Jacksonville. During his head coaching tenure
(2003 to 2011) with the Jaguars, the club ranked sixth in the NFL
in yards per game allowed (317.3) and eighth in points per game
allowed (20.3].

Under Del Rio, the Jaguars made two playoff appearances in
2005 and 2007, highlighted by the club’s first postseason win in
eight seasons with a 31-29 road victory against the Pittsburgh
Steelers in a 2007 AFC Wild Card Game.

The Jaguars posted an 11-5 record in 2007 to earn a second
playoff berth in three years, in addition to claiming the franchise’s
first playoff win since the 1999 season, while becoming the first
team in NFL history to win in Pittsburgh twice in one season.

In 2005, the Jaguars won eight of the last nine regular season
games, including four straight on the road, en route to a 12-4 fin-
ish and a Wild Card playoff berth.

During his lone season as a defensive coordinator with Carolina
in 2002, he inherited the NFL's worst defense statistically (371.4
yards per game allowed) and turned it into the league’s second-
ranked unit (290.4 yards per game allowed). Additionally, the 2002
Panthers squad led the NFL in rushing average against (3.7 avg.).

As linebackers coach for the Baltimore Ravens from 1999-2001,
Del Rio tutored a talented group that included Ray Lewis. Balti-
more’s 2000 team set the NFL 16-game record by allowing only
165 points while recording four shutouts and forcing a league-
best 49 turnovers. Lewis was named the NFL's Defensive Player
of the Year and the MVP of Super Bowl XXXV that season.

Del Rio began his coaching career with the New Orleans Saints
under Head Coach Mike Ditka, serving as an assistant strength
coach in 1997 before moving on to coach the linebackers in 1998.

A veteran of 11 seasons as an NFL linebacker, he was selected
in the third round (68th overall) of the 1985 NFL Draft by New
Orleans and went on to make the NFL's All-Rookie Team and earn
the Saints’ Rookie of the Year award. For his career, he played 160
games in the regular season and totaled 1,078 tackles, 12 sacks
and 13 interceptions.

Born on April 4, 1963, in Castro Valley, Calif., Del Rio and his
wife, Linda, have three daughters, Lauren, Hope and Aubrey, and
a son, Luke, who is a collegiate quarterback.

MIKE McCOY

Hired Jan. 15, 2013 as the 15th head coach in
team history, McCoy led the Chargers to the play-
offs in his first season. At the time of his hiring,
McCoy, then 41, was the second-youngest head
coach in the NFL and the second-youngest in
team history. The Bolts went 9-7 and won four
straight and five of their last six to close out the
regular season, including a thrilling season-end-
ing overtime win against Kansas City that vaulted the Chargers
into the postseason. During that stretch, the Chargers defeated
Kansas City twice, and Denver and Oakland once each to finish
4-2 in the AFC West. McCoy then led the Chargers to a Wild Card
Playoff win in Cincinnati for the franchise’s first playoff victory
since 2008. The Chargers’ playoff appearance in 2013 marked
the organization’s first since 2009 and McCoy joined Sid Gillman
(1960), Don Coryell (1979 - Coryell's first full season), Bobby Ross
(1992) and Norv Turner (2007) as the only coaches in team history
to lead the Bolts to the playoffs in their first season. Then with his
team’s win over the Bengals, McCoy became only the third head
coach (Ross and Turner) to win his first playoff game.

McCoy led the Chargers to nine wins again in 2014. The Char-

gers defeated the defending Super Bowl champion Seattle Se-
ahawks, they posted a 31-0 shutout win over the New York Jets,
and the team showed its resiliency late in the season, overcoming
double-digit deficits to beat Baltimore and San Francisco.
McCoy came to the Chargers from Denver, where he spent the
2009-12 seasons as the Broncos' offensive coordinator. In 2012,
the Broncos won 13 games, second-most in a season in franchise
history, and captured the No. 1 overall seed in the AFC playoffs.
Peyton Manning threw a then-team-record 37 touchdown passes,
while Demaryius Thomas and Eric Decker combined to become
the youngest receiving duo in NFL history to top 1,000 yards and
10 touchdowns.

McCoy started in Denver in 2009 as the Broncos’ offensive co-
ordinator and quarterbacks coach. In his first season, Kyle Orton
set career highs in every major passing category, while wide re-
ceiver Brandon Marshall and left tackle Ryan Clady were selected
to the Pro Bowl. Clady was also named All-Pro.

A native of Novato, Calif., McCoy was the starting quarterback
for two years at San Marin High School, along with being a stand-
out on the basketball court and baseball field. He played quar-
terback at Long Beach State for the legendary George Allen, and
then at the University of Utah after Allen passed and the 49ers
disbanded their football program.

Upon graduating from Utah, McCoy signed with the NFL's Bron-
cos as an undrafted free agent in 1995. After being cut by Denver,
he spent his rookie season on Green Bay’'s practice squad, fol-
lowed by stops with the Amsterdam Admirals of NFL Europe, the
San Francisco 49ers, Philadelphia Eagles and Seattle Seahawks.
McCoy concluded his playing career in 1999 with the CFLs Cal-
gary Stampeders, a Grey Cup finalist. In 2014, he was inducted
into the Marin Athletic Foundation Hall of Fame. McCoy transi-
tioned into coaching in 2000, joining the Carolina Panthers as an
offensive assistant.

McCoy and his wife, Kellie, have two children, a daughter, Liv,
and a son, Luke.

