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The Kansas City Chiefs return to GEHA Field at Arrowhead Stadium to take
on the New Orleans Saints on Monday night. Kickoff is slated for 7:15 p.m.
CT. KC enters the contest with a 4-0 record after defeating the Chargers
17-10 last Sunday.

The Chiefs continue their quest to win their ninth-straight AFC West title and
to be the first team in NFL history to win three-straight Super Bowls. Over
the last five seasons the Chiefs have played in four Super Bowls (LIV, LV,
LVII and LVIII). Since 2015, the Chiefs have tallied a 47-8 record against
AFC West opponents, the NFL's best divisional record over a nine-year
span since divisional realignment in 2002. Under Head Coach Andy Reid,
KC has qualified for the postseason 10 times and has 10 10+ win seasons.
Reid owns 288 career victories (regular season and postseason combined),
which is the most of all active coaches and fourth on the NFL’s all-time win
list. He has tallied 132 regular season wins in Kansas City, which surpasses
his regular season win total (130) when he coached the Philadelphia Eagles
(1999-2012).

Chiefs QB Patrick Mahomes is in his seventh season as the club’s starting
quarterback. In Week 1 of this season, Mahomes connected with TE Travis
Kelce to surpass PFHOF Len Dawson as the all-time leader in passing
yards in Chiefs history and he now owns a total of 29,328 yards. As the
starter, Mahomes has led the team to six-consecutive AFC Championship
Games, four Super Bowl appearances, earned NFL MVP twice (2018,
2022) and Super Bowl MVP honors three times (2019, 2022, 2023). Since
2018, he leads the league in categories such as passing yards (29,044),
touchdowns (225) and 25+ yard completions (245). TE Travis Kelce sur-
passed 11,000 receiving yards in the Week 12 regular season matchup
against the Las Vegas Raiders in 2023. He now owns 11,501 yards from
scrimmage (15 rush, 11,486 receiving), making him the only Chiefs player
with 11,000+ scrimmage yards. This accomplishment also made him the
fastest tight end to reach 11,000 yards (154 games) and the only tight end
in NFL history to have seven-straight 1,000-yard seasons (2016-22). Kelce
also has the most receptions in his first 160 games (910) among tight ends
in NFL history. In Week 4 of the 2024 season, Kelce (922) passed PF-
HOF Tony Gonzalez (916) for the most receptions in Chiefs history. On
the defensive side of the ball, DT Chris Jones has the most sacks (78.5)
and sack yards (544.5) since 2016 among active defensive tackles and the
second-most in the league among all defensive tackles, only trailing Aaron
Donald (91.0 and 685.5).

The 2024 Chiefs feature several new faces, including wide receiver Hol-
lywood Brown, who was acquired via free agency. Kansas City was also
able to retain a few of its own, including standout DT Chris Jones. The club
continued to add speed to its offense and wide receiver room by drafting
WR Xavier Worthy, who ran a record-breaking 4.21 in the 40-yard dash at
the NFL Combine, with the No. 28 pick.

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CHIEFS HEAD COACH ANDY REID

Reid is in his 33rd NFL season, 26th as a head coach and
12th with the Chiefs. Since 2013, Reid tallied 132 regular
season wins, making him the winningest coach in franchise
history. Reid’s 76 wins at GEHA Field at Arrowhead Stadium
passed Marty Schottenheimer for most wins at the home
of the Chiefs (64). In 2019, Reid led the Chiefs to their first
Super Bowl appearance and victory in 50 years, bringing the
Lombardi Trophy back to Kansas City for the first time since
the 1969 season. Additionally, the Chiefs 35-24 victory over the Tennessee Titans
in the AFC Championship Game brought the Lamar Hunt Trophy to Kansas City
for the first time ever. Under Reid, the Chiefs have made the playoffs 10-of-11
seasons, including a franchise best 14-2 record in 2020. Reid has led the Chiefs
to back-to-back Super Bowl appearances twice (LIV and LV), including back-to-
back victories in Super Bow! LVII and Super Bow! LVIII.

The Chiefs were the first team in NFL history to host five-consecutive Conference
Championship games (2018-22) and have appeared in six-straight (2018-2023).
The club has also earned eight-straight AFC West titles (2016-23) for the first
time in franchise history. In 2015, the Chiefs won their first playoff game since
1994, defeating the Texans 30-0. The team finished 11-5 after a 1-5 start in 2015.
It was the greatest turnaround in a single-season in NFL history. In 2013, Reid
led the Chiefs to an 11-5 record marking the greatest single-season turnaround in
franchise history after the team finished 2-14 in 2012.

Prior to joining the Chiefs, Reid led the Eagles to a 130-93-1 (.583) regular season
record during his 14 seasons as head coach. He led the Eagles franchise to one
Super Bowl appearance. When you include his time as an NFL assistant coach,
his teams have made the playoffs 22 times (31-21 record), and he has coached
in seven Super Bowls, eight NFC Championships and six AFC Championships.
Reid spent seven seasons as an assistant coach with the Green Bay Packers
under Head Coach Mike Holmgren. Prior to joining the NFL ranks, Reid’s final
collegiate stop was the University of Missouri (1989-91). Prior to his stint with
the Tigers, Reid spent two years working with the offensive line at the University
of Texas — El Paso, and before that, he held the same position with Northern
Arizona. In 1983, Reid took the position of offensive coordinator and offensive
line coach at San Francisco State (1983-85). A tackle/guard at Brigham Young
University from 1979-81, Reid entered the coaching ranks as a graduate assistant
at BYU in 1982.

