THE MATCHUP 

     Looking to build on the momentum of a 26-24 fourth 
quarter come-from-behind win in their 2023 preseason 
opener at the Caesars Superdome, the Saints will travel to 
Los Angeles for two days of joint practices before taking 
on the Chargers at SoFi Stadium Sunday.  

    The Saints and Chargers have met ten times in the pre-
season with New Orleans holding a 6-4 edge and 13 times 
in the regular season with Los Angeles leading the series 
7-6.  

    New Orleans captured their preseason opener against 
the defending champion Kansas City Chiefs with persis-
tence and several bright spots in all three phases. It was 
the Saints’ first victory to open a preseason since a 24-20 
win at Jacksonville on August 9, 2018. 

    QB Derek Carr started and played just one drive, but 
was efficient in his debut as a Saint, completing six-of-
eight passes for 70 yards and a touchdown with a 140.6 
passer rating, as New Orleans drove down the field on a 
crisp 12-play, 80-yard drive. Jameis Winston  relieved Carr 
and played the remainder of the first half, completing 11-of
-13 passes for 92 yards and a touchdown. Rookie fourth 
round pick out of Fresno State, Jake Haener, made his 
NFL debut and played the entire second half. He complet-

ed 10-of-17 passes for 105 yards and a fourth quarter 
touchdown to fuel the comeback from a 24-17 deficit.  

 New Orleans’ rushing attack was led by Jamaal 
Williams and Ellis Merriweather. Williams and Merri-
weather each had a game-high nine carries. Williams ran 
for 28 yards in the first half while Merriweather saw majori-
ty of his work in the second half, adding 24 yards on the 
ground while also catching two passes for 17 yards includ-
ing a critical two-yard touchdown with 1:25 remaining to 
cut the Chiefs’ lead to just one. Rookie WR A.T. Perry, the 
club’s sixth round pick out of Wake Forest, paced the 
passing game with a game-high six catches for a club-best 
70 yards, including his first NFL touchdown on a 29-yard 
pass from Winston with 5:07 left in the first quarter.  

    Defensively, New Orleans held the Chiefs to just 81 
yards rushing and recorded two interceptions. LB Ryan 
Connelly led the club with four tackles and a pass de-
fensed, while LB Zack Baun added three tackles and one 
sack. DB Ugo Amadi recorded a second quarter intercep-
tion off a pass tipped by CB Alontae Taylor. The play of 
the day came with 1:04 left in the contest on an intercep-
tion by DE Kyle Phillips on third down in Chiefs territory 
with the Saints trailing 24-23, helping set up a game-
winning 31-yard field goal by rookie K Blake Grupe as time 
expired. 
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THE COACHES 
     Dennis Allen was hired as the 17th head coach in 
New Orleans Saints history on February 8, 2022. Now in 
his 28th year coaching and 21st in the NFL, Allen has 
spent 13 seasons in New Orleans in two separate stints, 
including the six-and-a half campaigns (2015-21) as the 
team’s defensive coordinator prior to being promoted to 
head coach. He succeeded Sean Payton, who coached 
the team for 16 seasons, including the 2009 campaign, 
when Allen was secondary coach and ended with the Su-
per Bowl XLIV championship. When Allen took control of a 
Black and Gold defense in Week 11 of the 2015 season 
that was ranked 32nd both in opponent net yards per 
game and opponent points per game, he methodically 
molded a unit that has finished in the top 10 in both cate-
gories each of the last three years. From 2017 to the pre-
sent, New Orleans is the only defense in the NFL to rank in 
the top five in the National Football League in both oppo-
nent rushing yards per game and sacks. 

    In his first year as head coach of the Saints, Allen guid-
ed New Orleans through the challenge of significant inju-
ries at several positions to win three of their last four 
games after a Week 14 bye and give up 20 or fewer points 
in the final eight contests of the season, ten points apiece 
in the final three 

    Before rejoining the Saints coaching staff in 2015, Allen 
served as head coach of the Oakland Raiders from 2012-
14 and as defensive coordinator of the Denver Broncos in 
2011. Prior to his first stint in New Orleans from 2006-10, 
Allen was also an assistant with the Atlanta Falcons from 
2002-05, where he received his NFL coaching start. 

    Allen played safety at Texas A&M from 1992-95, where 
he started the final 21 games of his college career before 
being signed as an undrafted free agent by the Buffalo 
Bills in 1996. Prior to entering the National Football League 
coaching ranks in 2002, Allen served as a graduate assis-
tant at his alma mater from 1996-99 and as secondary 
coach at the University of Tulsa from 2000-2001. He 
earned a bachelor of business administration degree and a 
master’s in kinesiology from Texas A&M. 

   Raised in Hurst, Texas, Allen and his, wife Alisson, have 
a daughter, Layla and a son, Garrison. 

     Brandon Staley was named the 17th head coach in 
franchise history on Jan. 17, 2021. He has led the Bolts to 
a 19-16 record in two years, including 10 wins and a post-
season berth in 2022. In those two seasons, Staley 
coached seven players to an eight combined Pro Bowls. 
Down the stretch in 2022, Staley’s defense was among the 
NFL’s best, ranking No. 3 in total defense (284.8 total net 
yards allowed per game) over the final five weeks of the 
regular season. On the year, the Bolts had the best third-

and-short defense in the NFL, allowing conversions on just 
48.6 percent on third-and-1 and third-and-2 situations. He 
brought an aggressive style to the Chargers organization 
in 2021, as the Bolts led the NFL with 22 fourth-down con-
versions and seven two-point conversions. The offensive 
unit also scored 181 fourth-quarter points, good for the 
second-most in a season in NFL history. Staley called a 
defense that led the NFL with 11 strip-sacks and paced the 
AFC with 19 forced fumbles. In his first season as head 
coach. In his first season as head coach, six Chargers 
were selected to the Pro Bowl, including five that were 
tabbed as starters. As defensive coordinator for the Los 
Angeles Rams in 2020, Staley directed the NFL’s No. 1-
ranked total defense, pass defense and scoring defense. 
Staley’s unit also ranked as the league’s third-best run de-
fense in 2020. Prior to the Rams, Staley spent one season 
as outside linebackers coach with the Denver Broncos 
(2019) after two seasons in the same capacity for the Chi-
cago Beras (2017-18). Staley guided Broncos OLB Von 
Miller and Bears OLB Khalil Mack to Pro Bowl honors dur-
ing their time together, as Mack earned first-team Associ-
ated Press All-Pro recognition in his lone season with 
Staley. Staley also guided OLB Bradley Chubb to PFWA 
All-Rookie Team honors following the 2019 campaign with 
the Broncos. 

SERIES HISTORY 

      The Saints and Chargers have played 13 times in the 
regular season, with San Diego leading the series 7-6, but 
New Orleans winning the last four matchups. Most recent-
ly, the Saints defeated the Chargers 30-27 on October 12, 
2020 in a Sunday Night Football contest at the Super-
dome, when QB Drew Brees successfully executed a nine-
play, 48-yard drive that ended with a 36-yard field goal by 
K Wil Lutz and on a fourth and six play, CB Marshon Lat-
timore tackled Chargers WR Mike Williams at the Los 
Angeles 49-yard line, one yard short of the first down 
marker to end the contest.  

