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For Week 13, the Falcons face the Saints on Thanks-
giving night for the second year in a row. These two
franchises have faced each other 100 times, with
the Falcons leading the series 52-48.

Their last matchup was on Nov. 10, when the
Falcons defeated the Saints, 26-9, at the Mer-
cedes-Benz Superdome. The Falcons defense held
the Saints to three field goals - two were red zone
stops - marking the first game since 1997 that
Atlanta held New Orleans to less than 10 points.
The game was also the first time since 2005 that
a team held the Saints under 10 points at home.

In Week 12, the Falcons fell to the Buccaneers,
35-22, at Mercedes-Benz Stadium. Each team had
two turnovers apiece, but Tampa Bay's defense had
13 hits on Matt Ryan, including six sacks, which
slowed the Falcons offense down.

Broke QB Steve Bartkowski franchise record of 23,470
career passing yards in 2013.

His 56 wins in his first five seasons were the most by any
starting quarterback in his first five seasons in NFL history.

Completed 347 of 566 pass attempts (61.3 percent) for
4,177 yards with 29 touchdown passes, 12 interceptions
and a 92.2 passer rating in 2011,

Joined QB Dan Marino and QB Joe Flacco as one of three
quarterbacks since 1950 to post 40-or-more wins in their
first four seasons after leading the Falcons to an 11-5
record in 2011.

Earned his first Pro Bowl selection in 2010. In 16 starts, set
franchise records with 357 completions on 571 pass
attempts. Threw for career-highs with 3,705 yards and 28
touchdowns with a career-low nine interceptions and a
91.0 passer rating.

With a 31-10 win over the Carolina Panthers in the season
finale in 2010, Ryan tied Hall of Fame QB Dan Marino for
the most wins by a quarterback in his first three seasons
since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger with 33. In three seasons,
Ryan posted a 33-13 record.

Earned NFC Offensive Player of the Month honors in
November (2010) after completing 106 of 153 pass
attempts (69.3 percent) for 1,001 yards, seven
touchdowns and zero interceptions in leading the Falcons
to a 4-0 record in the month.

Named Associated Press NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year
and Sporting News Rookie of the Year after completing
265 of 434 passes for 3,440 yards, 16 touchdowns and 11
interceptions for an 87.7 passer rating in his first season.

His 3,440 passing yards in 2008 ranked sixth in a single
season in team history as he became one of two rookie
quarterbacks in NFL history to amass over 3,000 passing
yards in his first season (Peyton Manning).

Became the first rookie quarterback in club history to win
11 games and, along with Baltimore Ravens quarterback
Joe Flacco, was the first rookie quarterback to start all 16
games and lead their teams to the playoffs.

Tied with Flacco by posting the best regular season record

His five 400-yard performances in a career broke the
school record set by Doug Flutie and his four games with
over 400 yards in 2007 also set a Boston College season
record.

Completed 807 of 1,347 passes for 9,313 yards and 56
touchdowns in his Eagle career.

His 807 completions and 1,347 attempts established
school career-records while his completion percentage of
59.9 ranked third in school annals.

His 9,313 passing yards placed him third on the Boston
College all-time record list behind Doug Flutie and Glenn
Foley.

With his 388 pass completions in 2007, Ryan joined Philip

Rivers of North Carolina State and Ben Bennett of Duke as
the only quarterbacks in ACC history to complete 300
passes in a season.

Ryan's 31 touchdown passes in 2007 broke the old school
season-record of 27 by Doug Flutie in 1984.

His career-high 435 yards against Georgia Tech in 2007
rank sixth on the school’s game-record passing list.

With five touchdown passes against Wake Forest in 2007,
Ryan finished one shy of tying the school record of six,
held by Flutie.

Of the Division I-A quarterbacks in the draft who started
24 or more games, Ryan won 76.5 percent of his 34 starts.
