The Houston Texans return home to face the Cleveland Browns in the Week
13 matchup at NRG Stadium with kickoff scheduled for noon CT.

Throughout the first 11 games of the season, RB Dameon Pierce ranks ninth
in league rushing (788) and still paces the rookie class in every major rushing
category. QB Kyle Allen started his first game of the season for the Texans and
threw a touchdown pass to TE Jordan Akins. Since Week 3, Akins has hauled
in 21 passes for 300 yards (14.3 avg.) and two touchdowns, with his 14.3 yards
per catch ranking second among tight ends in the NFL. At Miami, RB Dare
Ogunbowale snuck into the end zone for his fourth career rushing touchdown
and first since Week 17 of 2021 when he was a Jacksonville Jaguar.

The Texans youth movement continues as the team’s rookies have played
2,070 defensive snaps, which ranks second in the NFL and most by rookie
defenders throughout the first 11 games in franchise history.

As a defense, the Texans posted 5.0 sacks against Miami, which tied their
season high from Week 3 at Chicago. DL Maliek Collins posted 2.0 sacks in
Week 12, which was good for his third multi-sack game of his career and the
first since 2017, when he was a member of the Dallas Cowboys.

After the game against the Browns, the Texans will play the Dallas Cowboys
for the first time since 2018, when Houston won on a game-winning field goal

by K Ka'imi Fairbairn.

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FROM HEAD COACH LOVIE SMITH (NOV. 28)

Opening Statement

“These Monday press conferences right after | talk to you (Sunday), it seems like
hours before, not really a lot of changes. For us yesterday, we stunk up the place in
the first quarter, first half. In the second half we did some things better. Didn’t do
enough to win a football game. We need to play better in a lot of different areas.
Offensively, some of the things we talked about, it starts up front. We didn’t do a
good job up front. Never got the running game going. Passing game-wise, you’ve got
to be able to protect the football. We didn’t protect the football, which put us in a
hole a little bit, couldn’t get out. Defensively, we didn’t handle our pass well early
on. We had opportunities, big third down and let him scramble around and score.
That first touchdown pass put us on our heels. We did a lot of things better and have
done a lot of things better. Defensively, we were playing really bad run defense, but
the last two games we played better, and we played better on that game. The score
is what it is. You look at that video, and then we have to move on and get ready
for a big week. We realize who’s coming into town. I’'m talking about the football
team that’s coming into town and what all that brings with us. We need a win, so
when things don’t go well, you want to get back home and play. Injury-wise, the guys
from yesterday’s game, we’re still evaluating. | said Rex Burkhead was in concussion
protocol. Christian Harris went out with a shoulder injury. Derek Stingley still has a
mild hamstring, getting better.”

How do you prepare to face a quarterback like Browns QB Deshaun Watson who
has not played for a while?

“There’s not a whole lot of video on him, is there? We have a whole lot of it though.
I mean, he hasn’t played in a long period of time, but he’s a heck of a football player.
I know that. | assume playing quarterback is a lot like riding a bike. It comes back to
you fairly quickly. | know he has been practicing with them. They have been playing
good football. Adding Deshaun (Watson) will make them that much better. They
beat a good Tampa team yesterday. They played good football throughout. Balanced
attack offensively. They have a running game, excellent running backs. Superstars on
the defensive side of the ball. It will be a big test for us.”

How do you think the familiarity between the Houston Texans and QB Deshaun
Watson will impact the game?

“I assume yes, some. But it’s been a long period of time. | think most of our guys, a
lot of the guys we have, didn’t play with Deshaun (Watson). Again, it’s so much more.
We played an outstanding quarterback (Tua Tagovailoa) yesterday. It was more than
just the quarterback, and that will be the case this week.”

How has DB Derek Stingley Jr.s absence impacted the secondary on gameday?
“It’s tough when you lose your one corner, but that’s life in the NFL too. Guys get
hurt. Can’t wait to get him back. | didn’t like the way we started yesterday, but in the
second half | thought the guys did a little bit better job of covering and competing a
little bit better on some of the passes.”

What is it like to have to address all of the QB Deshaun Watson questions again?
“You’re right, it was a little bit different last year. Deshaun (Watson) was in the
building a little bit, but we didn’t have a whole lot of interaction with him. But that is
in the past. Changed area codes and all that. Now it’s just about a great quarterback
coming into town that we need to get ready for with a history with our franchise. |
think it’s just about that. When you start watching the video of them as a football
team, you kind of move past that. Did | tell you we’ve got a lot of young guys? They
don’t know a whole lot about our past and what we’ve done. They are just trying to
get better and help us get another win.”

Is this just another example of the team looking forward and moving on?

“Yeah. | think this will probably be the final piece to that story. Deshaun (Watson)
is back. He’s playing football. The way things go, his first game would be back down
here. What a great opportunity for us, too. Again, we hadn’t played our best ball. A
lot of people will be watching this game, and hopefully we put our best effort we’ve
had all year.”

What can you do this week to fix the slow starts?

“The last couple, they’ve been really slow. What do we do? You just go back, you
watch what happened. The first play, we missed a block. You miss one block, it kind of
puts you on your heels. We got to third down, one guy missed another block, didn’t
give us a chance. You just keep working on it, and you can’t wait for that next game
to get here. For us, this is a big game. We get another chance to prove that we can
start fast. Hopefully, that will be the case this week.”

What things can you fix going into this game to get the run game and RB Dameon
Pierce going?

