PRO: The Titans signed Brandon Allen as a free agent during the 2025 
offseason to bring experience to the quarterback room. The 6-foot-2-inch 
quarterback has appeared in 18 games with 10 starts in his NFL career. 
He spent the last two seasons with the San Francisco 49ers where he 
saw action in three games with one start. Allen’s most extensive action 
came in 2020 when he started five games for the Cincinnati Bengals. 
The Fayetteville, Ark., native has completed 166 of 293 passes for 1,810 
yards and 11 touchdowns in nine seasons. Allen has also spent time with 
the Jacksonville Jaguars (2017-18), L.A. Rams (2017-18) and Denver 
Broncos (2019). 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:
• Allen won his first career start against Cleveland on Nov. 3, 2019 by 
posting a passer rating of 125.6. He completed 12 of his 20 passes for 
193 yards and two scores, including a 75-yard touchdown to tight end 
Noah Fant. 
• On Dec. 27, 2020 on the road in Houston, Allen notched his second win 
as a starter. Allen began the game with seven consecutive completions 
and finished with a career-best 371 yards with two touchdowns in the 
37-31 victory. 

TITANS TIDBITS:
• Allen has been coached by Brian Callahan before when the Titans head 
coach served as the Cincinnati Bengals offensive coordinator while Allen 
played there from 2020-22. Allen started five games during the 2020 
season after the Bengals’ Joe Burrow suffered a season-ending injury. 
“I don’t think people have enough respect for what Brandon Allen is,” 
Callahan told Titans.com upon Allen’s signing with the team. “Ultimately, 
Brandon has played 10 years for a reason.”
• The tie between the Allen family and the University of Arkansas runs 
very deep. Allen’s father, Bobby, spent over 20 years at the school as a 
position coach for the defensive line, linebackers, cornerbacks and free 
safeties and served as the team’s defensive coordinator in 1998 and 
2000. Allen’s younger brother, Austin, led the SEC with 3,340 passing 
yards to go with 25 touchdown passes in 2016. 
• In 2014, Arkansas super fan Canaan Sandy was able to score a 
touchdown during the Razorbacks’ spring game when Allen handed him 
the ball and he ran for a 50-yard touchdown in front of fans. Sandy is a 
dedicated fan with special needs and formed a relationship with Allen 
among other Arkansas players and staff through his commitment to 
attending many of the school’s athletic events.

Completed 15 
of 29 passes for 136 yards and a touchdown.

2020 (5/5 - Cincinnati):  Started five games for the Bengals after Joe 
Burrow suffered a season-ending injury. Completed 90 of 142 passes for 
925 yards and four touchdowns. Set career highs with 29 completions 
and 371 yards in a win at Houston on Dec. 27. Spent the first 10 weeks 
of the season on the team’s practice squad and was inactive against the 
Steelers (12/21).
• Against N.Y. Giants (11/29), completed 17 of 29 passes for 136 yards, 
one touchdown and one interception.
• At Miami (12/6), completed 11 of 19 passes for 153 yards, one 
touchdown and one interception. Connected with Tyler Boyd on a 72-yard 
touchdown.
• Against Dallas (12/13), competed 27 of 36 passes for 217 yards and a 
touchdown.



• At Houston (12/27), attempted 37 passes with a career-high 29 
completions for 371 yards and two touchdowns in the 37-31 victory.

A 75-yard touchdown pass to 
Noah Fant established a new career-long completion.
• At Minnesota (11/17), completed 17 of 39 passes for 240 yards and one 
touchdown.

