
NASHVILLE — The Tennessee Titans (3-5) play their second of three consecutive 
road games this week, traveling to Tampa Bay to face the Buccaneers (3-5).  Kickoff at 
Raymond James Stadium (capacity 65,844) is scheduled for noon CST/1 p.m. EST on 
Sunday, Nov. 12.  
	 The Titans and Buccaneers have met on only 12 prior occasions, and 10 of those 
were won by the Titans, including the past three encounters. Sunday will mark only the 
fourth game between the clubs at Raymond James Stadium, which opened in 1998. The 
Titans are 2-1 at the Buccaneers' current home. 

THE BROADCAST
	 The contest will be regionally televised on CBS, including Nashville affiliate WTVF 
NewsChannel 5, as well as on Paramount+ in the Nashville market. The broadcast team 
includes play-by-play announcer Andrew Catalon, analysts Tiki Barber and Matt Ryan, 
and reporter AJ Ross. 
	 Fans in Nashville can stream live Titans games on mobile devices with NFL+, 
which offers access to local games and all primetime games on phones and tablets. 
Out of market, fans can watch every Sunday afternoon game with Sunday Ticket. More 
information on ways to watch NFL games can be found here.  
	 The Titans Radio Network and Nashville flagship 104.5 The Zone carry all Titans 
games across the Mid-South with the “Voice of the Titans” Mike Keith, analyst Dave 
McGinnis, sideline reporter Ramon Foster and gameday host Rhett Bryan. Streaming 
is available at the Titans Mobile App for listeners in the Nashville market and available 
everywhere for desktop users. 

TITANS FACE ANOTHER ROAD TEST 
	 The Titans were on the road at Pittsburgh last week to face the Steelers on Thursday 
Night Football. With quarterback Ryan Tannehill out for a second consecutive game due 
to an ankle injury, rookie quarterback Will Levis recorded his second NFL start. Levis 
and the Titans took a three-point lead into the fourth quarter, but the Steelers scored the 
go-ahead touchdown with less than five minutes remaining in regulation and fended off a 
last-minute drive by the Titans to win 20-16. 
	 Levis, the 33rd overall selection in the 2023 NFL Draft, completed 22 of 39 passes 
for 262 yards with one interception. He had seven completions of 20-plus yards, the most 
for the Titans in a game since Tannehill had seven in the 2022 season opener against the 
New York Giants. Through two NFL games, Levis is 41-of-68 passing for 500 yards with 
four touchdowns, one interception and a 96.4 passer rating. 
	 The Titans will have extra time following the Thursday night game to rest and 
prepare for the Buccaneers. Since Mike Vrabel became the head coach of the Titans 
in 2018, the Titans are 10-1 with nine or more rest days between games. The record 
includes a 4-1 mark on Sundays following a Thursday game the previous week.  
	 Following their Tampa trip, the Titans will travel back to the Sunshine State to 
play the division-rival Jaguars on Nov. 19. That will conclude a seven-week stretch in 
which they play a total of one game at Nissan Stadium. Other than the home game—a 
win against Atlanta on Oct. 29—the stretch includes four road contests, one game in 
London and a bye. Five of their final seven games will be at home, starting with a post-
Thanksgiving clash with the Carolina Panthers on Nov. 26.

THE BUCCANEERS 
	 The Buccaneers won three of their first four games of 2023 before dropping their 
last four contests. Last week they were at Houston, where the teams combined for 31 
points in the fourth quarter alone. After the Buccaneers took a late lead, the Texans 
responded with a touchdown with six seconds on the clock to win by a final score of 39-37. 
	 Todd Bowles is in his second campaign as Tampa Bay's head coach following 
three seasons as the team’s defensive coordinator. He led the Buccaneers to an NFC 
South title in 2022. Through eight games in 2023, the 3-5 Buccaneers are in third place 
in the division behind the 5-4 New Orleans Saints and the 4-5 Atlanta Falcons. 
	 Following the offseason retirement of quarterback Tom Brady, the Buccaneers 
signed veteran signal caller Baker Mayfield as an unrestricted free agent. The former 
No. 1 overall draft choice with the Cleveland Browns has started every game this season, 
passing for 1,865 yards and 12 touchdowns with four interceptions.

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	 In 12 all-time meetings between the Titans and Buccaneers, the Titans 
have won 10 of the games in the series, which dates back to Tampa Bay’s 
expansion season of 1976. The Titans took five consecutive meetings 
from 1989 through 2003, and they have won the last three times they have 
played. 
	 The Titans have hosted eight of the 12 meetings in the series. They 
have traveled to Tampa Bay for a regular season game on four occasions 
and only three times in Raymond James Stadium, which opened in 1998.
	 Most recently, the Titans hosted the Buccaneers in Week 8 of the 
2019 campaign (Oct. 27) and fought for a 27-23 win. Quarterback Ryan 
Tannehill, who was making his second start in a Titans uniform, completed 
an eight-yard touchdown pass to rookie wide receiver A.J. Brown with less 
than seven minutes remaining in the fourth quarter for the game-winning 
score, and the Titans defense produced two takeaways and a turnover on 
downs to end the three subsequent Buccaneers possessions.    
	 The last time the Titans visited Tampa Bay was the 2015 season 
opener (Sept. 13). The matchup featured the top two picks in the 2015 
NFL Draft and the two most recent Heisman Trophy winners at the time, 
Buccaneers quarterback Jameis Winston (first overall) and the Titans’ 
Marcus Mariota. Mariota passed for four touchdowns and a 158.3 passer 
rating, helping the Titans prevail 42-14. 
	 The first game between the two franchises was a historic occasion. 
On Sept. 12, 1976, the Buccaneers, led by head coach John McKay and 
quarterback Steve Spurrier, played the inaugural game in team history 
against the Oilers at the Astrodome. The Oilers, coached by Bum Phillips 
and quarterbacked by Dan Pastorini, won the game by a final score of 20-0.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR THIS WEEK
LB AZEEZ AL-SHAAIR

	¾ Can lead the team in total tackles for the fifth consecutive game.  

K NICK FOLK
	¾ Enters the game with a streak of 27 consecutive field goals made.
	¾ He has made 19 consecutive field goals as a member of the Titans, 

which is tied for the fifth-longest streak in franchise history. He needs 
two more field goals without a miss to break the franchise record of 20, 
first established by Al Del Greco (1998-99) and later matched three 
times by Rob Bironas (2007-08, 2010, 2011-12). 

	¾ Enters the game with a streak of 72 consecutive field goals made on 
attempts from less than 40 yards. Last week he broke Justin Tucker's 
NFL record of 70 consecutive field goals from less than 40 yards.

	¾ With 372 career field goals (20th all-time), he needs one field goal to tie  
and two field goals to surpass Jan Stenerud (373) for 19th place in NFL 
history in career field goals. 

