
NASHVILLE — The Tennessee Titans (0-1) play their first home game of the 2024 regular 
season this week, welcoming the New York Jets (0-0*) to Nissan Stadium (capacity 
69,143). Kickoff is scheduled for noon CDT on Sunday, Sept. 15. 
 The Titans and Jets, two of the eight original American Football League franchises,  
renew their rivalry for the 47th time. While the Titans lead the series 25-20-1, including a 
postseason win in 1991, the Jets have claimed three of the last four battles, most recently 
a 27-24 overtime finish at MetLife Stadium on Oct. 3, 2021.

 This week's game will be regionally televised on CBS, including Nashville affiliate 
WTVF NewsChannel 5, as well as on Paramount+ in the Nashville market. The broadcast 
team includes play-by-play announcer Ian Eagle, analyst Charles Davis and reporter 
Evan Washburn.
 Fans in Nashville can stream live Titans games on mobile devices with NFL+, 
which offers access to local games and all primetime games on phones and tablets. 
Out of market, fans can watch every Sunday afternoon game with Sunday Ticket. More 
information on ways to watch NFL games can be found at nfl.com/ways-to-watch.  
 The Titans Radio Network and Nashville flagship 104.5 The Zone carry all Titans 
action across the Mid-South with the “Voice of the Titans” Mike Keith, analyst Dave 
McGinnis, sideline reporter Ramon Foster, executive producer/gameday host Rhett 
Bryan and co-host Amie Wells.  

TITANS LOOK FOR WIN IN HOME OPENER 
 The Titans launched their regular season last week at Chicago, as Brian Callahan 
began his tenure as the 20th head coach in franchise history. After the Titans built a 17-0 
lead in the first half, the Bears used second-half touchdowns by way of a blocked punt 
return and an interception return to complete a comeback and ultimately prevail 24-17. 
 The Titans' first touchdown of the contest came courtesy of running back Tony 
Pollard, who made his team debut after signing with Tennessee during the offseason as 
an unrestricted free agent. He found the end zone on a 26-yard run in the first quarter and 
paced the offense with 82 rushing yards and 94 total scrimmage yards. 
 Pollard was one of 20 players who made their Titans debut in the contest after 
joining the organization during the offseason. That number included six newcomers who 
were in the starting lineup on defense, plus five new additions who started on offense.
 The Titans scored their second touchdown on a 17-yard pass from second-year 
quarterback Will Levis to tight end Chig Okonkwo. 
 On the defensive side of the ball, the Titans limited the Bears to 148 total yards. 
That was the fewest yards by a Titans opponent since the defense surrendered 127 
yards to the Pittsburgh Steelers on Sept. 19, 2010. Additionally, the 64 net passing yards 
allowed at Chicago marked the best performance by the Titans defense since the same 
date against Pittsburgh, when the Steelers threw for 21 total yards. 
 The Bears also mustered only 11 first downs against the Titans defense and 
converted only 15.4 percent on third down (2-of-14). Outside linebacker Harold Landry 
III and defensive lineman Sebastian Joseph-Day each recorded a sack. 

THE JETS
 This week the Jets will be making their second consecutive road trip to begin the 
season after opening at the San Francisco 49ers on Monday Night Football (Sept. 9). 
 Robert Saleh is in his fourth year as the head coach of the Jets. The former 49ers 
defensive coordinator arrived in New York in 2021 and went 18-33 in his first three 
campaigns, including a 7-10 mark in both 2022 and 2023. Saleh's 2023 Jets ranked third 
overall on defense (292.3 yards allowed per game) and second in passing defense (168.3). 
 Quarterback Aaron Rodgers is in his second year in New York. The four-time NFL 
MVP ranks ninth in NFL history in career passing yards (59,055 entering 2024) and fifth in 
touchdown passes (475 entering 2024). Following an 18-year term in Green Bay, he was 
traded to New York in 2023, only to suffer a season-ending injury in the season opener.

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  The Titans and Jets have met 46 total times in the regular season and 
postseason during the last 64 seasons. The Titans lead the series 25-20-1, 
including a win in the only playoff matchup.  
 The last time the Titans and Jets played at Nissan Stadium was Dec. 2, 
2018. The Titans trailed 16-0 in the first half and 22-13 in the fourth quarter 
before coming back to win 26-22. Marcus Mariota completed a go-ahead, 
11-yard touchdown pass to wide receiver Corey Davis with 36 seconds 
remaining in the fourth quarter. 
 The Titans have only appeared twice against the Jets at MetLife 
Stadium, which opened in 2010—first in 2015 and then on Oct. 3, 2021. In 
the 2021 game, the two teams went to overtime before the Jets prevailed 
27-24 on a 22-yard field goal by Matt Ammendola. Jets rookie quarterback 
Zach Wilson passed for two touchdowns and recorded his first career 
victory. The following week the Titans began a six-game winning streak, 
propelling them to the No. 1 seed in the AFC playoffs. 
 The Jets, like the then-Houston Oilers, were charter members of the 
American Football League.  From the league’s founding in 1960 through the 
1962 season, they played as the New York Titans before being renamed the 
Jets for the 1963 season.  With the exception of 1967, the Jets and Oilers 
played twice each season from 1960-69, and the Oilers won the first six 
meetings in the series.
 In 1991, the Oilers began a string of six consecutive victories against 
the Jets, including a 17-10 victory in a 1991 AFC Wild Card Game. In that 
contest, Warren Moon completed a pair of touchdown passes to Ernest 
Givins and the Oilers defense stopped the Jets inside Houston’s five-yard 
line twice in the second half to preserve the victory.

HIGHLIGHTS

 In Week 4 of the 2021 season, the Titans traveled to New York to face the Jets and 
lost in overtime by a score of 27-24.
 Tennessee got on the board first and scored three consecutive field goals on the 
offense’s first three possessions. K Randy Bullock converted a 44-yard kick, a 46-yard 
try, and then after CB Kristian Fulton intercepted Jets QB Zach Wilson to give the Ti-
tans the ball at the Jets’ 32-yard line, Tennessee capitalized on the turnover and Bullock 
added a 36-yard field goal for a 9-0 Titans lead.
 The Jets got on the board in the second quarter with an 11-play scoring drive that 
included two receptions for 43 yards by Jets WR Corey Davis. The drive culminated in 
a two-yard rushing score by Jets RB Michael Carter to make it a 9-7 contest.
 In the third quarter, New York took the lead on a 78-yard scoring drive that included a 
54-yard pass from Wilson to Jets WR Keelan Cole. Ultimately, Jets K Matt Ammendola 
converted a 27-yard field goal to make it 10-9, Jets. However, the Titans responded 
on their ensuing possession and took the lead back. QB Ryan Tannehill orchestrat-
ed a 75-yard scoring drive that featured RB Derrick Henry rushing for 50 yards and 
one touchdown on four carries. Tennessee elected to go for two, and the attempt was 
successful as Tannehill connected with TE MyCole Pruitt in the end zone for a 17-10 
Titans advantage. However, New York knotted the score on their following possession. 
A defensive pass interference call gave the Jets a first down at the Tennessee 34-yard 
line, and Wilson went on to toss a three-yard touchdown to Jets WR Jamison Crowder 
to make it a 17-17 contest. Later in the fourth quarter, the Jets took the lead as Wilson 
threw a 53-yard touchdown pass to Davis. New York went ahead 24-17 with under 10 
minutes remaining in regulation.
 The score was tied again in the fourth quarter as Tannehill engineered an 11-play 
scoring drive that saw first-down receptions by RB Jeremy McNichols, WR Josh 
Reynolds and TE Anthony Firkser, before Tannehill connected with WR Cameron 
Batson in the end zone for a two-yard score with 19 seconds remaining in regulation. 
The extra point attempt was successful, and the Titans and Jets headed to overtime tied 
at 24.

