PRO: Seeking a physical and disruptive defensive lineman, the Titans 
signed Denico Autry as an unrestricted free agent from the rival Indianapolis 
Colts early in the 2021 offseason. Prior to his arrival in Tennessee, the

tackles for loss in his first seven NFL campaigns (2014-20) with the 
Oakland Raiders and Colts.  Autry has made an immediate impact with 
the Titans during his first two seasons (2021-22) leading the team with 17 
sacks and ranking second on the squad with 89 quarterback pressures. 
Autry, a former rookie free agent, offers an impressive combination of size, 
athleticism and power on the defensive front and also excels on special 
teams where he has recorded 10 career blocked kicks.

PRO: The Titans signed Tre Avery as an undrafted free agent following 
the 2022 NFL Draft to add speed and depth to the cornerback room. He 
won a job in his first training camp and went on to appear in 14 games with 
three starts as a rookie. Prior to arriving in the NFL, the 5-foot-11-inch, 
181-pounder appeared in 35 games with 22 starts over four seasons at 
Rutgers (2018-21) and totaled 92 career tackles, 4.5 tackles for loss, one 
sack, four interceptions, 17 passes defensed and one forced fumble. The 
Baltimore, Md., native also registered eight kick returns for 169 yards over 
his career.

PRO: The Titans selected Treylon Burks in the first round (18th overall) 
of the 2022 NFL Draft. As a rookie, he totaled 33 receptions for 444 
yards and one touchdown in 11 games. The 6-foot-2-inch, 225-pounder 
brings a rare combination of size, speed and sure hands. The Arkansas 
product is a powerful runner with the ball in his hands, and he can be 
used all over the offensive formation as well as in the return game. In 
three college seasons (2019-21), he became the sixth all-time leading 
receiver in Razorbacks history (146 receptions for 2,399 yards) and tied 
for the fifth-most touchdown catches in school annals (18). He was drafted 
with the highest pick of any Arkansas player since Darren McFadden was 
taken fourth overall in 2008, and he was the first Arkansas wide receiver 
to be selected in the first round since Matt Jones was taken 21st overall by 
Jacksonville in 2006.

• In 2022, Burks’ 444 receiving yards placed ninth among all NFL rookies. 
He totaled 33 catches in 11 games.
• As a junior at Arkansas in 2021, Burks was named first-team All-SEC 
after totaling 66 receptions (seventh in the SEC) for 1,104 yards (fourth) 
and 11 touchdowns (fourth). His 92.0 receiving yards per game ranked third 
in the SEC behind only Jameson Williams (104.8) and Wan’Dale Robinson 
(102.6). 
• As a sophomore in 2020, he was named second-team All-SEC after 
contributing 51 receptions for 820 yards and seven touchdowns. His 91.1 
receiving yards per game ranked third in the SEC behind only Elijah Moore 
(149.1) and DeVonta Smith (142.8).

He is an experienced wild boar 
hunter, which involves hunting the animals with only his dogs and a knife.

• Some of Burks’ work ethic was developed on the farm of his great-
grandfather, Joe Burks, as he would do everything from bailing hay to 
working in the chicken house. 
• Burks has two dogs, a pair of American bullies named Zara and Zazu.

He 
returned 13 punts for 134 yards (10.3-yard average) and returned 11 kickoff 
returns for 226 yards (20.5 avg.). At the conclusion of his collegiate career, 
he ranked sixth in Razorbacks history in career receptions and receiving 
yards, and his touchdown reception total tied for fifth all-time. He set an 
Arkansas record with 10 career 100-yard receiving games, including a 
school-record six 100-yard receiving performances in his final year. He 
earned All-SEC honors in each of his three seasons: in 2019, second-team 
All-SEC as a returner and All-Freshman as a receiver; second-team All-

PRO: Since the Titans selected Kevin Byard with the first pick of the third 
round in the 2016 NFL Draft, he has established himself as one of the 
premier safeties in the NFL and one of the best at his position in franchise 
history. During his first seven seasons, he did not miss a single game 
and was a key contributor to six winning campaigns. He finished the 2022 
season as a four-time team captain, two-time Pro Bowl selection and a 
two-time Associated Press first-team All-Pro. His 27 career interceptions 
through 2022 tied for fourth place on the franchise’s all-time list, ranked 
first for the organization during its “Titans era” (1999–present) and ranked 
third among all Titans/Oilers safeties. Only former Oilers Jim Norton (45), 
Cris Dishman (31) and Fred Glick (30) totaled more interceptions than 
Byard, whose 27 thefts tied Tony Banfield, W.K. Hicks and Darryll Lewis. 
From 2017 through 2022, Byard’s 27 interceptions led all NFL safeties and 
ranked second among all players. The 5-foot-11-inch, 212-pound defender 
is a product of Middle Tennessee State University, where he earned a 
reputation as a sideline-to-sideline, ball-hawking safety who plays with 
tremendous intelligence and effort.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• In 2022, Byard led the Titans with four interceptions and 106 tackles. He 
notched his fifth total season (2017-19, 2021-22) and second consecutive 
season in which he led the squad in interceptions, and it was his third 
straight campaign (2020-22) leading the defense in tackles. Prior to 2021, 
no previous Titans/Oilers player had led the team in both interceptions and 
tackles in a single season, and Byard accomplished the feat in consecutive 
years. 
• At the conclusion of 2022, Byard’s 105 consecutive starts in the regular 
season trailed only New England’s Devin McCourty (115) among NFL 
defenders. 
• In 2021, Byard was announced as a starter to his second career Pro 
Bowl and earned first-team Associated Press All-Pro honors for the second 
time in his career. He joined Bruce Matthews (1999–2000) and Albert 
Haynesworth (2007–2008) as the franchise’s only players in its “Titans era” 
(since 1999) to earn multiple first-team AP All-Pro honors. 
• Byard led the Titans in 2021 with five interceptions and 88 tackles, 
becoming the franchise’s first player to lead the team in tackles and 
interceptions in the same season since the team began tracking individual 
tackle statistics in 1974. It was his second consecutive season to lead the 
club in tackles and the fourth time in his career he was the interceptions 
leader. Additionally, his 13 passes defensed made up the highest total 
among NFL safeties. 
• He scored his first two career touchdowns in 2021—one on a fumble 
return and one on an interception return—to become the first Titans player 
with two defensive touchdowns in the same season since linebacker Zach 
Brown in 2012. 
• In 2020, Byard was named the team’s Walter Payton Man of the Year for 
his work in the community.
• Byard led the team and set a career-high in 2020 with 111 tackles.
• From 2017 through 2019, Byard led the NFL with 17 interceptions.
• In 2019, Byard led the team in interceptions (five) for the third consecutive 
season, while starting every contest for the third consecutive season. 
• In 2018, Byard led the team with four interceptions and ranked third on 
the team with 96 tackles and 10 passes defensed. 
• In 2017, Byard was named to the Pro Bowl and earned first-team 
Associated Press All-Pro honors after tying Detroit’s Darius Slay for the 
NFL lead with eight interceptions. He added a pair of fumble recoveries to 
pace the league with 10 total takeaways.  
• His eight interceptions in 2017 tied for seventh in franchise history and 
made up the highest total by any franchise player since Oilers cornerback 

Richard Johnson picked off eight passes in 1990. 
• In 2016, Byard saw action in all 16 games with seven starts and compiled 
63 tackles, a sack, five tackles for loss, three quarterback pressures, four 
passes defensed and 10 special teams tackles. His seven starts were the 
most by a Titans rookie safety since Michael Griffin (10) in 2007.

