NASHVILLE — The AFC South champion Tennessee Titans (11-5) host the Baltimore

Ravens (11-5) this week in a wild card playoff game. Kickoff at Nissan Stadium is
scheduled for 12:05 p.m. CST on Sunday, Jan. 10.

With their 41-38 victory at Houston last week, the Titans earned a division title and
the AFC's fourth seed. It is their third playoff berth in five years since general manager Jon 2 n 2 n TITAN S s c H E n u LE

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WHAT TO LOOK FOR THIS WEEK

» The Titans are making their third postseason appearance in five seasons
under general manager Jon Robinson. They advanced to the divisional
round in the 2017 postseason and to the AFC championship game in the
2019 playoffs.

» WR Corey Davis (three career postseason touchdown receptions)
needs one touchdown catch to become the second player in franchise
history with four or more postseason touchdown receptions. Only Ernest
Givins (eight) has previously accomplished the feat.

» RB Derrick Henry can notch his 11th 100-yard rushing game of 2020
(regular season and playoffs) and his 24th career 100-yard rushing
game, including regular season and playoffs.

» RB Derrick Henry can record a franchise-high fourth career 100-yard
rushing game in the postseason.

» RB Derrick Henry can record his fourth career playoff game with 150 or
more rushing yards to tie Terrell Davis for the most in the NFL's Super
Bowl era.

» RB Derrick Henry (630 career postseason rushing yards) needs
147 rushing yards to pass Eddie George for first place in franchise
postseason history.

» QB Ryan Tannehill (five career postseason touchdown passes) needs
two touchdown passes to pass Steve McNair (six) for second place on
the franchise's postseason list. He would trail only Warren Moon (15).

» QB Ryan Tannehill can record his 14th consecutive game with a
touchdown pass, including the regular season and playoffs.

SERIES HISTORY

The Titans and the Ravens have developed a fierce rivalry over
the course of 25 all-time meetings since the series originated in 1996,
highlighted by an even 2-2 split in four fiercely contested prior meetings in
the postseason.

The Titans hold a 13-12 edge in the series heading into this week. Of
the 25 games the teams have played against each other, 12 have been
decided by four points or less, with the Titans holding a 7-5 advantage in
those meetings.

The two teams played together in the AFC Central Division for six
seasons after the Ravens relocated to Baltimore from Cleveland in 1996.
Realignment in the league in 2002 took the Titans to the AFC South and
the Ravens to the AFC North, ending their twice-yearly meetings. In the 12
games since realignment, the Titans lead 7-5.

The Ravens last visited Tennessee on Oct. 14, 2018 and handed the
Titans a 21-0 defeat. It marked the first and only time the Titans have been
shutout at Nissan Stadium.

The next time they clashed was Jan. 11, 2020, when the Titans went
to M&T Bank Stadium for a divisional playoff game and came away with a
28-12 victory over the No. 1 seed Ravens. Derrick Henry rushed for 195
yards in the contest.

In a rematch on Nov. 22, 2020, the Titans traveled to Baltimore again
and took the game to overtime. Tied 24-24, Henry ran for a game-ending,
29-yard touchdown to provide a 30-24 win.

The Titans controlled the majority of the outcomes for the first five
years of the series, winning six out of their first nine games. Then, in 2000,
the Ravens stole the momentum. Despite owning the NFL’s best record
at 13-3, the Titans lost to the Ravens at home in the regular season—the
Titans’ first-ever loss at Nissan Stadium—and then again in a divisional
playoff game the same year. The playoff win launched the Ravens to their
eventual Super Bowl XXXV Championship.

The Ravens went on to win a total of five consecutive games over the
Titans until the 2003 playoffs, when the Titans won at Baltimore in a wild
card playoff game on a 46-yard Gary Anderson field goal in the final minute
of play.

Five years later at Nissan Stadium, the two clubs met again in the
playoffs, this time in the 2008 divisional round. Matt Stover’s 43-yard field
goal with less than a minute on the clock provided the Ravens a 13-10
victory over the top-seeded Titans.

Week 11: Titans 30, Ravens 24
Sunday, Nov. 22, 2020 « 1:00 p.m. ET « M&T Bank Stadium

In Week 11 of the 2020 season the Titans traveled to Baltimore to face the Ravens and won in
overtime by a score of 30-24.

Tennessee got on the board first on it's opening possession with a nine-play, 79-yard scoring drive.
QB Ryan Tannehill threw passes for first downs to WR Cameron Batson, TE Anthony Firkser and
TE Jonnu Smith, before connecting with Smith for a one-yard touchdown and an early 7-0 lead. On
the following Baltimore possession, the Ravens drove down into the red zone but were held to a 30-
yard field goal to make it a 7-3 contest.

