TITANS HOST SEAHAWKS
ON CHRISTMAS EVE

Tennessee Titans (5-9) vs. Seattle Seahawks (6-7%*)

NASHVILLE — The Tennessee Titans (5-9) host the Seattle Seahawks (6-7*) this week
in a Christmas Eve battle at Nissan Stadium (capacity 69,143). Kickoff is scheduled for
noon CST on Dec. 24.

The Seahawks will make their third all-time appearance at Nissan Stadium and their
first since a 33-27 Titans victory on Sept. 24, 2017. The only other meeting in Tennessee
was a 28-24 Seahawks triumph on Dec. 18, 2005.

Overall, the Titans franchise is 8-10 against the Seahawks. However, the Titans
have won three of the last four meetings, including each of the past two. Most recently,
Derrick Henry rushed for 182 yards and three touchdowns in a 33-30 overtime victory at
Seattle on Sept. 19, 2021.

THE BROADCAST

The contest will be regionally televised on CBS, including Nashville affiliate WTVF
NewsChannel 5, as well as on Paramount+ in the Nashville market. The broadcast team
includes play-by-play announcer Andrew Catalon, analysts Tiki Barber and Matt Ryan,
and reporter AJ Ross.

Fans in Nashville can stream live Titans games on mobile devices with NFL+,
which offers access to local games and all primetime games on phones and tablets.
Out of market, fans can watch every Sunday afternoon game with Sunday Ticket. More
information on ways to watch NFL games can be found here.

TITANS LOOK TO BOUNCE BACK AFTER OVERTIME LOSS

The Titans hosted the Houston Texans last week and fell in overtime by a final
score of 19-16. Ka'imi Fairbairn made a 54-yard field goal as time expired in overtime
to provide the winning margin. It was the Titans' third overtime game of 2023 and marked
their fifth contest of the season that was decided by three points or less.

Rookie quarterback Will Levis started his eighth consecutive game and completed
17 of 26 passes for 199 yards with one interception. He also rushed for 25 yards, including
his first career touchdown on a one-yard run.

The defensive highlights included defensive back Elijah Molden's 44-yard
interception return for a touchdown. Molden tallied the team's first pick-six since Andrew
Adams’ 76-yarder against Indianapolis on Oct. 23, 2022.

Defensive lineman Denico Autry led the Titans against the Texans with a team-
high two sacks. His 11 total sacks in 2023 represent a career high, and Autry joined
Jevon Kearse (1999 and 2000), Kyle Vanden Bosch (2005 and 2007), Jason Babin
(2010) and Harold Landry 11l (2021) as the only players for the team in its “Titans era”
(since 1999) to record at least 11 sacks in a season.

Following this week's game, the Titans will travel to Houston for a New Year's Eve
rematch with the Texans. They close out the regular season at home in Week 18 against
the Jacksonville Jaguars (Jan. 6 or 7).

THE SEAHAWKS

The Seahawks will have a short week to prepare for their road game against the
Titans. They are scheduled to host the Philadelphia Eagles on Monday, Dec. 18.

Pete Carroll is in his 14th season as head coach of the Seahawks. He owns
the NFL's fourth-longest tenure among head coaches with their current clubs behind
only New England’s Bill Belichick, Pittsburgh’s Mike Tomlin and Baltimore’s John
Harbaugh.

Quarterback Geno Smith is in his 11th NFL season and his fifth campaign with the
Seahawks. He moved into the full-time starting role in 2022 and was subsequently named
the AP Comeback Player of the Year. He started the first 12 games of 2023 before sitting
out Dec. 10 at San Francisco due to a groin injury.

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SERIES HISTORY

The Titans and Seahawks have met 18 times during the regular
season and postseason. The Seahawks lead the series 10-8, although the
Titans have won the lone playoff game between the clubs. Seattle took five
consecutive meetings from 1994 to 2005. Since then, the Titans won three
of the last four. Each of the past nine meetings have been decided by seven
points or less.

The Seahawks visited Nissan Stadium most recently on Sept. 24,
2017. The Titans used 115 rushing yards by DeMarco Murray and two
touchdown passes by Marcus Mariota to pull out a 33-27 win. Murray
picked up 75 of his rushing yards on a touchdown run.

The last time the Titans and Seahawks met at Lumen Field was Sept.
19, 2021. The Titans scored the final 17 points of the game to stun the
Seahawks 33-30 in overtime. Titans running back Derrick Henry rushed for
182 yards and scored three second-half touchdowns, and Ryan Tannehill
passed for 347 yards. Randy Bullock's 36-yard field goal in overtime
provided the winning margin.

In a memorable 2009 season finale at Lumen Field (Jan. 3, 2010),
Titans running back Chris Johnson became the sixth player in NFL history
to reach 2,000 rushing yards in a season, and he also set a new NFL record
with 2,509 yards from scrimmage in a season. His final carry of the day
resulted in a one-yard touchdown run in the fourth quarter to give the Titans
a 17-13 win.

The Seahawks began play as an expansion team in the NFC West
in 1976. One season later, they were moved to the AFC West and played
the then-Houston Oilers for the first time. The Oilers won the initial meeting
(Nov. 20) by a 22-10 final score.

In a 1987 Wild Card Playoff game, the Oilers defeated the Seahawks
at the Astrodome 23-20 in overtime. It was the Oilers’ first playoff victory
since the 1979 season.

The Seahawks migrated from the AFC West to the NFC West to begin
the 2002 season, when the league was realigned to eight four-team divisions.
The same year Lumen Field opened. Prior to that the Seahawks played their
home games at the Kingdome.

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WHAT TO LOOK FOR THIS WEEK

THE TITANS
»  Will play their 200th regular season game at Nissan Stadium (114-85).

LB AZEEZ AL-SHAAIR

» Needs 13 tackles (137 entering the game) to reach 150 tackles on the
season.

DL DENICO AUTRY

» Enters the game with a career-high 11 sacks in 2023. With one more sack, he
would own the organization's 10th individual season with 12 or more sacks
since individual sacks became an official statistic in 1982. He would register
the franchise's sixth individual season in its "Titans era" (1999-present),
joining Jevon Kearse (14.5 in 1999), Jason Babin (12.5 in 2010), Kyle
Vanden Bosch (12.5 in 2005; 12 in 2007) and Harold Landry Il (12 in
2021).

» Atwo-sack performance would give him back-to-back games with two sacks
for the second time in his career (2018).

» Atwo-sack performance also would give him 13 sacks in 2023, which would
be second only to Jevon Kearse (14.5 in 1999) for the most single-season
sacks for the franchise in its "Titans era" (1999—present).

K NICK FOLK
» Enters the game with an all-time NFL-record streak of 77 consecutive field
goals made on attempts from less than 40 yards.

RB DERRICK HENRY

» Needs 116 rushing yards (884 entering the game) to record his fifth career
1,000-yard rushing season.

» A 116-yard rushing effort would also make him the 10th player in NFL history
to record at least five seasons with 1,000 rushing yards and 10 rushing
touchdowns.

» Can record his 41st total 100-yard rushing game, including regular season

(38) and playoffs (three). He would surpass Earl Campbell (40) for the most

such games in franchise history. His 38th such regular-season game would

be only one game behind only Campbell (39) for the franchise record.

With six career 200-yard rushing games, he needs one more to surpass

Adrian Peterson (six) and O.J. Simpson (six) for the most such games

all-time.

» Enters the game with 88 career rushing touchdowns, which ranks 15th in
NFL history. He needs two rushing touchdowns to tie Eric Dickerson (90)
and Curtis Martin (90) for 13th place all-time.

» Can register his seventh game of 2023 with 100 or more scrimmage yards

and his 49th career game (regular season) with 100-plus scrimmage yards.

In franchise history, only Eddie George (54) has more.

Needs 49 rushing yards to reach 10,000 combined career rushing yards in

the regular season (9,219 entering the game) and postseason (732).

WR DeANDRE HOPKINS

» Can extend his active streak to 160 consecutive games with a reception—
every game he has played since he entered the NFL. He owns the third-
longest such streak to begin a career in NFL history behind only Marvin
Harrison (190 consecutive games) and Keyshawn Johnson (167).

» Can register his 43rd career 100-yard receiving game and his fourth 100-

yard game as a member of the Titans.

Enters the week with six touchdown catches in his last eight games.

Also established a career-high with six receptions for
55 yards. It was his fourth career game with at least three touchdowns. Helped
send the game to overtime with a one-yard touchdown run with 29 seconds
remaining in regulation.

WR DeANDRE HOPKINS

» On 10/29/17 at Seattle, Hopkins had eight receptions for 224 yards and one
touchdown as a member of the Houston Texans. The 224 yards is the second
highest of his career.

» On 10/25/20 against Seattle, Hopkins totaled 10 receptions for 103 yards and
one touchdown in the win for the Arizona Cardinals.

OLB ARDEN KEY
» On 10/14/18 against Seattle, Key recorded a career-high four tackles and his
first career sack while with the Oakland Raiders.

QB RYAN TANNEHILL

» On 11/25/12 against Seattle, rookie Tannehill completed 18 of 26 passes for
253 yards and one touchdown as a member of the Miami Dolphins. He added
four carries for 33 yards (8.3-yard avg.).

» On 9/19/21 at Seattle, Tannehill completed 27 of 40 passes for 347 yards
leading the team to an overtime victory. He added 27 rushing yards on four
attempts. Recorded his 23rd career game-winning drive and his 10th as a
member of the Titans.

In Week Two of the 2021 season, the Titans traveled to Seattle to face the Seahawks
and won in overtime by a score of 33-30.

Pete Carroll was named the eighth head coach in Seattle Seahawks
history on Jan. 11, 2010.

In 2022, despite the departure of several key veterans, the Seahawks
returned to the postseason with a 9-8 regular season record.

In his tenure as head coach in Seattle, Carroll and Executive VP/General
Manager John Schneider constructed the best teams in franchise history with a
134-88-1 regular season record, back-to-back Super Bowl appearances in 2013-
14, five consecutive 10-plus win seasons from 2012-16, and five NFC West
division titles.

Between 2012 and 2015, Seattle led the NFL in scoring defense four years
in a row, becoming the first defense in the Super Bowl era to accomplish the feat.
The famous ‘Legion of Boom’ unit was led by Pro Bowl defensive backs Richard
Sherman, Kam Chancellor and Earl Thomas. In 2013, Carroll led the team to
its first title in franchise history with a win over the Broncos in Super Bowl XLVIII
before returning to the Super Bowl in 2014, falling to the Patriots in Super Bowl
XLIX.

Carroll’'s time in Seattle came after nine seasons (2001-09) as the head
coach at the University of Southern California, where he won seven consecutive
Pac-10 titles (2002-08), two national championships (2003-04), coached three
Heisman Trophy winners (Carson Palmer, Matt Leinart, Reggie Bush), and led
the Trojans to a 97-19 record.

He began his NFL career as defensive backs coach for the Bills in 1984
and the Vikings from 1985-89 before becoming the Jets defensive coordinator
from 1990-93 and head coach of the Jets in 1994. He then spent two seasons as
defensive coordinator of the 49ers from 1995-96, before leading the Patriots to a
28-23 overall record as a head coach from 1997-99.

Carroll began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at his alma mater,
the University of the Pacific, from 1974-76. He then served in the same role at
Arkansas in 1977, and then a season each as an assistant with the secondary
at lowa State (1978) and Ohio State (1979). He spent the next three seasons
as defensive coordinator at North Carolina State (1980-82), before returning to
Pacific as offensive coordinator and assistant head coach (1983).

Carroll was a two-time All-Pacific Coast Conference free safety at Pacific
after transferring from Marin Junior College after the 1970 season. He is a native
of San Francisco, Calif.

In Week 15 of the 2023 season, the Titans hosted division rival Houston Texans
and lost in overtime by a score of 19-16.

After forcing a three-and-out on defense on the opening possession, the Titans
took over at their own 17-yard line and strung together an 11-play, 83-yard drive
capped off by a one-yard touchdown run by QB Will Levis. The drive featured RB
Derrick Henry converting a fourth-and-one as well as long completions of 37 yards to
WR Treylon Burks and 33 yards to WR Nick Westbrook-lkhine to give Tennessee
an early 6-0 lead.

Early in the second quarter, DB Elijah Molden intercepted QB Case Keenum and
returned it 44 yards for a touchdown. The pick-six made it 13-0 with 13:56 left in the
second.

The Texans finally got on the board at the end of the half with a 13-play, 52-yard
drive that culminated in a 23-yard K Ka'imi Fairbairn field goal to make it 13-3 as time
expired in the first half. RB Devin Singletary rushed eight times for 58 yards on the
drive including three yards on a fourth-and-one conversion.

Levis was intercepted by CB Steven Nelson on the Titans' opening possession of
the second half and the Texans took over at their own 40-yard line. Houston was able
to drive down to the Tennessee eight-yard line, but was forced to settle for another
short field goal by Fairbairn, which made it 13-6 with 6:27 left in the third quarter.

After a three-and-out by the Titans, a third field goal by Fairbairn, this one from 53
yards, made it 13-9 with 2:42 left in the third.

Later in the fourth quarter, K Nick Folk extended the Titans lead with a 45-yard
field goal with 7:28 left.

But the Texans drove 79 yards on 10 plays to score their first touchdown of the day

Both teams were forced to punt after the quarterbacks were sacked multiple times
on their first possessions of overtime.

Tennessee started driving with 4:15 left but a sack on Levis once again halted the
drive and the Titans were forced to punt it back to the Texans.

Houston took over at their own 20-yard line and Keenum found Singletary for a
41-yard completion. Two more runs by Singletary put the Texans at the Titans 36-yard
line. Fairbairn made the 54-yard field goal as time expired in overtime to win the game.
The loss dropped the Titans to 5-9 and officially eliminated them from playoff conten-
tion.

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TEAM NOTES
The Titans lost 19-16 in their third overtime game of the season after
previously defeating the Los Angeles Chargers in overtime (Sept. 17)
and losing to the Indianapolis Colts in overtime (Dec. 3). The three
overtime games in a season tied the 1983 (0-3) and 2021 (2-1) teams
for the most in a season in franchise history.
The Titans had six defensive linemen active for the game. Apart from
Denico Autry, the other five were not on the team’s 53-man roster
in Week 1: TK McLendon Jr. (practice squad in Week 1), Keondre
Coburn (active with Kansas City), Jaleel Johnson (free agent),
Quinton Bohanna (Detroit’'s practice squad) and Marlon Davidson
(San Francisco’s practice squad). Coburn and Bohanna registered
their Titans debuts, including a start for Bohanna.
The Titans defense limited the Texans offense to four conversions on
15 third-down attempts (26.7 percent). It marked the fifth time in 2023
that the opposing offense was kept under 30 percent by the Titans on
third down.
The Texans offense was limited by the Titans defense to 192 net
passing yards. It was the fourth time in 2023 that the Titans defense
did not allow an opponent to reach 200 net passing yards.
The Titans defense totaled four sacks, marking the fifth time this
season that the unit tallied at least four sacks and the 10th time this
season that the unit tallied at least three sacks. Through the early
afternoon games of Dec. 17, the Titans’ 10 games with at least three
sacks tied the Baltimore Ravens and Kansas City Chiefs for the NFL
lead.
The Titans limited the Texans offense to one touchdown in three red-
zone drives. The Titans, who entered the week ranked first in the
NFL in red-zone defense, have allowed only 19 touchdowns on 51
opponent possessions inside the 20 in 2023 (37.3 percent).
For the second time in 2023 and the second time in a three-week span,
the Titans scored a touchdown on their first offensive possession.
Against Houston, they marched 83 yards on 11 plays, culminating with
a one-yard touchdown run by quarterback Will Levis. It was the eighth
total occasion in 2023 in which the Titans scored on their first drive,
having also managed six drives for field goals to open games.

HEAD COACH MIKE VRABEL

Why was Devin Singletary and the Texans run game so difficult to
stop today?

Probably looking back, | mean, we’ll watch the tape and we’ll be able to
see. But maybe some missed tackles and misfits or just—probably usually
missed tackles. We'll have to do a better job there. But | feel like we were
able to get some really great stops throughout the day. Don’t want to give up
those type of rushing yards. But give those guys a lot of credit, defensively
for us, that did a good job on third down. Got a huge stop there at the end
of the half. So, we’ll have to work to fix and assess the run game, but also,
recognize that we did some really good things defensively as well.

Why when Derrick Henry was having such a difficult time, did you
guys continue to feed him the ball when he’s averaging under a yard?
Well, we have to be able to establish a run, whether that’'s with Derrick
(Henry), whether that’s Tyjae (Spears), whether that’'s Jonathan Ward. So,
we’ve won a lot of football games with that formula. And we’ve seen where
it's been some inefficient runs, and then we break one and turn things
around, and that didn’t happen today.

With the lack of success running on first down, why continue to do
that when it wasn’t really working?

Again, just trying to get off in a drive, and there were times where we threw
the ball on first down, had success. There were times where we threw it on
first down, didn’t have success. It's all—offensively, there wasn’t a lot of—
we needed more positive plays, more conversions, more complementary
football.

Do you think that first down running play was predictable? It seemed
like it was to them.

| think that when they’re—when we don’t play well or we don’t block or
protect, | think that forces negative plays and non-efficient plays. So,
whether we call a run or a pass, we'’re still going to have to block and
execute.

How is Will Levis and what did you see on that last sack?

Saw the same thing you saw. We'll see how he comes out. I'm sure he’ll
have to get looked at and see where things go. Again, when you talk about
pass protection and you talk about sacks or pressure, it starts with getting
into the route quick, and getting open quick, and protecting longer. All those
things have to happen, and we have to do a better job of it.

Were you able to get a read of why the rushing game was so inefficient
today?

