33 JAMAL ADAMS

PRO: The Titans signed Jamal Adams late in the 2024 offseason to bring
experience and physicality to the defensive backfield. The 6-foot-1-inch,
213-pounder was originally drafted by the New York Jets with the sixth-
overall selection in the 2017 NFL DrafT. In seven seasons, Adams has
registered 362 tackles, 50 stops for loss, 21.5 sacks, 36 passes defensed,
four interceptions and seven forced fumbles. Upon joining the Jets as a
rookie, Adams quickly established himself as a unique and productive
defender, utilizing his athleticism and aggressive playstyle to be a force in
run support, pass rush and pass defense. He was traded to the Seahawks
in 2020 where he logged his third straight Pro Bowl honor (2018-20).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« From 2018-20, Adams logged three straight AP All-Pro and Pro Bowl
seasons. He earned second team honors in 2018 and 2020, while earning
first team honors in 2019. During that span, he collected 273 tackles, 30
stops for loss, 19.5 sacks, six forced fumbles and scored two defensive
touchdowns: one interception return and one returned fumble recovery.

* Since 2017, Adams’ 21.5 sacks are the most in the NFL by a defensive
back, 7.5 more than the second most (15, Antoine Winfield Jr.).

* Adams set the NFL single-season record for most sacks by a defensive
back with 9.5 sacks for the Seahawks in 2020.

« In his first Pro Bowl apperance following the 2018 season, he earned
Defensive MVP after registering a sack and an interception in a three-play
span for the AFC.

TITANS TIDBITS:

« Jamal's father, George, was a first-round selection of the New York
Giants in 1985. Growing up, Jamal, who wears his father’s jersey number
33, made a bet with his dad that he would be picked higher than George
at 19th overall. “The trash-talking between them never stops,” Jamal's
mother, Michelle, told the New York Post.

* George played six NFL seasons with the Giants (1985-89) and Patriots
(1990-91) after starring at the University of Kentucky where he still ranks
in the top 10 in rushing yards for the school and is tied for fifth in rushing
touchdowns for the Wildcats with 25. George and Maurice Carthon, father
of Titans general manager Ran Carthon, were teammates on the Giants
from 1985-89 as Carthon played fullback.

* The Lewisville, Texas, native was selected by the New York Jets in the
first round (sixth overall) of the 2017 NFL Dratft.

* Traded by the Jets to the Seattle Seahawks along with a 2022 fourth-
round pick in exchange for Bradley McDougald, 2022 first- and third-
round picks, and a first-round pick in 2021 on July 25, 2020.

* Released by the Seahawks on March 5, 2024.

« Signed by the Titans as a free agent on July 11, 2024.

2023 (9/9 - Seattle): Started nine games at safety and registered 48
tackles, seven stops for loss and two passes defensed. Was inactive for
eight games. Placed on injured reserve on Dec. 30.

* Against Arizona (10/22), collected six tackles and one pass defensed.

« Against Cleveland (10/29), registered eight tackles, one stop for loss
and a pass defensed.

* Against San Francisco (11/23), made six tackles including two for loss.

» At Atlanta (9/13), made his Seahawks debut, leading the team with 12
tackles, two stops for loss and recording one sack, dropping Matt Ryan
for a seven-yard loss on third-and-six. Matched a career-high with four
quarterback pressures.

* Against New England (9/20), collected nine tackles and one sack,
taking down Cam Newton on third-and-seven.

» At Buffalo (11/8), recorded five tackles and 1.5 sacks, catching Josh
Allen for a six-yard loss on third-and-six.

2019 (14/14 - N.Y. Jets): Started 14 games at safety while earning
first-team All-Pro honors and his second consecutive Pro Bowl nod. Was
inactive for two games. Registered 75 tackles along with 10 tackles for
loss, 6.5 sacks, seven passes defensed, one interception, two forced
fumbles and one fumble recovery.
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* At New England (9/22), recorded three tackles and one interception,
picking off Jarrett Stidham in the fourth quarter and returning it 61 yards
for a touchdown, the first score of Adams’ career.

« Against Dallas (10/13), made several game changing plays in the victory
over the Cowboys. Assisted on a tackle of Dak Prescott on a fourth-and-
two run deep in Jets territory in the second quarter. Recorded a pass
defensed on third-and-two later in the stanza. Pressured Prescott on a
two-point conversion attempt late in the game to force an incompletion
and secure the 24-22 Jets win. Finished with eight tackles, including one
for loss and a pass defensed.

