PRO: The Titans signed Brandon Allen as a free agent during the 2025 
offseason to bring experience to the quarterback room. The 6-foot-2-inch 
quarterback has appeared in 18 games with 10 starts in his NFL career. 
He spent the last two seasons with the San Francisco 49ers where he 
saw action in three games with one start. Allen’s most extensive action 
came in 2020 when he started five games for the Cincinnati Bengals. 
The Fayetteville, Ark., native has completed 166 of 293 passes for 1,810 
yards and 11 touchdowns in nine seasons. Allen has also spent time with 
the Jacksonville Jaguars (2017-18), L.A. Rams (2017-18) and Denver 
Broncos (2019).

• Allen won his first career start against Cleveland on Nov. 3, 2019 by 
posting a passer rating of 125.6.

PRO: The Titans signed unrestricted free agent Morgan Cox during 
the 2021 offseason to add a veteran presence and experience to the 
long snapping position. In his first 15 NFL seasons, the 6-foot-4-inch, 
233-pounder appeared in 233 regular season games, including all 17 
games with the Titans in 2021, 2022, 2023 and 2024.  The University of 
Tennessee product is widely considered one of the best at his position in 
the NFL and has been selected to five Pro Bowls, four as a member of 
the Baltimore Ravens and one with the Titans in 2022.  The Collierville, 
Tenn., native was originally signed as a rookie free agent by the Ravens 
following the 2010 NFL Draft.

• Cox, a five-time Pro Bowler, spent his first 11 NFL seasons (2010-

PRO: The Titans traded up to select Amani Hooker with the 116th overall 
pick in the fourth round of the 2019 NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 210-
pound defender was coveted for his versatility, having played safety, 
and a hybrid linebacker/cornerback position at Iowa. Hooker played 
in 80 games in his first six NFL seasons and amassed 315 tackles, 
12 interceptions and 31 passes defensed.  He will be relied upon for 
his defensive leadership and saavy ballhawking ability in the Titans’ 
secondary.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• In 2024, Hooker led the team with a career-high five interceptions while 
tying for the team lead with nine passes defensed. 
• In 2023, Hooker started 13 games at safety and ranked fourth on the 
team with a career-best 80 tackles and finished second on the squad with 
seven passes defensed.  
• In 2020, Hooker tied for the team lead with four interceptions while 
posting 44 tackles and eight passes defensed.

TITANS TIDBITS: 
• Hooker was named a finalist for Minnesota’s Mr. Football in 2015.  Yet 
he had just two FBS scholarship offers.  When the in-state university 
showed hesitancy after multiple workouts, Hooker knew he belonged at 
Iowa saying, “love who loves me.”
• In February 2019, Hooker helped crowdfund about $1,200 for the Park 
Center high school football program through a Pledge-It campaign raising 
a dollar amount for every inch of his vertical jump at the NFL Scouting 
Combine. His 37-inch jump ranked fifth among safeties and equaled 
money for better equipment at his alma mater.
• Amani’s brother, Quinton, played basketball for North Dakota and 
helped take the team to the NCAA tournament his senior year. Quinton 
was Minnesota’s Mr. Basketball in high school and currently plays 
basketball professionally in Italy.  For the past three years, the brothers 
have hosted a camp in their hometown, bringing together kids from all 
over the Brooklyn Park area to learn about both football and basketball.

PRO: The Titans signed Arden Key early in the 2023 offseason to add 
experience and bolster the defensive front.

PRO: The Titans selected Chig Okonkwo (“CHIGG oh-KAHN-kwoh”) 
in the fourth round (143rd overall) of the 2022 NFL Draft to bring both 
receiving athleticism and blocking ability to the tight ends unit. In his first 
three seasons, Okonkwo played in 51 games with 30 starts and registered 
1,457 yards on 138 receptions with six touchdowns. The Powder Springs, 
Ga., native appeared in 37 games with 20 starts over four seasons 
(2018-21) at Maryland and caught 77 passes for 717 yards and eight 
touchdowns.

PRO: The Titans signed Tony Pollard early in the 2024 offseason to add 
experience and a playmaking threat to the offensive backfield.  The 6-foot, 
209-pounder entered the NFL as a fourth-round pick of the Dallas Cowboys 
in 2019.  The Memphis product served primarily as a backup during his 
first three seasons with the Cowboys before enjoying a breakout 2022 
campaign with 1,007 rushing yards and 12 total touchdowns which led 
to his first career Pro Bowl nod.

