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BRANDON ALLEN

PRO: The Titans signed Brandon Allen as a free agent during the 2025
offseason to bring experience to the quarterback room. The 6-foot-2-inch
quarterback has appeared in 18 games with 10 starts in his NFL career.
He spent the last two seasons with the San Francisco 49ers where he
saw action in three games with one start. Allen’'s most extensive action
came in 2020 when he started five games for the Cincinnati Bengals.
The Fayetteville, Ark., native has completed 166 of 293 passes for 1,810
yards and 11 touchdowns in nine seasons. Allen has also spent time with
the Jacksonville Jaguars (2017-18), L.A. Rams (2017-18) and Denver
Broncos (2019).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

» Allen won his first career start against Cleveland on Nov. 3, 2019 by
posting a passer rating of 125.6. He completed 12 of his 20 passes for
193 yards and two scores, including a 75-yard touchdown to tight end
Noah Fant.

» On Dec. 27, 2020 on the road in Houston, Allen notched his second win
as a starter. Allen began the game with seven consecutive completions
and finished with a career-best 371 yards with two touchdowns in the
37-31 victory.

* Allen has been coached by Brian Callahan before when the Titans head
coach served as the Cincinnati Bengals offensive coordinator while Allen
played there from 2020-22.

Allen’s father, Bobby, spent over 20 years at the school as a
position coach for the defensive line, linebackers, cornerbacks and free
safeties and served as the team’s defensive coordinator in 1998 and
2000. Allen’s younger brother, Austin, led the SEC with 3,340 passing
yards to go with 25 touchdown passes in 2016.

* In 2014, Arkansas super fan Canaan Sandy was able to score a
touchdown during the Razorbacks’ spring game when Allen handed him
the ball and he ran for a 50-yard touchdown in front of fans. Sandy is a
dedicated fan with special needs and formed a relationship with Allen
among other Arkansas players and staff through his commitment to
attending many of the school’s athletic events.

PRO: The Titans claimed Jalyn Armour-Davis off waivers from the
Baltimore Ravens during final roster cutdowns prior to the 2025 campaign.
The 6-foot-1-inch, 200-pounder is a physical, athletic cornerback that
looks to add depth and experience to the Titans secondary. In his first
three NFL campaigns with the Ravens (2022-24), the Alabama product
appeared in 19 games with three starts and posted 16 tackles, two passes
defensed, a stop for loss and four special teams tackles.

PRO: The Titans traded up in the fourth round of the 2025 NFL Draft
to select wide receiver Elic Ayomanor. The 6-foot-2-inch, 206-pounder
is a fast, physical receiver that possesses a large catch radius. The
Medicine Hat, Alberta, Canada, native played two seasons (2023-2024)
at Stanford where he led the Cardinal in receptions and receiving yards
both campaigns with totals of 125 receptions for 1,844 yards with 12
touchdowns.

TITANS TIDBITS:

« Ayomanor was born in Medicine Hat, Alberta, Canada. He lived in
Kincaid, a town of less than 200 people.

« Ayomanor was a computer science major at Stanford. He interned as
an analyst at Altamont Capital Partners private equity firm following his
sophomore year.

* Ayomanor was forced to grow up fast in high school. After his freshman
season in Canada, he moved away from home to attend boarding school
in New Jersey and then Massachusetts. “It wasn't so much adversity as
much a great opportunity that taught me a lot about living.”

« Ayomanor’'s mother, Pam Weiterman, gained a reputation as an arm
wrestler. She grew up on a farm, where arm wresting was a big tradition,
and she excelled at it.

AS A SOPHOMORE (2024), started all 12 games and was named second
team AIl-ACC from the coaches after leading all Stanford receivers with
63 receptions for 831 yards. Recorded six receiving touchdowns, tied
for the most by a Cardinal wideout. Was the Cardinal’s leading receiver
in seven of the 12 games. Finished seventh in the ACC in receptions
(63) and tied for ninth in receiving touchdowns (6), while ranking third in
pass-blocking (72.7, per Pro Football Focus). Named the team’s Tommy
Vardell Award winner, awarded to an academic junior or senior player
who best epitomizes excellence in both academics and athletics and
Stanford’s Deswarte-Eller Award winner, awarded to the team’s most
outstanding sophomore player.

* Against Texas Christian (8/30), tallied seven receptions for 102 yards.
* At Syracuse (9/20), posted seven catches for 87 yards with a 17-yard
touchdown grab in the opening quarter.

e Against Wake Forest (10/26), led the team with 11 catches and 96
receiving yards.

