PRO: The Titans signed Brandon Allen as a free agent during the 2025 
offseason to bring experience to the quarterback room. The 6-foot-2-inch 
quarterback has appeared in 18 games with 10 starts in his NFL career. 
He spent the last two seasons with the San Francisco 49ers where he 
saw action in three games with one start. Allen’s most extensive action 
came in 2020 when he started five games for the Cincinnati Bengals. 
The Fayetteville, Ark., native has completed 166 of 293 passes for 1,810 
yards and 11 touchdowns in nine seasons. Allen has also spent time with 
the Jacksonville Jaguars (2017-18), L.A. Rams (2017-18) and Denver 
Broncos (2019). 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:
• Allen won his first career start against Cleveland on Nov. 3, 2019 by 
posting a passer rating of 125.6. He completed 12 of his 20 passes for 
193 yards and two scores, including a 75-yard touchdown to tight end 
Noah Fant. 
• On Dec. 27, 2020 on the road in Houston, Allen notched his second win 
as a starter. Allen began the game with seven consecutive completions 
and finished with a career-best 371 yards with two touchdowns in the 
37-31 victory.

• Allen has been coached by Brian Callahan before when the Titans head 
coach served as the Cincinnati Bengals offensive coordinator while Allen 
played there from 2020-22. Allen started five games during the 2020 
season after the Bengals’ Joe Burrow suffered a season-ending injury. 
“I don’t think people have enough respect for what Brandon Allen is,” 
Callahan told Titans.com upon Allen’s signing with the team. “Ultimately, 
Brandon has played 10 years for a reason.”
• The tie between the Allen family and the University of Arkansas runs 
very deep. Allen’s father, Bobby, spent over 20 years at the school as a 
position coach for the defensive line, linebackers, cornerbacks and free 
safeties and served as the team’s defensive coordinator in 1998 and 
2000. Allen’s younger brother, Austin, led the SEC with 3,340 passing 
yards to go with 25 touchdown passes in 2016. 
• In 2014, Arkansas super fan Canaan Sandy was able to score a 
touchdown during the Razorbacks’ spring game when Allen handed him 
the ball and he ran for a 50-yard touchdown in front of fans. Sandy is a 
dedicated fan with special needs and formed a relationship with Allen 
among other Arkansas players and staff through his commitment to 
attending many of the school’s athletic events.

PRO: The Titans signed unrestricted free agent Morgan Cox during 
the 2021 offseason to add a veteran presence and experience to the 
long snapping position. In his first 15 NFL seasons, the 6-foot-4-inch, 
233-pounder appeared in 233 regular season games, including all 17 
games with the Titans in 2021, 2022, 2023 and 2024.  The University of 
Tennessee product is widely considered one of the best at his position in 
the NFL and has been selected to five Pro Bowls, four as a member of 
the Baltimore Ravens and one with the Titans in 2022.  The Collierville, 
Tenn., native was originally signed as a rookie free agent by the Ravens 
following the 2010 NFL Draft.

• Cox, a five-time Pro Bowler, spent his first 11 NFL seasons (2010-
20) with the Baltimore Ravens and appeared in 165 games and 10 
postseason contests with the club.

PRO: The Titans signed Arden Key early in the 2023 offseason to add 
experience and bolster the defensive front.  The Louisiana State product 
possesses a unique ability to come off the edge as a pass rusher and 
use his speed, athleticism and long arms to get to the quarterback.

PRO: The Titans signed Calvin Ridley as an unrestricted free agent early 
in the 2024 offseason. The 6-foot-1-inch, 190-pounder brings a veteran 
presence to the receiving corps and is considered by many as one of the best 
route runners in the NFL.

