PRO: The Titans traded for Jerome Baker in the middle of the 2024
campaign to bring toughness and experience to the inside linebacker
position. The 6-foot-2-inch, 232-pounder is a savvy defender who has
shown an ability to get to the quarterback during his NFL career. The
Ohio State product entered the league as a third-round pick of the Miami
Dolphins in 2018. He spent his first six seasons with the club, appearing
in 94 games with 82 starts while collecting 581 tackles, 22.5 sacks, five
interceptions, 31 stops for loss, 75 quarterback pressures, 21 passes
defensed and six forced fumbles. Baker signed as a free agent with the
Seattle Seahawks during the 2024 offseason and appeared in five games
with the team before being traded to the Titans.

PRO: The Titans signed Daniel Brunskill early in the 2023 free agency
period to bring toughness, versatility and experience to the offensive front.
In his first campaign with the team, he started 14 games at right guard.

The 6-foot-4-inch,
315-pounder was selected by the Denver Broncos in the third round of
the 2020 NFL Draft and started 57 games at center for the club during his
first four NFL campaigns.

PRO: The Titans signed safety Quandre Diggs during their 2024 training
camp to bring experience and veteran saavy to the defensive backfield.
The 5-foot-9-inch, 197-pounder was originally drafted by the Detroit
Lions in the 2015 NFL Draft before being traded to the Seattle Seahawks
during the 2019 campaign. Prior to his arrival in Tennessee, the three-
time Pro Bowl selection registered 574 tackles, 24 interceptions, 56
passes defensed, 15 stops for loss, five forced fumbles and two fumble
recoveries in nine NFL seasons.

PRO: The Titans acquired Nick Folk prior to the start of the 2023 regular
season to add stability and veteran experience to the kicking game.
During the 2023 season, Folk led the NFL with a career best 96.7 percent
accuracy on field goals while connecting on 29 of 30 attempts. He also
set a new NFL record with an ongoing streak of 78 consecutive field
goals made under 40 yards. Prior to arriving in Tennessee, the 6-foot-
1-inch, 225-pounder appeared in 211 games over 15 seasons with the
Dallas Cowboys (2007-09), N.Y. Jets (2010-16), Tampa Bay Buccaneers
(2017) and New England Patriots (2019-22).

His last miss
under 40 yards was a 31-yard field goal attempt on Oct. 12, 2017 against
New England when he played for Tampa Bay.

2021 (17/0, 1/0 - New England): Began the season on the practice
squad. Was elevated to the active roster for the first two games before
being signed to the 53-man roster on Sept. 21. Played in all 17 regular
season games and recorded an NFL-leading 150 points (tied with Daniel
Carlson of the Raiders). Finished the season 36 of 39 on field goals and
42 of 47 on extra points. His 92.3 conversion rate was the second-highest
of his career, behind the 92.9 mark he set in 2020.

PRO: The Titans acquired Ali Gaye off waivers from the Houston Texans
before the start of the 2024 regular season to add versatility and depth to
the defensive front seven. The 6-foot-6-inch, 265-pound edge entered the
NFL as an undrafted free agent in 2023 and spent his rookie campaign on
the Texans’ practice squad. The Gambia native was a three-year starter
at Louisiana State and totaled 87 career tackles, 18 tackles for loss and
seven sacks with the Tigers.

AMANI HOOKER

PRO: The Titans traded up to select Amani Hooker with the 116th overall
pick in the fourth round of the 2019 NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 210-
pound defender was coveted for his versatility, having played safety,
and a hybrid linebacker/cornerback position at lowa. Hooker played
in 66 games in his first five NFL seasons and amassed 245 tackles,
seven interceptions and 22 passes defensed. He will be relied upon
for his defensive leadership and saavy ballhawking ability in the Titans’
secondary.

PRO: The Titans signed Joshua Kelley to the team’s practice squad during
the 2024 season to add depth and experience to the running backs room.
The 5-foot-11-inch, 212-pounder entered the NFL as a fourth-round pick
of the L.A. Chargers in 2020. Prior to his arrival in Tennesssee, the UCLA
product appeared in 54 career games with four starts for the Chargers and
totaled 320 rushing attempts for 1,148 yards with six touchdowns, to go
along with 50 receptions for 319 yards.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In 2023, Kelley opened the season with a career-high 91 rushing yards on
16 attempts with a touchdown against Miami. He helped propel the offense
to become the first NFL team since 2010 to total 230 yards on the ground
with two rushing touchdowns on Kickoff Weekend.

