PRO: The Titans signed Andrew Adams to the team’s active roster in
Week 3 of the 2022 season off of the Pittsburgh Steelers’ practice squad.
The 5-foot-11-inch, 202-pounder arrives in Tennessee with 87 games (35
starts) of NFL experience, and has totaled 175 tackles, four quarterback
pressures, six tackles for loss, seven interceptions, 23 passes defensed,
two forced fumbles and 15 special teams stops over seven seasons with
the New York Giants (2016-17) and Tampa Bay Buccaneers (2018-21).
The Fayetteville, Ga., native played collegiately at Connecticut (2012-15)
where he appeared in 44 games with 33 starts and finished his career with
263 tackles, nine interceptions and 24 passes defensed.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

» Adams served as a key special teams contributor during the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers’ Super Bowl LV-winning season. He appeared in all 16 regular
season games and played the fourth-most special teams snaps on the
squad (297).

» In 2018, Adams recorded a career-high four interceptions, including three
interceptions in one contest (vs. Carolina 12/2/18) in his first campaign with
Tampa Bay.

» Adams comes from a long lineage of NFL players. His Uncle, Sam
Adams, played offensive line from 1972-81. His cousin, Matt Forte, played
running back from 2008-17. His cousin, Sam Adams, played defensive
tackle from 1994-2007.

» Adams originally committed to Furman University as a centerfielder to
play baseball, but de-committed when Connecticut wanted him to play
football for the Huskies.

Made his postseason debut and saw action in the
team’s playoff contest.

» Against Philadelphia (11/6), registered a career-high nine tackles and his
first career interception. Added two passes defensed.

Totaled 95 tackles, 0.5 tackle for loss, a career-
high eight passes defensed, a forced fumble and a fumble recovery.

PRO: Ola Adeniyi is an outside linebacker that has excelled on special
teams coverage units during his NFL career. The 6-foot-1-inch,
248-pounder joined the Titans as a free agent in 2021 after spending
his first three seasons with the Pittsburgh Steelers organization. The
University of Toledo product made an immediate impact in his first season
in Tennessee, registering career-highs with 2.5 sacks, 20 quarterback
pressures and 10 special teams tackles. Adeniyi, a former rookie free
agent, is a core member of the Titans’ special teams units, and provides
excellent experience and pass-rush ability from the edge.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

» In 2021, Adeniyi posted career-bests with 2.5 sacks, 20 quarterback
pressures and 10 special teams tackles in his first season with the Titans.
* In 2020, Adeniyi appeared in 15 games for the Steelers and tallied
career-highs with 16 tackles and eight special teams stops.

PRO: The Titans traded for defensive back Ugo Amadi late in the 2022
preseason to add depth and experience to the secondary and nickel
position. The 5-foot-9-inch, 201-pounder was originally drafted by the
Seattle Seahawks in the fourth round (132nd overall) of the 2019 NFL
Draft. He appeared in 47 career games with 12 starts for Seattle, totaling
88 tackles, six tackles for loss, one interception, 13 passes defensed, two
forced fumbles and one fumble recovery. The Nashville, Tenn., native
played in all 51 games over four seasons at Oregon (2015-18), and was
a Jim Thorpe Award semifinalist after becoming the first FBS player since
2015 and first Pac-12 player since 2007 with two pick sixes and a punt
return for a score in the same season.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:
* In 2020, Amadi set career-high marks in tackles (49), tackles for loss (4),
passes defensed (7) for the Seahawks.

TITANS TIDBITS:

* A native of Nashville, Amadi attended high school at nearby John
Overton High, where he accounted for 15 touchdowns as a senior en route
to helping the Bobcats advance to the 6A playoffs.

* In July 2022, he hosted a youth skills camp at his alma mater, Overton
High.

* The son of Nigerian immigrants, Amadi’s first name ‘Ugochukwu’ means
‘a precious gift from God’ in the Nigerian language of Igbo.

* Amadi’s path to Oregon was anything but linear. He initially committed
first to Ole Miss, and then to Louisiana State, but de-committed to both
schools after each had a staff change. At the time, his trainer in Nashville
told Amadi that he had a relationship with John Harbaugh’s assistant at
Michigan. The trainer reached out to the assistant and said, ‘I've got this
four-star defensive back interested in your program. | want to get him an
offer or a visit.” It turned out to be the wrong phone number for Harbaugh’s
assistant, but the right number for the defensive backs coach at Oregon,
who immediately requested more information on Amadi, who went on to
accept a scholarship to Oregon sight unseen.

* Amadi won the Lombardi Award as a senior in 2018, an honor given
annually to the best college football player regardless of position, based on
performance, leadership, character and resiliency.

* As a senior at Oregon in 2018, Amadi was a Jim Thorpe Award
semifinalist, and became the first FBS player since 2015 and first Pac-12
player since 2007 with two pick sixes and a punt return for a score in the
same season.

» In 2020, Amadi hosted back-to-school backpack drives in both Nashville
and Seattle. He distributed 75 backpacks at Mount View Elementary School
where he once attended as a child. Amadi also spent a day distributing
lunches to medical center employees at the Alvin C. York Campus of the
Tennessee Valley Health System, where his sister works.

PRO: Seeking a physical and disruptive defensive lineman, the Titans
signed Denico Autry as an unrestricted free agent from the rival Indianapolis
Colts early in the 2021 offseason. The 6-foot-5-inch, 285-pounder amassed
248 tackles, 39.5 sacks and 60 tackles for loss in his first eight NFL
campaigns (2014-21) with the Oakland Raiders, Colts and Titans. In 2021,
Autry made an immediate impact with Tennessee ranking second on the
team with a career-high tying nine sacks and third on the squad with a
career-best 44 quarterback pressures. Autry, a former rookie free agent,
offers an impressive combination of size, athleticism and power on the
defensive front and also excels on special teams where he has recorded
nine career blocked kicks.
