The New England Patriots are off to a 6-0 start for the fourth time in team history
and will try to get to 7-0 for the second time ever (2007 and 2015) with a win this
week at the New York Jets. The teams met at Gillette Stadium on Sept. 22, with the
Patriots taking a 30-14 win. New England will be looking for their 20th series sweep
over the Jets, 13th since Robert Kraft purchased the team in 1994, 11th under Bill
Belichick and their fourth straight overall.

For the third time in team history (1990, 2011 and 2019) the Patriots will play back-
to-back games against the New York teams. The Patriots beat the New York Giants
at Gillette Stadium last Thursday, 35-14.

TELEVISION: This week’s game will be broadcast by ESPN and can be seen locally
on WCVB Channel 5. Joe Tessitore will handle play-by-play duties with Booger Mc-
Farland as the color analyst. Lisa Salters will work from the sidelines. The game will
be produced by Jay Rothman and directed by Chip Dean.

NATIONAL RADIO: Thursday's game will be broadcast to a national audience on
Westwood One. Kevin Harlan will call the with game with Kurt Warner providing
analysis. Laura Okmin will work from the sidelines.

A complete listing of the network’s 38 stations can be found in this press
release. Play-by-play broadcaster Bob Socci will call the action along with former
Patriots quarterback Scott Zolak, who will provide color analysis.

DEFENSIVE DOMINANCE

The Patriots are currently on pace to allow a league-low 128 points. The 2000 Balti-
more Ravens set the NFL record for fewest points allowed with 165. New England has
allowed 48 points through six games, an average of 8.0 per contest.

SERIES HISTORY

The New England Patriots and New York Jets will meet for the second
time in 2019, the eighth time on Monday Night Football and for the first
time on Monday Night Football since a 45-3 victory on Dec, 6, 2010, at
Gillette Stadium. It will be the Patriots first Monday Night game on the road
against the Jets since a 31-21 win on Dec. 26, 2005.

The Patriots defeated the Jets, 30-14, in the first meeting of the year
at Gillette Stadium on Sept. 22. The Patriots held the Jets to just 105 total
yards, six first downs and 0-12 on third-down attempts.

The Patriots will be looking for their 20th series sweep over the Jets,
13th since Robert Kraft purchased the team in 1994, 11th under Bill Beli-
chick and their fourth straight overall. New England's last loss to the Jets
was an overtime defeat in New York on Dec. 27, 2015.

New England is 36-16 against the Jets since Robert Kraft purchased the
team in 1994.

New England leads the series, 66-54-1 overall. The Patriots are 30-29
all-time on the road against the Jets, including 6-3 at MetLife Stadium.

The teams have played in the postseason three times — a 1985 Wild
Card game, a 2006 Wild Card game and an AFC Divisional Playoff in 2010.
New England beat the Jets, 26-14, in 1985 at the Meadowlands en route to
Super Bowl XX. In 2006, the Patriots defeated the Jets, 37-16, at Gillette
Stadium and the Jets beat the Patriots, 28-21, in the 2010 Divisional Playoff
in Foxborough.

New England’s 66 overall victories over the Jets (including two playoff
wins) are the second most over any single opponent, trailing only the 74
all-time wins over Buffalo.

WHAT'S THE POINT?

The Patriots have allowed 48 points in 2019. Since the NFL moved to
a 16-game schedule, only seven teams have allowed fewer than 200
points in a season. Through six games, the team is on pace to allow
just 128 points, which would be the fewest in NFL history. The 1977
Patriots allowed 217 points in a 14-game season. The Patriots fewest
points allowed in a 16-game season was 237 in 2006. The NFL record
for fewest points in a 16-game season was the 2000 Baltimore Ra-
vens, who allowed 165 total points. Of the Patriots 48 points allowed
this season, 21 points were scored on turnovers returned for touch-
downs (two fumbles and one interception returned for touchdowns).

