SERIES HISTORY

The New England Patriots and the Washington Redskins will meet in
the regular season for the 11th time in team history and for the only the
fourth time at Washington. The Patriots have won the last three games
against the Redskins, including a 27-10 win in the last meeting on Nov. 8,
2015, at Gillette Stadium. The Patriots have outscored Washington 113-44
in those three consecutive wins.

While the regular-season matchups have been infrequent, the Patriots
and Redskins have met in the preseason 22 times.

Washington leads the all-time regular-season series, holding a 6-4
advantage. After the Patriots won the first game of the series in 1972,
they lost the next six meetings, before going on the current three-game
winning streak dating back to 2007.

The Patriots earned their first regular-season win in Washington in the
most recent meeting between the two teams at FedEx Field, when the
Patriots defeated the Redskins, 34-27, on Dec. 11, 2011.

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Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of
the most dramatic turnarounds in the histo-
ry of sports. In his 25 seasons of ownership,
he has transformed one of the league’s least
successful clubs into what observers view as
a model NFL franchise. In the five seasons
immediately preceding his purchase (1989-
93), the Patriots were a moribund team, win-
ning just 19 of 80 games (.238 pct.), logging
the worst record in the NFL over that span.
When he bought the franchise on Jan. 21,
1994, Kraft announced his intention to bring
a championship to New England, a tall order
considering the team’s previous success
rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won more division ti-
tles (18), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl championships (6) than
any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the most
winning seasons (22) and have the fewest losing seasons (2) since Kraft
assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIl was the 10th Super
Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period during which
no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowls. In Kraft's 25
seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 20 times, more than
doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons. In
2018, Kraft earned his 22nd winning season in 25 years of owning the
franchise.

Patriots against Miami on Sept. 30, 2018. Kraft reached the milestone in his
25th NFL season and in his 432nd game, the fastest an owner has reached
the milestone. Al Davis of Oakland accomplished the feat in 495 games
(31 seasons) while Pat Bowlen of Denver reached 300 career wins in 501
games (30 seasons).

The Patriots set an NFL record by reaching eight consecutive confer-
ence title games (2011-18). If they qualify for the playoffs in 2019, they
will look to add to that record.

The Patriots enter the 2019 season tied with San Francisco with 15
conference championship game appearances, one behind the 16 by
Pittsburgh.

New England enters the 2019 season with 37 postseason victories,
the most in NFL history. If the team qualifies for the postseason in
2019, they will look to add to that number. Pittsburgh is second with
36 playoff wins all-time.

The Patriots have qualified for the playoffs for 10 straight seasons
(2009-18), the most in NFL history. Dallas and Indianapolis are tied for
second with nine consecutive seasons with a playoff berth.

The Patriots extended their NFL record with 10 straight division titles
(2009-18) and look to add to that number in 2019.

The Patriots set an NFL record for most consecutive seasons with
at least one playoff win with eight straight (2011-18 — 16 total playoff
wins). If they qualify for the postseason in 2019, the team will look to
add to the NFL record.

The 2018 New England Patriots advanced in the postseason for the
eighth straight season (2011-18), an NFL record, and will look to add to
that number in 2019 if they qualify for the playoffs.

The New England Patriots have earned seven No. 1 seeds and need
one more to tie San Francisco (8) and Denver (8) for the most since
playoff seeding began in 1975.

Tom Brady has quarterbacked the Patri-
ots to victories in 211 of his 271 career reg-
ular-season starts, compiling a .779 winning
percentage and giving him the best record of
any quarterback in the Super Bowl era (since
1966). Brady’s 155 career wins in his first 200
starts were the most in NFL history. Peyton
Manning is second with 136 wins in his first
200 career starts.

WHAT TO WATCH FOR IN 2019

In a Week 3 win over the Jets, Tom Brady (524) moved out of a tie
with Drew Brees (522) for second all-time with in career touchdown
passes, behind Peyton Manning (539).

If Brady throws 30 or more touchdowns passes in 2019, he will be-
come just the fourth player in NFL history with 30 or more touch-
down passes in at least eight seasons, joining Brett Favre (9), Pey-
ton Manning (9) and Drew Brees (10).

Brady is tied with Peyton Manning, Drew Brees and Aaron Rodgers
with four seasons with 35 or more touchdowns and needs to reach
35 touchdowns in 2019 for his fifth season with 35 or more touch-
downs, for the most in NFL history.

Brady has passed for 4,000 yards 10 times in his career and if he
reaches 4,000 yards again in 2019, he will be the third player to
reach 4,000 yards 11 times, joining Peyton Manning (14) and Drew
Brees (12).

Brady led the NFL with 36 touchdowns passes in 2015, the fourth
time he led the NFL in that category. He tied Drew Brees, Len Daw-
son, Brett Favre, Peyton Manning, Johnny Unitas and Steve Young
for most seasons leading the NFL in touchdown passes.

Brady has 241 career victories (regular season and playoffs com-
bined), the most wins all-time by an NFL player.

Brady has 71,575 career passing yards, fourth in NFL history. He
needs 264 passing yards to move past Brett Favre into third place
for all-time NFL passing yards.

Edelman began his college football career with a year at the College
of San Mateo (Calif.) before transferring to Kent State, where as a senior,
he completed 56 percent of his passes (153-0f-275 for 1,820 yards) with
13 touchdowns. He was also team's the rusher, gaining 1,551 yards on 215
attempts (an average of 7.5 yards per carry) and scoring 13 touchdowns.
His offensive numbers broke Kent State’s single-season record for total
offense set by Joshua Cribbs in 2003.

