The New England Patriots will square off against a division opponent for the third
straight week when they travel to play the 3-0 Buffalo Bills. Last season, the Patriots
earned their 26th series sweep over Buffalo.

The Patriots are the first team in NFL history to not allow a passing or rushing
touchdown in each of their first three games of the season. Additionally, the Patriots
are the first team in the Super Bowl era to hold opponents scoreless in the first half
of five consecutive games, including the postseason.

BROADCAST INFORMATION

TELEVISION: This week's game will be broadcast by CBS and can be seen locally
on WBZ-TV Channel 4. lan Eagle will handle play-by-play duties with Dan Fouts
as the color analyst. Evan Washburn will work from the sidelines. The game will be
produced by Mark Wolff and directed by Bob Fishman.

NATIONAL RADIO: Sunday's game will be broadcast to a national audience on
Sports USA. Larry Kahn will call the game with Doug Plank in the booth and Troy
West will provide sideline analysis.

LOCAL RADIO: 98.5 The Sports Hub is the flagship station for the Patriots Radio
Network. A complete listing of the network’s 38 stations can be found in this press
release. Play-by-play broadcaster Bob Socci will call the action along with former
Patriots quarterback Scott Zolak, who will provide color analysis. The games are
produced by Marc Cappello.

New England has finished
undefeated on the road twice (2007 and 2016).

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SERIES HISTORY

New England and Buffalo will meet for the first of two matchups in
2019. After this week’s game, the Patriots will host Buffalo in a late De-
cember game at Gillette Stadium.

This will be the 119th meeting between the two teams. The Patriots en-
ter this week with a streak of five straight victories against Buffalo, includ-
ing series sweeps in 2017 and 2018. The Patriots beat Buffalo, 25-6, in a
Monday Night game at Buffalo, followed by a 24-12 victory in the second
meeting of the season in 2018. It marked the 26th series sweep and the
14th series sweep since Bill Belichick became head coach in 2000.

New England holds a 74-43-1 edge in the series and have won 33 of
the last 38 games between the clubs, dating back to 2000.

The series between the AFC East rivals began in 1960. The Patriots 74
wins over the Bills are their highest victory total over any opponent, eight
higher than their own total over the New York Jets.

After seven straight series sweeps and 15 consecutive Patriots wins
from 2003-10, Buffalo ended the streak with a 34-31 victory at Ralph Wil-
son Stadium in the first meeting between the teams in 2011. The 15-game
win streak is tied for the fourth-longest winning streak over a single op-
ponent in NFL history. The Patriots avenged that loss in the 2011 regu-
lar-season finale by overcoming a 21-0 first-quarter deficit and scoring 49
unanswered points en route to a 49-21 victory.

The teams have had many memorable matchups over the years, in-
cluding a span from 1999 to 2001 where four-of-five contests were de-
cided in overtime.

The Patriots first-ever playoff game was a 26-8 win over the Bills at
Buffalo on Dec. 28, 1963.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR...

If the Patriots defense prevents the Bills from scoring a touch-
down, they will become the first team in the NFL's modern era to
start the season with four straight games without allowing a rush-
ing or passing touchdown.

Through three games, the Patriots are averaging 35.3 points per
game. They set the franchise mark in 2007 with 589 total points,
an average of 36.8 points per game.

Through three games, the Patriots defense has scored four times
as many points (12) as they’ve allowed (3).

If the Patriots score 30 or more points against the Bills, it will mark
the third time since 2000 that the team has opened the season
with four-straight 30-plus point games. They previously did it in
2007 and 2011. The franchise record for consecutive games with
30 or more points is 13, set from 2010-11.

The Patriots defense has delivered five consecutive first half shut-
outs, dating back to the 2018 AFC Championship Game vs. Kansas
City. The Patriots are the first franchise to hold opponents scoreless
in the first half of five consecutive games in the Super Bowl era.

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of
the most dramatic turnarounds in the histo-
ry of sports. In his 25 seasons of ownership,
he has transformed one of the league’s least
successful clubs into what observers view as
a model NFL franchise. In the five seasons
immediately preceding his purchase (1989-
93), the Patriots were a moribund team, win-
ning just 19 of 80 games (.238 pct.), logging
the worst record in the NFL over that span.
When he bought the franchise on Jan. 21,
1994, Kraft announced his intention to bring
a championship to New England, a tall order
considering the team’s previous success
rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won more division ti-
tles (18), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl championships (6) than
any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the most
winning seasons (22) and have the fewest losing seasons (2) since Kraft
assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIl was the 10th Super
Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period during which
no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowls. In Kraft's 25
seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 20 times, more than
doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons. In
2018, Kraft earned his 22nd winning season in 25 years of owning the
franchise.

