	 The New England Patriots are off to a 2-0 start after a 33-3 win vs. Pittsburgh and 
a 43-0 win at Miami. New England's 76 points through their first two games ties the 
2007 team for most total points through the first two contests of the season in fran-
chise history. Additionally, the Patriots became the fourth team in the Super Bowl 
era to allow three points or fewer through their first two games, joining the 1970 
Detroit Lions, 1976 Houston Oilers and the 1981 Buffalo Bills. 
	 The Patriots continue AFC East play for the next two weeks when they host the 
New York Jets this Sunday and travel to play the Buffalo Bills on Sept. 29. 

TY LAW TO BE HONORED AT HALFTIME
	 Former Patriots CB Ty Law was selected for enshrinement in the Pro Football Hall of 
Fame the night before Super Bowl LIII and joined the Hall of Fame Class of 2019 at an 
induction ceremony in Canton, Ohio, this past summer. 
	 Law will receive his Pro Football Hall of Fame ring at halftime of this Sunday's game 
against the Jets. 
	 Law, who played 10 of his 15 seasons with the Patriots, is the fifth Patriots Hall of 
Famer to earn induction to the Pro Football Hall of Fame. Guard John Hannah, who 
spent his entire 13-year career with New England from 1973-85, was elected to the 
Hall of Fame in 1991. Linebacker Andre Tippett, who spent his entire 12-year career 
with New England from 1982-93, was elected to the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 2008. 
Cornerback Mike Haynes (1997) and linebacker Nick Buoniconti (2001) are the other 
Hall of Famers to have worn a Patriots uniform. Haynes and Buoniconti each spent the 
first seven seasons of their 14-year careers with the club.

	 The teams have played in the postseason three times – a 1985 Wild 
Card game, a 2006 Wild Card game and an AFC Divisional game in 2010. 
New England beat the Jets, 26-14, in 1985 at the Meadowlands en route to 
Super Bowl XX. In 2006, the Patriots defeated the Jets, 37-16, at Gillette 
Stadium and the Jets beat the Patriots, 28-21, in the 2010 Divisional playoff 
game in Foxborough.

DEFENSE LOCKS DOWN END ZONE AGAIN
The Patriots have not allowed a touchdown in three straight games, 
dating back to Super Bowl LIII. It is the first time in team history that 
the team has gone three straight games without allowing a touch-
down.

Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the most 
winning seasons (22) and have the fewest losing seasons (2) since Kraft 
assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIII was the 10th Super 
Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period during which 
no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowls. In Kraft’s 25 
seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 20 times, more than 
doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons. In 
2018, Kraft earned his 22nd winning season in 25 years of owning the 
franchise.

20.3 points per game, seventh-best in the NFL.

Tom Brady has quarterbacked the Patriots 

to victories in 209 of his 269 career regu-
lar-season starts, compiling a .777 winning 
percentage and giving him the best record of 
any quarterback in the Super Bowl era (since 
1966). Brady’s 155 career wins in his first 200 
starts are the most in NFL history. Peyton 
Manning is second with 136 wins in his first 
200 career starts.

Devin and Jason were cornerbacks in the Rutgers secondary from 
2005-08. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and was a year 
behind his brother in eligibility. Devin became the second twin to 
suit up for the Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a member of 
the team from 1998-2000. His twin brother, Jason, played for San 
Francisco and Minnesota from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’s 
mother, the two can only be told apart by tiny scars on their faces 
left by chickenpox.

McCourty had a 104-yard kickoff return for a touchdown vs. N.Y.

Both their aunt and uncle lived with 
the disease while their father carried the trait. Devin and Jason part-
nered with Embrace Kids Foundation to form their own “Tackle Sick-
le Cell” campaign aiming to educate the public, increase blood do-
nations and raise money and awareness for the fight against sickle 
cell disease. Devin’s work with the local Boston Children’s Hospital 
has helped advance research of the disease with doctors now as 
close as they’ve ever been to a cure.

A COMEBACK FOR THE AGES
The Patriots came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Bron-
cos, 34-31, in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Nov.

