The New England Patriots will be on the road for the second consecutive week
and will conduct joint practices with their preseason opponent. Last week the Pa-
triots conducted three practices with the Detroit Lions prior to the 2019 preseason
opener at Ford Field, a 31-3 New England win.

The Patriots will travel to Tennessee on Tuesday and practice with the Titans at
their facility on Wednesday and Thursday prior to the game on Saturday night. The
team has never held two sets of joint practices on the road under Bill Belichick.

TELEVISION: This week's game will be broadcast by the Patriots Preseason Tele-
vision Network and can be seen in every New England state, as well as Alaska and
Hawaii.

PATRIOTS LOOK TO KICK OFF ANOTHER SUCCESSFULL SEASON

The 2019 New England Patriots have a chance to set or tie several NFL team re-
cords, including:

« The Patriots enter the 2019 season with 113 regular-season wins this decade
(2010-present) and need three regular-season wins to move past the Indianapolis
Colts record of 115 wins from 2000-09 for the most regular-season wins in a decade.

- New England has won at least 10 regular-season games for 16 consecutive sea-
sons (2003-18), tying San Francisco (1983-98) for the most consecutive seasons
with at least 10 victories and need one more in 2019 to set a new NFL mark.

« The Patriots enter the 2019 season tied with San Francisco with 15 Conference
Championship Game appearances, one behind the 16 by Pittsburgh.

- New England tied the Pittsburgh Steelers with their sixth Super Bowl title last sea-
son and look to surpass the Steelers with a seventh Super Bowl title in 2019.

He totaled 168 tackles, five
forced fumbles and five interceptions his senior season and was
named the Tennesseans Defensive Most Valuable Player.

- Patriots K Stephen Gostkowski attended the University of Mem-
phis from 2002-05 and finished his collegiate career placing 13th
in NCAA Division 1-A history with 369 points (a Memphis record)
and 14th with 70 successful field goals.

. Patriots DL Adam Butler attended Vanderbilt University in Nash-
ville from 2012-16. He started 36 of 49 games played and reg-
istered 109 tackles, 9.5 sacks, one forced fumble, one fumble
recovery and five passes defensed.

- Patriots OL Shaq Mason hails from Columbia, Tenn., where he
attended Columbia Central and earned all-state and all-district
honors in 2009 and 2010.

- Patriots DL Keionta Davis grew up in Chattanooga, Tenn. and
attended Tennessee-Chattanooga where he registered 132 tack-
les, 31 sacks, 19 passes defensed and eight forced fumbles over
50 career games.

- Patriots DB Joejuan Williams attended Vanderbilt University and
grew up in Nashville, Tenn.

- Patriots FB Jakob Johnson attended the University of Tennes-
see from 2014-18, where he played several different positions in
a versatile role.

During Robinson’s tenure, the Patriots won 10
division titles, four AFC crowns and two Super Bowls and drafted
several Patriots players that remain on the roster today, including
WR Julian Edelman and DB Devin McCourty, among others.

- Titans defensive coordinator Dean Pees coached the lineback-
ers in New England from 2004-05 before moving to defensive
coordinator from 2006-09.

. Titans RB Dion Lewis played in New England from 2015-17 and
recorded 1,413 rushing yards and eight touchdowns and made
85 receptions for 696 yards and five scores. Lewis led the 2017
Patriots in rushing with 896 rushing yards and was a part of the
2016 championship team.
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The Patriots signed Titans CB Malcolm Butler as a rookie free
agent in 2014 and he played with the team from 2014-17. Butler
played in 59 games for the Patriots and recorded eight intercep-
tions, 47 passes defensed and 209 tackles. He also made the
game-sealing interception in Super Bowl XLIX on the goal line
against the Seahawks, winning championships in 2014 and 2016.
Titans CB Logan Ryan was drafted by the Patriots in the third
round (83rd overall) of the 2013 NFL Draft and won two Super
Bowls with the team. Ryan spent four seasons at New England,
during which time he played in all 64 regular season games and
tallied 251 tackles and 13 interceptions (regular season).

Titans G Josh Kline was originally signed by the Patriots as an
undrafted free agent in 2013 and spent three seasons at New
England, highlighted by a Super Bowl XLIX championship.
Titans WR Cody Hollister spent his rookie season (2018) on the
Patriots practice squad before moving to Tennessee.

The Titans drafted Patriots DB Jason McCourty in the sixth
round (203rd) overall of the 2009 NFL Draft. McCourty played in
Tennessee from 2009-16 and recorded 13 interceptions, 73 pass-
es defensed and 496 total tackles over 108 games.

Titans defensive coordinator Dean Pees worked in the same
role for Baltimore from 2012-17, coaching Patriots DL Lawrence
Guy, DE John Simon and LB Nicholas Grigsby.

Titans wide receivers coach Rob Moore coached the wide re-
ceivers at Buffalo in 2014 when Patriots CB Stephon Gilmore
played for the Bills.

Patriots DL Lawrence Guy played for the Chargers from 2013-
14 when Titans special teams coordinator Craig Aukerman
worked as assistant special teams coach.

