JUST THE FACTS

* Riding a seven-game winning streak, the Baltimore Ravens (9-2)
host the San Francisco 49ers (10-1) in a clash of two of the NFL's
premier teams. Sitting atop the AFC North standings with a three-
game lead over Pittshurgh, the Ravens are 9-2 for the third time
(2006 & 2012) in franchise history. Baltimore's seven-game winning
streak is the NFL's longest active stretch, while San Francisco owns
the league’s best record (tied with New England).

* The Ravens rank No. 1 in points (35.1) and rushing yards (210.5)
per game, while they're No. 2 in total yards per game (433.3). MVP
candidate QB Lamar Jackson has accounted for an NFL-high 30 total
TDs (24 passing & 6 rushing). This season he has twice passed for 5
TDs in a single game and produced two games with perfect passer
ratings. No. 8 has also rushed for atleast 100 yards on three occasions.
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¢ Baltimore leads the regular season series with the 49ers, 3-2.
Under head coach John Harbaugh, the Ravens are 2-1 overall vs. San
Francisco, winning Super Bowl XLVII during the 2012 campaign.

* In last week'’s 45-6 Monday night victory at the LA Rams, Baltimore
scored touchdowns on its first six offensive possessions before
Jackson was removed from the game early in the fourth quarter. The
second-year signal-caller threw for 169 yards and 5 TDs on just 15-
of-20 passing (139.4 rating), adding 95 rushing yards on 8 carries.
Baltimore racked up 480 yards of offense, including a season-best
285 on the ground (111 of which came courtesy of RB Mark Ingram
[I). The Ravens’ defense limited LAR to just 221 total yards, adding 2
sacks and 2 takeaways (CB Marcus Peters & CB Jimmy Smith INTs).

(2011-14) as the offensive coordinator for the 49ers, helping San
Francisco reach three consecutive NFC Championship Games
(2011-13) and Super Bowl XLVII.

* Baltimore tight ends coach Bobby Engram entered the NFL
coaching ranks as an offensive assistant for San Francisco in 2011.

* 49ers FB Kyle Juszczyk was originally selected by the Ravens
in the fourth round (130th overall) of the 2013 NFL Draft and
spent four seasons (2013-16) in Baltimore. Juszczyk totaled 97
receptions for 769 yards and 5 TDs, along with 25 rushing yards
and 1 TD on 7 carries. He earned Pro Bowl honors (2016) while
with the Ravens.

e San Francisco RB Raheem Mostert spent part of his rookie
season in Baltimore, seeing action in seven games in 2015 for
the Ravens. ... 49ers K Robbie Gould spent time on the Ravens’
practice squad during the 2005 season.

Local Connections
e Ravens special teams coach Chris Horton and WR/RS
De'Anthony Thomas are both from Los Angeles. Horton also
played DB at UCLA.

¢ A number of other Baltimore coaches and players hail from
California: assistant offensive line coach Richard Angulo
(Santa Ana), G/C Patrick Mekari (Westlake Village), ILB Patrick
Onwuasor (Inglewood), CB Marcus Peters (Oakland), DB
Jordan Richards (Folsom), CB Jimmy Smith (Colton) and senior
assistant/running backs coach Craig Ver Steeg (Redondo
Beach).

