The clubs have been frequent preseason opponents recently, squaring off in the 
preseason openers for three straight years from 2001-03 and resuming the series in 
2005 when they started to meet in the preseason finale.
	 The Patriots have faced the Giants more than any other team in the preseason with 
27 matchups. Philadelphia is second with 23 preseason games. The Giants have won 18 
of the preseason matchups, including wins in the last four preseason meetings.
	 Both teams enter the final week of the preseason with matching 2-1 records.

NEW ENGLAND TIES
	 In the decades leading up to the founding of the American Football League in 
1960, many football fans in New England followed the Giants, a franchise found-
ed in 1925. New England-based NFL outfits such as the Providence Steam Roll-
ers (1925-31), the Boston Redskins (1932-36) and the Boston Yanks (1944-
48) folded or moved away, leaving the Giants as the closest NFL team to New 
England until the Patriots franchise inaugurated play in the 1960 season.

MEMORABLE MATCHUPS
Aug. 15, 1971 — The Patriots defeated the Giants 20-14 in the opening pre-
season game at the old Foxboro Stadium.

Dec. 21, 1996 — The Patriots rallied from a 22-3 fourth-quarter deficit to 
clinch a first-round playoff bye with a 23-22 win at Giants Stadium.

Aug. 10, 2001 — New England began its first Super Bowl championship sea-
son with a 14-0 preseason shutout of the defending NFC champion Giants.

Dec. 29, 2007 — The Patriots defeat the Giants by a thrilling 38-35 score to 
cap off the first 16-0 regular season in NFL history.

February 3, 2008 — The Patriots faced the Giants in Super Bowl XLII in Glen-
dale, Ariz. The Giants 17-14 win snapped the Patriots perfect season.

February 5, 2012— The Patriots faced the Giants in Super Bowl XLVI in India-
napolis, Ind. The Giants took a 21-17 lead when they scored with 57 seconds 
left in the game and held the Patriots on a final drive to secure the win. 

November 15, 2015 – K Stephen Gostkowski drilled a 54-yard field goal with 
one second to play to lift the Patriots to a 27-26 come-from-behind victory. The 
Giants took a 26-24 lead with 1:47 to play before QB Tom Brady drove the 
Patriots 44 yards and converted a fourth-and-10 on the series to set up the 
game-winning field goal.

After 
stopping the Patriots on the next series, two consecutive 28-yard passes from 
QB Cam Newton helped Carolina reach the New England 20-yard line before a 
second field goal made it 6-0 in the first quarter.
	 QB Tom Brady played the entire first half and finished 12-of-18 for 102 
yards with no touchdowns and no interceptions. He led two drives in the second 
quarter, but the Patriots only came away with three points after missing on a 
second field goal attempt. Brady engineered a 14-play, 67-yard drive that saw 
him convert two third-down attempts before K Stephen Gostkowski connected 
on a 27-yard field goal to close the game to 6-3. The Patriots defense stopped 
the Panthers on the next series, and Brady converted two third-downs to move 
to the Carolina 28-yard line before Gostkowski’s 46-yard field goal attempt 
sailed wide right. 
	 Carolina took over with 1:49 to play in the first half and Newton completed 
back-to-back 16-yard passes to TE Greg Olsen to reach the New England 5-yard 
line before a 23-yard field goal at the buzzer gave the Panthers a 9-3 lead. 
	 The Panthers scored on their first three drives of the second half with a 
1-yard touchdown run by backup QB Taylor Heinicke and a 23-yard field goal 
to take an 18-3 lead into the fourth quarter. Carolina then added a touchdown 
pass from QB Garrett Gilbert to WR Mose Frazier in the fourth quarter for a 
25-6 lead.

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team 
in 1994, the Patriots have experienced 
one of the most dramatic turnarounds 
in the history of sports. Now in his 
25th season of ownership, Kraft has 
transformed one of the league’s least 
successful clubs into what observers 
view as a model NFL franchise. In the 
five seasons immediately preceding 
his purchase (1989-93), the Patriots 
were a moribund team, winning just 19 
of 80 games (.238 pct.) and   logging 
the worst record in the NFL over that 
span. When he bought the franchise on 
Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced his in-
tention to bring a championship to New 
England, a tall order considering the team’s previous success rate. 
But under Kraft’s leadership, the Patriots have won more division titles 
(17), conference crowns (9) and Super Bowl championships (5) than 
any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the most 
winning seasons (21) and have the fewest losing seasons (2) since 
Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LII was the 
ninth Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a peri-
od during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super 
Bowls. In Kraft’s 24 seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 
19 times, more than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during 
its first 34 seasons. In 2017, Kraft earned his 21st winning season in 
24 years of owning the franchise.

DYNASTY VS. DYNASTY
Of all of the great teams throughout the Super Bowl era, the New England Pa-
triots and the San Francisco 49ers have set a standard of extended excellence 
above all of the others. The 49ers run of success spanned two decades, while 
New England’s streak is still in progress.

The 
Patriots are an NFL-best 169-48 at home since 1994 when Robert Kraft pur-
chased the team.

Tom Brady has quarterbacked the Patriots to victories in 196 of his 251 career regular-season 
starts, compiling a .781 winning percentage and giving him the best record of any quarterback in the 
Super Bowl era (since 1966). Brady’s 155 career wins in his first 200 starts are the most in NFL 
history. Peyton Manning is second with 136 wins in his first 200 career starts.

