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SERIES HISTORY
The New England Patriots will travel to Detroit to face the Lions for the 

first time since a 2010 Thanksgiving game, a game the Patriots won 45-24 
on Nov. 25, 2010. This week’s game will be the first time the Patriots and 
Lions square off since the Lions came to Gillette Stadium on Nov. 23, 2014 
and lost 34-9. 

The Patriots lead the all-time regular-season series by a 7-4 margin. 
New England's previous two road matchups against Detroit occurred on 
Thanksgiving in 2002 and 2010.

This week’s game marks the second time in three weeks that Bill Be-
lichick will face one of his former assistants. The Patriots defeated Bill 
O'Brien and the Houston Texans in Week 1 and now square off against 
former defensive coordinator Matt Patricia, who spent the last 14 seasons 
with the Patriots. 

Patriots quarterback Tom Brady made his NFL debut against the Lions 
in the Pontiac Silverdome on Thanksgiving Day in 2000. Brady entered 
the game late in the fourth quarter and completed one-of-three passes 
for 6 yards.

	 The New England Patriots offense scored 34 points against a Detroit 
defense that entered the game leading the NFL with just 15.6 points al-
lowed per game. The defense held the Lions to three field goals and the 
Patriots improved to 9-2. The 34-9 win over Detroit was the Patriots sev-
enth straight win. 

	 With the victory, the Patriots secured a winning record for the 14th con-
secutive season. The Patriots routed a first place team for the third straight 
game, preceded by a 43-21 win vs. Denver and a 42-20 win at Indianapolis.

	 Tom Brady tied Dan Marino for third all-time with his 63rd 300-yard  
passing game after throwing for 349 yards and two touchdown passes. 
A week after running for more than 200 yards, the offense turned to the 
pass. Brady completed 38-of-53 passes against the Lions and the offen-
sive line did not allow a sack for the second straight game. 

	 The day started with Detroit taking their opening possession and driv-
ing 50 yards in eight plays before kicking a 48-yard field goal for a 3-0 first 
quarter lead. 

	 P Ryan Allen helped swing field position in favor of the Patriots when he 
got off a 66-yard punt that pinned the Lions at their own 14-yard line. After 
stopping the Lions on three straight plays, the Patriots were able to begin 
their next drive at their 36-yard line. Brady engineered a nine-play, 64-
yard drive that ended when he connected with TE Tim Wright on a 4-yard 
touchdown for a 7-3 lead.

	 The Patriots had a 17-point second quarter to take a commanding 24-6 
lead into halftime. 

	 Detroit opened the second quarter with a 20-yard field goal, but WR 
Danny Amendola returned the ensuing kickoff 81 yards to the Detroit 22-
yard line. Two plays later, newly acquired RB LeGarrette Blount scored on 
a 3-yard run for a 14-6 New England lead. 

	 Detroit appeared to get the upper hand in the field position battle later 
in the second quarter when a punt pinned the Patriots at the 7-yard line. 
The Patriots responded by marching 93 yards in 13 plays, before Brady 
again connected with Wright , this time on an 8-yard touchdown pass for a 
21-6 lead. 

	 After Detroit’s 53-yard field goal attempt sailed wide left with 35 sec-
onds to play in the first half, Brady completed consecutive passes to TE 
Rob Gronkowski of 24 and 23 yards to set up a 35-yard field goal by K 
Stephen Gostkowski as time expired in the first half for a 24-6 lead.

	 The Patriots added a field goal in the third quarter and a second touch-
down by Blount in the fourth quarter en route to a 34-9 victory.

The victory was Jacksonville’s first in nine at-
tempts against QB Tom Brady. 
	 The kickoff temperature was 97 degrees, the hottest game in team 
history for both clubs. 
	 The Jaguars scored on their first two possessions to take a 14-0 
first-quarter lead and then built a 21-3 lead by halftime. 
	 After falling behind 14-0 in the first quarter, 21-3 at halftime and 
despite entering the fourth quarter down 24-10, the Patriots still had 
a chance to get back into the game. An early fourth-quarter field goal 
closed the gap to 24-13, and a New England interception gave the 
Patriots the ball at the Jacksonville 25-yard line. But three plays later, 
a strip sack gave the ball back to the Jaguars. 
	 New England won the opening coin toss and elected to receive. 
The Patriots moved to the Jacksonville 36-yard line on a solid first 
drive but K Stephen Gostkowski’s 54-yard field goal sailed wide right. 
The Jaguars took possession at their own 44-yard line and marched 
56 yards in nine plays before Bortles connected with WR Donte Mon-
crief on a 4-yard touchdown for a 7-0 lead. After stopping the Patriots 
on three straight plays on the ensuing drive, Bortles put together a 
seven-play, 84-yard drive that ended with a 24-yard touchdown pass 
to WR Keelan Cole for a 14-0 first quarter lead.

halftime lead. The drive was highlighted by an 8-yard run by Bortles 
on a third-and-7 to help keep the drive alive.

