The New England Patriots embark on a two-week road trip this week when they
travel to Chicago to face the Bears, followed by a Monday Night Football game at
Buffalo on Oct. 29.

This week's game will be the Patriots first visit to Chicago since a 36-7 win at
Soldier Field on Dec. 12, 2010. The two teams last met when the Patriots hosted
Chicago in a 51-23 win at Gillette Stadium on Oct. 26, 2014.

The Patriots have an NFL-best record of 59-18 (.766) in the month of October
since 2000 and are 3-0 in October so far this season.

Last Sunday night, the Patriots beat the Kansas City Chiefs, 43-40, to improve
to 4-2. It was the second time in team history the Patriots played a game that both
team scored 40 or more points. The first occurrence was a 43-43 tie vs. Oakland on
Oct. 16, 1964.

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SERIES HISTORY

This week’s game will mark the 14th meeting overall between the Pa-
triots and Bears (including Super Bowl XX), and the first regular-season
meeting since a 51-23 New England victory on Oct. 26, 2014, at Gillette
Stadium.

The Patriots hold a 9-3 overall lead in the regular-season series, but
Chicago claimed a victory in the teams’ only postseason matchup, taking
a 46-10 decision in Super Bowl XX. Since Super Bowl XX, the Patriots
have recorded a 7-1 edge against Chicago and held the Bears to a seven
or fewer points in five of those games.

The Patriots last played at Soldier Field eight years ago, a 36-7 new
England win in the snow on Dec. 12, 2010.

One of the more memorable games between the two teams was in
2002, when the Bears played their home games at the University of llli-
nois during the remodeling of Soldier Field.

New England staged one of the most memorable comebacks in team
history, rallying from a 27-6 deficit late in the third quarter to pull out for
a 33-30 win that was clinched on a 20-yard touchdown pass from Tom
Brady to David Patten with 21 seconds left in the game.

The New England Patriots stayed on a roll with a 51-23 victory over
the Chicago Bears for their fourth straight win of the season and their
13th consecutive home victory.

QB Tom Brady led the Patriots to scores on their first six offensive
drives. The defense added a score in the second quarter and New
England built a 45-7 lead early in the third. Brady had one of his most
efficient games, completing 30-0f-35 passes for 354 yards and five
touchdowns for a completion percentage of 85.7, the second-highest
single-game mark of his career.

The Patriots scored three touchdowns in a 57-second span during
the final two minutes of the first half to turn a 17-7 lead into a 38-7
cushion. It was the fastest three-touchdown flurry in the NFL since the
Patriots had three touchdowns in 52 seconds against the New York
Jets on Nov. 22, 2012.

TE Rob Gronkowski got the scoring barrage started by hauling in
a 2-yard touchdown pass from Brady with 1:57 left in the first half to
make the score 24-7 and cap a 10-play, 80-yard drive. After the Patri-
ots defense forced a quick three-and-out, a 42-yard punt return by WR
Julian Edelman gave the Patriots possession at the Chicago 9-yard
line, and Brady found WR Brandon LaFell for a 9-yard touchdown on
the next play for a 31-7 lead with 1:07 left in the first half. On the Bears’
first play following the LaFell touchdown, DL Zach Moore forced Chi-
cago QB Jay Cutler to fumble on a sack. DE Rob Ninkovich recovered
the fumble and returned it 15 yards for a touchdown and a 38-7 lead
with 55 seconds left in the first half.

The Patriots opened the game with a five-play, 55-yard drive that
ended when Brady connected with Gronkowski on a 6-yard touch-
down pass. Gronkowski had a very productive game, finishing with
nine receptions for 149 yards and three touchdowns.

New England’s second possession was a 17-play, 68-yard drive that
took 7:05 off the clock and ended in the second quarter with a 33-yard
field goal for a 10-0 lead. A 21-yard pass from Brady to Gronkowski on
a third-and-18 helped a drive on the next series that ended in a 1-yard
touchdown pass from Brady to TE Tim Wright for a 17-0 lead.

The Bears responded on the ensuing drive with a touchdown drive
and set the stage for the Patriots three touchdowns in the final two
minutes and a 38-7 halftime lead.

Brady connected with Gronkowski on a 46-yard touchdown pass
early in the third quarter to extend New England’s lead to 45-7.

Chicago scored on consecutive drives at the end of the third quar-
ter and the beginning of the fourth quarter, but K Stephen Gostkowski
added two field goals in the fourth quarter to complete the scoring.

It marked the seventh time in Brady’s career that he led the team to
50 points in a game that he started, an NFL record. He had been tied
with Hall of Famer Len Dawson with six 50-point games.

LaFell set career-high marks with 11 receptions for 124 yards.

The New England Patriots improved to 4-2 record K Stephen Gost-
kowski kicked a 28-yard game-winning field goal at the buzzer to lift
the Patriots to a 43-40 victory over the visiting Kansas City Chiefs on
Sunday Night Football. Kansas City entered the game with a perfect
5-0 mark.