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The Raiders — who began play in the American Football
League in 1960 — enter their 56th year of professional football
competition, including the last 45 as a member of the National
Football League.

In five memorable decades — the 1960s, ‘70s, ‘80s, '90s
and the 2000s — the Raiders have been dominant in profes-
sional football since Al Davis first pledged in 1963 to build the
finest organization in pro sports.

During these decades of dominance, the Raiders have
won an AFL championship, four American Football Conference
championships, and three world championships of profes-
sional football, participated in five Super Bowls, played in 14
championship games, won or tied for 17 division champion-
ships, had 21 playoff seasons, finished 34 seasons at .500 or
better and played in 40 postseason games.

Pro football's dynamic organization placed first in the AFC
West in 2000, 2001 and 2002 despite playing among the tough-
est schedules in the NFL in each of those seasons. With their
appearance in Super Bowl XXXVII, the Raiders became the first
NFL team to have had a season end in the Super Bowl in four
different decades.

The Raiders are the only team to have been in Super Bowls
in the ‘60s, the "70s, the ‘80s and the 2000s.

The Silver and Black are the only AFC team — and one of
just two NFL teams (Minnesota) — to have a season that ad-
vanced to the conference championship game in the '60s, the
“70s, the ‘80s, the '90s and the 2000s.

The Raiders are one of only two original AFL teams to have
captured three world championships of professional football
with Super Bowl victories. The Raiders are one of only four AFC
teams to have won more than one Super Bowl since 1980.

In their five Super Bowl appearances, the Raiders have
been led by four head coaches and started four quarterbacks.

With four postseason victories, the Raiders were the first
of the AFC West teams to win multiple postseason contests in
the new millennium by six years.

Since 1963, when Al Davis first took over the failing Oak-
land franchise that had struggled to win only nine of 42 league
games in the initial three seasons of the new AFL and pledged
to build the finest organization in sports, the Raiders have
dominated professional football in terms of consistent victory.
During those memorable 55 years in Oakland and Los Angeles,
the Raiders have won 437 league games, tied 11 and lost 388.

“Commitment to Excellence” has never been an idle
phrase to those who have proudly represented the Raiders or-
ganization during the "60s, '70s, ‘80s, '90s and the new millen-
nium as shown by their domination of pro football.

More than 20 of the great players who proudly wore the
Silver and Black, as well as Owner-Leader Al Davis and leg-
endary Head Coach John Madden, have been enshrined in the
Pro Football Hall of Fame. The Raiders have also produced five
Coaches of the Year.

In addition, 62 Pro Bowl players have made 182 Pro Bowl
appearances representing the Silver and Black. In 1970, as the
Raiders began their second decade of play, the merger be-
tween the AFL and NFL became a reality on the field. In the
1970 through 2012 period of interconference play, the Raiders
have compiled a remarkable 92-73-1 record against present
National Football Conference rivals.

Another innovation came to professional football in 1970
— “Monday Night Football.” The Raiders’ domination of this
prime-time television series has seen the Silver and Black
build an incredible 37-27-1 record in Monday night play. In
the 43 years of this series, the Raiders are 15-8-0 in “Monday
Night Football” games at home.

Through the decades — the "60s, '70s, ‘80s, '90s and now
the 2000s — the Raiders have had the greatest players, the
greatest coaches, the greatest plays and participated in the
greatest games in the annals of professional sports.

Challengers to Raider domination of professional football
will arise as they have in the ‘60s, '70s, ‘80s, ‘90s and the new
millennium. The Raider organization will continue to meet
these challenges.
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Reggie McKenzie, a former draft pick by
Raiders Owner Al Davis as a player, is in his 29th
season in the National Football League and his
fourth as General Manager of the Silver and
Black. McKenzie was named to the position by
Owner Mark Davis on Jan. 10, 2012, becoming
the first General Manager of the franchise since
Al Davis was hired as Head Coach and General
Manager in 1963.

In his first four years as General Manager, McKenzie has over-
seen significant changes in the organization’s scouting, player
personnel and football operations departments, while bringing
refined football acumen to the Silver and Black. Adhering to a
strategy of building a competitive roster through the draft while
making strategic acquisitions via free agency and trades, McK-
enzie enters his fourth season at the helm having already earned
plaudits from some of the most respected voices in football.

Every preseason, hundreds of undrafted free agents vie for a spot
on their team’s 53-man roster. Reggie McKenzie has brought in
numerous players that were not drafted, developing them into
significant contributors for the Silver and Black.

- WR Andre Holmes, originally an undrafted free agent with the
Minnesota Vikings in 2011, has two of the Raiders’ top four single-
game receiving totals from 2013-14. He set career highs in 2014
with 47 catches for 693 yards and four touchdowns.

- In 2013, P Marquette King posted numbers among the NFL's
best in both gross average and punting yards. With 4,107 punt-
ing yards on the year, King finished sixth in the NFL, and led the
league in gross punting with an average of 48.9. In 2014, King set
Raider franchise records in punts (109) and punting yards (4,930).

- QB Matt McGloin made his mark on the NFL in his rookie
season, making his first career start on Nov. 17, 2013 at Houston.
In that game, McGloin became the first undrafted rookie to throw
for three-or-more touchdown passes in his first NFL start since
1987. He also became just the second quarterback to throw for
three touchdowns without an interception in his first NFL start
since the NFL-AFL mergerin 1970.

- WR Seth Roberts has posted five touchdowns so far in 2015,
including two game-winning touchdowns in 2015 (Week 2 vs. Bal-
timore and Week 12 at Tennessee).