SAINTS HEAD COACH DENNIS ALLEN

Dennis Allen was named the 17th head coach of the New
Orleans Saints franchise on Feb. 8, 2022. The appointment
brings Allen’s tenure in New Orleans full circle as he has been
a member of the team’s coaching staff for 12 seasons.

Now in his 29th year in coaching and 23rd in the NFL, Allen
has played for, coached with and learned from some of the
do best coaches in all of football. He was recruited to play at
Texas A&M by R.C. Slocum and in the NFL he has honed his skills on the staff of
Super Bowl XLIV champion Head Coach Sean Payton for 12 seasons and also
for Super Bowl participants John Fox and Dan Reeves.

Allen was promoted to head coach after spending the past six and a half seasons
as the defensive coordinator of the Saints, a time of prosperity when the team
has enjoyed five consecutive winning seasons and also captured four-straight
NFC South Division titles from 2017-20. During his tenure as an assistant under
Payton in New Orleans (2006-10, 2015-21), Allen has been part of staffs that
have qualified for the playoffs seven times, captured the NFC South division title
six times, reached the NFC Championship Game three times and won Super
Bowl XLIV.

Allen served as the head coach of the Oakland Raiders from 2012-14. In his
second season, he guided a team that made significant improvement in several
areas. Offensively, the Raiders ranked 12th in the NFL in rushing, improving 16
spots in league rankings from 2012 and sixth in yards per rush (4.6), improving
21 places in league rankings despite starting an NFL-high eight offensive line
combinations due to injury. The defense replaced nine starters, yet improved in
several categories. The defense recorded 38.0 sacks, 13 more than 2012, and
tied for second in the NFL with 15 different players getting to the quarterback.

During Allen’s previous five year tenure in New Orleans, he first served as
assistant defensive line coach (2006-07) before being promoted to secondary
coach (2008-10).

Allen worked as the secondary coach for the University of Tulsa (2000-01) before
heading to the NFL. Prior to his stint at Tulsa, Allen was on the coaching staff
for four years (1996-99) at his alma mater, Texas A&M, as a graduate assistant
working primarily with the school’s secondary.

« Saints LB Willie Gay Jr. was drafted by the Chiefs in the second round of the
2020 NFL Draft. Gay spent four seasons (2020-23) with Kansas City and was
a part of the Super Bowl LVII and LVIII (2022 and 2023) championship teams
and the 2020 team that made an apperance in Super Bowl LV.

* With 51 touchdown connections QB Patrick Mahomes and TE Travis Kelce
currently sit in a tie for third all-time for most QB-TE touchdown connections
in NFL history. With one more they can pass QB Drew Brees and TE Jimmy
Graham (51) for third all-time.

» With 225 touchdown passes so far, Mahomes needs 13 more touchdown
passes to pass PFHOF QB Len Dawson (237) for most touchdown passes
thrown in a career with the Kansas City Chiefs.

» With 74 career receiving touchdowns Kelce needs just one more to pass
Jason Witten for fifth-most outright as a tight end (74) in NFL history. His 74
receiving touchdowns also put Kelce three shy of passing PFHOF TE Tony
Gonzalez (76) for most in franchise history. With 77 total career touchdowns
scored, Kelce is seven shy of passing Priest Holmes (83) for the franchise
record.

* Kelce (5,419) is currently 160 yards after catch behind passing WR Larry
Fitzgerald (5,578) and cracking the top five for most yards after catch in a
career (since 1992).

» C Creed Humphrey has started 55 consecutive games since entering the
league in 2021. He needs 10 more starts to pass CB Brandon Carr (64) for
second most consecutive starts in a Chiefs career.

* LB Nick Bolton has the third-most 10+ tackle games in his Chiefs career
with 13 such games. He needs 10 more games of 10+ tackles to pass LB
Donnie Edwards (22) for second-most in Chiefs history.

» DT Chris Jones now owns 78.5 career sacks, tied for fourth in team history
(dating back to 1982) with LB Justin Houston. He already owns the franchise
record for most sacks by a defensive tackle or nose tackle. He now needs 0.5
sacks to stand alone in fourth place and is 8.5 sacks behind DE Neil Smith
(86.5) for third-most sacks in franchise annals.

* CB Trent McDuffie has 4.0 sacks as a cornerback. With 2.5 more, he would
be tied for the most sacks by a cornerback in Chiefs history. McDuffie has six
forced fumbles in his career already. With four more, he would crack the top
10 for most amongst defenders in Chiefs history.

* KHarrison Butker had a 53-yarder Week 3 against the Falcons that marked
his 30th career field goal of 50-plus yards, tying Baltimore Ravens K Justin
Tucker (30) with the sixth-most 50+ yard field goals since 2017. Butker needs
one more 50+ yard field goal to tie New York Jets K Greg Zuerlein (31) for
fifth-most.

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2024 KANSAS Y CH DRAFT CLASS

The Chiefs selected seven players in the 2024 NFL Draft. Six of
the seven draft picks are still on the active roster or practice squad.

WR Xavier Worthy was taken in the first round by the Chiefs with
the No. 28 overall pick. Worthy saw action in 39 games at the Uni-
versity of Texas-Austin. He finished his Longhorn career with the
third-most career touchdowns (26) in Longhorn history, fourth in all-
time career receiving yards (2,755), sixth in receptions (197) and
eighth in punt return yards (564). Worthy was a 2023 first-team
All-Big 12 selection, a 2023 All-America second-team selection as
a punt returner and was a 2023 third-team AP All-America honor-
ee as an all-purpose player. Worthy scored two touchdowns in the
home opener against Baltimore. He has appeared in three games
(two starts) and has recorded five carries for 39 yards and a touch-
down and 9 catches for 154 yards and a two touchdowns in 2024.