    The Saints lead the preseason series with the Chargers 
6-4, having won their last three contests.  

The last time the two teams met in exhibition play was on 
August 26, 2022, a Saints 27-10 win at the Caesars Super-
dome. In the contest, QB Jameis Winston started by com-
pleting all four of his passing attempts for 59 yards. RB 
Mark Ingram II rushed for a pair of short yardage 
touchdowns in the first quarter to give New Orleans a 14-0 
lead. On special teams, Lutz made two field goals for the 
Saints, a 47-yarder as time expired in the first half and a 
29-yarder with 2:29 left in the contest. Defensively, New 
Orleans allowed Los Angeles to gain only 64 yards rushing 
on 19 carries (3.4 avg.)

Prior to playing for the 
Chargers, Norton played for the Los Angeles Wildcats of 
the XFL...Chargers Quarterbacks Coach Doug Nussmeier 
was a fourth round draft pick of the Saints in 1994 and 
played for the Black and Gold from 1994-97...Saints WR 
Lynn Bowden Jr., QB Derek Carr, S Johnathan Abram, 
WR Bryan Edwards and TE Foster Moreau played with 
Chargers WR Deelan Doss with the Oakland/Las Vegas 
Raiders from 2019-20. Edwards and Chargers OL Zack 
Bailey were college teammates at South Caroli-
na...Raiders WR John Hightower played at Hinds (Miss.) 
Community College...Saints OL Calvin Throckmorton ,TE 
Juwan Johnson and Los Angeles QB Justin Herbert

Bar-
one and Saints Defensive Coordinator Joe Woods also 
served on the same coaching staff with Chargers Assistant 
Special Teams Coach Chris Gould in Denver...Los Ange-
les K Dustin Hopkins spent the end of the 2014 season on 
the Saints practice squad and went to training camp with 
the Black and Gold in 2015. Saints QB Jameis Winston 
and Hopkins were teammates at Florida State in 2012. 
Saints Offensive Line Coach Doug Marrone was head 
coach of the Buffalo Bills when Hopkins was a member of 
the Bills in 2013 and went to training camp with them in 
2014...Chargers TE Gerald Everett played at South Ala-
bama from 2015-16...New Orleans C/G Cesar Ruiz and 
Chargers TE Tre’ McKitty were high school teammates 
at IMG (Bradenton, Fl.) Academy. Ruiz, Saints OL Chuck 

Filiaga and Chargers LB Carlo Kemp were college 
teammates at Michigan...Saints DE Cameron Jordan was 
a college teammate of Los Angeles WR Keenan Allen at 
the University of California in 2010...Saints WR Chris 
Olave prepped at Mission Hills (San Marcos, Calif.) HS 
after transferring from Eastlake (Chula Vista, Calif.) 
HS...New Orleans WR/RS Rashid Shaheed prepped at Mt.

Preseason Week One: Saints 26, Kansas City Chiefs 
24, August 13, 2023 at Caesars Superdome - The New 
Orleans Saints won their preseason opener against the 
Kansas City Chiefs Sunday afternoon- a 26-24 comeback 
victory. The coaching staff was able to see starters play for 
the first time, including new quarterback, Derek Carr.  

Carr was efficient in his lone drive of the contest, complet-
ing six of eight passes for 70 yards and a four-yard touch-
down pass to WR Keith Kirkwood.  

Jameis Winston relieved Carr for the rest of the first 
half and continued to move the ball downfield. Winston 
finished 11-of-13 for 92 yards with a 121.8 passer rating 
and had the longest play of the day, a 29-yard touchdown 
pass to rookie wideout A.T. Perry.  

Saints fourth round draft pick Jake Haener played the en-
tire second half, while completing 10-of-17 passes for 105 
yards and a two-yard touchdown pass to Ellis Merriweath-
er late in the fourth quarter to fuel the Saints come-
back.  

Defensive back Ugo Amadi had a big interception in the 
second quarter, but the play of the day was made by de-
fensive end Kyle Phillips. With just 1:04 left in the game 
and the Saints trailing 24-23, Phillips intercepted quarter-
bac Chris Oladokun deep in Chiefs territory, setting up a 
game-winning 31-yard field goal as time expired by rookie 

kicker Blake Grupe. 

Outside of Demario Davis, all other Saints defensive start-
ers played in the contest, including veterans, Cam Jordan, 
Tyrann Mathieu, and Marshon Lattimore. Linebackers 
Ryan Connelly and Zack Baun led the second unit on 
defense, as Connelly had four tackles and a pass de-
fensed, and Baun added three tackles and a sack. Offen-
sively, wideout Michael Thomas returned to game action 
for the first time since week three of last season, while 
newly signed running back, Jamaal Williams, made his 
debut for the Black and Gold totaling nine carries for a 
team-high 28 yards. Rookie wideout A.T. Perry led Saints 
pass catchers with six catches for 70 yards and a score.

ROSTER ROLL CALL 

    Of the 90 players currently on the Saints’ roster, 50 were 
on the active roster, a reserve list or the practice squad at 
the end of the 2022 season. The roster also includes five 
unrestricted free agents (safety Johnathan Abram, corner-
back Lonnie Johnson Jr., running back Jamaal Williams, 
tackle Storm Norton and defensive tackle Nathan Shep-
herd), 19 veteran free agents, six draft choices and 13 
rookie free agents. 

    Of the 90 players, 63 have less than four years of previ-
ous National Football League experience, including 20 
players who are in their first training camp. The following is 
a breakdown of New Orleans’ training camp roster by 
years of experience (year entering): 13 years-2, 12 years-
1, 11 years-1, 10 years-3, 9 years-4, 8 years-2, 7 years-9, 
6 years-5, 5 years-9, 4 years-10, 3 years-9, 2 years-9, 1 
year-7, rookies-19.   

 

HIGHER EDUCATION 

    65 different colleges and universities are represented on 
the Saints’ training camp roster. Of that total,  20 are repre-
sented by multiple Saints, led by seven players from Ohio 
State. 

 

MY HOMETOWN 

    Saints Players come from 29 different states, as well as 
Canada and Australia. Of the 90 players currently on the 
team’s roster, the state which claims the most members is 
California with ten. 

 

BUCKING THE ODDS  

The Saints have a long tradition of finding players as free 
agents signed after the draft that make an impact or devel-
opment through use of the practice squad.  Several  Saints 
on the roster play key roles on offense, defense and spe-
cial teams that the club developed. This trends for the com-
petition battles in training camp/preseason 

Wide receiver/return specialist Rashid Shaheed came to 
New Orleans as an undrafted free agent out of Weber 
State after being one of the all-time best Division FCS re-
turners and after spending the first five weeks on the prac-
tice squad, made a quick impact, Oct. 16 vs. Cincinnati 
with a 44-yard rushing touchdown. He followed that up with 
a 53-yard touchdown reception on Oct. 20 at Arizona to 
become the only Saint to score a touchdown in each of his 
first two offensive touches. In the December 18 win over 

Atlanta, he finished with three receptions for 95 yards, with 
a 68-yard touchdown grab from Taysom Hill, the longest 
play from scrimmage of the season for New Orleans and 
the fifth-longest receiving TD by a Saints rookie all-time. 
On the Christmas Eve win at Cleveland in challenging con-
ditions, Shaheed led the team in receiving with four grabs 
for 41 yards. In the January 1 victory at Philadelphia, he 
led the team in receiving for the third consecutive week, 
posting six receptions for 79 yards, including a 58-yard 
grab to set up a field goal. Overall, he carried four times for 
57 yards with a 44-yard touchdown, caught 28 passes for 
488 yards (17.4 avg.) with two TDs, returned 20 punts for 
193 yards (9.7 avg.) and returned 14 kickoffs for 320 yards 
(22.9 avg.).