“Just great plays by them, but some of it’s pretty basic. The running game is about
one-on-one blocking up front first. It’s about man-on-man. We’ve done that for the
majority of the season. Last couple of weeks, we’ve kind of lost that. We've got to
get it back. Better technique, better want to, it’s a must as much as anything. We’re
not going to abandon the run. Everybody has to still be able to run the football. We
just have to do it better.”

Can you expand on the plan of using OL Justin McCray and OL Kenyon Green and
how it effects OL Kenyon Green’s development?

“I've talked a little bit about the development. We want Kenyon (Green) to develop,
but our plan going in is just what we think gives us the best chance to have a successful
play. If the option that we’ve been going with we feel like didn’t work as well, you
have to look at other options. Justin (McCray) has been around. | thought he got in,
we did have a pre-plan for him to go in about the third series. That happened. | think
he got about over 20 plays. Will it continue? It’s like that for all positions for us. I think

Kenyon did some things better yesterday, but just our overall play at the offensive line
position still isn’t what it needs to be. Looking at the (Cleveland Brown’s) front that
we have coming in here, seems like I've been talking about a great front each week.
Any front with Myles Garrett on it is pretty special.”

What'’s your thought process when you have a young player who is going through
struggles?

“Young player or just any player in general, you look at the option behind. If you feel
like making a change would help us, you have to take that into play. Where we are in
the season through, some of the guys we’re talking about, there’s a body of work too.
Sometimes once you’ve seen someone form a long period of time, it’s about seeing
the other option for a little bit longer period of time. We want to motivate all our
guys, but some of the minor tweaks we’ve made right now is based on we think that
second option will give us a little bit more.”

What do you tell the fans who can’t see the process of this rebuild week-to-week?
“The same thing I'm telling the team and everybody else, the history behind, we
can’t go there. We understand the fans have been around a long period of time. For
us, we're trying to build. It’s a process that you can’t skip a step and we’re not there
yet. That’s what we’re telling them, but we’re going to get there. We work extremely
hard each day to try and make that happen. I just don’t think it does a lot of good to
talk about some of the good things we’re doing. Know what the record is. We have
one win, and we need to get better in all the areas, and I'm telling the fans that’s
what we’re trying to do.”

Do you worry about QB Kyle Allen’s confidence after his first start?

“No, because as you mention, he hasn’t played a whole lot in a period of time. |
think we have to assume it’s going to take a while. When | say a while, the first game
normally you don’t sit out, hopefully that’ll be the case with Deshaun (Watson) too.
When you haven’t played in a long period of time, there is some rust. That’s why
starting off, Kyle (Allen) was playing better football in the second half than he played
in the first. That interception at the end, we can’t have that. Just overall, we didn’t
score a point in the first half. We scored 15 in the second (half) with him leading it. So
hopefully that’s just a part of it. You have to assume the best ball will be a little later
on and hopefully this week we’ll see more improvement.”

What challenges does RB Nick Chubb present?

“As we've talked about, we’ve improved that last couple weeks on just how we’ve
played the run. That’s about gap integrity, getting more guys to the ball, eliminating
explosive plays — he had a big explosive one that maybe helped him win yesterday.
And with our guys, you know the running backs you’re getting ready to play. It seems
like each week there’s been a special running back that we’re playing, and that’s
definitely the case this week. The running back that we’re getting ready to play is
about as good as any. There’s a commitment to the run on their part too. We can’t let
them log us to sleep on having a special quarterback coming back and they’re going
to throw it every snap. | don’t think they’re going to change exactly who they are.”

Are you concerned that maybe the second-year players are in a slump with TE
Brevin Jordan and LB Garret Wallow being healthy scratches?

“The sophomore class, the freshmen class, just us in general, we can’t let there be a
slump. We know what our record is. When you’re at where we are right now, it’s just
about how do you get the bad taste out of your mouth, and that’s playing another
game. This is a great opportunity that we have. | think it’s kind of as simple as that. |
know our guys keep showing up. There’s frustration right now from a lot of people,
veterans players, young players, second-year players, coaches, all of that. We're all
just working to do a lot better job, which we all need to do.”

Do you think DL Jonathan Greenard can return to practice this week? Is there an
update on that?

“I wish | could tell you. I kind of stay with that injury list as much as anything. It’s
been a long period of time since Jonathan (Greenard) has been out. Our defensive
line did some good things yesterday. I’'ve been talking about the things guys haven’t
done. | thought Maliek Collins was outstanding with his play. Jerry Hughes has kind
of played the same way in most of the games he’s played. Do we need to get a player
like Jonathan Greenard back? Absolutely, he’s one of our best players. We need him
back out there as soon as possible. Not quite there yet. Hopefully it will be sooner
than later.”

With RB Rex Burkhead in concussion protocol, how ready do you feel RB Eno
Benjamin is to fill in for him if possible?

“He’s the next option. We want to get a look at him. It’s always about the next guy up.
Things normally work themselves out where you deserve to get a chance, it happens.
He’s been here a couple weeks now. It’s documented what type of football player (he
is). If we do need someone else to set up, it’s good to have a player like that in the
hole ready to go.”

WR Brandin Cooks made the comment after the game that the offense wasn’t
ready from the start. Where does that type of comment stem from?

“You’ve got to talk to Brandin (Cooks) about that. We didn’t play well, so to say we
we’re ready to play, to me it’s pretty simple. How do you start out? Did you play well
to start off? You’re ready to play. If you don’t, you’re not ready. If a guy like Brandin
is saying that, one of our leaders of our football team, we weren’t. That definitely
wasn’t planned. Hopefully this week we’ll be better prepared, ready to play against
a good Cleveland team.”