COLLEGE: 
•  Appeared in 42 games with 38 starts in five seasons (2011-15) at 
Arkansas. Set the school record with 64 career touchdown passes, while 
completing 583 passes on 1,016 attempts, both of which ranked second 
in program history. Threw for 7,463 yards in his career on 57.4 completion 
percentage, the third-highest rate in school annals.
• As a senior (2015), started all 13 games for the Razorbacks and 
completed 224 of 344 pass attempts for 3,440 yards and 30 touchdowns. 
Added 54 rushes for 116 yards and a score. Made his 34th consecutive 
start at quarterback, the longest streak for an Arkansas quarterback 
since joining the Southeastern Conference in 1992. Led the SEC in 
passer rating (166.5), yards per attempt (9.3) and touchdowns against 
conference opponents (21).
• As a junior (2014), started all 13 games and completed 190 of 339 
pass attempts for 2,285 yards and 20 touchdowns. Also had two rushing 
touchdowns. His five interceptions tied for the fewest interceptions thrown 
by an FBS quarterback that started every game. Earned Advocare V100 
Texas Bowl MVP honors after throwing for 160 yards and two touchdowns 
against Texas in the season finale on Dec. 29. Named to the SEC Fall 
Academic Honor Roll for third consecutive year.

• As a sophomore (2013), appeared in and started 11 games. Finished 
his first season as a starter with 1,552 yards and 13 touchdowns on 128-
of-258 pass completions. Named to the SEC Fall Academic Honor Roll.
• As a redshirt freshman (2012), appeared in five games with one start. 
Completed 21 of 49 pass attempts for 186 yards and one score. Made his 
first start against Alabama on Sept. 15 and finished with 60 yards passing. 
Named to the SEC Fall Academic Honor Roll.
• As a true freshman (2011), did not appear in any games and redshirted.
• Graduated from Arkansas in 2014 with a degree in recreation and sport 
management.

• As a senior (2010), led his school to the Class 7A state title game by 
throwing for 3,408 yards, 38 touchdowns and not throwing an interception 
all season. 
• Was named NWA Media’s Big Six Football Player of the Year and was 
selected to Associated Press’ Arkansas Super Team as a senior. 
• As a junior (2009), threw for 3,990 yards and 41 touchdowns while 
leading his team to a state runner-up finish.

PRO: The Titans claimed Jalyn Armour-Davis off waivers from the 
Baltimore Ravens during final roster cutdowns prior to the 2025 campaign. 
The 6-foot-1-inch, 200-pounder is a physical, athletic cornerback that 
looks to add depth and experience to the Titans secondary.  In his first 
three NFL campaigns with the Ravens (2022-24), the Alabama product 
appeared in 19 games with three starts and posted 16 tackles, two passes 
defensed, a stop for loss and four special teams tackles.

TITANS TIDBITS:
• Armour-Davis played football against fellow Titans cornerback Roger 
McCreary all four years of high school in Mobile, Ala.  The two defensive 
backs  became rivals again when McCreary chose Auburn and Armour-
Davis attended the University of Alabama.
• Armour-Davis says basketball was his first love, but he quickly 
transitioned to football after realizing it was his best opportunity at earning 
a college scholarship.
• Armour-Davis was a talented track athlete as a high schooler in 
Alabama, placing first in the Class 5A State Championship in the 100 
meters (10.87) and triple jump (44’5.5) in 2017.

PRO: The Titans signed unrestricted free agent Morgan Cox during 
the 2021 offseason to add a veteran presence and experience to the 
long snapping position. In his first 15 NFL seasons, the 6-foot-4-inch, 
233-pounder appeared in 233 regular season games, including all 17 
games with the Titans in 2021, 2022, 2023 and 2024.  The University of 
Tennessee product is widely considered one of the best at his position in 
the NFL and has been selected to five Pro Bowls, four as a member of 
the Baltimore Ravens and one with the Titans in 2022.  The Collierville, 
Tenn., native was originally signed as a rookie free agent by the Ravens 
following the 2010 NFL Draft.