RB DERRICK HENRY
	¾ Can record his 40th total 100-yard rushing game, including regular 

season (37) and playoffs (three). He would tie Earl Campbell (40) 
for the most such games in franchise history. His 37th such regular-
season game would surpass Eddie George (36) for the second-most in 
franchise history, behind only Campbell (39). 

	¾ With six career 200-yard rushing games, he needs one more to surpass 
Adrian Peterson (six) and O.J. Simpson (six) for the most such games 
all-time.

	¾ Henry (82 career rushing touchdowns) needs one more rushing 
touchdown to surpass Corey Dillon (82) and place him in a tie with 
Jim Taylor (83) for the 17th highest total in NFL history. Two rushing 
touchdowns would give him sole possession of 17th place, and three 
rushing touchdowns would put him in a tie for 16th place with Marshawn 
Lynch.

	¾ On 10/27/19 against Tampa Bay, Henry led the team with 75 rushing yards 

on 16 attempts.

	¾ On 9/27/15 against Tampa Bay, Hopkins had eight receptions for 101 yards 

and a touchdown in a win for the Houston Texans. It was his fifth career 100-
yard receiving game and his 11th career touchdown. 

S TERRELL EDMUNDS
	¾ On 9/24/18 at Tampa Bay, Edmunds recorded his first career interception 

when he picked off QB Ryan Fitzpatrick in the victory for the Pittsburgh 
Steelers. 

	¾ On 10/16/22 against Tampa Bay, Edmunds had a team-leading 10 tackles as 
a member of the Pittsburgh Steelers. 

K NICK FOLK
	¾ On 9/8/13 against Tampa Bay, Folk went a perfect three-of-three on field goal 

attempts and one-for-one on extra point attempts. Hit the game-winning 48-
yard field goal as time expired in the 18-17 win for the New York Jets. 

OLB HAROLD LANDRY III
	¾ On 10/27/19 against Tampa Bay, Landry recorded a sack, a forced fumble 

and a fumble recovery on the same play in the fourth quarter. It marked the 
first time in his career he notched a strip-sack and fumble recovery on the 
same play. 

QB RYAN TANNEHILL
	¾ On 10/27/19 against Tampa Bay, Tannehill went 21 of 33 for 193 yards and 

three touchdowns for a 109.8 passer rating in his second start for the Titans. 
Led a game-winning drive marching the team down the field 90 yards that 
culminated with his game-winning eight-yard touchdown pass to A.J. Brown 
in the fourth quarter. 

	¾ Can register his fourth consecutive game with 100 or more scrimmage 
yards and his 48th career game (regular season) with 100-plus 
scrimmage yards. In franchise history, only Eddie George (54) has 
more.

	¾ Needs 64 rushing yards to become the 38th player in NFL history with 
9,000 career rushing yards (currently 8,936). 

WR DeANDRE HOPKINS
	¾ Can extend his active streak to 154 consecutive games with a reception—

every game he has played since he entered the NFL. It is the longest 
active streak in the NFL. Hopkins' streak is the fourth-longest in NFL 
history to begin a career behind only Marvin Harrison (190 consecutive 
games), Keyshawn Johnson (167) and Marshall Faulk (158).

	¾ Can register his 42nd career 100-yard receiving game and his third 100-
yard game as a member of the Titans.  

	¾ Needs one touchdown reception (currently 74 in his career) to join 39 
other players in NFL history to reach 75 career touchdown catches. 

	¾ Needs 138 receiving yards (currently 11,862) to become the 29th player 
in NFL history to reach 12,000 receiving yards. 

QB WILL LEVIS
	¾ Can become the eighth rookie quarterback in franchise history to start 

at least three games. Among the same group, he can become the third 
player to win two of his first three starts, joining Jacky Lee (1960) and 
Brent Pease (1987 replacement games). 

QB RYAN TANNEHILL
	¾ Can record his 26th career 300-yard passing game. 
	¾ Needs a passer rating of at least 100.0 (minimum 20 attempts) to 

register his 27th such performance as a member of the Titans. That 
would place him in a tie with Steve McNair (27) for the second-highest 
total in franchise history behind only Warren Moon (29).

GAME RECAP
	 In Week 8 of the 2019 season, the Titans hosted the Buccaneers and won by a score 
of 27-23. Tennessee recovered two fumbles, and recorded two interceptions to finish the 
contest plus-three in turnover margin.
	 Tampa Bay got on the board first on the team’s opening drive. Buccaneers QB  
Jameis Winston led his team on an eight-play, 71-yard scoring drive that culminated 
in a 22-yard field goal and a 3-0 lead. On the next Tampa Bay possession, Winston 
fumbled the ball and it was recovered by DT Isaiah Mack to give Tennessee posses-
sion at the Tampa Bay 10-yard line. The Titans capitalized on the turnover, as QB Ryan 
Tannehill quickly connected with TE Jonnu Smith for a five-yard score and a 7-3 Ten-
nessee lead.

	 Todd Bowles is in his second season as the head coach of the Tampa Bay 
Buccaneers after three seasons as the team’s defensive coordinator from 2019-
21. He was named head coach on March 30, 2022. 
	 In Bowles’ first season at the helm in Tampa Bay, the Buccaneers earned 
their second straight NFC South division title before falling to the Cowboys in 
the Wild Card round of the NFC Playoffs. He was the play caller for a defense 
that finished top 10 in several categories, including total yards allowed per game 
(324.3), passing yards allowed per game (203.5) and sacks (45). 
	 In three seasons as defensive coordinator from 2019-21, Bowles 
transformed a unit to one of the most productive and opportunistic defenses in 
the league. In 2019, he turned Tampa Bay’s 24th-ranked unit against the run into 
the league’s best (73.8 yards per game). In 2020, the Buccaneers defense led 
the league in takeaways (34) en route to a Super Bowl LV victory. That year’s 
unit included Pro Bowl and AP second-team All-Pro outside linebacker Shaquil 
Barrett and AP All-Rookie Team members defensive back Sean Murphy-
Bunting and linebacker Devin White.
	 Bowles first head coaching job came with the Jets from 2015-18. Defense 
was also Bowles’ calling card in New York, with the Jets defense holding teams 
to just four yards per carry and 44 rushing touchdowns during his time as head 
coach, ranking sixth and eighth in the NFL, respectively.  
	 Prior to New York, Bowles served as defensive coordinator with the 
Cardinals from 2013-14, winning Assistant Coach of the Year honors from the 
Pro Football Writers of America and Associated Press in 2014. 
	 Bowles spent one year with the Eagles as the team’s secondary coach in 
2012. He was named interim defensive coordinator for Philadelphia for the final 
10 games of that season. Before joining the Eagles, he worked as the assistant 
head coach/secondary coach for the Dolphins from 2008-11 and was named 
interim head coach for the final three games of 2011. He also coached the 
defensive backs for the Cowboys from 2005-07.
	 Bowles’ NFL coaching career started in 2000 serving as defensive backs 
coach for the Jets before spending four years with the Browns as the defensive 
nickel package coach from 2001-03 and secondary coach in 2004. He also spent 
two seasons with the Packers personnel department from 1995-96. Prior to the 
NFL, Bowles spent two seasons as the defensive coordinator at Grambling State 
in 1998-99 and one season in the same role at Morehouse College in 1997.
	 The Elizabeth, N.J., native played collegiately at Temple before playing 
eight NFL seasons with Washington (1986-90, 92-93) and San Francisco (1991). 
He was a starter on Washington’s Super Bowl XXII (1987) team.