WHERE THE TEAMS RANK IN 2024

JETS HEAD COACH ROBERT SALEH
 Robert Saleh enters his fourth season as head coach of the Jets and his 20th 
season coaching in the NFL in 2024. Prior to joining New York, Saleh spent four 
seasons as the defensive coordinator with the San Francisco 49ers.
 In 2023, the Jets defensed ranked third overall after ranking fourth in 2022. 
Saleh led a talented unit anchored by Pro Bowl defenders Jermaine  Johnson (DE), 
Quinnen Williams (DL) and Sauce Gardner (CB). New York tied for the eighth-most 
forced turnovers in the league with 27 takeaways.
 In Saleh's first season (2021), the Jets’ opening day roster was the youngest in 
the NFL with an average age of 25.13. They became the second team since the 1970 
merger to be led by rookies in passing yards, rushing yards and receiving yards. Since 
then, Gardner (drafted in 2022) and Williams (drafted in 2021) have produced All-Pro 
campaigns, and wide receiver Garrett Wilson (drafted in 2022) has recorded two 
straight 1,000 yard receiving seasons to begin his career.
 In 2022, Gardner and Wilson became the first teammates to receive AP Offensive 
and Defensive Rookie of the Year honors in the same season while Saleh oversaw the 
sixth-largest win improvement in the league with three more than 2021. 
 During Saleh’s last two seasons in San Francisco, the 49ers defense led the 
league in passing defense (188.6), ranking in the top 10 in passer rating allowed (85.8), 
completion percentage allowed (62.4 percent), tackles for loss (154) and defensive 
touchdowns (six), while also helping San Francisco advance to Super Bowl LIV.
 During the 49ers' Super Bowl LIV run in 2019, Saleh’s defense finished second in 
total defense, first in passing defense and third in third-down defense, while producing 
48 sacks, tied for the fifth most in the league, and 28 takeaways, the sixth most.
 Coaching linebackers for three seasons in Jacksonville, Saleh oversaw a key 
part of a Jaguars defense that ranked fifth in passing defense and sixth in opponent 
rushing average in 2016, and fifth in rushing average allowed in 2015.
 Prior to his time in Jacksonville, Saleh spent three seasons in Seattle as a 
defensive quality control coach, responsible for assisting the defensive staff with day-
to-day duties with a focus on the linebackers.
 Saleh began his NFL coaching career in Houston as a coaching intern (2005), 
then became a defensive assistant (2006-08) and ultimately the linebackers coach 
(2009-10).
 Before his start as an NFL coach, Saleh spent time coaching college football 
at Georgia (2005) and Central Michigan (2004). He began his coaching career at 
Michigan State (2002) as an offensive assistant/tight ends coach before becoming a 
defensive assistant/defensive line the following season.

On 
the Bears second possession, DL Sebastian Joseph-Day halted the drive with a 19-yard sack 
of Caleb Williams that pushed the Bears back to the Tennessee 44-yard line and out of field 
goal range. Tennessee took over at their own 21-yard line after a Bears holding penalty gave 
the Titans an extra 10 yards on the punt. 
 RB Tony Pollard gave the Titans an early 7-0 lead after finding the end zone on a 26-yard 
touchdown run. The run capped off an eight play, 79-yard drive by the Titans offense in which 
Pollard racked up 54 yards. 
 On the ensuing kickoff, RB Julius Chestnut recovered a fumble at the Chicago 23-yard 
line after the ball bounced off of Bears WR Velus Jones Jr. The Titans cashed in the turnover 
for three points on a 40-yard field goal by K Nick Folk to go up 10-0 early in the second quarter. 
 The Titans defense continued their strong performance, forcing another Bears punt on the 
next possession after CB Jarvis Brownlee made a tackle for a three-yard loss on second-
and-one and was on coverage for an incompletion from QB Caleb Williams to WR DeAndre 
Carter. 
 Tennessee took over at their own 27-yard line after the punt. QB Will Levis then construct-
ed a 14-play, 73-yard drive that culminated in a 17-yard touchdown pass to TE Chig Okonkwo. 
The drive took 8:23 off the clock and saw a 22-yard completion from Levis to WR Calvin Ridley 
on third-and-15 and a three-yard completion to WR Tyler Boyd on fourth-and-three to keep the 
drive alive. 
 A 24-yard field goal by K Cairo Santos made it 17-3 at the half. 
 Both teams were forced to punt on their opening second half drives, however P Ryan 
Stonehouse had his punt blocked and picked up by DB Jonathan Owens who returned it 21 
yards for a touchdown to make it 17-10 with 9:07 left in the third quarter. 
 Neither team scored again in the third quarter as both teams continued to trade punts. The 
Bears then cut the lead to 17-13 on a 50-yard field goal by Santos that capped an 11-play, 44-
yard drive with 14:51 left in the fourth. 
 On the next Titans possession, Levis was sacked and fumbled the ball which was recov-

SUNDAY SEPT. 8, 2024

HEAD COACH BRIAN CALLAHAN

No injuries to report in the game. We came out pretty clean. Dillon (Radunz) left 
and then came back, so nothing on the injury front. Really a tale of two halves 
for us. Go up 17-nothing, we got to find a way to finish. Love the way we played, 
love our effort, but we got to be able to knock a team out when they’re down. We 
gave them great field position. We had too many penalties. The turnovers were 
critical. Can’t give up 17 points at the end of the day. That was our biggest issue. 
We gave up a blocked punt for a touchdown, an interception for a touchdown, 
and a long return in the kickoff game for a field goal. So really 17 points. I thought 
our defense played -- was a winning effort on defense. They did a really nice 
job. They made life hard for those guys, exactly how we wanted to, and we 
just handed them points. In a game like that that’s going to be a little bit of a 
defensive battle, we have to make sure we don’t make those mistakes. Those 
mistakes were critical and they were killer. You hand any team in the NFL 17 
points, you’re going to have a hard time winning. To me that’s the story. I thought 
we came out and played how we wanted to in the first half on offense other than 
the first drive. Just didn’t have anything in the second half. Couldn’t get anything 
going, couldn’t get the run game going, got behind the sticks. We had sacks and 
penalties and all kinds of issues. Disappointing in that regard. Couldn’t keep 
drives alive, weren’t good on third downs, so a lot for us to clean up and get back 
and try to get better. 
 
On if QB Will Levis was trying to ‘get it’ to someone or throw it out of 
bounds on the pick six
He was trying to throw it away. They brought a zero pressure so we had no 
answer. We had a free guy, so he knew, saw the pressure, recognized it, and 
was trying to get it forward so he wouldn’t get intentional grounding. Got to be 
better than that. Got to be able to get the ball on the ground and not throw it to 
anybody. He was not trying to throw it to Tyler (Boyd), he was trying to get it out 
of his hand. Just a tough spot going to his left and he couldn’t get anything on it. 
We can’t have that. We can’t have an interception for a touchdown when we are 
up 17-16 at midfield, and the way our defense was playing, it’s killer. It’s killer. 
 
On what Levis said to him on the sideline after the turnover 
He knows. And I just told him, ‘Look, we got the ball coming right back and we 
got to go try to find a way to score.’ There is not a whole lot of time to diagnose 
it. You got to keep your guy up and get ready to go because the ball is coming 
right back in our hands with the chance to go win the game. That’s really all you 
can say in those moments. 
 
On if ‘playing behind the sticks’ impacted the second half production 
Couldn’t get any rhythm going. Every time I looked up I felt like it was second-
and-nine, or third-and-eight or third-and-ten. Just no rhythm on offense at all. I 
couldn’t get in a rhythm calling plays because of the spots we were in. Yeah, it 
was a struggle of a second half in that regard. That certainly contributed to it. 
Weren’t on schedule at all. Didn’t get enough positive plays, enough efficiency to 
be in manageable down-and-distances. Then when we did, we didn’t do anything 
with it.

On what he saw on the block punt and ‘how big’ of a momentum swing 
for them  
When you give up a blocked punt in the game for a touchdown, that usually -- I 
don’t know what the stats exactly are, but it certainly puts you in a really tough 
spot to win the game when you give up a special teams touchdown like that. 
Ultimately, I think we just got edged. I would have to look to see how long it took, 
but it wasn’t a crazy rush, wasn’t schematic; we just got to beat. We got pushed 
back. Again, I got to see the timing on the punt, but just disappointing that we 
would give that up in that spot because our defense was playing so good. 
 