TITANS TIDBITS: 
• In 2022, Byard was voted by the Nashville chapter of the Pro Football 
Writers of America as the first recipient of the Eddie George Good Guy 
Award. 
• In May 2022, Martin Luther King Jr. High School in Lithonia, Ga., 
renamed its updated athletic facilities in Byard’s honor. Byard graduated 
from the school in 2011. 
• Along with his wife, Clarke, Byard has made a profound impact in the 
Nashville community through the Byard Family Legacy Fund. With the 
mission to “provide ALL families and individuals in our community with 
hope, making sure everyone who needs it gets a second chance,” the 
organization annually holds a back-to-school program, Thanksgiving dinner, 
Christmas fundraiser and football camp. It also changes lives through the 
“Grace Grant,” which provides funds to individuals or organizations who 
need a second chance. 
• In 2021, the Byard Family Legacy Fund used its “Grace Grant” to 
renovate the Davidson County Department of Children’s Services’ Safe 
Room. The room is designed to help reduce trauma for children who come 
into custody for child abuse and/or child neglect.
• In April 2022, Byard served as the honorary chair for the Rally Foundation 
for Childhood Cancer Research’s annual event called “Rally On the 
Runway,” which helped raise more than $556,000 to fund research and aid 
families with children fighting cancer. 
• In July 2020, Byard was named the official spokesperson for the United 
Way of Greater Nashville. His first order of business was to participate in 
the organization’s virtual Stuff the Bus school supply drive.
• In August 2020, Byard assisted his wife, Clarke, in the unintentional home 
birth of their son, Kevin Leon Byard IV. After realizing they were not going 
to be able to make it to the hospital and their doula needing 30 minutes to 
get to their home, Byard sprung into action with instructions from the doula. 
The first: “Let’s try and get her in the bathtub.” But by this time, his son’s 
head was already visible. The doula told him, “Tell her to start pushing. The 
baby is coming.” Byard recalled: “His face was pointing upward, so I could 
see his face was real purple. I was nervous about that, so she told me to 
support his head.” In less than 15 minutes, he was holding Kevin IV in his 
arms. “Once he got his head out, his shoulders and everything just kind 
of slipped out, and I kind of caught him in my arms. He waited about five 
seconds, coughed about two or three times, and started crying.”
• Byard credits his mother, the late Artina Stanley, for much of his success.  
Following a divorce when Byard was in ninth grade, his mother moved 
with the children from Philadelphia to Atlanta. Although it was a financial 
struggle, Stanley worked long hours to make sure her children received 
what they needed. Byard claims he and his older brother “had to grow up 
really fast” as they helped their mother with taking care of the younger kids 
in the family. In May 2020, Byard was able to accomplish a goal of helping 
to purchase his mother a new home. She passed away in June 2022. 
• Byard’s nickname “Mayor of Murfreesboro,” popularized by Titans play-
by-play announcer and vice president of broadcasting Mike Keith, is due to 
his success in the region, beginning at Middle Tennessee State University, 
which is located in the city of Murfreesboro.
• The Titans had an inside track in their scouting of Byard. Then-general 
manager Jon Robinson received glowing reports on Byard from his friend 
and MTSU recruiting coordinator Steve Ellis. When Robinson was a

PRO: The Titans selected Heisman Trophy winner Derrick Henry in the 
second round of the 2016 NFL Draft out of the University of Alabama.  The 
6-foot-3-inch, 247-pounder is a powerful, downhill runner who displays 
tremendous speed and balance. The Yulee, Fla., native led the NFL from 
2017 to 2022 in rushing yards (7,845), rushing touchdowns (73), rushing 
yards per game (90.2) and rushing attempts of 10-plus yards (197).  
Following a foot injury that sidelined him for half the 2021 season, Henry 
returned to form in 2022, ranking second in the NFL with 1,538 rushing 
yards and tied for fourth in the league with 13 total touchdowns.  In 2021, 
he led the NFL with 937 rushing yards and 10 rushing touchdowns in 
the first eight weeks of the season before missing the final nine games 
of the regular season. In 2020, Henry secured the NFL’s rushing title for 
the second consecutive year after recording 2,027 rushing yards and 17 
rushing touchdowns, becoming the eighth player in NFL history to eclipse 
2,000 rushing yards in a season. In 2019, Henry was the NFL’s leading 
rusher with 1,540 yards and 16 rushing scores. He racked up 5,860 
rushing yards and scored 55 rushing touchdowns during his first five NFL 
seasons, including consecutive 1,000-yard seasons each year from 2018-
20. At Alabama, the Heisman Trophy winner set numerous school and SEC 
records while leading his team to a National Championship in 2015. 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• In 2022, Henry was selected to his third career Pro Bowl after finishing 
second in the NFL with a team-best 1,538 rushing yards and 1,936 yards 
from scrimmage.  He tied for fourth in the NFL with 13 total touchdowns. 
• Henry recorded the sixth 200-yard rushing performance of his career 
during the 2022 campaign tying O.J. Simpson and Adrian Peterson for the 
most in NFL history.
• With his 13 rushing touchdowns in 2022, he joined LaDainian Tomlinson

• Entering 2023, his 8,335 career rushing yards ranked third in franchise 
annals behind Eddie George (10,009) and Earl Campbell (8,574).
• Henry ranks second in franchise postseason history for career rushing 
attempts (156), rushing yards (732), and tied for third in rushing touchdowns 
(four).
• In 2021, Henry led the NFL with 937 rushing yards and 10 rushing 
touchdowns in the first eight weeks of the season before missing the final 
nine games of the regular season with a foot injury. He returned to start in 
the team’s divisional playoff contest and rushed for 62 yards and one score.
• In 2020, Henry was named the NFL Offensive Player of the Year, 
Associated Press first-team All-Pro, and FedEx Ground Player of the Year 
for the second consecutive season after leading the NFL with a franchise-
record 2,027 rushing yards, becoming the eighth player in NFL history to 
eclipse 2,000 rushing yards in a season.