In the second quarter, Tannehill was intercepted by Ravens OLB Tyus Bowser who returned the
ball 25 yards to give Baltimore possession at the Tennessee 22-yard line. The Ravens were kept out
of the end zone but capitalized on the turnover with a 27-yard field goal to make it a 7-6 game. Later
in the second quarter, Baltimore put together a nine-play scoring drive to take the lead. Ravens QB
Lamar Jackson threw a 30-yard pass to Ravens TE Mark Andrews to move the sticks before Ravens
RB J.K. Dobbins found the end zone on a two-yard rushing score. Baltimore’s two-point conversion
attempt was successful as Jackson connected with Dobbins to make it 14-7 Baltimore.

The Titans added points on the ensuing possession with a 14-play scoring drive that saw a 20-
yard rush by Tannehill and featured QB Logan Woodside throwing a seven-yard pass to WR Nick
Westbrook-lkhine on a fake punt. K Stephen Gostkowski successfully made a 40-yard kick, 14-10
Baltimore.

The Ravens extended the lead in the third quarter as Jackson found Andrews for a 31-yard touch-
down to make it 21-10 in favor of Baltimore. However, Tennessee replied immediately and began to
gain momentum. First, the Titans added another 40-yard field goal to make it a 21-13 game. Then on
the ensuing Baltimore possession, DB Amani Hooker picked off Jackson to give the Titans possession
at their own 15-yard line. The drive resulted in a 12-play, 81-yard possession with WR Corey Davis
adding a 16-yard reception and RB Derrick Henry contributing 36 yards on the ground. Ultimately,
Gostkowski converted a 22-yard field goal as the Titans inched closer, 21-16.

John Harbaugh is in his 13th season as the Ravens head coach. He
was named the franchise’s third head coach on Jan. 19, 2008.

Harbaugh has led the Ravens to a playoff berth in nine (2008-12, 2014,
2018-20) of his 13 seasons, and in 2012, he helped capture the franchise’s
second Super Bowl.

Harbaugh became the third head coach in NFL history to guide his team
to the playoffs in each of his first five seasons (2008-12). He is the only head
coach in NFL history (since 1970 merger) to win a playoff game in each of
his first four and first five seasons. Baltimore owns a 10-7 postseason mark
during his tenure and has appeared in three AFC Championship games
(2008, 2011, 2012).

In 2019, Harbaugh was named the NFL Coach of the Year after leading
the Ravens to an AFC North division title for the second straight season and
finishing the year with an AFC-best 14-2 record.

In 2018, the Ravens won six of their last seven games, all with rookie
quarterback Lamar Jackson as the starter, finishing 10-6, and capturing
their first AFC North Division title since 2012, and fifth ever, earning a
playoff berth for the seventh time during Harbaugh’s 11-year tenure.

In 2014, the Ravens produced a 10-6 regular season record, earning
their sixth playoff berth in seven seasons behind a then-single-season
franchise record by scoring 409 points and producing 5,838 yards of
offense.

The Ravens captured a second-consecutive AFC North title in 2012
with a 10-6 mark before sweeping four playoff games to win Super Bowl
XLVII.

In 2011, the Ravens produced a second-straight 12-4 record and won
the AFC North, sweeping the division for the first time in team history. In
what was a franchise first, the Ravens also went unbeaten at home.

In 2010, Baltimore tied Pittsburgh for the best record in the division
at 12-4. The 2010 campaign also marked the first time the Ravens ever
earned the postseason three years in a row.

After posting a 9-7 record in 2009, the Ravens produced their sixth
playoff team of the decade (2000-09) behind the NFL's ninth-ranked scoring
offense (24.4 ppg) and a defense that finished third in total yards (300.5
ypg) and points allowed (16.3 ppg).

In Harbaugh’s initial Baltimore season (2008), the Ravens produced
an 11-5 record and advanced to the AFC Championship game. This first
Harbaugh/Ravens team tied the NFL record (since 1978) for turnarounds
by a head coach taking over a sub-.500 team with the 13 total victories.

Prior to coaching the Ravens, Harbaugh spent 1998-2007 as an
assistant coach with the Philadelphia Eagles. Following the 2001 campaign,
Harbaugh was voted the NFL's Special Teams Coach of the Year by his
peers.

Harbaugh launched his coaching career in 1984 at the age of 21 as
a graduate assistant for his father, Jack Harbaugh, at Western Michigan
and had stops at the University of Pittsburgh (1987) and the University of
Cincinnati (1989-1996).

From 1989-2002, Ravens head coach John Harbaugh'’s father, Jack
Harbaugh, was the head coach at Western Kentucky University in
nearby Bowling Green, Ky., approximately 60 miles north of Nashville.
Ravens long snapper Morgan Cox attended Evangelical Christian
High School in Memphis. He then played at Tennessee, where he
appeared in 38 games and served as the Volunteers primary snapper
for three seasons (2006-08).