No, | just think that we know how critical it is to get these runs started. Give
them credit being able to split us on some of the combinations or not be able
to get there on the second level. | think every time you just probably go back
and look at it, it's going to be one guy here, or a block there, or a cut. And it
was just not a very good day for us.

With you guys being eliminated from the playoffs officially at this
point, how do you go about the rest of the season, the message to
the team?

| don’t think we’re ready to discuss that. | think we’re just trying to get back,
get healthy. We had a lot of guys play far less than 100 percent, which we
know that’s going to happen where we're at in the season. A lot of fight,
a lot of competitiveness, rely on our leaders, and make sure that we do
everything we can to give them an opportunity to feel confident coming into
the game and play with great effort.

Understanding that the guys getting hurt is part of it, is there any
sense of organizational guilt for what was assembled to be in front of
your two quarterbacks, that they’ve both gotten hurt?
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Nobody likes to see any player get hurt. And the responsibility to protect
the guy with the ball, whether that’s the quarterback, the running back, the
receiver, kickers. We have to do a better job of protecting all of them.

How about the level beyond that in terms of roster assembly?
We have to do everything that we can to continue to protect the guy with
football.

QUARTERBACK WILL LEVIS

How are you feeling, Will?

I’'m alright. You know, it could’ve been a lot worse. It was definitely scarier
in the moment than it was, but we will see what the trainers say. But feel
alright.

You couldn’t really establish anything consistently, what do you think
the problem was today?

Yeah, we just couldn’t get it done and never got it rolling. We had a couple of
drives where we had spurts here and there, but the rest of the day | just felt
like we got up to the ball and we didn’t have that same confidence, | felt like.
So, we got to keep doing a better job of everyone focusing on their job and
focusing on their keys. But can’t have a day offensively like that.

How can you guys more consistently run the football, Will? That
seems like it’s been a struggle for the unit all year long.

Yeah, | don’t know. We just got to keep leaning on our guys, keep trusting
and teaching what these coaches are preaching every day. Sometimes it's
a miscommunication thing, sometimes guys are just getting beat. Guys just
have to take a lot of pride in what they’re doing and just play hard. We're
just trying to do a better job as a team overall, and obviously today we didn’t
do that.

You and DHop (DeAndre Hopkins) have been on the same page a lot,
what maybe was off today?

Yeah. | mean just a couple times where we weren’t on the same page, like
you said. We had that streak down the middle, | didn’t really know that was
happening. Still got to put some more on it and he’s got to make that catch
and he knows that. That's a big play that could have changed the course
of that game. Just a couple other times, stuff like that happens. We got to
move through it. We got to learn from it. But yeah, that was weird. It doesn’t
really happen between us.

On the interception, Will, on replay I’'m sure it’s easy to see, did you
see (Treylon) Burks during the play going down?

Yeah, that’'s on me. One of my keys that | was reminding myself on that play
was to make sure the corner carries. So, | saw his back turned, and then |
was waiting for DHop (DeAndre Hopkins). During that time with my eyes on
him, the corner’s falling off of Treylon (Burks) where it happened. So, | just
didn’t see him, didn’t feel him, got to learn from it. Next time, that ball’s got
to be launched and that’s a touchdown.

What’s the pain level right now? Obviously, you jogged around the
sideline after you went in the tent. Do you feel like it’s better than you
initially thought?

Yeah, for sure. | thought it was worse just how | got kind of rolled up on.
We’'ll see how it feels tomorrow when all the adrenaline and everything
wears off. Like | said, it could have been a lot worse, but | think I'll be alright.

Will, that first drive you guys went flying right down the field. How
much of that was all scripted all week long? Were those the types of
plays you were running on that first drive?

Still didn’t necessarily go the way we talked about. | mean, we have our
openers we talk about visualizing how we see it going, like, “This will get
five, and then we’ll get the first, and then get on the ball and do this.” How
it went wasn’'t how we imagined it. We got the plays off that we knew we
were going to get off in that opening series. When you’re able to work on
your openers and execute like that and get points in that first drive, usually
that leads to confidence the rest of the game. We’ve got to figure out how
we can continue that energy and that focus throughout the rest of the game
like we had on that first drive.

As far as the pressure they were getting, was it something like where
they were overloading? What was the issue? Why were there so many
leaks?

I mean, it wasn’t anything that we didn’t discuss, nothing that we didn’t
see. We just had some guys just get beat on some games and a couple of
miscommunication errors. But, for me, | got to make sure | can get the ball
out sooner too. A couple of times too where | tried to escape, where | just
felt—I wasn’t feeling the space as well as | usually do. And | got caught up
like on that last drive, sacked myself essentially. So, | got to be better in that
area. But they know upfront that they got to do their job too. But we’re going
to work to get better this week and get back on track.

Does there come a point where some of the stuff you guys are doing
that isn’t working is banging your head against the wall and that needs
to be something different over the course of a game?

Yeah. As a coaching staff, you definitely evaluate what you do well and what
we do not well. If it's something not doing well for reasons that can easily
be fixed, obviously, we want to fix them so that we can try to do it at a high
level. You always want to have an idea of what your bread and butter is and
what you’re good at, but you want to mix it up, too. | thought that Tim (Kelly)
had a good game plan and he called it well, and we’ve just got to do a better
job executing out there on the field.

How much input do you have as you guys are sitting there looking at
the tablet? How much influence do you have on some of the things
that Tim Kelly calls or doesn’t call?

I’'m not telling him, “Hey, call this play,” but we have an open dialog about
how | feel about certain plays and usually we’re going to the game already
having taken out all the plays that | don’'t feel very comfortable with. We
feel good about everything that’s on that script on game day, and we’re on
the same page because of that and how we set up the week and set up
the game plan so that when we get to Sunday, it’s not, “I don't like that one
actually, we're going to do whatever.” | think we can do a better job, like we
talked about a couple weeks ago, of just adjusting in game, seeing what
they’re doing and how we can attack it better and what to expect. But like |
said, | thought Tim called a fine game and it's on us as players to execute
the game plan.

You guys were officially eliminated from postseason consideration.
How does that change the motivation going forward in the last three
games?

It doesn’t change anything. I'd say props to them. | mean, for Case
(Keenum) to step up and do that and play a more efficient game than me
and come in here and win. It's a good team and they straight up beat us and
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good luck to them going forward, but it's not going to change how we play.
We’'re still going to just try to win every game and hopefully play spoiler for
these last few weeks.

LINEBACKER AZEEZ AL-SHAAIR

On battling through adversity including an illness this week

I've always been a fighter. My mom always told me that | don’t come from
kings and queens, but | come from warriors and survivors. So, | just think
that's just how I've always been. So many people in the world going through
so many worse things. So, | think when you just look at the totality of what’s
going on, it's like, ‘Okay, you've got the flu. You're not dead. You know?’
And while it did suck for sure, think just draw all my strength knowing
there’s other people going through a lot worse in this world. So, | think just
perspective, | guess.

As a leader on this team, | imagine that’s part of your message as
you guys try to finish out the season, but how will you kind of prompt
these guys to finish strong?

| think it goes without explaining. | don’t expect anybody to tuck their tail or
pack it up. End of the day, we’ve got three games left and this 2023 group
that we have, it's going to be the last time that we get to play together for
these last three games. And we got to take full advantage of it, take it one

day at a time, show back up to work, try to finish the season strong.

RUNNING BACK DERRICK HENRY

Looked like it was hard to get too much going in the run game today.
Were they doing some things, penetrating, so-forth to slow the
running game down?

Yeah, it was tough sledding today. They were the better team on each side
of the ball today. They did a great job. They had a great plan. They stopped
the run effectively, and we didn’t do well enough on our side.

Asked him (Mike Vrabel) about continuing to go to you on first downs
despite the fact that things weren’t going well. He said in the past
we’ve had success even if things were going well early, we’ve broken
one. Did you feel like one was coming? And do you think that’s a good
rationale to keep doing it when it’s not working?

| mean, like he said, in the past, we've had times where we weren’t having
success early, and then once we stuck to it, it eventually would pop for us.
And | felt like it would have, but it just didn’t today. | know they try to switch
it up every now and then, run to pass on first down. If any changes need
be, I'm sure they will look at that to switch it up and give ourselves a better
chance on those downs to be able to have success. But like he said, in the
past, we’ve had success when it wasn’t early, but we end up finding it. And
being able to string some plays together and get drives going and be able
to run the ball effectively. But today, that was not the case.

What was the frustration level like for you guys on the field? You had
an early drive and put up points but just really could never get into
sync throughout the day?

Yeah, it's very frustrating. You have success and you want to continue that,
and it’s just not going the way you want it to. All you can just do is review
it, watch the film, learn from it and move on. But at the end of the day, just
wasn’t good enough on our side of the ball to be able to win. We got to be
better.

How do you stay motivated when there isn’t a playoffs to play for?

| mean, it's football. | mean, it's fun. Something that we’ve been playing
since we were kids. If you don’t get ready for the next game or you are not
excited to play, then | don’t know what to tell you. That’s just what it is. You
can’t do nothing about it. We're out of the playoffs. but we still got three
games left. Still got to go out there and play and put your best foot forward.
| ain’t laying down, I'm sure nobody else is trying to lay down. But at the end
of the day, that is just what it is right now.

Inconsistency; you win a game where things are going well and then a
couple where they don’t. How frustrating has been each week to just
kind of lack that consistency?

Yeah, | put a lot on myself. | feel like | could be better and do a lot of things
better. But at the end of the day, this is what it is. I'm always going continue
to work hard and work to continue to improve. Never going point the finger

and never going to blame anybody else. If anything, I'm gonna criticize
myself first if | do not anybody else, and that’s just what it is this year. | seen
a quote from a guy from the Detroit Pistons when he said that, ‘You work
hard for something, you might not get the reward right away. But you've
just got to keep working and believe that it will eventually happen.” And
that’s what I'll continue to do. Continue to work hard and do the best that |
can each and every day | step on the field. And when I'm away from it, just
continuing to work and knowing that, eventually what | want to happen, will
happen.

When you sit in there and take your time getting dressed before you
come in here, knowing there are two just more home games and you
don’t know what the future is. Do you ever stop and just and | know
you try to stay in the moment, but do you stop and just think like,
‘Man, it could be over?’

Yeah, definitely today you had that feeling. We had a hope of kind of slipping
in there. And then being eliminated, knowing its three games left. I've been
here my whole career. | definitely want to go out strong, which isn’t the
case. Just trying to give it my all these last three games and leave it all on
the field.

SAFETY AMANI HOOKER

That final drive, he was able to make that one play to (Devin) Singletary
to kind of get them into field goal range. How tough was that to give
up? Because, like you said, you guys were hardly giving up anything.
Yes, it's tough, because especially like if that happens earlier in the game
and you give it up, you have time to regroup and come back. But it just
sucks. It was a scramble play. He found the open guy, someone was loose,
and they just made the play.

5-9, what’s going to be the mindset for you guys for the remaining
games?

Find a way to improve and find a way to be better. Because we still have
games to play, so we can't just tuck our tails and hide. We need to hold
ourselves accountable. We have to go out, and be professionals, and do
our job.

OUTSIDE LINEBACKER ARDEN KEY

Run defense is one area where you guys didn’t hold up as well as
you have in past weeks. Was that a result of guys being sick, as you
mentioned? OR did guys just not have it today?

I mean, | feel like that wasn’t a big effect on us. | mean, our guys are tough,
so you couldn’t tell who was or not. It’s just that we came out there strong.
| saw us playing strong, it’s just that we didn’t finish, and that's what we got
to focus on. Finishing and not feeling this way anymore.

Case Keenum is obviously a veteran quarterback. He took his
lumps out there, but he kept battling. What can you say about his
performance today?

I mean, there’s a reason why they put him out there. | feel like they had faith
in him, and | feel like he did good as a quarterback. | mean, we could have
made plays on it. We just have to make when it comes to us.

WIDE RECEIVER NICK WESTBROOK-IKHINE

On why the offense struggled to run the ball today

| feel like personally, | know there were some missed assignments, just poor
technique in blocking, and stuff like that. Not being able to cover guys up.
| feel like that could have helped, if | were able to do that, just to get guys
blocked, So, the running back can run free.

Record of 5-9, with three games left, what do you guys have to do to
finish the season strong?

Yeah, | mean, we just have to take this approach of ‘next game,” and just try
to make the most of it. We have another tough opponent ahead of us, and
then a couple more division games. So, we have meaningful football left.

Ran Carthon was named the 14th general
manager in franchise history on Jan. 18, 2023. He joined the Titans after
spending six seasons with the San Francisco 49ers, including the last two
as the team’s director of player personnel.

“We are excited to add Ran to our organization as our new general
manager,” Titans controlling owner Amy Adams Strunk said upon
announcing the hire. “He brings a variety of valuable experiences to our
team — as a former player and a successful personnel executive for multiple
teams. | was impressed with his natural leadership qualities and his ability
to connect with people. With talent evaluation being critical to this role, the
roster they have built in San Francisco stands out. He played an important
role there constructing one of our league’s best teams.”

Carthon arrived bringing a range of experience from multiple teams
to Tennessee. While in San Francisco, he was the 49ers director of pro
personnel for four seasons (2017-20) and then promoted to director of
player personnel in 2021, serving in that capacity until joining the Titans.
In his role as director of player personnel, Carthon was responsible for
evaluating the top college prospects and assisting in the construction of the
pro free agent board and evaluations. He joined the 49ers when head coach
Kyle Shanahan and general manager John Lynch took over in 2017 and
played a part in the team’s three playoff appearances, two division titles
and an NFC championship in 2019. Additionally, the 49ers had nine players
account for 13 total Pro Bowl selections from 2021 (seven selections) to
2022 (six selections)—evidence of the talented roster the personnel staff
amassed.

In his first offseason with the Titans, Carthon re-worked the roster
adding wide receiver DeAndre Hopkins, tackle Andre Dillard, outside
linebacker Arden Key, linebacker Azeez Al-Shaair, cornerback Sean
Murphy-Bunting, tight end Trevon Wesco and linebacker Luke Gifford
in free agency. In his first draft, offensive lineman Peter Skoronski and
quarterback Will Levis were selected in the first two rounds.

Before joining San Francisco, Carthon spent five seasons (2012-16)
with the St. Louis/Los Angeles Rams as their director of pro personnel. He
entered the NFL scouting world as a pro scout with the Atlanta Falcons for
four years (2008-11).

As a player, Carthon spent three seasons in the NFL (2004-06)
primarily with the Indianapolis Colts, after entering the league as an
undrafted college free agent. At the University of Florida, he tallied 1,353
career rushing yards over four seasons and was part of the Gators 2000
SEC Championship team.

Carthon was raised in an NFL family with his dad, Maurice, having a
distinguished playing and coaching career. His father played for the New
York Giants and Indianapolis Colts, and he coached for New England, New
York Jets, Detroit, Dallas, Cleveland, Arizona and Kansas City.

Following his playing career, Carthon received his bachelor’s degree
in sociology from the University of Florida in 2008. As a member of the
Rams (2013) and 49ers (2018) he was selected to participate in the NFL
Career Development Symposium at the Wharton School of Business. And
in 2022, he took part in the inaugural NFL coach and front office accelerator
program.

Born Arandic Kornell Carthon in February of 1981, in Osceola, Ark., he
attended Key West High School in Key West, Florida.

Mike Vrabel Named AP 2021 NFL Coach of the Year

Video: Igniting the Fire - Who is Mike Vrabel?

Mike Vrabel was named head coach of the Titans on Jan. 20, 2018,
becoming the 19th head coach in franchise history.

Vrabel, who enters 2023 as the NFL's ninth-longest tenured head
coach with his current team, is the organization's fourth head coach to serve
for at least five complete seasons, joining Wally Lemm (1966-1970), Bum
Phillips (1975-1980) and Jeff Fisher (1994-2010). Measured against
each member of the group in years one through five of their respective
terms, Vrabel's 50 wins from 2018 to 2022 set a new benchmark, and his
.575 winning percentage (50-37) ranked second behind only Phillips, who
was 48-32 (.600) in his initial five years with the Oilers.

Vrabel finished the 2022 campaign ranked third in Titans/Oilers history
in total career wins among head coaches. His 50 wins trailed only franchise
Ring of Honor members Fisher (147) and Phillips (59).

With three playoff appearances in his first five years (2019, 2020 and
2021), Vrabel is the sixth head coach in Oilers/Titans history to coach at
least three playoff teams. The others are Fisher (six), Jack Pardee (four),
Phillips (three), Jerry Glanville (three) and Lemm (three). The Titans won
back-to-back AFC South titles in 2020 and 2021, marking the first time the
organization accomplished the feat since the Oilers won the first three AFL
Eastern division titles from 1960 to 1962.

In each of Vrabel's first five seasons, the Titans had a minimum of a
win-and-in scenario to reach the postseason entering the final week of the
regular season. The two non-playoff seasons under his leadership came
down to such circumstances in 2018 and 2022.

Situationally, Vrabel's teams have fared among the NFL leaders
in several categories. From 2018 to 2022, the Titans had a .640 winning
percentage in three-point games (16-9), which ranked second in the league

behind only the Green Bay Packers (.658). In the same period, their .855
winning percentage (47-8) in regular season games in which they had
a fourth-quarter lead tied for sixth in the NFL. Vrabel's team was 5-2 in
overtime games from 2018 through 2022, tying the Kansas City Chiefs (5-0)
for the second-most overtime wins behind the Las Vegas Raiders (7-3). On
the road, the Titans were 28-18 (.561), tying for the league's sixth-best road
record.