* Against N.Y. Giants (11/10), terrorized the Giants offense with nine
tackles, a pass defensed and two strip sacks of Daniel Jones. The first
was recovered by the Giants at their own eight-yard line for a loss of eight
yards and the second was raked out of Jones’ hands by Adams, who
returned the fumble 25 yards for a touchdown.

« At Washington (11/17), recorded four tackles and a career-high
three sacks, taking down Dwyane Haskins in the first, second and third
guarters.

PRO: The Titans signed Daniel Brunskill early in the 2023 free agency
period to bring toughness, versatility and experience to the offensive front.

PRO: The Titans selected Treylon Burks in the first round (18th overall)
of the 2022 NFL Draft. Through his first two seasons, Burks totaled 49
receptions for 665 yards and one touchdown in 22 games (15 starts).
That included 16 catches for 221 yards in 2023. As a rookie, he totaled
33 receptions for 444 yards and one touchdown in 11 games. The 6-foot-
2-inch, 225-pounder brings a rare combination of size, speed and sure
hands. The Arkansas product is a powerful runner with the ball in his
hands, and he can be used all over the offensive formation as well as in
the return game. He was drafted with the highest pick of any Arkansas
player since Darren McFadden was taken fourth overall in 2008, and he
was the first Arkansas wide receiver to be selected in the first round since
Matt Jones was taken 21st overall by Jacksonville in 2006.

He totaled 33 catches in 11 games.

PRO: The Titans signed Lloyd Cushenberry Il during the 2024 offseason
to solidify the center position along the offensive front. The 6-foot-4-inch,
315-pounder was selected by the Denver Broncos in the third round of
the 2020 NFL Draft and started 57 games at center for the club during his
first four NFL campaigns. The Louisiana State product was the Tigers’
starting center in 2019 and was a key component in the team’s 15-0
record and the College Football Playoff Championship title. He helped
LSU shatter numerous school offensive records and lead the NCAA in
total offense (568.5) and offensive touchdowns (93), while ranking second
in passing yards per game (401.6).

PRO: The Titans acquired Nick Folk prior to the start of the 2023 regular
season to add stability and veteran experience to the kicking game.
During the 2023 season, Folk led the NFL with a career best 96.7 percent
accuracy on field goals while connecting on 29 of 30 attempts. He also
set a new NFL record with an ongoing streak of 78 consecutive field
goals made under 40 yards. Prior to arriving in Tennessee, the 6-foot-
1-inch, 225-pounder appeared in 211 games over 15 seasons with the
Dallas Cowboys (2007-09), N.Y. Jets (2010-16), Tampa Bay Buccaneers
(2017) and New England Patriots (2019-22). The University of Arizona
product became the 35th NFL player to reach 300 career field goals and
he holds the NFL record with 64 consecutive regular season field goals
made under 50 yards.

PRO: The Titans signed DeAndre Hopkins as a free agent in the 2023
offseason. The 6-foot-1-inch, 212-pounder brings a veteran presence
to a young receiving room and possesses an impressive combination
of size, catch radius, a talent to win contested catches and an ability
to read defenses. Entering 2024, the four-time All-Pro (first-team 2017-
19, second team 2020) and five-time Pro Bowl selection ranks first in
receptions (928), first in first down receptions (642), first in receiving yards
(12,355) and third in receiving touchdowns (78) since entering the league
in 2013. Hopkins was selected with the 27th overall pick in the 2013 NFL
Draft out of Clemson and spent his first seven seasons with the Houston
Texans before being traded to the Arizona Cardinals in 2020.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

¢ In his first 11 seasons, Hopkins established himself as one of the
premier receivers in NFL history with 928 receptions for 12,355 yards and
78 touchdowns while starting in 161 games.

« Hopkins is a five-time Pro Bowl selection (2015, 2017-20) and four-
time All-Pro selection. Named first team All-Pro in three straight seasons
(2017-19) and second team All-Pro in 2020.

« Through 2023, Hopkins has surpassed 100 receptions four times in his
career, has seven seasons of 1,000-plus receiving yards, three seasons
with 10-plus touchdowns and has posted 100-plus receiving yards in a
game 43 times.

* From 2013 to 2023, ranked first in receptions (928), first in first down
receptions (642), first in receiving yards (12,355), third in receiving
touchdowns (78) and first in receptions of 25-plus yards (113) during the
regular season.