PRO: The Titans selected Jeffery Simmons with the 19th overall pick in 
the 2019 NFL Draft. After six NFL seasons, he has been named a team 
captain the last four years, selected to the Pro Bowl three times (2021, 
2022 and 2024) and is a two-time second team All-Pro honoree (2021, 
2022). He was rewarded with a multi-year contract extension during the 
2023 offseason. The 6-foot-4-inch, 305-pound defensive lineman provides 
a rare blend of size, power and quickness, making him a disruptive force 
in the middle of the defense.

• In 2024, for the second consecutive year, Simmons was named the 
Titans nominee for the NFL’s Walter Payton Man of the Year Award 
that recognizes a player for outstanding community service, as well as 
excellence on the field. “Being considered for Walter Payton Man of the 
Year for a second time is truly one of the greatest honors of my career,” 
he said. “I am grateful for the opportunity to play the game, but even more 
thankful for the platform it offers me and the ways I can bless others.” 
Simmons finished the season with a career-high 76 tackles and five sacks 
in 16 games played. 
• Simmons recorded a career-high 76 tackles in 2024 to go along with five 
sacks, 11 tackles for loss, two forced fumbles and two fumble recoveries 
on the way to earning Pro Bowl honors. 
• In 2022, he earned Pro Bowl and second-team All-Pro honors for 
the second consecutive campaign, anchoring a unit that ranked first in 
the NFL in rushing defense (76.9 opponent rushing yards per game). 
Simmons posted 7.5 sacks and 43 quarterback pressures and added a 
career-high seven passes defensed, which tied for the fourth-best mark 
among all NFL defensive linemen. Simmons and Arizona’s J.J. Watt 
were the NFL’s only players in 2022 with at least seven sacks and seven 
passes defensed. 
• In 2021, Simmons was named a team captain for the first time in his 
career, and he went on to become one of six players on the roster to 
start all 17 games.

• During a three-year career as a defensive tackle at Mississippi State, 
Simmons appeared in 38 contests with 28 starts. He finished his career 
ranked sixth in school history with 32.5 in tackles for loss. He also tied 
for sixth in Mississippi University annals with five forced fumbles and tied 
for fourth with three blocked kicks. His totals also included 163 tackles, 
seven sacks, seven passes defensed and two defensive touchdowns. 
He was one of two players in the nation to be named a Bednarik Award

PRO: The Titans selected Tyjae Spears in the third round of the 2023 
NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 195-pounder is a dynamic and explosive 
running back with superb instincts and the ability to play on all downs on 
offense and contribute in the return game. As a rookie, Spears appeared 
in all 17 games and accumulated 838 scrimmage yards to rank seventh 
in franchise history among rookie running backs. His totals included 453 
yards and two touchdowns on the ground and 385 receiving yards and 
a score as a receiver. The Ponchatoula, La., native spent four years at 
Tulane (2019-22) prior to entering the NFL. Chosen by the Titans with 
the 81st overall draft pick, he became the highest pick from Tulane since 
running back Matt Forte in 2008 (44th overall by Chicago). 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:
• Spears has had a knack for finding the end zone during his first two 
NFL campaigns.  He has scored eight touchdowns (six rushing and two 
receiving) from 2023-2024.
• As a rookie in 2023, Spears carried the ball 100 times for 453 yards 
and two touchdowns, and he added 52 receptions for 385 yards and 
one score. His 838 scrimmage yards ranked seventh in franchise history 
among rookie running backs, and the total also placed fourth among 
rookie running backs in 2023 behind Atlanta’s Bijan Robinson, Detroit’s 
Jahmyr Gibbs and Miami’s De’Von Achane. 
• Spears’ 20 total third-down conversions in 2023, which included 11 
receptions and nine rushing attempts, led all NFL running backs, including 
rookies and veterans.

He ended his career as the school’s all-time leader in yards per carry 
(6.8), tied for second in 100-yard rushing games (15), tied for third 
in rushing touchdowns (31), fourth in rushing yards per game (85.6) 
and sixth in rushing yards (2,910) and total touchdowns (34). His 6.8 
yards per carry from 2019 to 2022 ranked second in the FBS behind 
only Alabama-Birmingham running back DeWayne McBride’s 7.3-yard 
average (minimum 400 attempts). 
• As a junior (2022), started all 14 games for the Green Wave, totaling 
1,581 yards and 19 touchdowns on 229 rushing attempts and adding 
22 receptions for 256 yards and two touchdowns. Named honorable 
mention All-American by Phil Steele, American Athletic Conference 
Offensive Player of the Year and first team All-AAC. Tied for the national 
lead with 21 total touchdowns and tied for third in the country with 19 
rushing touchdowns, a total that ranked second in Tulane single-season 
history. His 1,581 rushing yards led the conference and made up the 
Green Wave’s all-time second-highest single-season total.

PRO: The Titans signed Kevin Zeitler during the 2025 offseason to bring 
a veteran presence to the interior of the offensive front.