« At North Carolina State (11/2), registered team-highs with four catches
and 108 receiving yards, including a 14-yard touchdown grab in the final
stanza.

e Against Louisville (11/16), hauled in a 13-yard touchdown grab in the
upset victory.

e At San Jose State (11/29), led the team with 10 receptions and 109
receiving yards.

AS A REDSHIRT FRESHMAN (2023), appeared in all 12 games, making
starts at wide receiver in the final 11 games. Paced the Stanford offense
with 62 receptions for 1,013 yards and six touchdowns. Named the
team’s Irving S. Zeimer Award recipient, given to the team’s offensive
most valuable player. Ranked seventh in the Pac-12 in receiving yards
and yards per catch (16.3), while ranking fifth in yards per game (84.4).
Posted the seventh most receiving yards (806) in the NCAA from Oct.
11 through the end of the season. First Cardinal to reach 1,000 receiving
yards in a season since J.J. Arcega-Whiteside in 2018.

e Against Sacramento State (9/16), scored the first touchdown of his
collegiate career on a 51-yard grab.

¢ At Colorado (10/13), amassed career-highs with 13 catches for 294
yards and three receiving scores. Set the Stanford program record for
receiving yards in a game (294), besting the mark from Troy Walters in
1999 in the double overtime victory at Colorado. Posted the second most
single-game receiving yards in Pac-12 history (Marquise Lee, USC, 2012,
345). His 13 receptions are tied for the second-most in Stanford history,



trailing only Simi Fehoko (16) at UCLA in 2020. Became the first player
in the Pac-12 with multiple touchdown receptions of 60-plus yards since
Washington’s John Ross Ill in 2016.

CAPTAIN: 2025

PRO: The Titans signed Cody Barton during the 2025 offseason to
upgrade the inside linebacker position and add to the veteran leadership
on defense. The 6-foot-2-inch, 237-pounder played in 95 games with 43
starts and was selected in the third round of the 2019 NFL Draft by the
Seattle Seahawks. Prior to his arrival in Tennessee, the University of
Utah product recorded 419 tackles, 10 tackles for loss, 3.5 sacks, five
interceptions, three forced fumbles and three fumble recoveries in six pro
seasons.

* In Week 7 of 2024, at New Orleans on Thursday Night Football, Barton
earned AFC Defensive Player of the Week honors after an eight-tackle
performance that included a sack, a forced fumble and a fumble recovery
for a touchdown.

PRO: The Titans signed Lloyd Cushenberry Il during the 2024 offseason
to solidify the center position along the offensive front. The 6-foot-4-inch,
315-pounder was selected by the Denver Broncos in the third round of
the 2020 NFL Draft and started 57 games at center for the club during his
first four NFL campaigns. During the 2024 season, Cushenberry started
the first eight games at center for the Titans before ending the season
on injured reserve.

PRO: The Titans selected Chimere Dike in the fourth round (103rd
overall) of the 2025 NFL Draft. The 6-foot-1-inch, 196-pounder is a
fast, efficient receiver with a versatile skill set that allows him to move
around the field. He also provides a proven ability to produce on special
teams. The Waukesha, Wisc., native played four seasons (2020-2023) at
Wisconsin before transferring to Florida for his final season (2024) where
he led the team in receptions and ranked second in receiving yards.

PRO: The Titans traded up to select Amani Hooker with the 116th overall
pick in the fourth round of the 2019 NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 210-
pound defender was coveted for his versatility, having played safety,
and a hybrid linebacker/cornerback position at lowa. Hooker played
in 80 games in his first six NFL seasons and amassed 315 tackles,
12 interceptions and 31 passes defensed. He will be relied upon for
his defensive leadership and saavy ballhawking ability in the Titans’
secondary.

The 6-foot-6-inch, 342-pound offensive
lineman brings elite power, playing strength and violent hands to his
position.

CHIG OKONKWO

PRO: The Titans selected Chig Okonkwo (“CHIGG oh-KAHN-kwoh")
in the fourth round (143rd overall) of the 2022 NFL Draft to bring both
receiving athleticism and blocking ability to the tight ends unit. In his first
three seasons, Okonkwo played in 51 games with 30 starts and registered
1,457 yards on 138 receptions with six touchdowns. The Powder Springs,
Ga., native appeared in 37 games with 20 starts over four seasons
(2018-21) at Maryland and caught 77 passes for 717 yards and eight
touchdowns.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« As a rookie in 2022, Okwonko was named to the Pro Football Writers of
America All-Rookie team. He saw action in all 17 games and totaled 32
receptions for 450 yards with three touchdowns. His yardage total ranked
second on the team and established a new record for franchise rookie
tight ends.