PRO: The Titans selected Jeffery Simmons with the 19th overall pick in 
the 2019 NFL Draft. After six NFL seasons, he has been named a team 
captain the last four years, selected to the Pro Bowl three times (2021, 
2022 and 2024) and is a two-time second team All-Pro honoree (2021, 
2022). He was rewarded with a multi-year contract extension during the 
2023 offseason. The 6-foot-4-inch, 305-pound defensive lineman provides 
a rare blend of size, power and quickness, making him a disruptive force 
in the middle of the defense. 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: 
• In 2024, for the second consecutive year, Simmons was named the 
Titans nominee for the NFL’s Walter Payton Man of the Year Award 
that recognizes a player for outstanding community service, as well as 
excellence on the field. “Being considered for Walter Payton Man of the 
Year for a second time is truly one of the greatest honors of my career,” 
he said. “I am grateful for the opportunity to play the game, but even more 
thankful for the platform it offers me and the ways I can bless others.” 
Simmons finished the season with a career-high 76 tackles and five sacks 
in 16 games played. 
• Simmons recorded a career-high 76 tackles in 2024 to go along with five 
sacks, 11 tackles for loss, two forced fumbles and two fumble recoveries 
on the way to earning Pro Bowl honors. 
• In 2022, he earned Pro Bowl and second-team All-Pro honors for 
the second consecutive campaign, anchoring a unit that ranked first in 
the NFL in rushing defense (76.9 opponent rushing yards per game). 
Simmons posted 7.5 sacks and 43 quarterback pressures and added a 
career-high seven passes defensed, which tied for the fourth-best mark 
among all NFL defensive linemen. Simmons and Arizona’s J.J. Watt 
were the NFL’s only players in 2022 with at least seven sacks and seven 
passes defensed.

PRO: The Titans selected Tyjae Spears in the third round of the 2023 
NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 195-pounder is a dynamic and explosive 
running back with superb instincts and the ability to play on all downs on 
offense and contribute in the return game. As a rookie, Spears appeared 
in all 17 games and accumulated 838 scrimmage yards to rank seventh 
in franchise history among rookie running backs. His totals included 453 
yards and two touchdowns on the ground and 385 receiving yards and 
a score as a receiver. The Ponchatoula, La., native spent four years at 
Tulane (2019-22) prior to entering the NFL. Chosen by the Titans with 
the 81st overall draft pick, he became the highest pick from Tulane since 
running back Matt Forte in 2008 (44th overall by Chicago). 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:
• Spears has had a knack for finding the end zone during his first two 
NFL campaigns.  He has scored eight touchdowns (six rushing and two 
receiving) from 2023-2024.
• As a rookie in 2023, Spears carried the ball 100 times for 453 yards 
and two touchdowns, and he added 52 receptions for 385 yards and 
one score. His 838 scrimmage yards ranked seventh in franchise history 
among rookie running backs, and the total also placed fourth among 
rookie running backs in 2023 behind Atlanta’s Bijan Robinson, Detroit’s 
Jahmyr Gibbs and Miami’s De’Von Achane.

Caught three passes for 41 yards with a touchdown and rushed 
three times for 25 yards with a score.  Gave the Titans a 7-3 lead with a 
28-yard touchdown grab on third-and-six in the first quarter.  Extended 
the Titans’ second touchdown drive with a 22-yard scamper off left end 
on third-and-two in the second quarter.  Extended the Titans lead to 21-10 
with a three-yard touchdown run in the second quarter.

PRO: The Titans selected Cameron Ward in the first round (first overall) 
of the 2025 NFL Draft. The 6-foot-2-inch, 219-pounder is a crafty 
playmaker who operates well under pressure, throws with accuracy and 
velocity and commands the offense. A native of West Columbia, Texas, 
he began his college career with two seasons at Incarnate Word before 
transferring to Washington State where he also spent two seasons. For 
his graduate year, he took his talents to the University of Miami, where he 
set multiple program records and became a Heisman finalist while leading 
the Hurricanes to their first 10-win season since 2017.

• At Houston (9/28), started at right guard, registering his 200th career 
start.
• At Arizona (10/5), started at right guard and helped protect for an offense 

that amassed 327 total yards and scored 16 points in the fourth quarter of 
a 22-21 comeback victory.
• At Las Vegas (10/12), started at right guard.
• Against New England (10/19), started at right guard.
• At Indianapolis (10/26), started at right guard.