The Louisiana State product
possesses a unique ability to come off the edge as a pass rusher and
use his speed, athleticism and long arms to get to the quarterback.

HAROLD LANDRY I

PRO BOWL: 2021

PRO: The Titans traded up to select outside linebacker Harold Landry
Il with the 41st overall pick in the second round of the 2018 NFL Draft.
During his first six NFL seasons, Landry totaled a team-leading 41.5
sacks—good for 11th place on the franchise’s all-time career sack list.
In the organization’s “Titans era” (1999—present), his 41.5 sacks through
2023 trailed only Jevon Kearse (52), Jurrell Casey (51) and Derrick
Morgan (44.5). Landry’s total included 10.5 sacks in 2023 after missing
the entire 2022 campaign due to injury. Prior to the injury, he participated
in 64 consecutive contests with 52 straight starts. The 6-foot-2-inch, 252-
pound Boston College product possesses a unique ability to bend the
edge as a pass rusher and use his speed, athleticism and long arms to
get to the quarterback. He signed a multi-year contract extension during
the 2022 offseason.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

¢ In 2023, Landry played in all 17 games after missing the entire 2022
campaign due to injury. He ranked second on the team with 10.5 sacks,
producing his second-best career total (12 sacks in 2021). In doing so, he
became the NFL's third veteran player since 1982 to miss an entire NFL
season and come back the next year to record at least 10 sacks. The only
previous players to do so were a pair of New Orleans Saints: Joe Johnson
in 2000 (12 sacks) and Charlie Clemons in 2001 (13.5 sacks). Landry’s 14
tackles for loss led the defense and matched his career high.

¢ In 2021, Landry was named to his first career Pro Bowl after ranking
10th in the NFL and leading the team with career-high 12 sacks. He also
led the team with 14 tackles for loss and ranked second on the squad with
a career-best 49 quarterback pressures.

¢ In 2021, Landry posted eight consecutive games with at least a half
sack, the longest such streak of his career, joining Jevon Kearse (12
consecutive games from 1999 to 2000) as the franchise’s only players to
accomplish the feat since individual sacks became an official statistic in
1982.

« In 2020, Landry recorded 16 starts for the second consecutive season.
He led the team with 5.5 sacks, a career-high 32 quarterback pressures
and a career-high 10 tackles for loss.

¢ In 2019, Landry started all 16 games and led the team with a career-
high nine sacks. He started all three postseason games in 2019 and
tallied a team-best eight quarterback pressures.

* In 2018, made his NFL debut and appeared in 15 games on the season.
His 4.5 sacks tied for third on the team and his 18 quarterback pressures
tied for second.

TITANS TIDBITS:

¢ Landry could have entered the NFL Draft following his 16.5-sack junior
season at Boston College. However, he chose to stay in school and
received his degree in communications in December 2017.

¢ Landry enjoys traveling. One of his favorite getaways is Destin, Fla.

* He and his son, Greyson, share the same June 5 birthday.

« Landry’s 26 career sacks at Boston College were exceeded in school
history by only Mathias Kiwanuka (37.5 from 2002-05).

* In 2016, he set a Boston College record and led the nation with 16.5
sacks. His seven forced fumbles also ranked first nationally.

Batted down a pass intended for Braelon Allen in the
second stanza. Deflected a pass intended for Tyler Conklin in the third
quarter. On the next play, ended a Jets’ drive by sacking Rodgers for a
seven-yard loss on third-and-10.

» Against Green Bay (9/22), notched four tackles and two quarterback
pressures.

» At Miami (9/30), totaled five tackles, including a sack and a team-high-
tying three quarterback pressures. Ended a Dolphins’ drive by dropping
Tyler Huntley for a nine-yard sack on third-and-six in the opening quarter.