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Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of
the most dramatic turnarounds in the histo-
ry of sports. In his 25 seasons of ownership,
he has transformed one of the league’s least
successful clubs into what observers view as
a model NFL franchise. In the five seasons
immediately preceding his purchase (1989-
93), the Patriots were a moribund team, win-
ning just 19 of 80 games (.238 pct.), logging
the worst record in the NFL over that span.
When he bought the franchise on Jan. 21,
1994, Kraft announced his intention to bring
a championship to New England, a tall order
considering the team’s previous success
rate. But under Kraft’s leadership, the Patriots have won more division ti-
tles (18), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl championships (6) than
any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the most
winning seasons (22) and have the fewest losing seasons (2) since Kraft
assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIl was the 10th Super
Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period during which
no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowls. In Kraft's 25
seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 20 times, more than
doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons. In
2018, Kraft earned his 22nd winning season in 25 years of owning the
franchise.

WHAT TO WATCH FOR IN 2019

« Kraft enters 2019 with 33 postseason victories, third-most in NFL histo-
ry for any ownership group. He sits one playoff win behind the Green
Bay Packers (34) and three behind Pittsburgh's Rooney family (36) for
most postseason wins by an ownership group. The Rooney Family
founded the Steelers in 1933, while the Packers were founded in 1919.

« The Patriots have won six Super Bowls under Kraft's ownership, tied
with the Pittsburgh Steelers for most Super Bowl championships in NFL
history. The Patriots seek an NFL-record seventh Super Bowl under
Kraft's guidance in 2019.

Robert Kraft won his 300th game overall as owner of the New England
Patriots against Miami on Sept. 30, 2018. Kraft reached the milestone in his
25th NFL season and in his 432nd game, the fastest an owner has reached
the milestone. Al Davis of Oakland accomplished the feat in 495 games
(31 seasons) while Pat Bowlen of Denver reached 300 career wins in 501
games (30 seasons).

The Patriots set an NFL record by reaching eight consecutive confer-
ence title games (2011-18). If they qualify for the playoffs in 2019, they
will look to add to that record.

The Patriots enter the 2019 season tied with San Francisco with 15
conference championship game appearances, one behind the 16 by
Pittsburgh.

New England enters the 2019 season with 37 postseason victories,
the most in NFL history. If the team qualifies for the postseason in
2019, they will look to add to that number. Pittsburgh is second with
36 playoff wins all-time.

The Patriots have qualified for the playoffs for 10 straight seasons
(2009-18), the most in NFL history. Dallas and Indianapolis are tied for
second with nine consecutive seasons with a playoff berth.

The Patriots extended their NFL record with 10 straight division titles
(2009-18) and look to add to that number in 2019.

The Patriots set an NFL record for most consecutive seasons with
at least one playoff win with eight straight (2011-18 — 16 total playoff
wins). If they qualify for the postseason in 2019, the team will look to
add to the NFL record.

The 2018 New England Patriots advanced in the postseason for the
eighth straight season (2011-18), an NFL record, and will look to add to
that number in 2019 if they qualify for the playoffs.

The New England Patriots have earned seven No. 1 seeds and need
one more to tie San Francisco (8) and Denver (8) for the most since
playoff seeding began in 1975.

The Patriots have earned a first-round playoff bye an NFL-best 14
times since the current playoff format was instituted in 1990. Pitts-
burgh is second with nine byes since 1990. The Patriots are the only
team in NFL history with nine straight first-round byes (2010-18).

The Patriots have won 16 postseason games this decade (2010-pres-
ent), the most postseason wins in a decade and look to add to that
number in 2019.

The Patriots enter the 2019 season with nine straight home playoff
wins, third in NFL history to the 11 by New England (1996-08) and the
13 by Green Bay (1939-2001).

The Patriots have played in 57 postseason games and need to play in
three more postseason games in 2019 to become the third NFL team to
play in 60 postseason games, joining Dallas (63) and Pittsburgh (61).

The Patriots enter the 2019 season tied with Dallas with 33 winning
seasons, second all-time behind the 36 winning seasons by Pitts-
burgh.

The Patriots have achieved 18 straight seasons with a record of .500
or better, second all-time behind the 21 seasons by Dallas (1965-85).

The Patriots have posted a winning record for 18 straight seasons
(2001-18), the most since the 1970 merger and the second-most all-
time, behind Dallas with 20 straight winning seasons (1966-85), and
look to add to that number in 2019.