Said head coach Bill Belichick on the versatility of Edelman: “He played
the quarterback position in college at Kent State and all the positions really
that he’s played in the NFL — covering kicks, returning kicks, slot receiver,
outside receiver, slot defender — he didn’t do any of those things in col-
lege. | think that really speaks to his versatility and how much he’s grown
as a player and how many things he’s learned how to do that he really
didn’t have much experience with in college. I'd say that’s pretty unusual,
especially to be as competent in them as he is.”

FATHERLY ADVICE

If there is one thing Julian Edelman has never lacked, it’s athletic
ability. A dual-threat quarterback at Kent State and former baseball
standout in high school, Edelman once wowed Toronto Blue Jays
players with his impressive footwork while fielding ground balls in an
appearance at batting practice in 2011.

This natural ability may have been overlooked by NFL scouts,
who let him fall to the Patriots in the seventh round of the 2009 NFL
Draft. Edelman remains focused on the lessons his
father, Frank Edelman, taught him at a young age.
“I’'m still constantly trying to learn,” Edelman told The
Boston Herald. “My dad always put it in my head,
when you’re green, you're growing, when you're
ripe, you’re lost. When you’re done learning, you’re
done.”

ELECTED TEAM LEADER
Patriots wide receiver Matthew Slater was named to seven straight Pro
Bowls (2011-17) for his special teams work, but perhaps more revealing
of his value to New England is the fact that he was elected a captain by
his teammates for the ninth straight season in 2019.

The special teams ace shared what it means to be a captain with
high school football players in a story published by The Boston
Globe. “I think first and foremost, you have to be able to put others
before yourself. Being a captain and leadership is about serving,
and to me, that means a great deal of sacrifice — putting aside per-
sonal agendas for the greater common goal.

SLATER’S EMERGENCE WAS SPECIAL

Bill Belichick acknowledged Matthew Slater’s role as a gunner on
special teams: “Matt is one of the best in the league,” Belichick said.
“Any time the punt return team has to double somebody, that makes
it one less guy they can use somewhere else in the return. He al-
most always draws two guys out there unless they’re in an eight-
man rush. Most of the time, there’s two guys out there — fourth-and-
short, where they’re trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot
of double teams, and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of
covering punts.”

SLATER SCORES FIRST CAREER TOUCHDOWN
On Nov. 10, 2007, in the third quarter of UCLA's 24-20 loss to Ari-
zona State, Matthew Slater returned a kickoff 89 yards for the final
touchdown of his collegiate career.. In Patriots 16-10 win over Buffa-
lo on Sept. 29, 2019, DB J.C. Jackson blocked a punt, which Slater
returned 11 yards for his first NFL touchdown, nearly 12 years after

his last touchdown.

LB JAMIE COLLINS SR.

PATH TO THE NFL

The road to the NFL was anything but easy for linebacker and 2013
second-round draft pick Jamie Collins Sr. The youngest of five siblings
growing up in Quentin, Miss., Collins Sr. lost both of his parents when
he was six years old and was raised by one of his sisters. Collins Sr.
turned to football as an outlet to help him through the tough times.

“It means a lot. It's my living,” Collins Sr. told the Boston Herald. “It
kept me on track.” Collins Sr’s resiliency in dealing with adversity has
made a lasting impact on fellow Mississippi native and former Patriots
teammate Stevan Ridley, who grew up 30 miles west of Meadville in
Natchez, Miss., and got to know Collins through a family friend.

“What I've known about him, he really has been a strong person,”
Ridley told the Herald. “Anybody that’s gone through the things that
he’s gone through and still finds a way to be successful on the foot-
ball field, you have to be mentally tough. That’s what he’s kind of
done as a teammate here. He’s come in here and accepted his role
and done a pretty good job as a rookie.”

McCourty’s identical twin brother, Jason, joined the
Patriots last year. The two became the 12th set of twins to play in
the NFL. In the season opener, Devin and Jason became the first set
of twins to play together on the same NFL team since 1926 when
Gene and Tom Golsen suited up together for the Louisville Colonels.
Shaquill and Shaquem Griffin of the Seattle Seahawks also accom-
plished this unique occurrence on Kickoff Weekend. New England
also had twins on the team in 2017, with TE Jacob Hollister on the
roster and WR Cody Hollister on the practice squad.

Devin and Jason were cornerbacks in the Rutgers secondary
from 2005-08. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and was a
year behind his brother in eligibility. Devin became the second twin
to suit up for the Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a member of
the team from 1998-2000. His twin brother, Jason, played for San
Francisco and Minnesota from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’s
mother, the two can only be told apart by tiny scars on their faces
left by chickenpox.

McCOURTY GOES LONG
McCourty had a 104-yard kickoff return for a touchdown vs. N.Y.
Jets (10/21/12), the second longest kickoff return in team history. El-
lis Hobbs has the longest in team history with a 108-yard return for a
touchdown at N.Y. Jets on Sept. 9, 2007. McCourty was named AFC
Special Teams Player of the Week for his performance.

A COMEBACK FOR THE AGES

The Patriots came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Bron-
cos, 34-31, in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Nov.
24,2013, marking the largest regular-season comeback win in team
history, after trailing 24-0 at halftime.

New England’s previous best comeback win was from a 23-0 defi-
cit to win, 38-23, vs. Seattle (09/16/84). The Patriots also came
back from 22 points down to win at the New York Giants, 23-22
(12/21/96).