The Patriots enter the 2019 season tied with San Francisco with 15
conference championship game appearances, one behind the 16 by
Pittsburgh.

New England enters the 2019 season with 37 postseason victories,
the most in NFL history. If the team qualifies for the postseason in
2019, they will look to add to that number. Pittsburgh is second with
36 playoff wins all-time.

The Patriots have qualified for the playoffs for 10 straight seasons
(2009-18), the most in NFL history. Dallas and Indianapolis are tied for
second with nine consecutive seasons with a playoff berth.

The Patriots extended their NFL record with 10 straight division titles
(2009-18) and look to add to that number in 2019.

The New England Patriots have earned seven No. 1 seeds and need
one more to tie San Francisco (8) and Denver (8) for the most since
playoff seeding began in 1975.

The Patriots have earned a first-round playoff bye an NFL-best 14
times since the current playoff format was instituted in 1990. Pitts-
burgh is second with nine byes since 1990. The Patriots are the only
team in NFL history with nine straight first-round byes (2010-18).

The Patriots have won 16 postseason games this decade (2010-pres-
ent), the most postseason wins in a decade and look to add to that
number in 2019.

The Patriots enter the 2019 season with nine straight home playoff
wins, third in NFL history to the 11 by New England (1996-08) and the
13 by Green Bay (1939-2001).

The Patriots have played in 57 postseason games and need to play in
three more postseason games in 2019 to become the third NFL team to
play in 60 postseason games, joining Dallas (63) and Pittsburgh (61).

The Patriots enter the 2019 season tied with Dallas with 33 winning

seasons, second all-time behind the 36 winning seasons by Pitts-
burgh.

The Patriots have achieved 18 straight seasons with a record of .500
or better, second all-time behind the 21 seasons by Dallas (1965-85).

The Patriots have posted a winning record for 18 straight seasons

look to add to that number in 2019.

The Patriots have won at least 10 games for 16 consecutive seasons

The Patriots (2010-18) enter 2019 with an NFL record nine consecutive
seasons with at least 11 wins.

New England has won 13 games in a single season seven times in
franchise history. Only San Francisco has more 13-win seasons with
nine.

The Patriots have won 14 or more games in a season five times, most
in NFL history. San Francisco is second with four 14-win seasons.

New England has 25 undefeated months since 2000, most in the NFL
over that span. Indianapolis is second with 15 undefeated months
during that time.

The Patriots have 132 wins in this decade (regular season and playoffs
combined), the most wins in a decade in NFL history, and look to add
to that number.

New England has 15 straight home regular-season wins, the fourth
longest home streak in team history to the 20 (2008-11), 18 (2002-05)
and 16 (2012-14) game streaks.

The Patriots finished the 2018 season with 436 points and have now
reached 400 or more points in 12 straight seasons (2007-18), ex-
tending their NFL record. The San Diego Chargers previously held
the record by scoring at least 400 points in eight straight seasons
from 2004-11. The New Orleans Saints have the second-longest active
streak after scoring 400 points for the eighth straight season in 2018.

Karras and Thuney began their MBA pursuit two weeks after the Pa-
triots Super Bowl LI victory by taking online classes and Skyping with
professors from Indiana University’s Kelley School of Business up un-
til training camp. They continued their classes in the 2018 offseason.

Shaquill and Shaquem Griffin of the Seattle Seahawks also accom-
plished this unique occurrence on Kickoff Weekend. New England
also had twins on the team in 2017, with TE Jacob Hollister on the
roster and WR Cody Hollister on the practice squad.
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Devin and Jason were cornerbacks in the Rutgers secondary from
2005-08. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and was a year
behind his brother in eligibility. Devin became the second twin to
suit up for the Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a member of
the team from 1998-2000. His twin brother, Jason, played for San
Francisco and Minnesota from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’s
mother, the two can only be told apart by tiny scars on their faces
left by chickenpox.

McCOURTY GOES LONG

McCourty had a 104-yard kickoff return for a touchdown vs. N..
Jets (10/21/12), the second longest kickoff return in team history. El-
lis Hobbs has the longest in team history with a 108-yard return for a
touchdown at N.Y. Jets on Sept. 9, 2007. McCourty was named AFC

Devin and twin brother Jason McCourty have seen first-hand the
effects of sickle cell disease. Both their aunt and uncle lived with
the disease while their father carried the trait. Devin and Jason part-
nered with Embrace Kids Foundation to form their own “Tackle Sick-
le Cell” campaign aiming to educate the public, increase blood do-
nations and raise money and awareness for the fight against sickle
cell disease. Devin’s work with the local Boston Children’s Hospital
has helped advance research of the disease with doctors now as
close as they’ve ever been to a cure.