L A W F U L  E N T R Y
ONE OF THE MOST DOMINANT AND DYNAMIC DEFENSIVE BACKS EVER 

TO PLAY THE GAME,  PATRIOTS GREAT TY LAW EARNS HIS  RIGHTFUL 
PLACE IN THE PRO FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME
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F ans and pundits have long debated the provenance of the 
Patriots dynasty – a remarkable run that includes 16 division 
titles, nine conference crowns, six Super Bowl championships 

and more regular and post season wins than any other NFL team 
over the past 18 years.

Some say it was Jan. 28, 2000, when the Patriots traded away a 
first-round draft pick to the rival N.Y. Jets to acquire head coach Bill 
Belichick. Others believe it occurred a few months later, on April 16, 
when the team found the ultimate hidden gem in the sixth round of 
the NFL Draft and selected quarterback Tom Brady.

But perhaps the moment – or at the least the actual play – that 
sparked the franchise’s unprecedented streak of success came 
on an early February evening in 2001 with 8:49 left in the second 
quarter of Super Bowl XXXVI.

The Patriots, coming off a 5-11 record the year before, were a 
prohibitive 14-point underdogs to the St. Louis Rams, the 1999 Super 
Bowl champs. Led by future Pro Football Hall of Famers, QB Kurt 
Warner and RB Marshall Faulk, the Rams high-octane offense led 
the NFL in scoring from 1999-2001 with an average of 32.7 points 
per game, earning them the nickname “The Greatest Show on Turf.”

After jumping out to a 3-0 lead on the Patriots, the Rams were 
poised for more in the second quarter when Kurt Warner dropped 

back to pass from his own 39-yard line. But the NFL MVP faced a 
jailbreak blitz from linebacker Mike Vrabel, forcing him to throw early 
and off his back foot. The errant pass, intended for Isaac Bruce, was 
intercepted by cornerback Ty Law, who returned it 47 yards for a 
touchdown to get the Patriots on the board.

New England forced two more turnovers and converted them 
into points to build a two-touchdown lead, but the Rams rallied with 
two fourth-quarter scores to tie the game. Then, with just 1:21 to go, 
Brady led a nine-play drive that culminated with Adam Vinatieri’s 48-
yard game-winning field goal as the clock hit triple zeros, securing 
a world-shocking 20-17 win and putting a Boston-sized exclamation 
point on the Patriots’ first Super Bowl title.

As confetti fell from the roof of the Louisiana Superdome, the 
Patriots were showered with just as much praise. Brady, Belichick 
and Vinatieri were all feted, as was Patriots owner and Brookline 
native Robert Kraft, who had delivered on his pledge to bring a title 
to his hometown team. There was also adulation for the team as a 
whole, as the Patriots broke long-standing tradition during pregame 
when they elected to be introduced as a team instead as individuals.

But Law’s pick six was the proverbial punch in the gut that let 
everyone know – most of all the almighty and powerful Rams – that 
the Patriots were for real; they came to play.

Ty Law’s pick six in Super Bowl XXXVI not only got the Patriots on the board but provided a boost of confidence that helped the 
team upset the Rams and capture their first NFL championship.

What to look for...
• If Gilmore records an interception against the Jets, it will mark the third time in his career and first time as a Patriot to record 
interceptions in back-to-back weeks. He did it in 2013 and 2016 with the Bills.

db Devin mccourty

What to look for...
• If McCourty records an interception against the Jets, it will be his third in as many games, marking the second time in his career he’s 
maintained a three-game interception streak. McCourty last achieved the feat in his rookie year in 2010 against the Colts, Lions and Jets.

rb james white

What to look for...
• With three receptions, White (256) will tie Randy Moss (259) for 14th place on the franchise’s career receptions list.
• White has 256 career receptions, third in Patriots history among running backs, behind the 431 by Kevin Faulk and 261 by Tony Collins. 
With six receptions, he will most past Collins into second place.

DL CHASE WINOVICH

What to look for...
• Winovich leads all rookies in the NFL with 1½ sacks through two games and will look to add to that lead against the Jets.
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“Let’s man up and get in their faces,” said Law of the game plan 
to be physical with the Rams receivers. “We just can’t let them run 
all over and do what they’ve been doing. I stood up and said, ‘I got 
Isaac Bruce.’ Otis Smith stood up and said, ‘I got Torry Holt.’ Terrell 
Buckley and Tebucky Jones stood up and said, ‘I got him,’ and ‘I got 
him.’ It changed everything.”