Patriots QB Brian Hoyer and DE John Simon played with Titans
C Ben Jones at Houston. Titans strength and conditioning as-
sistant Brian Bell worked in the same role for the Texans at the
time.

Patriots DL Lawrence Guy was Baltimore teammates with Titans
S Brynden Trawick (2014-15), S Kendrick Lewis (2015-16) and LB
Kamalei Correa (2016).

Patriots DL Danny Shelton played with Titans WR Darius Jen-
nings for Cleveland in 2015.

PATRIOTS DEFENSE SUFFOCATES LIONS IN 2019 DEBUT
The Patriots defense held Detroit to just eight first downs. Last sea-
son, the fewest first downs allowed was 11 vs. Miami on Sept. 30.
The Patriots have held their opponent under 100 total yards three
times in regular-season play.

SEVEN DRAFT PICKS SEE ACTION
Seven of the 10 Patriots 2019 draft picks played in the game. First-
round pick WR N’Keal Harry, second-round pick DB Joejuan Wil-
liams, third-round pick DL Chase Winovich, fourth-round pick OL
Hjalte Froholdt, fourth-round pick QB Jarrett Stidham, fifth-round
pick DL Byron Cowart and fifth-round pick P Jake Bailey all saw
action.

Undrafted rookie WR Jakobi Meyers was in the starting lineup and
caught a 3-yard touchdown pass from QB Brain Hoyer in the sec-
ond quarter and a 5-yard touchdown pass from QB Jarrett Stidham
later in the second quarter. He finished with six receptions for 69
yards and the two touchdowns.

BERRIOS MAKES IMPACT
Second-year WR Braxton Berrios, who spent the 2018 season in
injured reserve, returned four punts for 35 yards.

BROSSETTE PROVIDES BOOST IN RELIEF

Undrafted rookie RB Nick Brossette scored on a 1-yard touchdown
run in the third quarter and then added a two-point conversion. He
finished with 22 carries for 66 yards.
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Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of
the most dramatic turnarounds in the histo-
ry of sports. In his 25 seasons of ownership,
he has transformed one of the league’s least
successful clubs into what observers view as
a model NFL franchise. In the five seasons
immediately preceding his purchase (1989-
93), the Patriots were a moribund team, win-
ning just 19 of 80 games (.238 pct.), logging
the worst record in the NFL over that span.
When he bought the franchise on Jan. 21,
1994, Kraft announced his intention to bring
a championship to New England, a tall order
considering the team’s previous success
rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won more division ti-
tles (18), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl championships (6) than
any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the most
winning seasons (22) and have the fewest losing seasons (2) since Kraft
assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIl was the 10th Super
Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period during which
no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowls. In Kraft's 25
seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 20 times, more than
doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons. In
2018, Kraft earned his 22nd winning season in 25 years of owning the
franchise.

The Patriots set an NFL record by reaching eight straight conference
title games (2011-18). If they qualify for the playoffs in 2019, they will
look to add to that record.

The Patriots enter the 2019 season tied with San Francisco with 15
conference championship game appearances, one behind the 16 by
Pittsburgh.

New England enters the 2019 season with 37 postseason victories,
the most in NFL history. If the team qualifies for the postseason in
2019, they will look to add to that number. Pittsburgh is second with
36 playoff wins all-time.

The Patriots have qualified for the playoffs for 10 straight seasons
(2009-18), the most in NFL history. Dallas and Indianapolis are tied for
second with nine consecutive seasons with a playoff berth.

The Patriots extended their NFL record with 10 straight division titles
(2009-18) and look to add to that number in 2019.

The Patriots set an NFL record for most consecutive seasons with at
least one playoff win (2011-18 — 16 wins) with eight straight. If they
qualify for the postseason in 2019, the team will look to add to the NFL
record.

The 2018 New England Patriots adavnced in the postseason for the
eighth straight season (2011-18), an NFL record, and will look to add to
that number in 2019 if they qualify for the postseason.

The New England Patriots have earned seven No. 1 seeds and need
one more to tie San Francisco (8) and Denver (8) for the most since
playoff seeding began in 1975.

Bill Belichick has an NFL-best six Super Bowl championships as a head
coach and joined George Halas and Curly Lambeau as the only NFL
coaches with six championships since the league began postseason
play in 1933.

Belichick seeks back-to-back championships for a second time in his
career (2003-04) — a feat so rare it has been achieved by only two other
coaches in history. Chuck Noll did it with the Pittsburgh Steelers in the
1970s (1974-75, 1978-79), and Vince Lombardi did it with the Green Bay
Packers in the 1960s (1961-62, 1966-67).

Belichick enters the 2019 season third all-time with 261 career regu-
lar-season wins, behind Don Shula (328) and George Halas (318).

Devin and Jason part-
nered with Embrace Kids Foundation to form their own “Tackle Sick-
le Cell” campaign aiming to educate the public, increase blood do-
nations and raise money and awareness for the fight against sickle
cell disease. Devin’s work with the local Boston Children’s Hospital
has helped advance research of the disease with doctors now as
close as they’ve ever been to a cure.