WEEK 12 AT RAMS

RAVENS 45, RAMS 6
LA Memorial Coliseum e Nov. 25,2019

The Ravens scored 6 touchdowns §
on their first 6 possessions of
the game on their way to their
seventh-consecutive  victory, a
45-6 shellacking of the Rams at
Los Angeles Memorial Coliseum
last Monday night. QB Lamar
Jackson became the first debuting
quarterback in the 50-year history
of Monday Night Football to throw 5
TD passes. Along with his TD throws, #v« + .+ e M=
Jackson completed his first 9 passes of the evening and rushed
for 95 yards on just 8 carries (11.9 avg.). Completing 15 of 20
attempts for 169 yards, Jackson produced an impressive 139.4
OB rating in the contest. Jackson opened the game with a pair of
TD tosses to rookie WR Marquise Brown (6 and 18 yards) to take
a 14-0, first-quarter lead. RB Mark Ingram Il rushed for 111 yards
(7.4 avg.) and scored 2 TDs, the first on a 1-yard leap to give the
Ravens a 21-3, second-quarter lead. (His second TD came on a
7-yard strike from Jackson in the third quarter.) After hitting WR
Willie Snead IV for a TD at the start of the fourth quarter, Jackson
sat for the rest of the night and was replaced by QB Robert Griffin
[ll. Snead IV also scored a TD in the second quarter — a 7-yard
dart from Jackson —to give Baltimore a 28-6 halftime advantage.
The Ravens owned a 480 (285 rushing) to 221 total yard edge and
nearly doubled LA in time of possession: 39:56 to 20:04. Rams
QB Jared Goff passed for 212 yards with 2 INTs (CBs Marcus
Peters and Jimmy Smith), and RB Todd Gurley Il rushed for just
22 yards on 6 carries for the defending NFC Champions. Brown
led the Ravens with 5 catches. Ravens P Sam Koch punted in the
fourth quarter for just the second time in the past three games. C
Matt Skura (knee) left the game in the second quarter and was
replaced by rookie free agent Patrick Mekari. The Ravens scored
their 47th-overall TD of the season, tying (2009) a single-season
franchise record with five games still to play.

PLAYOFF PERFORMERS

In a magnificent effort showcas-
ing thrilling performances by their
defense, offense and special teams
units, the Baltimore Ravens won
Super Bowl XXXV with a 34-7 vic-
tory over the New York Giants. Al-
lowing the Giants a meager 152
total net yards, New York’s attack
crossed midfield just twice, while
Baltimore's “D” posted 4 INTs. LB
Ray Lewis was named the game's
MVP, capping an accolade-filled
season in which he was also
tabbed the NFL's Defensive Player
of the Year.

Baltimore defeated San Francisco,
34-31, in Super Bowl XLVII,
capturing the franchise’s second
World Championship. After an
amazing first-half performance,
the Ravens took a commanding
28-6 lead. But following a bizarre,
34-minute power outage that halted
play, the 49ers stormed back into
contention.

X Jackson is the only QB in NFL history to produce at least 2,000
passing yards and 800 rushing yards through a season’s first 11
games. (He has 2,427 passing & 876 rushing yards in 2019.)

X Jackson has been responsible for an NFL-best 30 total TDs this
season (24 passing & 6 rushing).

X In his last four games, Jackson has thrown 13 TDs and 0 INTSs,
completing 76.2% of his passes for 777 yards and a 143.7 rating.
He also has 300 rushing yards and 3 rushing TDs during this time.

X Jackson’s 7.06 ypc rush avg. in 2019 ranks No. 1 in the NFL. He
has posted an NFL-high 221 rushing yards on third down.

X Jackson has registered at least 60 rushing yards in eight-
straight games, ranking as the most consecutive 60+ rushing
outputs by a QB in NFL single-season history.

X In Week 6's victory over Cincinnati, Jackson became the
first player ever to pass for 200 yards (236) and rush for 150
yards (152) in a regular season game. (Colin Kaepernick also
accomplished this feat in a 2013 playoff game.)

X In Week 2's win over Arizona, Jackson became the only
player in NFL history to throw for at least 250 yards and rush
for at least 120 yards in a regular season game.

X Michael Vick (8), Russell Wilson (4) and Jackson (4) own the
most “double-triples” (at least 100 rushing and passing yards
in the same game) in league history.

X With 4 TD passes vs. Houston in Week 11, Jackson became
the only @B in Ravens single-season history with at least 4 TD
passes in multiple games. (He had 5 in Week 1 at Miami.)