Brady led the Patriots to their ninth win of the season in the victory over Miami 
on Nov. 26, 2017, the most ever by a 40-year old quarterback in the Super 
Bowl era. Brett Favre in 2009 turned 40 on Oct. 10 and led the Vikings to eight 
wins in their 12-win season after turning 40. Brady threw four touchdowns to 
push his 2017 total to 26 touchdowns, the most in a single season by a 40-
year old quarterback.

	 If there is one thing Julian Edelman has never lacked, it’s athletic ability. A du-
al-threat quarterback at Kent State and former baseball standout in high school, 
Edelman once wowed Toronto Blue Jays players with his impressive footwork 
while fielding ground balls in an appearance at batting practice in 2011. 
	 This natural ability may have been overlooked by NFL scouts, who let him fall 
to the Patriots in the seventh round of the 2009 NFL Draft. Edelman remains 
focused on the lessons his father, Frank Edelman, taught him at a young age. “I’m 
still constantly trying to learn,” Edelman told The Boston Herald. “My dad always 
put it in my head, when you’re green, you’re growing, when you’re ripe, you’re lost. 
When you’re done learning, you’re done.”

FATHERLY ADVICE

Edelman began his college football career with a year at the College of San Ma-
teo (Calif.) before transferring to Kent State, where as a senior, he completed 
56 percent of his passes (153-of-275 for 1,820 yards) with 13 touchdowns. 
He was also the leading rusher, gaining 1,551 yards on 215 attempts (an 
average of 7.5 yards per carry) and scoring 13 touchdowns. His offensive num-
bers broke Kent State’s single-season record for total offense set by Joshua 
Cribbs in 2003. Said head coach Bill Belichick on the versatility of Edelman: “He 
played the quarterback position in college at Kent State and all the positions 
really that he’s played in the NFL – covering kicks, returning kicks, slot receiver, 
outside receiver, slot defender – he didn’t do any of those things in college. I 
think that really speaks to his versatility and how much he’s grown as a player 
and how many things he’s learned how to do that he really didn’t have much 
experience with in college. I’d say that’s pretty unusual, especially to be as com-
petent in them as he is.”

Chris did not get invited to compete in that year’s Combine but turned heads 
during a Pro Day held at Fordham. Later that summer, he signed with the San 
Francisco 49ers as an undrafted free agent.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR IN 2018
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Patriots wide receiver Matthew Slater has been named to seven straight Pro 
Bowls (2011-17) for his special teams work, but perhaps more revealing of 
his value to New England is the fact that he was elected a captain by his team-
mates for the seventh straight season in 2017. 
The special teams ace was willing to share his advice on being a great captain 
with high school football players in a story published by The Boston Globe. “I 
think first and foremost, you have to be able to put others before yourself. 
Being a captain and leadership is about serving, and to me, that means a great 
deal of sacrifice – putting aside personal agendas for the greater common 
goal. Leadership is equated with sacrifice. I think you have to be willing to do 
whatever it takes for the unit to succeed. I think you need to lead by example. A 
lot of times, it’s about what you do, not what you say.”

ELECTED TEAM LEADER

Bill Belichick acknowledged Matthew Slater’s role as a gunner on special teams: 
“Matt is one of the best in the league,” Belichick said. “Any time the punt return 
team has to double somebody, that makes it one less guy they can use some-
where else in the return. He almost always draws two guys out there unless 
they’re in an eight-man rush. Most of the time, there’s two guys out there — 
fourth-and-short, where they’re trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot of 
double teams, and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of covering punts.”

Devin, along with twin brother Jason McCourty, has seen first-hand the 
effects of sickle cell disease. Both their aunt and uncle lived with the dis-
ease while their father carried the trait. Devin and Jason partnered with 
Embrace Kids Foundation to form their own “Tackle Sickle Cell” campaign 
aiming to educate the public, increase blood donations and raise money 
and awareness for the fight against sickle cell disease. Devin’s work with 
the local Boston Children’s Hospital has helped advance research of the 
disease with doctors now as close as they’ve ever been to a cure.

After being selected by the Patriots in the first round of the 2010 NFL Draft, 
CB Devin McCourty became part of a select group in league history. Mc-
Courty’s identical twin brother, Jason, joined the Patriots this past offseason 
for his 10th NFL season. The two became the 12th set of twins to play in the 
NFL. They look to become the first set of twins to play together on the same 
team since 1926 when Gene and Tom Golsen suited up together for the Lou-
isville Colonels. 
	 Devin and Jason were cornerbacks in the Rutgers secondary from 2005-
08. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and was a year behind his brother 
in eligibility. Devin became the second twin to suit up for the Patriots, after 
CB Kato Serwanga was a member of the team from 1998-2000. His twin 
brother, Jason, played for San Francisco and Minnesota from 1999-2001. 
According to McCourty’s mother, the two can only be told apart by tiny scars 
on their faces left by chickenpox.

H	 On the Bears’ first play following the LaFell touchdown, Zach Moore forced 
a Jay Cutler fumble that was recovered by Rob Ninkovich and returned for 
a 15-yard touchdown and a 38-7 Patriots lead with 55 seconds left in the 
first half.

The Patriots had a historic scoring output over a three-game span in October 
and November 2014. New England tied a team record by scoring 40 or more 
points in three consecutive games from Oct. 26 to Nov. 16.  The Patriots also 
scored 40 or more in three straight games in 2007.  The Patriots have scored 
40 or more points 62 times in team history, including 35 times since Bill Beli-
chick became head coach in 2000, and 19 times since 2010.