	 New England appeared to get a break later in the quarter when CB

HOTTEST GAME IN TEAM HISTORY
The temperature at kickoff was 97 degrees, the hottest kickoff tem-
perature for a Patriots game in team history. The previous high was 
94 degrees at kickoff on Sept. 29, 1991 at Phoenix, a 24-10 Car-
dinals victory. It was the first game in the NFL above 95 degrees 
since the New York Giants played at the Dallas Cowboys on Sept. 
8, 2013, when the kickoff temperature was 96 degrees. It was the 
hottest game in the NFL since a game with Green Bay at Arizona 
on Sept. 21, 2003 when it was 102 degrees at kickoff. Since 2000, 
the Patriots have had just two games that were played in 90-degree 
weather – at Carolina on Sept. 18, 2005 and at the New York Jets 
on Sept. 14, 2008. The temperature at kickoff was 90 degrees in 
both of those games.

PATS ALLOW OPENING-DRIVE TD FOR FIRST TIME IN 11 GAMES
The Jaguars scored a touchdown on their opening drive, the first 
opening drive touchdown allowed by the Patriots since a game at 
the New York Jets on Oct. 15, 2017. The Patriots had gone 11 straight 
games without allowing an opening touchdown drive.

QB Tom Brady had a 10-yard run on a third down in the third quar-
ter, his longest run since he had a 15-yard run on Oct. 30, 2016 at 
Buffalo.

He scored on a 7-yard touchdown pass 
in the third quarter and a 29-yard pass in the fourth quarter. He also 
scored two touchdowns vs. Houston on Sept. 24, 2017.

RB WHITE LEADS TEAM IN RECEPTIONS
RB James White finished with seven receptions for 73 yards. It is the 
sixth time that he has had 70 or more receiving yards and the eighth 
time that he has had seven or more receptions in a game.

TE Jacob Hollister hauled in a 23-yard pass from QB Tom Brady 
during the first drive of the game, the longest reception of his ca-
reer.

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Since Robert Kraft purchased the team 
in 1994, the Patriots have experienced one 
of the most dramatic turnarounds in the 
history of sports. Now in his 25th season 
of ownership, Kraft has transformed one of 
the league’s least successful clubs into what 
observers view as a model NFL franchise. 
In the five seasons immediately preceding 
his purchase (1989-93), the Patriots were a 
moribund team, winning just 19 of 80 games 
(.238 pct.) and logging the worst record in 
the NFL over that span. When he bought the 
franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced 
his intention to bring a championship to 
New England, a tall order considering the 
team’s previous success rate. But under Kraft’s leadership, the Patriots 
have won more division titles (17), conference crowns (9) and Super Bowl 
championships (5) than any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have 
achieved the most winning seasons (21) and have the fewest losing sea-
sons (2) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LII 
was the ninth Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a 
period during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super 
Bowls. In Kraft’s 24 seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 19 
times, more than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 
34 seasons. In 2017, Kraft earned his 21st winning season in 24 years of 
owning the franchise.

The Patriots victory over the New York Jets on Dec. 21, 2014 was the 
250th win under Robert Kraft’s tenure. His 250 wins in his first 368 
total games tied Chicago’s George Halas for the fastest an owner 
has reached 250 victories.

KRAFT PASSES OTHER OWNERS
The Patriots have 299 wins overall under Robert Kraft. He has pro-
duced more victories than every other Patriots owner combined. 
Under Kraft, the Patriots are 299-131 overall since he purchased the 
team in 1994.

Brady led the Patriots to their ninth win of the season in the victory 
over Miami on Nov. 26, 2017, the most ever by a 40-year old quar-
terback in the Super Bowl era. In 2009, Brett Favre turned 40 on 
Oct. 10 and led the Vikings to eight wins in their 12-win season after 
turning 40.

Edelman had a 47-yard run vs. Indianapolis (11/18/12). It is the lon-
gest run ever by a Patriots receiver, topping Troy Brown’s 35-yard 
run vs. Tampa Bay on (9/3/00) and Terry Glenn's 35-yader vs. Kan-
sas city (12/4/00);

FROM STANDOUT QB TO WR
Edelman began his college football career with a year at the College of 
San Mateo (Calif.) before transferring to Kent State, where as a senior, 
he completed 56 percent of his passes (153-of-275 for 1,820 yards) 
with 13 touchdowns. He was also the leading rusher, gaining 1,551 
yards on 215 attempts (an average of 7.5 yards per carry) and scoring 
13 touchdowns. His offensive numbers broke Kent State’s single-sea-
son record for total offense set by Joshua Cribbs in 2003. Said head 
coach Bill Belichick on the versatility of Edelman: “He played the quar-
terback position in college at Kent State and all the positions really that 
he’s played in the NFL – covering kicks, returning kicks, slot receiver, 
outside receiver, slot defender – he didn’t do any of those things in 
college. I think that really speaks to his versatility and how much he’s 
grown as a player and how many things he’s learned how to do that he 
really didn’t have much experience with in college. I’d say that’s pretty 
unusual, especially to be as competent in them as he is.”