Kansas City QB Patrick Mahomes connected with WR Tyreek Hill on
a 75-yard touchdown pass to tie the game at 40 with 3:03 remaining.
The touchdown helped Kansas City erase a 15-point halftime deficit
after New England took a 24-9 first-half lead.

The victory was Brady’s 227th career win, moving past K Adam Vi-
natieri for the most career wins ever by an NFL player. It was also his
200th career regular-season win. He is one of four players with 200
wins, and the only quarterback with 200 regular-season wins.

The Patriots offense produced 500 total yards and did not punt or
commit a penalty, a first in a game in the Super Bowl era.

Brady finished with 340 yards passing, rookie RB Sony Michel had
106 yards rushing, and TE Rob Gronkowski caught three passes for
97 yards, including a key 39-yard reception during the game-winning
drive. He also added a 42-yard reception on a field-goal drive in the
fourth quarter.

During the game-winning drive, Michel converted a third-and-and
1and two plays later, Brady and Gronkowski connected on a 39-yard
play to get to the Kansas City 9-yard line. After Brady took a knee,
Gostkowski drilled a 28-yard game-winning field goal as time expired
to give New England the win.

In the first half, the Chiefs settled for field goals and threw two in-
terceptions. LB Dont’a Hightower intercepted Mahomes and returned
the ball 27 yards to the Kansas City 4-yard line to help set up a 4-yard
touchdown run by Michel that gave New England a 10-3 first-quar-
ter lead. After a Brady to WR Julian Edelman touchdown pass and a
1-yard touchdown run by Michel, the Patriots extended their first-half
lead to 24-9. DB Duron Harmon intercepted Mahomes in the end zone
with 17 seconds left in the first half to preserve the lead.

In the second half, it was Kansas City scoring touchdowns and the
Patriots settling for field goals. First, Mahomes threw a 67-yard touch-
down pass to RB Kareem Hunt and after trading field goals, the Chiefs
took advantage of a short field following a fumble from Brady with a
14-yard touchdown pass to Hill. That touchdown cut the Patriots lead
to 27-26 heading into the final quarter.

After New England extended its lead to 30-26, a 97-yard kickoff
return by CB Tremon Smith, a 1-yard touchdown pass to Hill put Kan-
sas City in the lead, 33-30 That lead was short-lived, as the Patriots
responded with a 75-yard drive that ended with a 4-yard touchdown
run by Brady for a 37-33 lead.

A 42-yard pass to Gronkowski helped set up a 50-yard Gostkowski
field goal for a 40-33 lead, but on Kansas City’s first play from scrim-
mage Mahomes hit Hill for a 75-yard touchdown to tie the game at 40
and set up the Patriots game-winning drive.

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Since Robert Kraft purchased the team
in 1994, the Patriots have experienced one
of the most dramatic turnarounds in the
history of sports. Now in his 25th season
of ownership, Kraft has transformed one of
the league’s least successful clubs into what
observers view as a model NFL franchise.
In the five seasons immediately preceding
his purchase (1989-93), the Patriots were a
moribund team, winning just 19 of 80 games
(.238 pct.) and logging the worst record in
the NFL over that span. When he bought the
franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced
his intention to bring a championship to
New England, a tall order considering the
team’s previous success rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots
have won more division titles (17), conference crowns (9) and Super Bowl
championships (5) than any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have
achieved the most winning seasons (21) and have the fewest losing sea-
sons (2) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LII
was the ninth Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a
period during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super
Bowils. In Kraft's 24 seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 19
times, more than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first
34 seasons. In 2017, Kraft earned his 21st winning season in 24 years of
owning the franchise.

Tom Brady has quarterbacked the Patriots
to victories in 200 of his 257 career regu-
lar-season starts, compiling a .778 winning
percentage and giving him the best record of
any quarterback in the Super Bowl era (since
1966). Brady’s 155 career wins in his first 200
starts are the most in NFL history. Peyton
Manning is second with 136 wins in his first
200 career starts.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR IN 2018

If Brady reaches 30 or more touchdowns passes in 2018, he will be-
come just the fourth player in NFL history with 30 or more touchdown
passes in eight seasons, joining Brett Favre (9), Peyton Manning (9)
and Drew Brees (9).

Brady is tied with Peyton Manning, Drew Brees and Aaron Rodgers
with four seasons with 35 or more touchdowns and needs to reach
that mark in 2018 for his fifth season with 35 or more touchdowns, for
the most in NFL history.

Brady has passed for 4,000 yards nine times in his career and if he
reaches 4,000 yards in 2018, he will be the third player to reach ten
seasons with 4,000 yards, joining Peyton Manning (14) and Drew
Brees (12).

Brady led the NFL with 36 touchdowns passes in 2015, his fourth
time leading the NFL in passing touchdowns. He tied Drew Brees,
Len Dawson, Brett Favre, Peyton Manning, Johnny Unitas and Steve
Young for most seasons leading the NFL in touchdown passes.

Brady has 572 touchdowns overall (501 in the regular season and 71
in the postseason) and needs eight touchdown passes to move past
Peyton Manning (579) to become the all-time leader in touchdown
passes.

Brady has 67,758 career passing yards. He needs 2,242 yards to be-
come the fourth QB in NFL history with 70,000 career passing yards.