T Kingsley Suamataia was selected by the Kansas City Chiefs in
the second round with the 63rd pick overall. Suamataia spent the
2021 season at Oregon before transferring to BYU. He played in
26 career games (24 at BYU) with 13 starts and was a 2023 team
captain. Suamataia was selected to the 2023 second-team All-Big
12 team. In the 2022 season, Suamataia didn’t allow a sack in 361
pass blocking snaps. Suamataia has appeared in four games (two
starts) in 2024.

TE Jared Wiley was the first of two fourth round picks by the
Chiefs. Kansas City used the 131st pick on Wiley. Wiley played
three seasons at Texas (2019-21) before transferring and spending
two seasons at TCU (2022-23). As a team captain in 2023, Wiley
ended his Horned Frog career with 47 receptions, which led the
team and ranked fourth nationally among Power Five tight ends,
for 520 receiving yards. His eight touchdowns were a team-high
and tied for the most in the nation among tight ends. Wiley has
appeared in four games (one start) in 2024.

DB Jaden Hicks was the second of the two fourth round picks by
Kansas City. Hicks was selected with pick No. 133. He played three
years at Washington State (2021-23). In 2023, Hicks appeared in
12 contests (four starts) totaling 79 tackles (49 solo), 2.5 sacks
(-16.0 yards), six tackles for loss (-22.0 yards) and two intercep-
tions. He averaged 6.6 tackles per game which ranked 11th in
the Pac-12. According to Pro Football Focus, Hicks had the best
coverage grade among Pac-12 safeties (84.9), the second-highest
overall grade (77.7), and the second-best pass rush grade (83.6).
Hicks also had the best coverage grade among all Pac-12 defen-
sive players (84.9), the fourth-best overall defensive grade in the
Pac-12 (77.7) and ranked sixth in coverage (84.9) nationally among
all safeties. Hicks has appeared in four contests in 2024.

OL Hunter Nourzad was selected by the Kansas City Chiefs in
the fifth round with the 159th overall pick. Nourzad played two
seasons at Cornell University (2019, 2021; 2020 cancelled) before
playing his final two seasons at Penn State (2022-23) to finish out
his collegiate career. Starting in 2-out-of-12 games in 2023, Nour-
zad was voted second-team All-Big Ten by coaches and media,
earned academic All-Big Ten honors, won Penn State’s Tim Shaw
Thrive award and was named to the team’s Nittany Lion Club for
the highest GPA as a senior. He also received the coaching staff's
Offensive Player of the Week award after his performance against
lowa (9/23/23). Nourzad has played in four games this season.

OL C.J. Hanson was selected by Kansas City in the drafts seventh
round with the 248th overall pick. Hanson spent five seasons at
Holy Cross. In 2023, he was a part of an offensive line that ranked
in the top-10 in the FBS nationally in rushing offense (third, 264.2
yards per game), total offense (fourth, 466.6 yards per game) and
scoring offense (sixth, 36.9 yards per game). Hanson started all
11 games in the 2023 season and was an All-ECAC selection, All-
New England honoree, All-Patriot first-team selection, Stat Perform
All-America third-team and he was invited to the 2024 East-West
Shrine Bowl.

CHIEFS HALL OF FAME INDUCTEE - TAMBA HALI

Tamba Hali spent all 12 of his NFL seasons with the Kansas City Chiefs
(2006-17), appearing in 177 games (157 starts) which is the second-most
by a linebacker in franchise history. Hali was name to five-straight Pro
Bowls (2011-15) and the PFW/PFWA All-Rookie Team in his rookie sea-
son in 2006. He is still making his impact on Chiefs Kingdom by working
with young pass rushers such as DE George Karlaftis and DE Felix Anu-
dike-Uzomah.

Throughout his career, Hali tallied 596 tackles, 158 quarterback hits, 89.5
sacks (591.5 yards), 85 tackles for loss, 33 forced fumbles, 16 passes
defensed, eight fumble recoveries, two interceptions and one touchdown.
Hali’s 33 forced fumbles are the most in Chiefs history and his 89.5 sacks
are ranked second in Chiefs history, only behind PFHOF Derrick Thomas.
The 596 total tackles that he recorded throughout his career rank third in
all-time Chiefs History and the 85 tackles for loss are the second-most
among all-Chiefs linebackers, only trailing his former teammate, Justin
Houston.

"My family and | are thrilled to announce Tamba Hali as this year's inductee
into the Chiefs Hall of Fame," Chiefs Chairman and CEO Clark Hunt said.
"From the day we drafted Tamba in 2006, he has inspired our fans with
electrifying performances on the field and outstanding character off the
field. Throughout his illustrious career, Tamba was respected and admired
by his teammates, as he moved from defensive end to outside linebacker
in his fourth season and quickly became a Pro Bowler. His stats speak
for themselves, establishing him as one of the great defensive players in
Chiefs history. And he is perhaps even more impressive off the field. Tam-
ba's remarkable personal journey has molded a man of integrity, resilience
and determination. He has given back to the community in Kansas City,
in New Jersey, and in his childhood home of Liberia. Chiefs Kingdom, all
around the world, is cheering for him today."

REID'S CAREER HIGHLIGHTS

« Head Coach Andy Reid holds a career record of 262-144-1 in the regular sea-
son, as well as a 26-16 postseason record. Reid’s 288 combined wins rank fourth-
most in NFL history and first among active coaches in regular season and post-
season wins. He has defeated all 32 NFL teams as a head coach. His 132 regular
season wins in his first 12 seasons with KC are more than any other head coach
in franchise history (183 games). Reid owns a .645 regular season winning per-
centage and a .643 career winning percentage.