Tight end Juwan Johnson led his position group with four 
touchdown receptions in 2021, converting to the position 
after playing wide receiver in college and starting his Black 
and Gold career in 2020 as a wideout on the team’s prac-
tice squad after signing as an undrafted free agent from 
Oregon. In 2022, he led his position group in receiving with 
42 grabs for 508 yards with a club-best and career-high 
seven receiving touchdowns, tied for third at the position in 
the National Football League. On Jan. 1 at Philadelphia, 
Johnson tied his career-high in receiving with five grabs for 
62 yards. Johnson leads the Saints with 11 receiving 
touchdowns over the past two seasons, while being tied for 
sixth among league tight ends..

Defensive end Carl Granderson played in 15 games in 
2021 with three starts and posted 24 tackles and three 
sacks. In 2022, he posted 53 stops (30 solo) and a career-
high 5.5 sacks, recovering the first fumble of his career on 
December 5 at Tampa Bay. In the Christmas Eve win at 
Cleveland, Granderson, sacked Browns QB Deshaun Wat-
son at the Saints 22-yard line on fourth down with 19 sec-
onds left in the fourth quarter to secure the win. The follow-
ing week on Jan. 1 at Philadelphia, he posted two stops, 
1.5 sacks, one stop for loss and two quarterback hits, as 
Granderson posted at least half a takedown in three con-
secutive weeks for the first time in his career.  

Punter Blake Gillikin enjoyed an October, 2021 where he 
was selected as NFC Special Teams Player of the Month. 
He finished his first season in 2021 with punting duties 
ranked third in the league with 29 punts dropped inside the 
20-yard line. In 2022, he had a 41.5 net average with a 
club-record (NFL did not track statistic before 1976) 32 
dropped inside the 20. His performances in outdoor condi-
tions in the final two road games helped New Orleans win 
the field position battle in victories. Gillikin had a successful 
afternoon in challenging conditions on Christmas Eve at 
Cleveland, when he punted six times for 254 yards with a 
42.3 gross punting average, a 26.5 net and dropped two 
inside-the-20 in a contest where field position was tanta-
mount. On Jan. 1 at Philadelphia, a career-high five of Gilli-
kin’s six punts fell inside the 20. 

After splitting his rookie season in 2018 between the prac-

tice squad and active roster, defensive back J.T. Gray  en-
joyed a breakthrough campaign in 2019, when he was se-
lected AP second-team All-Pro when he recorded 16 spe-
cial teams tackles, one blocked punt and one coverage 
fumble recovery. In 2021, he  was selected as a first-team 
All-Pro and to his first career Pro Bowl (starter), when he 
led the NFL with 19 special teams tackles (league-leading 
16 solo). Gray led the team with 12 special teams stops in 
2022, despite missing three games with a hamstring injury, 
the third time in four seasons, he has led New Orleans in 
coverage tackles. Overall, he has posted four defensive 
stops, 2.5 sacks, 56 special teams tackles and three cover-
age fumble recoveries.  

Offensive Lineman Calvin Throckmorton was one of two 
Saints linemen to play in all 17 games in his second sea-
son in 2021, starting four at right guard and the last nine 
contests at left guard. In 2022, he played in 14 games with 
six starts, three at left guard and three at right guard.  

 

QUARTERBACKS (3) - Returner: Jameis Winston. Vet-
eran addition: Derek Carr (FA). Draft choices/Undrafted 
rookies: Jake Haener (D-4). Departures from 2022: Andy 
Dalton WORTH NOTING: Since being selected in the sec-
ond round (36th overall) of the 2014 NFL Draft by the Raid-
ers, Carr has started all 142 regular season games that he 
has played in, completing 3,201-of-4,958 passes (64.6 per-
cent) with 217 touchdown passes and a 91.8 passer rating, 
while adding 845 rushing yards and six touchdowns. Since 
2014, he ranks fourth in the NFL in passing yardage, sev-
enth in passing touchdowns and his 3,201 completions 
through the first nine campaigns rank second in NFL histo-
ry. Carr was also selected to four Pro Bowl Games (2015-
2017,2022). He brings nine years of experience with the 
Las Vegas Raiders to the Saints. Carr set numerous team 
passing records including the franchise’s career passing 
yardage, touchdown pass marks and single-season mark 
in passing yards (4,804 in 2021). He is the only signal call-
er in Raiders’ history with multiple seasons reaching the 
4,000 mark. He also holds franchise records from his Raid-
ers tenure for multiple-touchdown games (69), contests 
with a passer rating of at least 100.0 (47) and 300-yard 
passing performances (33).  Jameis Winston enters his 
fourth year with the team. Since signing with the team in 
2020, he has started ten contests. Haener, a fourth round 
draft pick out of Fresno State, left the school as their all-
time leader in completion percentage. 

 

RUNNING BACKS (7) - Returners: FB Adam Prentice, 
RB Kirk Merritt, RB Alvin Kamara. Veteran additions: RB 
Darrel Williams (FA), RB Jamaal Williams (UFA-Det.), 
FB Jake Bargas (FA). Draft choices/Rookie free agents: 
RB Kendre Miller (D-3), RB Ellis Merriweather (FA). Depar-
tures from 2022: RB Mark Ingram, RB Dwayne Wash-
ington and RB David Johnson. WORTH NOTING: The 
backfield duo of Kamara and Williams is new since Wil-
liams signed with the Saints during free agency. Williams 
signed with New Orleans after he had his best season by 
far of his NFL career with the Detroit Lions, as he led the 
National Football League and set a Lions single-season 
franchise record for rushing touchdowns with 17 last year. 
Through 17 games and nine starts for Detroit, Williams 
added on 262 attempts for 1,066 rushing yards and 12 re-
ceptions for 73 yards, producing the first 1,000 yard rush-
ing season of his career and the first for a Lion since 2013. 
Meanwhile, Kamara has been one of the most dynamic 
playmakers the NFL has ever seen since being drafted by 
New Orleans in 2017. The former University of Tennessee 
standout has racked up the second-most rushing touch-
downs (49) and third-most rushing yards in Saints history 
in just six seasons. He is also a force to be reckoned with 
in the passing game as well.

Since entering the league, Kamara is second in receptions 
totals (430) and second in receiving yardage (3,753) 
among running backs. He also became the fastest running 
back in NFL history to get to 3,000 rush yards and 3,000 
receiving yards.  

The Saints added rookie Kendre Miller out of TCU when 
they selected him with the 71st pick (third round) at the 
2023 NFL Draft.  

Merriweather rushed for 24 yards and had a receiving 
touchdown in the season opener. Williams joined the team 
following the first preseason contest, with the Westbank 
native and former LSU standout possessing abilities in 
both the running game and the passing game. Prentice, 
the incumbent and Bargas, a newcomer, compete at the 
fullback position. 