PRO: The Titans signed Tony Pollard early in the 2024 offseason to add 
experience and a playmaking threat to the offensive backfield.  The 6-foot, 
209-pounder entered the NFL as a fourth-round pick of the Dallas Cowboys 
in 2019.  The Memphis product served primarily as a backup during his 
first three seasons with the Cowboys before enjoying a breakout 2022 
campaign with 1,007 rushing yards and 12 total touchdowns which led 
to his first career Pro Bowl nod.  Dallas used the franchise tag on Pollard 
heading into the 2023 season, and he responded with 1,005 yards on the 
ground and six scores. In his first season with the Titans, Pollard totaled 
career-highs in carries (260) and rushing yards (1,079).

PRO: The Titans selected Jeffery Simmons with the 19th overall pick in 
the 2019 NFL Draft. After six NFL seasons, he has been named a team 
captain the last four years, selected to the Pro Bowl three times (2021, 
2022 and 2024) and is a two-time second team All-Pro honoree (2021, 
2022). He was rewarded with a multi-year contract extension during the 
2023 offseason. The 6-foot-4-inch, 305-pound defensive lineman provides 
a rare blend of size, power and quickness, making him a disruptive force 
in the middle of the defense. 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• In 2024, for the second consecutive year, Simmons was named the 
Titans nominee for the NFL’s Walter Payton Man of the Year Award 
that recognizes a player for outstanding community service, as well as 
excellence on the field. “Being considered for Walter Payton Man of the 
Year for a second time is truly one of the greatest honors of my career,” 
he said. “I am grateful for the opportunity to play the game, but even more 
thankful for the platform it offers me and the ways I can bless others.” 
Simmons finished the season with a career-high 76 tackles and five sacks 
in 16 games played. 
• Simmons recorded a career-high 76 tackles in 2024 to go along with five 
sacks, 11 tackles for loss, two forced fumbles and two fumble recoveries 
on the way to earning Pro Bowl honors. 
• In 2022, he earned Pro Bowl and second-team All-Pro honors for 
the second consecutive campaign, anchoring a unit that ranked first in 
the NFL in rushing defense (76.9 opponent rushing yards per game). 
Simmons posted 7.5 sacks and 43 quarterback pressures and added a 
career-high seven passes defensed, which tied for the fourth-best mark 
among all NFL defensive linemen. Simmons and Arizona’s J.J. Watt 
were the NFL’s only players in 2022 with at least seven sacks and seven 
passes defensed. 
• In 2021, Simmons was named a team captain for the first time in his 
career, and he went on to become one of six players on the roster to 
start all 17 games. He was named to his first career Pro Bowl and added 
Associated Press second-team All-Pro honors after setting career highs 
in several categories, including sacks (8.5), tackles (54), quarterback 
pressures (58), tackles for loss (12) and passes defensed (six). Among 
all defensive tackles in the NFL, his 8.5 sacks ranked sixth. 
• Simmons was one of only five NFL players to produce at least 50 
tackles, eight sacks and six passes defensed in 2021, joining Maxx 
Crosby, Cameron Jordan, Cameron Heyward and T.J. Watt. Simmons 
and Heyward were the only interior defensive linemen in the league to 
accomplish the feat. 
• In a divisional playoff game against Cincinnati on Jan. 22, 2022, he set 
a franchise postseason record with three sacks.

TITANS TIDBITS:
• In July 2023, Simmons paid homage to his hometown of Macon, Miss., 
with his first ‘Community Fun Day,’ which included local food vendors, 
games, inflatables and fireworks. He was then honored by city officials 
with a key to the city. Simmons has continued the tradition each year 
and in 2025, Jelly Roll made a special appearance to perform at the 
‘Community Fun Day.’
• In July 2022, the official ribbon cutting was held at the Jeffery B. 
Simmons Field House at Noxubee County High School in Macon, 

Miss. Simmons donated more than $50,000 to upgrade his former high 
school’s athletic facilities. During the same week, he donated $75,000 to 
Starkville (Miss.) Parks and Recreation to be used for a new turf field at 
the Starkville Sportsplex. The field was also named in his honor. 
• During college, Simmons was a two-time member of the SEC Academic 
Honor Roll. 
• Simmons’ brother, Dylan Bradley, played football at Southern Miss and 
then spent time with the Minnesota Vikings. His uncle, Jason Hatcher, 
played 10 total seasons with the Dallas Cowboys and Washington 
Commanders. 
• Away from football, Simmons enjoys fishing and spending time 
outdoors.
• Simmons holds an annual youth football camp in Mississippi.
• During Week 12 of the 2023 campaign, Simmons was named the 
NFLPA Community MVP after providing turkeys to more than 500 
Nashville families for the Thanksgiving holiday.