	 Levis then guided the offense back into field goal territory with four completions for 
56 yards including a pair of completions to WR Kyle Philips for 45 yards. Folk made 
the 36-yard attempt as time expired to go into halftime with a 13-10 lead. 
	 Pittsburgh tied the game with 5:41 left in the third quarter on a 30-yard Boswell field 
goal that capped a 15-play, 75-yard drive. 
	 The Titans then reclaimed the lead on a 48-yard field goal by Folk to make it 16-13 
with 19 seconds left in the third quarter. The nine-play, 45-yard drive was highlighted 
by a 23-yard connection between Levis and Henry.

HEAD COACH MIKE VRABEL

How tough is it to lose again, and do you feel like Will Levis did a good 
job getting in a position to win late?
Yeah, you don’t lose it late. There are always other things that go into it, 
opportunities missed or their ability to make a play when they needed to. 
Was good to see us continue to fight and get a stop, have an opportunity, 
get the ball down there. Just trying to get it in the end zone which is what we 
had to do. They made the play.

On the play calling on the drive to end the half
Yeah, just felt like we needed to score points right there. Been through this 
before in other opportunities of third and ten down there where there is not 
a whole lot of space. Again, yeah, whether we should have -- I just felt like 
getting the points right there was critical, and if we bust a run and they’re 
back, great, we break one. Just didn’t figure that was good for us.

Having failed that in Cleveland have a bearing on your not doing it 
tonight?
I think you always try to learn from every experience, and felt like the way 
that it was going, that those points were going to be critical. Didn’t want to 
put anybody in a situation, especially the quarterback in his second start on 
the road in this environment. You know, again, if it was third and five and 
we felt like a little bit favorable down and distance, so, that’s the decision 
that we made. 

On how the offense executed in the loud environment
Fairly well. You know, again, no delay of games. And again, there were 
some things that we’ll have to be better as far as just directionally, but I think 
that -- we lost so not going to sit there and glorify that and his performance. 
There were some good throws, some good protections. Close on a couple 
runs. Third down was certainly a large factor in this game.

On not being able to win on the road
Just troubling to lose, you know what I mean? Whether you’re on the road 
or at home or in London, you lose, you put a lot into it, you play hard. I don’t 
think we played well enough in really any phase to take control of the game 
when we had an opportunity. Felt like we had some momentum and couldn’t 
capitalize on it.

How much of a challenge it was shuffling guys in and out on the 
offensive line?
It’s an opportunity for another guy. Give Dillon (Raduz) credit for popping in 
there and give Corey (Levin) credit for popping in there, and Daniel Brunskill 
playing through and battling and competing. You know, that’s how it goes.

Not having a lot of room in the red zone, was it a matter of what they 
were doing defensively or just lack of execution on your part, your 
offense?
Yeah, we’ll take a look at the film. When I say a lot of room, I meant like 
third and ten is a tougher place to try to convert down there when there is 
not a whole lot of space and the safeties aren’t as deep. You look at maybe 
two minute and we’re able to throw one of those in-cuts in there that we did 
twice tonight, those wouldn’t be there. So the reason is that you got to be 
better getting so that you avoid third and 10s, that you have some better 
drive starters down there.

What’s kind of been the issue with the run defense?
Not sure. We played good run defense around here for a long time. We 
need to start playing better, putting our hands in people’s chests. Wasn’t 
about the offense. Like we need to -- we got to play better run defense. So 
again, we didn’t affect the quarterback very well. We got to tackle better. Got 
too many loose plays, big runs. Yeah, I agree. Throw somebody around, 
shed a block, make a tackle.

How was Will Levis’ second start? 
Same way it looked for everybody. Not good enough. Same way it looked 
for every single person that was with the Titans tonight. That’s how it goes.

On having zero sacks
You’ve got to win. You got to line up and win and execute. There is no secret 
formula. I mean, we can blitz all day. That brings challenges, we can mix 
pressure. But you got to lineup and you got to beat somebody, and that’s 
what defensive football comes down to.

On if guys aren’t winning their match-ups up front
Any time we can win, any time that we can have our players go and make 
plays, whether that’s Harold (Landry III), whether that’s Jeff(ery Simmons), 
whether that’s Will (Levis), whether that’s Derrick (Henry), whether that’s 
Tyjae (Speasrs), Nick Westbrook(-Ikhine). This is what pro football is. It’s 
about the players knowing what to do, going out there and executing and 
making plays. And if they don’t make one, that they stay in it and they 
come back and they make one later to help their team win. And they don’t 
do dumb (crap) to hurt the team. They know what to do, and they go out 
there and they perform. There’s nothing else to pro football. Maybe a few 
situations here and there, but there’s nothing else. Just look around the 
league, fellas. Make sure they know what to do, and make sure that they’re 
playing with effort, and they go out and you got to make plays. When they 
make plays, we win and that’s what happened.

Do you trust you can build off of this?
No, I mean, if they were we would hit the quarterback and we would make 
sacks. I mean, if they were consistently doing that, then that’s -- they know 
that. Like so we have to, you know, keep working and keep forcing them 
into longer yardage situations. And then, if ultimately make a decision, if you 
can’t send four then you send five, and you’re running out of guys. You can 
send six and that’s blitz zero.

QUARTERBACK WILL LEVIS

I mean, losing sucks, especially at this level. So hard to win games, and 
when you got an opportunity like that to win at the end and doesn’t happen, 
makes you feel a whole lot worse. Credit to them they made the plays when 
they needed to, and we didn’t. Just got to get back to work.

Will, saw you sitting there with your eyes closed. What was going 
through your mind?
Just trying to replay in my mind a little bit of some of the things that 
happened. Obviously, the knee-jerk reactions are obviously a little different. 
Once you go back and watch the tape things are usually not as bad as they 
seem, or if they’re really good they’re not as good as they seem. Just trying 
to replay in the heat of the moment how I felt in that moment and what I 
could have done. Just needed to take a couple breaths.

What were the particular moments that came to mind?
End of the half and end of game situations specifically. Just the end of the 
game. Couple throws I missed here and there. That last one, just trying to 
make a play and how it could have turned out differently. Maybe take a shot 
somewhere else. But need to give him the ball. Wanted Josh [Whyle] to 
climb the ladder for me, and need to give him one to jump up and go play. 
Didn’t make the play; going to do my best to make it next time.