On the lack of rhythm on the first two offensive series
No, we were still in that same range of plays for the most part. We just finally got 
a couple of things off the ground. Again, get back on track spots for a lot of the 
game. That was really frustrating. Just not getting enough efficiency from the run 
game. That’s a good run front. We know they’re the number one defense in the 
league against the run last year for a reason. I thought we would be better than 
we were in this game, and that led to a lot of the issues we had. We couldn’t get 
anything positive going for stretches and that was really difficult.
 
On the lack of production from their new addictions  
No, we had some shots to Calvin (Ridley), the one Will couldn’t get enough on 
the ball. He had them beat. It was just hard. It was hard to get -- we’re trying to 
get back on track and generate play-action explosives down the field and some 
go-balls, and we’re in a spot where they’re waiting for those things. So that is 

frustrating. We could not play offense the way we wanted to today and led to 
some pretty significant struggles.
 
On if the energy was dropping in the game 
The momentum certainly swung. You have that punt block for a touchdown. We’re 
in control the entire game, and to have that happen and then the interception for 
a touchdown, yeah, we were fighting up against it. We are on the road in a tough 
environment. We didn’t bounce back the way I think we’re capable of. Would’ve 
liked to see a little more response from our team in that spot. Just got to keep 
getting better. 
 
On how much the defense kept them in the game and their containment of 
Bear QB Caleb Williams
They did a fantastic job. They did their part. Played a winning performance I felt 
like. I mean, at one point they had less than 100 yards in the third quarter I think. 
It was really well done. They played physical, aggressive, made life hard for 
Caleb Williams to get any kind of rhythm going themselves. They were ultimately 
in the same spot we were on offense and they found some touchdowns in other 
places and we couldn’t. They struggled, our defense played well, and I was really 
happy to see that. 
 
On Levis getting pressure and if the offensive line was getting ‘whooped’ 
No, I don’t think it was that. Certainly we lost some one-on-one rushes. They had 
some pressure that popped free, the one, the interception was a zero blitz. They 
have more than we can block in that point. Will is trying to get rid of the ball. I 
have to watch the tape to know the ins and outs of what happened. But it felt like  
we had some losses in some big spots and it contributed to some bad football. 
 
On what he saw on the strip sack 
The strip sack? He was getting ready to throw the ball down the field to Chig 
(Okonkwo) and he didn’t feel the backside pressure, which is what happens. We 
got edged on the backside. That’s what happens on strip sacks when you don’t 
see them coming. He’s getting ready to draw and throw the ball down the field 
and he chopped the ball out.
 
On if it is ‘easier’ or ‘harder’ knowing that the loss was ‘self-inflicted’  
They’re all really difficult to swallow no matter how it shakes out. I thought 
we were in a good place and had a chance to win this game. For me, it’s just 
disappointing that we didn’t find a way to do that. They’re all hard to swallow. 
Every last one of them no matter how it shakes out. Bad taste in your mouth. 
Really disappointed. But I think we got to find a way to rebound and get ready 
for our home opener. 
 
On if the Bears did something to stop the run or what it self-inflicted  
They changed up their front. We ran the ball well in the first half and they 
changed. We tried to get to a couple different things and they were pressuring 
a little bit more on first, second down. They were playing different fronts. Things 
that weren’t unexpected. We knew that was coming. They just did a good job. 
They out-executed us on defense for sure. That part is disappointing for me. 
They changed what they were doing in the second half for sure, and they needed 
to. We didn’t do a good enough job making sure we answered that.
 
On his thoughts regarding the discipline of the team  
I don’t think we have a discipline problem. It’s hard to play on the road. We had 
some false starts, some holdings. It was more so I think things like that where 
you’re getting holds. The block in the back on Nick Westbrook was a tough one. 
Thought that was close. At the end of the day though, we have to be better than 
that. We had way too many amenities and put us in tough spots. It’s got to be 
better.
 
On if he was ‘surprised’ how hard it was for the offense to get in a rhythm  
No. I’ve seen plenty of games that go like this. Not as a caller, but I’ve been 
a part of enough of them. There are games where it’s hard. You’re trying to 
find something that you can manufacture some positive yards. Especially in 
the second half, it just felt like everything we did was difficult. We couldn’t find 
anything to get positive results outside a couple things. Yeah, that’s challenging 
as a play caller when you’re in those spots, particularly when you’re in second-
and-eight plus and third-and-eight plus a lot. Those are hard down-and-distances 
to manage when you’re not getting enough out of the run game, which we didn’t 
in the second half. 
 
On where he believes the game ‘got away’ from Levis 
I think it’s a balance. There were some things that -- you know, the sack fumble, 
he didn’t see it. It wasn’t necessarily he was being reckless. He was trying to get 
the ball off. The interception, everything he said was right. You just can’t put the 
ball in harm’s way at that point. There’s things he’s got to learn from. He’s still a 
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SELECT TITANS POSTGAME QUOTES
young player and he has to learn in the game moments. This is when it happens. 
It’s one thing to do it in practice, but when you’re in a game and the bullets are 
flying it makes it a little bit more challenging. He has room to improve, as do I to 
help him, in some of the play calling. Best I can answer that. 
 
On what was his message to the guys 
Pretty simple: it was disappointing that we had as many errors as we did. I didn’t 
necessarily think that would be the way we would lose a game. And positive, 
our defense played really well. First half was very, very good. We made way too 
many mistakes. Never going to win a game in the NFL spotting somebody 17 
points without our defense even having a chance to take the field. That was the 
main message. We have a lot to clean up and work on. It’s the first week. We got 
16 more. Got to find a way to get better for the next one.
 
On if Hopkins production was what he expected playing 15 snaps
That was about right. We were trying to make sure -- he wasn’t ready to play 65 
plays in a game. So we rotated him in a little bit and got his feet wet, and he’ll 
keep continuing to get stronger and feel better and his role will increase as he 
feels better. We wanted to get him started and that was the point, and he felt 
good enough to go, which I appreciate. Appreciate him fighting through it. So, 
we’re going to keep getting healthier and he’ll keep finding more roles in the 
offense as we get going.
 
On if not having Hopkins available hindered Levis  
Hard to say. You would have to ask Will (Levis). I didn’t feel that necessarily. He 
also hasn’t been in practice for the better part of six weeks. I couldn’t answer 
that. I don’t know. You have to ask Will.

On what he saw after the pick six and what did he thought after he let 
it go   
Yeah, bonehead play. Just recency bias from getting away with it the last 
time I did in the game. Just trying to throw it in the dirt, and when you’re 
getting taken down you don’t know what’s going to happen to the ball when 
it comes out. Was really just trying to dirt it. In that situation, you try to 
handle it with a zero check or something. First time bringing zero all game. 
Or just take the sack, might be one of those times to just take the sack. So 
one of the things of a lot of the things that I can learn from this game.
 
On what “changed” and made the “difference” in the second half  
Just we weren’t as efficient. The penalties and stuff, we’re emphasizing on 
trying to eliminate in the second half kept happening. Kept leaving ourselves 
in third-and-long. Just not being efficient on first and second downs, which 
is what one of our keys to this game was. Credit to them. They did a good 
job of stopping the run and closing the coverage. We just got to be better. 
That’s not us. That first half was a winning offensive football game. Second 
half, can lose you games. Not good across the board. 
 
On how many of the turnovers in the second half were ‘unforced 
errors’ and how many were the defense putting him in a tough position    
That was one was an unforced error, the interception. The fumble, I got to 
try to do my best to feel that coming off the edge and being more secure 
with the ball in my hands. The last one was just pressure, just trying to 
throw it up.
 
On the ‘frustration’ that the offensive rhythm never showed for a 
sustained period of time 
We had the one amazing 19-play drive. So cool to matriculate the ball down 
the field and get that done. We wanted to let that carry over into the second 
half and it definitely didn’t. We just got to be more efficient on the first and 
second down so we can actually string some drives together and develop 
and feel that rhythm.
 
On if his arm got hit on the throw to WR Calvin Ridley  
I don’t exactly know what it was, but I wasn’t able to really step into it. He 
had him beat over the top. We got to start connecting on those. 
 