• Additionally, in 2020 he earned first-team All-Pro honors from Pro 
Football Focus, Pro Football Writers of America and Sporting News and 
was the 101 Awards AFC Offensive Player of the Year.
• Henry became the first player to lead the NFL in rushing yards in 
consecutive seasons (2019-20) since LaDainian Tomlinson (2006-07).
• In 2020, Henry became the fifth all-time NFL player to lead the NFL in 
rushing yards, attempts and rushing touchdowns in consecutive seasons. 
The last to do so prior to Henry was Cleveland’s Leroy Kelly from 1967 to 
1968. The only other players to achieve it are Jim Brown (1958-59), Steve 
Van Buren (1947-49) and Bill Paschal (1943-44).
• In 2020, Henry recorded three 200-yard rushing games in a season, 
becoming the fifth player in NFL history to do so, joining Earl Campbell (four 
in 1980), O.J. Simpson (1973), Tiki Barber (2005) and Jay Ajayi (2016). He 
became the first player in NFL history with five career games with at least 
200 rushing yards and two rushing touchdowns.
• In the 2020 regular season finale at Houston (1/3/21), set the franchise 
record with 250 rushing yards, breaking his own club record of 238 rushing
yards (12/6/18 vs. Jacksonville). Henry’s 250 rushing yards tied for the 
13th-best single-game total in the NFL since 1948.
• Henry set a career high with 17 rushing touchdowns in 2020, finishing 
with the second-best total in franchise history behind Earl Campbell’s 19 
rushing touchdowns in 1979.
• In 2020, Henry totaled 1,221 rushing yards in road games, the most by 
any NFL running back since 1948. The previous high was held by Eric 
Dickerson (1,087 in 1984). Dating back to 2019, he had a streak of nine 
consecutive road games with at least 100 rushing yards, passing Chris 
Johnson (eight games from 2009-10) for the second-longest such streak in
NFL history behind only Barry Sanders’ 10-game road streak (from 1996-
97).
• Henry totaled 2,141 scrimmage yards (2,027 rushing and 114 receiving) 
in 2020 to finish second in franchise history behind Chris Johnson’s 2,509
scrimmage yards in 2009.
• Recorded 10 total 100-yard rushing games in 2020 to tie Earl Campbell 
(1980) for the third-most in franchise history. Only Campbell in 1979 (11)
and Chris Johnson in 2009 (12) had more.
• Henry became the NFL’s first player to rush for at least 175 and two 
touchdowns four times in a season in 2020.
• In 2020, Henry joined Terrell Davis (1997-98), Shaun Alexander (2004-
05) and Larry Johnson (2005-06) as the only players in NFL history to rush 
for 1,500 yards and 15 touchdowns in two consecutive seasons.
• From 2019-20, Henry established a streak of 20 consecutive games in the 
regular season and playoffs with at least 18 rushing attempts, the second-
longest streak of its kind in the NFL since 1948. The only player with more

• In 2019, Henry received numerous awards and recognition, including 
the NFL’s FedEx Ground Player of the Year, second-team All-Pro by the 
Associated Press and his first career Pro Bowl selection.

• Ranked second in the AFC and fourth in the NFL with a career-high 1,746 
yards from scrimmage in 2019.

• In 2018, Henry was named to the PFWA All-AFC team after setting then 
single-season career highs in carries (215), rushing yards (1,059), rushing 
long (99t), and touchdowns (12). 
• 2018 marked Henry’s first career 1,000-yard season. He finished sixth in 
the NFL in rushing yards.
• In 2018, named AFC Offensive Player of the Week for Week 13 after 
collecting a franchise-best 238 rushing yards with a franchise-tying four 
rushing touchdowns against Jacksonville on Thursday Night Football 
(12/6). In the same game, he scored four rushing touchdowns to tie the 
franchise’s single-game record (Earl Campbell, Lorenzo White).
• In Week 13 of the 2018 season, recorded the second 99-yard touchdown 
run in NFL history (Tony Dorsett). The run also set the mark for the longest 
touchdown run in franchise history and tied for the longest scrimmage play 
in NFL history. He also became the second player in NFL history with a 
rushing touchdown of at least 90 yards and a rushing touchdown of at least 
50 yards in the same game (Chris Johnson).
• In 2018, named AFC Offensive Player of the Month for December after 
registering 97 carries for 625 yards and eight touchdowns.
• In 2018, became the seventh NFL player since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger 
with at least four rushing touchdowns and at least 200 rushing yards in 
a game (Clinton Portis, Barry Sanders, Doug Martin, Jonas Gray, Mike 
Anderson and Corey Dillon). Henry became the first to accomplish the feat 
in fewer than 20 carries (17).
• In 2017, Henry led the Titans with 744 rushing yards on 176 carries, and 
he rushed for five touchdowns for the second consecutive season.  
• In the team’s Wild Card playoff victory at Kansas City on Jan. 6, 2018, 
Henry recorded a franchise postseason record of 191 scrimmage yards 
(156 rushing, 35 receiving), breaking a 57-year-old postseason record set 
on Jan. 1, 1961, when Billy Cannon had 178 scrimmage yards against 
the Los Angeles Chargers.  Henry’s 156 rushing yards ranked second in 
franchise postseason history (162 by Eddie George on Jan. 16, 2000).  
• In 2016, Henry rushed for 490 yards and five touchdowns to become 
the third rookie for the franchise in the “Titans era” to score at least five 
touchdowns in a season, joining Vince Young (seven rushing touchdowns 
in 2006) and Chris Johnson (nine rushing and one receiving in 2008). 

• Despite playing just three seasons and not seeing extensive action in 
his first campaign at Alabama, Henry finished his career as the school’s 
all-time rushing leader with 3,591 yards.  
• As a senior in 2015, Henry claimed the Heisman Trophy and led his 
team to the College Football Playoff National Championship.  He also 
won the Doak Walker and Maxwell Award and was selected as the Walter 
Camp Player of the Year after rushing for an Alabama and Southeastern 
Conference record 2,219 yards.

• In high school, Henry broke the 51-year-old national high school rushing 
record with 12,124 yards after compiling 4,261 rushing yards as a senior.
• Henry sealed an Iron Bowl victory with an epic, career-best 271 rushing 
yards against the Tigers in 2015.  He put the Crimson Tide on his back by 
carrying the ball a school-record 46 times.  His 271 rushing yards were 11 
more yards than Auburn had in total offense (260).  He ended the game 
with 14 consecutive rushes to run out the clock. 
• His late grandmother, Gladys Henry, helped raise him and played a key 
inspirational role in his development.  In 2018, he fulfilled a promise to her 
and graduated from Alabama with his bachelor’s degree.  He has a portrait 
tattoo of her on his chest. 
• Gladys Henry nicknamed him “Shocka” as a baby because he “shocked 
the whole family” when he was born.  
• Henry has been growing out his hair since he was in elementary school.
• In 2021 and 2022, Henry was named the Titans nominee for the Walter 
Payton Man of the Year. Henry is the founder of the Two All Foundation, 
which exists to level the playing field for today’s youth by giving back to both 
the Nashville community and Henry’s hometown of Yulee, Fla.
• Henry is a minority owner of Nashville SC.  He became only the fourth 
NFL player in history to serve as an owner of an MLS team.

Extended his streak to eight consecutive regular 
season road games with at least 100 rushing yards.  Registered his third 
career game with at least three rushing touchdowns.  Caught two passes 
for seven yards.  Gave the Titans an early 7-0 lead by taking a sweep 
lateral and sprinting 12 yards for the opening touchdown.  Increased the 
Titans lead to 21-14 with a one-yard touchdown run off right end in the 
second quarter.  On his second touchdown of the day, he passed Charlie 
Hennigan (51) for fourth place on the franchise’s all-time touchdowns list.  
Kickstarted the Titans’ fourth touchdown drive with a 31-yard jaunt off right 
tackle in the second stanza.