Ravens defensive back/linebacker Anthony Levine Sr. played football
collegiately at Tennessee State (2006-09), where he competed in 40
games with 24 starts. Levine reeled in a total of 129 tackles (80 solo),
five interceptions, seven passes defensed and one fumble recovery.
Ravens defensive line coach Joe Cullen held the same role for the
University of Memphis during the 2001 season.

Ravens offensive line coach Joe D’Alessandris coached for the
University of Tennessee-Chattanooga for four seasons (1986-1989),
two of which he spent as the team’s offensive coordinator.

Ravens running backs coach Matt Weiss attended Vanderbilt
University, where he was a punter from 2001-2002. He began his
coaching career as an assistant football coach at Smyrna (Tenn.) High
School.

Ravens assistant head coach/pass coordinator/wide receivers coach
David Culley is a native of Sparta, Tenn., and coached collegiately
at Austin Peay (1978), Vanderbilt (1979-81), Middle Tennessee
State (1982), Tennessee-Chattanooga (1983) and Western Kentucky
(1984).

Ravens assistant strength and conditioning coach Anthony Watson
was an assistant coach at Smyrna High School (Smyra, Tenn.) from
2003-04 and established a tutoring program to help student-athletes
achieve NCAA eligibility.

Ravens special teams coach Randy Brown was on staff with
Tennessee-Chattanooga during the 2003 season when the Mocs
produced a school-record 1,336 yards on 65 kickoff returns and set
a single-game conference record with 259 kickoff return yards vs.
Vanderbilt.

Titans cornerback Tye Smith played college football at Towson. He
appeared in 50 games and started 42 over his four-year career with
the Tigers, recording the fifth-most tackles in program history with 312.
Titans strength and conditioning assistant coach Brian Bell is a native
of Kettering, Md., and was co-owner of The Athletic Factory, a sports
performance center in Bowie, Md. From 2011-12, he served as the
head football strength and conditioning coach at his high school alma
mater, DeMatha Catholic, in Hyattsville, Md.

Titans offensive coordinator Arthur Smith went to high school at
Georgetown Prep in North Bethesda, Md.

GAME RECAP

In Week 17 of the 2020 season, the Titans traveled to Houston for the regular season finale. RB
Derrick Henry surpassed 2,000 rushing yards on the season and helped Tennessee clinch the AFC
South title after defeating the Texans by a score of 41-38.

Tennessee got on the board first after capitalizing on a turnover as DB Amani Hooker picked off
Texans QB Deshaun Watson to give the Titans possession at the Houston 31-yard line. Rookie K Sam
Sloman converted a 47-yard field goal to make it 3-0. On the following Houston possession, Watson
led the Texans on a 72-yard scoring drive that saw Texans K Ka'imi Fairbairn convert a 24-yard field
goal to tie the game 3-3.

On the first play of the second quarter, Henry took the handoff and raced 52 yards into the end
zone for a touchdown as Tennessee pulled ahead, 10-3. On the ensuing Texans possession Watson
was sacked twice in the red zone, first by OLB Brooks Reed and second by OLB Harold Landry Ill,
as the Texans were forced to settle for another field goal to make it 10-6.

Tennessee regained possession and immediately responded as Tannehill connected with WR A.J.
Brown for a four-yard touchdown to make it 17-6 Titans. On the ensuing drive, the Texans were held
to their third field goal of the day as Fairbairn kicked a 28-yarder to make it 17-9 heading into halftime.

The third quarter saw five combined touchdowns by the Titans and Texans. Tennessee opened
up the second half with the ball and increased the lead to 24-9 as Henry scored on a six-yard rushing
touchdown. As the Texans got the ball back, Watson connected with Texans WR Brandin Cooks for a
38-yard touchdown. However, the extra point attempt was no good as Houston inched closer, 24-15.
Next, the Titans put together a 77-yard scoring drive with help from a 45-yard rush by Henry, before
Tannehill took the ball into the end zone himself for a five-yard touchdown. Tennessee extended the
lead, 31-15. Houston then added a touchdown of their own on a three-play scoring drive. Texans RB
David Johnson rushed twice for 45 yards before Watson connected with Cooks for a 20-yard touch-
down. Houston elected to go for a two-point conversion, but the pass failed, 31-21.

On the following Tennessee possession, Texans ILB Zach Cunningham forced Henry to fumble
and the ball was recovered by Texans DE Carlos Watkins. Houston began their drive at the Tennes-
see 28-yard line and Johnson scored on a one-yard rushing touchdown to make it a 31-28 game.