From 2018 to 2022, the Titans had the NFL's second-best rushing
offense, averaging 139.9 yards per game on the ground. Only the Baltimore
Ravens were better (170.8). The offense ranked first in the NFL in the red
zone, scoring touchdowns on 66.8 percent of drives inside the opponent's
20-yard line (173 of 259), and the Titans also had the NFL's ninth-best team
passer rating at 95.8.

On the other side of the ball, the Titans ranked fourth in rushing
defense from 2018 to 2022, allowing 100.2 rushing yards per contest. Also
Also in that five-year stretch, the Titans were seventh in scoring defense
(21.8 opponent points per game).

During the 2022 season, the Titans led the NFL in total number players
used for the second consecutive season. A total of 86 players took the field
for at least one game, partly as a result of 31 players being placed on injured
reserve from the time the roster was cut to 53 players through the end of the
campaign. The Titans relied heavily upon their youth, as rookies combined
for 145 games played (tied for third in the NFL) and 56 starts (sixth).

The 2022 Titans led the NFL in rushing defense for the first time as a
team since 2003. They allowed only 1,307 total rushing yards for a league-
best average of 76.9 yards per contest—the second-best finish in franchise
history (73.4 in 1960). The Titans also ranked third in third-down defense in
2022, allowing a conversion rate of 34.2 percent (77 of 225).

Vrabel Honored as NFL's Top Coach in 2021

Vrabel was named the Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year in
2021 after directing the Titans to a 12-5 record during the regular season.
The Titans won the AFC South, and they claimed the top seed in the AFC
playoff field for the first time since 2008. They did so despite needing to use
91 total players during the season—the most in NFL history in a non-strike
year. After the final preseason roster cuts through the end of the season, the
team placed 26 different players on injured reserve and 21 different players
on the reserve/COVID-19 list, plus additional practice squad players that
received those designations.

The 2021 Titans ranked second in rushing defense (84.6 yards
allowed per game), 12th in total defense (329.8), sixth on third down (36.7
percent), sixth in scoring defense (20.8 points per game) and ninth in sacks
(43). Offensively, the Titans finished fifth in rushing (141.4 yards per game)
despite missing Derrick Henry for nine games due to injury. The offense
also ranked eighth on third down (43.6 percent), fifth in the red zone (63.9
percent) and first in goal-to-go efficiency (87.5 percent).

In 2021, Vrabel joined Pardee and Glanville as the only head coaches
in team annals to preside over at least three playoff squads in their initial
four seasons as head coach, and he tied Pardee (43-26) for the most total
wins by a head coach in his first four seasons with the organization.

Titans Take the AFC South in Year 3 Under Vrabel

The Titans won the 2020 AFC South title with an 11-5 record in the
regular season, claiming their best record and first division title since going
13-3 in 2008. They finished with a 5-1 record within the division and a 6-2
mark in road games, all while navigating the challenges of the COVID-19
pandemic.

The Titans led the NFL in 2020 with a plus-11 turnover differential.
Their 23 takeaways ranked seventh in the NFL, while their 12 turnovers
were the second-fewest in the league in 2020 and tied for the ninth-lowest
number since the NFL went to a 16-game schedule in 1978.

In 2020, the Titans tied for second place in total offense (396.4 yards
per game) and ranked fourth in scoring offense (30.7 points per game).
They became the first team in NFL history to generate at least 2,500 rushing
yards (2,690) and 3,500 net passing yards (3,653) while surrendering 25 or
fewer sacks (25). Their 6,343 total yards and 381 first downs established
franchise records, while their 491 points amounted to the organization's
second-best total.

The 2020 Titans joined the 1997 Detroit Lions as the only teams in NFL
history to feature a 2,000-yard rusher, a 3,000-yard passer and a 1,000-yard
receiver. Henry led the NFL in rushing for the second consecutive season,
and his 2,027 rushing yards gave him the fifth-best total in league history.
Meanwhile, Ryan Tannehill passed for 3,819 yards, and his 106.5 passer
rating was the fifth-best number in the NFL. A.J. Brown was named to the

Pro Bowl after recording his second consecutive 1,000-yard season (1,075)
and tying for fifth place in the NFL with 11 touchdown catches.

Titans to AFC Championship Game in Vrabel's Second Season

In 2019, Vrabel became the first head coach in the organization's
history to win multiple playoff games within his first two seasons. The
Titans won a pair of road games—at New England in the wild card round
and at Baltimore in the divisional round—to advance to the 2019 AFC
championship game, falling at Kansas City to the eventual Super Bowl
champion Chiefs.

The Titans began the 2019 campaign with two wins in their first six
games but rallied to win seven of their final 10 games in the regular season.
From the time the NFL went to its current playoff format in 1990 through
2019, 345 teams went 2-4 or worse in their first six games of a season.
From that group, the Titans became only the third team to advance to a
conference championship game, joining the 2002 Titans (2-4) and the 1996
Jacksonville Jaguars (2-4).

The 2019 Titans ranked in the NFL's top 10 in scoring margin (eighth,
+71), turnover margin (sixth, +6), offensive yards per play (fourth, 6.12),
rushing offense (third, 138.9 yards per game), red zone efficiency (first,
75.6 percent), total touchdowns (tied for third, 54) and third-down defense
(eighth, 36.3 percent).

In his first season as head coach, Vrabel directed the Titans to a 9-7
record. His nine wins tied for the fourth-highest total in franchise history by
a first-year head coach.

With only 82 penalties enforced against the Titans in 2018, Vrabel's
team led the NFL and set a franchise record (16-game season) for fewest
penalties in a season. The 2018 Titans also placed third in points allowed
(18.9 per game), eighth in total defense (333.4 yards per game), sixth
in passing defense (216.9), second in red zone defense (44.7 percent
touchdown rate) and seventh in rushing offense (126.4) in the league
rankings.

Background as a Player and Coach

Vrabel arrived in Tennessee with 18 years of NFL experience, including
four seasons as a coach and 14 seasons as a player. His distinguished
playing career included three Super Bowl wins (2001, 2003 and 2004), one
Pro Bowl selection (2007) and an All-Pro honor (2007). Vrabel played in 206
NFL games and totaled 57 sacks, 496 tackles, 11 interceptions, 20 forced
fumbles, nine fumble recoveries and 10 touchdown receptions. Additionally,
his teams advanced to the playoffs eight times (20 postseason games), with
Vrabel recording eight postseason sacks and two postseason touchdown
receptions.

Vrabel joined the Titans after four seasons with the Houston Texans,
spending the first three seasons (2014-16) coaching linebackers and one
year (2017) as the team’s defensive coordinator. During his time in Houston,
the Texans built one of the best defenses in the NFL and experienced
tremendous success as a team — earning two division titles (2015, 2016).

Between 2014-16, the Texans defense ranked third in the NFL in
yards allowed per game (319.9) and net passing yards (218.4). Houston
also ranked first in third-down defense (33.6), fourth in opponent completion
percentage (59.5) and sixth in points allowed per game (19.8). The 2016
defense ranked number one in the NFL, for the first time in franchise history,
in yards allowed (301.3).

In 2017, his first year as a defensive coordinator, the Texans finished
the campaign with 19 players on injured reserve. Despite the injuries,
Vrabel led the defense to the fifth-best third-down percentage in the NFL
and a franchise-record 3.97 yards per carry by opponents. Houston also
had 18 different players record at least half a sack and 26 players tally at
least one tackle for loss.

Vrabel spent his career playing and coaching with accomplished
leaders, including Bill Belichick, Bill Cowher, Romeo Crennel, Urban
Meyer, Bill O'Brien and Todd Haley.

As the Texans linebackers coach from 2014-16, Vrabel developed
several players into top-notch performers, including Jadeveon Clowney
(Pro Bowl, 2016), Whitney Mercilus, Benardrick McKinney (second-
team All-Pro, 2016) and Brian Cushing. The 2015 Texans defense had
the top third-down defense in the NFL (28.5 percent), which was the lowest
percentage in franchise history and the lowest by any NFL team since the
2003 Titans (27.7 percent). The 2015 defense also set a franchise mark for
sacks in a season with 45 - 22.5 coming from Vrabel’s linebacking corps.

Prior to joining the NFL coaching ranks, Vrabel transitioned immediately
from an NFL player to college coach. He started as the linebacker coach
at Ohio State in 2011 and coached the defensive line from 2012-2013.
The 2012 Buckeyes finished the season undefeated at 12-0. He also was
named Big Ten Recruiter of the Year by ESPN.com in 2012.

Vrabel was selected by the Pittsburgh Steelers in the third round (91st
overall) of the 1997 NFL Draft, after his playing career at Ohio State, where
he earned All-America honors and Big Ten Conference Defensive Lineman
of the Year in both 1995 and 1996.

A native of Akron, Ohio, Vrabel attended Walsh Jesuit High School. He
and his wife, Jennifer, have two sons: Tyler and Carter.

MOST WINS IN FRANCHISE HISTORY

In 2022, Mike Vrabel passed Jack Pardee for the third-highest win
total in franchise history among head coaches. He trails only Jeff Fisher
(147) and Bum Phillips (59).

Vrabel is also the sixth head coach in Oilers/Titans history to coach at
least three playoff teams. The others are Fisher (six), Pardee (four), Phillips
(three), Jerry Glanville (three) and Wally Lemm (three).

» Bowen was promoted to defensive coordinator in
2021 after spending his first three seasons with
the Titans as outside linebackers coach.

» In 2022, the Titans led the NFL in rushing defense
for the first time since 2003, surrendering a
league-best average of 76.9 yards per contest for
the second-best finish in franchise history (73.4 in 1960). The Titans also
ranked third in third-down defense in 2022, allowing a conversion rate
of 34.2 percent (77 of 225). The 28 total starters used on defense was
the second-highest total in the NFL, and the 40 total players used on
defense led the league.

» In 2021, the Titans ranked second in rushing defense (84.6), 12th in total
defense (329.8 per game), sixth on third down (36.7 percent) and sixth
in scoring defense (20.8 points per game). They tied for ninth in sacks
(43), while outside linebacker Harold Landry Il (12 sacks) and defensive
linemen Denico Autry (nine sacks) and Jeffery Simmons (8.5) made the
Titans the only NFL team in 2021 to have three players with at least eight
sacks. Landry, Simmons and safety Kevin Byard were all named to the
Pro Bowl, with Byard adding first-team All-Pro honors.

» In 2020, he added defensive play-caller to his responsibilities as outside
linebackers coach. The Titans defense ranked seventh in the NFL with
23 takeaways, which tied for the most by a Titans defense since 2013
(25). The Titans also tallied 15 interceptions, which ranked seventh in the
NFL and the most by the Titans since 2012 (19).

» Bowen joined the Titans in 2018 after spending two seasons (2016-17)
as a defensive assistant for the Houston Texans. He arrived with nine
years of coaching experience.

» In 2016, Bowen was part of a Texans staff that produced the NFL's
number one defense (yards allowed) for the first time in franchise
history. In 2017, the defense ranked fifth in third-down defense and set a
franchise record for yards per carry by opponents (3.97).

» He also served at Kennesaw State as linebackers coach (2013-15),
at Ohio State as a defensive graduate assistant (2012). He began his
coaching career as an assistant at Georgia Tech (2009-11).

Booker joined the Titans in 2018 after spending

15 seasons in the college coaching ranks. After

two seasons as a defensive assistant, he was

promoted to safeties coach in 2020.

In 2022, Booker helped Kevin Byard lead the

Titans with four interceptions and 106 tackles. It

was Byard's second consecutive season in which he led the squad in
interceptions, and it was his third straight campaign (2020-22) leading the
defense in tackles—all under Booker's tutelage. Safety Andrew Adams,
who did not join the team until Week 3, recorded 11 starts, registered a
career-high 60 tackles, and added an interception for a touchdown.

In 2021, Booker helped Byard earn first-team All-Pro and Pro Bowl
honors. Byard became the franchise's first player to lead the team in
tackles (88) and interceptions (five) in the same season since the team
began tracking individual tackle statistics in 1974.

» Williams was promoted to assistant head coach—
defense/defensive line in 2023 after spending five
seasons as defensive line coach.

» He initially joined the Titans in 2018 with 20
previous years of coaching experience, including
six seasons in the NFL.

» In 2022, he helped the Titans lead the NFL in rushing defense, as the unit
allowed only 76.9 opponent rushing yards per game—the second-lowest
number in franchise history. Defensive tackle Jeffery Simmons was
named to his second Pro Bowl after posting 7.5 sacks, while nose tackle
Teair Tart recorded a career-high 16 starts. Defensive end DeMarcus
Walker established career highs in several categories, including 32
tackles and seven sacks.

» In 2021, the Titans defensive line accounted for 22 total sacks, including
nine sacks by Denico Autry, who tied his career high. Simmons was
named to his first career Pro Bowl after setting career highs in several
categories, including sacks (8.5).

“Since 2015 our fans and organization have called our home ‘Nissan
Stadium,” and we are proud to continue that tradition in the new stadium
as we deepen and expand our relationship with them,” said Titans Chief
Revenue Officer Adam Nuse. “The new stadium will host the world’s largest
events, as well as serve as a community hub for our local neighbors. We're
excited to have a partner like Nissan embark on this journey with us as we
look towards the future.”

The partnership will feature dedicated areas in the new stadium for
brand experiences and displays, innovative technology integration, and
involvement in Titans broadcast platforms. Nissan also will support a to-be-
determined program in the Titans’ ONE Community philanthropic platform,
which reaches Nashville’s most underrepresented and marginalized
communities with a focus on three areas — Opportunity, Neighborhoods and
Education.

During the 2019 campaign alone, they scored touchdowns on 75.6
percent (34 of 45) of their drives inside the opponent’s 20-yard line to lead
the league. That was the third-best figure in the NFL since 1991 and the
highest since the 2013 Denver Broncos (76.1 percent).

RUSHING DEFENSE SINCE 2021

Since the beginning of the 2021 season, the Titans have had one of
the NFL's stingiest defenses against the run.

In 2022, the Titans led the NFL in rushing defense for the first time
since 2003. They allowed only 1,307 total rushing yards in 17 games for a
league-best average of 76.9 yards per contest.

In 2021, the Titans placed second in the NFL in rushing defense.
Their opponents rushed for an average of 84.6 yards per contest. Only the
Baltimore Ravens (84.5) defense allowed fewer yards on the ground.

From 2021 through 2022, the Titans allowed a total of two individual
100-yard rushers—one each season. In 2021, they did not allow a 100-
yard individual rushing performance after Jacksonville's James Robinson
had 149 rushing yards in Week 5 (Oct. 10). In 2022, the New York Giants'
Saquon Barkley opened the campaign with 164 rushing yards against the
Titans, marking the first and only 100-yard game of the season by a Titans
opponent.

The Titans placed third in third-down defense in 2022. Opponents
converted 77 of 225 attempts for a rate of 34.2 percent. Only the Washington
Commanders (31.9) and Denver Broncos (34.1) were better.

They concluded 2021 ranked sixth on third down, allowing opponents
to convert on 77 of their 210 chances for a rate of 36.7 percent. Over the
final month of the 2021 campaign (Weeks 15-18), the Titans ranked third in
the NFL by allowing opponents to convert only 28.6 percent on third down
(12 of 42).

Quarterback Ryan Tannehill is in his 12th
NFL season and his fifth campaign with the Titans in
2023.

During his first four seasons in Tennessee,

Tannehill built a 36-19 record as a starting
quarterback and led the team to the postseason
three times (2019 to 2021), becoming the franchise's
first starting quarterback since Warren Moon (1987 to 1993) to direct his
team to the playoffs in at least three consecutive seasons. After appearing
in the AFC championship game as a wild card team in 2019, the Titans won
consecutive division titles in 2020 and 2021, a first for the franchise since
the Oilers took the first three AFL Eastern Division titles from 1960 to 1962.

Tannehill's 36 wins as a starting quarterback at the end of the 2022
season ranked fifth in franchise history and were more than any other
player in team annals in his first four years with the club. His win total trailed
only that of Steve McNair (76), Moon (70), Dan Pastorini (53) and George
Blanda (44).

At the conclusion of 2022, Tannehill ranked among the franchise
career leaders in several categories: first in passer rating (100.5), first
in completion percentage (66.9), sixth in passing yards (12,831), fifth in
passing touchdowns (89), sixth in passing attempts (1,623) and sixth in
completions (1,085).

Since the week of Tannehill's first start in a Titans uniform (Oct. 20,
2019) through the conclusion of 2022, Tannehill's 100.7 passer rating
ranked fourth in the NFL behind only Aaron Rodgers (106.0), Patrick
Mahomes (103.3) and Jimmy Garoppolo (100.8).

Tannehill started every game from Week 7 of the 2019 campaign
through the sixth game of 2022. His 49 consecutive starts in the regular
season broke McNair's record (2001-03) for the most in franchise history by
a starting quarterback.

In 2021, he placed third on the franchise's single-season passing
charts in attempts (531), completions (357) and completion percentage
(67.2), and he ranked fourth with 3,734 passing yards. He became the only
quarterback other than Moon (1989—-1991) to record multiple seasons with
at least 3,500 passing yards with the franchise. Additionally, he rushed for
270 yards, and his seven rushing touchdowns ranked second among NFL
signal callers behind Jalen Hurts' 10. Tannehill was the first quarterback in
franchise annals with at least seven rushing touchdowns in back-to-back
seasons.

After receiving a multi-year contract extension during the 2020
offseason, Tannehill responded with 16 starts for the first time since 2015 and
produced one of the best seasons of any quarterback in franchise history.
A Titans team captain for the first time, his statistics finished in the top five
of several of the organization's single-season record lists, including 40 total
touchdowns (first), a 106.5 passer rating (second), 3,819 passing yards
(third), 33 touchdown passes (tied for second), 65.5 completion percentage
(fourth) and 7.9 yards per attempt (tied for fifth). Tannehill became the fourth
player in NFL history with a passer rating of at least 106.0 in consecutive
seasons, joining Drew Brees (2018-20), Russell Wilson (2018-19) and
Rodgers (2011-12).