« Enters 2024 with at least one reception in all 162 career games played
during the regular season. That represents the longest active streak in the
NFL and is the third-longest in the Super Bowl era to begin a career.

« In 2023, Hopkins became one of 17 players in NFL history to reach 900
receptions, 12,000 receiving yards and 75 touchdown catches during a
career. Only five players—Hopkins, Marvin Harrison, Jerry Rice, Brandon
Marshall and Larry Fitzgerald—reached all three milestones within their
first 11 NFL seasons.

* In Week 10 of the 2020, season Hopkins hauled in a 43-yard pass
from Kyler Murray over three Buffalo Bills defenders in the end zone with
two seconds remaining for the game-winning touchdown. The play was
dubbed “Hail Murray” and won the 2021 ESPY for “Best Play.”

« In 2019, finished the season with 104 receptions for 1,165 yards and
seven touchdowns and was named first-team AP NFL All-Pro for the third
consecutive year.

Hopkins joined Julio
Jones and DeSean Jackson as the only active players with 11,000+
receiving yards in their career at the conclusion of the 2022 season.

* Against L.A. Chargers (11/27), led the team with 87 receiving yards on
four receptions with one touchdown. The touchdown marked the 71st of
his career. Among active players, only Davante Adams (83) and Mike
Evans (78) have more receiving touchdowns.

» Against New England (12/12), led the team with seven receptions for
79 yards.

» At Denver (12/18), led the team with seven receptions for 60 yards.

2021 (10/10 - Arizona): Started all 10 games he was active for and
recorded a team-high eight touchdown receptions on 42 catches for
572 yards. Was named a Cardinals team captain for the first time. Was
inactive for three games. Placed on injured reserve on Dec. 18, 2021 and
missed the rest of the season.

* At Tennessee (9/12), led the team with 83 receiving yards on six
receptions and added two touchdowns, marking his 11th-career multiple-
touchdown game and first with the Cardinals.

e Against Minnesota (9/19), recorded four receptions for 54 yards and
one touchdown. Recorded a receiving touchdown in the first two games
to open the season for the first time since 2016 and his three touchdown
catches marked the highest total of his career through the first two games
of a season.

« Against Seattle (10/25), caught 10 passes for 103 yards and a 35-yard
touchdown on Sunday Night Football. Helped the Cardinals gain 519 total
yards against the Seahawks.

¢ Against Miami (11/8), caught three passes for 30 yards, breaking an
NFL record for most receptions in a player’s first eight games with a team
and tying a franchise record for the most catches through the first eight
games of a season (60).

« Against Buffalo (11/15), caught seven passes for 127 yards including
a 43-yard game-winning Hail Mary touchdown with just two seconds
remaining in regulation. Earned Bridgestone Clutch Performance Play
of the Year and the “Best Play” award at the 2021 ESPYS for the “Hail
Murray.” Marked his fourth-career game-winning touchdown catch in the
fourth quarter/overtime and the first to come with under a minute left
on the clock. Earned NFC Offensive Player of the Week honors for his
performance.

* At Seattle (11/19), had five receptions for 51 yards on Thursday Night
Football, becoming the youngest player in NFL history to reach 700
career receptions (28 years, 166 days).

* Against L.A. Rams (12/6), gained 52 yards and scored one touchdown
on a team-high eight receptions, eclipsing the 1,000-yard mark for the
sixth time in his career and fourth consecutive season.

* At N.Y. Giants (12/13), caught nine passes for a game-high 136
yards, marking his sixth 100-yard outing of the season and fourth such
performance at MetLife Stadium in four career games at the venue.

« Against Philadelphia (12/20), totaled nine receptions for a season-high
169 yards and what would turn out to be the game-winning touchdown on
a 20-yard catch in the fourth quarter. Had receptions of 45 and 44 yards
for an offense that gained a season-high 526 total net yards against the
Eagles.

2019 (15/15, 2/2 - Houston): Started 15 games and had 104 receptions
for 1,165 yards and seven touchdowns. Was his third consecutive season
with at least 1,000 receiving yards. Named first-team All-Pro and voted
to his fourth Pro Bowl.

Started both playoff contests and recorded postseason
career highs in receptions (15) and receiving yards (208). Marked his third
season between 2013-19 with more than 100 receptions, which is tied for
the NFL’'s second most since 2013 (Antonio Brown).

e At Jacksonville (11/3), recorded 48 yards and a touchdown on eight
receptions in the win at Wembley Stadium in London. Marked his
12th-consecutive game with at least five receptions, tying his own
franchise record (12 straight in 2015).