* In 2021, Okonkwo’s 52 receptions ranked second-most by a tight end
in a single season in Maryland history, behind only Frank Wycheck (58;

TONY POLLARD

CAPTAIN: 2025 PRO BOWL: 2022

PRO: The Titans signed Tony Pollard early in the 2024 offseason to add
experience and a playmaking threat to the offensive backfield. The 6-foot,
209-pounder entered the NFL as a fourth-round pick of the Dallas Cowboys
in 2019. The Memphis product served primarily as a backup during his
first three seasons with the Cowboys before enjoying a breakout 2022
campaign with 1,007 rushing yards and 12 total touchdowns which led
to his first career Pro Bowl nod. Dallas used the franchise tag on Pollard
heading into the 2023 season, and he responded with 1,005 yards on the
ground and six scores. In his first season with the Titans, Pollard totaled
career-highs in carries (260) and rushing yards (1,079).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2024, Pollard started 16 games and ranked third in the AFC with a
career-best 1,079 rushing yards on a career-high 260 carries.

¢ In 2023, Pollard started all 17 games for the first time in his career and
led the Cowboys with 1,005 rushing yards on a career-high 252 carries with
six touchdowns.

« Pollard was a dynamic kickoff returner at the collegiate level, tying a FBS
record with seven career kickoff returns for touchdowns during his Memphis
career.

PRO: The Titans selected Jeffery Simmons with the 19th overall pick in
the 2019 NFL Draft. After six NFL seasons, he has been named a team
captain the last four years, selected to the Pro Bowl three times (2021,
2022 and 2024) and is a two-time second team All-Pro honoree (2021,
2022). He was rewarded with a multi-year contract extension during the
2023 offseason. The 6-foot-4-inch, 305-pound defensive lineman provides
a rare blend of size, power and quickness, making him a disruptive force
in the middle of the defense.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2024, for the second consecutive year, Simmons was named the
Titans nominee for the NFL's Walter Payton Man of the Year Award
that recognizes a player for outstanding community service, as well as
excellence on the field. “Being considered for Walter Payton Man of the
Year for a second time is truly one of the greatest honors of my career,”
he said. “I am grateful for the opportunity to play the game, but even more
thankful for the platform it offers me and the ways | can bless others.”
Simmons finished the season with a career-high 76 tackles and five sacks
in 16 games played.

« Simmons recorded a career-high 76 tackles in 2024 to go along with five
sacks, 11 tackles for loss, two forced fumbles and two fumble recoveries
on the way to earning Pro Bow!l honors.

¢ In 2022, he earned Pro Bowl and second-team All-Pro honors for
the second consecutive campaign, anchoring a unit that ranked first in
the NFL in rushing defense (76.9 opponent rushing yards per game).
Simmons posted 7.5 sacks and 43 quarterback pressures and added a
career-high seven passes defensed, which tied for the fourth-best mark
among all NFL defensive linemen. Simmons and Arizona’s J.J. Watt
were the NFL's only players in 2022 with at least seven sacks and seven
passes defensed.

¢ In 2021, Simmons was named a team captain for the first time in his
career, and he went on to become one of six players on the roster to
start all 17 games. He was named to his first career Pro Bowl and added
Associated Press second-team All-Pro honors after setting career highs
in several categories, including sacks (8.5), tackles (54), quarterback
pressures (58), tackles for loss (12) and passes defensed (six). Among
all defensive tackles in the NFL, his 8.5 sacks ranked sixth.

* Simmons was one of only five NFL players to produce at least 50
tackles, eight sacks and six passes defensed in 2021, joining Maxx
Crosby, Cameron Jordan, Cameron Heyward and T.J. Watt. Simmons
and Heyward were the only interior defensive linemen in the league to
accomplish the feat.

« In a divisional playoff game against Cincinnati on Jan. 22, 2022, he set
a franchise postseason record with three sacks.

PRO: The Titans signed Joey Slye during the 2025 offseason to add a
strong leg and veteran experience to the kicking game. Prior to arriving
in Tennessee, the 5-foot-11-inch, 213-pounder appeared in 95 games
over six seasons with the Carolina Panthers (2019-20), Houston Texans
(2022), San Francisco 49ers (2022), Washington Commanders (2022-
23) and New England Patriots (2024). The Virginia Tech product has
also spent time with the N.Y. Giants and Jacksonville Jaguars. The North
Stafford, Va., native made 147 field goals and 163 extra points from
2019-24.