2024 (16/16, 0/0 - Detroit):  Started 16 games at right guard in his 
first season with the Lions.  Was inactive for one contest and the lone 
postseason matchup.
• Member of a Lions’ offense that scored 564 total points and had +222 
point differential, both of which led the NFL. Their total points scored were 
the fourth-most ever in a regular season.
• Opened holes for Jahmyr Gibbs, who led the league with a franchise-
record 20 touchdowns.

2023 (15/15, 2/2 - Baltimore):  Named to his first career Pro Bowl after 
starting at right guard in 15 games and both postseason contests.  Was 
inactive for two contests.  Ranked second among all NFL guards with an 
82.5 PFF pass-blocking grade.  Had a 93.8 percent pass-block win rate 
according to ESPN, the 10th-highest among all NFL guards.  
• Against Detroit (10/22), blocked for Lamar Jackson as he completed 21 
of 27 passes for a season-high 357 yards and three touchdowns, while 
adding 36 rushing yards and a score in the 38-6 win.
• Against Miami (12/31), protected Lamar Jackson allowing him to throw 
for 321 yards and five touchdownss (158.3 rating) while adding 35 rushing 
yards on six carries in the No. 1-seed-clinching 56-19 win.

2022 (15/15, 1/1 - Baltimore):  Started at right guard in all 15 games in 
which he appeared, helping block for the NFL’s No. 2 rush offense (160.2 
ypg), which produced the league’s most rushes of 10-plus yards (88) 
and most games with 150-plus rushing yards (12). Was inactive for two 
contests.  Started at right guard in the postseason matchup.
• Against Miami (9/18), started at right guard, helping Lamar Jackson 
produce 318 passing yards and 119 rushing yards.  Jackson threw three 
touchdowns and ran for another (79 yards), and he set the NFL record for 
most career 100-yard rushing games (11) by a quarterback.
• At New England (9/25), started at right guard, blocking on an offensive 
line that helped Baltimore rush for a season-high 188 yards and a score 
on 26 carries in the 37-26 win.
• At N.Y. Giants (10/16), helped block for a Ravens rushing attack that 
gained 211 yards on 24 carries, averaging a single-game franchise record
8.8 yards per attempt.

2021 (17/17 - Baltimore): Started all 17 games at right guard in his first 
season with the Ravens, blocking for the NFL’s sixth-ranked offense 
(378.8 ypg) and third-best rushing attack (145.8 ypg).  Played an NFL-
high 1,223 offensive snaps.
• Against Indianapolis (10/11), started at right guard, helping block for a 
passing attack that produced a single-game franchise-record 437 passing 
yards in the 31-25 win.  Lamar Jackson finished 37 of 43 passing for 442 
yards with four touchdowns for a 140.5 passer rating, becoming the first 
quarterback in NFL history to complete at least 85 percent of his passes 
in a 400-yard game.
• Against Minnesota (11/7), started at right guard and helped block for 
an offense that produced 500 yards (253 passing & 247 rushing) and 
recorded a franchise record in total first downs gained (36) in the 34-31

the Giants average 110.5 rushing yards per game and produce 13 rushing 
touchdowns.
• At Cincinnati (11/29), helped the Giants tally a season-high 386 net 
yards, while not surrendering a sack.

• At Cleveland (12/14), helped the rushing attack gain a season-high 244 
yards, marking the most rushing yards in a game by the Bengals since 
2004.

2013 (12/11, 1/1 - Cincinnati):  Played in 12 games with 11 starts at right 
guard.  Was inactive for two games and did not play in two other contests.  
Started at right guard in the AFC Wild Card game.  Helped the Bengals 
finish tied for sixth in scoring (26.9 ppg) and 10th in the NFL with 368.2 
yards per game.

• Against N.Y. Jets (10/27), provided protection for Andy Dalton allowing 
him to throw for a career-high five touchdowns.