WILL LEVIS

CAPTAIN: 2024

PRO: The Titans selected Will Levis in the second round (33rd overall)
of the 2023 NFL Draft. The 6-foot-4-inch, 229-pounder is a strong-
armed signal caller that displays leadership under center, accuracy from
the pocket and grit as a runner. As a rookie in 2023, Levis took the
guarteback reigns midway through the season, starting nine games and
throwing for 1,808 yards with eight touchdowns for a 84.2 passer rating.
A native of Madison, Conn., he spent two seasons at Kentucky, after
transferring from Penn State. During his two seasons as the Wildcats’
starting signal caller, he directed the program to 17 victories and a pair of
bowl appearances. He was the fourth quarterback drafted in 2023 after
the Titans traded up in the second round to select him.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In his debut season in 2023, Levis recorded starts in all nine games
in which he appeared and his passing totals included 255 attempts,
149 completions, 1,808 yards with eight touchdowns. His 84.2 passer
rating was the second best in franchise history by a rookie quarterback,
and the number also ranked first in NFL history among second-round
quarterbacks in their rookie season (minimum 200 attempts).

« Levis made his first career NFL start against Atlanta (10/29/23) and
completed 19 of 29 passes for 238 yards with four touchdowns for a 130.5
passer rating. He became the third player in NFL history to record four
touchdown passes in his NFL debut, joining Minnesota’s Fran Tarkenton
and the Titans’ Marcus Mariota. His passer rating of 130.5 was the best
in franchise history among qualifying players (minimum 20 attempts) in
the first start of a rookie season.

« Levis engineered his first career NFL game-winning drive at Miami
(12/11/23), by completing 23 of 38 passes for 327 yards with a touchdown.
He got the Titans to within one score with a three-yard touchdown toss
to DeAndre Hopkins in the fourth quarter and made it a six-point game
at 27-21 with a two-point conversion pass to Nick Westbrook-Ikhine in
the corner of the end zone in the fourth quarter. Levis then kickstarted
the Titans’ game-winning touchdown drive with a 36-yard connection to
Hopkins late in the final stanza. In the process, Levis became the first
NFL rookie quarterback to pass for 300 or more yards on Monday Night
Football.

« Levis finished his career with a 17-7 record as a starter at Kentucky,
tying Terry Wilson for the second-most quarterback wins since 1993.

TITANS TIDBITS:

« Levis comes from a family of athletes. His great grandfather, Alva
Kelley, was an All-America football player at Cornell University and won
a National Championship in 1939. His mother, Beth Kelley Levis, was a
two-time All-America soccer player at Yale and has been inducted into
the Connecticut Girls’ Soccer Association Hall of Fame. His father, Mike,
was a tight end at Denison University. His uncle, David Kelley, also was
an Academic All-America football player at Yale.

« Levis has used his platform to make a difference in the community. He
set up a Cameo campaign to raise money for flood victims in eastern
Kentucky in 2022 and organized an autograph signing with fellow
teammates to gather funds for tornado victims in western Kentucky in
2021. He has also volunteered with Amachi, an organization that aims
to assist children affected by incarceration.

* The best advice Levis has ever received is “never give up.” His
grandfather used to end every sentence he ever had with him with those
words and it took him a while to realize how meaningful they are, but he

now uses it as his personal mantra. It is the impetus behind the tattoo
on his arm “2nd Chronicles 15:7.” The verse says, “But as for you, stay
strong and do not give up, for your effort will be rewarded.”

* Levis hosted QBMotion for a LAUNCH Series camp, May 10-11 2024,
at Lipscomb Academy in Nashville.

 Levis was a special guest at Special Olympics of Tennessee’s Summer
Games Opening Ceremonies in 2024. He shook hands, took photos,
signed autographs and had conversations with a majority of the athletes
participating in the games.

Rushed three times for 15 yards. Evened the score at 7-7 with a nine-
yard touchdown strike to Nick Westbrook-lkhine in the first quarter.

Accounted for 54 total touchdowns at Kentucky (43 passing and 11
rushing) and tallied 5,233 passing yards for the Wildcats, finishing sixth on
the program’s all-time list. Levis, a two-time team captain for the
Wildcats, notched six 300-yard passing games at Kentucky, the fourth-
most in school history.

» As a senior (2022), started 11 games at quarterback and connected on
185 of 283 passes for 2,406 yards with 19 passing scores, while ranking
fourth in the SEC in pass efficiency (151.9). Finished fifth in the SEC with
19 passing scores.