The Patriots have won at least 10 games for 16 consecutive seasons
(2003-18), tying San Francisco (1983-98) for the most consecutive sea-
sons with at least 10 victories and need one more in 2019 to set a new
NFL mark.
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The Patriots (2010-18) enter 2019 with an NFL record nine consecutive
seasons with at least 11 wins. Indianapolis is second with seven (2003-
09).

The Patriots are tied with Dallas with a dozen 12-win seasons since
1970 and need one more to tie San Francisco for the most with 13 12-
win seasons.

New England has won 13 games in a single season seven times in
franchise history. Only San Francisco has more 13-win seasons with
nine.

The Patriots have won 14 or more games in a season five times, most
in NFL history. San Francisco is second with four 14-win seasons.

New England has 26 undefeated months since 2000, most in the NFL
over that span. Indianapolis is second with 16 undefeated months
during that time.

The Patriots have 135 wins in this decade (regular season and playoffs
combined), the most wins in a decade in NFL history, and look to add
to that number.

New England has 15 straight home regular-season wins, the fourth
longest home streak in team history to the 20 (2008-11), 18 (2002-05)
and 16 (2012-14) game streaks.

The Patriots finished the 2018 season with 436 points and have now
reached 400 or more points in 12 straight seasons (2007-18), ex-
tending their NFL record. The San Diego Chargers previously held
the record by scoring at least 400 points in eight straight seasons
from 2004-11. The New Orleans Saints have the second-longest active
streak after scoring 400 points for the eighth straight season in 2018.

2019 ACCOMPLISHMENTS

The Patriots won their 116th regular-season game this decade
(2010-present) vs. N.Y. Jets on Sept. 22, 2019, moving out of a tie with
Indianapolis (2000-09) for the most regular-season wins in a decade.

DB Devin McCourty was named AFC Defensive Player of the Month
for September after he intercepted a pass in each of the first four
games of the season, tying a team record for most consecutive games
with an interception. McCourty became the first player in the NFL to
record an interception in each of his team’s first four games of the
season since Minnesota’s Brian Russell in 2003 and the first Patriots
player ever to achieve the feat.

LB Kyle Van Noy was named AFC Defensive Player of the Week fol-
lowing a Week 4 win at Buffalo. Van Noy led the team with eight tack-
les, two sacks, three quarterback hits and two forced fumbles. Late in
the game with the Patriots holding a 16-10 lead and the Buffalo offense
at the New England 39-yard line, Van Noy hit Buffalo QB Matt Barkley,
forcing a pass that was intercepted by LB Jamie Collins to secure the
victory.

P Jake Bailey was earned AFC Special Teams Player of the Week af-
ter a Week 3 win over the Jets. Bailey landed five of his seven punts
inside the Jets 20-yard line. His punts pinned the New York Jets deep
in their own territory, forcing the Jets to start drives at their own 12, 10,
8, 8 and 1-yard line. The Jets gained just 105 total net yards.

Tom Brady has quarterbacked the Patri-
ots to victories in 213 of his 273 career reg-
ular-season starts, compiling a .780 winning
percentage and giving him the best record of
any quarterback in the Super Bowl era (since
1966). Brady’s 155 career wins in his first 200
starts were the most in NFL history. Peyton
Manning is second with 136 wins in his first
200 career starts.

WHAT TO WATCH FOR IN 2019

- In a Week 3 win over the Jets, Tom Brady (527) moved out of a tie
with Drew Brees (522) for second all-time with in career touchdown
passes, behind Peyton Manning (539).

If Brady throws 30 or more touchdowns passes in 2019, he will be-
come just the fourth player in NFL history with 30 or more touch-
down passes in at least eight seasons, joining Brett Favre (9), Pey-
ton Manning (9) and Drew Brees (10).

Brady is tied with Peyton Manning, Drew Brees and Aaron Rodgers
with four seasons with 35 or more touchdowns and needs to reach
35 touchdowns in 2019 for his fifth season with 35 or more touch-
downs, for the most in NFL history.