The pick six in the Super Bowl became Law’s signature play, 
the one he’ll always be remembered for. But he had many other 
highlights during his productive 15-year pro career, the first 10 of 
which he spent in New England.

A three-time Super Bowl champion, five-time 
Pro Bowler and two-time first-team All-Pro, Law 
recorded 53 interceptions, 169 pass deflections 
and five TDs. He twice led the NFL with the most 
interceptions in a season, including nine in 1998 
to become the first Patriots player to lead the 
league in that category.

Law finished with 36 interceptions as a Patriot, 
tying the career mark originally set by fellow 
Patriots Hall of Famer Raymond Clayborn. 
Entering the 2019 season, he ranks first in 
interception return yards (583) and interceptions 
returned for a touchdown (6). 

“He was aggressive, but he was calculated. 
When he pulled the trigger, he could pull it and 
make a lot of big plays,” said Bill Belichick, who 
served as Law’s head coach for five seasons 
and secondary coach in 1996 when the Patriots 
reached their second Super Bowl. “He had 
excellent ball skills and anticipation, but was also 
a physical, tough player at that position, which 
you don’t always see.”

Law’s tenaciousness originated in Western 
Pennsylvania, where he helped lead Aliquippa 
High School to the 1991 PIAA AA state 
championship. A year later, he became a 

freshman starter at the University of Michigan and 
helped lead the team to a 9-0-3 record and a Rose 
Bowl win. 

Following his productive three-year collegiate career, 
Law was selected by the Patriots in the first round  (23rd 
overall) of the 1995 NFL Draft and quickly became a 
governing force in the secondary. He took over as a 
starter in Week 12 during his rookie season and made 
an interception in three consecutive games.

Law’s coming out party occurred the following year 
against Dallas (winners of three of the previous four 
Super Bowls) when he picked off two Troy Aikman 
passes and held Cowboys star WR Michael Irvin to a 
pedestrian six catches for 76 yards.

“That’s what Ty Law always wanted every single 
week – he wanted to line up face-to-face, with the 
best guy on the other team,” said Bryan Morry,  former 
Patriots Football Weekly editor and team’s Executive 
Director of the Patriots Hall of Fame.

Law, who established himself as the team’s top 
cornerback, continued to raise his level of play, even 
and especially after the 2001 Super Bowl win. In 2003, 
he was part of a record-breaking Patriots defense that 
led the NFL in five key categories: opponents points 
per game (14.9), interceptions (29), fewest touchdown 
receptions allowed (11), opponent’s passer rating (56.2) 
and pass deflections (121), as the team captured its 
second Super Bowl title in a win over the Carolina 
Panthers.	

Yet some of Law’s best plays were ones that fans never saw. 
That’s because he shut down the opponent’s best receivers. 
Consequently, the ball and the TV camera never came their way. 

“Ty Law was one of the greatest players in franchise history and 
one of the premier corners in the NFL,” Patriots owner Robert Kraft 
said.

The NFL agreed with that this year, electing Law to the Pro 
Football Hall of Fame. Along with John Hannah and Andre Tippett,

Law finished with 36 interceptions as a Patriot, tying the career mark originally set by fellow 
Patriots Hall of Famer Raymond Clayborn. He ranks first in team history in interception 
return yards (583) and interceptions returned for a touchdown (6). 
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he is one of just three former Patriots to play a decade with the 
team and also earn the NFL’s highest honor.

Law was a finalist for the Hall of Fame the previous two years 
but passed over. This February, the night before the Patriots 
played the Rams in Super Bowl LIII – ironically almost 17 years to 
the day of Law’s famous pick six against the Rams – he got the 
call he was headed for Canton.

Sitting in his hotel room in Atlanta, Law heard a knock at the 
door and grumbled aloud, “This better not be no damn room 
service.” It wasn’t. The knock came from Pro Football Hall of 
Fame President David Baker, who personally delivered the good 
news.

“Everything just left my body,” said Law. “I tried to tell myself, 
‘You ain’t going to cry on TV.’ But I lost that bet.”

Though Law received a groundswell of support for his HOF 
candidacy, one thing that might have swayed the selection 
committee to vote for him this year was a recommendation letter 
from Brady – the only player in NFL history to win six Super 
Bowls. 