FATHERLY ADVICE
If there is one thing Julian Edelman has never lacked, it’s athletic 
ability. A dual-threat quarterback at Kent State and former baseball 
standout in high school, Edelman once wowed Toronto Blue Jays 
players with his impressive footwork while fielding ground balls in 
an appearance at batting practice in 2011. 
This natural ability may have been overlooked by NFL scouts, who 
let him fall to the Patriots in the seventh round of the 2009 NFL 
Draft. Edelman remains focused on the lessons his father, Frank 
Edelman, taught him at a young age. “I’m still constantly trying to 
learn,” Edelman told The Boston Herald. “My dad always put it in my 
head, when you’re green, you’re growing, when you’re ripe, you’re 
lost. When you’re done learning, you’re done.”

• Gronkowski (4) needs one more 
1,000-yard season to move past 
Tony Gonzalez and Jason Witten for 
the most 1,000-yard seasons by an 
NFL tight end with five.

• Gronkowski has led all tight ends in 
receiving yards four times in his ca-
reer (2011, 2014, 2015 and 2017). If 
he leads his position again in 2018, 
he will tie Shannon Sharpe for sec-
ond most all-time with five behind 
Tony Gonzalez (7).

• Gronkowski has an NFL-leading five 
seasons with 10 or more touchdowns by a tight end and can add 
to his record in 2018. 

• Gronkowski has 27 career 100-yard games, second in NFL histo-
ry among tight ends behind Tony Gonzalez (31). His 27 100-yard 
games are third in Patriots history, behind the 38 by Stanley Mor-
gan and the 28 by Wes Welker. 

• Gronkowski and Tom Brady have connected on 76 touchdown 
passes, second among all quarterback and tight end combina-
tions to the 87 by Philip Rivers and Antonio Gates. The Brady to 
Gronkowski connection is fifth all-time between pass-catchers 
and quarterbacks.

• Brady and Gronkowski have teamed up for 7,242 receiving yards, 
a QB to TE total that is third-most in NFL history behind Philip 
Rivers/Antonio Gates (9,035) and Tony Romo/Jason Witten (7,287).

• Gronkowski has 7,317 receiving yards, ninth all-time among NFL 
tight ends, and needs 664 yards to move into the top five among 
all tight ends in NFL history. 

• Gronkowski has 7,317 receiving yards and needs 143 yards to 
move past Wes Welker (7,459) into second place all-time on the 
Patriots receiving yards list, behind Stanley Morgan (10,352).  

• Gronkowski has 483 receptions, tied for 18th in NFL history among 
tight ends. He needs 17 receptions to become the 14th NFL tight 
end to reach 500 receptions.

• Gronkowski has 483 receptions, fifth in team history and the sec-
ond-most among New England tight ends, behind the 490 by Ben 
Coates. He needs 10 receptions to move past Coates. 

• Gronkowski is third all-time among NFL tight ends with 77 receiv-
ing touchdowns, behind Antonio Gates (114) and Tony Gonzalez 
(111).

• Gronkowski has 16 career multi-TD games, third most all-time for a 
tight end behind Antonio Gates (21) and Tony Gonzalez (18).

• Gronkowski leads all NFL players with 77 touchdown receptions 
since 2010, ahead of Dez Bryant (73) and Jimmy Graham (69).

• Gronkowski enters 2018 first among all NFL tight ends with 12 
postseason touchdowns. His 12 postseason touchdowns are tied 
with John Stallworth for second all-time for most touchdown re-
ceptions in the postseason to the 22 by Jerry Rice. 

• Gronkowski has four postseason 100-yard games and needs one 
more to move past Vernon Davis and Keith Jackson for the most 
100-yard games by a tight end in postseason history with five. 

• Gronkowski (4) needs one more 100-yard game in the postseason 
to move past Deion Branch and Julian Edelman for the most in 
New England postseason history with five.

Gronkowski finished the 2011 season with 1,327 receiving yards, 
surpassing San Diego’s Kellen Winslow’s 1980 record of 1,290 re-
ceiving yards for most receiving yards in a season by a tight end. 
Gronkowski (1,176) reached 1,000 yards for the third time in 2015 
and had 11 touchdowns in 2015 for his fifth season with 10 or more 
touchdowns. His 1,176 yards led all tight ends in 2015 and is 10th 
all-time for a tight end in NFL history. He enters 2018 first among all 
tight ends with 1,084 yards.