Brady has 84 300-yard games and needs six more to become the
third NFL player with 90 300-yard games, joining Drew Brees (112)
and Peyton Manning (93).

Brady is tied with seven other NFL players with two games with six
or more touchdowns and needs one six-TD game to tie Peyton Man-
ning, who had three games with six or more touchdowns.

Tom Brady has won 30 Player of the Week awards to set the NFL re-
cord for the most Player of the Week honors, and he also leads with
10 Player of the Month honors.

Brady leads the NFL with 55 career games with three touchdown
passes and no interceptions.

Brady has started 257 regular-season games at quarterback. If he
starts all 16 games in 2018 he will move past Peyton Manning (265)
and be second all-time with 267 starts behind Brett Favre (298).

Brady has played in 259 regular-season games, which is fifth all-time
among NFL quarterbacks. If he plays in all 16 games in 2018 he will
move into third place all-time with 269 games played among NFL
quarterbacks, behind George Blanda (340) and Brett Favre (302).

Brady (13) needs one more Pro Bowl berth to join Tony Gonzalez (14),
Peyton Manning (14), Bruce Matthews (14) and Merlin Olsen (14) as the
only NFL players with at least 14 Pro Bowl berths.

FROM STANDOUT QB TO WR

Edelman began his college football career with a year at the College of
San Mateo (Calif.) before transferring to Kent State, where as a senior,
he completed 56 percent of his passes (153-0f-275 for 1,820 yards)
with 13 touchdowns. He was also the leading rusher, gaining 1,551
yards on 215 attempts (an average of 7.5 yards per carry) and scoring
13 touchdowns. His offensive numbers broke Kent State’s single-sea-
son record for total offense set by Joshua Cribbs in 2003. Said head
coach Bill Belichick on the versatility of Edelman: “He played the quar-
terback position in college at Kent State and all the positions really that
he’s played in the NFL — covering kicks, returning kicks, slot receiver,
outside receiver, slot defender — he didn’t do any of those things in
college. | think that really speaks to his versatility and how much he’s
grown as a player and how many things he’s learned how to do that he
really didn’t have much experience with in college. I'd say that’s pretty
unusual, especially to be as competent in them as heis.”

FATHERLY ADVICE

If there is one thing Julian Edelman has never lacked, it’s athletic
ability. A dual-threat quarterback at Kent State and former baseball
standout in high school, Edelman once wowed Toronto Blue Jays
players with his impressive footwork while fielding ground balls in
an appearance at batting practice in 2011.

This natural ability may have been overlooked by NFL scouts, who
let him fall to the Patriots in the seventh round of the 2009 NFL
Draft. Edelman remains focused on the lessons his father, Frank
Edelman, taught him at a young age. “I'm still constantly trying to
learn,” Edelman told The Boston Herald. “My dad always put it in my
head, when you’re green, you’re growing, when you’re ripe, you're
lost. When you’re done learning, you're done.”

He al-
most always draws two guys out there unless they’re in an eight-
man rush. Most of the time, there’s two guys out there — fourth-and-
short, where they’re trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot
of double teams, and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of
covering punts.”

Bowls as a Patriots defensive back with four. Only CB Mike Haynes
had more Pro Bowl invites as a Patriots DB with six.

DOUBLE TROUBLE

After being selected by the Patriots in the first round of the 2010 NFL
Draft, CB Devin McCourty became part of a select group in league
history. McCourty’s identical twin brother, Jason, joined the Patriots this
past offseason for his 10th NFL season. The two became the 12th set
of twins to play in the NFL. In the season opener, Devin and Jason
became the first set of twins to play together on the same NFL team
since 1926 when Gene and Tom Golsen suited up together for the Lou-
isville Colonels. Shaquill and Shaquem Griffin of the Seattle Seahawks
also accomplished this unique occurrence on Kickoff Weekend. New
England also had twins on the team last year, with TE Jacob Hollister
on the roster and WR Cody Hollister on the practice squad. Jacob is
on the roster again this year and Cody is on the non-football/injury list.

Devin and Jason were cornerbacks in the Rutgers secondary from
2005-08. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and was a year
behind his brother in eligibility. Devin became the second twin to
suit up for the Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a member of
the team from 1998-2000. His twin brother, Jason, played for San
Francisco and Minnesota from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’s
mother, the two can only be told apart by tiny scars on their faces
left by chickenpox.

McCourty had a 104-yard kickoff return for a touchdown vs. N..
Jets (10/21/12), the second longest kickoff return in team history. EI-
lis Hobbs has the longest in team history with a 108-yard return for a
touchdown at N.Y. Jets on Sept. 9, 2007. McCourty was named AFC
Special Teams Player of the Week for his performance.

Devin and Jason
partnered with Embrace Kids Foundation to form their own “Tackle
Sickle Cell” campaign aiming to educate the public, increase blood
donations and raise money and awareness for the fight against
sickle cell disease. Devin’s work with the local Boston Children’s
Hospital has helped advance research of the disease with doctors
now as close as they’ve ever been to a cure.