« The Chiefs have won eight-straight AFC West titles (2016-23) for the first time
in franchise history. Kansas City earned the No. 1 seed in the AFC in the 2018
season and defeated the Colts to advance to the AFC Championship. In 2019, as
the No. 2 seed, the Chiefs defeated the Texans, 51-31 to advance and host the
AFC title game for the second year in a row and for the first time in franchise his-
tory. KC defeated the Titans to advance to Super Bowl LIV. The Chiefs defeated
the 49ers in Super Bowl LIV for Reid’s first Super Bowl victory as a head coach
and KC'’s first SB victory in 50 years. In 2020 KC earned the number one seed,
finishing with a franchise-best 14-2 record. In 2021, the Chiefs advanced to the
AFC Championship Game, with Reid becoming the first to coach in four-straight
home AFC Championship Games. In 2022, KC finished the regular season 14-3,
earning the No. 1 seed. KC defeated the Jacksonville Jaguars, 27-20 to advance
and host an NFL record of five straight AFC Championship Games. The Chiefs
defeated the Bengals, 23-20 to advance to Super Bowl LVII where they defeated
the Philadelphia Eagles, 38-35. In 2023, after the Chiefs finished 11-6 in the reg-
ular season, KC beat the Miami Dolphins 26-7 at home in the Wild Card Round
Game. The Chiefs went on to win consecutive road games in Buffalo (Divisional
Round Game, 27-24), and Baltimore (AFC Championship, 17-10) and advanced
to their fourth Super bowl in five years where they beat the San Francisco 49ers
in OT, 25-22.

* A 12-4 record in 2016 earned KC the number two seed and a first-round bye in
the playoffs. Reid guided Kansas City to its first playoff win in 22 years in 2015.
The club finished 11-5 after a 1-5 start, the greatest turnaround in a single season
in NFL history. The 2013 Chiefs, led by Head Coach Andy Reid, orchestrated
the greatest single-season turnaround in franchise history after an 11-5 finish. In
2012, the team finished 2-14, a +9 turnaround in his first season with the club.
During Reid’s 14 seasons in Philadelphia, his teams made the postseason nine
times, which ranked third in the NFL behind Indianapolis’ 12 and New England’s
10.

« Including his time as an assistant coach, Reid’s teams have now made 24 play-
off appearances, as well as seven Super Bowl appearances after playing in a
combined eight NFC Championships and six AFC Championships. He won Super
Bowl XXXI as an assistant in Green Bay and Super Bowl LIV, Super Bowl LVII
and Super Bowl LVIII as the head coach in Kansas City. Reid owns three NFC
titles, four AFC titles and 17 division titles in his career dating back to his days as
an assistant. He mentored Hall of Fame quarterback Brett Favre while with the
Packers and QB Donovan McNabb with the Eagles.

THE BEST IN CHIEFS HISTORY

In his 12th season as head coach in Kansas City, Andy Reid is the club’s
second-longest tenured head coach trailing only Pro Football Hall of Fame
Coach Hank Stram (15 years). Reid’s .721 regular season win percentage
is the top mark in franchise history. In Reid’s 183 regular season games
with the Chiefs, he has registered a 68-24 (73.9%) record as the home
team and a 64-27 (70.3%) record as the road team.

QUICK FACTS ON CHIEFS GM BRETT VEACH

« Brett Veach was named the seventh general manager in Kansas City Chiefs his-
tory on July 10, 2017. The 2024 season marks Veach's eighth season as an NFL
general manager and his 18th year in the National Football League. Prior to being
elevated, he previously served as the Chiefs Co-Director of Player Personnel.

* In his first seven seasons as the GM, Veach has helped the team earn Super
Bowil victories in Super Bowls LIV, LVII and LVIII, four AFC Championships and
seven straight AFC West titles (2017-23), as well as the number one seed in the
AFC in 2018, 2020 and 2022, and the number two seed in 2019 and 2021. The
Chiefs defeated the Colts, to advance to the AFC title game in 2018. KC defeated
the Texans, to advance and host the AFC title game for the second year in a row
in 2019. The Chiefs defeated the Titans to advance to Super Bowl LIV, then ad-
vancing to back-to-back Super Bowls for the first time in franchise history (2019-
20). In the 2021 AFC Divisional Round, KC defeated the Buffalo Bills to advance
to the AFC Championship Game. In 2022, KC defeated the Jaguars to advance
to the AFC title game, making them the host for five-straight AFC Championship
Games (2018-22). The Chiefs defeated the Bengals, 23-20 to advance to Super
Bowl LVII beating the Eagles 38-35, making it their third Super Bowl appearance
in four years. In 2023, KC defeated the Dolphins in the Wild Card Round where
they advanced and beat the Bills in the Divisonal Round. In the AFC Champi-
onship, KC defeated the Ravens 17-10 and advanced to Super Bowl LVIII, their
second back-to-back SB trip, where they defeated the San Francisco 49ers in
OT, 25-22.

* He is in his 12th season with the Chiefs after originally joining the club in 2013.
He was promoted to Co-Director of Player Personnel prior to the 2015 season
after serving two seasons as the club’s Pro and College Personnel Analyst (2013-
14).

» The Mount Carmel, Pennsylvania, native served as a Southeast Regional Scout
for the Philadelphia Eagles (2011-12) after originally joining Philadelphia’s Player
Personnel Department as a Pro and College Scout in 2010. Prior to entering the
scouting department, Veach was the Assistant to Head Coach Andy Reid for three
seasons in Philadelphia (2007-09).