  

WIDE RECEIVERS (11) - Returners: Tre’Quan Smith, 
Chris Olave, Michael Thomas, Kawaan Baker, Keith Kirk-
wood, Rashid Shaheed. Veteran additions: Bryan Edwards 
(FA), Lynn Bowden Jr.. (FA), Jontre Kirklin (FA). Draft 
choices/Undrafted rookies: A.T. Perry (D-6), Shaq Davis 
(FA). Departures from 2022: Jarvis Landry, Marquez Calla-
way, Kevin White, Deonte Harty. WORTH NOTING: The 
wide receiver room saw an influx of talent in the offseason. 
After rookies Olave and Shaheed led the offensive charge 
following injuries, New Orleans added to the room in free 
agency and the draft. Washington is an extremely skillful 
and elusive deep ball threat who can bring some veteran 
experience in the slot of out wide. Through five NFL sea-
sons with Pittsburgh (2018-21) and Dallas (2022), Wash-
ington has accumulated 114 receptions for 1,629 yards 
and 11 touchdowns. The Saints selected Perry with the 
195th overall pick in this year’s draft out of Wake Forest. 
New Orleans traded up to get the four-year letterman, as 
he accumulated 81 receptions for 1,096 yards with 11 
touchdowns in 2022. In his NFL debut on Sunday vs. Kan-
sas City, Perry finished with a game-high six receptions for 
a club-best 70 yards, including a first quarter 29-yard 
touchdown grab from Winston. 

In Thomas’ first five campaigns, he recorded 510 recep-
tions for 5,950 yards and 32 touchdowns, the most grabs 
by a player in NFL history in his first five seasons, reaching 
the milestone in an NFL record 69 games. In just three 
games in 2022, he recorded 16 receptions for 171 yards 
(10.7 avg) with three touchdowns before suffering a sea-
son-ending toe injury. The 2019 NFL Offensive Player of 
the Year has extreme faith in his abilities, following an ar-
dent rehabilitation process the last three years from ankle 
and toe injuries. .  

Olave led the way last season and made an immediate 
impact to garner PFWA All-Rookie honors. He appeared in 
15 games with nine starts, finishing with season totals of a 
team-high 72 catches for a club-best 1,042 yards (team-
best 14.5 avg.) and four touchdowns. Olave joined Thom-

as (2016) and Marques Colston (2006) as only the third 
Saint to cross the 1,000-yard threshold in their rookie sea-
sons. Even though Olave was spectacular last season for 
the Saints, he too missed two games, one to a concussion 
in week five and another one due to a hamstring issue in 
week 15. With a stellar rookie season under his belt in 
New Orleans and an offseason, where he gained muscle 
without sacrificing speed, Olave will look to do even more 
in the Saints passing attack in 2023.  

Shaheed burst onto the scene in New Orleans in 2022 af-
ter being on the practice squad until mid-October, scoring 
on his first two offensive touches. Playing in 12 games and 
starting in six of them, he caught 28 passes for 488 yards 
(17.4 avg.) and two scores and carried four times for 57 
yards and one touchdown. The pairing of Shaheed and 
Olave carried the load for the wideouts as the season pro-
gressed. Not only did he shine at receiver, but he also put 
up impressive performances as a return specialist. Sha-
heed returned 20 punts for 193 yards (9.7 avg.) and 14 
kicks for 320 yards (22.9 avg.).  

 

TIGHT ENDS (6) - Returners: Taysom Hill, J.P. Holtz, 
Juwan Johnson, Lucas Krull. Offseason veteran additions: 
Jimmy Graham (FA), Jesse James (FA), Foster Moreau 
(FA). Departures from 2022: Adam Trautman. WORTH 
NOTING: Jimmy Graham re-signed with New Orleans at 
the start of training camp bringing one of the National 
Football League’s most-accomplished tight ends of all-time 
back to where he began his career for a return engage-
ment.  

Hill played multiple positions and led the team with seven 
rushing touchdowns, adding two touchdown receptions, 
throwing for two and rushing for 575 yards  

The tight end position was led last season by Juwan John-
son, who established himself as a prime red zone target. 
The New Jersey native had a breakout season in 2022, 
playing in 16 games and starting 12 of them, finishing with 
42 receptions for 508 yards and a team-best seven touch-
down grabs, which was tied for third among NFL tight 
ends. Johnson was an important piece to the offense in 
2022, and he hopes to build off of last season’s stellar per-
formance.  

Moreau spent his previous five seasons in the National 
Football League on the Raiders with Carr as his quarter-
back. In his last season with the Raiders in 2022, he 
played in 15 games with fourteen starts, setting career 
highs in receptions (33) and receiving yards (420) while 
also adding two touchdowns in the mix. For his career, 
Moreau has appeared in 61 regular season games with 34 
starts and has recorded 91 receptions for 1,107 yards 
(12.2 avg.) with 12 touchdowns. He has also posted at 
least 30 catches in each of the last two campaigns. The 
New Orleans native and former Louisiana State University 
and Jesuit High School standout has quick feet with a 
steady pair of hands, and he is ready to re-ignite the con-
nection with Carr in New Orleans.

The 
club’s first round draft pick in 2020 has settled into the right 
guard position, where his 46 consecutive games started 
from 2020 through Week 15 of the 2022 campaign was the 
club’s longest streak at the time. Flanking the right side of 
the line alongside Ruiz is right tackle Ramczyk, a three-
time All-Pro. Peat returns to New Orleans after starting 11 
games at left guard in 2022. Erik McCoy will be a stable 
force again in the middle. James Hurst opened all 16 con-
tests he played  in 2022, 15 at left tackle, possessing the 
flexibility to play every position except center. A toe injury 
in the preseason stunted Penning’s progress as a rookie, 
but he opened the season finale at left tackle and presea-
son opener, where he is competing in training camp. 
Throckmorton also provided important depth on the interior 
in 2022, playing in 14 games with six starts at guard. 
Young can play both tackle positions and also has worked 
at guard in training camp. 

DEFENSIVE LINE (13) - Returners: DE Tanoh Kpassag-
non, DE Cameron Jordan, DE Carl Granderson, DL 
Malcolm Roach, DE Payton Turner. Offseason veteran ad-
ditions: DE Niko Lalos (FA), DE Kyle Phillips (FA), DT 
Nathan Shepherd (UFA-NYJ), DT Jack Heflin (FA), DT 
Khalen Saunders (UFA-KC). Draft choices/Rookie free 
agents: DT Bryan Bresee (D-1), DE Isaiah Foskey (D-2), 
DL Jerron Cage (FA). Departures from 2022: DE Marcus 
Davenport, DT Shy Tuttle, DE Jabari Zuniga, DT David 
Onyemata, DT Kentavius Street. WORTH NOTING: The 
Saints continue to rely on Cameron Jordan for productivity 
and he continues to deliver, signing a two-year contract 
extension in training cap. Jordan recorded a club-best 8.5 
sacks last season, just enough total (115.5) to surpass Pro 
Football Hall of Famer (115) for the most in franchise histo-
ry. He is the first defensive lineman in team record books 
and second Saint overall to record at least 7.5 sacks in 
nine different seasons, and Jordan’s 11 consecutive sea-
sons of at least 7.5 takedowns is the current longest streak 
in the NFL. Jordan joined Reggie White and John Randle 
as only the third player to do so in at least 11 straight sea-
sons since takedowns became an official statistic in 1982. 
Carl Granderson had a career year in 2022, as he played 
in 16 games and started four of them along the edge, re-
cording career-highs in tackles (53) and solo stops (30), 
while adding 5.5 sacks. Providing depth along the edges 
will be Tanoh Kpassagnon, Payton Turner and 2023 sec-
ond round draft choice Foskey, where he set the Notre 
Dame career record for sacks.  