PRO: The Titans signed Joey Slye during the 2025 offseason to add a 
strong leg and veteran experience to the kicking game. Prior to arriving 
in Tennessee, the 5-foot-11-inch, 213-pounder appeared in 95 games 
over six seasons with the Carolina Panthers (2019-20), Houston Texans 
(2022), San Francisco 49ers (2022), Washington Commanders (2022-
23) and New England Patriots (2024). The Virginia Tech product has 
also spent time with the N.Y. Giants and Jacksonville Jaguars. The North 
Stafford, Va., native made 147 field goals and 163 extra points from 
2019-24.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:
• In 2024, Slye connected on a 63-yard field goal as a member of the 
New England Patriots. The 63-yarder tied for the fourth-longest field goal 
in NFL history. Slye became one of nine NFL players to have two 60-yard 
field goals in a career (connected on a 61-yarder in 2023).

The Foundation 
also gives out six $2,000 scholarships. This year A.J. would’ve turned 31 
and in honor of that, Slye is working to raise $310,000 for the Leukemia 
Lymphoma Society.
• While he was growing up, Slye’s father worked for the United States 
Army so the family moved around a lot living in California, Montana, New 
Mexico before settling in Virginia.

PRO: The Titans selected Tyjae Spears in the third round of the 2023 
NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 195-pounder is a dynamic and explosive 
running back with superb instincts and the ability to play on all downs on 
offense and contribute in the return game. As a rookie, Spears appeared 
in all 17 games and accumulated 838 scrimmage yards to rank seventh 
in franchise history among rookie running backs. His totals included 453 
yards and two touchdowns on the ground and 385 receiving yards and 
a score as a receiver. The Ponchatoula, La., native spent four years at 
Tulane (2019-22) prior to entering the NFL. Chosen by the Titans with 
the 81st overall draft pick, he became the highest pick from Tulane since 
running back Matt Forte in 2008 (44th overall by Chicago). 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:
• Spears has had a knack for finding the end zone during his first two 
NFL campaigns.  He has scored eight touchdowns (six rushing and two 
receiving) from 2023-2024.
• As a rookie in 2023, Spears carried the ball 100 times for 453 yards 
and two touchdowns, and he added 52 receptions for 385 yards and 
one score. His 838 scrimmage yards ranked seventh in franchise history 
among rookie running backs, and the total also placed fourth among 
rookie running backs in 2023 behind Atlanta’s Bijan Robinson, Detroit’s 
Jahmyr Gibbs and Miami’s De’Von Achane.

• Against Jacksonville (1/7), registered his first career multi-touchdown 
game.  Caught three passes for 41 yards with a touchdown and rushed 
three times for 25 yards with a score.  Gave the Titans a 7-3 lead with a 
28-yard touchdown grab on third-and-six in the first quarter.  Extended 
the Titans’ second touchdown drive with a 22-yard scamper off left end 
on third-and-two in the second quarter.  Extended the Titans lead to 21-10 
with a three-yard touchdown run in the second quarter.

(6.8), tied for second in 100-yard rushing games (15), tied for third 
in rushing touchdowns (31), fourth in rushing yards per game (85.6) 
and sixth in rushing yards (2,910) and total touchdowns (34). His 6.8 
yards per carry from 2019 to 2022 ranked second in the FBS behind 
only Alabama-Birmingham running back DeWayne McBride’s 7.3-yard 
average (minimum 400 attempts).