You mentioned the end of the half on the third and ten. I guess most 
quarterbacks would like a chance to throw it in the end zone there 
because incompletion gets you the field goal and maybe there is a 
touchdown to be had there. Is that something you think about?
Not really. I was pumped to be able to go down and get points in that 1:16 I 
think it was to get down there, and just get anything I think was a win for us. 
Obviously want to get the touchdown but want to be smart, and I trust the 
coaches with their play calls and we’re going to go out there and execute 
whatever that is.

Were you happy with how you moved the ball?
Got to finish drives. Yards don’t mean anything if you don’t finish those 
drives for sure. We’re not going to force anything. We’re just going to do 
our jobs and play the field position battle if we need to. Obviously, you want 
to score points, and couldn’t get it done as much as we needed to tonight.

	¾ WEEKS 5 & 13 vs. INDIANAPOLIS: The Titans enter 2023 with a 

five-game winning streak over the Colts, who are led by first-year head 
coach Shane Steichen. Steichen served as the offensive coordinator of 
the Philadelphia Eagles the last two seasons, and in 2022 he helped the 
team reach Super Bowl LVII.  First-year Titans general manager Ran 
Carthon spent the majority of his three NFL seasons as a player (2004-
06) with the Colts. 

	¾ WEEK 10 at TAMPA BAY: The Titans carry a three-game winning 
streak over the Buccaneers into the meeting. With Todd Bowles in his 
second season as Tampa Bay’s head coach, the team moves forward 
at quarterback in 2023 with veterans Baker Mayfield and Kyle Trask 
following the offseason retirement of Tom Brady. 

	¾ WEEKS 11 & 18 vs. JACKSONVILLE: The Titans look to regain 
the momentum in the series after they were swept by the Jaguars in 
2022 for the first time since 2005. That ended the Titans’ five-game 
winning streak in the rivalry. In Week 18 of last season, the Jaguars 
defeated the Titans in Jacksonville in a matchup that decided the 
AFC South champion. The Jaguars are in their second campaign with 
Doug Pederson as head coach and their third season since selecting 
quarterback Trevor Lawrence with the first pick in the 2021 NFL Draft. 

	¾ WEEK 12 vs. CAROLINA: The Titans will host the Panthers at Nissan 
Stadium for only the third time in the regular season (2007 and 2015). 
The Panthers are launching a new era in 2023 with head coach Frank 
Reich, who previously served as the head coach at the Indianapolis 
Colts from 2018 to 2022. Former Alabama quarterback and Heisman 
Trophy winner Bryce Young was selected by the Panthers with the first 
pick in the 2023 NFL Draft. 

	¾ WEEK 14 at MIAMI (MONDAY NIGHT): Titans quarterback Ryan 
Tannehill is scheduled to make his first appearance at Hard Rock 
Stadium since being traded from the Dolphins to the Titans in 2019. 
Over his seven seasons in Miami (2012-18), he started 88 games and 
threw for 20,434 yards and 123 touchdowns. The Titans defense faces 
a Dolphins offense directed by second-year head coach Mike McDaniel 
that ranked sixth overall and fourth in passing in 2022. The last time the 
Titans traveled to Miami was the 2018 season opener, Mike Vrabel’s first 
game as a head coach. With a duration of 7 hours and 8 minutes due 
to two separate weather interruptions, the 27-20 Dolphins win became 
the longest game in NFL history. The Titans franchise is 25-19 all-time 
on Monday Night Football, including a 2-0 mark against the Dolphins. 
In 1978, the Oilers and the Dolphins were featured in a memorable 
Monday night clash, a 35-30 Oilers win that included 199 yards and four 
rushing touchdowns by Earl Campbell.

	¾ WEEKS 15 & 17 vs. HOUSTON: The Titans and Texans play twice in 
a three-week span. They have split the season series in six of the last 
seven years. This year the Titans face new Texans head coach DeMeco 
Ryans, who was hired in 2023 after serving two seasons as defensive 
coordinator for the San Francisco 49ers. Titans running back Derrick 
Henry enters the season with five consecutive games against the Texans 
with at least 126 rushing yards and one touchdown. The Texans drafted 
former Ohio State quarterback C.J. Stroud with the second overall pick 
in the 2023 NFL Draft. Prior to training camp, the Titans added veteran 
wide receiver DeAndre Hopkins, a first-round pick in 2013 who spent his 
first seven NFL seasons with the Texans.  

	¾ WEEK 16 vs. SEATTLE: The Titans have won two consecutive games 
against the Seahawks and three of the last four meetings. Most recently, 
Derrick Henry rushed for 182 yards and three touchdowns in a 33-30 
overtime victory at Seattle on Sept. 19, 2021. Pete Carroll’s 14 seasons 
as head coach with the Seahawks gives him the fourth-longest tenure 
in the NFL behind only New England’s Bill Belichick, Pittsburgh’s Mike 
Tomlin and Baltimore’s John Harbaugh.

	¾ PLAYOFF OPPONENTS: The Titans have eight total games against 
seven playoff teams from last season. They play three division 
champions from 2022, including home games against Cincinnati (Oct. 
1) and Jacksonville (Jan. 6 or 7) and visits to Tampa Bay (Nov. 12) 
and Jacksonville (Nov. 19). The four contests against 2022 wild card 
qualifiers include home dates with the Los Angeles Chargers (Sept. 17) 
and Seattle Seahawks (Dec. 24), a road game against Miami (Dec. 11), 
and a game in London against Baltimore (Oct. 15).  The eight games 
against reigning playoff clubs are one more than the number the Titans 
had in 2022.

	¾ NATIONAL TV APPEARANCES: The Titans are currently scheduled 
for three nationally-televised games. Their game in London against 
Baltimore (Oct. 15) will air on NFL Network. In primetime, they play at 
Pittsburgh on Thursday Night Football (Nov. 2 on Prime Video) and at 
Miami on Monday Night Football (Dec. 11 on ESPN).

	¾ TV BREAKDOWN: Excluding their Week 18 matchup with the Jaguars, 
which has not yet been assigned a television broadcasting network, the 
Titans are currently scheduled for 10 contests on CBS, three games on 
FOX, and one game each on NFL Network, ESPN and Prime Video. 
Due to the NFL’s flex scheduling, some contests could be moved to a 
different network from the one appearing on the initial schedule. 

	¾ TIME (ZONE) TRAVEL: Outside of their trip to London, the Titans stay 
in either the central time zone (13 games) or eastern time zone (six) for 
the duration of 2023, including the preseason. The farthest west they 
travel is Houston.  

	¾ HIGH NOON: During the regular season, 13 of the Titans’ games are 
currently scheduled for Sundays at noon CT, with 11 total contests 
subject to flex scheduling. 

	¾ THREE GAMES BASED UPON 2022 FINISH: Every NFL team has two 
intraconference games and one interconference matchup based on the 
previous year’s standings. As a result of the Titans’ second-place finish 
in 2022, they host the AFC West’s second-place Chargers (Sept. 17) 
and the NFC West’s second-place Seattle Seahawks (Dec. 24). They 
visit the AFC East’s runner-up Dolphins (Dec. 11). Overall, the Titans’ 
strength of schedule is .448 (127-157-4) based upon their opponents’ 
combined 2022 record, which is the 28th most difficult in the NFL.