On if the defense prevented them from getting many yards after the 
catch or was it bad execution  
Credit to them. Good job tackling. I think we had a couple situations where 
it would’ve been nice for us to pull away and make something happen 

with the yards after the catch. Just credit to them for being a stout, solid 
defensive team. We know we have the guys to be able to do that and I’m 
going to keep having confidence in them and keep giving them the ball and 
allowing them to do electric things with it. 
 
On if he needs to ‘learn’ how to give up on a play  
I definitely can get better. There’s things to take from this game all over my 
game that I feel like I can look at and improve from. But like that one, it’s 
not like I was trying to throw the ball. Just knowing in a situation like that 
when you’re pressured and going down, you don’t know how the ball will 
come out. Just sometimes taking the sack is the right play. I think I did a 
good job just taking the throws that were there and taking off and using my 
legs when I needed to, but definitely a lot of things I can get better on in 
that area as well. 
 
On the balance of being ‘competitive’ and giving up on a play and 
moving on  
Yeah, for sure. We might have something dialed up where there is a shot to 
get an explosive, but if the underneath one’s there you got to take it and you 
got to just trust that as you take those underneath, the ones behind them 
are going to open up. We have some great concepts in this offense that we 
feel like we can just keep developing in. As long as we just keep taking the 
throws that are there, then everything else will open up. It’s a weird thing to 
feel out. You can’t just be okay with darting it at the check down every time. 
You have to have your opportunities and know your moments to push the 
ball down the field. Again, that’s just something that I’m going to continue to 
get better on as the season goes on.
 
On not getting mush production from their new additions  
Yeah, we just need to be more efficient on first and second down. We had 
enough opportunities to give the ball to those guys. If we’re able to get 
in situations to move the ball around and continue drives and -- I don’t 
know how many three-and-outs we had, probably four or five I think at 
least. So that’s just bad ball. Got to be able to sustain drives and give guys 
opportunities to make plays. After this game, it’s important for us to stick 
together. When you have losses like this locker rooms can start falling 
apart. I got to let them know I still have the utmost confidence in every 
single one of those guys in that skill room, and we’re going to keep giving 
the ball to them and keep making sure they know there is a part for them in 
the game plan. Just got to make sure we can stay efficient across the board 
so we can unlock those parts of the game plan for everybody.
 
On how difficult it is to rally a locker room after a game like this  
It’s gut wrenching. It’s tough having a 17-point lead and giving them the 
game. I can’t remember a loss in my career where I feel like blatantly I kind 
of handed it over to them. It’s hard for me to deal with that. We know it’s a 
team effort. There are things across the board we can point at and look at. 
They didn’t win that game. We lost that game. We know that. Credit to them. 
Happy for (Bears QB) Caleb (Williams) and that team, but that’s tough. Like 
for us to have the punt block, the interception, the fumble, the big kick return 
to get them in field goal range. Our defense did a heck of a job all day of 
not really letting them drive the ball. We got to come out with a W and make 
sure we do our part on offense. So as long as our defense plays like that we 
can be really, really good team. 
 
On what does it mean to still have his team believe in him  
I’m going to keep working my tail off. I’m going to keep making sure I’m 
going into Sunday prepared and keep proving to them that I’m the best 
quarterback for this team and the best leader I can be. We are going to 
move on from this. It’s going to be tough to watch this film and just swallow 
the pill and move on tomorrow. That’s all we can do. We got to come back 
and give our fans something to cheer for next week against New York. We 
are excited for the opportunity. It’s a long season. Never been an undefeated 
-- or there is one undefeated team in the history of this league, and we know 
as long as we keep doing our thing we have opportunities to still do great 
things. So, onto New York and hopefully we can get that done.

SEASON NOTES

 ¾ PLAYOFF OPPONENTS: The Titans have six total games against 
five playoff teams from last season. They have home games against 
Green Bay and Houston and road contests at Miami, Buffalo, Detroit and 
Houston. Four of those six games are against 2023 division winners: 
Houston twice (AFC South), Buffalo (AFC East) and Detroit (NFC 
North). The six games against reigning playoff clubs are the fewest for 
the Titans since they had five such games entering the 2020 campaign. 

 ¾ TV BREAKDOWN: Excluding their Week 18 matchup with the Texans, 
which has yet to be assigned a broadcasting network, the Titans are 
currently scheduled for nine contests on CBS, six games on FOX, and 
one game on ESPN. Due to the NFL’s flex scheduling, some contests 
could be moved to a different network from the one appearing on the 
initial schedule. 

 ¾ TIME (ZONE) TRAVEL: Besides a trip to Los Angeles to face the 
Chargers in Week 10, the Titans stay in either the central time zone (10 
games) or eastern time zone (six) for the duration of 2024, including 
the preseason. Other than Los Angeles, the farthest west they travel is 
Houston.  

 ¾ HIGH NOON: During the regular season, 14 of the Titans’ 16 games 
prior to Week 18 are scheduled for Sundays at noon CT. 

 ¾ FIRST-YEAR COACHES: Brian Callahan is one of eight NFL head 
coaches in their first season with their current team. He and the Titans 
face three of the others, all within a five-week span: Jerod Mayo’s New 
England Patriots, Jim Harbaugh’s Los Angeles Chargers, and Dan 
Quinn’s Washington Commanders. Additionally, the Titans go against 
the Seattle Seahawks and new head coach Mike Macdonald in the 
second week of the preseason. 

 ¾ QUARTERBACKS 1-2-3: The 2024 NFL Draft featured quarterbacks 
in the top three selections, beginning with Caleb Williams going first to 
Chicago, followed by Jayden Daniels to Washington and Drake Maye 
to New England. The Titans face each of those teams this season, in 
addition to the Minnesota Vikings, who drafted J.J. McCarthy with the 
11th overall selection. 

 ¾ DIVISIONAL WAITING GAMES: The Titans must wait until Week 
6 against Indianapolis to play their first AFC South matchup of 2024. 
It is their longest wait for a divisional game since 2010 (Week 6 at 
Jacksonville). However, the Titans conclude 2024 with divisional games 
in five of the final seven weeks, including three consecutive division 
battles to conclude the schedule.  

 ¾ THREE GAMES BASED UPON 2023 FINISH: Every NFL team has 
two intraconference games and one interconference matchup based 
on the previous year’s standings. As a result of the Titans’ fourth-place 
finish in 2023, they host the AFC North’s fourth-place Bengals, and they 
visit the fourth-place Chargers from the AFC West and the Washington 
Commanders from the NFC East. Overall, the Titans’ strength of 
schedule is .491 (142-147) based upon their opponents’ combined 2023 
record, which is tied for the 21st most difficult schedule out of 32 NFL 
teams.

 ¾ FACING TOP OFFENSES AND DEFENSES: The Titans face four 
of the NFL’s top 10 offenses from last season: Miami (No. 1 overall 
offense), Buffalo (No. 4), Detroit (No. 3) and Minnesota (No. 10). They 
also contend with four of the top 10 defenses from 2023: the New York 
Jets (No. 3 overall defense), Miami (No. 10), Buffalo (No. 9) and New 
England (No. 7). 

WEEK-BY-WEEK NOTES
 ¾ WEEK 2 vs. NEW YORK JETS: Tennessee owns a 12-13 record in 

home openers at Nissan Stadium since the venue opened in 1999 … 
The Jets make their first appearance at Nissan Stadium since Dec. 21, 
2018, when the Titans won 26-22 … Jets quarterback Aaron Rodgers, 
a four-time league MVP, returns for his second season with the team 
after suffering a season-ending injury in Week 1 of the 2023 campaign.

 ¾ WEEK 3 vs. GREEN BAY: The Packers have not made an appearance 
at Nissan Stadium since a 47-25 Titans victory on Nov. 13, 2016 … 
Green Bay is led by head coach Matt LaFleur, who was the offensive 
coordinator in Tennessee in 2018 before going to Green Bay the following 
season … Packers quarterback Jordan Love enters his second full 
season as the team’s starting quarterback. He passed for 4,159 yards 
and 32 touchdowns in 2023 … Titans president of football operations 
Chad Brinker was employed by the Packers from 2010 through 2022 
… The Titans own an 8-6 all-time record against Green Bay, including a 
5-2 mark since 1999. 