Named second-team All-Pro by the Associated Press.  Selected to his first 
career Pro Bowl.  Started 15 games at running back and led the NFL with a 
career-best 1,540 rushing yards.  Led the AFC, ranked third in NFL and led 
the squad with a career-high 18 total touchdowns.  Hauled in 18 receptions 
for 206 yards with two receiving touchdowns.  Ranked second in the AFC 
and fourth in the NFL with a career-best 1,746 yards from scrimmage.  Has 
posted 24 rushing touchdowns in his past 20 regular season games, which 
leads the NFL in that time period.  Finished with the fourth-best rushing 
yardage total in franchise history and second in franchise history with 
16 rushing touchdowns.  Was inactive for one contest.  Started all three 
playoff contests and finished the postseason with 83 rushing attempts for 
a league-best 446 yards and two touchdowns.

During Alabama’s victory over Clemson in the 2016 College Football 
Playoff National Championship, he broke Shaun Alexander’s record for 
most career rushing yards in Alabama history.
• As a junior (2015), claimed the Crimson Tide’s second Heisman Trophy 
and led his team to the College Football Playoff National Championship.    
Also won the Doak Walker and Maxwell Award and was selected as 
the Walter Camp Player of the Year.  Named a unanimous first team 
All-American and first team All-SEC by the league’s coaches and the 
Associated Press.  Selected as the SEC Offensive Player of the Year by 
both outlets.

PRO: The Titans traded up to select Amani Hooker with the 116th overall 
pick in the fourth round of the 2019 NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 210-
pound defender was coveted for his versatility, having played safety, and a 
hybrid linebacker/cornerback position at Iowa. Hooker made a huge impact 
for the Titans secondary in his second pro campaign in 2020, appearing in 
all 16 games and tying for the team lead with four interceptions.  In his third 
pro season, he ranked fourth on the team with a career-high 62 tackles.

PRO: The Titans signed DeAndre Hopkins as a free agent in the 2023 
offseason. The 6-foot-1-inch, 212 pounder brings a veteran presence to 
a young receiving room and possesses an impressive combination of 
size, catch radius, a talent to win contested catches and an ability to read 
defenses. Entering 2023, the four-time All-Pro (first-team 2017-19, second 
team 2020) and five-time Pro Bowl selection ranks first in receptions (853), 
first in first down receptions (594), second in receiving yards (11,298) and 
fourth in receiving touchdowns (71) since entering the league in 2013. 
Hopkins entered the league as the 27th overall pick in the 2013 NFL Draft 
out of Clemson and spent his first seven seasons with the Houston Texans 
before being traded to the Arizona Cardinals in 2020.  

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• In his first 10 seasons, Hopkins established himself as one of the premier 
receivers in NFL history with 853 receptions for 11,298 yards and 71 
touchdowns while starting in 145 games. 
• Hopkins is a five-time Pro Bowl selection (2015, 2017-20) and four-time 
All-Pro selection. Named first team All-Pro in three straight seasons (2017-
19) and second team All-Pro in 2020. 
• Has surpassed 100 receptions four times in his career, has six seasons 
of 1,000+ receiving yards, three seasons with 10+ touchdowns and has 
posted 100+ receiving yards in a game 40 times.  
• From 2013 to 2022, ranked first in receptions (853), first in first down 
receptions (594), second in receiving yards (11,298) and fourth in receiving 
touchdowns (71) during the regular season. 
• Enters 2023 with at least one reception in all 145 career games played 
during the regular season. That represents the longest active streak in the 
NFL and is the fourth-longest in the Super Bowl era to begin a career. 
• Was the only NFL player to have 100+ receptions every season between 
2018-20. 
• Hopkins (two) joins Devante Adams (two) as the only active NFL players 
with at least 100 receptions, 1,500 receiving yards and 11 touchdown 
receptions in multiple seasons (2015, 2018).
• In Week 10 of the 2020 season Hopkins hauled in a 43-yard pass from 
Kyle Murray over three Buffalo Bills defenders in the end zone with two 
seconds remaining for the game-winning touchdown. The play was dubbed 
“Hail Murray” and won the 2021 ESPY for “Best Play.”
• In 2019, finished the season with 104 receptions for 1,165 yards and 
seven touchdowns and was named first-team AP NFL All-Pro for the third 
consecutive year. 
• In 2018, named to his second consecutive AP NFL All-Pro first team and 
Pro Bowl after posting 115 receptions for 1,572 yards and 11 touchdowns. 
• In 2017, Hopkins posted 96 receptions for 1,378 yards and 13 touchdowns 
earning him first-team AP NFL All-Pro and Pro Bowl honors.

• At Jacksonville (10/18), caught 10 passes for 148 yards and two 
touchdowns. Recorded his fourth consecutive 100-yard receiving game, 
which tied the franchise record (Andre Johnson, 2008). Became the first 
player in NFL history with at least nine catches and 145 receiving yards in 
three consecutive games (Weeks 4-6). Had the second-most receptions 
(52) and fourth-most yards (726) through six games in NFL history. Second 
player in team history with back-to-back games with 10 catches. 
• Passed Andre Johnson (35 in 2006) for the second-most receptions in a 
single October in Texans history. Finished the month with 36 receptions for 
524 yards and two touchdowns. His receiving yards totals also ranked as 
the second-most in October in team history. 
• Against N.Y. Jets (11/22), recorded five receptions for 118 yards and 
two touchdowns which put him at 204 career receptions and 3,057 career 
receiving yards. At 23 years, 169 days old, became the third-youngest 
player in NFL history to reach 200 career receptions and 3,000 career 
receiving yards, behind only Larry Fitzgerald (23 years, 108 days) and 
David Boston (23 years, 126 days). Became the fastest player in team 
history to reach 200 receptions and 3,000 receiving yards, doing so in his 
42nd career game. The previous records were held by Andre Johnson 
(43 and 48 games respectively). Became the first player in team history 
to accumulate 1,000 receiving yards in the first 10 games of a season. 

Notched his 10th career 100-yard receiving game, passing Andre Johnson 
(nine) for the most 100-yard receiving games in a player’s first three 
seasons in team history Tied Owen Daniels (four) for the second-most 
career multiple-touchdown games in Texans history. Tied Andre Johnson 
(three in 2009) for the most multiple touchdown games in a single season 
in team history. 
• Against New England (12/13), caught three passes for 52 yards (17.3 
avg.), including a long of 40 yards. Set a single-season career high in 
receiving yards, surpassing his previous high of 1,210 receiving yards in 
2014. 
• At Tennessee (12/27), had seven receptions for 117 yards and one 
touchdown. Became just the third wide receiver in NFL history at age 23-or 
younger with 1,400 receiving yards and 11 receiving touchdowns in a 
season (Isaac Bruce, Randy Moss). 
• Against Kansas City (1/9), in his first career playoff start led the team 
with six receptions for 69 yards in the AFC Wild Card game.  His receiving 
yardage total ranked as the sixth-highest mark in a postseason game in 
Texans history, while his reception total ranked seventh. 