Houston took a 35-31 lead in the fourth quarter as Watson threw a seven-yard touchdown to
Texans TE Pharaoh Brown. Trailing by four points, the Titans then compiled a season-long 19-play
scoring drive that took 8:32 off the clock and included four third-down conversions culminating in a five-

Down by three points, the Titans offense took the field and Tannehill quickly threw a field-flipping
52-yard pass to Brown. Then, Sloman’s 37-yard game-winning field goal attempt bounced off of the
upright and through as time expired to give Tennessee a 41-38 win and the AFC South title.

TEAM NOTES

The Titans clinched a playoff berth for the second consecutive season
under head coach Mike Vrabel and clinched the team’s first AFC
South title since 2008.

The Titans secured the fourth seed in the AFC playoffs. They will host
the fifth-seeded Baltimore Ravens (11-5) in the wild card round on
Sunday, Jan. 10 at 12:05 p.m. CT (ESPN/ABC).

The Titans finished the season with an 11-5 record, winning 11 games
for the first time since 2008, when they went 13-3.

The Titans finished with a 5-1 record within the AFC South in 2020.
It was their third time winning at least five divisional games since the
AFC South was formed in 2002 (6-0 in 2002; 5-1 in 2017). The Titans
won all three road games against AFC South foes for the first time
since 2007.

The Titans finished with a road record of 6-2 in 2020, giving them six
road wins for the first time since 2008.

The Titans’ opponents for 2021 are set under the NFL's current 16-
game scheduling formula. The Titans are scheduled to play every
team from the AFC East (hosting Buffalo and Miami) and every team
from the NFC West (hosting Arizona and San Francisco) in addition to
their AFC South schedule. Based on their first-place finish in the AFC
South in 2020, the Titans also will host the Kansas City Chiefs (first
place in the AFC West) and travel to play the Pittsburgh Steelers (first
place in the AFC North).

With their 10th game of the season scoring at least 30 points, the
Titans set the franchise record, topping the nine such games they
totaled in 1961.

With their fifth game of the season with 40 points or more, the Titans
finished with their second-highest total in franchise history behind the
six such games in 1961.

The Titans finished the season with 2,690 rushing yards and 3,653 net
passing yards while surrendering only 25 sacks. They became the first
team in NFL history to generate at least 2,500 rushing yards and 3,500
net passing yards while surrendering 25 or fewer sacks.

The Titans finished the season with the most total yards in franchise
history (6.343). the most first downs in franchise history (381) and the

second-most total points in franchise history (491).

The Titans converted 70.0 percent of their third downs at Houston (7-of-
10), which was their second-best number of the season (81.8 percent
vs. Detroit on Dec. 20). In the second half alone, they converted seven
of their eight attempts.

The Titans finished the game at Houston with 492 total net yards, their
second-highest mark of the season (607 vs. Houston on Oct. 18).

The Titans rushed for a season-high 288 total yards at Houston,
registering the fifth-best total in franchise history.

The Titans scored touchdowns on four of their five trips inside the red
zone (80.0 percent) to finish the season with 48 touchdowns in 64
red-zone opportunities. Since 1991, their rate of 75.0 percent in the
red zone was the second-best figure for the franchise (75.6 percent in
2019) and the fifth-best rate among all NFL teams in that time period.

The Titans became the first team in NFL history with a 2.000-yard
rusher and a 3,500-yard passer in the same season (2,027 rushing by
Derrick Henry, 3,819 passing by Ryan Tannehill).

The Titans became the first NFL franchise to have two players reach
the 2.000-yard rushing mark. Chris Johnson (2,006) accomplished

the feat in 2009, preceding Derrick Henry’s 2,027 rushing yards in
2020.

The Titans hit their fourth game-winning field goal of the season when
Sam Sloman’s 37-yard kick went through the uprights in Houston.
That tied the 2006 squad (all four by Rob Bironas) for the most
game-winning field goals in a season in franchise history. Stephen
Gostkowski made three game-winners earlier in the 2020 campaign.

The defense registered a season-high four sacks against the Texans.

WRA.J. BROWN

Registered a career-high 10 receptions for 151 yards, including a four-
yard touchdown catch.

Finished the 2020 campaign with 70 receptions for 1,075 yards and
11 touchdowns.

Tied Drew Bennett (11 touchdowns in 2004) for the most touchdown
catches in a season in the team’s “Titans era” (since 1999).

Registered his fourth 100-yard receiving game of 2020 and the ninth
100-yard receiving game of his two-year career.

Became the 11th player to reach 1,000 receiving yards in each of his
first two NFL seasons. Brown is the first NFL player since Michael

Thomas (2016-17) and the only player in Titans/Oilers history other
than Bill Groman (1960-61) to accomplish the feat.

Became the ninth player in NFL history with 1,000 receiving yards,
50 receptions and five receiving touchdowns in each of his first two
seasons.

Contributed a 52-yard reception with 10 seconds remaining in the
fourth quarter to set up the game-winning field goal.