Also in 2020, Tannehill and Buffalo's Josh Allen became the fourth
and fifth quarterbacks in NFL history with at least 3,800 passing yards, 33
passing touchdowns and seven rushing touchdowns in the same season.
Only Cam Newton (2015), Daunte Culpepper (2000) and Steve Young
(1994) had done so previously.

In 2019, Tannehill set single-season franchise records and led the
NFL with a 117.5 passer rating and a passing average of 9.6 yards per

attempt. His passer rating was the fourth-highest figure in NFL history
among qualifiers. Additionally, he set a club record and placed third in the
NFL with a 70.3 completion percentage.

Tannehill was named AFC Offensive Player of the Month for
December 2019 and was named to his first career Pro Bowl. He also won
the Associated Press Comeback Player of the Year Award.

Originally a first-round selection (eighth overall) by the Miami Dolphins
in the 2012 NFL Draft, Tannehill was acquired by the Titans in a trade with
the Dolphins on March 15, 2019. The Titans sent a 2019 seventh-round pick
and a 2020 fourth-round selection to Miami in exchange for Tannehill and a
2019 sixth-rounder.

Over his seven seasons in Miami, he started 88 games, threw for
20,434 yards and 123 touchdowns, and rushed for 1,210 yards and six
scores. When he left Miami, he ranked second in franchise history behind
Chad Pennington in both career completion percentage (62.8) and career
passer rating (87.0). He authored 13 game-winning drives for the Dolphins.

From 2012 through 2015, Tannehill's passing yardage total—15,460
yards—was the third highest mark in NFL history for a player's first four
seasons, behind only Peyton Manning and Dan Marino. Tannehill’s two
4,000-yard passing seasons (2015 and 2014) were the only ones recorded
by a Dolphins quarterback other than Marino (six times). The Dolphins
reached the playoffs in 2016, breaking an eight-year postseason drought.

A native of Big Spring, Texas, Tannehill attended Texas A&M, where
he earned honorable mention All-America honors as a senior. He played
both quarterback and wide receiver, passing for 5,450 yards and 42
touchdowns and adding 112 receptions for 1,596 yards and 10 scores.

2023 Game Notes:

» At New Orleans (9/10), completed 16 of 34 passes for 198 yards with
three interceptions and added three rushing attempts for five yards. In the
second quarter, he completed a screen pass to Derrick Henry for a 46-yard
gain.

» Against the Los Angeles Chargers (9/17), completed 20 of 24 passes
for 246 yards and one touchdown. He set a new career high and ranked
fourth in franchise history in single-game completion percentage (minimum
20 attempts) with a rate of 83.3 percent. In leading an overtime win, he was
credited with his 27th career game-winning drive (14th with the Titans),
including the regular season and postseason. His 123.3 passer rating
against the Chargers gave him 23 career games with a passer rating of
120.0 or better (minimum 20 attempts). He registered the 16th game of
his career in which he completed at least one touchdown pass and rushed
for at least one touchdown. In the second quarter, he completed a 70-
yard pass to Treylon Burks for the ninth-longest pass of his career and the
team’s longest completion since Tannehill and Corey Davis connected for
a 75-yard touchdown against Detroit on Dec. 20, 2020. In the third quarter,
he rushed for a 12-yard touchdown, his first of the season and the 27th
rushing touchdown of his career. He completed a 49-yard pass to Chris
Moore in the fourth quarter to help set up his four-yard touchdown pass to
Nick Westbrook-lkhine. During the contest, he surpassed Marcus Mariota
(1,110 completions) for fourth place on the franchise's all-time completions
list and also eclipsed Mariota (13,207 passing yards) for fifth place on the
franchise's all-time passing yards list.

QB WINS, FIRST FOUR SEASONS

In 2022, Titans quarterback Ryan Tannehill improved to 36-19 as a
starter since he was traded from the Dolphins to the Titans in 2019.

Tannehill is off to arguably the best beginning to any quarterback’s
tenure in franchise history. He has more regular season wins—36—than
any other starting signal caller in franchise history over the player’s first
four years with the club, surpassing George Blanda, who won 34 regular
season starts for the Oilers from 1960 to 1963.

Tannehill moved past Vince Young (30 wins) for fifth place on the
team’s all-time wins list for starting quarterbacks. He trails only Steve
McNair (76), Warren Moon (70), Dan Pastorini (53) and Blanda (44).

GAMES WITH A 130 PASSER RATING

During the 2019 campaign, Ryan Tannehill produced a streak of four
consecutive games with a passer rating greater than 130. The run included
a 133.9 passer rating against the Kansas City Chiefs (Nov. 10), a 155.8
against the Jacksonville Jaguars (Nov. 24), a 131.2 at the Indianapolis Colts
(Dec. 1) and a 140.4 at the Oakland Raiders (Dec. 8).

In franchise history, no quarterback prior to Tannehill had ever produced
four consecutive starts with a passer rating of 130 or better (minimum 10
attempts per game).

BAUGH, MONTANA & TANNEHILL

During the 2019 season, Titans quarterback Ryan Tannehill
accomplished a statistical feat only reached previously by a pair of Pro
Football Hall of Fame quarterbacks.

Tannehill's season statistics included a 70.3 completion percentage
and an average of 9.6 yards per passing attempt.

In the history of the NFL, only two previous qualifying passers have
enjoyed a season in which they completed at least 70.0 percent of their
passes and averaged at least 9.0 yards per attempt: Sammy Baugh and
Joe Montana.

Montana led the San Francisco 49ers to a Super Bowl XXIV title and
won the NFL MVP award following a 1989 season in which he completed
70.2 percent of his passes (271 of 386) and averaged 9.1 yards per attempt
(3,521 yards).

Baugh directed the Washington Redskins to the NFL Championship
game in 1945, while completing 70.3 percent of his passes (128 of 182) and
averaging 9.2 yards per attempt (1,669 yards).

Quarterback Will Levis was selected by the
Titans in the second round (33rd overall) of the 2023
NFL Draft. He was the fourth quarterback chosen
in the draft after the Titans traded up in the second
round to select him.

Prior to entering the NFL, Levis spent
two seasons at the University of Kentucky after
transferring from Penn State. In four combined college seasons, he
appeared in 39 games with 26 starts. He completed 479 of his 738 passes
(64.9 percent) for 5,876 yards with 46 touchdowns and 25 interceptions. He
also rushed for 742 yards and 17 touchdowns.

At Kentucky, Levis went 17-7 as a starter, tying Terry Wilson for the
second-most quarterback wins since 1993. The two-time team captain
completed 418 of 636 passes for 5,233 yards with 43 passing touchdowns
and 11 rushing scores for the Wildcats. His six 300-yard passing games
were the fourth-most in school history.

As a senior in 2022, he started 11 games at quarterback and
connected on 185 of 283 passes for 2,406 yards with 19 passing scores,
while ranking fourth in the SEC in pass efficiency (151.9). He finished fifth
in the SEC with 19 passing scores.

As a junior in 2021, he transferred from Penn State to Kentucky and
started in all 13 games, helping to lead UK to 10 wins for the fourth time in
school history. He totaled 3,203 yards total offense, becoming the seventh
player in school history to reach 3,000 yards of total offense in a season.
He was 233-0f-353 passing for 2,826 yards and 24 touchdowns, and he
also registered 107 rushes for 376 yards and a team-high tying nine rushing
touchdowns.

He is a native of Madison, Conn.

2023 Game Notes:

» Against Atlanta (10/29), recorded a start in the first game of his NFL
career, becoming the 12th rookie starting quarterback in franchise history
and the first since Malik Willis at Houston on Oct. 30, 2022. He completed
19 of 29 passes for 238 yards and four touchdowns without throwing an
interception. His passer rating of 130.5 was the best in franchise history
among qualifying players (minimum 20 attempts) in the first start of a
rookie season. He became the fifth player in NFL history with a minimum
20 attempts and a passer rating of 130.0 or better in his first NFL game,
joining San Francisco’s Nick Mullens (151.9 vs. Oakland on Nov. 1, 2018),
Minnesota’s Fran Tarkenton (148.6 vs. Chicago on Sept. 17, 1961),
Washington’s Robert Griffin 11l (139.9 at New Orleans on Sept. 9, 2012)
and St. Louis’ Marc Bulger (134.1 vs. Oakland on Oct. 13, 2002). Levis
also became the third player to record four touchdown passes in his NFL
debut, joining Tarkenton and the Titans’ Marcus Mariota. He registered
his first NFL touchdown pass in the first quarter on a 47-yard bomb to
DeAndre Hopkins. He added touchdown passes to Hopkins of 16 yards
in the second quarter and 61 yards in the third quarter. He also tossed
a 33-yard touchdown pass to Nick Westbrook-lkhine in the fourth quarter

to join San Francisco’s Brock Purdy (Oct. 8 vs. Dallas) and Miami’'s Tua
Tagovailoa (Sept. 24 vs. Denver) as the NFL’s only quarterbacks to date
in 2023 to complete a touchdown pass in all four quarters of a game. Levis
became the first Titans quarterback to accomplish the feat since at least
the beginning of the 2000 season. Levis was the first Titans quarterback
with four touchdown passes in a game since Ryan Tannehill at Houston
on Jan. 9, 2022. He also rushed for 11 yards on seven attempts, including
quarterback sneaks for first downs on each of his first two career rushing
attempts. He was named the NFL Rookie of the Week for Week 8.

> At Pittsburgh (11/2), registered his second career start, becoming the
11th rookie in franchise history with two starts at quarterback. Within the
franchise’s “Titans era” (1999-present), he joined Vince Young (2006),
Zach Mettenberger (2014), Marcus Mariota (2015) and Malik Willis (2022)
as the only two-game rookie starters at quarterback. On Thursday Night
Football, he completed 22 of 39 passes for 262 yards with one interception
and had seven completions of 20-plus yards. During a touchdown drive in
the second quarter, he delivered a 23-yard pass to Nick Westbrook-Ikhine.
In the final minute of the first half, he recorded completions of 24 and 21
yards to Kyle Philips on consecutive plays to help set up a field goal. In
the fourth quarter, he completed a 21-yard pass to Treylon Burks from the
team’s own eight-yard line and added a 29-yard pass to Chris Moore. Levis
directed at least one scoring drive in each of his first seven quarters after
entering the starting lineup on Oct. 29 against Atlanta. The streak ended in
the fourth quarter at Pittsburgh.

» AtTampa Bay (11/12), became the eighth rookie quarterback in franchise
history to start at least three games. He completed 19 of 39 passes for 199
yards with one interception. In the fourth quarter, he found Kyle Philips for
gains of 23 and 29 yards. Among eight rookies in franchise history with at
least three starts at quarterback, his 699 passing yards through his first
three starts ranked third behind only Marcus Mariota’s 833 yards (2015)
and Zach Mettenberger’s 741 yards (2014).

» At Jacksonville (11/19), completed 13 of 17 passes for 158 yards
with two touchdowns and no interceptions for a passer rating of 143.8.
On the final play of the third quarter, he connected with DeAndre Hopkins
on a 43-yard touchdown pass. In the fourth quarter, he tossed a two-yard
touchdown pass to Jeffery Simmons. It gave him six touchdown passes
through four games.

» Against Carolina (11/26), completed 18 of 28 passes for 185 yards
without throwing an interception (83.2 passer rating). In the first quarter,
he delivered a 25-yard pass to Chig Okonkwo to set up a touchdown. In
the fourth quarter, he found Chris Moore for a 22-yard connection. He also
completed a pair of 19-yard strikes to DeAndre Hopkins.

» Against Indianapolis (12/3), completed 16 of 33 passes for 224
yards with one touchdown and no interceptions (80.9 passer rating). He
registered his third consecutive game without throwing an interception. In
the fourth quarter, he tallied his seventh touchdown pass of the season on a
three-yard strike to DeAndre Hopkins. During the first drive of the game, he
found Chig Okonkwo for a 39-yard completion to help set up a touchdown.
In the second quarter, he tossed a 27-yard pass to Hopkins, leading to a
touchdown on the next snap. In the fourth quarter, Levis completed a 28-
yard pass to Nick Westbrook-lkhine during a touchdown drive. After losing a
fumble to defensive end Samson Ebukam in the first quarter, he recovered
a fumble by Ebukam to give the Titans possession and a first down.

» At Miami (12/11), completed 23 of 38 passes for 327 yards and a
touchdown with one interception (86.2 passer rating). He registered the
fifth 300-yard passing game by a rookie in franchise history, joining Marcus
Mariota (two in 2015), Zach Mettenberger (2014) and Jacky Lee (1960) as
the team's only rookies to do so. He became the fourth rookie quarterback
in franchise history to start at least seven games, joining Dan Pastorini
(eight starts in 1971), Vince Young (13 starts in 2006) and Marcus Mariota
(12 starts in 2015). He was the franchise's first rookie starting quarterback
to win a primetime game since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger. Tallying seven
completions of 20-plus yards, he registered the team’s first 300-yard
individual passing performance since Ryan Tannehill’'s 333 passing yards
at Green Bay on Nov. 17, 2022. In the second quarter, he led a 14-play, 86-
yard touchdown drive that included a 22-yard completion to Chris Moore.
He also rushed twice for 16 yards on the drive. He tossed a 45-yard pass to
DeAndre Hopkins to set up a field goal as time expired in the first half. With
less than three minutes remaining in the fourth quarter, he led the team
back from a 14-point deficit (27-13), engineering a pair of touchdown drives.
He completed a three-yard touchdown pass to DeAndre Hopkins with 2:40
on the clock, immediately followed by a completion to Nick Westbrook-
Ikhine for a two-point conversion. On the offense’s next drive, he led a 64-
yard march for a touchdown that included back-to-back passes of 36 yards
to Hopkins and 16 yards to Chig Okonkwo. A Derrick Henry touchdown run
and subsequent extra point gave Levis the first game-winning drive of his
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career. Levis became the first NFL rookie quarterback to pass for 300 or
more yards on Monday Night Football. Previously, the most passing yards
in a Monday night game by a rookie were 291 by Chicago’s Justin Fields at
Pittsburgh on Nov. 8, 2021.

» Against Houston (12/17), completed 17 of 26 passes for 199 yards with
one interception and added 25 rushing yards and his first career touchdown
on four attempts. On the team’s first drive, he completed a 37-yard pass to
Treylon Burks and a 33-yarder to Nick Westbrook-lkhine to help set up his
one-yard rushing touchdown. He became the fourth rookie quarterback in
franchise history to start at least eight games, joining Dan Pastorini (eight
starts in 1971), Vince Young (13 starts in 2006) and Marcus Mariota (12
starts in 2015).

He completed 31 of 61 passes for
276 yards with three interceptions and also rushed
for 123 yards and a touchdown.

» He was the third quarterback drafted in 2022 after
the Titans traded up four spots in the third round to select him.

» Willis spent three total years at Liberty, including a 2019 redshirt
campaign, after transferring from Auburn. In four total seasons, he
registered 38 games played with 23 starts, completing 388 of 618 passes
for 5,186 yards and 48 touchdowns with 18 interceptions. He also rushed
for 2,131 yards and 29 touchdowns on 366 career rushing attempts.

» During his two seasons as Liberty’s starting signal caller, he directed the
Flames to a 17-6 record in 23 starts, including two bowl victories. During
those two seasons he led the FBS with 74 total passing (47) and rushing
(27) touchdowns.

» In his final season at Liberty in 2021, Willis led the Flames to an 8-5
record and a bowl win. He completed 207 of 339 passes for 2,857 yards
and 27 touchdowns to go along with 197 rushing attempts for 878 yards
and 13 touchdowns.

» Willis was named the 2021 Bobby Bowden Trophy winner. The award
is presented annually to “a college football player who epitomizes a
student-athlete of faith and conducts himself as an exemplary model in the
classroom, on the field, on the campus and in the community.”

» As a junior in 2020, he started all 10 games in which he played in his
first season as Liberty’s quarterback after sitting out 2019 due to transfer
rules. He won each of his first seven career starts and completed 170 of
265 passes for 2,260 yards, 20 touchdowns and six interceptions during the
season. He added 141 rushing attempts for 944 yards and 14 touchdowns,
leading all FBS quarterbacks in rushing yards and touchdowns.

» He is a native of Atlanta, Ga.

» Against Baltimore (10/15), entered the game with 12:49 on the clock
in the fourth quarter and completed four of his five passes for 74 yards,
including a 48-yard completion to Tyjae Spears. He added 17 rushing yards
on three attempts.

Running back Derrick Henry is in his eighth
NFL season in 2023. He was selected by the Titans
with the 45th overall pick in the second round of the
2016 NFL Draft.

From the time he entered the NFL in 2016
through 2022, Henry rushed for 8,335 yards and 78
yards on 1,750 attempts. No NFL player rushed for
more yards or touchdowns than he did during that timespan.

Henry's 78 career rushing touchdowns and 81 total touchdowns
(three receiving) at the conclusion of the 2022 campaign were the most in
franchise history. He also finished the season third in career rushing yards
behind only Eddie George (10,009) and Earl Campbell (8,574).

Henry tallied 34 100-yard rushing games from 2016 to 2022 (regular
season), which ranks fourth in team annals behind Campbell (39), George
(36) and Chris Johnson (35). Additionally, Henry has authored three
career postseason performances with 100-plus rushing yards. Henry's six
career 200-yard rushing games are tied with O.J. Simpson and Adrian
Peterson for the most in NFL history, and his six career games with at least
200 rushing yards and at least two rushing touchdowns are the most.