» At Baltimore (11/17), finished with a game-high 80 yards on seven
receptions. At 27 years, 5 months, 12 days old, reached 600 receptions
for his career, becoming the second-youngest player in NFL history to
reach the milestone (Larry Fitzgerald; 27 years, 3 months, 20 days).
Became the first player in Texans history to record at least seven catches
in six-straight games.

» Against Indianapolis (11/21), posted 94 yards and two touchdowns
on six receptions, marking his second game during the season with
multiple touchdown receptions. Was his 10th career game with multiple
touchdown catches, tying Andre Johnson (10) for the most such games
in franchise history.

» Against New England (12/1), recorded a team-high 64 receiving yards
on five receptions and threw his first career touchdown pass. Threw a six-
yard touchdown pass to Deshaun Watson in the fourth quarter.

2018 (16/16, 1/1 - Houston): Started all 16 games and set career highs
in receptions (115) and receiving yards (1,572) and finished with his
second-most touchdowns in a season (11). Earned AP All-Pro First Team
honors for a second-consecutive season. Selected to his third-career
and second-consecutive Pro Bowl. Tied Andre Johnson for the most
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receptions (115) in a single season in franchise history. Started in the
postseason contest and recorded five receptions for 37 yards.

* At New England (9/9), finished with a team-high 78 yards receiving on
eight catches extending his streak to 10 consecutive games with 60-plus
scrimmage yards, dating back to Week 8 of 2017.

* At Tennessee (9/16) recorded 110 yards receiving and one touchdown
on six receptions (18.3 avg.). At 26 years, three months and 10 days,
became the third youngest player in NFL history to reach 6,000 receiving
yards behind only Randy Moss (25 years, eight months, 27 days) and
Larry Fitzgerald (26 years, 0 months, 13 days).

PRO: The Titans traded up to select outside linebacker Harold Landry
Il with the 41st overall pick in the second round of the 2018 NFL Draft.
During his first six NFL seasons, Landry totaled a team-leading 41.5
sacks—good for 11th place on the franchise’s all-time career sack list.
In the organization’s “Titans era” (1999—present), his 41.5 sacks through
2023 trailed only Jevon Kearse (52), Jurrell Casey (51) and Derrick
Morgan (44.5). Landry’s total included 10.5 sacks in 2023 after missing
the entire 2022 campaign due to injury. Prior to the injury, he participated
in 64 consecutive contests with 52 straight starts. The 6-foot-2-inch, 252-
pound Boston College product possesses a unique ability to bend the
edge as a pass rusher and use his speed, athleticism and long arms to
get to the quarterback. He signed a multi-year contract extension during
the 2022 offseason.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

¢ In 2023, Landry played in all 17 games after missing the entire 2022
campaign due to injury. He ranked second on the team with 10.5 sacks,
producing his second-best career total (12 sacks in 2021). In doing so, he
became the NFL's third veteran player since 1982 to miss an entire NFL
season and come back the next year to record at least 10 sacks. The only
previous players to do so were a pair of New Orleans Saints: Joe Johnson
in 2000 (12 sacks) and Charlie Clemons in 2001 (13.5 sacks). Landry’s 14
tackles for loss led the defense and matched his career high.

¢ In 2021, Landry was named to his first career Pro Bowl after ranking
10th in the NFL and leading the team with career-high 12 sacks. He also
led the team with 14 tackles for loss and ranked second on the squad with
a career-best 49 quarterback pressures.

¢ In 2021, Landry posted eight consecutive games with at least a half
sack, the longest such streak of his career, joining Jevon Kearse (12
consecutive games from 1999 to 2000) as the franchise’s only players to
accomplish the feat since individual sacks became an official statistic in
1982.

« In 2020, Landry recorded 16 starts for the second consecutive season.
He led the team with 5.5 sacks, a career-high 32 quarterback pressures
and a career-high 10 tackles for loss.

* In 2019, Landry started all 16 games and led the team with a career-
high nine sacks. He started all three postseason games in 2019 and
tallied a team-best eight quarterback pressures.

« In 2018, made his NFL debut and appeared in 15 games on the season.
His 4.5 sacks tied for third on the team and his 18 quarterback pressures
tied for second.