TYIAE SPEARS

PRO: The Titans selected Tyjae Spears in the third round of the 2023
NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 195-pounder is a dynamic and explosive
running back with superb instincts and the ability to play on all downs on
offense and contribute in the return game. As a rookie, Spears appeared
in all 17 games and accumulated 838 scrimmage yards to rank seventh
in franchise history among rookie running backs. His totals included 453
yards and two touchdowns on the ground and 385 receiving yards and
a score as a receiver. The Ponchatoula, La., native spent four years at
Tulane (2019-22) prior to entering the NFL. Chosen by the Titans with
the 81st overall draft pick, he became the highest pick from Tulane since
running back Matt Forte in 2008 (44th overall by Chicago).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* Spears has had a knack for finding the end zone during his first two
NFL campaigns. He has scored eight touchdowns (six rushing and two
receiving) from 2023-2024.

« As a rookie in 2023, Spears carried the ball 100 times for 453 yards
and two touchdowns, and he added 52 receptions for 385 yards and
one score. His 838 scrimmage yards ranked seventh in franchise history
among rookie running backs, and the total also placed fourth among
rookie running backs in 2023 behind Atlanta’s Bijan Robinson, Detroit's
Jahmyr Gibbs and Miami's De’Von Achane.

¢ Spears’ 20 total third-down conversions in 2023, which included 11
receptions and nine rushing attempts, led all NFL running backs, including
rookies and veterans.

« With 52 receptions in 2023, Spears became the franchise’s first rookie
running back with at least 50 receptions since Sid Blanks in 1964 (56).

« During his final season at Tulane in 2022, Spears ranked fifth in the FBS
with 1,581 rushing yards, and his 21 total touchdowns (19 rushing, two
receiving) tied for the most in the nation. His 19 rushing touchdowns tied
for third in the country. He was named the American Athletic Conference
Offensive Player of the Year.

TITANS TIDBITS:

 In the sixth round of the 2024 NFL Draft, the Titans selected one of
Spears’ best friends and his former college roommate, Tulane wide
receiver Jha’Quan Jackson. Spears was with Jackson when he received
the phone call from the Titans during the draft.

* Spears has worked with a non-profit organization in New Orleans
called Son of a Saint, which provides “mentorship, education, recreation,
camaraderie, cultural enrichment, emotional support and helping to fill the
void for dozens of fatherless young men.”

* Growing up on the New Orleans area, his favorite player was former
Saints running back Reggie Bush.

* Spears is one of nine children in his family (five brothers and three
sisters).

« His first job as a teenager was working at Walmart.

* The Ponchatoula, La., native was selected by the Titans in the third
round (81st overall) of the 2023 NFL Draft.

He ended his career as the school’s all-time leader in yards per carry
(6.8), tied for second in 100-yard rushing games (15), tied for third
in rushing touchdowns (31), fourth in rushing yards per game (85.6)
and sixth in rushing yards (2,910) and total touchdowns (34). His 6.8
yards per carry from 2019 to 2022 ranked second in the FBS behind
only Alabama-Birmingham running back DeWayne McBride’'s 7.3-yard
average (minimum 400 attempts).

PRO: The Titans selected T'Vondre Sweat with the 38th overall pick in
the 2024 NFL Draft. The 6-foot-4-inch, 366-pound nose tackle provides
a massive body with long arms and big hands that refuses to be moved
while adding explosiveness and a unique athletic ability. The Huntsville,
Texas, native appeared in all 17 games with 16 starts his rookie season
and recorded 51 tackles, a sack and 23 quarterback pressures. The
Texas product was awarded the 2023 Outland Trophy, given to the
nation’s top interior lineman.

* In 2024, Sweat played more defensive snhaps (667) than any other
rookie defensive lineman in the league.

PRO: The Titans signed Kevin Zeitler during the 2025 offseason to bring
a veteran presence to the interior of the offensive front. The 6-foot-4-
inch, 332-pounder entered the NFL as a first-round pick of the Cincinnati
Bengals in 2012 and started 71 games at right guard for the club during
his first five NFL campaigns. The Wisconsin product joined the Cleveland
Browns as a free agent in 2017 and spent two seasons with the team
before being traded to the N.Y. Giants during the 2019 offseason. After
two campaigns in the Big Apple, Zeitler spent three seasons with the
Baltimore Ravens before his one-year stint with the Detroit Lions in 2024.

« Since entering the NFL in 2012, Zeitler has played more offensive
shaps (13,098) than any other offensive lineman in the NFL.