* As a junior (2021), transferred from Penn State to Kentucky and was
elected a team captain for his initial campaign with the Wildcats. Started
in all 13 games and helped lead UK to 10 wins for the fourth time in school
history.

ROGER McCREARY

PRO: The Titans selected Roger McCreary in the second round (35th
overall) of the 2022 NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 190-pounder is a
physical, athletic cornerback that is known for always being around the
ball. McCreary has been a mainstay in the Titans defensive backfield
during his first two NFL campaigns, having played in 32 games with
28 starts while collecting a team-best 170 tackles to go along with two
interceptions, two sacks and 14 passes defensed. The Mobile, Ala.,
native was a two-year starter at Auburn and notched an impressive
22 passes defensed, including four interceptions, during his final two
collegiate campaigns.

KENNETH MURRAY

CAPTAIN: 2024

PRO: The Titans signed Kenneth Murray Jr. as an unrestricted free agent
early in the 2024 offseason to bring speed, toughness and experience
to the inside linebacker position. The 6-foot-2-inch, 241-pounder is a
sideline-to-sideline defender with an uncanny knack for finding the ball
carrier. The University of Oklahoma product entered the NFL as a first-
round pick of the L.A. Chargers in 2020. He spent his first four seasons
with the club, appearing in 59 games with 53 starts while amassing 321
tackles, five sacks, two interceptions, 21 stops for loss, 33 quarterback
pressures, 10 passes defensed and a forced fumble.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In 2023, Murray tied a career-best with 107 tackles to go along with a
career-high three sacks.

« In 2020, Murray was named to the PFWA all-rookie team after leading
the Chargers with a franchise rookie record 107 tackles, which was the
second highest rookie total in the NFL.

CHIG OKONKWO

PRO: The Titans selected Chig Okonkwo (“CHIGG oh-KAHN-kwoh")
in the fourth round (143rd overall) of the 2022 NFL Draft to bring both
receiving athleticism and blocking ability to the tight ends unit. In his first
two seasons, Okonkwo played in 34 games with 19 starts and registered
978 yards on 86 receptions with four touchdowns. The Powder Springs,
Ga., native appeared in 37 games with 20 starts over four seasons
(2018-21) at Maryland and caught 77 passes for 717 yards and eight
touchdowns.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« As a rookie in 2022, Okwonko was named to the Pro Football Writers of
America All-Rookie team. He saw action in all 17 games and totaled 32
receptions for 450 yards with three touchdowns. His yardage total ranked
second on the team and established a new record for franchise rookie
tight ends.

PRO: The Titans used their third-round selection in the 2022 NFL Draft on
offensive lineman Nicholas Petit-Frere. The 6-foot-5-inch, 316-pounder
from Ohio State brings strength and athleticism to the position group. As
a rookie, he started 16 games at right tackle and helped running back
Derrick Henry rush for 1,538 yards, which ranked second in the NFL. In
2023, Petit-Frere appeared in just three games and finished his second
NFL campaign on injured reserve. The Tampa, Fla., native played in 35
games with the Buckeyes and was a member of three consecutive Big
Ten Conference championship teams.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« As a rookie in 2022, Petit-Frere started 16 games at right tackle. He
joined Michael Roos (2005), Chance Warmack (2013) and Jack Conklin

PRO: The Titans signed Tony Pollard early in the 2024 offseason to add
experience and a playmaking threat to the offensive backfield. The 6-foot,
209-pounder entered the NFL as a fourth-round pick of the Dallas Cowboys
in 2019. The Memphis product served primarily as a backup during his
first three seasons with the Cowboys before enjoying a breakout 2022
campaign with 1,007 rushing yards and 12 total touchdowns which led
to his first career Pro Bowl nod. Dallas used the franchise tag on Pollard
heading into the 2023 season, and he responded with 1,005 yards on the
ground and six scores.

* Against Green Bay (1/14), made his first career postseason start in the
Wild Card Playoff Game and rushed 15 times for 56 yards and a touchdown
while catching seven passes for 29 yards. His seven receptions tied for
the second-most by a running back in a postseason game in team history.