Brady has passed for 4,000 yards 10 times in his career and if he
reaches 4,000 yards again in 2019, he will be the third player to
reach 4,000 yards 11 times, joining Peyton Manning (14) and Drew
Brees (12).

Brady is one of 14 quarterbacks since the 1970 merger to start an
NFL game past the age of 40. The oldest player to attempt a pass in
a game was George Blanda at age 48 as a member of the Oakland
Raiders in the final game of his career on Dec. 21, 1975. Blanda fin-
ished with one completion on three attempts for 11 yards. Brady is the
fourth Patriots player to play at 40 or older, joining Doug Flutie (43 in
2005), Vinny Testaverde (43 in 2006) and Junior Seau (40 in 2009).

Edelman began his college football career with a year at the College
of San Mateo (Calif.) before transferring to Kent State, where as a senior,
he completed 56 percent of his passes (153-0f-275 for 1,820 yards) with
13 touchdowns. He was also team's the rusher, gaining 1,551 yards on 215
attempts (an average of 7.5 yards per carry) and scoring 13 touchdowns.
His offensive numbers broke Kent State’s single-season record for total
offense set by Joshua Cribbs in 2003.

Said head coach Bill Belichick on the versatility of Edelman: “He played
the quarterback position in college at Kent State and all the positions really
that he’s played in the NFL — covering kicks, returning kicks, slot receiver,
outside receiver, slot defender — he didn’t do any of those things in col-
lege. | think that really speaks to his versatility and how much he’s grown
as a player and how many things he’s learned how to do that he really
didn’t have much experience with in college. I'd say that’s pretty unusual,
especially to be as competent in them as he is.”

FATHERLY ADVICE

If there is one thing Julian Edelman has never lacked, it’'s athletic
ability. A dual-threat quarterback at Kent State and former baseball
standout in high school, Edelman once wowed Toronto Blue Jays
players with his impressive footwork while fielding ground balls in an
appearance at batting practice in 2011.

This natural ability may have been overlooked by NFL scouts,
who let him fall to the Patriots in the seventh round of the 2009 NFL

Draft. Edelman remains focused on the lessons his
father, Frank Edelman, taught him at a young age.
“I’'m still constantly trying to learn,” Edelman told The
Boston Herald. “My dad always put it in my head,
when you’re green, you're growing, when you’re
ripe, you’re lost. When you’re done learning, you're
done.”

ELECTED TEAM LEADER
Patriots wide receiver Matthew Slater was named to seven straight Pro
Bowls (2011-17) for his special teams work, but perhaps more revealing
of his value to New England is the fact that he was elected a captain by
his teammates for the ninth straight season in 2019.

The special teams ace shared what it means to be a captain with
high school football players in a story published by The Boston
Globe. “I think first and foremost, you have to be able to put others
before yourself. Being a captain and leadership is about serving,
and to me, that means a great deal of sacrifice — putting aside per-
sonal agendas for the greater common goal. Leadership is equated
with sacrifice. | think you have to be willing to do whatever it takes
for the unit to succeed. | think you need to lead by example. A lot of
times, it’s about what you do, not what you say.”

SLATER’S EMERGENCE WAS SPECIAL

Bill Belichick acknowledged Matthew Slater’s role as a gunner on
special teams: “Matt is one of the best in the league,” Belichick said.
“Any time the punt return team has to double somebody, that makes
it one less guy they can use somewhere else in the return. He al-
most always draws two guys out there unless they’re in an eight-
man rush. Most of the time, there’s two guys out there — fourth-and-
short, where they’re trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot
of double teams, and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of
covering punts.”

SLATER SCORES FIRST CAREER TOUCHDOWN
On Nov. 10, 2007, in the third quarter of UCLA's 24-20 loss to Ari-
zona State, Matthew Slater returned a kickoff 89 yards for the final
touchdown of his collegiate career..

“It means a lot. It's my living,” Collins Sr. told the Boston Herald. “It
kept me on track.” Collins Sr’s resiliency in dealing with adversity has
made a lasting impact on fellow Mississippi native and former Patriots
teammate Stevan Ridley, who grew up 30 miles west of Meadville in
Natchez, Miss., and got to know Collins through a family friend.