“I can remember how upset I would get when I would make a 
mistake in practice and Ty would capitalize on it. Looking back, I 
realize how lucky I was then to be challenged every day by one 
of the greatest cornerbacks to ever play the game,” Brady wrote. 
“It helped me work harder to become successful in this league 
and ultimately prepared me to become the player I am today.

“There have been a lot of great cover corners in the NFL 
during my career. While Ty would certainly qualify as one of 
them, what made him unique was his physical style of play,” 
continued Brady. “He was a tenacious tackler and one of the 
game’s greatest bump-and-run defenders. He always wanted to 
defend the opponent’s best receiver and typically took them out 
of the game. He was great at knocking a receiver off his route, 
baiting quarterbacks into bad reads and capitalizing on ill-fated 
throws.”

That was never more apparent than in the 2003 AFC Championship 
Game. Law hounded  Marvin Harrison and other Colts receivers and 
picked off future Hall of Fame quarterback Peyton Manning three 
times in a 24-14 win that sent the Patriots to the Super Bowl for the 
second time in three years.

“This was probably the most simple game plan that we had,” said 
Law, who intercepted seven passes by Manning in 10 games against 
him. “Just go out there and stick them and beat them up at the line 
of scrimmage.”

Law’s physical play, coupled with petulant complaints from the 
Colts, prompted the NFL to more strictly enforce the five-yard illegal 
contact  rule  on defensive backs. Following the 2003 season, the 
competition committee redefined illegal contact and cracked down 
on pass interference penalties. In that way, Law changed the game 
of football.

“I mean when they start, I won’t say changing the rules, but 
changing the rules because of the way he plays then there’s 
probably something to be said for that,” said Belichick. “I mean they 
didn’t change them-change them, but we all know what happened.”

Law only played in seven games in 2004 due to a foot injury, but 
helped the team cap a then-NFL record 21-game winning streak en 
route to the team’s third Super Bowl win.

Released by New England following the 2004 season, Law 
brought his ball-hawking style to the N.Y. Jets, where he posted a 
career-high 10 interceptions in 2005, including his lone interception 
of Brady, which he returned for a touchdown. He then played two 
seasons for Kansas City (2006-07), another with Jets (08) and a final 
one with Denver (09), but always considered New England his home.

“I left and played on some different teams but my heart was always 
with the Patriots,” said Law, who left quite a legacy in Foxborough. 

His No. 24 jersey number isn’t retired, but purposefully passed onto 
the team’s top cornerback from year to year; Darrelle Revis wore it in 
2014 and helped the Patriots win Super Bowl XLIX, and it’s currently 
adorned by Stephon Gilmore, who’s interception late in the fourth 
quarter of Super Bowl LIII helped the Patriots secure a 13-3 win over 
the L.A. Rams.  

Law also holds several prestigious Patriots honors. He was named 
to the Patriots all-1990s and all-2000s decade teams, in addition to 
the Patriots 50th Anniversary Team (he was also named a member of 
the NFL’s all-decade team for the 2000s). In 2014, Law was inducted 
into the Patriots Hall of Fame – and celebrated the honor by dancing 
on stage with Kraft, just as the duo famously did during the Patriots 
first championship parade.

Law, who’s launched several trampoline parks post NFL 
retirement, had another bounce in his step this past August when he 
joined fellow Aliquippa natives Mike Ditka and Tony Dorsett into the 
Pro Football Hall of Fame during a ceremony in Canton, Ohio. The 
honorary gold jacket fit him perfectly.

“He’s the best cornerback I ever played with, the best defensive 
back,” raved former Patriots linebacker Tedy Bruschi, adding Law 
was the heart and soul of the team’s Super Bowl-winning defense.

“His skill, his ability, it’s a little bit underrated in terms of what we 
did in our championship years because in order for everything to 
work, it has to start with cornerback – and Ty Law was that for us,” 
said Bruschi. “He’s a guy who led the secondary with a tone of ‘I 
don’t care how fast you are or how many points you’ve scored, I’m 
going to be in your face, hitting you in the mouth and you’re not 
going to get the job done.’”

That best sums up Law. Strong-willed, strong-minded, and above 
all else, determined to see his team succeed, he routinely ruled on 
the football field.

Many fought the law and the Law won.

Law, defending Jets WR Keyshawn Johnson, routinely matched up against 
the opposing team’s best wide receiver and came away triumphant.