Only two tight ends have led in receiving 
yards at the position more than four times – Tony Gonzalez (7) and 
Shannon Sharpe (5).

Karras and Thuney began their MBA pursuit two weeks after the 
Patriots  Super Bowl LI victory by taking online classes and Skyping 
with professors from Indiana University’s Kelley School of Business 
up until training camp. They continued their classes in the 2018 off-
season.

Hightower understands the importance of 
the number and hopes to live up to its leg-
acy. “I definitely feel honored to be able to 
wear this number,” Hightower said. “I’ve 
read that Tedy didn’t want it to be retired 
and he hoped another linebacker would 
come in and be able to wear this number 
and be able to play as well. I feel honored. Tedy was a great player, 
and he means a lot to this organization. I’m definitely proud to be 
able to wear this number.”

WINNER ON MULTIPLE LEVELS
Dont’a Hightower and Russell Maryland (2 national championships 
at University of Miami and three Super Bowl Championships with 
Dallas) are the only two players in NFL history with two national 
championships and two Super Bowl wins.

DB DEVIN McCOURTY
WHAT TO LOOK FOR IN 2018

Devin McCourty enters 2018 tied with Ty Law for second-most Pro 
Bowls as a Patriots defensive back with four. Only CB Mike Haynes 
had more Pro Bowl invites as a Patriots DB with six.

DOUBLE TROUBLE
After being selected by the Patriots in the first round of the 2010 
NFL Draft, CB Devin McCourty became part of a select group in 
league history. McCourty’s identical twin brother, Jason, joined the 
Patriots this past offseason for his 10th NFL season. The two be-
came the 12th set of twins to play in the NFL. In the season opener, 
Devin and Jason became the first set of twins to play together on 
the same NFL team since 1926 when Gene and Tom Golsen suit-
ed up together for the Louisville Colonels. Shaquill and Shaquem 
Griffin of the Seattle Seahawks also accomplished this unique oc-
currence on Kickoff Weekend. New England also had twins on the 
team last year, with TE Jacob Hollister on the roster and WR Cody 
Hollister on the practice squad. Jacob is on the roster again this 
year and Cody is on the non-football/injury list.
Devin and Jason were cornerbacks in the Rutgers secondary from 
2005-08. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and was a year 
behind his brother in eligibility. Devin became the second twin to 
suit up for the Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a member of 
the team from 1998-2000. His twin brother, Jason, played for San 
Francisco and Minnesota from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’s 
mother, the two can only be told apart by tiny scars on their faces 
left by chickenpox.

MCCOURTY GOES LONG
McCourty had a 104-yard kickoff return for a touchdown vs. N.Y. 
Jets (10/21/12), the second longest kickoff return in team history. 
Ellis Hobbs has the longest in team history with a 108-yard return 
for a touchdown at N.Y. Jets on Sept. 9, 2007. He was named AFC 
Special Teams Player of the Week for his performance.

McCourty earned Associated Press All-Pro Second Team honors 
at safety in 2013 and 2016.

McCourty 
joins Pro Football Hall of Famers Rod Woodson and Ronnie Lott 
as the only NFL players to earn All-Pro honors at both safety and 
cornerback. 

BROTHERS IN ARMS
Devin, along with twin brother Jason McCourty, has seen first-hand 
the effects of sickle cell disease. Both their aunt and uncle lived 
with the disease while their father carried the trait. Devin and Jason 
partnered with Embrace Kids Foundation to form their own “Tackle 
Sickle Cell” campaign aiming to educate the public, increase blood 
donations and raise money and awareness for the fight against 
sickle cell disease. Devin’s work with the local Boston Children’s 
Hospital has helped advance research of the disease with doctors 
now as close as they’ve ever been to a cure.

Julian Edelman punt return gave New England possession at the 
Chicago 9-yard line, and Brady found Brandon LaFell for a 9-yard 
touchdown on the next play to give the Patriots a 31-7 lead with 
1:07 left in the first half.  

• On the Bears first play following the LaFell touchdown, Zach Moore 
forced a Jay Cutler fumble that was recovered by Rob Ninkovich 
and returned for a 15-yard touchdown that gave the Patriots a 38-7

A COMEBACK FOR THE AGES
The Patriots came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Bron-
cos, 34-31, in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Nov. 
24, 2013, marking the largest regular-season comeback win in team 
history, after trailing 24-0 at halftime.

New England’s previous best comeback win was from a 23-0 deficit 
to win, 38-23, vs. Seattle (9/16/84).