* Before joining the Eagles, Veach was the Supervisor of Intercollegiate Athletic
Events at his alma mater, the University of Delaware (2005-06). He was a four-
year letterman as a wide receiver for the Blue Hens. He left Delaware as the
school’s all-time leader in kickoff return yards with 1,558 yards. He was a stand-
out running back for Mount Carmel High School. Wife - Alison; Children - twin
sons, Elijah and Wylan, and a daughter, Ella.

QUICK FACTS ON CHIEFS CHAIRMAN & CEO CLARK HUNT
 Clark Hunt has been the driving force behind the resurgence of the Chiefs,

transforming the iconic franchise into one of the most successful teams in the
NFL.

* Hunt has been Chairman of the Chiefs since 2005, and since taking over an
expanded role as both Chairman and CEO in 2010, the Chiefs have earned
nine AFC West Division Championships, including eight-straight between 2016-
23. Since 2010, the club has qualified for the playoffs 11 times and played in six
AFC Championship Games, hosting five-consecutive (2018-22), becoming the
first team in NFL history to host five-straight conference title games.

* Hunt has hoisted the award that bears his father’'s name — the Lamar Hunt Tro-
phy — four times in the past five seasons. In three of those years, the club took
home the Lombardi Trophy as Super Bowl champions, winning Super Bowls
LIV, LVII and LVIII. Over the five-year stretch, the club has qualified for back-to-
back Super Bowls twice (2019 and 2020, 2022 and 2023), becoming just the
second team this century to win back-to-back world championships. The Chiefs
are one of just seven NFL franchises to own at least four Super Bowl titles (IV,
LIV, LVII and LVIII).

* Hunt reorganized the leadership structure of the Chiefs in 2013 so the head
coach, the general manager and the team president would all report directly to
the Chairman and CEO for the first time in team history. As part of the restruc-
turing, Hunt hired Andy Reid as head coach in 2013, and in the 12 seasons
since, the club has won 132 regular season games, which ranks first in the NFL
over that time.

* In April of 2024, Hunt extended the contracts of Reid, General Manager Brett
Veach and Team President Mark Donovan, ensuring the leadership of the club’s
football and business operations will remain in place for years to come.

» Hunt graduated first in his class at Southern Methodist University in 1987,
earning a degree in business administration with a concentration in finance. He
was a team captain and four-year letterman on the Mustangs’ nationally ranked
soccer team. He received the SMU Distinguished Alumni Award in 2020 for
outstanding leadership in philanthropy, business, and civic life, and currently
serves on the SMU Board of Trustees.

« Clark and his wife, Tavia, are actively involved in numerous philanthropic ini-
tiatives in both Kansas City and Dallas. The couple has three children - Gracie,
Knobel and Ava.

CHIEFS CHAIRMAN AND CEO CLARK HUNT

HUNT'S LEADERSHIP AT THE NFL LEVEL

In addition to returning the franchise his father founded to national prominence,
Clark Hunt is a leading voice among National Football League owners.

In 2019, Hunt was named Chairman of the NFL Finance Committee after
serving as a member for seven years. In addition to the International and
Finance committees, Hunt is also a current member of three other League
committees: the NFL Personal Conduct Committee, the Management Council
Executive Committee (CEC) and the Commissioner’s Special Committee on
Ownership Policy.

In 2006, still early in his role as Chairman of the Chiefs, Hunt served on
the NFL's Commissioner Search Committee which recommended Roger
Goodell as the successor to then-Commissioner Paul Tagliabue. Hunt was
appointed to the NFL's Digital Media Committee in 2007 and served until it
was restructured in 2019.

Beyond his service on various league committees, Hunt has served a key role
in securing the ongoing labor peace between the National Football League
and the NFL Players Association over the past decade. He was appointed
by Goodell as one of 10 NFL owners to negotiate the NFL's new Collective
Bargaining Agreement in 2011, and again in 2020, Hunt was an integral
member of the NFL's negotiating team that helped deliver a new Collective
Bargaining Agreement a full season ahead of the deadline.

CARRYING ON THE OFF-FIELD LEGACY

As the son of legendary American sports pioneer and Chiefs Founder La-
mar Hunt, Clark Hunt has built upon his father’s legacy by ensuring the
Chiefs organization remains focused on its core mission: Honor Tradition,
Unite Our Community, Win with Character and Inspire Our Fans.

This commitment included a $125 million contribution from the Hunt family
as part of the $375 million renovation of GEHA Field at Arrowhead Stadium
which was completed in 2010, as well as upgraded stadium technology,
new seats, and additional stadium infrastructure measures. This commit-
ment to the community extends beyond the field, with more than 50 pieces
of art on display as part of the Arrowhead Art Collection, which combines
two pieces of the cultural fabric of Kansas City — sports and the arts.

Hunt and his family steward a number of initiatives that were established
under Lamar and have continued to grow over the years. The Chiefs Char-
ity Game has raised more than $16 million dollars for multiple youth-fo-
cused charities since its inception in 1985. Over the past decade, the sale
of Red Friday flags has raised more than $5.5 million to help Ronald Mc-
Donald House Charities of Kansas City continue its mission of keeping
families close in times of sickness and need. The team’s Kickoff Luncheon
serves as a way to welcome the players and coaches back to Kansas City
with fans and members of the business community. Finally, the Hunt Fam-
ily Foundation, a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization which was established
in 1983 as the Chiefs Children’s Fund, prioritizes youth-based charities,
hunger relief, health and wellness, as well as children and families in crisis
through philanthropy, programming and volunteerism.