On the interior of the line, new faces rule the position as 

they look to replace the two starters of last season. Former 
New York Jet Nathan Shepherd, former Kansas City Chief 
Khalen Saunders and first round draft selection Bryan Bre-
see headline the interior. Saunders played in a career-high 
16 games in 2022 and posted career-highs in tackles (48), 
sacks (3.5) and stops for loss (three) in his final season in 
Kansas City, where they captured Super Bowl LVII. The 
former Clemson standout in Bresee was the fourth defen-
sive tackle off the NFL Draft board and the 29th overall 
pick. The Saints brought back an important depth piece in 
DT Malcolm Roach. The Baton Rouge native appeared in 
13 games with three starts and recorded a career-high 26 
tackles (14 solo) and his first career sack. 

 

LINEBACKERS (10) - Returners: Pete Werner, Ty Sum-
mers, Nephi Sewell, D’Marco Jackson, Zack Baun, Demar-
io Davis. Veteran additions: Ryan Connelly (FA), Jaylon 
Smith (FA). Draft choices/Undrafted rookies: Nick Ander-
son (FA). Departures from 2022: Kaden Elliss, Chase Han-
sen.  WORTH NOTING: The linebacker group is headlined 
by Davis. He started and played in all 17 games last sea-
son as only the second Saint to accomplish the feat. He 
has racked up at least 100 tackles in each of the last five 
seasons for New Orleans, leading the defense to a top-five 
mark in opponent rushing yards allowed per game in four 
of the last five seasons. Davis has been selected as an AP 
All-Pro the last four seasons and he got his first Pro Bowl 
nod last season. Entering his 11th NFL season, Davis will 
serve as a veteran presence in a room that includes third-
year starter Pete Werner, Zack Baun and several players 
competing for roster spots.  

A second round pick in 2021, Werner has found his groove 
in New Orleans. He made an immediate impact on defense 
and special teams. In 2022, he appeared in 12 games with 
11 starts, recording 79 tackles (55 solo), three passes de-
fensed, two forced fumbles and one special teams stop as 
New Orleans ranked fifth in total defense. Baun returns for 
his fourth year in New Orleans out of Wisconsin and has 
made a large impact on special teams, with a career-high 
of eight special teams stops in 2022. A college defensive 
end, he showed his pass rush abilities with a sack in the 
preseason opener. Connelly, possessing the ability to con-
tribute on both defense and special teams, led the Saints 
with four tackles to go with one pass defense and one spe-
cial teams stop in the season-opening win over Kansas 
City. Smith, a former Notre Dame who signed prior to the 
preseason opener, has appeared in 87 regular season 
games with 69 starts for Dallas (2016-21), the Green Bay 
Packers (2021) and the New York Giants (2021-22), re-
cording 704 tackles (470 solo), 11 sacks, two interceptions, 
six forced fumbles and six fumble recoveries, including one 
returned for a touchdown.

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WORTH NOTING: The Saints secondary should contin-
ue to be a great asset. As a collective, they helped as the 
team finish second in the NFL last season in opponent net 
passing yards per game.  They are returning both starting 
safeties in Tyrann Mathieu and Marcus Maye, as well as 
the cornerback group of Paulson Adebo, Lattimore, Bradley 
Roby and Alontae Taylor. Lattimore has been nothing short 
of special over his first six years in the league, becoming 
one of the league’s elite corners. Last season, he missed 
ten games due to injury, but is back and looking forward to 
stymieing opponents with his agile feet and never-ending 
tenacity. On the opposite side, Adebo and Taylor are com-
peting for the starting outside job. In 13 games with 12 
starts last season, Adebo recorded 60 tackles and seven 
passes defensed. Taylor enjoyed a splendid rookie season, 
last year, out of Tennessee, recording 45 stops and a club-
best 11 passes defensed. The club looks forward to a 
healthy Maye to pair with Mathieu after he was completing 
his recovery from a ruptured Achilles in 2022 and also 
missed time with several nagging injuries. Mathieu showed 
out in his return to his home state. The New Orleans native 
and LSU standout was one of only two players who started 
every game for New Orleans and he tallied a career-high 
91 tackles (team-leading 64 solo), one sack, three stops for 
loss, eight passes defensed, a forced fumble, a fumble re-
covery and a team-high three interceptions. Amadi displays 
versatility on defense at multiple positions, recording an 
interception in the preseason opener and also had 19 ca-
reer special teams tackles. 

SPECIALISTS (4) - Returners: LS Zach Wood, K Wil 
Lutz, P Blake Gillikin. Draft choices/Undrafted rookies: K 
Blake Grupe (FA), P Lou Hedley (FA). WORTH NOTING: 
The specialist group from 2022 remains intact. Lutz, who is 
the franchise’s all-time second-leading scorer, and undraft-
ed rookie, Grupe, compete at kicker. Since being picked up 
at the end of the 2017 preseason, Wood has handled long-
snapping duties flawlessly for six seasons and was reward-
ed with a four-year contract extension at the start of train-
ing camp. Gillikin has been a weapon in the field position 
game with his strong leg, outstanding placement abilities 
and booming kickffs. In 2022, he punted 77 times for 3,571 
yards with a 41.6 net average and 32 pinned inside the 20-
yard line, a franchise record. Grupe booted a 31-yard game
-winning field goal in Sunday’s 26-24 preaseason-opening 
win over Kansas City.

SAINTS POSTGAME NOTES 

 

 New Orleans moves to 1-0 in the preseason after their opening victory against the Chiefs in the 

Caesars Superdome. The Saints return to action on Sunday, Aug. 20 when they play the Los 

Angeles Chargers at SoFi Stadium following two days of joint practice on Thursday and Friday. 

Kickoff is set for 6:05 p.m. CST. The game will be aired regionally on the Gray Television 

network of stations in the Gulf Coast (WVUE FOX 8 in the New Orleans area). 

 Attendance at the Caesars Superdome was 70,028. 

 The victory was New Orleans’ first victory to open a preseason since a 24-20 win at Jacksonville 

on August 9, 2018. 

 QB Derek Carr, S Tyrann Mathieu, WR Michael Thomas, DE Cameron Jordan, and K Wil 

Lutz served as the team captains 

 The Saints tallied 21 first downs in the contest compared to 17 for the Chiefs. 

 DB Ugo Amadi and DE Kyle Phillips each recorded interceptions, Phillips’ helping set up the 

game-winning 31-yard field goal by K Blake Grupe 

 New Orleans converted 7-of-16 (43.8%) third-down attempts. 

 Defensively, the Saints held Kansas City to 5-of-13 (38.5%) on third down conversions.  

 The passing attack was key for New Orleans as the quarterback room combined to complete a 

efficient 27-of-38 passes (71.1%) for 267 yards and three touchdowns, Derek Carr, Jameis 

Winston and Jake Haener each tossing scores.  