	¾ FACING TOP OFFENSES AND DEFENSES: The Titans 
face four of the NFL’s top 10 offenses from last season:  
Cincinnati (Oct. 1, eighth-overall offense), Jacksonville (Nov. 19 and 
Jan. 6-7, 10th), the Los Angeles Chargers (Sept. 17, ninth) and Miami 
(Dec. 11, sixth). They also contend with three of the top 10 defenses 
from 2022: Baltimore (Oct. 15, tied-ninth overall defense), New Orleans 
(Sept. 10, fifth) and Tampa Bay (Nov. 12, tied-ninth).  

	¾ VRABEL LOOKS FOR FIFTH WINNING SEASON: With a winning 
record in 2023, Mike Vrabel would join Bum Phillips and Jeff Fisher as 
the only head coaches in franchise history with at least five winning 
campaigns. Under Vrabel, the Titans finished with winning records each 
season from 2018 to 2021. Fisher holds the franchise record for head 
coaches with six winning seasons (1999-00, 2002-03, 2007-08), which 
broke the previous record of five seasons, established by Phillips (1975, 
1977-80).

	¾ VRABEL COULD PASS PHILLIPS: Entering 2023 with a record of 50-
37 as head coach, including playoffs, Mike Vrabel needs 10 wins to 
pass Bum Phillips (59-38) for second place on the franchise’s all-time 
wins list among head coaches. Jeff Fisher (147-126) holds the franchise 
record for wins. 

	¾ HEAD COACHING EXPERIENCE: The Titans will face three of the five 
NFL head coaches who were hired by their respective clubs in 2023: 
Indianapolis’ Shane Steichen (Oct. 8 and Dec. 3), Carolina’s Frank 
Reich (Nov. 26) and Houston’s DeMeco Ryans (Dec. 17 and 31). Titans 
head coach Mike Vrabel, who joined the Titans in 2018, has the ninth-
longest tenure among current head coaches.

span was when the Oilers won the AFL East in 1960, 1961 and 1962. 

	¾ After entering 2023 with a record of 110-83 in regular season games 
at Nissan Stadium, the Titans need four wins at home in 2023 to 
exceed the 113 wins the franchise had in regular season contests at the 
Astrodome (113-103-2). With a record of 112-87 in the regular season 
and postseason combined at Nissan Stadium, the Titans began 2023 
five total wins from exceeding the 116 total wins the Oilers had at the 
Astrodome (116-105-2). That would give the franchise more victories at 
Nissan Stadium than any other single venue. 

	¾ The Titans played their 200th combined regular season and postseason 
game at Nissan Stadium when they faced the L.A. Chargers there on 
Sept. 17. Their 200th regular season game at Nissan Stadium is slated 
for Dec. 24 against the Seattle Seahawks. 

HEAD COACH MIKE VRABEL

	¾ Mike Vrabel entered 2023 with a record of 50-37 as head coach of the 
Titans, including the regular season and playoffs. With 10 wins in 2023, 
he will pass Bum Phillips (59) for second place on the franchise's all-
time list for wins by a head coach. He would trail only Jeff Fisher (147). 

	¾ Can join Jeff Fisher (six) and Jack Pardee (four) as the only head 
coaches to lead the franchise to at least four playoff appearances. 

RB DERRICK HENRY
	¾ After entering 2023 with 8,335 career rushing yards, he eclipsed Earl 

Campbell (8,574) in Week 4 for second place on the franchise's all-time 
career rushing list. 

	¾ Needs 1,675 rushing yards in 2023 to surpass Eddie George (10,009) 
as the franchise's all-time rushing leader. 

	¾ Needs 1,665 rushing yards in 2023 to reach 10,000 for his career. Thirty-
one previous NFL players have reached the plateau. 

	¾ Needs 2,000 rushing yards to become the first player in NFL history to 
reach the mark in two different seasons.

	¾ Entered the 2023 season with a streak of 145 consecutive games with a 
reception—every game since he has played since he entered the NFL. 
It is the longest active streak in the NFL. With at least one catch in his 
first 14 appearances of 2023, he will surpass Marshall Faulk (158) to 
own the third-longest such streak to begin a career in the Super Bowl 
era (1966–present).

	 “We are excited to add Ran to our organization as our new general 
manager,” Titans controlling owner Amy Adams Strunk said upon 
announcing the hire. “He brings a variety of valuable experiences to our 
team – as a former player and a successful personnel executive for multiple 
teams. I was impressed with his natural leadership qualities and his ability 
to connect with people. With talent evaluation being critical to this role, the 
roster they have built in San Francisco stands out. He played an important 
role there constructing one of our league’s best teams.”
	 Carthon arrived bringing a range of experience from multiple teams 
to Tennessee. While in San Francisco, he was the 49ers director of pro 
personnel for four seasons (2017-20) and then promoted to director of 
player personnel in 2021, serving in that capacity until joining the Titans. 
In his role as director of player personnel, Carthon was responsible for 
evaluating the top college prospects and assisting in the construction of the 
pro free agent board and evaluations.

Mike Vrabel Named AP 2021 NFL Coach of the Year

Video: Igniting the Fire - Who is Mike Vrabel?

	 Mike Vrabel was named head coach of the Titans on Jan. 20, 2018, 
becoming the 19th head coach in franchise history. 
	 Vrabel, who enters 2023 as the NFL's ninth-longest tenured head 
coach with his current team, is the organization's fourth head coach to serve 
for at least five complete seasons, joining Wally Lemm (1966–1970), Bum 
Phillips (1975–1980) and Jeff Fisher (1994–2010). Measured against 
each member of the group in years one through five of their respective 
terms, Vrabel's 50 wins from 2018 to 2022 set a new benchmark, and his 
.575 winning percentage (50-37) ranked second behind only Phillips, who 
was 48-32 (.600) in his initial five years with the Oilers. 
	 Vrabel finished the 2022 campaign ranked third in Titans/Oilers history 
in total career wins among head coaches. His 50 wins trailed only franchise 
Ring of Honor members Fisher (147) and Phillips (59). 
	 With three playoff appearances in his first five years (2019, 2020 and 
2021), Vrabel is the sixth head coach in Oilers/Titans history to coach at 
least three playoff teams. The others are Fisher (six), Jack Pardee (four), 
Phillips (three), Jerry Glanville (three) and Lemm (three). The Titans won 
back-to-back AFC South titles in 2020 and 2021, marking the first time the 
organization accomplished the feat since the Oilers won the first three AFL 
Eastern division titles from 1960 to 1962.
	 In each of Vrabel's first five seasons, the Titans had a minimum of a 
win-and-in scenario to reach the postseason entering the final week of the 
regular season. The two non-playoff seasons under his leadership came 
down to such circumstances in 2018 and 2022.  
	 Situationally, Vrabel's teams have fared among the NFL leaders 
in several categories. From 2018 to 2022, the Titans had a .640 winning 
percentage in three-point games (16-9), which ranked second in the league 