 ¾ WEEK 4 at MIAMI (MONDAY NIGHT FOOTBALL): The Titans trek 
to South Florida for a rematch of a 2023 Monday night thriller (Dec. 
11), when quarterback Will Levis engineered a comeback victory for 
Tennessee. The Titans scored 15 points in a span of 51 seconds, 
erasing a 14-point deficit to win 28-27. They became the first NFL team 
since the Oakland Raiders in 1976 (vs. Pittsburgh) to win in regulation 
after trailing by 14 or more points with less than three minutes to go in 
the fourth quarter … The Titans own a 26-19 all-time record on Monday 
Night Football, including nine wins in their past 12 appearances … 
Featuring quarterback Tua Tagovailoa and wide receiver Tyreek Hill, 
the Dolphins produced the NFL’s top-ranked overall offense (401.3 total 
yards per game) and passing offense (265.5) in 2023. 

 ¾ WEEK 5 (BYE): The Titans are set for a bye during the first weekend in 
October, marking their earliest bye since Week 4 in 2020 … They enter 
the year with an eight-game winning streak in contests after the bye, 
sharing the NFL’s best current streak with the Buffalo Bills. 

 ¾ WEEKS 6 & 16 vs. INDIANAPOLIS: Two second-year quarterbacks—
Tennessee’s Will Levis and Indianapolis’ Anthony Richardson—could 
meet for the first time in their careers. Richardson’s rookie season 
came to a premature end in a game against the Titans (Oct. 8, 2023), 
three weeks before Levis made his NFL debut … Colts second-year 
head coach Shane Steichen served as the offensive coordinator of 
the Philadelphia Eagles at the same time that new Titans defensive 
coordinator Dennard Wilson was on the Eagles staff as defensive backs 
coach (2021) and defensive backs coach/defensive passing game 
coordinator (2022), culminating with Philadelphia’s appearance in Super 
Bowl LVII … First-year Titans general manager Ran Carthon spent the 
majority of his three NFL seasons as a player (2004-06) with the Colts. 

 ¾ WEEK 7 at BUFFALO: Two original AFL rivals meet for the sixth time 
in a seven-year span … In 50 previous all-time meetings with the Bills, 
including playoffs, the Titans own a 30-20 record … The Titans won 
consecutive home games against the Bills in 2020 and 2021 before the 
Bills took the most recent matchup at Highmark Stadium on Sept. 19, 
2022 … Buffalo carries a streak of five consecutive playoff seasons and 
four straight AFC East titles into 2024 … Bills quarterback Josh Allen 
enters his seventh NFL season and is one of only two NFL quarterbacks 
(Patrick Mahomes) who have passed for more than 4,000 yards in each 
of the past four campaigns. 

 ¾ WEEK 8 at DETROIT: The Titans make their third all-time appearance 
at Ford Field, where they are 2-0 with wins in 2008 and 2016 … The 
Titans are 10-3 all-time against Detroit, and their current six-game 
winning streak against the Lions is their longest active winning streak 
against any opponent. Most recently, the Titans won 46-25 at Nissan 
Stadium on Dec. 20, 2020 … New Titans head coach Brian Callahan 
was the quarterbacks coach for the Lions in 2016 and 2017 … Led by 
head coach Dan Campbell and quarterback Jared Goff, the Lions won 
the NFC North in 2023, marking the organization’s first division title 
since 1993. They advanced to their first NFC Championship game since 
1991, ultimately falling to the San Francisco 49ers.  

 ¾ WEEK 9 vs. NEW ENGLAND: Led by new head coach Jerod Mayo, 
who attended the University of Tennessee from 2004 through 2007, the 
Patriots make their first visit to Nissan Stadium in the regular season 
since Nov. 11, 2018, a game won by the Titans 34-10 … Mayo takes 
over the reins in New England after playing and coaching under previous 
head coach Bill Belichick … Patriots rookie and former North Carolina 
Tar Heels quarterback Drake Maye was the third-overall draft pick in 
2024 … Titans quarterback and Madison, Conn., native Will Levis could 
make his first career appearance against the Patriots.

 ¾ WEEK 10 at LOS ANGELES CHARGERS: The Titans and Chargers 

meet for the third consecutive season … In their only previous 
encounter at SoFi Stadium, the Chargers defeated the Titans 17-14 
on Dec. 18, 2022 … Most recently, Tennessee won 27-24 in overtime 
at Nissan Stadium on Sept. 17, 2023 … Head coach Jim Harbaugh 
is in his first season with the Chargers after leading the University of 
Michigan to a national title in 2023. Harbaugh was the head coach of the 
San Francisco 49ers from 2011 to 2014 prior to coaching at Michigan. 
His father, Jack Harbaugh, was the head coach at Western Kentucky 
University from 1989 to 2002 … The Titans look for their first road victory 
against the Chargers since 1990. 

 ¾ WEEK 11 vs. MINNESOTA: The Vikings are scheduled to make their 
third all-time appearance at Nissan Stadium and their first since 2016 … 
The most recent Titans-Vikings matchup in the regular season was at 
Minnesota on Sept. 27, 2020. Then-rookie Vikings wide receiver Justin 
Jefferson recorded his first career start, touchdown and 100-yard game, 
but the Titans won 31-30 … In the 2024 NFL Draft, the Vikings selected 
Michigan quarterback J.J. McCarthy with the 11th overall pick. 

 ¾ WEEKS 12 & 18 vs. HOUSTON: The Texans and Titans collectively 
feature a pair of top quarterbacks from the 2023 rookie class: C.J. Stroud 
(first round, second overall) and Will Levis (second round, 33rd overall), 
respectively … Stroud won the 2023 AP Offensive Rookie of the Year 
Award, and his teammate, defensive end Will Anderson, was named 
the AP Defensive Rookie of the Year … During the 2024 offseason, the 
Texans signed former Titans defensive end Denico Autry and linebacker 
Azeez Al-Shaair as unrestricted free agents … The Titans, who lead the 
all-time series 23-21 heading into 2024, look to end the Texans’ three-
game winning streak in the rivalry … Week 18 marks the fourth time in 
a six-year span the two rivals conclude the regular season against each 
other. 

 ¾ WEEK 13 at WASHINGTON COMMANDERS: The Titans and 
Commanders clash in 2024 as a result of their respective divisional 
finishes in 2023 … The Titans have won the past two contests in 
the series, including most recently a 21-17 victory at Washington on 
Oct. 9, 2022 … During the 2024 offseason, the Commanders hired 
a new general manager, Adam Peters, and a new head coach, Dan 
Quinn … Peters and Titans executive vice president/general manager 
Ran Carthon previously worked together at the San Francisco 49ers 
… Quinn, who was the head coach of the Atlanta Falcons from 2015 
to 2020, arrives in Washington following his role as the defensive 
coordinator of the Dallas Cowboys. 

 ¾ WEEKS 14 & 17 vs. JACKSONVILLE: The annual Titans-Jaguars 
series heads into its 30th season since the Jaguars’ inaugural 1995 
campaign … The two rivals face each other twice in the month of 
December … The Titans won the most recent contest, a 28-20 victory in 
the 2023 season finale at Nissan Stadium … During the 2024 offseason, 
former Jaguars wide receiver Calvin Ridley was signed by the Titans 
as an unrestricted free agent. In 2023, during his only season with the 
Jaguars, Ridley started every contest and caught 76 passes for 1,016 
yards and eight touchdowns … New Titans offensive coordinator Nick 
Holz also arrives from Jacksonville, where he was the Jaguars’ passing 
game coordinator.  

 ¾ WEEK 15 vs. CINCINNATI: Early in the 2024 offseason, the Titans 
made Brian Callahan the 20th head coach in franchise history after he 
spent the previous five campaigns as Cincinnati’s offensive coordinator. 
During his tenure in Cincinnati, Callahan served under head coach 
Zac Taylor, helping the Bengals to two AFC North titles, two AFC 
Championship appearances and a Super Bowl berth … Wide receiver 
Tyler Boyd spent the first eight seasons of his career with the Bengals 
before signing with the Titans as a free agent in 2024 … This is the 
fourth consecutive season in which the Bengals have visited Tennessee 
in either the postseason (2021) or regular season (2022-24) … The 
Titans took last year’s contest on Oct. 1 by a final score of 27-3.