2014 (16/16 - Houston): Started all 16 games and recorded 76 receptions 
for 1,210 yards and six touchdowns. Named a Pro Bowl alternate after 
becoming the second player in franchise history to eclipse the 1,000-yard 
mark. 
• Against Washington (9/7), hauled in a career long 76-yard touchdown in 
the second quarter. Finished the game with four receptions for 89 yards. 
• At Oakland (9/14), recorded three receptions for 22 yards and a 12-yard 
touchdown. 
• At N.Y. Giants (9/21), registered a six-catch, 116-yard performance and 
went over the 1,000-yard mark for his career. It was the second 100-yard 
game of his career. 
• Against Buffalo (9/28), set a career high for touchdowns in a season (3) 
when he caught a 35-yard touchdown in the second quarter. Finished the 
game with five catches for 64 yards. 
• At Dallas (10/5), led the team with six receptions for 63 yards. 
• At Pittsburgh (10/20), caught six passes for 108 yards for his third career 
game with 100 yards receiving. 
• At Tennessee (10/16), recorded five receptions for 95 yards to move 
into eighth place on the franchise’s yards receiving list. Entered the game 
with 1,276 yards receiving and pass Domanick Williams (1,276) and Joel 
Dreessen (1,323). 
• Against Philadelphia (11/2), caught six passes for 115 yards and a 
touchdown for his third 100-yard receiving game of the season and fourth 
of his career. Tied Owen Daniels for the second-most 100-yard receiving 
games in franchise history with four. 
• Against Cincinnati (11/23), recorded five receptions for 39 yards and 
caught his 100th career pass and passed his single-season career high 
(802 yards). 
• Against Tennessee (11/3), had career-highs of 238 yards receiving, two 
touchdowns receiving and nine receptions. It was the fourth 200-yard 
receiving game and second highest total in franchise history. Averaged 
26.4 yards per reception, the highest single-game average for a player with 
at least five receptions in franchise history. Tied a franchise single-game 
record with four receptions of 25+ yards. Became the second player in 
franchise history to eclipse the 1,000-yard mark in franchise history. Had 
117 yards receiving in the first half and 121 in the second half, the first time 
in his career he had over 100 yards in a single half. 
• At Jacksonville (12/7), had four catches for 49 yards. Also recovered an
offensive fumble to keep a drive alive.
• At Indianapolis (12/14), led all receivers with five receptions for 77 yards. 
• Against Baltimore (12/21), recorded five receptions for 38 yards to 
become the fifth player in franchise history with more than 2,000 receiving 
yards and the second youngest (22 years,198 days) player in NFL history 
to reach 2,000 yards receiving. Became the 25th player in NFL history with 
2,000 yards receiving through his first two seasons.

2013 (16/16 - Houston): Started all 16 games at wide receiver and finished 
the season with 52 receptions for 802 yards and two touchdowns. Earned 
a spot on the PFWA All-Rookie Team and was voted the Texans Rookie of 
the Year by teammates. Caught at least one pass in all 16 games. Named  
NFL Offensive Rookie of the Month in September after finishing the month 
with 20 receptions for 270 yards and a touchdown. Appeared in his first 
NFL game and started at wide receiver at San Diego (9/9). Posted his first 
career touchdown against Tennessee (9/15). 
• At San Diego (9/9), made his first career start in his NFL debut and 
recorded five receptions for 66 yards.



• Against Tennessee (9/15), had seven receptions for 117 yards and the 
game-winning touchdown in overtime to become the youngest player in 
NFL history to score the game-winning touchdown in overtime at 21 years 
and 101 days. His seven receptions tied the second-most receptions and 
the 117 yards was the second-most receiving yards by a Texans rookie in 
franchise history.  
• At Baltimore (9/22), recorded a game-high six receptions for 60 yards at 
Baltimore. 
• At Kansas City (10/20), recorded three receptions for 76 yards and a 
touchdown. 
 • At Arizona (11/10), tallied a game-high six receptions for 69 yards. 
• Against New England (12/1), caught two passes for 77 yards, including a 
career-long and franchise-long reception by a rookie 66-yarder. 

COLLEGE: 
• Played in 39 games with 32 starts over three seasons (2010-12) at 
Clemson and recorded 206 receptions for 3,020 yards and 27 touchdowns. 
Also added 32 yards on a pair of kickoff returns and 82 yards on 12 punt 
returns to amass 3,134 all-purpose yards. Left Clemson ranked first in 
school history in receiving yards, first in receiving touchdowns, first in 100-
yard receiving games (12) and second in receptions. 
• Became the second player in ACC history to total at least 50 receptions 
as both a freshman and sophomore. Had at least one reception in each of 
his last 36 games, tied for a school record. 
• Only player in school history with multiple 100-yard receiving performances 
in bowl games as he tallied 32 receptions for 403 yards and three 
touchdowns in three postseason appearances.
• As a junior (2012), started all 13 games and led the team with 82 
receptions for 1,405 yards and 18 touchdowns. Was a semi-finalist for the 
Biletnikoff Award, given to the nation’s top receiver, Hopkins was also a
Maxwell Award Watch List member, earning second-team All-American 
honors from The NFL Draft Report, Athlon, CBSSports.com, Lindy’s, Phil 
Steele, and Scout.com, in addition to being named third-team by the 
Associated Press and honorable mention from Sports Illustrated.

• Super Prep’s sixth-ranked athlete in the state, he received All-State 
first-team honors from the Charlotte Observer and The State, adding All-
Southern honors from the Orlando Sentinel. Was a finalist for state’s “Mr.

PRO: The Titans traded up to select outside linebacker Harold Landry III 
with the 41st overall pick in the second round of the 2018 NFL Draft.  From 
the start of his rookie season through 2022, Landry’s 31 total sacks led 
the Titans. He participated in 64 consecutive contests before missing the 
entire 2022 campaign due to injury. Other than Jevon Kearse (38.0), Landry 
produced the highest sack total (31.0) by a Titans/Oilers player in his first 
four NFL seasons since individual sacks became an official NFL statistic 
in 1982. The Boston College product possesses a unique ability to bend 
the edge as a pass rusher and use his speed, athleticism and long arms 
to get to the quarterback.  The 6-foot-2-inch, 252-pound defender signed a 
multi-year contract extension during the 2022 offseason and will be a key 
contributor to the Titans defense for years to come.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• In 2021, Landry was named to his first career Pro Bowl after ranking 10th 
in the NFL and leading the team with career-high 12 sacks.  He also led 
the team with 14 tackles for loss and ranked second on the squad with a 
career-best 49 quarterback pressures.
• In 2021, Landry posted eight consecutive game with at least a half sack, 
the longest such streak of his career, joining Jevon Kearse (12 consecutive 
games from 1999 to 2000) as the franchise’s only players to accomplish the 
feat since individual sacks became an official statistic in 1982.

PRO: The Titans selected Will Levis in the second round (33rd overall) 
of the 2023 NFL Draft. The 6-foot-4-inch, 229-pounder is a strong-armed 
signal caller that displays leadership under center, accuracy from the 
pocket and grit as a runner.  A native of Madison, Conn., he spent two 
seasons at Kentucky, after transferring from Penn State. During his two 
seasons as the Wildcats’ starting signal caller, he directed the program to 
17 victories and a pair of bowl appearances. He was the fourth quarterback 
drafted in 2023 after the Titans traded up in the second round to select him. 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• Levis finished his career with a 17-7 record as a starter at Kentucky, tying 
Terry Wilson for the second-most quarterback wins since 1993.