Became the fifth NFL player since 1970 with at least 2,000 receiving
yards and 19 receiving touchdowns in their initial two seasons. The
most recent was Odell Beckham Jr. with the New York Giants from
2014 to 2015.

DL JACK CRAWFORD

Registered an eight-yard sack of Deshaun Watson in the fourth
quarter. It gave Crawford two sacks in 2020 and 18 career sacks.

WR COREY DAVIS

Finished second on the team with five receptions for 39 yards at
Houston.

Tied his career high with 65 receptions on the season (2018) and

finished the 2020 campaign with a career-high 984 receiving yards
and five touchdowns.

TE ANTHONY FIRKSER

Caught two passes for 18 yards. He finished the 2020 season with
career highs in receptions (39) and receiving yards (387).

RB DERRICK HENRY

Totaled 34 rushing attempts for a franchise-record 250 yards with
two touchdowns. He broke his own club record of 238 rushing yards,
established against the Jacksonville Jaguars on Dec. 6, 2018. Henry’s
250 rushing yards tied for the 13th-best single-game total in the NFL
since 1948.

Led the NFL and set a franchise record with 2,027 rushing yards

in 2020, becoming the eighth player in league annals to rush for at

least 2,000 yards in a season. His 2,027 rushing yards gave him
the fifth-highest total in NFL history behind Eric Dickerson’s 2,105

(1984), Adrian Peterson’s 2,097 (2012), Jamal Lewis’ 2,066 (2003)
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and Barry Sanders’ 2,053 (1997). Henry broke Chris Johnson’s
franchise mark of 2,006 rushing yards in 2009.

Became the first player since LaDainian Tomlinson (2006-07) to lead

the NFL in rushing yards in consecutive seasons. Henry previously led
the league in 2019 with 1,540 rushing yards.

Became the fifth all-time NFL player to lead the NFL in rushing yards

attempts and rushing touchdowns in consecutive seasons. It is a feat
that had not been attained since Cleveland’s Leroy Kelly did it from

1967 to 1968. The only other players to achieve it are Jim Brown
(1958-59), Steve Van Buren (1947-49) and Bill Paschal (1943-44).

Became the first player in NFL history with five career games with at
least 200 rushing yards and two rushing touchdowns.

Became the fourth player in NFL history with at least five career 200-
yard rushing games, joining O.J. Simpson (six), Adrian Peterson
(six) and Tiki Barber (five).

Set a career high with 17 rushing touchdowns in 2020, finishing with
the second-best total in franchise history behind Earl Campbell’s 19
rushing touchdowns in 1979.

Finished the 2020 season with 1,221 rushing yards in road games, the
most by any NFL running back since 1948. The previous high was held

by Eric Dickerson, who had 1,087 rushing yards in road games for
the Los Angeles Rams in 1984.

Became the fifth player in NFL history with three 200-yard rushing
games in_a season, joining Earl Campbell (four in 1980), O.J.
Simpson (1973), Tiki Barber (2005) and Jay Ajayi (2016).

Finished the season with a league-best 2,141 scrimmage yards (2,027
rushing and 114 receiving), which ranks second in franchise history
behind Chris Johnson’s 2,509 scrimmage yards in 2009.

Registered his ninth career rushing touchdown of 50-plus yards since
entering the NFL in 2016, sprinting for a 52-yard touchdown in the

second quarter. He leads the NFL in 50-plus-yard rushing touchdowns
since 2016, with the next-closest competitor being Saquon Barkley
with six 50-yard touchdown runs. Henry added a six-yard touchdown
run in the third quarter.

Registered his 10th game of 2020 with at least 100 rushing yards to
tie Earl Campbell (1980) for the third-most in franchise history. Only
Campbell in 1979 (11) and Chris Johnson in 2009 (12) had more
100-yard rushing games in a Titans/Oilers season than Henry. Henry’s
10 100-yard games in 2020 were the most in the NFL since Dallas
running back DeMarco Murray had 12 in 2014.

Went over the 200-yard mark on a 45-yard run in the third quarter.
He became the first player in NFL history with three 200-yard rushing
games against a single opponent, and he did so in three consecutive
games against the Texans.

Set a career high for the regular season with 34 rushing attempts. He
also had 34 carries in a playoff game at New England on Jan. 4, 2020.

S AMANI HOOKER

Intercepted a Deshaun Watson pass in Houston territory in the first
quarter to set up a field goal on the ensuing possession. It was his
fourth interception of the season and the fourth interception of his two-
year career. He tied Malcolm Butler for the team lead in interceptions

in 2020. He added two tackles on defense and one stop on special
teams at Houston.