Henry was named to his third Pro Bowl in 2022 after finishing the
season with 1,538 yards and 13 touchdowns on 349 rushing attempts (4.4
avg.). He finished second in the NFL in rushing yards behind Las Vegas
Raiders tailback Josh Jacobs (1,653). His yardage total was the third-best
of his career and ranked sixth in franchise history. With a career-high 398
receiving yards, his 1,936 scrimmage yards ranked fifth in franchise history
and was the second-best number of his career (2,141 in 2020). His nine
100-yard rushing games ranked fifth in franchise history.

In 2021, Henry's season was affected by a foot injury that caused
him to be placed on injured reserve for the final nine games of the regular
season. Prior to the injury, he was leading the NFL with 937 rushing yards
and 10 rushing touchdowns, numbers that still ranked ninth and tied for
sixth, respectively, at the conclusion of the regular season. He returned to
start in the team's divisional playoff contest and rushed for 62 yards and one
score.

Henry was honored in 2021 with his first career nomination for the
NFL's Walter Payton Man of the Year Award.

In 2020, Henry was named the Associated Press NFL Offensive Player
of the Year after an historic campaign in which he totaled 378 rushing
attempts for 2,027 yards and 17 touchdowns. His rushing yardage total
established a new franchise record and led the NFL. As the eighth player in
NFL annals to hit the 2,000-yard mark, his 2,027 yards finished fifth on the
all-time single-season rushing charts. He was recognized with his second
consecutive Pro Bowl, named first-team Associated Press All-Pro, and won
the FedEx Ground Player of the Year Award for the second consecutive
year.

Henry was a first-time team captain in 2020. He started all 16 regular
season games for the first time and became the first player since Tomlinson
(2006-07) to lead the NFL in rushing yards in consecutive years. He was
the first player in more than 50 years to lead the league in rushing yards,
attempts and rushing touchdowns in consecutive seasons and the fifth
player ever to do so. The most recent prior to him was Cleveland’s Leroy
Kelly from 1967 to 1968.

Henry's 17 rushing touchdowns in 2020 set a career high and finished
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as the second-best total in franchise history behind Campbell’s 19 rushing
touchdowns in 1979.

In 2019, Henry was named to his first Pro Bowl and added second-
team Associated Press All-Pro honors after leading the NFL in rushing. In
15 games, he totaled 1,540 yards on 303 carries (5.1 avg.), joining Billy
Cannon (AFL, 1961), Campbell (1978-80) and Johnson (2009) as the
only running backs in franchise history to lead their respective leagues in
rushing. At the time, Henry's single-season total ranked fourth in franchise
annals behind Johnson's 2009 total (2,006) and Campbell's 1979 (1,697)
and 1980 (1,934) performances.

With 16 rushing touchdowns in 2019, Henry tied for the NFL lead
(Aaron Jones). Adding his two receiving touchdowns, his 18 total
touchdowns were third in the NFL and tied for second in franchise annals
(19 by Campbell in 1979; 18 by Bill Groman in 1961).

Henry's performance late in the 2019 season was instrumental in the
team's run to the AFC championship game. Over the final six games of
the regular season plus three playoff appearances, Henry registered seven
100-yard games. During a three-game stretch (Dec. 29 at Houston, Jan. 4
at New England and Jan. 11 at Baltimore), he became the first player in NFL
history to rush for at least 180 yards in three consecutive regular season
and/or postseason games.

Henry authored his first career 1,000-yard season in 2018 and the
28th 1,000-yard rushing season in franchise history, totaling 1,059 yards
and 12 touchdowns on 215 carries—all then-career highs.

His 2018 rushing yardage ranked second in the AFC to Joe Mixon’s
1,168 yards, and he finished seventh in the NFL. Henry’s 12 rushing
touchdowns tied James Connor for third place in the NFL behind Todd
Gurley (17) and Alvin Kamara (14).

Henry was named AFC Offensive Player of the Month for December
2018. His 625 rushing yards in the month were the most by any NFL player
in any month during the season.

Against the Jacksonville Jaguars on Dec. 6, 2018, Henry recorded
one of the greatest single games in franchise history in front of a national
primetime television audience. He broke Johnson's single-game franchise
record (228) with 238 rushing yards, including a 99-yard touchdown run—
one of his four touchdowns in the contest. He joined Tony Dorsett as the
only two players in NFL history to rush for a 99-yard score.

In 2017, Henry shared time in the Titans backfield with DeMarco
Murray. Henry led the team with 744 rushing yards on 176 carries, and
he added 11 receptions for 136 yards and a touchdown. His five rushing
touchdowns tied for second on the club.

As a rookie in 2016, Henry played in 15 games with one start, splitting
reps in the backfield with Murray. He carried the ball 110 times for 490 yards
and five touchdowns and added 137 yards on 13 receptions. Henry became
the third rookie for the franchise in the “Titans era” to score at least five
touchdowns in a season, joining Vince Young (seven rushing touchdowns
in 2006) and Johnson (nine rushing and one receiving in 2008).

The Heisman Trophy winner played three seasons (2013-2015) at the
University of Alabama, where he set numerous school and SEC records
while helping his team win a National Championship in 2015. He played in 39

games and totaled 602 carries for 3,591 yards and 42 rushing touchdowns
and added 285 yards on 17 career receptions with three receiving scores.
During Alabama’s victory over Clemson in the 2016 College Football Playoff
National Championship, he broke Shaun Alexander’s record for most
career rushing yards in Alabama history.

In his final collegiate season, Henry rushed for an Alabama and
Southeastern Conference record 2,219 yards, which led the nation and
ranked fifth in FBS history. He recorded 100-yard rushing games 10
times and had four 200-yard games during the season. His 28 rushing
touchdowns were a national best and an SEC record, snapping Tim Tebow
and Tre Mason’s old mark of 23. In addition to the Heisman, he also won
the Doak Walker Award, Walter Camp Award and Maxwell Award, among a
multitude of other honors.

Henry is a native of Yulee, Fla.

2023 Game Notes:

» At New Orleans (9/10), led the team with 119 scrimmage yards,
including 63 rushing yards on 15 carries and 56 receiving yards on a pair of
catches. He registered his 43rd career game with at least 100 scrimmage
yards. His 18-yard run in the first quarter helped set up a Titans field goal.
In the second quarter, he took a screen pass 46 yards to record the fifth-
longest reception of his career.

» Against the Los Angeles Chargers (9/17), led the team with 95
scrimmage yards, including a team-high 80 rushing yards on 25 attempts
and three receptions for 15 yards. It was the 36th regular-season game of
his career with a minimum of 80 rushing yards and a rushing touchdown. He
scored his first touchdown of the season and the 79th rushing touchdown of
his career on a one-yard plunge in the second quarter.

» At Cleveland (9/24), rushed for 20 yards on 11 attempts.

» Against Cincinnati (10/1), totaled 122 rushing yards and one touchdown
on 22 carries (5.5 avg.) and added one reception for 11 yards. He also
completed a two-yard touchdown pass. Early in the third quarter, he moved
past Earl Campbell (8,574 rushing yards with the franchise) for second place
on the franchise’s all-time rushing list behind only Eddie George (10,009).
In the second quarter, he rushed for a 29-yard touchdown to give him a
franchise-best 80 career rushing touchdowns. He became the seventh
NFL player in the Super Bowl era (1966—present) to reach 8,000 rushing
yards and 80 rushing touchdowns within his first eight seasons, joining
Eric Dickerson, Barry Sanders, Emmitt Smith, Shaun Alexander, LaDainian
Tomlinson and Adrian Peterson. Henry took a shotgun snap and completed
a two-yard touchdown pass to tight end Josh Whyle with 10 seconds
remaining in the first half. It was Henry’s third career touchdown pass in the
regular season in addition to one in the postseason. He became the sixth
running back in NFL history to rush for at least one touchdown and pass for
at least one touchdown in multiple games during his career (at Green Bay
on Nov. 17, 2022), joining Tomlinson (five games), Chuck Muncie (three),
Walter Payton (three), Jerome Bettis (two) and Clinton Portis (two). His 38th
career 100-yard rushing game, including regular season (35) and playoffs
(three), tied Eddie George (38 total) for the second-most such games in
franchise history, trailing only Earl Campbell (40). His 35th 100-yard rushing
performance in the regular season tied Chris Johnson's mark for the third-
most in franchise history, behind only Campbell (39) and George (36).

» At Indianapolis (10/8), led the offense with 43 rushing yards on 13
carries and added three receptions for 19 yards. In the first half, he moved
into second place in franchise history in career scrimmage yards, surpassing
Chris Johnson's career total (9,968). Henry finished the game with 10,008
career scrimmage yards, second only to Eddie George (12,153) in franchise
annals.

» Against Baltimore (10/15), led the team with 97 yards on 12 rushing
attempts, including a touchdown. He added 16 yards on a pair of receptions
to account for 113 scrimmage yards. In the third quarter, he took a shotgun
snap and raced 64 yards to set up a field goal. It was his ninth career
rushing attempt of 60-plus yards, the highest total in the NFL since 2016.
He also scored on a 15-yard run in the third quarter. His 81st career rushing
touchdown matched Ottis Anderson and Frank Gore for the 19th-highest
total in NFL history.

» Against Atlanta (10/29), led the team with 101 rushing yards on 22
carries (4.6 avg.) and added four receptions for 21 yards. He registered
his 39th total 100-yard rushing game, including regular season (36) and
playoffs (three). He surpassed Eddie George (38 total) for the second-most
such games in franchise history, trailing only Earl Campbell (40). His 36th
such regular-season game eclipsed Chris Johnson's mark (35) and tied
George (36) for the second-most in franchise history, behind only Campbell
(39). He logged his fourth game of 2023 (46th career game) with at least
100 scrimmage yards.

> At Pittsburgh (11/2), led the team with 75 rushing yards and one
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touchdown on 17 carries. He added three receptions for 27 yards to give
him 102 total scrimmage yards. In the second quarter, he scored on a two-
yard run for his 82nd career rushing touchdown, tying Corey Dillon for the
18th highest total in NFL history. He tallied his third consecutive game with
100 or more scrimmage yards and his 47th career game (regular season)
with 100-plus scrimmage yards. In doing so, he surpassed Chris Johnson
(46) for the second-most 100-yard scrimmage games in franchise history
behind only Eddie George (54). He caught a screen pass for a 23-yard gain
in the third quarter.

» At Tampa Bay (11/12), led the team with 24 rushing yards on 11
attempts.

» At Jacksonville (11/19), tied for the team lead with 38 rushing yards on
10 attempts. He added one reception for six yards. In the fourth quarter, he
helped set up a Titans touchdown with a 16-yard rushing attempt.

» Against Carolina (11/26), led the team with 76 yards and two touchdowns
on 18 attempts. He reached the end zone on a one-yard rushing attempt in
the first quarter and scored his second touchdown of the game and his sixth
rushing touchdown of the season on a 10-yard run in the second quarter.
With his 83rd and 84th career rushing touchdowns, he surpassed Corey
Dillon (82) and Jim Taylor (83) for the 17th highest total in NFL history.
In the first quarter, he moved past the 9,000-yard career rushing mark
to become the 38th player in NFL history to reach the plateau. He also
became the eighth player in NFL history to reach 9,000 rushing yards and
80 rushing touchdowns before celebrating his 30th birthday, joining Adrian
Peterson, Barry Sanders, Emmitt Smith, Jim Brown, LaDainian Tomlinson,
Eric Dickerson and Marshall Faulk. It was his 21st career game with at least
two rushing touchdowns, equaling Barry Sanders and Marshall Faulk for the
11th-highest total by a player since the 1970 NFL-AFL merger. He joined
Marshall Faulk, LaDainian Tomlinson, Eddie George and Ricky Watters as
the only NFL players in the Super Bowl era (since 1966) with at least five
rushing touchdowns in each of their first eight career seasons.

» Against Indianapolis (12/3), led the team with 102 rushing yards and
two touchdowns on 21 attempts (4.9 avg.). He added one reception for 18
yards to give him 120 scrimmage yards in the contest. He exited the game
in the fourth quarter with an injury. It was his 40th total 100-yard rushing
game, including regular season (37) and playoffs (three), which tied Earl
Campbell (40) for the most such games in franchise history. His 37th 100-
yard rushing performance in the regular season surpassed Eddie George
(36) for the second-most in franchise history, behind only Campbell (39).
Henry went over the 1,000-yard scrimmage mark for the sixth consecutive
season, logging his sixth game of 2023 with 100 or more scrimmage yards
and his 48th career game (regular season) with 100-plus scrimmage yards.
In franchise history, only Eddie George (54) has more. He scored on a 22-
yard carry in the first quarter and a five-yard carry in the second quarter,
marking the fifth time in his career he rushed for multiple touchdowns in the
first half of a game. It was the second consecutive week in which he rushed
for two touchdowns. With his 85th and 86th career rushing touchdowns, he
moved past Marshawn Lynch (85) and tied Priest Holmes (86) for 15th place
the NFL’s all-time list for career rushing touchdowns. His 86 career rushing
touchdowns put him in a tie with Eric Dickerson (86) and Adrian Peterson
(86) for the fifth-most by a player in his first eight career seasons in NFL
history, behind only LaDainian Tomlinson (126), Emmitt Smith (112), Jim
Brown (89) and Shaun Alexander (100). Henry also became the sixth player
in NFL annals with at least eight rushing touchdowns in six consecutive
seasons, joining LaDainian Tomlinson (nine seasons), Jim Brown (seven),
Emmitt Smith (seven), Adrian Peterson (seven) and Melvin Gordon (six).
» At Miami (12/11), rushed for 34 yards and two touchdowns on 17 carries
and added one reception for 17 yards. In the second quarter, he crossed
the goal line on a one-yard run, and later he helped the Titans win the
game with a three-yard rushing touchdown with 1:49 remaining in the fourth
quarter. The touchdown tied the game, and the extra point provided the
winning margin in the 28-27 finish. With his 87th and 88th career rushing
touchdowns, he surpassed Priest Holmes (86) for 15th place in NFL history.
Eric Dickerson (90) and Curtis Martin (90) are the next two players directly
in front of Henry on the all-time list, tied for 13th place. With two rushing
touchdowns in three consecutive games, he matched the best streak of his
career (Sept. 27—Oct. 18, 2020). Henry, Earl Campbell (1980) and Chris
Johnson (2009) are the franchise’s only players to do so, and Henry is
the only one from the group to accomplish the feat twice. With  his ninth
and 10th rushing touchdowns of the season, he became the third player
in NFL history to record 10 or more rushing touchdowns in six consecutive
seasons, joining LaDainian Tomlinson (nine seasons) and Adrian Peterson
(seven). He also joined Tomlinson (eight seasons from 2001-08) and
Peterson (seven seasons from 2007-13) as the only players in NFL annals
with 1,000 scrimmage yards and 10 rushing touchdowns in six consecutive
seasons.

» Against Houston (12/17), rushed for nine yards on 16 attempts and

also totaled one yard on a team-high four receptions. With 16 rushing
attempts, he finished the game with 1,980 career attempts to pass Earl
Campbell (1,979) for the second-highest total in franchise history behind
Eddie George (2,733).

Titans running back Derrick Henry won the NFL's 2020 rushing title
with 2,027 yards in 2020, outdistancing the next-closest competitor by 470
yards (1,557 by Dalvin Cook).

Henry became the first player to lead the NFL in rushing in consecutive
seasons since LaDainian Tomlinson in 2006 and 2007. Since the 1970
AFL-NFL merger, Henry is the eighth different player to lead the league in
rushing in back-to-back seasons. The listincludes Tomlinson, O.J. Simpson

Led the NFL and set a franchise record with 2,027 rushing yards

in 2020, becoming the eighth player in league annals to rush for at

least 2,000 yards in a season. His 2,027 rushing yards gave him
the fifth-highest total in NFL history behind Eric Dickerson’s 2,105

(1984), Adrian Peterson’s 2,097 (2012), Jamal Lewis’ 2,066 (2003)
and Barry Sanders’ 2,053 (1997). Henry broke Chris Johnson’s
franchise mark of 2,006 rushing yards in 2009.

Named the Associated Press NFL Offensive Player of the Year and
was named to his second consecutive Pro Bowl. He won his second

consecutive FedEx Ground Player of the Year Award and added first-
team AP All-Pro honors. Additionally, he earned first-team All-Pro
honors from Pro Football Focus, Pro Football Writers of America and
Sporting News and was the 101 Awards AFC Offensive Player of the
Year.

Became the first player since LaDainian Tomlinson (2006-07) to lead

the NFL in rushing yards in consecutive seasons. Henry previously led
the league in 2019 with 1,540 rushing yards.

Became the fifth all-time NFL player to lead the NFL in rushing yards,
attempts and rushing touchdowns in consecutive seasons. It is a feat
that had not been attained since Cleveland’s Leroy Kelly did it from
1967 to 1968. The only other players to achieve it are Jim Brown
(1958-59), Steve Van Buren (1947-49) and Bill Paschal (1943-44).

Established a single-game franchise record with 250 rushing yards on
Jan. 3 at Houston. He broke his own club record of 238 rushing yards,

established against the Jacksonville Jaguars on Dec. 6, 2018. Henry’s
250 rushing yards tied for the 13th-best single-game total in the NFL
since 1948.

Became the first player in NFL history with five career games with at
least 200 rushing yards and two rushing touchdowns.

Became the fourth player in NFL history with at least five career 200-
yard rushing games, joining O.J. Simpson (six), Adrian Peterson
(six) and Tiki Barber (five).

Set a career high with 17 rushing touchdowns in 2020, finishing with
the second-best total in franchise history behind Earl Campbell’s 19
rushing touchdowns in 1979.