« Landry could have entered the NFL Draft following his 16.5-sack junior
season at Boston College. However, he chose to stay in school and
received his degree in communications in December 2017.

« Landry’s 26 career sacks at Boston College were exceeded in school
history by only Mathias Kiwanuka (37.5 from 2002-05).

sacks. His seven forced fumbles also ranked first nationally.

PRO: The Titans selected Will Levis in the second round (33rd overall)
of the 2023 NFL Draft. The 6-foot-4-inch, 229-pounder is a strong-
armed signal caller that displays leadership under center, accuracy from
the pocket and grit as a runner. As a rookie in 2023, Levis took the
quarteback reigns midway through the season, starting nine games and
throwing for 1,808 yards with eight touchdowns for a 84.2 passer rating.
A native of Madison, Conn., he spent two seasons at Kentucky, after
transferring from Penn State. During his two seasons as the Wildcats’
starting signal caller, he directed the program to 17 victories and a pair of
bowl appearances. He was the fourth quarterback drafted in 2023 after
the Titans traded up in the second round to select him.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In his debut season in 2023, Levis recorded starts in all nine games
in which he appeared and his passing totals included 255 attempts,
149 completions, 1,808 yards with eight touchdowns. His 84.2 passer
rating was the second best in franchise history by a rookie quarterback,
and the number also ranked first in NFL history among second-round
quarterbacks in their rookie season (minimum 200 attempts).

« Levis made his first career NFL start against Atlanta (10/29/23) and
completed 19 of 29 passes for 238 yards with four touchdowns for a 130.5
passer rating. He became the third player in NFL history to record four
touchdown passes in his NFL debut, joining Minnesota’s Fran Tarkenton
and the Titans’ Marcus Mariota. His passer rating of 130.5 was the best
in franchise history among qualifying players (minimum 20 attempts) in
the first start of a rookie season.

« Levis engineered his first career NFL game-winning drive at Miami
(12/11/23), by completing 23 of 38 passes for 327 yards with a touchdown.
He got the Titans to within one score with a three-yard touchdown toss
to DeAndre Hopkins in the fourth quarter and made it a six-point game
at 27-21 with a two-point conversion pass to Nick Westbrook-Ikhine in
the corner of the end zone in the fourth quarter. Levis then kickstarted
the Titans’ game-winning touchdown drive with a 36-yard connection to
Hopkins late in the final stanza. In the process, Levis became the first
NFL rookie quarterback to pass for 300 or more yards on Monday Night
Football.

« Levis finished his career with a 17-7 record as a starter at Kentucky,
tying Terry Wilson for the second-most quarterback wins since 1993.

TITANS TIDBITS:

« Levis comes from a family of athletes. His great grandfather, Alva
Kelley, was an All-America football player at Cornell University and won
a National Championship in 1939. His mother, Beth Kelley Levis, was a
two-time All-America soccer player at Yale and has been inducted into
the Connecticut Girls’ Soccer Association Hall of Fame. His father, Mike,
was a tight end at Denison University. His uncle, David Kelley, also was
an Academic All-America football player at Yale.

« Levis has used his platform to make a difference in the community. He
set up a Cameo campaign to raise money for flood victims in eastern
Kentucky in 2022 and organized an autograph signing with fellow
teammates to gather funds for tornado victims in western Kentucky in
2021. He has also volunteered with Amachi, an organization that aims
to assist children affected by incarceration.

e The best advice Levis has ever received is “never give up.” His
grandfather used to end every sentence he ever had with him with those

words and it took him a while to realize how meaningful they are, but he
now uses it as his personal mantra. It is the impetus behind the tattoo
on his arm “2nd Chronicles 15:7.” The verse says, “But as for you, stay
strong and do not give up, for your effort will be rewarded.”

 Levis hosted QBMotion for a LAUNCH Series camp, May 10-11 2024,
at Lipscomb Academy in Nashville.

 Levis was a special guest at Special Olympics of Tennessee’s Summer
Games Opening Ceremonies in 2024. He shook hands, took photos,
signed autographs and had conversations with a majority of the athletes
participating in the games.

* The Madison, Conn., native was selected by the Titans in the second
round (33rd overall) of the 2023 NFL Draft.