2022 (16/4, 2/0 - Dallas): Earned his first Pro Bowl nod after seeing action
in 16 games with four starts at running back. Set the tone for the Dallas
rushing attack, toting the rock 193 times for 1,007 yards - his first career
1,000-yard season - and nine scores, averaging 5.2 yards-per-carry to
rank third in the NFL. Also caught a then career-high tying 39 passes
for a career-best 371 yards and three scores. Combining his rushing and



receiving average, he led the NFL with 5.94 yards-per-touch. Was inactive
for one contest.

DILLON RADUNL

PRO: The Titans used their second-round selection in the 2021 NFL
Draft on offensive lineman Dillon Radunz (pronounced “RAY-dinz”"), who
brings athleticism and versatility to the position group. During his first
three seasons, the 6-foot-6-inch, 301-pounder appeared in 39 games
with 16 starts, including a career-best 11 starts in 2023. His experience
through his first three campaigns included multiple starts at four different
positions on the offensive line—every position other than center. A native
of Becker, Minn., Radunz declared for the NFL Draft after North Dakota
State’s lone fall game his senior season, choosing to forego the Bisons’
spring football schedule.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In 2023, Radunz returned from a season-ending knee injury during the
previous season to record career highs with 16 games played and 11
starts. He logged starts at four different offensive line positions: seven
starts at right tackle, two starts at left guard, one start at left tackle and
one start at right guard.

* In 2022, Radunz set a career high with four starts, including two starts
at right guard and two starts at left guard.

CALVIN RIDLEY

PRO: The Titans signed Calvin Ridley as an unrestricted free agent early
in the 2024 offseason. The 6-foot-1-inch, 190-pounder brings a veteran
presence to the receiving corps and is considered by many as one of the best
route runners in the NFL. The University of Alabama product has a knack
for finding the end zone, having scored at least seven receiving touchdowns
in four of the five seasons he has played. Ridley entered the league as the
26th overall pick in the 2018 NFL Draft and spent his first four seasons with
the Atlanta Falcons before being traded to the Jacksonville Jaguars in 2023.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2023, Ridley started all 17 games for the first time in his career and
led the Jaguars with 1,016 receiving yards on 76 catches with a team-best
eight receiving scores.

* In 2020, Ridley had his most productive campaign with career-highs
in receptions (90) and receiving yards (1,374) to go along with nine
touchdowns.

*In 2018, Ridley was named to the Professional Football Writers of America
All-Rookie team after snaring 64 passes for 821 yards with a career-best
10 receiving touchdowns.

« Ridley and his younger brothers spent parts of their childhood growing
up in foster homes in Fort Lauderdale, Fla. He says that's when football
saved his life. The Ridley brothers were moved to SOS Children’s Village
in Coconut Creek, Fla — a small complex with 10 houses and around 150
apartments. He used to wake up in the morning and bang on all the doors,
rounding up everybody to play football. At that time, he realized if he had
football, he’'d be alright.

* When he was younger, Ridley played Pop Warner football in the same
league as Baltimore Ravens quarterback Lamar Jackson, Kansas City
Chiefs wide receiver Marquise Brown and Ravens cornerback Trayvon
Mullen, in the Pompano Beach area of Florida just four miles from the high
school he would attend.

« Ridley’s younger brother, Riley, played college football at Georgia and
was drafted by the Chicago Bears in the fourth round of the 2019 NFL Draft.

PRO: The Titans signed veteran Mason Rudolph early in the 2024
offseason to bring an experienced signal caller to the quarterback room.
The 6-foot-5-inch, 235-pounder entered the NFL as a third-round pick of
the Pittsburgh Steelers in 2018. The Oklahoma State product spent his
first six NFL campaigns with the club, appearing in 21 regular season
games with 13 starts and amassing 3,085 yards and 19 touchdowns. The
Rock Hill, S.C., native has registered a 8-4-1 record in his first 13 starts
in the NFL.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2023, Rudolph started the final three regular season games for
the Steelers and led the team to a 3-0 record and a playoff berth. He
completed 55 of 74 passes for 719 yards with three touchdowns for a
118.0 passer rating.

* In 2019, Rudolph saw action in 10 games with eight starts for the
Steelers and completed 176 of 283 passes for 1,765 yards with 13
touchdowns for a 82.0 passer rating.

After the Rudolphs moved to Rock Hill, S.C.,
when Mason was in middle school, they were a 45-minute drive from
the Mayes’ home in Huntersville, N.C. The boys went to each other’s
basketball and football games.