BY THE NUMBERS - PATRICK MAHOMES VS. THE NFL - REGULAR SEASON

Chiefs QB Patrick Mahomes is in his eighth NFL season and seventh as the team’s full-time signal-caller. Mahomes led the Chiefs to a 12-4 record in
both 2018 and 2019, as well as a 14-2 record and the top seed in the AFC in 2020. In the NFL’s first 17-game season in 2021, Mahomes led the Chiefs to
a 12-5 record, once again taking first in the AFC West. In 2022 he led Kansas City to a 14-3 finish, the second 14-win season (2020) in franchise history
again giving Kansas City the top seed in the AFC. In 2023, Mahomes had 4,183 passing yards and 27 touchdowns, leading Kansas City to an 11-6 finish,
clinching the playoffs once again. Mahomes had 5,097 yards through the air in the 2018 season, the most in a season in franchise history at the time, and
his 50 passing touchdowns in 2018 are tied for the second most all-time in a single season in NFL history. In 100 career regular season starts, Mahomes
has accumulated 29,328 career passing yards and 225 career passing TDs (Below are regular season totals).

THE FIRST LADY OF FOOTBALL

Norma Hunt played an integral part of the Chiefs in Kansas City. She owned
the distinction of being the only woman known to have attended all 57
Super Bowls before her passing and was selected to preside over the coin
toss at Super Bowl XLI along with Pro Football Hall of Fame quarterback
Dan Marino. She was involved in numerous philanthropic and civic efforts
in Kansas City and Texas. Her husband, Lamar Hunt, was the guiding force
behind the formation of the Kansas City Chiefs and the American Football
League and was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1972. He,
with the help of his family, coined the term “Super Bowl.”

On Monday, Sept. 29, 2014, Kansas City defeated the New England
Patriots 41-14, and Chiefs fans set a Guinness World Record for Loud-
est Crowd Roar at a Sports Stadium (Outdoors). Chiefs fans reached a
peak decibel reading of 142.2 as Guinness World Records adjudicator
Philip Robertson monitored the sound levels. The mark was set early
in the contest while the club was on defense. The Arrowhead Stadium
record passed the old record of 137.5 decibels and broke Seattle’s
record of 137.6. The Chiefs still hold the record 10 years later.

THE ORIGIN OF SUPER BOWL & SUPER BOWL IV

Lamar Hunt left an indelible mark on professional football. While Hunt made many lasting contributions to the game, part of his legacy will be his “accidental”
naming of pro football’s most important contest, the Super Bowl. As the story has been told and retold over the years, some of the facts have gotten lost

along the way. Here are some of the most important elements of the tale in how the Super Bowl got its name...

+ Afterthe AFL-NFL merger was announced in June of 1966, Commissioner
Pete Rozelle appointed a committee consisting of himself, Lamar Hunt
(Kansas City), Tex Schramm (Dallas) and two other owners from each
league (AFL & NFL) to firm up the details of the merger agreement.

» Atone of those initial merger meetings, there was a discussion about the
date of the game. As the committee discussed the championship game
(which ultimately became referenced as the Super Bowl), there was
some confusion on whether the parties were discussing the respective
AFL and NFL title games or the game between the two leagues. It was
then that Hunt first recalled saying, “You know, the last game, the final
game . . . the Super Bowl.”

» The “inspiration” for Hunt's whimsical suggestion was the high-bouncing
“Super Ball” produced by the Wham-O company. Lamar’s wife, Norma,
had previously purchased one for each of the Hunt children (Lamar Jr.,
Clark and Sharron) and the toy had become somewhat of a craze in the
Hunt household and many other homes across the country.

* Hunt was later quoted as saying, “Nobody ever said let's make that the
name of the game. Far from it, we all agreed it was far too corny to be the
name of the new title game.”

* In a letter from Hunt to Rozelle on July 25, 1966, Hunt urged the
commissioner to “coin a phrase” for the title game between the two
leagues. In the letter, Hunt said, “I have kiddingly called it the Super
Bowl, which can obviously be improved upon.”

* Rozelle agreed with Hunt's suggestion since he had a particular disdain
for the term “super.” According to longtime NFL executive Don Weiss,
Rozelle was a former PR man who had a keen appreciation of grammar.
In Rozelle’s book, “super” was the equivalent of “gee whiz” or “neat.” He
believed that the term “Super Bowl!” had no sophistication whatsoever.

* Rozelle was initially inclined to call the game the “Pro Bowl,” but that
moniker was already assigned to the NFL's annual all-star contest.

 In the years leading up to the merger, many members of the media had
billed a possible championship match-up between the two rival leagues
as a “World Series of Football,” but Rozelle clearly did not want to have
his game associated with baseball.

« After much consternation and debate, Rozelle eventually dubbed
the title contest between the two leagues as “The AFL-NFL World
Championship Game.” However, Hunt's whimsical, off-the-cuff comment
had taken root. In the weeks leading up to the game, headline writers
had already adapted Hunt's two-word title over the much more verbose
official moniker for the game. The TV networks billed the game as “Super
Sunday” and even NFL Films tagged their film reels as being designated
for the “Super Bowl.”

« After the first two “AFL-NFL World Championship Games,” the term
“Super Bowl” was officially adopted by Commissioner Rozelle and the
NFL. The first game to officially be designated as the Super Bowl at the
time it was played was Super Bowl Il between the AFL’'s Jets and the
NFL'’s Colts. The first two championship games were retroactively named
Super Bowls | & 11
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CHIEFS HOFERS FROM SB IV

Prior to Super Bowl LIV, it had been 50 years since the Kansas City
Chiefs played in a Super Bowl (IV). That game served as the final AFL-
NFL World Championship Game in the history of professional football.
The spectacle at Tulane Stadium in New Orleans, La., helped pave the
way for the eventual AFL-NFL merger later that year (1970).