 DB Ugo Amadi recorded a second-quarter interception off a pass tipped by CB Alontae Taylor 

from Chiefs QB Shane Buechele. Amadi finished the game with two tackles.  

 LB Ryan Connelly led the team with four tackles and one pass defensed. 

 LB Zach Baun added three tackles including a sack in the third quarter 

 Phillips intercepted Chiefs QB Chris Oladokun on a third down with 1:04 remaining in the 

fourth quarter to help fuel the Saints’ come-from-behind victory.  

 Carr led a 12-play 80-yard drive to open the game, capped off by a four-yard touchdown pass to 

WR Keith Kirkwood. Carr completed six-of-eight passes for 70 yards and a touchdown in his 

lone drive of action.  

 The touchdown pass from Carr to Kirkwood was the second time the Saints scored on their first 

offensive drive of a preseason game since the 2012 Hall of Fame Game against the Arizona 

Cardinals, when Mark Ingram scored a one-yard rushing touchdown. In the 2022 preseason 

opener at Houston, RB Dwayne Washington caught a nine-yard touchdown pass from QB 

Andy Dalton on New Orleans’ first drive. 

 QB Jameis Winston took over for the remainder of the first half and completed 11-of-13 passes 

for 92 yards and a touchdown with a 121.8 passer rating. QB Jake Haener played the entire 

second half totaling 105 yards and completing 10-of-17 passes. He added his first career 

touchdown pass on a two-yard score to RB Ellis Merriweather as part of a 76-yard drive late in 

the fourth quarter. 



 RB Jamaal Williams led the Saints in rushing with 28 yards and tied a team-high nine carries 

with Merriweather (24 yards).  

 WR A.T. Perry made his first NFL catch on a pass from Winston for a 14-yard gain with 6:46 

remaining in the first quarter and later caught a 29-yard touchdown. Perry led the team with six 

catches for a team-high 70 yards and a touchdown.  

 WR Lynn Bowden Jr. had the longest punt return of the day with an explosive 22-yard return in 

the third quarter. He also added one assisted special teams stop. 

 LB Ty Summers finished with two solo tackles, one sack and one special teams stop. 

 In making his Saints debut, Tulane graduate and rookie LB Nick Anderson had one assisted 

tackle and one assisted special teams stop. 

 LB Nephi Sewell recorded one assisted tackle and led the team with two special teams stops.  

 P Blake Gillikin punted three times for 114 yards (38.0 avg.) and had a team-long 47 yard boot.  

 K Wil Lutz made his lone field goal attempt of 36 yards and made both of his extra points. 

Grupe added the game-winning field goal from 31 yards out as time expired.

SAINTS HEAD COACH DENNIS ALLEN 
 

(Opening Statement) “It’s good to get a win. I thought our first units, both offensively and defensively, 
really came out strong and played well. It was good to see the offense (on the) first drive of the game 
take it right down the field 11 plays and get a touchdown. Obviously with a few new pieces it was 
good to see Derek [Carr] out there. It was good to see Mike [Thomas] get a catch across the middle, 
so there were some good things that happened there. The second series offensively again we were 
able to take the ball downfield and get points. And honestly, I thought it went downhill from there. I 
don’t think we executed well for a good chunk of the game until obviously there at the end with the 
two-minute drive and then we get the takeaway at the end of the game to seal it. Kind of the same 
thing on defense. I thought initially we started out strong. We got a couple of stops with the first unit 
which was good. And then (later), when we gave up the deep ball, that kind of changed the 
momentum of the game. In the second half, I just thought we made too many mistakes. Mistakes that 
will end up costing us games. But like I said, I am glad we got the win. This league is all about 
winning, so winning in the preseason is important and I am glad our guys were able to do that. It was 
nice to see [Blake] Grupe get a chance to get to kick in that situation and be able to knock it through.” 

(On what he liked about QB Derek Carr) “I thought he was in control, poise, threw it to the open guy. 
Kind of the way you want your quarterback to operate the offense. He did a nice job stepping up into 
the pocket a couple of times, so I thought overall it was a good experience.”  

(On if CB Alontae Taylor’s evaluation is the same working in the slot and outside cornerback) “I would 
say they are two different evaluations. I think overall Alontae’s had a really good camp. I think he’s 
still getting used to playing inside in the slot – and that’s part of the deal with growing up and playing 
in our league. If everyone is just an outside corner, somebody has to go inside, and so he is going in 
there and getting some work. He will keep learning from his mistakes and will get better from it.” 

(On A.T. Perry’s play) “It was good to see. I thought he stepped up and caught the ball well. I don’t 
like him reaching for the goal line there at the end on his first touchdown, but it was good. He made a 
couple of contested catches and I thought he was able to run down the field, put his foot in the ground 
and come back and create some separation. I thought he played well.”  

(On the play of the younger guys) “We had some young guys score their first NFL touchdowns; we 
had some guys kick their first NFL field goal. So, it was good to see some of those young guys make 
some plays. Certainly, we are in a race to improve from now to week two and we have a few days 
before we get on a plane and head out to L.A. and get some work in against the Chargers, so we still 
have a lot of things to improve on.” 

(On his thoughts on QB Jake Haener): “Early on I thought he was a little erratic, but I thought as he 
settled down, he got better. He has a little moxie to him and when the game was on the line, he got 
us down the field and put points on the board. It was disappointing on the two-point play that we 
snapped the ball early and don’t get a chance to at least try to execute in that situation. I thought that 
was my one takeaway is that we had too many self-inflicted wounds – not with the first groups, but as 
we got into the second and third waves, we had some self-inflicted wounds that we have to clean up.”  

(On forcing turnovers): “We have talked a lot about taking the ball away and we got two of them 
today. I think takeaways are contagious. When you start getting them, they tend to come in bunches, 
so everything is about the ball and we have to continue to emphasize that as a coaching staff and 
make sure our guys understand the importance of the ball, both protecting it and trying to take it 
away.”  

(On how the team won) “You know it’s a preseason game, and when we didn’t get the two-point 
conversion, we could have said let’s get out of here and save our pads a little bit. But, I thought it was 
important for us to take the timeouts. We figured if we got them three-and-out and they had to punt 
the ball back to us, we’d get the ball with about 15-20 seconds left and maybe we could get ourselves 
in long field goal range and see if (Blake) Grupe could hit a long one. Our guys on defense made a 
play and you never know when those plays are going to come so you just have to keep playing.”

(Opening Statement): “As far as injuries go, Nic Jones fractured a couple of fingers there. We will see 
how he does. (Anthony) Witherstone hurt his toe, his big toe. We have to see how that also does 
when we get back. All in all, it was good to get a game in. The ones – we have to pick up the tempo 
there on both sides of the ball. Not good enough. We have some things to work on there. It was good 
to get the young guys in. I thought they actually played pretty well, the twos and the threes. Some 
good things from really all of the different positions. They all come back after being left in a deficit and 
bring ourselves back in the game. You can’t finish it. You can’t finish with a mistake. That’s a terrible 
way to end the thing. Looks like the Saints have a good football team. We have to make sure we get 
our stuff taken care of.”  