behind only the Green Bay Packers (.658). In the same period, their .855 
winning percentage (47-8) in regular season games in which they had 
a fourth-quarter lead tied for sixth in the NFL. Vrabel's team was 5-2 in 
overtime games from 2018 through 2022, tying the Kansas City Chiefs (5-0) 
for the second-most overtime wins behind the Las Vegas Raiders (7-3). On 
the road, the Titans were 28-18 (.561), tying for the league's sixth-best road 
record. 
	 From 2018 to 2022, the Titans had the NFL's second-best rushing 
offense, averaging 139.9 yards per game on the ground. Only the Baltimore 
Ravens were better (170.8). The offense ranked first in the NFL in the red 
zone, scoring touchdowns on 66.8 percent of drives inside the opponent's 
20-yard line (173 of 259), and the Titans also had the NFL's ninth-best team 
passer rating at 95.8. 
	 On the other side of the ball, the Titans ranked fourth in rushing 
defense from 2018 to 2022, allowing 100.2 rushing yards per contest. Also 
Also in that five-year stretch, the Titans were seventh in scoring defense 
(21.8 opponent points per game). 
	 During the 2022 season, the Titans led the NFL in total number players 
used for the second consecutive season. A total of 86 players took the field 
for at least one game, partly as a result of 31 players being placed on injured 
reserve from the time the roster was cut to 53 players through the end of the 
campaign. The Titans relied heavily upon their youth, as rookies combined 
for 145 games played (tied for third in the NFL) and 56 starts (sixth). 
	 The 2022 Titans led the NFL in rushing defense for the first time as a 
team since 2003. They allowed only 1,307 total rushing yards for a league-
best average of 76.9 yards per contest—the second-best finish in franchise 
history (73.4 in 1960). The Titans also ranked third in third-down defense in 
2022, allowing a conversion rate of 34.2 percent (77 of 225). 

Vrabel Honored as NFL's Top Coach in 2021
	 Vrabel was named the Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year in 
2021 after directing the Titans to a 12-5 record during the regular season. 
The Titans won the AFC South, and they claimed the top seed in the AFC 
playoff field for the first time since 2008. They did so despite needing to use 
91 total players during the season—the most in NFL history in a non-strike 
year. After the final preseason roster cuts through the end of the season, the 
team placed 26 different players on injured reserve and 21 different players 
on the reserve/COVID-19 list, plus additional practice squad players that 
received those designations.
	 The 2021 Titans ranked second in rushing defense (84.6 yards 
allowed per game), 12th in total defense (329.8), sixth on third down (36.7 
percent), sixth in scoring defense (20.8 points per game) and ninth in sacks 
(43). Offensively, the Titans finished fifth in rushing (141.4 yards per game) 
despite missing Derrick Henry for nine games due to injury. The offense 
also ranked eighth on third down (43.6 percent), fifth in the red zone (63.9 
percent) and first in goal-to-go efficiency (87.5 percent).
	 In 2021, Vrabel joined Pardee and Glanville as the only head coaches 
in team annals to preside over at least three playoff squads in their initial 
four seasons as head coach, and he tied Pardee (43-26) for the most total 
wins by a head coach in his first four seasons with the organization.  

Titans Take the AFC South in Year 3 Under Vrabel
	 The Titans won the 2020 AFC South title with an 11-5 record in the 
regular season, claiming their best record and first division title since going 
13-3 in 2008. They finished with a 5-1 record within the division and a 6-2 
mark in road games, all while navigating the challenges of the COVID-19 
pandemic. 
	 The Titans led the NFL in 2020 with a plus-11 turnover differential. 
Their 23 takeaways ranked seventh in the NFL, while their 12 turnovers 
were the second-fewest in the league in 2020 and tied for the ninth-lowest 
number since the NFL went to a 16-game schedule in 1978. 
	 In 2020, the Titans tied for second place in total offense (396.4 yards 
per game) and ranked fourth in scoring offense (30.7 points per game). 
They became the first team in NFL history to generate at least 2,500 rushing 
yards (2,690) and 3,500 net passing yards (3,653) while surrendering 25 or 
fewer sacks (25). Their 6,343 total yards and 381 first downs established 
franchise records, while their 491 points amounted to the organization's 
second-best total.
	 The 2020 Titans joined the 1997 Detroit Lions as the only teams in NFL 
history to feature a 2,000-yard rusher, a 3,000-yard passer and a 1,000-yard 
receiver. Henry led the NFL in rushing for the second consecutive season, 
and his 2,027 rushing yards gave him the fifth-best total in league history. 
Meanwhile, Ryan Tannehill passed for 3,819 yards, and his 106.5 passer 
rating was the fifth-best number in the NFL. A.J. Brown was named to the

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Pro Bowl after recording his second consecutive 1,000-yard season (1,075) 
and tying for fifth place in the NFL with 11 touchdown catches. 

Titans to  AFC Championship Game in Vrabel's Second Season
	 In 2019, Vrabel became the first head coach in the organization's 
history to win multiple playoff games within his first two seasons. The 
Titans won a pair  of road games—at New England in the wild card round 
and at Baltimore in the divisional round—to advance to the 2019 AFC 
championship game, falling at Kansas City to the eventual Super Bowl 
champion Chiefs. 
	 The Titans began the 2019 campaign with two wins in their first six 
games but rallied to win seven of their final 10 games in the regular season. 
From the time the NFL went to its current playoff format in 1990 through 
2019, 345 teams went 2-4 or worse in their first six games of a season. 
From that group, the Titans became only the third team to advance to a 
conference championship game, joining the 2002 Titans (2-4) and the 1996 
Jacksonville Jaguars (2-4). 
	 The 2019 Titans ranked in the NFL's top 10 in scoring margin (eighth, 
+71), turnover margin (sixth, +6), offensive yards per play (fourth, 6.12), 
rushing offense (third, 138.9 yards per game), red zone efficiency (first, 
75.6 percent), total touchdowns (tied for third, 54) and third-down defense 
(eighth, 36.3 percent). 
	 In his first season as head coach, Vrabel directed the Titans to a 9-7 
record. His nine wins tied for the fourth-highest total in franchise history by 
a first-year head coach. 
	 With only 82 penalties enforced against the Titans in 2018, Vrabel's 
team led the NFL and set a franchise record (16-game season) for fewest 
penalties in a season. The 2018 Titans also placed third in points allowed 
(18.9 per game), eighth in total defense (333.4 yards per game), sixth 
in passing defense (216.9), second in red zone defense (44.7 percent 
touchdown rate) and seventh in rushing offense (126.4) in the league 
rankings. 