He would become the sixth defensive back to reach the mark since 
individual sacks became an official statistic in 1982, joining Rodney 
Harrison (30.5), Ronde Barber (28), Brian Dawkins (26), Adrian 
Wilson (25.5) and Carnell Lake (25).  

WR TYLER BOYD
 ¾ Can record his seventh consecutive season with at least 50 receptions 

and 500 receiving yards. He is tied for the NFL's seventh-longest such 
active streak entering 2024.  

LS MORGAN COX
 ¾ Enters 2024 ranked 10th in the NFL in career games played among 

active players (216 entering 2024).  
 ¾ By appearing in all 17 contests in 2024, which would give him 233 

career games, Cox would rank fourth in career NFL games among all 
players from the University of Tennessee. He would trail only Jason 
Witten (271), Peyton Manning (266) and Dustin Colquitt (255). 

S QUANDRE DIGGS
 ¾ Enters 2024 as the NFL's only player with an active streak of 17 starts 

and at least one interception in three consecutive seasons.  

K NICK FOLK
 ¾ Enters 2024 ranked seventh in the NFL in career games played among 

active players (228 entering 2024).  
 ¾ Needs 18 field goals to reach 400 for his career. Entering 2024, only 13 

players in NFL history previously reached the mark. His 382 career field 
goals through 2023 ranked 19th in NFL annals. 

 ¾ Goes into 2024 with an NFL-record streak of 78 consecutive field goals 
made from under 40 yards. His last miss in that range was a 31-yarder 
against New England on Oct. 5, 2017, when he played for the Tampa 
Bay Buccaneers.

WR DeANDRE HOPKINS
 ¾ Enters 2024 with more receptions (928) and receiving yards (12,355) 

than any other player since he entered the NFL in 2013. 
 ¾ Needs 72 receptions to reach 1,000 in his first 12 seasons. Only Jerry 

Rice (1,050), Marvin Harrison (1,042), Larry Fitzgerald (1,018) and 
Andre Johnson (1,012) have previously reached the mark in their first 
12 seasons. Hopkins recorded 928 receptions in his first 11 seasons. 
Through 2023, only 14 total players in NFL history had reached the 
1,000 career reception plateau. 

 ¾ A 72-reception season also would make Hopkins the second player in 
NFL history with 1,000 receptions prior to his 33rd birthday, joining Larry 
Fitzgerald.

Marcus Mariota.  

 ¾ Can become the third player in franchise history to average at least 
12.0 yards per completion in each of his first two NFL seasons, joining 
Warren Moon and Marcus Mariota. 

TE CHIG OKONKWO
 ¾ Can join Frank Wycheck (six consecutive seasons) and Delanie Walker

GM Ran Carthon Motivated to Turn Titans Around, 
and Prove Ownership Right

 Ran Carthon was named the 14th general manager in franchise 
history on Jan. 18, 2023. He joined the Titans after spending six seasons 
with the San Francisco 49ers, including the last two as the team’s director 
of player personnel. 
 A year after initially joining the franchise, Carthon was promoted to 
executive vice president/general manager. His duties expanded to include 
all areas that impact the football team: roster control, team activities and 
personnel decisions including draft and free agency acquisitions, oversight 
of head coach Brian Callahan and his coaching staff, scouting, sports 
medicine, and player engagement.
 “Over the past year, Ran has impressed me and our staff with his 
innovative approach to roster building,” said Titans controlling owner Amy 
Adams Strunk upon Carthon’s promotion in 2024. “Ran’s exceptional 
reputation around the league as a talent evaluator and culture builder was 
a clear competitive advantage during last year’s free agency and draft 
process, as well as our recent search for a head coach. Simply put, Ran 
Carthon makes the Tennessee Titans a destination for the league’s top 
talent. By expanding his role to include full roster control and oversight of 
the coaching staff, our organization will now benefit more completely from 
Ran’s unique ability to build and lead a championship-caliber football team.”
 Shortly after receiving his promotion, Carthon and his staff embarked 
upon the 2024 offseason. Their efforts resulted in several notable signings 
in free agency: cornerback Chidobe Awuzie, linebacker Kenneth Murray 
Jr., defensive lineman Sebastian Joseph-Day, center Lloyd Cushenberry 
III, running back Tony Pollard, quarterback Mason Rudolph and wide 
receiver Calvin Ridley. The Titans then used a trade to acquire former 
Kansas City Chiefs cornerback L'Jarius Sneed before circling back in free 
agency to add wide receiver Tyler Boyd and safety Jamal Adams. Prior 
to the start of the 2024 season, another trade brought linebacker Ernest 
Jones IV to the Titans from the Los Angeles Rams. 
 During the 2024 NFL Draft, Carthon orchestrated the selection of 
seven total players. With the seventh overall pick in the first round, the 
Titans chose Alabama tackle JC Latham, and at No. 38 in the second 
round, they took Texas nose tackle T'Vondre Sweat. 
 In his first year with the Titans, Carthon re-worked the roster with 
several veteran additions who would become key starters for the team in 
2023, including wide receiver DeAndre Hopkins, outside linebacker Arden 
Key, linebacker Azeez Al-Shaair, cornerback Sean Murphy-Bunting and 
offensive lineman Daniel Brunskill in free agency. In his first draft, offensive 
lineman Peter Skoronski, quarterback Will Levis and running back Tyjae 
Spears were selected in the first three rounds, respectively. Carthon also 
used a trade to acquire kicker Nick Folk.
 Carthon arrived in Tennessee with a range of experience from multiple 
teams. In San Francisco, he was the 49ers director of pro personnel for four 
seasons (2017-20) and then promoted to director of player personnel in 
2021, serving in that capacity until joining the Titans. In his role as director 
of player personnel, Carthon was responsible for evaluating the top college 
prospects and assisting in the construction of the pro free agent board 
and evaluations. He joined the 49ers when head coach Kyle Shanahan 
and general manager John Lynch took over in 2017 and played a part 
in the team’s three playoff appearances, two division titles and an NFC 
championship in 2019. Additionally, the 49ers had nine players account 
for 13 total Pro Bowl selections from 2021 (seven selections) to 2022 (six 
selections)–evidence of the talented roster the personnel staff amassed.
 Before joining San Francisco, Carthon spent five seasons (2012-16) 
with the St. Louis/Los Angeles Rams as their director of pro personnel. He 
entered the NFL scouting world as a pro scout with the Atlanta Falcons for 
four years (2008-11).
 As a player, Carthon spent three seasons in the NFL (2004-06) 
primarily with the Indianapolis Colts, after entering the league as an

 Brian Callahan was named head coach of the Titans on Jan. 24, 
2024, becoming the 20th head coach in franchise history. 
 “This is an exciting time for our franchise, and we’re thrilled to have 
Brian as our head coach,” said Titans controlling owner Amy Adams 
Strunk. “We went through a thorough candidate search and Brian stood 
out as the best person to lead our football team. I want to thank the other 
candidates who were part of this process and wish them well moving 
forward. 
 “Brian has a track record of success and a range of experience that 
has prepared him for this opportunity. His football knowledge and his 
enthusiasm for the game really stand out, and beyond that, we think his 
ability to lead will make him the ideal fit for our franchise. 
 “If you look at his history, Brian has been a part of a Super Bowl 
winning team (Denver, 2015) and another team that advanced to the Super 
Bowl (Cincinnati, 2021). He’s worked in a variety of dynamic offenses with 
top-flight quarterbacks. At each step of his career, he’s shown the flexibility 
and intelligence to make an impact.
 “During his time with the Bengals, he was trusted with a number of 
responsibilities—offensive design, quarterback development, a contributor 
to the free agency and draft processes—and showed the ability to be a 
resource in all of those areas. As we seek sustained success and pursue a 
championship, Brian has seen firsthand what that looks like, and he is the 
right person to lead us there. 
 “To our fans, thank you for your support and for sticking with us. You 
deserve a championship team, and we’re going to get there. I can’t wait for 
you to get to know Brian and his family.”
 Callahan arrived in Tennessee with 18 years of coaching experience 
and 14 years of NFL coaching experience, including the previous five 