PRO: The Titans selected Roger McCreary in the second round (35th 
overall) of the 2022 NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 190-pounder is a 
physical, athletic cornerback that is known for always being around the 
ball. As a rookie in 2022, McCreary was one of three players on the team 
to start all 17 games, and he became the first Titans rookie cornerback 
since 2017 to start every game. He finished third on the Titans defense 
with 85 tackles, ranked second with eight passes defensed, and added 
one interception, two tackles for loss and one quarterback pressure. The 
Mobile, Ala., native was a two-year starter at Auburn and notched an 
impressive 22 passes defensed, including four interceptions, during his 
final two collegiate campaigns.

CALEB MURPHY’S NFL STATISTICS



PRO: The Titans entered the 2023 offseason looking to add an experienced 
piece to their secondary.  The club found just that when it signed Super 
Bowl Champion Sean Murphy-Bunting as an unrestricted free agent on 
March 21, 2023.  The 6-foot, 195-pounder arrived in Tennessee having 
collected nine total interceptions, including three in the postseason, and 
21 passes defensed in four seasons (2019-22) with the Tampa Bay 
Buccaneers.  Murphy-Bunting originally entered the league as a second-
round pick of the Buccaneers out of Central Michigan.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:  
• In 2020, Murphy-Bunting won Super Bowl LV after starting all four 
postseason contests and collecting 19 tackles and a team-high three 
interceptions.  He also set a career-high with 66 tackles in the regular 
season.
• Murphy-Bunting recorded an interception in each of his first three career 
playoff contests, joining Hall of Famers Aeneas Williams (four-consecutive 
games) and Ed Reed, as well as Jason Sehorn as the only four players in 
the Super Bowl era with an interception in each of their first three career 
postseason games.
• In 2019, Murphy-Bunting was selected to the PFWA All-Rookie team after 
tying for the lead among NFL rookies with three interceptions.

TITANS TIDBITS:  
• In 2022, Murphy-Bunting hosted his SMB Champ Camp back home at 
Chippewa Valley High School.  When greeting campers at midfield, Scott 
Merchant, the head coach at Chippewa Valley, surprised him by retiring his 
No. 1 jersey.  It was the first number to be retired in the school’s history.   
• Murphy-Bunting attended Central Michigan on a grayshirt offer after 
receiving zero Division I offers.  He made that offer pay off by shining on the 
field and being named All-Mid-American Conference first team and Central 
Michigan’s Defensive Player of the Year in 2018.
• Murphy-Bunting teamed up with his mother, Kim Murphy, to found 
Successful Jocks, a non-profit organization dedicated to making a 
difference in the lives of student-athletes.  In 2020, the organization 
donated $20,000 in scholarships to two recipients in Michigan and two in 
the Tampa area.  Murphy-Bunting also pledged to donate money back to 
Successful Jocks for every interception and pass deflection during the 2020 
season, and the Buccaneers matched his donation.

• The Macomb, Mich., native was selected by the Tampa Bay Buccaneers 
in the second round (39th overall) of the 2019 NFL Draft.
• Signed by the Titans as an unrestricted free agent on March 21, 2023.

seconds remaining in the first half, helping set up Tom Brady’s touchdown 
pass to Scotty Miller.

PRO: The Titans selected Monty Rice in the third round of the 2021 NFL 
Draft. In his first two NFL seasons, he saw action in 23 games with 10 
starts at inside linebacker. The 6-foot, 233-pound defender possesses 
excellent speed, physicality and the instincts required to run and cover 
successfully at the linebacking position. The Huntsville, Ala., native 
appeared in 47 games with 28 starts during a four-year career (2017-20) 
at Georgia, where he tallied 219 tackles, 10.5 tackles for loss, two sacks, 
21 quarterback pressures, five passes defensed, three forced fumbles and 
one fumble recovery returned for a touchdown. As a senior in 2020, Rice 
was a finalist for the Butkus Award and earned Associated Press All-SEC 
first-team honors.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• In 2022, Rice returned from an injury that ended his rookie campaign and 
played in 13 games with six starts. He ranked fourth on the team with 63 
total tackles.
• Rice appeared in 10 games with four starts as a rookie in 2021, 
registering 30 tackles, one pass defensed and six tackles on special teams.
• In his final season at Georgia in 2020, he was named a finalist for 
the Butkus Award, which recognizes the nation’s best linebacker, after 
amassing 49 tackles, four tackles for loss, one sack, one pass defensed, 
two forced fumbles and one fumble recovery returned for a score.

TITANS TIDBITS: 
• A Huntsville, Ala., native, Rice grew up about two hours outside of 
Nashville. As a child, Rice attended about 10 Titans games, including the 
memorable Titans-Cardinals game on Nov. 29, 2009 (Titans 20, Cardinals 
17). His favorite Titans players were Chris Johnson, Keith Bulluck and Kyle 
Vanden Bosch.
• Rice has a tattoo on his right forearm of his cousin’s name, Haraesheo 
Rice. Haraesheo, who suffered from mental illness, was shot and killed by 
police in Huntsville in September 2017. ‘I think about my cousin a lot. I know 
he’s looking down on me smiling, watching what I’m doing,’ Rice said. ‘We 
used to live together. We were real close.’
• He has a black lab named Shadow.

PRO: The Titans selected Jeffery Simmons with the 19th overall pick in 
the 2019 NFL Draft. By the end of his fourth season, he was a two-time 
team captain, a two-time Pro Bowl selection and a two-time second-team 
All-Pro honoree. From 2019 to 2022, he appeared in 56 total games with 
54 starts, and his 21 sacks ranked second on the Titans defense behind 
only Harold Landry III (26.5). He was rewarded with a multi-year contract 
extension during the 2023 offseason. The 6-foot-4, 305-pound defensive 
lineman provides a rare blend of size, power and quickness, making him a 
disruptive force in the middle of the defense. He was a first-team All-SEC 
selection as a sophomore and junior at Mississippi State, adding second-
team All-American honors as a junior. Following his junior season, he 
declared for the NFL Draft. 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• In 2022, he earned Pro Bowl and second-team All-Pro honors for the 
second consecutive campaign, anchoring a unit that ranked first in the 
NFL in rushing defense (76.9 opponent rushing yards per game). Simmons 
posted 7.5 sacks and 43 quarterback pressures and added a career-high 
seven passes defensed, which tied for the fourth-best mark among all NFL 
defensive linemen. Simmons and Arizona’s J.J. Watt were the NFL’s only 
players in 2022 with at least seven sacks and seven passes defensed. 
• In 2021, Simmons was named a team captain for the first time in his 
career, and he went on to become one of six players on the roster to 
start all 17 games. He was named to his first career Pro Bowl and added 
Associated Press second-team All-Pro honors after setting career highs 
in several categories, including sacks (8.5), tackles (54), quarterback 
pressures (58), tackles for loss (12) and passes defensed (six). Among all 
defensive tackles in the NFL, his 8.5 sacks ranked sixth. 
• Simmons was one of only five NFL players to produce at least 50 
tackles, eight sacks and six passes defensed in 2021, joining Maxx 
Crosby, Cameron Jordan, Cameron Heyward and T.J. Watt. Simmons 
and Heyward were the only interior defensive linemen in the league to 
accomplish the feat. 
• In a divisional playoff game against Cincinnati on Jan. 22, 2022, he set a 
franchise postseason record with three sacks.
• In 2020, Simmons started 15 games at defensive tackle for the Titans 
and tied for the NFL lead with three defensive fumble recoveries.  He also 
ranked second on the team with three sacks and 20 quarterback pressures. 
• As a rookie in 2019, Simmons totaled 40 tackles, two sacks, two tackles 
for loss, 14 quarterback pressures and one pass defensed in nine games 
(seven starts). He added four tackles, three quarterback pressures and a 
fumble recovery in three playoff contests.
• As a junior in 2018, Simmons was named first team All-SEC and second 
team All-American after totaling 63 tackles, 17 tackles for loss and two 
sacks. His 17 tackles for loss led the team, ranked fourth in the SEC and 
were the third-most in single-season school history.