CB DESMOND KING I

Recorded his first sack in a Titans uniform, dropping Deshaun Watson
for a two-yard loss in the second quarter. It was his second sack of
2020 (one with the L.A. Chargers) and gave him 8.5 career sacks. He
totaled three tackles against the Texans.

OLB HAROLD LANDRY Il

Registered a sack, taking down Deshaun Watson for a seven-yard
loss in the second quarter. It gave Landry a team-high 5.5 sacks in
2020 and 19 career sacks. He totaled four tackles in the game.

ILB DAVID LONG JR.
Led the defense with eight tackles.

OLB BROOKS REED

Registered his first sack of the season, taking down Deshaun Watson
for a seven-yard loss in the second quarter. It gave Reed 23.5 career
sacks. He totaled two tackles and added a special teams stop.

K SAM SLOMAN
Made his debut in a Titans uniform and made both field goal attempts
and all five extra point attempts.

Hit a game-winning 37-yard field goal as time expired in the fourth
quarter, lifting the Titans to a 41-38 win and a division title.

QB RYAN TANNEHILL

Completed 18 of 27 passes for 216 yards and a touchdown without
throwing an interception. His 103.3 passer rating gave him 11 games
in 2020 with a passer rating of at least 100.0.

Added seven rushing attempts for 38 yards and two touchdowns. He
crossed the goal line on a pair of five-yard runs in the second half. His
two rushing touchdowns tied his career high and gave him five rushing

touchdowns in a three-game span. He now has 17 career rushing
touchdowns.

Increased his career high to seven total rushing touchdowns in 2020,
the most by a Titans quarterback since Vince Young had seven in
2006.

With his 33rd touchdown pass of 2020, a four-yarder to A.J. Brown
in the second quarter, he tied Warren Moon (33 in 1990) for second
place on the franchise’s single-season passing touchdown list. Only
George Blanda (36 in 1961) had more touchdown passes in a season
in team annals.

With 3,819 passing yards in 2020, he moved into third place on the
franchise single-season passing list. Warren Moon holds the top two
spots (4,690 in 1990; 4,689 in 1990).

Set a franchise record with 40 combined passing touchdowns (33) and
rushing touchdowns (seven) in a season. His total tied for the fifth-
most in the NFL in 2020.

Joined Josh Allen (2020), Lamar Jackson (2019), Cam Newton
(2015), Daunte Culpepper (2000) and Steve Young (1994) as the
only players in NFL history with at least 33 passing touchdowns and at
least seven rushing touchdowns in the same season.

Registered his 13th consecutive game with a touchdown pass.

Recorded his 22nd career game-winning drive, completing a 52-yard
pass to A.J. Brown with 10 seconds remaining in the fourth quarter to
set up the game-winning field goal by Sam Sloman. It was his sixth
game-winning drive of 2020 and his ninth game-winning drive in as a
member of the Titans.

Just really proud of our guys, the way they fight, and a lot of credit to the Texans. But
at the end of the day of day we had some timeouts and felt like — tell Ryan (Tannehill),
‘Hey, at the end of the day, just maybe launch one up to A.J. (Brown).’ Got a favorable
look and that’s what happens. Guys go out and make plays in this league and that’s
why you win.

(on kicker Sam Sloman making the game-winning field goal after being called
up from the practice squad)

| think that's just a testament to what we’ve been doing in trying to get the guy in there
that could help us. He worked with team this week and had a great week of practice.

Focus on winning, winning the division, beating the Texans, us being able to put on
those hats and shirts, be able to make it to the playoffs. That was the main focus.
Regardless of if | got it, | did it or | didn’t, | wasn’t pressing for it. | just wanted to be
able to win the game as a team and make it to the playoffs, win the division.

JDRF Event a Success, with Help of Titans GM Jon
Robinson

Jon Robinson was hired as Titans general manager on Jan. 14, 2016
after spending two years as director of player personnel for the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers. Nearly one year later, on Jan. 5, 2017, he was promoted to
executive vice president/general manager.

In his first four years on the job, the Titans finished with four consecutive
9-7 seasons. It marked the first time the organization produced at least four
consecutive winning seasons since a seven-year run of winning records
from 1987—-1993. The Titans were one of four NFL teams to accomplish the
feat from 2016-2019, joining New England, Seattle and Kansas City.

Robinson became only the second general manager in franchise
history whose first four teams finished above the .500 mark, joining Mike
Holovak (1989-92).

Robinson's work helped the team go from three wins in the season
prior to his arrival (2015) to a divisional round playoff finish following the
2017 campaign. He became the fifth general manager in franchise history
to have the team in the playoffs within his first two full seasons.

Then, in 2019, the team he constructed advanced to the AFC
Championship game. It was the organization's first appearance in the
conference title game in 17 seasons (2002).