Finished the 2020 season with 1,221 rushing yards in road games. the

most by any NFL running back since 1948. The previous high was held
by Eric Dickerson, who had 1,087 rushing yards in road games for

the Los Angeles Rams in 1984.

Dating back to 2019, he had a streak of nine consecutive road games
with at least 100 rushing yards, passing Chris Johnson (eight games
from 2009-10) for the second-longest such streak in NFL history
behind only Barry Sanders' 10-game road streak from 1996-97).

Became the fifth player in NFL history with three 200-yard rushing
games in_a season, joining Earl Campbell (four in 1980), O.J.

Titans running back Derrick Henry recorded 149 rushing yards at
Indianapolis on Dec. 1, 2019. Over the course of the next year, he registered
at least 100 rushing yards in eight more consecutive regular season road
games, increasing his streak to nine games before it ended with a 98-yard
effort at Green Bay on Dec. 27, 2020.

In NFL history, Henry’s streak is the second-longest continuous stretch
of its kind.

From the final week of the 2019 regular season (Dec. 29 at Houston)
through the Titans' first two playoff games (Jan. 4 at New England and Jan.
11 at Baltimore), Derrick Henry became the first player in NFL history
to rush for at least 180 yards in three consecutive regular season or
postseason games.

He also became only the third player since the 1970 NFL-AFL merger
to have 200 scrimmage yards in three consecutive games. The other two
players to accomplish the feat were Chicago Bears running back Walter
Payton (1977) and Pittsburgh Steelers running back Le’Veon Bell (2014).

During the 2019 regular season and playoffs, Henry and Carolina
Panthers running back Christian McCaffrey (two) were the only two
players with multiple 200-yard scrimmage games. Together they accounted
for five of the 14 such individual performances.

DECEMBER TO REMEMBER

In five games in the month of December 2018, Derrick Henry’s rush-
ing totals included 97 carries for 625 yards and eight touchdowns. His 625
yards were the most by any NFL player in any calendar month in 2018.

Additionally, Henry authored one of only four calendar months for the
franchise since 1970 in which a player rushed for at least 600 yards. Chris
Johnson (800 rushing yards in November 2009) and Earl Campbell (633
in October 1980; 662 in November 1980) were the organization’s only other
players to accomplish the feat in that timespan.

Henry’s December rushing totals included 40 yards against the New
York Jets (Dec. 2), a franchise-record 238 yards against the Jacksonville
Jaguars (Dec. 6), 170 yards at the New York Giants (Dec. 16), 84 yards
against the Washington Redskins (Dec. 22) and 93 yards against the India-
napolis Colts (Dec. 30).

For his efforts, Henry was named AFC Offensive Player of the Month.

Following a franchise-record 238 rushing yards against the Jackson-
ville Jaguars on Dec. 6, 2018, Derrick Henry then totaled 170 rushing
yards at the New York Giants on Dec. 16 to give him a franchise record of
408 rushing yards in a two-game span.

The previous record of 405 rushing yards in two games was set by
Earl Campbell in 1980, when Campbell posted 203 yards against Tampa
Bay (Oct. 19) and 202 yards against Cincinnati (Oct. 26).

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RECORD-SETTING NIGHT

On Dec. 6, 2018, Derrick Henry had one of the most memorable rush-
ing performances in NFL history on Thursday Night Football. He rushed for
a then-team-record 238 yards and four touchdowns (tied franchise record),
including a 99-yard touchdown run.

Henry's 238 rushing yards set a new franchise record, breaking Chris
Johnson’s mark of 228 yards against the Jaguars on Nov. 1, 2009. It was
the highest single-game rushing total in the NFL in 2018 and the league's
highest total since Doug Martin's 251 rushing yards for the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers against the Oakland Raiders on Nov. 4, 2012.

Henry later broke his own record with 250 rushing yard at Houston on
Jan. 3, 2021 to take possession of five of the top eight single-game rushing
totals in team annals.

In the second quarter, Henry took a handoff from Marcus Mariota
inside his own one-yard line and raced 99 yards for a touchdown. It was
the second 99-yard run in NFL history, tying Tony Dorsett’s record-set-
ting touchdown run for the Dallas Cowboys against the Minnesota Vikings
on Jan. 3, 1983. It was also the team record, topping Johnson’s 94-yard
touchdown run against the New York Jets on Dec. 17, 2012. The only
other runs in franchise history of at least 90 yards were Johnson’s 91-yard
rush against the Houston Texans on Sept. 20, 2009 and a 91-yarder by Sid
Blanks against the Jets on Dec. 13, 1964.

Henry’s 99-yard touchdown run tied for the longest scrimmage play in
NFL history. It was the 15th such play, including his and Dorsett's runs and
13 passing plays. The last 99-yard scrimmage play before Henry's was
New York Giants wide receiver Victor Cruz's 99-yard reception from Eli
Manning against the New York Jets on Dec. 24, 2011.

Henry scored on a three-yard run in the first quarter, a 99-yard run
in the second quarter, a 16-yard run in the third quarter, and finally a 54-
yard run in the third quarter. He tied the franchise record and became
the third player in franchise history to rush for four touchdowns in a game,
joining Earl Campbell (against Miami on Nov. 20, 1978) and Lorenzo White
(against Cleveland on Dec. 9, 1990).

The only franchise player with more overall touchdowns in a game
than Henry was Oilers running back Billy Cannon, who had five total touch-
downs (three rushing, two receiving) at the New York Titans on Dec. 10,
1961. Henry became the first NFL player with four rushing touchdowns in a
game since New England Patriots running back Jonas Gray at Indianapolis
on Nov. 16, 2014.

Additionally, Henry's rushing performance against the Jaguars accom-
plished the following:

» He became the ninth NFL player since 1975 with at least one 90-yard
run and at least one 60-yard reception in his career. The others were
Tony Dorsett, Garrison Hearst, Tiki Barber, Chris Johnson, Jamaal
Charles, Herschel Walker, Warrick Dunn and Adrian Peterson.

» Henry became the seventh NFL player since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger
with at least four rushing touchdowns and at least 200 rushing yards in
a game, joining Clinton Portis, Barry Sanders, Doug Martin, Jonas
Gray, Mike Anderson and Corey Dillon. Henry became the first to ac-
complish the feat in fewer than 20 carries (17).

» He matched former Titans running back Chris Johnson as the only play-
ers in NFL history with a rushing touchdown of at least 90 yards and
a rushing touchdown of at least 50 yards in the same game. Johnson
accomplished the feat against the Houston Texans on Sept. 20, 2009.

» His 24 points tied for the fourth-highest single-game total in franchise
history, trailing only Billy Cannon (30 on Dec. 10, 1961), Rob Bironas
(26 on Oct. 21, 2007) and George Blanda (26 on Sept. 18, 1960). Earl
Campbell (Nov. 20, 1978) and Lorenzo White (Dec. 9, 1990) also had
24 points on four touchdowns in a single game.

» His 238 rushing yards and four rushing touchdowns were each the most
in any Thursday Night Football game in history.

RUSHING YARDS IN A SINGLE POSTSEASON

Derrick Henry accumulated 446 rushing yards during the 2019
playoffs. He had 182 yards on 34 carries in the wild card round at New
England, followed by 195 yards on 30 attempts in the divisional round at
Baltimore. In the AFC championship game, he had 69 yards on 19 rushing
attempts.

Henry’s average of 148.7 rushing yards per game ranked fourth in
NFL history for players with at least two games played. Only a trio of Pro
Football Hall of Fame members—Denver Broncos running back Terrell
Davis (156.0 in 1998), Los Angeles Raiders running back Marcus Allen
(155.3 in 1983) and Washington Redskins running back John Riggins
(152.5 in 1982) have averaged more rushing yards in a single postseason
than Henry.

In Titans/Oilers history, Eddie George established the previous record
for average rushing yards in a single postseason during the 1999 playoffs.
In four games, George carried the ball 108 times for 449 yards, or an
average of 112.3 yards per contest.

Henry broke his own record of 191 scrimmage yards in a wild card
playoff contest at Kansas City on Jan. 6, 2018 (156 rushing, 35 receiving).

On Jan. 11, 2020, one week after establishing the current record,
Henry had 202 scrimmage yards (195 rushing, seven receiving) at
Baltimore, giving him the three biggest scrimmage yards totals in franchise
postseason history.

Running back Tyjae Spears was selected by
the Titans in the third round (81st overall) of the 2023
NFL Draft.

Spears spent four years at Tulane (2019-

22) prior to entering the NFL. He appeared in 33

games with 20 starts at running back for the Green

Wave, totaling 2,910 yards and 31 touchdowns

on 427 carries with an additional 48 receptions for 564 yards and three
scores. He ended his career as the school’s all-time leader in yards per
carry (6.8), tied for second in 100-yard rushing games (15), tied for third
in rushing touchdowns (31), fourth in rushing yards per game (85.6) and
sixth in rushing yards (2,910) and total touchdowns (34). His 6.8
yards per carry from 2019 to 2022 ranked second in the FBS behind only
Alabama-Birmingham running back DeWayne McBride’s 7.3-yard average
(minimum 400 attempts).

As a junior in 2022, he started all 14 games for the Green Wave,
totaling 1,581 yards and 19 touchdowns on 229 rushing attempts and
adding 22 receptions for 256 yards and two touchdowns. He tied for the
national lead with 21 total touchdowns and tied for third in the country with
19 rushing touchdowns, a total that ranked second in Tulane single-season
history. His 1,581 rushing yards led the conference and made up the Green
Wave’s all-time second-highest single-season total. His nine 100-yard
rushing games included eight consecutive such efforts to finish the season.
He was named the American Athletic Conference Offensive Player of the
Year and also earned first-team All-AAC honors. His efforts helped Tulane
earn a 12-2 record and win an American Athletic Conference title.

Tightend Chig Okonkwo (pronounced “CHIGG
oh-KAHN-kwoh”) is in his second NFL season in
2023. He was selected by the Titans in the fourth
round (143rd overall) of the 2022 NFL Draft.

During his rookie season, he appeared in all
17 games with eight starts and totaled 32 receptions
for 450 yards (14.1 avg.) and three touchdowns. His
yardage total ranked second on the team. He also tied for fifth on the team
with seven special teams tackles. He was named to the Pro Football Writers
of America All-Rookie team.

Okonkwo's 450 receiving yards in 2022 established a new record for
franchise rookie tight ends, surpassing Ben Troupe's 329 yards in 2004.
Okonkwo tied Chris Dressel (32 receptions in 1983) for the third-best
reception total among all Titans/Oilers rookie tight ends, trailing only Bo
Scaife (37 in 2005) and Troupe (33 in 2004), and he became the second
rookie tight end in franchise history with at least three touchdown catches,
joining Dressel (four in 1983).

The Powder Springs, Ga., native appeared in 37 games with 20 starts
over four seasons (2018-21) at Maryland and caught 77 passes for 717
yards and eight touchdowns. He added three carries for 72 yards and three
touchdowns, including a career-long rush of 54 yards.

As a senior in 2021, he started all 13 games and posted career-high
marks with 52 catches for 447 yards and a team-leading five touchdowns.
His 52 receptions ranked second in Terrapins history for a single season
by a tight end, behind only former Titans tight end Frank Wycheck (58 in
1990). Okonkwo’s 447 receiving yards were the most by a Terps tight end
in a season since Vernon Davis (871 in 2005).

He sat out the 2020 season with myocarditis due to COVID-19. Prior to
then, he saw action in 12 games (four starts) as a freshman and 12 games
(three starts) as a sophomore.

Wide receiver Treylon Burks is in his second
NFL season in 2023. He was selected by the Titans
in the first round (18th overall) of the 2022 NFL Draft.

As a rookie, Burks appeared in 11 games with
six starts, totaling 33 receptions for 444 yards and
one touchdown. His reception total tied for third
place on the team, while his yardage total tied for
third on the squad. Among NFL rookies in 2022, Burks' 444 receiving yards
ranked ninth.

In three seasons (2019-21) at the University of Arkansas, Burks
appeared in 32 career games with 30 starts. He totaled 146 receptions for
2,399 yards and 18 touchdowns to go along with 32 rushing attempts for
222 yards and one score. He returned 13 punts for 134 yards (10.3-yard
average) and returned 11 kickoff returns for 226 yards (20.5 avg.).

At the conclusion of his collegiate career, he ranked sixth in
Razorbacks history in career receptions and receiving yards, and his
touchdown reception total tied for fifth all-time. He set an Arkansas record
with 10 career 100-yard receiving games, including a school-record six 100-
yard receiving performances in his final year.

Burks earned All-SEC honors in each of his three seasons: in 2019,
second-team All-SEC as a returner and All-Freshman as a receiver; second-
team AllI-SEC in 2020; and first-team AllI-SEC in 2021.

The Warren, Ark., native was drafted with the highest pick of any
Arkansas player since Darren McFadden was taken fourth overall in 2008,
and Burks was the first Arkansas wide receiver to be selected in the first
round since Matt Jones was taken 21st overall by Jacksonville in 2006.

As a junior in 2021, Burks was named first-team All-SEC after
totaling 66 receptions (seventh in the SEC) for 1,104 yards (fourth) and
11 touchdowns (fourth). His 92.0 receiving yards per game ranked third in
the SEC behind only Jameson Williams (104.8) and Wan’Dale Robinson
(102.6).

As a sophomore in 2020, he was named second-team All-SEC after
contributing 51 receptions for 820 yards and seven touchdowns. His 91.1

receiving yards per game ranked third in the SEC behind only Elijah Moore
(149.1) and DeVonta Smith (142.8).

#10 - WR DeANDRE HOPKINS

Wide receiver DeAndre Hopkins is in his 11th
NFL season and his first campaign with the Titans
in 2023. He was signed by the team prior to training
camp.

Hopkins entered the league as the 27th overall
pick in the 2013 NFL Draft out of Clemson and spent
his first seven seasons with the Houston Texans
before being traded to the Arizona Cardinals in 2020.

In his first 10 seasons, Hopkins established himself as one of the
premier receivers in NFL history. During that 10-year period, he ranked first
in receptions (853), first in first-down receptions (594), second in receiving
yards (11,298), fourth in receiving touchdowns (71), and first in receptions
of 25-plus yards (102).

From 2013 through 2022, Hopkins surpassed 100 receptions four
times, had six seasons reaching 1,000 receiving yards, recorded three
seasons with at least 10 touchdowns, and posted 100 or more receiving
yards in a game 40 times.

He has been named to five Pro Bowls (2015, 2017-20) and received
AP All-Pro honors four times—first-team All-Pro from 2017 to 2019 and
second-team All-Pro in 2020.

Through 2022, he had at least one reception in all 145 career games
he played during the regular season. That represents the longest active
streak in the NFL at the conclusion of 2022 and the fourth-longest streak in
the Super Bowl era to begin a career. Hopkins was the only NFL player to
have 100-plus receptions every season between 2018-20.

During the 2022 campaign with the Cardinals, Hopkins finished
with a team-high 64 receptions for 717 yards (second on the team) and
three touchdowns despite being limited to nine contests. His average of
7.1 receptions per game ranked fourth in the NFL among all players. His
three games with 10-plus receptions matched the second most in franchise
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annals behind Larry Fitzgerald's four such performances in 2017.

At the conclusion of his tenure with the Texans (2013-19), Hopkins
owned several franchise records, including franchise marks for career
receiving average (13.6), receptions in a season (115 in 2018; tied Andre
Johnson, 2008), receiving touchdowns in a season (13 in 2017) and
receiving first downs in a season (83 in 2015). When he left Houston, he
ranked second on the franchise's all-time career charts in receptions (632),
receiving yards (8,602) and touchdown catches (54), trailing only Andre
Johnson in each category.

The Central, S.C., native appeared in 39 games with 32 starts over
three seasons (2010-12) at Clemson and totaled 206 receptions for 3,020
yards and 27 touchdowns. He left Clemson ranked first in school history
in receiving yards, first in receiving touchdowns, first in 100-yard receiving
games (12) and second in receptions. As a junior (2012), he led the team
with 82 receptions for 1,405 yards and 18 touchdowns.

2023 Game Notes:

» At New Orleans (9/10), made his Titans debut and led the team with
seven receptions for 65 yards, including a 16-yard catch to convert a third-
and-10 in the fourth quarter. He was the first Titans player with seven
receptions in a contest since Treylon Burks (seven) at Green Bay on Nov.

In the
fourth quarter, he helped set up a go-ahead touchdown with a 14-yard catch
to convert a third down. In overtime, he helped set up the game-winning
field goal with another 14-yard grab.

> At Cleveland (9/24), totaled a team-best 48 receiving yards on three
receptions. All three of his receptions resulted in first downs, including a
26-yarder in the second quarter.

» Against Cincinnati (10/1), registered a team-high 63 receiving yards
on four receptions. In the second quarter, he caught a 38-yard pass from
Ryan Tannehill to convert a third down, leading to a Titans touchdown two
plays later.

» At Indianapolis (10/8), appeared in his 150th career game (regular
season) and led the Titans with eight receptions and 140 receiving yards,
averaging 17.5 yards per catch. In the third quarter, he recorded catches of
16 yards and 36 yards on consecutive plays, leading to a Titans touchdown
on the following play. He hauled in a 20-yard pass later in the third quarter
during a drive that ended in a field goal, and he caught a 25-yard pass in the
fourth quarter. He registered his 40th career 100-yard receiving game, his
first as a member of the Titans, and his first since Oct. 30, 2022 at Minnesota
as a member of the Arizona Cardinals. It was the Titans’ first individual 100-
yard receiving effort since Treylon Burks had 111 yards at Green Bay on
Nov. 17, 2022, and Hopkins’ 140 yards were the most by any Titans player
in a game since A.J. Brown’s 145 yards against the San Francisco 49ers
on Dec. 23, 2021. Hopkins' eight receptions were his most in a game since
a nine-catch effort against the San Francisco 49ers on Nov. 21, 2022 as a
member of the Arizona Cardinals. It was the Titans’ highest single-game
total since A.J. Brown’s 11 receptions against the 49ers on Dec. 23, 2021.
Concluding the game with career totals of 879 receptions for 11,654 yards
and 71 touchdowns, Hopkins recorded the fifth-highest total of receptions in

a player’s first 150 career games in NFL history. The only players to catch
more passes in their first 150 games were Antonio Brown (928 receptions in
146 games), Marvin Harrison (907), Andre Johnson (900) and Julio Jones
(890). He became the fourth player in NFL history with at least one catch
in each of his first 150 games, joining Marvin Harrison (190 consecutive
games), Keyshawn Johnson (167) and Marshall Faulk (158).