The 5-foot-11-inch, 190-pounder is a
physical, athletic cornerback that is known for always being around the
ball. McCreary has been a mainstay in the Titans defensive backfield
during his first two NFL campaigns, having played in 32 games with
28 starts while collecting a team-best 170 tackles to go along with two
interceptions, two sacks and 14 passes defensed. The Mobile, Ala.,
native was a two-year starter at Auburn and notched an impressive
22 passes defensed, including four interceptions, during his final two
collegiate campaigns.

PRO: The Titans signed Kenneth Murray Jr. as an unrestricted free agent
early in the 2024 offseason to bring speed, toughness and experience
to the inside linebacker position. The 6-foot-2-inch, 241-pounder is a
sideline-to-sideline defender with an uncanny knack for finding the ball
carrier. The University of Oklahoma product entered the NFL as a first-
round pick of the L.A. Chargers in 2020. He spent his first four seasons
with the club, appearing in 59 games with 53 starts while amassing 321
tackles, five sacks, two interceptions, 21 stops for loss, 33 quarterback
pressures, 10 passes defensed and a forced fumble.

PRO: The Titans used their third-round selection in the 2022 NFL Draft on
offensive lineman Nicholas Petit-Frere. The 6-foot-5-inch, 316-pounder
from Ohio State brings strength and athleticism to the position group. As
a rookie, he started 16 games at right tackle and helped running back
Derrick Henry rush for 1,538 yards, which ranked second in the NFL.

The 6-foot,
209-pounder entered the NFL as a fourth-round pick of the Dallas Cowboys
in 2019. The Memphis product served primarily as a backup during his
first three seasons with the Cowboys before enjoying a breakout 2022
campaign with 1,007 rushing yards and 12 total touchdowns which led
to his first career Pro Bowl nod. Dallas used the franchise tag on Pollard
heading into the 2023 season, and he responded with 1,005 yards on the
ground and six scores.

Draft on offensive lineman Dillon Radunz (pronounced “RAY-dinz"), who
brings athleticism and versatility to the position group. During his first
three seasons, the 6-foot-6-inch, 301-pounder appeared in 39 games
with 16 starts, including a career-best 11 starts in 2023. His experience
through his first three campaigns included multiple starts at four different
positions on the offensive line—every position other than center. A native
of Becker, Minn., Radunz declared for the NFL Draft after North Dakota
State’s lone fall game his senior season, choosing to forego the Bisons’
spring football schedule.

¢ In 2023, Radunz returned from a season-ending knee injury during the
previous season to record career highs with 16 games played and 11
starts.

PRO: The Titans selected Jeffery Simmons with the 19th overall pick in
the 2019 NFL Draft. After five NFL seasons, he has been named a team
captain the last three years, selected to the Pro Bowl twice (2021, 2022)
and is a two-time second team All-Pro honoree (2021, 2022). Since his
rookie year in 2019, his 26.5 career sacks rank second on the Titans
defense behind Harold Landry Ill (37). He was rewarded with a multi-
year contract extension during the 2023 offseason. The 6-foot-4-inch,
305-pound defensive lineman provides a rare blend of size, power and
quickness, making him a disruptive force in the middle of the defense.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In 2023, Simmons was named the Titans nominee for the NFL's Walter
Payton Man of the Year Award that recgonizes a player for outstanding
community service, as well as excellence on the field. “To be in a
position to be able to give back, it means a lot. | want to be a light in the
community.” Simmons finished the season with 37 tackles and 5.5 sacks
in 12 games.

¢ In 2022, he earned Pro Bowl and second-team All-Pro honors for
the second consecutive campaign, anchoring a unit that ranked first in
the NFL in rushing defense (76.9 opponent rushing yards per game).

PRO: The Titans selected Tyjae Spears in the third round of the 2023
NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 195-pounder is a dynamic and explosive
running back with superb instincts and the ability to play on all downs on
offense and contribute in the return game. As a rookie, Spears appeared
in all 17 games and accumulated 838 scrimmage yards to rank seventh
in franchise history among rookie running backs. His totals included 453
yards and two touchdowns on the ground and 385 receiving yards and
a score as a receiver. The Ponchatoula, La., native spent four years at
Tulane (2019-22) prior to entering the NFL. Chosen by the Titans with
the 81st overall draft pick, he became the highest pick from Tulane since
running back Matt Forte in 2008 (44th overall by Chicago).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* As a rookie in 2023, Spears carried the ball 100 times for 453 yards
and two touchdowns, and he added 52 receptions for 385 yards and
one score. His 838 scrimmage yards ranked seventh in franchise history
among rookie running backs, and the total also placed fourth among
rookie running backs in 2023 behind Atlanta’s Bijan Robinson, Detroit's
Jahmyr Gibbs and Miami's De’Von Achane.