JEFFERY SIMMONS

CAPTAIN: 2023, 2024

PRO BOWL: 2021, 2022

COMMUNITY MAN OF THE YEAR: 2023

PRO: The Titans selected Jeffery Simmons with the 19th overall pick in
the 2019 NFL Draft. After five NFL seasons, he has been named a team
captain the last three years, selected to the Pro Bowl twice (2021, 2022)
and is a two-time second team All-Pro honoree (2021, 2022). Since his
rookie year in 2019, his 26.5 career sacks rank second on the Titans
defense behind Harold Landry Il (37). He was rewarded with a multi-
year contract extension during the 2023 offseason. The 6-foot-4-inch,
305-pound defensive lineman provides a rare blend of size, power and
quickness, making him a disruptive force in the middle of the defense.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In 2023, Simmons was named the Titans nominee for the NFL's Walter
Payton Man of the Year Award that recgonizes a player for outstanding
community service, as well as excellence on the field. “To be in a
position to be able to give back, it means a lot. | want to be a light in the
community.” Simmons finished the season with 37 tackles and 5.5 sacks
in 12 games.

* In 2022, he earned Pro Bowl and second-team All-Pro honors for
the second consecutive campaign, anchoring a unit that ranked first in
the NFL in rushing defense (76.9 opponent rushing yards per game).
Simmons posted 7.5 sacks and 43 quarterback pressures and added a
career-high seven passes defensed, which tied for the fourth-best mark
among all NFL defensive linemen. Simmons and Arizona’s J.J. Watt
were the NFL'’s only players in 2022 with at least seven sacks and seven
passes defensed.

« In 2021, Simmons was named a team captain for the first time in his
career, and he went on to become one of six players on the roster to
start all 17 games. He was named to his first career Pro Bowl and added
Associated Press second-team All-Pro honors after setting career highs
in several categories, including sacks (8.5), tackles (54), quarterback
pressures (58), tackles for loss (12) and passes defensed (six). Among
all defensive tackles in the NFL, his 8.5 sacks ranked sixth.

« Simmons was one of only five NFL players to produce at least 50
tackles, eight sacks and six passes defensed in 2021, joining Maxx
Crosby, Cameron Jordan, Cameron Heyward and T.J. Watt. Simmons
and Heyward were the only interior defensive linemen in the league to
accomplish the feat.

« In a divisional playoff game against Cincinnati on Jan. 22, 2022, he set
a franchise postseason record with three sacks.

¢ In July 2023, Simmons paid homage to his hometown of Macon, Miss.,
with his first ‘Community Fun Day,” which included local food vendors,
games, inflatables and fireworks. He was then honored by city officials
with a key to the city.

« In July 2022, the official ribbon cutting was held at the Jeffery B.
Simmons Field House at Noxubee County High School in Macon,
Miss. Simmons donated more than $50,000 to upgrade his former high
school’s athletic facilities. During the same week, he donated $75,000 to
Starkville (Miss.) Parks and Recreation to be used for a new turf field at
the Starkville Sportsplex. The field was also named in his honor.

« During college, Simmons was a two-time member of the SEC Academic
Honor Roll.

» Simmons’ brother, Dylan Bradley, played football at Southern Miss and
then spent time with the Minnesota Vikings. His uncle, Jason Hatcher,
played 10 total seasons with the Dallas Cowboys and Washington
Commanders.

* Away from football, Simmons enjoys fishing and spending time
outdoors.

» Simmons holds an annual youth football camp in Mississippi.

* During Week 12 of the 2023 campaign, Simmons was named the
NFLPA Community MVP after providing turkeys to more than 500
Nashville families for the Thanksgiving holiday.

e The Macon, Miss., native was selected by the Titans in the first round
(19th overall) of the 2019 NFL Draft.

Tied for the team lead in passes defensed once
in 2023 (at TB). Selected as a team captain by his teammates.

PETER SKORONSKI

PRO: The Titans selected Northwestern’s Peter Skoronski with the 11th
overall pick in the 2023 NFL Draft. The 6-foot-4-inch, 313-pound offensive
lineman brings outstanding technique, athleticism and physicality to his
position. While he was a three-year starter at left tackle, he possessed the
versatility to make the move inside to guard, where he started 14 games
as a rookie. A native of Park Ridge, lll., Skoronski did not miss a game or
a start in his three seasons at Northwestern, appearing in 33 contests at
left tackle.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2022, Skoronski's third and final season at Northwestern, he became
the first unanimous first-team All-American in program history after starting
all 12 games at left tackle.