In all, 17 members from both the Chiefs and the Vikings that took part
in Super Bowl IV were later inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame
in Canton, Ohio, including both head coaches, Hank Stram and Bud
Grant, as well as Chiefs Founder Lamar Hunt and Vikings General
Manager Jim Finks.

Kansas City’s finest sports hour concluded at 5:20 in the afternoon
of Sunday, January 11, 1970, when the Chiefs defeated the Minnesota
Vikings, 23-7, for the World Championship of pro football.

The Chiefs, who finished 11-3 on the season and defeated the N.Y.
Jets and Oakland Raiders in the playoffs, closed out their first decade
as the winningest team in the American Football League, which, with
Super Bowl IV, came to an end. Beginning in '70, the two leagues
merged, with the AFL becoming the American Football Conference of
the NFL.

Minnesota, a prohibitive favorite, was 12-2 during the regular
season and at one point had won 12 games in succession behind a
fearsome defense that had allowed an average of just 9.5 points per
game. But behind QB Len Dawson — who would earn the game’s Most
Valuable Player Award — the Chiefs would amass more than enough
offense to carry the day.

The Kansas City Chiefs squared off against the NFC Champion San
Francisco 49ers in Super Bowl LIV at Hard Rock Stadium, the home of
the Miami Dolphins, in Miami Gardens, Florida, on Sunday, February
2, 2020. It marked the club’s third Super Bowl appearance (I, IV and
LIV), but the first appearance for the club since winning Super Bowl IV
against the Minnesota Vikings following the 1969 season.

The 10-point fourth-quarter comeback tied for the second-largest
comeback in Super Bowl history and the Chiefs became the first team
to record three comebacks of at least 10 points in a single postseason
in NFL history.

QB Patrick Mahomes was awarded the Pete Rozelle Trophy as
MVP of the game. At 24 years and 138 days old, Mahomes became
the youngest QB and the third-youngest player (Marcus Allen and
Lynn Swann) to win the Super Bowl MVP award.

Kansas City returned to the Super Bowl stage for the third time in

four seasons, with a number of national storylines driving interest
in the game - two Black quarterbacks facing off in the Super Bowl for
the first time, the Kelce brothers becoming the first siblings to face
each other in the big game, and Head Coach Andy Reid taking on
his former team.

After trading scores all game, Kadarius Toney recorded a Super
Bowl-record-65-yard punt return in the fourth quarter to put the Chiefs
into scoring position.

The game was then quickly tied after Jalen Hurts converted a two-
point conversion to tie the game 35-35 with 5:15 left on the clock.
Kansas City took possession and Mahomes found Smith-Schuster for
10 yards and a first down. Mahomes also found Kelce for seven yards
and Pacheco rattled off a 10-yard carry to convert a third-and-one. In
Philadelphia territory, Mahomes scrambled for a 26-yard run to move
into the red zone with under three minutes left in the game.

A costly holding penalty allowed Kansas City's drive to continue and
eventually set up a 27-yard field goal for Harrison Butker to put the
Chiefs ahead with a score of 38-35 with :08 left on the clock.

After a squib kick, Philadelphia's last-second Hail Mary effort fell
incomplete, giving the franchise its third Lombardi Trophy and the
second in the past four seasons.

For the fourth time in five seasons, the Chiefs represented the AFC
in the Super Bowl. Super Bowl LVIII was a rematch of Super Bowl LIV
with a familiar venue — AFC West rival Raiders home Allegiant Stadium.

It was the first time the NFL’s new playoff overtime rules were in effect
guaranteeing both teams an offensive possession, barring a defensive
score. The 49ers won the coin toss and elected to receive the opening
overtime kickoff

Quickly, the Chiefs faced a fourth-and-one but Mahomes kept the
game alive with an eight-yard run. Mahomes went back to his legs on
a third-and-one, scrambling for 19 more. To secure the 25-22 Super
Bowl LVIII win, Mahomes connected with Hardman on a three-yard
touchdown pass play coined "Tom and Jerry" and for the second straight
year, red and gold confetti fell.

The Chiefs hoisted the Lombardi Trophy for the third time in five
seasons and became the seventh team to win the Super Bowl in back-
to-back years, the first since the Patriots 20 seasons prior. QB Patrick
Mahomes was named Super Bowl MVP for the third time in his career.
He joined QB Tom Brady (five) and PFHOF QB Joe Montana (three) as
the only three-time winners of the award.

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On March 4, 2021, the Kansas City Chiefs and GEHA (Government
Employees Health Association, Inc., pronounced G.E.H.A.) jointly
announced a historic naming rights agreement that made the nonprofit
medical and dental plan provider the first - and exclusive - naming rights
partner for Arrowhead Stadium. Beginning with the 2021 season, the home
of the Chiefs became GEHA Field at Arrowhead Stadium.

The announcement expanded on an already robust partnership between
GEHA and the Chiefs, which had grown significantly since the relationship
was first announced in July 2019, when GEHA became the club’s Exclusive
Health, Dental and Vision Plan Partner. The agreement also highlighted the
commitment of both GEHA and the Chiefs to ensuring Arrowhead Stadium
remained part of the identity of the stadium.

“We are extremely proud and excited to announce our naming rights
agreement with GEHA. When we set out to find a partner for the field at
Arrowhead, it was critical to identify a national leader that shares our core
values, as well as a deep connection to the local community and respect
for Chiefs Kingdom,” Chiefs President Mark Donovan said at the time of the
announcement. “Our relationship with GEHA over the last few years has
only served to reinforce the alignment between our two organizations and
proven their strong, long-standing relationship with the local community.
This expanded partnership will continue to build lasting health and wellness
programs that support the team, GEHA and our community.”