(On rookie Justyn Ross’ performance): “Yeah, you know before I comment, I want to take a look at 
the tape. In general, I thought the guys did a decent job. I know he had the touchdown. That was a 
good play, that play. As a whole I have to see all the work they did.” 

(On Justyn Ross playing for the first time in two years): “That’s the good part of the story, and he 
came out healthy. That’s a positive thing.” 

(On Patrick Mahomes’ sideline leadership): “Some of the guys were a little flat in the beginning. You 
can’t do that. When you come to work, you need to come to work ready to go.”  

(On the 4th-and-1 sneak): “After looking at it on the replay, we probably should have gone to the left 
and not the right. They ended up pinching on that side, the left side, and we probably could have 
gone in that direction. We’re trying to get where we can do that. We can’t work on that in camp live. 
You get good work on it here. It didn’t work. That was the bottom line. We have to go back to the 
drawing board on it.” 

(On his thoughts on Richie James) “Again, I have to look at the whole work, but he had a beautiful 
catch there, a couple of them. That’s a good job by him. He’s a good football player. We know that. 
He’s got a good feel for things.” 

(On rookies Felix Anudike-Uzomah and Rashee Rice): “That’s so valuable for them. They’re two guys 
who need that – the speed of this, live, the whole deal – and not just a handful of reps, putting a 
series together. I think that was good for both of them. Again, I have to evaluate off of the tape. We’re 
going to look at it. There are going to be some corrections. I thought for the most part they held their 
own and did a decent job there. I’ll take a peek at that.” 

(On if he has any idea of the severity of Nic Jones’ injury): “No, I don’t. I’ll know more here in the next 
day or so. We know it’s broken. Some you can just cast up. Other ones, you have to have surgery on 
it. We’ll see where that goes.”  

(On the touchdown pass by Shane Buechele): “It was a good escape. That escape was good. The 
throw was good. The catch was good. All around that was a pretty good play. Glad he had a chance 
to get one in the end zone there.”

QB Derek Carr 

(On how the first drive felt) “Felt good. Felt efficient. It was nice to get a couple of situations in the 
third down, get some red zone, and all that stuff because, again, they don't tell us like how much 
we're going to play and all that. So to get a couple of situations in there and then throughout the game 
to talk through things with Pete (Carmichael) in certain situations and things like that in a game type 
scenario. It was good. It was a lot of fun. Loved being on this side of things in the dome. I can get 
used to this place it's a lot of fun.” 

(On why he liked playing in the game as a starting quarterback) “When I woke up this morning, 
everything was new to me. Where's pregame meal? I followed Erik McCoy in and I was like, "bro, I 
don't know where to go to park." He was like "follow me." As soon as I got in here, Reg (Reggie 
Stone) was showing me everything like everything there is in the locker room and I was like, "alright, 
where's the shower? Where's the snacks?" Everything was new. For me to get out there more 
importantly and play football in the stadium, this time when it wasn't loud, we can operate and do 
those kinds of things. It was important to me to do that no matter how old I am and how many years 
I've played the NFL, to do it with a new group, all new receivers and for everyone to be in there and 
playing, I think is a mark of this team that any chance we can get to go out there and coach (Allen) 
will let us, we just want to compete and play.” 

(On Keith Kirkwood) “Keith Kirkwood was someone...We had three lifting groups and we’d always lift 
at 6:30 group and at 6am. I’d be like whoever wants to meet me there, I’ll be there at 6:00 a.m. to 
throw these new routes and these kinds of things and Keith was there every single time. After 
practice, I always run extra, Keith, as you guys see, he is always right there next to me running extra 
with me. If we don't see each other we make sure that we check in "did you do it?" I think that it's his 
hard work and his determination. He's a veteran player. He understands what it takes. I'm just really 
proud of him. To be able to get a touchdown, I know it was preseason game but they still all feel 
good.” 

(On what he could have done better today) “We had a false start. I will look at that and I always put 
false starts on myself. Was there something in the communication process that I did not do, right? 
Everyone wants to look at the jersey number that they put it on, but I have a lot to do with that too. I 
have to look at that. I'll always try and put those on me. Because I'm always trying to deflect from 
those guys as much as I can because, again, if there's a way that I can help us be better, that's all I'm 
looking to do. I'll check in with those guys, especially after we watch it. Especially with what kind of 
play it was and what we were trying to do. Is there something there that I could have done better to 
help them out.” 

(On the offensive line) “When we have those five guys out there in practice all together. Sometimes 
some guys are limited and things like that. But when they're all five out there, it's like wow, this is 
pretty impressive, man. That's the first thing I told him when we came off field, I was like "I got to go 
through reads and make decisions, play quarterback, I appreciate it fellas." Because those guys man, 
they did a great job on that. It is one drive, but it is okay to get excited about, it's professional football. 
I think those guys are really good players. We'll watch the film and there's going to be things that 
they'll want to fix and that I'll want to fix but just playing the game and being able to see things and all 
that, I thought they did a great job.” 

(On getting the ball to so many skill players on this team) “Hopefully our skill guys just continue to 
understand one guy may have 10 catches in the game and you may have two, and that may happen 
for two weeks and then boom, you are going to have 12. We have to be able to play that way and 
play selflessly. I believe we have a group that will do that. Because boom, everybody is catching the 
ball. Bam, bam, bam, you know first play is for Chris (Olave), then we got A.K. (Alvin Kamara), then 
we find Juwan (Johnson), then we find Mike (Thomas) then we...everyone is touching it and then all 
sudden Keith gets a touchdown. So everyone did the cardio and Keith got the reward. Hopefully our 
guys understand that that's just how we're going to have to play if we want to do the things that we 
want to do. Because if we can be, you know if we can do that and spread it out evenly...” 

(On if he was anxious) “I was very excited. No anxiety. I've been doing this like a decade. That is 
when I look in the mirror sometimes and I see the gray hairs it does feel like a decade but it does not 
feel like it goes so fast. But the nerves just...You're not nervous anymore. You just want to go out 



there and execute and play at a high level. I was really excited and... I will tell you what, I was really 
excited when we turned left right here and started coming down and the lights were off and they 
started playing a little music and I was like "oh yeah, now it is time." So that got the juices flowing. But 
I tried my best. I am an emotional, excited person. I try my best to stay like this soI don't throw the first 
one into the stands. It's hard not getting excited coming out to that intro.” 

(On completing the few passes under pressure) “I was happy because usually some teams won't blitz 
in the preseason. They won't or if they do it's just someone off the slot, it's just easy stuff and they 
walked up in there double A's, double mugs another time, they gave us different looks all game. And 
for my drive, it was nice to get someone man someone blitzing me I was fired up that now I get to 
move and work on my stuff in a live scenario, and it was a great pickup. It was satisfying because 
those are the realest reps it gets, like they can hit me out there. For our guys to be able to, with that in 
their mind, do their jobs and execute, everyone, most time you can do the physical part but the 
mental side to make the right point and make the right calls and pick them up and do all that and 
everyone do their assignments. Everyone gets excited about the skill players and the points but it 
doesn't happen until we do that part right first. And so I was really proud of that.” 