Background as a Player and Coach
	 Vrabel arrived in Tennessee with 18 years of NFL experience, including 
four seasons as a coach and 14 seasons as a player. His distinguished 
playing career included three Super Bowl wins (2001, 2003 and 2004), one 
Pro Bowl selection (2007) and an All-Pro honor (2007). Vrabel played in 206 
NFL games and totaled 57 sacks, 496 tackles, 11 interceptions, 20 forced 
fumbles, nine fumble recoveries and 10 touchdown receptions. Additionally, 
his teams advanced to the playoffs eight times (20 postseason games), with 
Vrabel recording eight postseason sacks and two postseason touchdown 
receptions.
	 Vrabel joined the Titans after four seasons with the Houston Texans, 
spending the first three seasons (2014-16) coaching linebackers and one 
year (2017) as the team’s defensive coordinator. During his time in Houston, 
the Texans built one of the best defenses in the NFL and experienced 
tremendous success as a team – earning two division titles (2015, 2016). 
	 Between 2014-16, the Texans defense ranked third in the NFL in 
yards allowed per game (319.9) and net passing yards (218.4). Houston 
also ranked first in third-down defense (33.6), fourth in opponent completion 
percentage (59.5) and sixth in points allowed per game (19.8). The 2016 
defense ranked number one in the NFL, for the first time in franchise history, 
in yards allowed (301.3). 
	 In 2017, his first year as a defensive coordinator, the Texans finished 
the campaign with 19 players on injured reserve. Despite the injuries, 
Vrabel led the defense to the fifth-best third-down percentage in the NFL 
and a franchise-record 3.97 yards per carry by opponents. Houston also 
had 18 different players record at least half a sack and 26 players tally at 
least one tackle for loss.
	 Vrabel spent his career playing and coaching with accomplished 
leaders, including Bill Belichick, Bill Cowher, Romeo Crennel, Urban 
Meyer, Bill O’Brien and Todd Haley.
	 As the Texans linebackers coach from 2014-16, Vrabel developed 
several players into top-notch performers, including Jadeveon Clowney 
(Pro Bowl, 2016), Whitney Mercilus, Benardrick McKinney (second-
team All-Pro, 2016) and Brian Cushing. The 2015 Texans defense had 
the top third-down defense in the NFL (28.5 percent), which was the lowest 
percentage in franchise history and the lowest by any NFL team since the 
2003 Titans (27.7 percent). The 2015 defense also set a franchise mark for 
sacks in a season with 45 - 22.5 coming from Vrabel’s linebacking corps.
	 Prior to joining the NFL coaching ranks, Vrabel transitioned immediately 
from an NFL player to college coach. He started as the linebacker coach 
at Ohio State in 2011 and coached the defensive line from 2012–2013. 
The 2012 Buckeyes finished the season undefeated at 12-0. He also was 
named Big Ten Recruiter of the Year by ESPN.com in 2012.
	 Vrabel was selected by the Pittsburgh Steelers in the third round (91st 
overall) of the 1997 NFL Draft, after his playing career at Ohio State, where 
he earned All-America honors and Big Ten Conference Defensive Lineman 
of the Year in both 1995 and 1996.
	 A native of Akron, Ohio, Vrabel attended Walsh Jesuit High School. He 
and his wife, Jennifer, have two sons: Tyler and Carter.

NFL season and his fifth campaign with the Titans in

	 During his first four seasons in Tennessee, 
Tannehill built a 36-19 record as a starting 
quarterback and led the team to the postseason 
three times (2019 to 2021), becoming the franchise's 
first starting quarterback since Warren Moon (1987 to 1993) to direct his 
team to the playoffs in at least three consecutive seasons. After appearing 
in the AFC championship game as a wild card team in 2019, the Titans won 
consecutive division titles in 2020 and 2021, a first for the franchise since 
the Oilers took the first three AFL Eastern Division titles from 1960 to 1962.

20 attempts) with a rate of 83.3 percent. In leading an overtime win, he was 
credited with his 27th career game-winning drive (14th with the Titans), 
including the regular season and postseason. His 123.3 passer rating 
against the Chargers gave him 23 career games with a passer rating of 
120.0 or better (minimum 20 attempts). He registered the 16th game of 
his career in which he completed at least one touchdown pass and rushed 
for at least one touchdown. In the second quarter, he completed a 70-
yard pass to Treylon Burks for the ninth-longest pass of his career and the 
team’s longest completion since Tannehill and Corey Davis connected for 
a 75-yard touchdown against Detroit on Dec. 20, 2020. In the third quarter, 
he rushed for a 12-yard touchdown, his first of the season and the 27th 
rushing touchdown of his career. He completed a 49-yard pass to Chris 
Moore in the fourth quarter to help set up his four-yard touchdown pass to 
Nick Westbrook-Ikhine. During the contest, he surpassed Marcus Mariota 
(1,110 completions) for fourth place on the franchise's all-time completions 
list and also eclipsed Mariota (13,207 passing yards) for fifth place on the 
franchise's all-time passing yards list.

In 
four combined college seasons, he appeared in 39 
games with 26 starts. He completed 479 of his 738 passes (64.9 percent) 
for 5,876 yards with 46 touchdowns and 25 interceptions. He also rushed 
for 742 yards and 17 touchdowns. 

	¾ At Kentucky, Levis went 17-7 as a starter, tying Terry Wilson for the 
second-most quarterback wins since 1993. The two-time team captain 
completed 418 of 636 passes for 5,233 yards with 43 passing touchdowns 
and 11 rushing scores for the Wildcats. His six 300-yard passing games 
were the fourth-most in school history.

	¾ As a senior in 2022, he started 11 games at quarterback and connected 
on 185 of 283 passes for 2,406 yards with 19 passing scores, while ranking 
fourth in the SEC in pass efficiency (151.9).  He finished fifth in the SEC 
with 19 passing scores.

	¾ As a junior in 2021, he transferred from Penn State to Kentucky and 
started in all 13 games, helping to lead UK to 10 wins for the fourth time in 
school history.