seasons as the offensive coordinator for the Cincinnati Bengals. 
 During his time in Cincinnati, Callahan served under head coach 
Zac Taylor and was part of two AFC North titles, two AFC Championship 
appearances and a Super Bowl berth. He also helped guide quarterback 
Joe Burrow from the No. 1 overall draft pick in 2020 to multiple single-
season franchise records by his second year and Pro Bowl honors within 
three years. 
 Over Callahan's final three seasons in Cincinnati (2021-23), the 
Bengals offense ranked in the NFL’s top 10 in several categories: sixth in 
scoring (24.9), seventh in passing (250.8 yards per game), seventh in red-
zone efficiency (61.5 percent), 10th in third-down percentage (41.0) and 
sixth in time of possession (31:00). 
 From the time Burrow entered the NFL in 2020 through the 2023 
campaign, he recorded the league’s seventh-best passer rating (98.6) and 
tied for the third-best completion percentage (68.0). His 270.8 passing 
yards per game in that period ranked fifth. 
 Additionally, Cincinnati’s offense under Callahan featured a trio of 
1,000-yard wide receivers in Ja’Marr Chase (2021-23), Tee Higgins 
(2021-22) and Tyler Boyd (2019). Chase quickly emerged as one of the 
NFL’s top wide receivers after being drafted in the first round in 2021. He 
earned three consecutive Pro Bowl nods and became the eighth player in 
NFL history to reach 1,000 receiving yards in each of his first three career 
seasons, including 1,216 yards on a career-high 100 receptions in 2023. 
Boyd’s statistical highlights included 1,046 receiving yards in 2019, while 
Higgins contributed 1,091 yards in 2021 and 1,029 yards in 2022. 
 Bengals running back Joe Mixon exceeded 1,000 scrimmage yards 
four times in five seasons with Callahan as his offensive coordinator. From 
2019 through 2023, he joined Christian	McCaffrey and Aaron Jones as 
the NFL’s only players with at least 4,500 rushing yards (4,618) and 1,500 
receiving yards (1,556). Mixon was named to the Pro Bowl in 2021. 
 In 2023, Burrow was limited to 10 total games due to multiple injuries. 
Backup Jake Browning stepped into the lineup, and in the first action of 
his career, he registered a season passer rating of 98.4—qualifying as the 
seventh-best number in the NFL. 
 In 2022, the Bengals ranked seventh in the NFL in points per game 
(26.1), eighth in total offense (360.5 yards per game) and fifth in passing 
offense (265.0). Burrow earned his first career Pro Bowl selection while 
setting single-season franchise records for completions (414) and 
touchdown passes (35). The third-year signal caller also placed fifth in the 
NFL with 4,475 passing yards. The team’s new-look offensive line came 
together during the season and did not allow more than two sacks in any of 
the final eight games of the regular season. 
 En route to an appearance in Super Bowl LVI, the 2021 Bengals 
ranked seventh in passing offense (259.0 yards per game) and tied for 
seventh in points per game (27.1). Burrow, after returning from a knee 
injury suffered in 2020, led the NFL in completion percentage (70.4) and 
established single-season Bengals records for passing yards (4,611) and 
passer rating (108.3). Chase was named the AP Offensive Rookie of the 
Year after posting a team-record 1,455 receiving yards, while Mixon placed

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third in the NFL in rushing yards (1,205).
 In 2020, Callahan helped develop Burrow as a rookie despite facing 
the challenges associated with the COVID-19 pandemic, including the 
cancellation of all in-person NFL offseason programs. Before a knee injury 
ended his rookie campaign in Week 11, Burrow's 264 completions were the 
most ever by an NFL quarterback through his first 10 career games, while 
his 2,688 passing yards were fifth.
 Callahan joined the Bengals after spending 2018 as the quarterbacks 
coach for the Oakland Raiders. Under his tutelage, Raiders quarterback 
Derek Carr passed for a then-career-high 4,049 yards and led the AFC with 
a 68.9 completion percentage. 
 From 2016 to 2017, Callahan was the quarterbacks coach for the 
Detroit Lions. Working with Matthew	 Stafford, he helped the veteran 
finish third in passing yards (4,446) and fourth in passing touchdowns 
(29) in 2017, while posting a then-career-best 99.3 passer rating. In 2016, 
Stafford’s eight game-winning drives were the most by a quarterback in a 
season since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger. 
 Callahan broke into the NFL with the Denver Broncos in 2010 and 
served in multiple roles for the franchise through 2015. He began as a 
coaching assistant (2010) before transitioning to offensive quality control 
coach (2011-12), offensive assistant coach (2013-14) and finally offensive 
assistant/quarterbacks coach (2015). In 2013, Broncos quarterback Peyton 
Manning won the Associated Press NFL MVP award after completing a 
league-record 55 touchdown passes. Callahan’s tenure in Denver was 
capped by the team’s victory in Super Bowl 50 following the 2015 campaign. 
Before reaching the NFL, Callahan spent time at his alma mater, UCLA, 
as a graduate assistant in 2006 and 2007. He then spent two years (2008-
09) as the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach for Junipero Serra 
High School in San Mateo, Calif. 
 As a former walk-on quarterback at UCLA, he appeared in 13 games 
as a holder on PATs. He earned a bachelor's degree in sociology in 2006 
and added a master’s in education in 2008.
 Born in Champaign, Ill., Callahan attended De La Salle High School 
in Concord, Calif., where he was a part of the school's national-record 151-
game winning streak and a No. 1 national ranking. 
 He and his wife, Allyson, have a son, Ronan, and a daughter, Norah. 
He is the son of longtime NFL coach Bill Callahan, the current Titans 
offensive line coach.

 Quarterback Will Levis was selected by the 
Titans in the second round (33rd overall) of the 2023 
NFL Draft. He was the fourth quarterback chosen 
in the draft after the Titans traded up in the second 
round to select him.
 In his debut season, Levis recorded starts in 
all nine games in which he appeared, becoming the  
third rookie quarterback in franchise history to start at least nine games.

  Wide receiver Treylon Burks is in his third NFL 
season in 2024. He was selected by the Titans in the 
first round (18th overall) of the 2022 NFL Draft. 
 Through his first two seasons, Burks totaled 49 
receptions for 665 yards and one touchdown in 22 
games (15 starts). That included 16 catches for 221 
yards in 2023.
 As a rookie, Burks appeared in 11 games with six starts, totaling 33 
receptions for 444 yards and one touchdown. His reception total tied for 
third place on the team, while his yardage total tied for third on the squad. 
Among NFL rookies in 2022, Burks' 444 receiving yards ranked ninth. 
 In three seasons (2019-21) at the University of Arkansas, Burks 
appeared in 32 career games with 30 starts.

  Wide receiver DeAndre Hopkins is in his 
12th NFL season and his second campaign with the 
Titans in 2024. He was signed by the team prior to 
training camp in 2023. 
 Hopkins entered the league as the 27th overall 
pick in the 2013 NFL Draft out of Clemson and spent 
his first seven seasons with the Houston Texans 
before being traded to the Arizona Cardinals in 2020. 
 Over NFL 11 seasons, Hopkins established himself as one of the 
premier receivers in NFL history. Among all players during that 11-year 
period, he ranked first in receptions (928), first in first-down receptions 
(642), first in receiving yards (12,355), third in receiving touchdowns (78), 
and first in receptions of 25-plus yards (113).