TITANS TIDBITS: 
• In July 2023, Simmons paid homage to his hometown of Macon, Miss., 
with his first ‘Community Fun Day,’ which included local food vendors, 
games, inflatables and fireworks. He was then honored by city officials with 
a key to the city.  
• In July 2022, the official ribbon cutting was held at the Jeffery B. Simmons 
Field House at Noxubee County High School in Macon, Miss. Simmons 
donated more than $50,000 to upgrade his former high school’s athletic 
facilities. During the same week, he donated $75,000 to Starkville (Miss.) 
Parks and Recreation to be used for a new turf field at the Starkville 

Sportsplex. The field was also named in his honor. 
• During college, Simmons was a two-time member of the SEC Academic 
Honor Roll. 
• Simmons’ brother, Dylan Bradley, played football at Southern Miss and 
then spent time with the Minnesota Vikings. His uncle, Jason Hatcher, 
played 10 total seasons with the Dallas Cowboys and Washington 
Commanders. 
• Away from football, Simmons enjoys fishing and spending time outdoors.
• Simmons holds an annual youth football camp in Mississippi.

PRO: The Titans selected Northwestern’s Peter Skoronski with the 11th 
overall pick in the 2023 NFL Draft. The 6-foot-4-inch, 313-pound offensive 
lineman brings outstanding technique, athleticism and physicality to his 
position.  While he was a three-year starter at left tackle, he possesses the 
versatility to move inside to guard. A native of Park Ridge, Ill., Skoronski did 
not miss a game or a start in his three seasons at Northwestern, appearing 
in 33 contests at left tackle.

PRO: The Titans selected Tyjae Spears in the third round of the 2023 NFL 
Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 195-pounder is a dynamic and explosive running 
back with superb instincts and the ability to play on all downs on offense 
and contribute in the return game. The Ponchatoula, La., native spent four 
years at Tulane (2019-22) prior to entering the NFL. His collegiate rushing 
totals included 2,910 yards and 31 touchdowns, and his 6.8 yards per 
carry from 2019 to 2022 ranked second in the nation behind only Alabama-
Birmingham’s DeWayne McBride (minimum 400 attempts). Chosen by the 
Titans with the 81st overall draft pick, Spears became the highest pick from 
Tulane since running back Matt Forte in 2008 (44th overall by Chicago).

• In 2022, Spears ranked fifth in the FBS with 1,581 rushing yards, and 
his 21 total touchdowns (19 rushing, two receiving) tied for the most in 
the nation.

• As a craftsman, Stonehouse built an outdoor kitchen in his home, that 
is owned by his grandmother, and it is complete with two different cooking 
areas, a sink, granite countertops, it is made out of wood and brick and is 
even wired for lighting.
• During COVID, Stonehouse purchased an old Ford van for $750 and is 
converting it into a vehicle that could potentially serve as a home, expecting 
to flip it and sell it for profit.
• Stonehouse is passionate about fostering dogs. Prior to the start of 
COVID, he had organized a camp at Colorado state with all profits intended 
to benefit “The Good Dog Rescue,” an organization that aims to save dogs 
from high kill shelters and place them in foster homes.

RYAN STONEHOUSE’S NFL STATISTICS



PRO: The Titans traded for Ryan Tannehill in the 2019 offseason, bringing 
an experienced, veteran leader to the team. He took control as the team’s 
starting quarterback by midseason and subsequently led the Titans to the 
playoffs and an AFC championship game appearance. In the process, he 
set single-season franchise records and led the NFL with a 117.5 passer 
rating and a passing average of 9.6 yards per attempt. His play led to 
his first career Pro Bowl appearance. He was rewarded with a multi-year 
contract extension in March 2020.  Tannehill excelled again in his second 
season with the club, registering a career-best 33 touchdown passes while 
leading the Titans to a second consecutive postseason appearance.  In 
2021, he passed for 3,734 yards while leading the club to the best record 
in the AFC and a third straight playoff berth.  Tannehill spent his first seven 
seasons as a member of the Miami Dolphins after being selected in the 
first round of the 2012 NFL Draft. He started 88 games over six seasons in 
South Florida and accumulated 20,434 passing yards and 123 touchdown 
passes. The Texas A&M product has also shown mobility as a signal caller, 
having rushed for 1,931 career yards and 24 touchdowns through 2021.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• Entering the 2023 campaign, Tannehill ranked among the franchise 
career leaders in several categories: first in passer rating (100.5), first 
in completion percentage (66.9), sixth in passing yards (12,831), fifth in 
passing touchdowns (89), sixth in passing attempts (1,623) and sixth in 
completions (1,085).
• In 2022, Tannehill started 12 games and ranked sixth in the AFC with a 
94.6 passer rating.  He completed 212 of 325 passes for 2,536 yards with 
13 touchdowns and six interceptions.
• In 2021, Tannehill notched 3,734 passing yards, 21 passing touchdowns 
and seven rushing scores while leading the Titans to their second 
consecutive AFC South division title.
• In 2020, Tannehill finished fifth in the NFL with a 106.5 passer rating and 
tied for seventh in the NFL with a career-high 33 touchdown tosses.  He 
passed for 3,819 yards and rushed for 266 yards with a career-high seven 
rushing touchdowns.  In the process, he set a franchise record with 40 
combined touchdowns in a season. 
• In his first season in Tennessee, Tannehill led the Titans to a 9-4 
combined record as a starter in the regular season and playoffs and won 
the NFL Comeback Player of the Year Award. He earned his first Pro 
Bowl invitation after leading the NFL in passer rating (117.5) and passing 
average (9.6 yards per attempt) and ranking third in completion percentage 
(70.3). He set club records in all three categories. 
• He was named AFC Offensive Player of the Month for December 2019 
after completing 90 of 132 passes for 1,322 yards with 12 touchdowns 
and two interceptions. His passer rating for the calendar month was 124.6, 
which led the AFC.  
• Tannehill made his first career playoff appearance at the conclusion of 
the 2019 campaign and helped lead the Titans to a wild card win at New 
England and a divisional round victory at Baltimore.
• During his seven seasons (2012-18) in Miami, Tannehill passed for at 
least 3,000 yards four times and more than 4,000 yards twice. He totaled 
16 career 300-yard passing games, which is the second-most in Dolphins 
history.
• Tannehill engineered 17 career fourth-quarter comebacks during the first 
eight seasons of his career.
• In 2015, Tannehill posted 4,208 passing yards with 24 touchdowns and 
set a then-NFL record with 25 consecutive completions. His 4,208 passing 
yards was the fifth-highest single-season total in Dolphins history and most 
by a Dolphins quarterback other than Dan Marino.
• In 2014, Tannehill passed for 4,045 yards with 27 touchdowns for a 

92.8 passer rating. He registered a career-best 311 rushing yards with a 
touchdown. His 392 completions were the most in Dolphins history.