When the Titans took the field for the 2019 postseason, only seven
players remained on the 53-man roster from prior to Robinson's arrival—a
turnover rate of 87 percent. That included 23 free agents, 18 draft picks,
four players acquired via trade and one waiver pickup. An additional six
players he acquired (four free agents, one draft pick and one waiver claim)
ended 2019 on injured reserve.

The 2020 NFL Draft was Robinson’s fifth draft as general manager.
In those five drafts, he selected 35 total players, and 21 of those players
remained with the club at the beginning of training camp in 2020. During
that same time period (as of July 28, 2020), he engineered 20 trades and
made 11 waiver claims.

2020: Prior to the 2020 free agent signing period, the Titans reached an
agreement on a multi-year contract to keep quarterback Ryan Tannehill in
Tennessee. The Titans also re-signed tackle Dennis Kelly, among others.

After initially placing the franchise tag on running back Derrick Henry,
the Titans and Henry were able to come to an agreement on a multi-year
contract extension in July 2020.

Robinson patiently waited to add two more significant free agents
just prior to the beginning of the 2020 regular season, picking up kicker

The Titans used their first-round pick in 2018 on Rashaan Evans.

Stephen Gostkowski and outside linebacker Jadeveon Clowney during
the first week of September. Gostkowski earned four Pro Bowl berths and
three Super Bowl rings during 14 seasons with the Patriots, becoming the
team’s all-time leading scorer (1,775 points). Through 2019, he was the
NFL'’s fifth-most accurate kicker in history (374 of 428). Clowney, a three-
time Pro Bowl selection, joined Aaron Donald and Chandler Jones as the
only NFL players with at least 60 tackles for loss, eight forced fumbles and
150 quarterback pressures from 2016 through 2019.

In the 2020 NFL Draft, the Titans had six total picks. The first of those
was Georgia tackle Isaiah Wilson (first round, 29th overall), followed by
Louisiana State cornerback Kristian Fulton (second round, 61st overall)
and Appalachian State running back Darrynton Evans (third round, 93rd
overall) in the first three rounds.

2019: Near the beginning of the 2019 free agent signing period, Robinson
worked quickly to add several veterans from other teams who played key
roles in 2019: Buccaneers wide receiver Adam Humphries, Rams guard
Rodger Saffold and Tannehill in a trade with the Dolphins. Robinson also
worked to re-sign starting safety Kenny Vaccaro and punter Brett Kern.

Then, in the 2019 NFL Draft, Robinson directed the selection of six total
players, including Mississippi State defensive lineman Jeffery Simmons in
the first round (19th overall), Ole Miss wide receiver A.J. Brown in the
second round (51st overall) and Charlotte offensive lineman Nate Davis in
the third round (82nd overall).

Tannehill, who proved to be one of the NFL's top acquisitions of 2019,
started every game after Week 6, leading the team into the playoffs. He led
the NFL and set franchise records with a 117.5 passer rating and a 9.6-yard
passing average. In addition to being named to his first Pro Bowl, he earned
Associated Press Comeback Player of the Year honors.

As a rookie, Brown led the Titans in every major receiving category.
Among all rookies in 2019, he ranked first in receiving yards (1,051), tied
for the rookie lead in touchdown receptions (eight) and placed fifth in
receptions (52). Among all NFL players in 2019—rookies and veterans—
Brown finished second in receiving average (20.2), behind only the Los
Angeles Chargers' Mike Williams (20.4).

2018: The Titans' 2018 free agent class included Pro Bowl cornerback
Malcolm Butler. In his first two seasons in Tennessee, Butler played in
25 games (20 starts) and totaled five interceptions. In early August, the
Titans signed Vaccaro, who went on to start 13 games his first season in
Tennessee and all 16 games in 2019.

Robinson's 2018 draft class was comprised of four players after he
used multiple trades to go up and get his targets. It included first-round
linebacker Rashaan Evans from Alabama (22nd overall pick) and second-
round outside linebacker Harold Landry Il from Boston College (41st
overall). Evans started all 16 games in 2019 and led the team with 139
tackles. Landry appeared in 31 games (19 starts) in his first two seasons,
and his 13.5 sacks from 2018-2019 (nine in 2019) ranked first on the team.

2017: During the 2017 offseason, Robinson used free agency to address
needs on defense and special teams. Most notably, he spearheaded deals
for cornerback Logan Ryan (New England) and special teams contributor
and 2017 Pro Bowler Brynden Trawick (Oakland).

In the 2017 NFL Draft, Robinson spent first-round picks on wide
receiver Corey Davis (fifth overall) and cornerback Adoree' Jackson (18th
overall). It marked the first time the franchise had a pair of first-round draft
selections since 1987. The Titans' 2017 draft haul also featured tight end
Jonnu Smith in the third round and linebacker Jayon Brown in the fifth
round.