» Against Baltimore (10/15), caught one pass for 20 yards.

» Against Atlanta (10/29), led the team with 128 receiving yards and three
touchdowns on four catches (32.0 avg.). It was his first career game with at
least 100 receiving yards and three touchdown receptions. He logged his
13th career game with at least two touchdown receptions and his second
career game with three touchdown receptions (Oct. 8, 2017 vs. Kansas
City). It was his 41st career 100-yard receiving game and his second as
a member of the Titans. In the first quarter, he caught his first touchdown
as a member of the Titans on a 47-yard pass from Will Levis. It was Levis’
first career touchdown pass, and Hopkins became the third player in NFL
history to catch the first career touchdown pass of four different players,
joining Marvin Harrison and Joey Galloway. He added a 16-yard touchdown
reception in the second quarter and a 61-yard touchdown catch in the third
quarter. The latter tied for the fourth-longest reception of his career.

» At Pittsburgh (11/2), tied for the team lead with four receptions for
60 yards. He added a five-yard rushing attempt. In the first quarter, he
converted a first-and-23 with a 29-yard reception. His 546 receiving yards
ranked third for the franchise in its "Titans era" (1999 to present) for a player
in the team's first eight games of a season, trailing only Derrick Mason’s 599
yards in 2004 and Mason’s 592 yards in 2003.

» At Tampa Bay (11/12), totaled three receptions for 27 yards, including a
15-yard reception on the first offensive play of the game.

» At Jacksonville (11/19), led the team with four receptions and 59
receiving yards, including a touchdown. On the final play of the third quarter,
he caught a 43-yard touchdown pass from Will Levis. He became the 40th
player in NFL history with 75 or more touchdown catches.

» Against Carolina (11/26), led the team with 49 receiving yards and tied
for third on the team with three receptions, including a pair of 19-yard grabs.
He had a 19-yard reception on the first offensive play of the game.

» Against Indianapolis (12/3), led the team with five receptions and 75
yards, including a touchdown. In the second quarter, he gained 27 yards on
his 900th career reception, setting up a touchdown on the ensuing play. He
became the 25th player in NFL history to reach 900 career receptions. Later
in the second quarter, he caught an 18-yard pass from Will Levis to become
the 29th player in NFL history to reach the 12,000-yard career receiving
mark. In the fourth quarter, he scored on a three-yard reception to secure
his eighth career season with at least five touchdown catches. He became
the fifth NFL player to record 900 receptions (903), 12,000 receiving yards
(12,072) and 75 receiving touchdowns (76) within his first 11 seasons,
joining Marvin Harrison, Jerry Rice, Brandon Marshall and Larry Fitzgerald.
He became the 17th all-time player and the only active player to hit all three
numbers within a career, regardless of number of seasons accumulated. At
31 years and 180 days old, he became the fourth-youngest player in NFL
history to reach 12,000 career receiving yards, trailing only Randy Moss (30
years and 306 days), Julio Jones (30 years and 317 days) and Fitzgerald
(31 years and 77 days). In his 157th career game, he tied Marshall (157) as
the fifth-fastest player in NFL history to reach 900 career receptions. Only
Antonio Brown (143), Harrison (149), Andre Johnson (150) and Jones (153)
reached the mark in fewer games.

» At Miami (12/11), led the team with seven receptions and 124 receiving
yards, including a touchdown. He produced his 42nd career 100-yard
receiving game and his third 100-yard game as a member of the Titans.
It was his 20th career performance with at least seven receptions, 100
receiving yards and one touchdown reception. Late in the second quarter,
he caught a 45-yard pass from Will Levis, leading to a field goal as time
expired in the half. In the final two minutes of the game, he helped set up the
game-winning score with a 36-yard reception. With six touchdown catches
over a seven-game span, he tied Tampa Bay’s Mike Evans for the second-
best total in the NFL behind only Dallas’ CeeDee Lamb (seven).

» Against Houston (12/17), tallied a pair of receptions for 21 total yards,
including a 17-yard catch that helped lead to a field goal in the fourth
quarter. He extended his active streak to 159 consecutive games with
a reception—every game he has played since he entered the NFL. He
surpassed Marshall Faulk (158) for the third-longest such streak to begin a
career in NFL history behind only Marvin Harrison (190 consecutive games)
and Keyshawn Johnson (167).

Wide receiver Nick Westbrook-lkhine is in his
fourth NFL season in 2023.

Defensive lineman Denico Autry is in his 10th

In doing
so, he became the franchise's first player since Jevon Kearse (1999 to
2001) to record eight or more sacks in three consecutive seasons.

» Against Indianapolis (12/3), totaled four tackles, one sack, five
quarterback pressures, one pass defensed and one forced fumble. He
recorded his fifth career strip-sack (second of 2023) in the second quarter.
With the Colts at Tennessee’s five-yard line, he knocked the ball out of the
hands of Gardner Minshew I, and Elijah Molden recovered for the Titans.
He was credited with his seventh career forced fumble and his second
forced fumble in 2023. With his ninth sack of 2023, he tied his career high,
first set in 2018 and later matched in 2021.

» At Miami (12/11), totaled two tackles, four quarterback pressures and a
blocked field goal. In the second quarter, he blocked a field goal attempt by
Jason Sanders to register his fourth career blocked field goal and his 12th
career block on field goals, punts (one) and extra points (seven). His 12
blocks were the most in the NFL since he entered the league in 2014, and
the next-closest total was five blocks by Rasheem Green, Henry Anderson,
Margus Hunt and Ra’shede Hageman (tied). He became one of two players
in 2023 to have two blocked kicks, along with Chicago’s Rasheem Green
(extra point and field goal).
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» Against Houston (12/17), registered four tackles, including a team-high
two sacks, and tied for the team lead with four quarterback pressures. He
produced his 12th career game with two or more sacks, including his fifth-
such performance since joining the Titans in 2021. In the fourth quarter,
he ended a Houston drive with a nine-yard sack of Case Keenum on third
down. In overtime, he ended another drive with a 10-yard sack of Keenum
on third down. He recorded his 10th and 11th sacks of the season to set a
career high, eclipsing the nine sacks he recorded in 2018 and 2021. In doing
s0, he joined Jevon Kearse (14.5 sacks in 1999; 11.5in 2000), Kyle Vanden
Bosch (12.5 in 2005; 12 in 2007), Jason Babin (12.5 in 2010) and Harold
Landry Il (12 in 2021) as the only members of the team in its “Titans era”
(since 1999) to record at least 11 sacks in a season. Autry also registered
the team's 11th double-digit sack season in its "Titans era" (1999—present)
and the first since Harold Landry Il in 2021 (12).

Defensive lineman Jeffery Simmons is in his
fifth NFL season in 2023. He was selected by the
Titans in the first round (19th overall) of the 2019
NFL Draft.

During his first four seasons, Simmons
appeared in 56 games with 54 starts and earned two
Pro Bowl berths. The two-time team captain (2021-

22) accumulated 196 tackles, 21 sacks, 19 passes defensed, two forced
fumbles and three fumble recoveries. He was second on the defense in
sacks during that span behind only Harold Landry Il (26.5).

In 2022, Simmons appeared in 15 games and anchored a unit that
ranked first in the NFL in rushing defense (76.9 opponent rushing yards
per game). En route to his second consecutive Pro Bowl appearance, he
totaled 53 tackles, 7.5 sacks, 43 quarterback pressures, nine tackles for
loss, one forced fumble and a career-high seven passes defensed, which
tied for the fourth-best mark among all NFL defensive linemen. Simmons
and Arizona's J.J. Watt were the NFL's only players in 2022 with at least
seven sacks and seven passes defensed.

Before the start of the 2021 season, Simmons was named a team
captain for the first time in his career, and he went on to become one of six
players on the roster to start all 17 games. He was named to his first career
Pro Bowl and added Associated Press second-team All-Pro honors after
setting career highs in several categories, including sacks (8.5), tackles
(54), quarterback pressures (58), tackles for loss (12) and passes defensed
(six). He led the squad in pressures and placed third in sacks. Among all
defensive tackles in the NFL, his 8.5 sacks ranked sixth. In the divisional
playoffs, he set a franchise postseason record with three sacks.

In 2020, Simmons appeared and started in 15 games. With three
defensive fumble recoveries, he tied Chase Young for the most in the NFL
in 2020 and was the first Titans defender with three fumble recoveries in a
season since 2005, when linebacker Brad Kassell accomplished the feat.
Simmons ranked second on the team with 19 quarterback pressures and
added 49 tackles, three sacks, three tackles for loss, five passes defensed
and one forced fumble. In the franchise's "Titans era" (since 1999), he
became the first player to post at least three fumble recoveries, three sacks
and five passes defensed in the same season. He also had three tackles
and a tackle for loss in one playoff contest.

Simmons began his rookie season on the non-football injury list due to
a knee injury he suffered during training in February 2019. He missed the
first six games of the season before joining the 53-man roster in Week 7.
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His rookie totals included 40 tackles, two sacks, two tackles for loss,
14 quarterback pressures and one pass defensed in nine games (seven
starts). He added four tackles, three quarterback pressures and a fumble
recovery in three playoff contests.

During a three-year career as a defensive tackle at Mississippi State,
Simmons appeared in 38 contests with 28 starts. He finished his career
ranked sixth in school history with 32.5 tackles for loss. He also tied for
sixth in MSU annals with five forced fumbles and tied for fourth with three
blocked kicks. His totals also included 163 tackles, seven sacks, seven
passes defensed and two defensive touchdowns.

He was a first-team AIl-SEC selection as a sophomore and junior
and was one of two players in the nation to be named a Bednarik Award
Semifinalist in both 2017 and 2018.

As a junior in 2018, Simmons was named second-team All-American
after totaling 63 tackles, 17 tackles for loss and two sacks. His 17 tackles
for loss led the team, ranked fourth in the SEC and were the third-most in
single-season school history.

During his sophomore season (2017), he set a career high with five
sacks and added 12 tackles for loss. With three total blocked kicks and
punts, he became the first SEC player since 2004 to lead the nation in the
category.

Simmons is a native of Macon, Miss.

He recorded at least a half sack in three of the
team’s first four games of the season.

» At Indianapolis (10/8), tied for the team lead with three quarterback
pressures and added three tackles.

» Against Baltimore (10/15), tallied two tackles and two quarterback
pressures.

» Against Atlanta (10/29), tied for the team high with two sacks, led
the team with six quarterback pressures, and added six total tackles and
one forced fumble. In the first quarter, he dropped Desmond Ridder for a
10-yard sack. In the second quarter, he forced a turnover on his second
career strip-sack. He stripped the ball from Ridder, and Azeez Al-Shaair
recovered for the Titans, leading to a Titans touchdown on the ensuing
drive. Simmons became the 11th Titans/Oilers player to reach 25 career
sacks since individual sacks became an official NFL statistic in 1982.

> At Pittsburgh (11/2), posted seven tackles, one quarterback pressure
and one tackle for loss. He also entered the game on offense and served as
a blocker on Derrick Henry’s two-yard touchdown run in the second quarter.
» At Tampa Bay (11/12), tallied four tackles, two quarterback pressures
and one pass defensed.

» At Jacksonville (11/19), tallied two tackles, a tackle for loss and two
quarterback pressures on defense. He also lined up on the offensive side of
the ball and scored a touchdown on the first reception of his career—a two-
yard touchdown reception on a pass from Will Levis in the fourth quarter.
He became the Titans’ first primarily-defensive player with a touchdown
reception since safety Dane Cruikshank’s touchdown catch on a fake punt
against the Houston Texans on Sept. 16, 2018. Simmons also became the
NFL’s first defensive lineman with a touchdown reception since Miami’'s
Christian Wilkins against the New York Jets on Dec. 19, 2021. He also
served as a lead back on offense for Derrick Henry's fourth-and-one
conversion on a five-yard run in the second quarter. Also in the second
quarter, he helped stall a Jaguars drive with a one-yard tackle for loss on
Travis Etienne on third-and-one.

» Against Carolina (11/26), accumulated five tackles, one sack, three
tackles for loss and one fumble recovery. It was the first game of his
career in which he reached all of those numbers, and he became the first
NFL player to do so in 2023. The most recent was the New York Giants’
Kayvon Thibodeaux at Washington on Dec. 18, 2022. His three tackles for
loss tied his career high, matching his output at the Los Angeles Rams on

Nov. 7, 2021. In the second quarter, he recorded a takeaway, recovering
a fumble by Bryce Young to set up a Titans touchdown on the ensuing
drive. It was Simmons’ fourth career fumble recovery and his first in 2023.
In the third quarter, he sacked Bryce Young for a seven-yard loss to secure
his third consecutive season with at least five sacks. He also notched five
quarterback pressures in the contest.

» Against Indianapolis (12/3), posted two tackles and one quarterback
pressure before exiting in the third quarter with an injury.

Linebacker Azeez Al-Shaair (name
pronounced "uh-ZEEZ al-SHY-er") is in his fifth NFL
season and his first campaign with the Titans in
2023.

Outside linebacker Harold Landry Ill is in his
sixth NFL season in 2023. He was selected by the
Titans in the second round (41st overall) of the 2018
NFL Draft after the Titans traded up 16 spots in the
second round (57 to 41) in order to take the former
Boston College standout.

Landry was placed on injured reserve on Sept.

2, 2022, ending his fifth NFL season before Week 1.

From the start of his rookie campaign through 2021, Landry's 31 total
sacks led the Titans. Other than Jevon Kearse (37), Landry produced the
highest sack total by a Titans/Oilers player in his first four NFL seasons
since individual sacks became an official NFL statistic in 1982.

From 2018 to 2021, Landry joined Pittsburgh's Cameron Heyward as
the NFL's only players to be credited with at least 250 tackles (press box
statistics), 30 sacks and two interceptions.

In 2021, Landry was named to his first Pro Bowl after starting all 17
games. He registered his third consecutive season to start every contest,
extending his streaks to 64 consecutive games played and 52 consecutive
starts. At the conclusion of 2021, his starting streak was the sixth-longest
active streak in the NFL among all defensive players.

Landry's 12 sacks in 2021 led the Titans, ranked 10th in the NFL
and established a career high. He became the first Titans player to record
double-digit sacks in a season since Brian Orakpo (10.5) in 2016 and the
first Titans player with 12 sacks in a season since Jason Babin (12.5) in
2010. Landry tied for second on the squad with 75 tackles, ranked second
with a career-high 49 quarterback pressures, led the team with 14 tackles
for loss, and added a forced fumble. He joined Micah Parsons, Aaron
Donald and Heyward as the only NFL players in 2021 to post at least 75
tackles and 10 sacks.

Then, in the team's 2021 divisional playoff contest, he recorded 1.5
sacks. He improved his postseason career total to 4.5 sacks, becoming the
organization’s first player with at least four career postseason sacks since
individual sacks became an official statistic in 1982.

In 2020, Landry recorded 16 starts for the second consecutive
season. He led the team with 5.5 sacks, a then-career-high 32 quarterback
pressures and a then-career-high 10 tackles for loss. He totaled 69 tackles
and added one interception and a career-high five passes defensed. In one
playoff contest, he led the team with 10 tackles and two sacks.

Landry started all 16 games in 2019 and led the Titans with nine sacks.
His 28 quarterback pressures ranked second, and he added 81 tackles,
four tackles for loss, one pass defensed, one forced fumble and two fumble
recoveries. He also started all three postseason games and registered a
sack and a team-high eight quarterback pressures.

As a rookie in 2018, he played in 15 games with three starts. His 4.5
sacks tied for third place on the team, and he also tied for second on the
defense with 18 quarterback pressures.

In 46 career games playing defensive end for Boston College, Landry
totaled 160 tackles, 26 sacks, 47.5 tackles for loss, seven passes defensed,
10 forced fumbles, one fumble recovery and one interception.

Cornerback Kristian Fulton is in his fourth NFL
season in 2023. He was selected by the Titans in the
second round (61st overall) of the 2020 NFL Draft.

In 2022, Fulton appeared and started in 11
games and established a career high with 48 tackles.

As arookie, McCreary was one of three players

rookie cornerback since Adoree' Jackson in 2017 to start every game. Only
two other rookie cornerbacks in the NFL—Seattle's Tarig Woolen and the
New York Jets' Sauce Gardner—started all 17 games in 2022.

Long snapper Morgan Cox is in his 14th NFL
season and his third campaign with the Titans in
2023. He was signed by the Titans as an unrestricted
free agent on March 19, 2021.

In 2022, Cox handled all of the team's long
snapping duties for the second consecutive season
and was named to his fifth career Pro Bowl. He has
more Pro Bowl appearances than any other player at his position since the
league began naming long snappers to the Pro Bowl in 2004.

His steady play in 2022 helped rookie punter Ryan Stonehouse
lead the league and set a new NFL record with a 53.1-yard gross punting
average. Stonehouse also finished fourth in the NFL and set a rookie record
with a 44.0-yard net average. Meanwhile, kicker Randy Bullock made 17
of 20 field goals (85.0 percent) and made all 28 extra point attempts.