4 RYAN STONEHOUSE

PRO: The Titans signed Ryan Stonehouse as an undrafted free agent
following the 2022 NFL Draft to add competition to the punting position.
The 5-foot-10-inch, 193-pounder put together an impressive training camp
performance, unseating the incumbent Brett Kern, who had been the club’s
punter since 2009. In two seasons, Stonehouse has enjoyed a record-
breaking start to his career as an NFL punter. As a rookie, Stonehouse set
the NFL record for gross average yards per punt (53.1). He followed that
by becoming the first player in NFL history to be the league leader in the
category in each of his first two seasons (53.06 in 2023).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« Stonehouse owns the top two single-season punting averages in NFL
history: 53.10 yards in 2022 and 53.06 yards in 2023.

« In 2023 against the L.A. Chargers, he averaged 61.2 gross yards per punt
totaling 306 yards on five punts in a 27-24 overtime win. The mark set a
new franchise single-game record and was enough to notch second for an
NFL game since 1960, behind Andy Lee’s 63.0 yards per punt in Week 1
of 2016.

* As a rookie in 2022, Stonehouse was selected second-team Associated
Press All-Pro and set numerous NFL records. He finished the season with
a gross average of 53.10 yards per punt on 90 total punts, which broke
Sammy Baugh'’s single-season NFL record of 51.40 yards per punt that
was established in 1940 and was never matched among qualifiers (2.5
punts per team game). Stonehouse’s mark also surpassed Brett Kern's
franchise record of 49.7 yards per punt in 2017. With a net punting average
of 44.03 yards per punt in 2022, he also established a new NFL record for
the highest net average by a rookie punter.

« Named AFC Special Teams Player of the Week after punting eight times
for 432 yards (54.0 avg.) with three kicks placed inside the 20-yard line
against Denver (11/13/22).

¢ In 2021, Stonehouse set the NCAA career punt average record by
concluding his career at 47.8 average yards per attempt.

« Stonehouse comes from a lineage of punters. His father, Paul, was an
All-American punter for Stanford. His uncle, John Stonehouse was an All-
American punter at Southern California and was signed by the New York
Giants as a rookie free agent in 1996. His uncle, Jeff Banks, was a punter
at Washington State. His younger cousin, Jack, is a punter at Missouri.

« Stonehouse’s father, Paul, and uncle, John, used to teach punting at
their camp, The Kicking Game, and through private lessons. The camp’s
website houses testimonials from coaches Bill Walsh, John Robinson, Paul
Pasqualoni and Mike Price.

« Uncle, Jeff Banks, is the assistant head coach/tight ends coach/special
teams coordinator at Texas.

* As a craftsman, Stonehouse built an outdoor kitchen in his home, that
is owned by his grandmother, and it is complete with two different cooking
areas, a sink, granite countertops, it is made out of wood and brick and is
even wired for lighting.

« Stonehouse served as a judge for the Miss Tennessee pageant during
the 2024 offseason.

¢ During COVID, Stonehouse purchased an old Ford van for $750 and is
converting it into a vehicle that could potentially serve as a home, expecting
to flip it and sell it for profit.

« Stonehouse is passionate about fostering dogs. Prior to the start of
COVID, he had organized a camp at Colorado State with all profits intended
to benefit “The Good Dog Rescue,” an organization that aims to save dogs
from high kill shelters and place them in foster homes.

PRO: The Titans signed Nick Westbrook-lkhine as a rookie free agent
following the 2020 NFL Draft. The 6-foot-2-inch, 211-pounder provides
versatility to the passing game with his ability to line up in multiple
positions, while also contributing on special teams. From 2020 through
2023, no player appeared in more games in a Titans uniform than
Westbrook-lkhine, who logged 61 games in that stretch and totaled 94
receptions for 1,276 yards and 10 touchdowns. The Lake Mary, Fla.,
native appeared in 52 games with 36 starts and totaled 144 receptions for
2,226 yards with 16 touchdowns over four seasons at Indiana.