TITANS TIDBITS:

* His grandfather, Bob Skoronski, was a left tackle for the Green Bay
Packers, playing nine total seasons with the franchise. He missed two
seasons while serving in the U.S. Air Force. He was a permanent offensive
captain for the Packers under Vince Lombardi from 1964 to 1968 and
played on five NFL championship teams.

6-foot-1-inch, 192-pounder arrived in Nashville having amassed 10 inter-
ceptions and 40 passes defensed in his first four NFL regular seasons with
the Kansas City Chiefs (2020-2023).

TYIAE SPEARS

PRO: The Titans selected Tyjae Spears in the third round of the 2023
NFL Draft. The 5-foot-11-inch, 195-pounder is a dynamic and explosive
running back with superb instincts and the ability to play on all downs on
offense and contribute in the return game. As a rookie, Spears appeared
in all 17 games and accumulated 838 scrimmage yards to rank seventh
in franchise history among rookie running backs. His totals included 453
yards and two touchdowns on the ground and 385 receiving yards and
a score as a receiver. The Ponchatoula, La., native spent four years at
Tulane (2019-22) prior to entering the NFL. Chosen by the Titans with
the 81st overall draft pick, he became the highest pick from Tulane since
running back Matt Forte in 2008 (44th overall by Chicago).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* As a rookie in 2023, Spears carried the ball 100 times for 453 yards
and two touchdowns, and he added 52 receptions for 385 yards and
one score. His 838 scrimmage yards ranked seventh in franchise history
among rookie running backs, and the total also placed fourth among
rookie running backs in 2023 behind Atlanta’s Bijan Robinson, Detroit's
Jahmyr Gibbs and Miami's De’Von Achane.

¢ Spears’ 20 total third-down conversions in 2023, which included 11
receptions and nine rushing attempts, led all NFL running backs, including
rookies and veterans.

« With 52 receptions in 2023, Spears became the franchise’s first rookie
running back with at least 50 receptions since Sid Blanks in 1964 (56).

RYAN STONEH

PRO: The Titans signed Ryan Stonehouse as an undrafted free agent
following the 2022 NFL Draft to add competition to the punting position.
The 5-foot-10-inch, 193-pounder put together an impressive training camp
performance, unseating the incumbent Brett Kern, who had been the club’s
punter since 2009. In two seasons, Stonehouse has enjoyed a record-
breaking start to his career as an NFL punter. As a rookie, Stonehouse set
the NFL record for gross average yards per punt (53.1). He followed that
by becoming the first player in NFL history to be the league leader in the
category in each of his first two seasons (53.06 in 2023).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« Stonehouse owns the top two single-season punting averages in NFL
history: 53.10 yards in 2022 and 53.06 yards in 2023.

« In 2023 against the L.A. Chargers, he averaged 61.2 gross yards per punt
totaling 306 yards on five punts in a 27-24 overtime win. The mark set a
new franchise single-game record and was enough to notch second for an
NFL game since 1960, behind Andy Lee’s 63.0 yards per punt in Week 1
of 2016.

* As a rookie in 2022, Stonehouse was selected second-team Associated
Press All-Pro and set numerous NFL records. He finished the season with
a gross average of 53.10 yards per punt on 90 total punts, which broke
Sammy Baugh's single-season NFL record of 51.40 yards per punt that
was established in 1940 and was never matched among qualifiers (2.5
punts per team game). Stonehouse’s mark also surpassed Brett Kern's
franchise record of 49.7 yards per punt in 2017.

¢ As a craftsman, Stonehouse built an outdoor kitchen in his home, that
is owned by his grandmother, and it is complete with two different cooking
areas, a sink, granite countertops, it is made out of wood and brick and is
even wired for lighting.

« Stonehouse served as a judge for the Miss Tennessee pageant during
the 2024 offseason.

« During COVID, Stonehouse purchased an old Ford van for $750 and is
converting it into a vehicle that could potentially serve as a home, expecting
to flip it and sell it for profit.