GEHA is a national leader in providing medical and dental plans to
more than 2 million federal employees, retired military and their families
worldwide. Both GEHA and the Chiefs are deeply committed to promoting
their missions of driving and supporting health and wellness and this
naming rights agreement provides a highly visible platform to support
GEHA's efforts to empower its members to be healthy and well.

Throughout the 2021 offseason, team and stadium staff worked with
GEHA and Kansas City-based architecture and design firm Populous on
the development of a signage package and plan that ensured that both
temporary and long-term GEHA Field at Arrowhead Stadium branding and
logo assets were in place by the kickoff of the 2021 Chiefs season - the
50th season for the Chiefs in the iconic stadium.

THE STADIUM SINCE 2000, AT A GLANCE

The stadium opened its doors for the first time on Aug. 12, 1972 as
the Chiefs hosted the St. Louis Cardinals in front of 78,190 fans for a
preseason game. Since that initial contest, much has changed at the iconic
venue through multiple renovation projects and upgrades to the facility.
While many modernizations have taken place, the spirit of the stadium
remains the same as it was for that first preseason football game in 1972.

2006: On April 4, 2006, Jackson County, Mo., taxpayers approved a 3/8
cent sales tax that was expected to raise $425 million for improvements
to the Sports Complex, including $212.5 million for Arrowhead. The State
of Missouri also contributed $37.5 million. In addition, the Hunt family
contributed $125 million to the project.

2010: Upgrades were officially done prior to the start of the 2010 season
and included Founder’s Plaza, the Ford Fan Zone, the Chiefs Sports Lab,
the Chiefs Hall of Honor, the Founder’s Club, the CommunityAmerica Club
Level and a new team store. Other improvements included an upgraded
sound and scoreboard system, a 360-degree video ribbon board and
concourses that were doubled in size.

2013: The club introduced a stadium-wide Wi-Fi network, installing 600
high-density wireless access points as part of a seven-figure investment to
create a more fully integrated mobile experience for Chiefs fans. Stadium
Wi-Fi changed the way fans consumed Chiefs content in-stadium and also
changed the way fans interact with the team and each other. The Wi-Fi
network received additional upgrades in 2017 and 2018.

2016: In the spring of 2016, the club finished a three-year, multi-million
dollar heating system installation under the playing surface of the stadium.
The project included a new boiler room on the stadium’s service level, as
well as thousands of feet of pipe snaking sideline-to-sideline underneath
the natural grass surface. The system allows the club to maintain
consistent soil temperatures during the cold winter months late in the
football season and allows the club to maximize grass growing based on
the time of year as well.

2019: Prior to the 2019 season, the Chiefs committed more than $10
million in upgrades to the stadium, including concrete repairs and new
waterproofing measures in the stadium’s upper level. In addition, the club
replaced nearly all seats in the upper deck. The club also upgraded the
technology in the west scoreboard to state-of-the-art LED technology that
offers an enhanced screen image for fans in-stadium. The team introduced
the GEHA Drum Deck, moving the club’s pregame drum tradition from field-
level to a more prominent location in the upper deck in the west endzone.

2020: In the week following Kansas City’'s AFC Championship victory on
Jan. 19, 2020, the club announced multiple offseason projects for the 2020
season, including new seats in the lower bowl, a technology upgrade to the
east end zone scoreboard, enclosing multiple open-air field box suites, and
an expanded Team Store.

2021: The club finished the third phase of the three-year seat replacement
project by installing all new seats on the CommunityAmerica Club Level.
The team also completed a massive renovation to the home locker room
complex inside the stadium, including not only the Chiefs locker room,
but the equipment room, athletic training room and the coaches’ locker
rooms. After a decade as the preeminent space dedicated to Chiefs and
AFL history, the Chiefs Hall of Honor on the lower level concourse of the
stadium received a substantial upgrade, providing a more upscale, fully
enclosed, temperature-controlled museum experience while creating a new
special events space.

While other venues of a similar vintage have long since been termed
obsolete, thanks to the foresight and vision of the leadership of Jackson
County, the Hunt family, the Chiefs and the taxpayers who made it a
reality, GEHA Field at Arrowhead Stadium remains one of the most iconic
stadiums in the NFL. The investments and improvements over time ensure
it is not only one of the nation’s top venues for fans to experience the
excitement of the NFL, but is also a year-round entertainment destination
serving the entire Midwest region.

On Sunday, November 5, the Kansas City Chiefs walked off a football field
in Frankfurt, Germany, with a 21-14 win over the Miami Dolphins to improve
to 7-2 headed into the bye week.

While the win kept Kansas City atop the AFC standings, the magnitude of
the game - the first of two NFL games in Frankfurt in 2023 and just the
second NFL regular season game in Germany - has significant meaning for
the organization now and into the future.

In 2021, the Chiefs were awarded International Home Marketing Area (IHMA)
rights in Germany as part of the NFL's Global Markets Program, allowing the
club unique fan development and commercialization opportunities.

The club’s visit to Frankfurt was anchored by the ChampionShip, a floating
activation hub on the banks of the Main River in downtown Frankfurt. In
addition, the club made USO visits to military members and their families,
hosted a youth Play 60 style clinic and participated in an NFL Flag clinic.

Chiefs Legends Christian Okoye and Dante Hall, along with Chiefs
Cheerleaders, KC Wolf and the Rumble all made appearances throughout
the week to welcome all who wanted to join into Chiefs Kingdom.