(On Jake Haener) “Jake Haener? I was proud of him. When he came off after the interception, I said 
"you know who else threw a pick in their first preseason game?" He started laughing and I was like 
"just keep cutting it loose, man. There's a long half, we're going to win this thing." And I didn't know 
we'd win it the way that we did. But I was really proud of him. And he's going (to) be a good player for 
a long time. Because he works really hard and he cares. And he's good. So (I’m) really proud of him. 
And the more reps he gets he'll just keep getting better.” 

(On what it was like for his family seing him play) “I haven't gotten to talk to them too much, just a little 
bit before I walked in here. It was... for them putting on black and gold for the first time, it was 
probably a little weird because when I put that uniform on and I went in the mirror I was like... Jake 
walked up, he's like, "that looks weird." He said... I was like "I know, I've been in the same place for 
nine years." But it may look weird, but it felt right. I told D.A. (Dennis Allen) that earlier this week. I just 
feel refreshed and I feel rejuvenated and to put that uniform on and come out and be a Saint. It felt 
really good. I know my wife was excited about today and my three boys...My little girl she don't care. 
She was yelling "touchdown Raiders" the other day. I was like, we have to fix that. But my three boys, 
they were so fired up. I got to see them before the game it was really cool for me. They were on the 
field. Those are memories that we'll have forever. I am sure that they're going to know more about 
this game than I will. They will know all those things and so I am sure when I see them, they will be 
really excited.’” 

(On AT Perry) “I think it's good for... I mean it's the National Football League. It's not easy out there. 
It's one thing to watch it from one point of view, but when you're in it, in full speed game live reps 
where they can hit you and all those kind of stuff, you got to read it right and make the right decisions. 
For him to go out there and play the way he did, I'm so proud of him. But for all the young guys, I 
thought that they...whether they started slow or started fast I thought everyone just settled in and just 
started playing football. That's what the preseason is for, for everyone to just get... knock the rust off, 
all those things, things you've been working on in camp, doing it in the live game. And for them to see 
like, "oh, man, that does work" or man "what coach was telling me was right." A lot of that was 
happening today. I was really proud of him. He was featured today. He was getting the ball a lot so it 
was good.” 

(On the win and how many players chipped in) “I mean, throughout the season it's going to take 
everybody in the building to win. And if we are all pushing the same direction, we'll be able to do it. 
And for the young guys to get in there...The camaraderie, the confidence that they will have now 
that...Man, the young guys, the third group went in there and they got the ball back for each other, 
they went down and scored and they knocked the field goal. I mean what that does for their 
confidence is unbelievable. That only helps our whole team be better. I think, especially the way that 
we won, I think it's only a good thing. But like D.A. said, whether it's regular season or preseason, we 
don't care. If we're strapping it on, you're going out there. You're not going out there to try and lose 
and be okay with it. We're going out there to win and we were happy we were able to do that.” 

(On if Drew Brees gave him advice) “No, we laughed about a couple of things, that maybe our 
defense may know our plays and things in practice and all that kind of stuff. But we didn't talk about 
this. I think...I've been playing for a while. If I was a young guy, there are certain questions I'd ask him 
and asked him beforehand and all that kind of stuff, but they're certain things now that he's not like 
"you Okay, you ready to go for the first" He doesn't have to do that kind of thing. But we're able to talk 
about just how big of an impact the things that he said to me ended up with me being here and 
everything, I told him everything that he said to me, they have proven it. What you said is what they 
are doing. I think just from that relational standpoint took us to another level because everything he 
said was true and they've proven it. Mickey (Loomis) and everybody's proved it so far.” 

(On if he could hear the crowd when they announced him) “Yeah, that was cool. They were loud, that 
was awesome. And I think there was some Chiefs fans yelling at me too.”

DT Khalen Saunders 

(On his first game at the Caesars Superdome) “Oh man it was amazing. Obviously coming out seeing 
the lights in the stands and stuff look like you looking off into space. All black and seeing black and 
gold, it was definitely a spectacle coming out of that tunnel and we hadn't even like do the 
introductions or anything, we just came out and it was the energy. So I can't... I want to see how they 
get when you introduced Demario (Davis), I want to see how that gets. It was a great experience, it 
was fun.” 

(On how it was lining up against his former team) “Also fun. It really felt like practice. It just really... I 
felt like I saw a lot of plays that I'm used to seeing. I was out there calling out some stuff and kind of 
cheating a little bit but not cheating because I know them. But it was fun, getting to talk to those guys 
too before and after the game. Because, like I said in my introductory press conference here, I'm a 
big team guy. I'm going to treat them...treat those guys like my brothers. I still talk to those guys daily 
and so it was good to kind of reconnect with them and share sentiments and all of that stuff like that. 
But they also know who I am and they know that I'm a team guy so they know I take the Saints 
seriously and it's not like no, "man I wish I can be back." Like no, I love y'all to death but I'm a Saint. 
So that's how it is now and it was a good experience and it was a good competition.” 

(On the opening defensive effort) “I think that's how we need to play the rest of this year. I think that, 
especially with a higher team offense like that, if you can get some stops like that early, you're going 
to get those guys punting the ball pretty early. First two series and stuff (like) getting clutch fourth 
down stops and stuff like that. That's all the makings of a top-five defense. I think that we have to see 
our offense too. Those first two drives going out there and scoring back to back. that's the...what else 
do you look for in a good team? You're getting stops, you're getting clutch fourth down stops and 
you're going down and dropping the ball and putting it in the end zone. I think that we have the 
makings of a championship team and it's just a matter of us to prove that right or wrong which we will 
prove right.” 

(On the snap count and if he wanted more reps) “Absolutely. Absolutely. That's the competitor, the 
football player in all of us. Don't nobody wants to just be done completely playing, especially when 
you getting some tackles and getting back into it finally, like, oh, man, this how football feel. And then 
you get taken out. But obviously this opportunity... this is not our time, this is not my time. This is an 
opportunity for the younger guys. This is obviously for me just to sharpen my skills and polish up and 
get ready for the season. But one thing that I will say that I've learned over my career so far is it's not 
about your first team. It's about those guys who's given those guys a break. Those guys are coming 
in there should never be a drop off. And that's one thing I preach to the guys, the younger guys, the 
rookies, and just the guys on you know behind me is like, "Man when 99 comes off the field..." 
(Malcolm) Roach...I love playing with Roach because there's no drop off at all. And I kind of relay that 
to the younger guys and I'm like, yo, y'all got to... when me and Roach not on there, it should look like 
me and Roach on there. That's just kind of our mentality and mindset.” 

(On the late interception by Kyle Phillips) “Oh, man, obviously anytime a lineman can get to get their 
hand on the ball it's going to be the highlight of the day. And beyond just having an interception it's 
the fact of when he had it, that was like the most clutch thing I have seen in the league for a while. 
Everybody gets on him and (are) patting him on the back and stuff. But I just told him like, "Man, you 
must been living right. You must be prayed it up or something the right way to fall into that 
(interception) in the late (part of) game." Everybody congratulated him, telling him good job. He is 
been having a good camp in general. We brought him on a little later (in training camp), because he 
wasn't here at the start. He's picked up really well, been attacking each day showing great pass rush, 
showing great ability, just as you guys seen or tracking that ball. I know I was happy for him. 
Obviously, everybody was happy for him. I just told him like, hey...I told all the young guys this is your 
resume, and your film is your resume. Put it all on film, so it's nothing left to question and I think he 
did a great job of that.”