	 Running back Derrick Henry is in his eighth 
NFL season in 2023. He was selected by the Titans 
with the 45th overall pick in the second round of the 
2016 NFL Draft. 
	 From the time he entered the NFL in 2016 
through 2022, Henry rushed for 8,335 yards and 78 
yards on 1,750 attempts. No NFL player rushed for 
more yards or touchdowns than he did during that timespan. 
	 Henry's 78 career rushing touchdowns and 81 total touchdowns 
(three receiving) at the conclusion of the 2022 campaign were the most in 
franchise history. He also finished the season third in career rushing yards 
behind only Eddie George (10,009) and Earl Campbell (8,574). 
	 Henry tallied 34 100-yard rushing games from 2016 to 2022 (regular 
season), which ranks fourth in team annals behind Campbell (39), George 
(36) and Chris Johnson (35). Additionally, Henry has authored three 
career postseason performances with 100-plus rushing yards. Henry's six 
career 200-yard rushing games are tied with O.J. Simpson and Adrian 
Peterson for the most in NFL history, and his six career games with at least 
200 rushing yards and at least two rushing touchdowns are the most.
	 Henry was named to his third Pro Bowl in 2022 after finishing the 
season with 1,538 yards and 13 touchdowns on 349 rushing attempts (4.4 
avg.). He finished second in the NFL in rushing yards behind Las Vegas 
Raiders tailback Josh Jacobs (1,653). His yardage total was the third-best 
of his career and ranked sixth in franchise history. With a career-high 398 
receiving yards, his 1,936 scrimmage yards ranked fifth in franchise history 
and was the second-best number of his career (2,141 in 2020). His nine 
100-yard rushing games ranked fifth in franchise history.

a 33-yard touchdown pass to Nick Westbrook-Ikhine in the fourth quarter 
to join San Francisco’s Brock Purdy (Oct. 8 vs. Dallas) and Miami’s Tua 
Tagovailoa (Sept. 24 vs. Denver) as the NFL’s only quarterbacks to date 
in 2023 to complete a touchdown pass in all four quarters of a game. Levis 
became the first Titans quarterback to accomplish the feat since at least 
the beginning of the 2000 season. Levis was the first Titans quarterback 
with four touchdown passes in a game since Ryan Tannehill at Houston 
on Jan. 9, 2022. He also rushed for 11 yards on seven attempts, including 
quarterback sneaks for first downs on each of his first two career rushing 
attempts. He was named the NFL Rookie of the Week for Week 8. 

	¾ At Pittsburgh (11/2), registered his second career start, becoming the 
11th rookie in franchise history with two starts at quarterback. Within the 
franchise’s “Titans era” (1999–present), he joined Vince Young (2006), 
Zach Mettenberger (2014), Marcus Mariota (2015) and Malik Willis (2022) 
as the only two-game rookie starters at quarterback. On Thursday Night 
Football, he completed 22 of 39 passes for 262 yards with one interception 
and had seven completions of 20-plus yards.

	¾ In 2022, he appeared in eight games with three 
starts as a rookie. He completed 31 of 61 passes for 
276 yards with three interceptions and also rushed 
for 123 yards and a touchdown. 

	¾ He was the third quarterback drafted in 2022 after 
the Titans traded up four spots in the third round to select him.

	¾ Willis spent three total years at Liberty, including a 2019 redshirt 
campaign, after transferring from Auburn. In four total seasons, he 
registered 38 games played with 23 starts, completing 388 of 618 passes 
for 5,186 yards and 48 touchdowns with 18 interceptions. He also rushed 
for 2,131 yards and 29 touchdowns on 366 career rushing attempts. 

	¾ During his two seasons as Liberty’s starting signal caller, he directed the 
Flames to a 17-6 record in 23 starts, including two bowl victories. During 
those two seasons he led the FBS with 74 total passing (47) and rushing 
(27) touchdowns.  

	¾ In his final season at Liberty in 2021, Willis led the Flames to an 8-5 
record and a bowl win. He completed 207 of 339 passes for 2,857 yards 
and 27 touchdowns to go along with 197 rushing attempts for 878 yards 
and 13 touchdowns. 

	¾ Willis was named the 2021 Bobby Bowden Trophy winner. The award 
is presented annually to “a college football player who epitomizes a 
student-athlete of faith and conducts himself as an exemplary model in the 
classroom, on the field, on the campus and in the community.” 

	¾ As a junior in 2020, he started all 10 games in which he played in his 
first season as Liberty’s quarterback after sitting out 2019 due to transfer 
rules. He won each of his first seven career starts and completed 170 of 
265 passes for 2,260 yards, 20 touchdowns and six interceptions during the 
season. He added 141 rushing attempts for 944 yards and 14 touchdowns, 
leading all FBS quarterbacks in rushing yards and touchdowns.  

	¾ He is a native of Atlanta, Ga.

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	 In 2021, Henry's season was affected by a foot injury that caused 
him to be placed on injured reserve for the final nine games of the regular 
season. Prior to the injury, he was leading the NFL with 937 rushing yards 
and 10 rushing touchdowns, numbers that still ranked ninth and tied for 
sixth, respectively, at the conclusion of the regular season. He returned to 
start in the team's divisional playoff contest and rushed for 62 yards and one 
score. 
	 Henry was honored in 2021 with his first career nomination for the 
NFL's Walter Payton Man of the Year Award. 
	 In 2020, Henry was named the Associated Press NFL Offensive Player 
of the Year after an historic campaign in which he totaled 378 rushing 
attempts for 2,027 yards and 17 touchdowns. His rushing yardage total 
established a new franchise record and led the NFL. As the eighth player in 
NFL annals to hit the 2,000-yard mark, his 2,027 yards finished fifth on the 
all-time single-season rushing charts. He was recognized with his second 
consecutive Pro Bowl, named first-team Associated Press All-Pro, and won 
the FedEx Ground Player of the Year Award for the second consecutive 
year. 
	 Henry was a first-time team captain in 2020. He started all 16 regular 
season games for the first time and became the first player since Tomlinson 
(2006-07) to lead the NFL in rushing yards in consecutive years. He was 
the first player in more than 50 years to lead the league in rushing yards, 
attempts and rushing touchdowns in consecutive seasons and the fifth 
player ever to do so. The most recent prior to him was Cleveland’s Leroy 
Kelly from 1967 to 1968.
	 Henry's 17 rushing touchdowns in 2020 set a career high and finished 
as the second-best total in franchise history behind Campbell’s 19 rushing 
touchdowns in 1979. 
	 In 2019, Henry was named to his first Pro Bowl and added second-
team Associated Press All-Pro honors after leading the NFL in rushing. In 
15 games, he totaled 1,540 yards on 303 carries (5.1 avg.), joining Billy 
Cannon (AFL, 1961), Campbell (1978-80) and Johnson (2009) as the 
only running backs in franchise history to lead their respective leagues in 
rushing. At the time, Henry's single-season total ranked fourth in franchise 
annals behind Johnson's 2009 total (2,006) and Campbell's 1979 (1,697) 
and 1980 (1,934) performances. 
	 With 16 rushing touchdowns in 2019, Henry tied for the NFL lead 
(Aaron Jones). Adding his two receiving touchdowns, his 18 total 
touchdowns were third in the NFL and tied for second in franchise annals 
(19 by Campbell in 1979; 18 by Bill Groman in 1961).
	 Henry's performance late in the 2019 season was instrumental in the 
team's run to the AFC championship game. Over the final six games of 
the regular season plus three playoff appearances, Henry registered seven 
100-yard games. During a three-game stretch (Dec. 29 at Houston, Jan. 4 
at New England and Jan. 11 at Baltimore), he became the first player in NFL 
history to rush for at least 180 yards in three consecutive regular season 
and/or postseason games.

	 Defensive lineman Jeffery Simmons is in his 
fifth NFL season in 2023. He was selected by the 
Titans in the first round (19th overall) of the 2019