 Defensive lineman Jeffery	Simmons is in his 
sixth NFL season in 2024. He was selected by the 
Titans in the first round (19th overall) of the 2019 
NFL Draft. 
 During his first five seasons, Simmons 
appeared in 68 games with 66 starts and earned two 
Pro Bowl berths. The three-time team captain (2021-
23) accumulated 240 tackles, 26.5 sacks, 20 passes defensed, three forced 
fumbles and four fumble recoveries. He was third on the defense in sacks 
during that span behind only Harold Landry III (37) and Denico Autry

 Outside linebacker Harold Landry III is in his 
seventh NFL season in 2024. He was selected by 
the Titans in the second round (41st overall) of the 
2018 NFL Draft after the Titans traded up 16 spots 
in the second round (57 to 41) in order to take the 
former Boston College standout. 
 During his first six NFL seasons, Landry totaled 
a team-leading 41.5 sacks. He finished the 2023 season ranked 11th for 
the franchise in career sacks, and in the organization's “Titans era” (1999–
present), his total trailed only Jevon Kearse (52), Jurrell Casey (51) and 
Derrick Morgan (44.5).
 In 2023, Landry played in all 17 games (10 starts) after missing the 
entire 2022 campaign due to injury. He ranked second on the team with 
10.5 sacks, producing his second-best career total (12 sacks in 2021). In 
doing so, he became the NFL’s third veteran player since 1982 to miss an 
entire NFL season and come back the next year to record at least 10 sacks. 
The only previous players to do so were a pair of New Orleans Saints: Joe 
Johnson in 2000 (12 sacks) and Charlie Clemons in 2001 (13.5 sacks). 
Landry's 14 tackles for loss led the defense and matched his career high, 
and his 48 quarterback pressures were third on the squad and were one off 
his career high in 2021 (49).

 Long snapper Morgan Cox is in his 15th NFL 
season and his fourth campaign with the Titans in 
2024. He was signed by the Titans as an unrestricted 
free agent on March 19, 2021.

 Kicker Nick Folk is in his 17th NFL season and 
his second campaign with the Titans in 2024. He 
was acquired by the Titans in a trade with the New 
England Patriots on Aug. 29, 2023. 
 At the conclusion of the 2023 season, Folk's 
382 career field goals ranked fourth among all 
active kickers behind only Matt Prater (401), Mason 
Crosby (400) and Justin Tucker (395), and Folk's number also ranked 
19th in NFL history. His 1,632 total points scored ranked 23rd in league 
annals. Among all active NFL players at the conclusion of 2023, Folk's 228 
career games ranked 10th. 
 Through 2023, Folk carried an all-time NFL-record streak of 78 
consecutive field goals from under 40 yards—a streak going back to 2017. 
Tucker previously owned the record with 70 straight under-40-yarders from 
2016 to 2020. 
 In his first season in Tennessee, Folk appeared in all 17 games and 
made 29 field goals on 30 attempts.

 Punter Ryan Stonehouse is in his third NFL 
season in 2024. He was signed by the Titans as a 
rookie free agent on May 13, 2022.  
 In only two NFL seasons, Stonehouse recorded 
the top two single-season gross punting averages 
in NFL history, and he also recorded two of the 
top three single-season net averages in franchise 
history. He became the first punter in NFL annals to lead the league in gross 
punting average in each of his first two seasons. 
 In 2023, he appeared in the first 12 games of the season before 
missing the final five contests on injured reserve. Despite his missed time, 
he averaged a league-high 53.06 yards per punt, grossing 2,812 yards on 
53 attempts. The average qualified as the second-highest figure in NFL 
history behind his own record-setting 53.10 yards per punt as a rookie 
in 2022. He also finished sixth in the NFL with a 43.87-yard net punting 
average, which ranked third in franchise history. 
 In 2022, Stonehouse finished the season with a gross average of 53.10 
yards per punt on 90 total punts (4,779 total yards). In doing so, he broke 
Sammy Baugh’s single-season NFL record of 51.40 yards per punt, which 
was established in 1940 and was never matched among qualifiers (2.5 
punts per team game) until Stonehouse’s rookie campaign. Stonehouse's 
mark also surpassed Brett Kern's franchise record of 49.7 yards per punt 
in 2017. 
 With a net punting average of 44.0 yards per punt in 2022, Stonehouse 
also established a new NFL record for the highest net average by a rookie 
punter. He broke the record set by Indianapolis’ Rigoberto Sanchez, who 
averaged 42.64 net yards per punt as a rookie in 2017. Stonehouse finished 
fourth in the NFL in net punting behind veterans Tommy Townsend (45.6),

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 In 1940, Washington’s Sammy Baugh punted 35 times for 1,799 
yards, averaging 51.40 yards per punt. Eighty-two seasons later, the mark 
still stood as the best qualifying single-season punting average in NFL 
history, until Titans rookie punter Ryan Stonehouse broke the record in 
2022. 
 Stonehouse, an undrafted rookie from Colorado State University, 
averaged 53.10 yards per attempt on 90 total punts—1.70 yards per punt 
ahead of Baugh’s number. 
 Then, in his second season, Stonehouse averaged an NFL-high 53.06 
yards per punt. His 53 attempts (2,812 yards) qualified him for the single-
season charts, and as a result, he owns the top two numbers of all-time in 
his first two NFL seasons.
 Prior to Stonehouse's rookie campaign, Baugh's mark was one of the 
NFL’s longest-held records. In the 2022 NFL Record & Fact Book, only

 ¾ He was voted by his teammates as the Ed Block Courage Award winner

 ¾ Reese played safety during his college career, but made the transition to 

linebacker once he arrived with the Titans. 
 ¾ When asked what he would be if not an NFL player, Reese said he never 

considered a plan B. “If I didn’t make it, I was going to keep trying until I did.”

0 - WR CALVIN RIDLEY
 ¾ Ridley and his younger brothers spent parts of their childhood growing up 

in foster homes in Fort Lauderdale, Fla.  He says that’s when football saved 
his life. The Ridley brothers were moved to SOS Children’s Village in Coconut 
Creek, Fla., a small complex with 10 houses and around 150 apartments. 
He used to wake up in the morning and bang on all the doors, rounding up 
everybody to play football.  At that time, he realized if he had football, he 
would be all right.

 ¾ When he was younger, Ridley played Pop Warner football in the same 
league as Baltimore Ravens quarterback Lamar Jackson, Kansas City Chiefs 
wide receiver Marquise Brown and Ravens cornerback Trayvon Mullen, in 
the Pompano Beach area of Florida just four miles from the high school he

would attend.

 ¾ His younger brother, Riley, played college football at Georgia and was 
drafted by the Chicago Bears in the fourth round of the 2019 NFL Draft.

at Liberty University and his dad, Brett, played football at the University of 
North Carolina.

 ¾ In July 2023, Simmons paid homage to his hometown of Macon, Miss., 
with his first ‘Community Fun Day,’ which included local food vendors, games, 
inflatables and fireworks.

Simmons donated more than $50,000 to upgrade his former high school’s 
athletic facilities. During the same week, he donated $75,000 to Starkville

 ¾ Simmons’ brother, Dylan Bradley, played football at Southern Miss and 
then spent time with the Minnesota Vikings.

He missed two 
seasons while serving in the U.S. Air Force. He was a permanent offensive 
captain for the Packers under Vince Lombardi from 1964 to 1968 and played 
on five NFL championship teams. In 1976, he was inducted into the Packers 
Hall of Fame. 

 ¾ Among all offensive linemen at the 2023 NFL Scouting Combine, Skoronski 
placed second in the vertical jump (34.50 inches), second in the broad jump 
(9 feet 7 inches), fifth in the bench press (30 reps) and ninth in the 10-yard 
split (1.75 seconds).

 ¾ Minored in history in college and considers himself a “history nerd.”
 ¾ Has a black lab named Slim.

 ¾ After playing wide receiver at Minden (La.) High School, Sneed converted 

to cornerback at Louisiana Tech and saw playing time in his true freshman 
season.

 ¾ His first job as a teenager was working at Walmart.

 ¾ Stonehouse comes from a lineage of punters. His father, Paul, was an 

All-American punter for Stanford. His uncle, John Stonehouse was an All-
American punter at Southern California and was signed by the New York 
Giants as a rookie free agent in 1996. His uncle, Jeff Banks, was a punter at 
Washington State. His younger cousin, Jack, is a punter at Missouri.

 ¾ Stonehouse’s father, Paul, and uncle, John, used to teach punting at 
their camp, The Kicking Game, and through private lessons. The camp’s 
website houses testimonials from coaches Bill Walsh, John Robinson, Paul 
Pasqualoni and Mike Price.