• During the 2023 offseason, Tannehill received his pilot’s license.  He 
says, “it’s something I have to be totally focused on, be present in the 
moment, but at the same time it’s an escape for me. A lot of hard work went 
into it, but I’m thankful I was able to get that and excited to be a pilot.”   
• Ryan founded the Tannehill’s A.C.E.S. (Achieving Community Educations 
Success) program with wife, Lauren, which consisted of 17 sophomores 
from American Senior High School and is focused on awarding scholarships 
to the participating students who strive for good grades and took on an 
active role in their community by hosting monthly events to reward the 
students and help them give back to the community.
• Ryan enjoys deep-sea fishing off the coast of South Florida in his free 
time.
• Ryan’s father, Tim, played wide receiver at Texas Tech from 1985-87.

Eclipsed 30,000 career 
passing yards, becoming the 51st player in NFL history to reach the mark 
at Pittsburgh (12/19/21).  Named AFC Offensive Player of the Week after 
completing 23 of 32 passes for 287 yards with a career-high-tying four 
touchdowns for a season-best 138.9 passer rating at Houston (1/9/22).    
• At Seattle (9/19), completed 27 of 40 passes for 347 yards for a 94.5 
passer rating.  Rushed four times for 27 yards.  Recorded his 23rd career 
game-winning drive. It was his 10th game-winning drive since joining 
the Titans in 2019, which led all NFL quarterbacks during the past three 
seasons.

Became the 
third qualifying passer in NFL history to have a season with at least a 70.0 
completion percentage and an average of at least 9.0 yards per attempt, 
joining Sammy Baugh and Joe Montana. Established new franchise single-
season records for completion percentage (70.7) and yards per attempt 
(9.6). Rushed 43 times for 185 yards with four rushing touchdowns. Did not 
play in four games. Started all three postseason contests and connected 
on 36 of 60 passes for 369 yards with fve touchdowns and an interception 
for a 98.5 passer rating. Rushed 13 times for 35 yards with a rushing 
score.  Named the AFC Offensive Player of the Month for December, after 
completing 90 of 132 passes for 1,322 yards with 12 touchdowns and two 
interceptions. His passer rating for the calendar month was 124.6, which 
led the AFC.

His 67.1 completion 
percentage was the second-highest single-season completion percentage 
in franchise history.
• Against Buffalo (10/23), made good on 15 of 25 passes for 204 yards with 
a touchdown. Completed a 66-yard touchdown pass to Kenny Stills with 
2:24 left to give Miami a two-score lead.
• At Los Angeles Rams (11/20), completed 24 of 34 passes for 172 yards 
with two touchdowns. Registered two carries for 19 yards. Hit DeVante 
Parker for a nine-yard touchdown pass to give Miami the lead with 36 
seconds left.

His 4,208 passing yards was the fifth-highest single-season total 
in team history and most by a Dolphins quarterback other than Dan Marino. 
His 24 touchdown passes marked the third straight season he passed for 
20 or more touchdowns, joining Marino as the only Dolphins quarterback 
to accomplish the feat.
• At Jacksonville (9/20), connected on 30 of 44 passes for 359 yards with 
two touchdowns for a 108.0 passer rating.
• Against Buffalo (9/27), completed 26 of 49 passes for 297 yards and two 
touchdowns. Set a team record with 160 consecutive passes without an 
interception, breaking Dan Marino’s mark.
• Against Houston (10/25), named AFC Offensive Player of the Week and 
FedEx Air NFL Player of the Week by completing 18 of 19 passes for 282 
yards with four touchdowns for a perfect 158.3 passer rating. His 94.7 
completion percentage was a single-game team record. Became the first 
NFL quarterback since Randall Cunningham in 1998 to complete three 
50-yard touchdown passes in the first half of a game.

2014 (16/16 - Miami): Started all 16 games and completed 392 of 590 
passes for 4,045 yards with 27 touchdowns for a 92.8 passer rating. 
Registered 56 carries for 311 yards with a touchdown. His 392 completions 
were the most in team history and his 590 pass attempts were the fourth-
most in team history. Completed 70 percent of passes in five consecutive 
games (Nov. 2 to Dec. 1), setting a team record. His 27 touchdown passes 
were the sixth-most in team history and the most by anyone other than 
Dan Marino.
• Against San Diego (11/2), connected on 24 of 34 passes for 288 yards 
with three touchdowns for a season-high 125.6 passer rating.
• At N.Y. Jets (12/1), completed 25 of 35 passes for 235 yards. Engineered 
a game-winning drive that led to a 26-yard field goal with 1:57 left to give 
Miami the 16-13 victory.

Led the team on a 13-play, 75-yard drive that culminated in 
a one-yard touchdown pass to Dion Sims with 38 seconds left to win the 
game.

Carried the ball 49 times for 211 yards and two touchdowns. Set franchise 
rookie records in completions (282), attempts (484) and passing yards 
(3,294). His 58.3 completion percentage was second-best among rookies 
in team history.
• At Houston (9/9), made his NFL debut and his first NFL start and 
completed 20 of 36 passes for 219 yards. Became the first rookie 
quarterback in team history to start a season opener.
• Against Oakland (9/16), collected his first win by completing 18 of 30 
passes for 200 yards and a touchdown. Scored his first NFL rushing 
touchdown with a two-yard run in the first quarter. Threw his first NFL 

touchdown with a 14-yard pass to Anthony Fasano in the fourth quarter.

PRO: The Titans signed Teair Tart (first name pronounced “tee-AIR”) 
as a rookie free agent following the 2020 NFL Draft. In his first three 
NFL seasons, he participated in 34 games with 27 starts, including a 
career-high 16 starts in 2022. Prior to entering the NFL, the 6-foot-2-inch, 
304-pounder appeared in 23 games with 10 starts over two seasons at 
Florida International (2018-19), where he totaled 51 tackles, 19.0 tackles 
for loss, six sacks, one pass defensed, five quarterback pressures and two 
forced fumbles.

NFL Draft. The 6-foot-4-inch, 259-pound defender missed the majority of 
his rookie campaign after suffering a season-ending injury in the third game 
of the season.  He bounced back in 2022, playing in 16 games and ranking 
third on the squad with 39 quarterback pressures and fourth on the club 
with 5.5 sacks. The University of Pittsburgh product is capable of causing 
disruption in both the run and pass game, and displays a high motor 
and good length at the position. The Fort Lauderdale, Fla., native was a 
consensus All-American, a Bednarik Award semifinalist, and earned first-
team All-ACC honors as a senior with the Panthers in 2020 after totaling