The 2017 Titans advanced to the playoffs for the first time since 2008.
Robinson became the fifth general manager in franchise history to have the
team in the postseason within his first two full seasons.

2016: In his first year as an NFL general manager, Robinson's leadership
and decision-making helped the Titans ftriple their win total from the
previous season, finishing 9-7 in 2016 after a 3-13 finish in 2015. The six-
win improvement tied for the most in franchise history (1967 and 1974) and
doubled the previous club benchmark for the most wins in the first year
under a new general manager (three by Bum Phillips in 1975).

Within the first four months at his post, Robinson pulled the trigger on
several key personnel decisions. On March 9, 2016, he made his first major
acquisition, swapping fourth-round draft picks with the Philadelphia Eagles
in exchange for running back DeMarco Murray. The trade provided major
dividends in 2016, as Murray led the AFC and ranked third in the NFL with

Around the same time, Robinson began to work the free agent market.
Center Ben Jones and wide receiver Rishard Matthews highlighted the
haul, and both were instrumental in helping to transform the Titans offense
into the 11th-ranked unit in the NFL.

On April 14, 2016, two weeks before the NFL Draft, Robinson and
the Titans dealt the first overall pick to the Los Angeles Rams in one of
the biggest trades in recent NFL history. The Titans gave up the No. 1 pick
and a fourth-rounder in order to receive the 15th overall pick, two second-
rounders and a third-rounder in 2016, plus the Rams’ first- and third-round
picks in 2017. From 1990-2015, there were seven trades involving the
No. 1 overall pick, but this was the first since 2004, when the San Diego
Chargers selected Eli Manning with the first pick and dealt his rights to the
New York Giants.

The Titans had their hands at one point or another on 17 selections in
the 2016 draft due to five different trades (including one trade in 2015), and
in the end, they ended up with a class of 10 players, including four of the
top 45 picks. Robinson swung a draft-day trade with the Cleveland Browns
to move back up to the eighth slot to choose Michigan State tackle Jack
Conklin.

All 10 members of Robinson's first draft class played in at least one
game in 2016. They accumulated a total of 110 games played and 38
starts, including 16 starts at right tackle by Conklin. The eighth-overall pick
capped his successful rookie campaign by being named first-team All-Pro
by Associated Press.

Henry, a second-rounder in 2016, led the Titans in rushing every
season from 2017 through 2019. In 2019, he won the NFL’s rushing crown
with 1,540 yards and tied for the NFL lead with 16 rushing touchdowns.

Third-round safety Kevin Byard earned first-team All-Pro honors
in his second campaign. He led the NFL from 2017-2019 with 17 total
interceptions also was named to the Pro Bowl in 2017.

PRIOR HISTORY: Robinson arrived in Tennessee with a wide range of
experience from working his way up on the personnel side of the NFL. From
2014-2015, he served as director of player personnel for the Buccaneers
and oversaw both college and pro departments as the team rebuilt its roster.
The 2015 Buccaneers draft class made a significant impact, including four

rookie starters: quarterback Jameis Winston, tackle Donovan Smith,
guard Ali Marpet and linebacker Kwon Alexander.

Prior to joining Tampa Bay, Robinson spent 12 years with the New
England Patriots, including his last five years (2009-13) as the director of
college scouting. In the five years heading up their college scouting, the
Patriots added a number of key components to their roster that won the
Super Bowl in 2014, including wide receiver Julian Edelman, defensive
back Devin McCourty, tight end Rob Gronkowski, tackle Nate Solder and
defensive end Chandler Jones. He joined the Patriots as an area scout in
2002, a role he served for four seasons. Robinson then spent two years
(2006-07) as a regional scout, before being promoted to assistant director
of college scouting in 2008 and then director of college scouting in 2009.
In his time scouting for the Patriots the team won 10 division titles, four
conference titles and two Super Bowls (2003, 2004).

Robinson played three years at Southeast Missouri State as a
defensive lineman after starting his college career at the Air Force
Academy. Following his college career as a player, he spent one season
(1998) coaching at his alma mater and three years (1999-2001) coaching at
Nicholls State.

A native of Union City, Tenn., Robinson and his wife, Jaimie, have two
daughters, Taylor and Bailey.

Holovak did so
in each of his first five years.

Evans was a two-time Sun Belt Championship Game
MVP and MVP of the 2019 New Orleans Bowl. He finished his career
with 2,884 rushing yards (ninth all-time at Appalachian State) despite
being the primary running back for just 23 career games. Evans set
school records for most career rushes without a fumble (482) and single-
season rushes without a fumble (255 in 2019). Evans had 4,642 all-
purpose yards, including 1,439 yards on kickoff returns and 319 yards as
areceiver, plus 14 passing yards. Evans scored 34 total touchdowns with
25 rushing, six receiving and a program-record three as a kick returner.