In 2021, Cox handled all of the team's long snapping duties in 17
regular season games and one postseason game. He helped Bullock finish
ninth in franchise history with 120 points in a single season, including three
game-winning field goals (Sept. 19 at Seattle, Oct. 31 at Indianapolis and
Dec. 23 against San Francisco). He also snapped for punter Brett Kern, who
had the league's third-best ratio of punts inside the 20 to touchbacks (18:1).

In his first 11 seasons, Cox appeared in 165 regular season games
for the Baltimore Ravens, serving as the team’s primary long snapper after
entering the NFL as an undrafted free agent in 2010. He was selected to
four Pro Bowls and was a part of five playoff teams in Baltimore, totaling 10
postseason games played.

In 2020, he earned his fourth career Pro Bowl selection. He helped
kicker Justin Tucker record his fifth consecutive season with at least 130
points, tying the NFL record of consecutive seasons with 130-plus points.
Tucker connected on 26 of 29 field goals (89.7 percent) and was 52 of 53
on extra points (98.1 percent). Cox also snapped on all 51 of Sam Koch'’s
51 punts, as Koch was the NFL'’s only punter to place at least 20 punts (22)
inside in the 20-yard line and have no more than one touchback.

A native of Collierville, Tenn., Cox played 38 games in three seasons
(2007-09) as the primary long snapper at the University of Tennessee.

» At New Orleans (9/10), appeared in his 200th career regular-season
game. He became the 11th active NFL player to do so and the third active
long snapper to do so, joining Carolina’s J.J. Jansen and Houston’s Jon
Weeks.

Kicker Nick Folk is in his 16th NFL season
and his first campaign with the Titans in 2023. He
was acquired by the Titans in a trade with the New
England Patriots on Aug. 29, 2023.

In his first 15 NFL seasons, Folk appeared in
211 games during his time with the Dallas Cowboys
(2007-09), New York Jets (2010-2016), Tampa Bay
Buccaneers (2017) and Patriots (2019-22). During that time, he connected
on 82.9 percent (353 of 426) of his field goal attempts and 96.8 percent of
his extra point attempts (458 of 473). He had 10 seasons with at least 100
points, including a league-leading 150 points in 2021 with the Patriots. He
registered 11 game-winning field goals in the regular season and one in
postseason play.

Folk ended the 2022 campaign with an active streak of 60 straight field
goals made under 40 yards—every attempt in the regular season since
his last miss on Oct. 5, 2017 against New England as a member of the
Buccaneers. Through 2022, the NFL record was 70 by Justin Tucker of
Baltimore (2016-20).

Over his four years with New England, Folk made 108 of his 121 field
goal attempts (89.3 percent) in 57 games. He departed the Patriots in fifth
place on the New England all-time field goal list and tied for seventh place
on the franchise's all-time scoring list with 440 total points.

In 2022, he played in all 17 games for New England and totaled
128 points on 32-0f-37 field goal attempts. He was also 32-0f-35 on extra
points. Folk became one of six all-time NFL players to have at least
five seasons with 30 field goals, joining Justin Tucker (eight), Stephen
Gostkowski (five), Robbie Gould (five), John Carney (five) and David
Akers (five).

Folk established the NFL record for consecutive field goals made
under 50 yards with a streak of 64 such kicks from Oct. 5, 2017 to Oct. 16,
2022. He broke the record (56 consecutive) set by Ryan Succop of the
Titans from 2014 to 2017.

While with the Patriots, he also set the franchise mark for consecutive
field goals made (36) during a streak that spanned from 2020 to 2021 and
posted the third-highest field goal percentage for a season by a Patriot in
2020 (92.9).

Folk entered the NFL as a sixth-round selection by the Dallas in
the 2007 NFL Draft. As a rookie for the Cowboys, he earned a Pro Bowl
selection and all-rookie honors.

A native of Sherman Oaks, Calif., Folk attended the University of
Arizona, where he earned All-PAC 10 accolades in his final season.
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2023 Game Notes:

> At New Orleans (9/10), made his Titans debut and tied his career high
with five field goals. It was his sixth career game with five field goals and
the fifth occasion in which he connected on five field goals without a miss.
He made a 50-yard field goal to cap the Titans’ opening possession and a
27-yarder to end their second drive. In the second quarter, he booted a 31-
yard field goal, and he added both a 45-yarder and a 29-yarder in the fourth
quarter. He became the first Titans kicker with five field goals in a game
since Stephen Gostkowski made six at Minnesota on Sept. 27, 2020. It was
his 19th career game with four or more field goals.

» Against the Los Angeles Chargers (9/17), made both field goal
attempts, including a 33-yarder as time expired in the first half and a 41-
yard, game-winning field goal in overtime. The latter was the 13th game-
winning field goal of his career, including 12 in the regular season and one
game-winner in the postseason. It was the organization’s 54th all-time game
winning field goal and the team’s first since Randy Bullock’s 44-yarder to
beat the San Francisco 49ers on Dec. 23, 2021.

> At Cleveland (9/24), made a 44-yard field goal in the second quarter to
improve his streak to 16 consecutive field goals made.

» Against Cincinnati (10/1), made both of his field goal attempts (53 and
35 yards) and all three of his extra point attempts. His 53-yard field goal
in the first quarter was the team’s longest since a 53-yarder by Stephen
Gostkowski at Jacksonville on Dec. 13, 2020. He improved his active streak
to 18 consecutive field goals made, giving him his fourth career streak in
which he made at least 18 field goals in a row (36 from 2020-21; 23 in 2013;
19 from 2010-11). His 35-yarder was his 65th consecutive field goal on
attempts from less than 40 yards.

» At Indianapolis (10/8), made all three field goals (27, 53 and 34 yards)
and his only extra point attempt. His 53-yarder in the second quarter was
his seventh consecutive made field goal from 50-plus yards, including his
first three such attempts as a member of the Titans in 2023. He improved
his streak to 21 consecutive field goals made, marking the third time in his
career he made at least 21 field goals in a row (36 from 2020-21; 23 in
2013).

» Against Baltimore (10/15), made all three of his field goal attempts (26,
27 and 38 yards) and his only extra point attempt, increasing his streak to
24 consecutive successful field goals, including 16 consecutive field goals
with the Titans. He established the second-longest streak of his 16-year
career (36 from 2020-21). He made his 68th, 69th and 70th consecutive
field goals from under 40 yards, tying Justin Tucker's NFL record. His 369
career field goals gave him sole possession of 20th place in NFL history,
surpassing Norm Johnson (366).

» Against Atlanta (10/29), made all four extra point attempts.

> At Pittsburgh (11/2), succeeded on all three field goal attempts and his
only extra point attempt. He made a 36-yard field goal in the first quarter,
another 36-yard field goal as time expired in the second quarter, and a
48-yarder in the third quarter, notching his 51st career game with three
or more field goals. He improved his streak to 27 consecutive field goals
made, which is the second-longest streak of his 16-year career (36 from
2020-21). With his 36-yard field goal in the first quarter, he set a new NFL
record for the most consecutive field goals made under 40 yards. It was his
71st such field goal without a miss, breaking the mark established by Justin
Tucker from 2016 to 2020. His second field goal of the evening increased
the streak to 72. Folk's streak of 19 consecutive field goals as a member of
the Titans tied for the fifth-longest such streak in franchise history behind
the 20 consecutive field goals by Al Del Greco (1998-99), later matched
three times by Rob Bironas (2007-08, 2010, 2011-12). His 19 consecutive
field goals to start a season extended his franchise record.

» At Tampa Bay (11/12), made two of his three field goal attempts,
including a 38-yarder in the first quarter that extended his streak to 28
consecutive field goals without a miss. The streak was broken in the second
quarter on a 51-yard attempt. That also ended a streak of 20 consecutive
field goals as a member of the Titans, which tied for the longest streak in
franchise history. The record was first established by Al Del Greco (1998-
99) and later matched three times by Rob Bironas (2007-08, 2010, 2011-
12). In the fourth quarter, he added a 27-yard field goal, increasing his all-
time NFL-record streak to 74 consecutive field goals made on attempts
from less than 40 yards. With 374 career field goals, he surpassed Jan
Stenerud (373) for 19th place in NFL history in career field goals.

» At Jacksonville (11/19), made both of his extra point attempts.

» Against Carolina (11/26), made his only field goal attempt and both of
his extra point attempts. As time expired in the first half, he made a 53-yard
field goal.

» Against Indianapolis (12/3), made both field goal attempts and two of
his three extra point attempts. He made a 24-yard field goal in the first
quarter and a 46-yarder in overtime. In the fourth quarter, he was used as

the team's punter after Ryan Stonehouse was injured, marking the first time
he punted in 16 NFL seasons. He punted two times (40 and 41 yards) for a
40.5-yard gross average and a 39.0-yard net average.

» At Miami (12/11), made both field goal attempts and both extra point
attempts. He was successful on a 28-yard field goal as time expired in the
first half and added a 23-yard field goal in the third quarter. His final extra
point provided the winning one-point margin. He extended his all-time NFL-
record streak to 77 consecutive field goals made on attempts from less than
40 yards.

» Against Houston (12/17), was successful on his only field goal attempt,
a 45-yarder in the fourth quarter, and made one of his two extra point
attempts. He reached the 100-point mark for the 11th time in his career and
for the fourth consecutive season.

Punter Ryan Stonehouse is in his second NFL
season in 2023. He was signed by the Titans as a
rookie free agent on May 13, 2022.

In 2022, Stonehouse finished the season with
a gross average of 53.10 yards per punt on 90 total
punts (4,779 total yards). In doing so, he broke
Sammy Baugh'’s single-season NFL record of 51.40
yards per punt, which was established in 1940 and was never matched
among qualifiers (2.5 punts per team game) until Stonehouse’s rookie
campaign. Stonehouse's mark also surpassed Brett Kern's franchise
record of 49.7 yards per punt in 2017.

With a net punting average of 44.03 yards per puntin 2022, Stonehouse
also established a new NFL record for the highest net average by a rookie
punter. He broke the record set by Indianapolis’ Rigoberto Sanchez, who
averaged 42.64 net yards per punt as a rookie in 2017. Stonehouse finished
fourth in the NFL in net punting behind veterans Tommy Townsend (45.6),
Michael Dickson (44.5) and Johnny Hekker (44.1). In franchise history,
his net average ranked second for a single season, trailing only Kern's 44.6
net average in 2017.

Stonehouse's 90 punts in 2022 made up the NFL's second-highest
total. Only Denver's Corliss Waitman (96) had more. The 90 punts by
Stonehouse tied Craig Hentrich's 1999 number for the fourth-highest total
in team annals behind Rich Camarillo (96 punts in 1994) and Cliff Parsley
(931in 1979; 91 in 1978).

Stonehouse appeared in 53 games over five seasons at Colorado State
(2017-21) and set an NCAA career record with a 47.8-yard gross punting
average. His career totals included 244 punts for 11,656 yards with 91 punts
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inside the 20. He totaled 106 punts of 50-plus yards and became the first
player in Colorado State history to log 11,000 punting yards in a career.

During his final college season in 2021, Stonehouse appeared in 12
games and averaged 50.9 yards per attempt on 58 punts, including a career-
long 81-yard punt. He placed 27 punts inside the 20-yard line and totaled 32
punts of 50-plus yards en route to being named a second-team All-Mountain
West selection and a Ray Guy Award semifinalist.

He is a native of La Verne, Calif.

2023 Game Notes:

» At New Orleans (9/10), used a 62-yard punt to pin the Saints on their
own 13-yard line to end the first quarter.

» Against Los Angeles Chargers (9/17), established a new franchise
single-game record with a gross average of 61.2 yards per punt (minimum
four punts to qualify), totaling 306 yards on five punts. It topped Brett
Kern’s previous franchise record of 60.5 yards, set on Oct. 25, 2020
against Pittsburgh. Since 1960, Stonehouse registered the NFL’s second-
best gross average in an NFL game (minimum four attempts) behind only
Carolina punter Andy Lee’s 63.0 yards per punt against Denver on Sept. 8,
2016. Stonehouse recorded punts of 60, 63, 63, 58 and 62 yards and also
averaged 44.6 net yards per attempt with one punt placed inside the 20.

» At Cleveland (9/24), punted seven times for a 53.4-yard gross average
and a 46.1-yard net average. He tied his career high (three previous games)
with four punts placed inside the 20. In the fourth quarter, he tied his career
long (Nov. 13, 2022 vs. Denver) with a 74-yard punt to flip the field.

» Against Cincinnati (10/1), placed both of his punts inside the 20,
averaging 46.5 gross yards and 45.5 net yards per punt.

» At Indianapolis (10/8), recorded one punt for 43 yards. It was the first
time in his career with no more than one punt.

» Against Baltimore (10/15), averaged 52.6 yards on five punts (34.4
net) with two punts placed inside the 20. In the second quarter, he tallied
a special teams tackle by forcing Ravens returner Devin Duvernay out of
bounds to help prevent a touchdown.

» Against Atlanta (10/29), tied his career high with eight punts. It was his
fourth career game with eight attempts. He averaged 52.5 yards per punt
with a career-high six punts placed inside the 20. His net average was 46.8
yards per punt. He became the first punter for the team to place six punts
inside the 20 in a game since Brett Kern’s eight-such punts at Denver on
Oct. 13, 2019. In the second quarter, he helped pin the Falcons on their
seven-yard line with a 64-yard punt. On his next attempt, he hit a 54-yarder
to the seven-yard line.

» At Pittsburgh (11/2), averaged 57.0 gross yards and 52.7 net yards on
three punts. He placed all three punts inside the 20. His first attempt was a
59-yarder in the second quarter, followed a 61-yarder in the third quarter
and 51-yarder in the fourth quarter to pin the Steelers at their own eight-
yard line.

» At Tampa Bay (11/12), tied the eighth-best single-game gross punting
average in franchise history (minimum four punts), averaging 56.8 yards on

four punts with two placed inside the 20. His net average of 48.0 yards per
punt ranked second in his career (minimum four punts). He hit a 62-yard
punt in the first quarter and then booted three consecutive punts that went
55 yards.

» At Jacksonville (11/19), averaged 53.5 gross yards and 48.5 net
yards on four punts with two punts placed inside the 20. His 48.5-yard net
average set a career high and tied for the 10th-best single-game figure in
team history (minimum four punts). In the first quarter, he booted a 61-yard
punt. He punted 73 yards for a touchback in the third quarter to record the
third-longest punt of his career.

» Against Carolina (11/26), punted seven times for a 53.7-yard gross
average and a 46.7-yard net average with five punts placed inside the 20.
It was his fifth consecutive game with at least one punt of 60-plus yards
for the NFL's longest such active streak. In the second quarter, he pinned
the Panthers on their four-yard line with a 71-yard punt—his seventh punt
of at least 70 yards in two NFL seasons. Through 12 weeks of the NFL
season, his 53.7-yard average was the NFL’s second best in any game for
a punter with at least seven attempts (58.6 by Corey Bojorquez on Nov.
5). He earned his second career AFC Special Teams Player of the Week
Award, becoming the franchise's second punter to win two of the awards
(Craig Hentrich).

» Against Indianapolis (12/3), punted four times for a 54.5-yard gross
average and a 35.2-yard net average with one punt blocked and one punt
placed inside the 20. He exited the game in the fourth quarter with a season-
ending left leg injury. In the second quarter, he booted a 63-yard punt to
back up the Colts on their 12-yard line. It marked his sixth consecutive
game with at least one punt of 60-plus yards—the NFL's longest active
streak and the team's longest such streak during its "Titans era" (1999—
present).

In 1940, Washington’s Sammy Baugh punted 35 times for 1,799
yards, averaging 51.40 yards per punt. Eighty-two seasons later, the mark
still stood as the best qualifying single-season punting average in NFL
history, until Titans rookie punter Ryan Stonehouse broke the record in
2022.

Stonehouse, an undrafted rookie from Colorado State University,
averaged 53.10 yards per attempt on 90 total punts—1.70 yards per punt
ahead of Baugh’s number.

Prior to Stonehouse's rookie campaign, Baugh's mark was one of the
NFL’s longest-held records. In the 2022 NFL Record & Fact Book, only
three single-season individual records predated Baugh'’s punting mark, and
all three of those were later tied: most safeties in a season (two by Green
Bay’s Tom Nash in 1932 and subsequently tied 18 times), most fumbles
returned for a touchdown in a season (two by Boston’s Harold McPhail
in 1934 and tied 44 times), and most opponent fumbles returned for a
touchdown in a season (two by McPhail in 1934 and tied 41 times).

To qualify for the single-season average record, a punter needs a
minimum of 2.5 attempts per team game.

Additionally, media with in-game field access will be issued an
armband. All vests and armbands must be obtained prior to each game at the check-
in table.

NISSAN STADIUM PRESS BOX INTERNET ACCESS

Wireless internet access is available free of charge in the Nissan Stadium press
box. The login information will be available upon arrival in the press box. A limited
number of ethernet lines also are available. Accessing the wireless network works the
same in the Nissan Stadium press box as it does in most areas with free connectivity.

Simultaneously, the locker room will
open to credentialed media members with a working function. The press conference
audio will be played live over the press box speakers.

Quotes from each team’s head coach and key players will be transcribed and
distributed throughout the Nissan Stadium press box following the game. The quotes
also will be available at www.TennesseeTitans.com/media.

POOL REPORTS

Pool reporters are assigned by the Pro Football Writers of America. Requests for
pool reports with game officials must be made in advance through the home team's
media relations. Interviews will be conducted virtually. Pool reports will be recorded,
transcribed and then distributed in the press box.