PRO: The Titans selected Malik Willis in the third round (86th overall) of
the 2022 NFL Draft. In two NFL seasons, he has appeared in 11 games
with three starts, totaling 350 passing yards, 144 rushing yards and one
rushing score. The 6-foot-1-inch, 219-pound signal caller possesses a
dynamic skill set that includes a strong, accurate arm and elusiveness as
a runner. A native of Atlanta, Ga., he spent three total years at Liberty,
including a 2019 redshirt campaign, after transferring from Auburn. During
his two seasons as Liberty’s starting signal caller, he directed the Flames
to two bowl victories and led the FBS with 74 total passing (47) and
rushing (27) touchdowns. He was the third quarterback drafted in 2022
after the Titans traded up four spots in the third round to select him.

Pinned the
Texans deep in their own territory with a 47-yard punt that was downed at
the Houston three-yard line late in the third quarter. Launched a 58-yard
punt in the final minute of the fourth quarter.

* Against Seattle (12/24), punted three times for 117 yards (39.0 avg.)
with two kicks placed inside the 20-yard line. Handled kickoff duties for
the first time in his NFL career. Kicked off four times with two reaching
the end zone and one resulting in a touchback. Pinned Seattle deep in
their own territory with a 36-yard punt that was downed at the Seahawks’
six-yard line in the opening stanza. Placed a 34-yard punt that was fair
caught at the Seattle eight-yard line in the third quarter.

« At Houston (12/31), punted five times for 248 yards (49.6 avg.) with two
kicks placed inside the 20-yard line. Pinned the Texans deep in their own
territory with a 42-yard punt that was fair caught at the Houston six-yard
line in the first quarter. Boomed a 64-yard punt that rolled down to the
Texans’ 10-yard line in the final stanza.

« Against Jacksonville (1/7), punted three times for 144 yards (48.0 avg.)
with one kick placed inside the 20-yard line. Pinned the Jaguars in their
own territory with a 49-yard punt that was fair caught at the Jacksonville
12-yard line in the opening quarter.

COLLEGE:

* Appeared in 41 games over four seasons at Kansas State (2019-22).
Served as the primary kickoff man each of the last three seasons, the
primary punter the final two seasons and field goal kicker during the
second half of his final campaign. Finished second in school history in
career punting average (43.37). He earned All-Big 12 honors in two of his
seasons: second team (2022) and honorable mention (2021). Started his
career at Butler Community College.

* As a graduate (2022), earned All-Big 12 Second Team honors as a
punter after averaging 44.5 yards on 59 punts with 27 punts landing
inside the opponent’s 20-yard line, a career best, and 22 traveling at
least 50 yards. His season average ranked second in school history, 18th
nationally and second in the Big 12. Set the school’s single-season record
for field goal percentage (min. 10 attempts) as he was true on all 11 tries
after taking over place kicking duties prior to the Oklahoma State game.
Also connected on all 31 extra points attempts, the 13th perfect season
in school history (min. 20 attempts). Totaled 51 touchbacks on 86 kickoffs
(59.3 percent) during the season. One of four FBS players — and the only
one at a Power 5 school — to handle a majority of the team’s punting,
kickoffs and field goals/extra points during the 2022 season.

e As a senior (2021), served as the primary punter and kickoff specialist
for all 13 games en route to Honorable Mention All-Big 12 accolades.
Finished the year with a 43.7-yard punting average to tie for fifth in school
history. His average would have ranked second in the Big 12 had he
punted eight more times to reach the required minimum. Average was
buoyed by 16 punts that traveled 50 or more yards, while he only had four
touchbacks. Filled in as placekicker in the Wildcats’ win over Louisiana
State in the Texas Bowl, connecting on all six extra-point attempts.

* As a junior (2020), served as the primary kickoff man and split punting
duties throughout all 10 games. Punted 28 times for a 40.8-yard average
with 14 punts landing inside the opponents’ 20-yard line and none of his
attempts going for touchbacks. Ranked third in the Big 12 in average. Also
kicked off 47 times for a 60.1-yard average and 29 touchbacks. Earned
First Team Academic All-Big 12 honors.

* As a redshirt junior (2019), transferred to Kansas State after the 2018
season. Served as a kickoff specialist in four games as he retained his
redshirt. Held a 60.3-yard average and had 14 touchbacks on 18 kickoffs.
e As a sophomore (2018), held a 39.5-yard average on 64 punts as a
sophomore at Butler Community College, landing 28 inside the 20-yard
line. Was nine of 16 on field goal attempts and 31 of 37 on extra point
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attempts. Rated the best junior college kicker in the Class of 2019 by e Son of Arlen and Sunni Zentner. Has one brother, Aaron.
