The New England Patriots will travel to The Greenbrier in White Sulphur Springs, W.Va,,
for their second consecutive week of joint practices ahead of their Preseason Week 2
matchup with the Houston Texans. The Patriots will conduct joint practices on Aug. 15 and
Aug. 16 prior to traveling to Houston to play the Texans on Saturday, Aug. 18.

New England and Houston will square off in a preseason game for the first time since the
Texans’ inaugural season in 2002. Houston is the only team in the NFL that the Patriots have
never played in a preseason game.

The Patriots will return to Houston for the first time since their 34-28 overtime victory
over the Atlanta Falcons in Super Bowl LI on Feb. 5, 2017. New England and Houston met
twice last year and are scheduled to play each other twice again this year. New England
scored a decisive 27-0 victory over Houston in a Week 3 Thursday Night matchup at Gillette
Stadium on Sept. 27, 2017, and a 34-16 Divisional Playoff win over the Texans at Gillette
on Jan. 14, 2017. In addition to their game on Saturday, the Patriots and Texans will also
square off in the regular season on Sunday, Sept. 24 in Foxborough.

SERIES HISTORY

The Patriots and Texans will meet in the preseason for the first time. The
teams will play in Week 3 when the Texans travel to face the Patriots at Gillette
Stadium on Sept. 24.

Last season, the Patriots and Texans played two times with New England
taking a 27-0 victory on Sept. 22 and then a 34-16 win in the Divisional Play-
offs. Both of those games were played at Gillette Stadium. @B Jacoby Brissett
made his first NFL start in the 2016 regular season meeting.

Overall, the Patriots have met Houston nine times and hold an 8-1 advan-
tage since Houston entered the NFL in 2002.

The Patriots are 5-0 overall against the Texans when playing at home.

New England’s only loss against Houston was in the final game of the 2009
regular-season when Houston defeated the Patriots 34-27. The Patriots had
already clinched the division prior to that game and Tom Brady was relieved for
portions of that game by then backup GB Brian Hoyer.

Before the Texans joined the league, the Patriots and the Houston Qilers
were foes dating back to the days of the American Football League, playing
twice a year from 1960-69 and 33 times overall before the Oilers moved to
Tennessee following the 1996 season.

The New England Patriots advanced to the AFC Championship Game
for the sixth straight season after a 34-16 win against the Houston Texans.

RB Dion Lewis had a 13-yard touchdown receptions, a 98-yard kickoff
return for a score and a 1-yard touchdown run late in the game to help the
Patriots hold of the Texans. Lewis became the fifth Patriots player to score
three touchdowns in a playoff game. He is also the first player in the super
Bowl era to score on a rush, a catch and a kick return in the postseason. It
was the first breakout game of the year for Lewis, who spent the first eight
weeks of the season on the P.U.P list.

The Texans top ranked defense intercepted GB Tom Brady two times
after he threw just two interceptions during the entire regular season. But,
the Houston offense could not gain traction and were held to field goals on
both turnovers.

The Patriots led just 17-13 at the half, but pushed its lead to 24-13
early in the third quarter on a 19-yard touchdown pass from Brady to RB
James White.

Houston GB Brock Osweiler was intercepted three times after that,
and the Texans managed on a field goal for the rest of the game.

Brady finished 18-0f-38 for 287 yards and two touchdowns. WR Ju-
lian Edelman was Brady’s most reliable receiver, catching eight passes for
137 yards.

The New England Patriots improved to 3-0 following a 27-0 shutout win over
the Houston Texans in a Thursday Night Football game at Gillette Stadium.

Rookie @B Jacoby Brissett was called in for his first start when Jimmy Ga-
roppolo was declared inactive due to an injury. He finished 11-0f-19 for 103
yards and scored on a 27-yard touchdown run in the first quarter.

In addition to a great defensive effort, special team turned out to be the
difference in the game. The Patriots average drive start was their own 40-yard
line, while Houston’s average drive start was their own 16-yard line.

The Patriots forced two fumbles on kickoffs that led to 14 points. In the first
quarter, RB Brandon Bolden forced a fumble that was recovered by S Duron
Harmon at the 22-yard line to set up a touchdown run by Brissett. In the third
quarter, S Nate Ebner forced a fumble that was recovered by S Jordan Rich-
ards at the 21-yard line to set up a touchdown run by RB LeGarrette Blount.

P Ryan Allen had six of his seven punts downed inside the 20-yard line and
helped hold Houston to no punt return yards. He landed punts at the 11, 10,
10 14, 5 and 4. His only punt that did not land inside the 20, was downed at
the 20-yard line.

Houston crossed midfield just two times and did not move past the 50 yard
line until the fourth quarter.

@B Chad Henne completed a 97-yard touchdown pass to WR Keelan Cole.
Later in the third quarter with the scored tied at 17-17, Jaguars RB Corey
Grant scored on a 79-yard touchdown run.

Jacksonville built a 17-3 lead late in the first half. Garoppolo executed
a perfect two-minute drill to cut the lead to 17-10 at halftime. The Patriots
got the ball back with 1:57 to play in the first half. A 20-yard pass from Ga-
roppolo to rookie WR Austin Carr helped set up a 3-yard touchdown pass
to Carr on a leaping catch in the back of the end zone with 20 seconds to
play before halftime.

Garoppolo led the Patriots on two deep drives to open the second
half. He led a 7-play, 74-yard drive on the first possession, highlighted by
a 38-yard pass to rookie TE Jacob Hollister and then culminated the drive
with a 5-yard touchdown pass to WR K.J. Maye. The score tied the game at
17-17.

However, Jacksonville responded on their play from scrimmage on
the next series when Grant scored on a 79-yard touchdown to take a 24-17
lead. On the next series, Garoppolo engineered an 8-play, 63-yard drive to
18-yard line. RB D.J. Foster caught a short pass and moved to the 10-yard
line before a hard hit forced a fumble that was recovered by Jacksonville.
A 42-yard pass from GB Brandon Allen to WR Dade Westbrook made it
31-17 heading into the final quarter.

QB Jacoby Brissett moved the Patriots 77 yards on a 10-play drive
to open the fourth quarter to help set up a 3-yard touchdown run by Foster
to make it 31-14. The Patriots moved to the Jaguars 41-yard line with five
seconds to play but a deep ball to the end zone on the final play fell incom-
plete.

GAROPPOLO MAKES THE START

Jimmy Garoppolo started at quarterback and played the first two drives
in the third quarter. He finished 22-of-28 for 235 yards with two touch-
downs and a quarterback rating of 125.4. He threw a 3-yard touchdown
pass to WR Austin Carr in the second quarter and a 5-yard touchdown
pass to K.J. Maye in the third quarter.

BRISSETT ENTERS IN THE THIRD

OB Jacoby Brissett entered the game the third quarter and played the
rest of the way. He finished 8-0f-13 for 88 yards.

THREE VETS MAKE THEIR PATS DEBUT

Of the 11 veteran players that are new to the Patriots in 2017, three
saw their first action in a Patriots uniform. Those veterans were: DL
lE Kony Ealy, OL James Ferentz and WR Tony Washington.

DRAFT PICKS SEE ACTION

Three of the four 2017 draft picks made their NFL debuts: Third-round
draft pick DE Derek Rivers, fourth-round pick Deatrich Wise, Jr., and
sixth-round draft pick OL Conor McDermott. Deatrich Wise, Jr. was in
the starting lineup at defensive end. He assisted on two tackles.

STARTING BLOCKS

The Patriots had seven rookies in the starting lineup. With Deatrich
Wise, Jr., rookie free agents DL Adam Butler, WR Austin Carr, OL Cole
Croston, TE Jacob Hollister, LB Harvey Langi and S Damarius Travis in
the starting lineup, New England has now had at least one rookie in the
starting lineup in the preseason opener for nine straight years.

BILL BELICHICK

*Belichick has an NFL-best five Super Bowl championships as a head
coach. If he wins one more championship he will join George Halas and
Curly Lambeau as the only NFL coaches with six championships since
the league began postseason play in 1933.

*Belichick is tied with Tom Landry and Don Shula for the most post-
season games as a head coach with 36 and needs to coach in one
more postseason game to set the NFL record.

*Belichick set a postseason mark by leading his team to advancement
in the playoffs for six straight seasons (201 1-16) and looks to add to
that mark in 2017.

*Belichick enters the 2017 season in fourth place with 263 career
victories overall and needs eight victories in 2017 to move past Tom
Landry (270) into third place alltime, behind Don Shula (347) and
George Halas (324).

*Belichick will look to win back-to-back championships for a second
time in his career (2003-04) - a feat so rare it's been achieved by
only two other coaches in history. Chuck Noll did it with the Pittsburgh
Steelers in the 1970s (1974-75, 1978-79), and Vince Lombardi did
it with the Green Bay Packers in the 1960s (1961-62, 1966-67).

TOM BRADY

*|f Brady reaches 30 or more touchdowns passes in 2017, he will be-
come just the fourth player in NFL history with 30 or more touchdown
passes in seven seasons, joining Brett Favre (9), Peyton Manning (9)
and Drew Brees (9).

*Brady is tied with Peyton Manning, Drew Brees and Aaron Rodgers
with four seasons with 35 or more touchdowns and needs to reach
35 touchdowns in 2017 for his fifth season with 35 or more touch-
downs, for the most in NFL history.

*Brady has passed for 4,000 yards eight times in his career and if
he reaches 4,000 yards in 2017, he will be the third player to reach
nine seasons with 4,000 yards, joining Peyton Manning (14) and Drew
Brees (11).

*Brady led the NFL with 36 touchdowns passes in 2015, his fourth
time leading the NFL in passing touchdowns. He tied Drew Brees,
Len Dawson, Brett Favre, Peyton Manning, Johnny Unitas and Steve
Young for most seasons leading the NFL in touchdown passes.

*Brady has 183 regular season wins and needs four more to move
past Peyton Manning (186) and Brett Favre (186] for the most regu-
lar season wins in NFL history by an NFL starting quarterback.

*Brady has led the Patriots to eleven 12-win seasons, tied with Peyton
Manning for the most 12-win seasons in NFL history and needs to
lead the Patriots to a 12-win season in 2017 to set the NFL record.

*Tom Brady is tied with Peyton Manning with 27 Player of the Week
awards and needs one more to set the NFL record for the most Player
of the Week honors.

*Brady is tied with Joe Montana with nine games in the postseason
with three or more touchdown passes and needs one more to set the
NFL record.

*Brady is tied with Peyton Manning with 51 career games with three
touchdown passes and no interceptions. He needs one such game in
2017 to set the NFL record.

*The 2017 season will be Brady’'s 18th season with the Patriots and
he will break a tie with John Brodie (San Francisco) and Dan Marino
(Miami) for the most seasons with one team by any NFL quarterback.

*Brady has started 235 regular season games at quarterback. With
six more starts in 2017 he will move into third all-time for most regu-
lar-season starts by a quarterback behind only Brett Favre (298] and
Peyton Manning (265). He needs five starts to pass Fran Tarketon
(239) and six to pass Dan Marino (240).

*Brady has played in 237 NFL regular season games entering the
2017 season, which is seventh all-time among NFL quarterbacks. If he
plays in all 16 games in 2017 he will move into fifth place all-time with
253 games played among NFL quarterbacks, behind George Blanda
(840), Brett Favre (302), Peyton Manning (266) and Earl Morrall
(255).

*Brady (12) needs one more Pro Bowl berth to join Tony Gonzalez
(14), Peyton Manning (14), Bruce Matthews (14), Ray Lewis (13), Jer-
ry Rice [13) and Reggie White (13] as the only NFL players with at
least 13 Pro Bowl berths.

*|f Stephen Gostkowski leads the league in scoring in 2017, he will set
the NFL mark for most seasons leading the league in scoring with six,
moving past Don Hutson (5] and Gino Cappelletti [5). Gostkowski has
led the NFL in scoring in 2008, 2012-15.

*|In 2015, Gostkowski became the first NFL player with four seasons
of 150 or more points and can add to that in 2017.

*Gostkowski (4) needs one more 30-field goal season to tie David
Akers (5) and John Carney (5] for the most in NFL history with five
seasons of 30 or more field goals.

*Gostkowski has led the NFL in field goals three times (2008, 2013
and 2014) and if he leads the NFL in field goals in 2017, he will join
Lou Groza (5), Jack Manders (4), Ward Cuff (4) and Mark Moseley (4]
as the only NFL players to lead the NFL in field goals in at least four
seasons.

*Gostkowski (1,457) enters the 2017 season 23rd in NFL history in
total points scored and needs 30 points to reach the top 20.

*Gostkowski [160] is third all-time in postseason points, behind Adam
Vinatieri (234) and David Akers (175) and will look to add to those
numbers in 2017.

JULIAN EDELMAN

*Julian Edelman enters the 2017 season third in NFL history with 89
postseason receptions, behind Jerry Rice (151) and Reggie Wayne
(93] and needs five postseason receptions to move past Wayne into
second place alltime.

*Edelman is one of 14 NFL players with at least 1,000 postseason
receiving yards and his 1,024 postseason receiving yards are ranked
13th in NFL history. He needs 39 postseason yards to move into the
top 10.

*Edelman enters the 2016 season tied with Deion Branch for first in
Patriots history with four postseason 100 yard games.

*Gronkowski (3) needs one more 1,000-yard season to join Tony Gon-
zalez and Jason Witten for the most 1,000-yard seasons by an NFL
tight end with four.

*Gronkowski has an NFL-leading five seasons with 10 or more touch-
downs by a tight end and can add to his record in 2017.

*Gronkowski enters the 2017 season with twenty-three 100 yard
games, third in NFL history among tight ends behind Tony Gonzalez
(81) and Kellen Winslow (24). His twenty-three 100 yard games are
third in Patriots history, behind the 38 by Stanley Morgan and the 28
by Wes Welker.

*Gronkowski and Tom Brady have connected on 67 touchdown pass-
es, second among all quarterback and tight end combinations to the
84 by Philip Rivers and Antonio Gates. The Brady to Gronkowksi con-
nection is tied with Peyton Manning-Reggie Wayne for sixth all-time.

*Gronkowski enters the 2017 season with 6,095 receiving yards,
15th all-time among NFL tight ends and needs 475 yards to move
into the top 10 among all tight ends in NFL history.

*Gronkowski has 6,095 receiving yards and is fourth in Patriots his-
tory and needs 272 yards to move past Troy Brown (6,366] into third
all-time.

*Gronkowski (68) enters the 2017 season third all-time among NFL
tight ends with B8 receiving touchdowns, behind the 111 by Antonio
Gates and Tony Gonzalez.

*Gronkowski enters the 2017 season first among all NFL tight ends
with nine postseason touchdowns. Dave Casper and Vernon davis are
second with seven.

*Gronkowski is tied with Dallas Clark with three postseason 100-yard
games and needs one more to tie Vernon Davis and Keith Jackson
for the most 100-yard games by a tight end in postseason history
with four.

*Gronkowski (3) needs one more 100-yard game in the postseason
to tie Deion Branch and Julian Edelman for the most in New England
postseason history with four.

*Gronkowski enters the 2017 season fourth all-time among NFL tight
ends with 754 postseason receiving yards, behind Dallas Clark (847]),
Keith Jackson (834) and Shannon Sharpe (814).

*Gronkowski enters the 2017 season fifth all-time among NFL tight
ends with 52 postseason receptions, behind Dallas Clark (64), Jay
Novacek (B2), Shannon Sharpe (62) and Brent Jones (60).
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Since Robert Kraft purchased the
team in 1994, the Patriots have
experienced one of the most dra-
matic turnarounds in the history of
sports. Now in his 24th season of
ownership, Kraft has transformed
one of the league’s least successful
clubs into what observers view as
a model NFL franchise. In the five
seasons immediately preceding his
purchase [1988-93), the Patriots
were a moribund team, winning just
19 of 80 games (.238 pct.) and
logging the worst record in the NFL
over that span. When he bought the
franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft
announced his intention to bring
a championship to New England,
a tall order considering the team’s previous success rate. But under
Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won more division titles (16), con-
ference crowns (8] and Super Bowl championships (5] than any other
NFL team. Super Bowl LI was the eighth Super Bowl appearance since
Kraft purchased the team, a period during which no other team has
earned more than four berths. In Kraft's 23 seasons, the Patriots have
qualified for the playoffs 18 times, more than doubling the franchise’s
accomplishments during its first 34 seasons. In 2016, Kraft earned his
20th winning season in 23 years of owning the franchise.

The Patriots have sold out 252 consecutive home games, including playoff and
preseason games (dating back to the 1994 season opener).

FROM STANDOUT GB TO WR

Edelman began his college football career with a year at the College of San
Mateo (Calif.) before transferring to Kent State, where as a senior, he com-
pleted 56 percent of his passes (153 of 275 passes for 1,820 yards) with
13 touchdowns. He was also the leading rusher, gaining 1,551 yards on 215
attempts (an average of 7.5 yards per carry) and scoring 13 touchdowns. His
offensive numbers broke Kent State’s single-season record for total offense
set by Joshua Cribbs in 2003. Said head coach Bill Belichick on the versatility
of Edelman: “He played the quarterback position in college at Kent State and all
the positions really that he’s played in the NFL - covering kicks, returning kicks,
slot receiver, outside receiver, slot defender - he didn’t do any of those things
in college. | think that really speaks to his versatility and how much he’s grown
as a player and how many things he’s learned how to do that he really didn’t
have much experience with in college. I'd say that’s pretty unusual, especially to
be as competent in them as he is.”

EDELMAN TAKES HIS FATHER’S ADVICE

If there is one thing Julian Edelman has never lacked, it's athletic ability. A du-
althreat quarterback at Kent State and former baseball standout in high school,
Edelman once wowed Toronto Blue Jays players with his impressive footwork
while fielding ground balls in an appearance at batting practice in 2011.

This natural ability may have been overlooked by NFL scouts, who let him fall
to the Patriots in the seventh round of the 2008 NFL Draft. Edelman remains
focused on the lessons his father, Frank Edelman, taught him at a young age. “I'm
still constantly trying to learn,” Edelman told 7he Boston Herald "My dad always
put it in my head, when you’re green, you’re growing, when you're ripe, you're lost.
When you're done learning, you're done.”

GAROPPOLO MAKES FIRST START

Jimmy Garoppolo became just the fifth quarterback in the last 30 years to
make his first regular season start in a season opening night game (Sept. 11,
2016 vs. Cardinals). Aaron Rodgers was the last (2008, win vs. Minnesota),
with Philip Rivers (20086), David Carr (2002) and Brian Griese (1999] before
him. Garoppolo finished 24-0f-33 for 264 yards with one touchdown.
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EIVING YAR CORD

Rob Gronkowski finished the 2011 season with
1,327 receiving yards, surpassing San Diego’s
Kellen Winslow’s 1980 record of 1,290 receiv-
ing yards for most receiving yards in a season
by a tight end. Gronkowski (1,178) reached
1,000 yards for the third time in 2015 and had
11 touchdowns in 2015 for his fifth season with
10 or more touchdowns. The 1,176 yards led all
tight ends in 2015 and is 10th all-time for a tight
end in NFL history.

% On the Bears'’ first play following the LaFell touchdown, Zach Moore forced
a Jay Cutler fumble that was recovered by Rob Ninkovich and returned for a 15-
yard touchdown and a 38-7 Patriots lead with 55 seconds left in the first half.

A COMEBACK FOR THE AGES

The Patriots came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Broncos, 34-31,
in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Nov. 24, 2013, marking the
largest regular season comeback win in team history, after trailing 24-0 at half-
time.

New England’s previous best comeback win was from a 23-0 deficit to win, 38-
23, vs. Seattle (9/16,/84). The Patriots also came back from 22 points down to
win at the New York Giants, 23-22 (12/21,/98). The Patriots have come from
21 points down to win four times, most recently vs. Buffalo (1/1,/12).
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PATRIOTS IN THE PLAYOFFS

The Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 24 times in their 57-year history.
Eighteen of those playoff berths have come in the 23 seasons since Robert
Kraft purchased the team in 1994, a dramatic contrast to the six total playoff
berths the team earned in its first 34 years of existence. The Patriots have won
18 division crowns, including 14 in the last 16 seasons, and have qualified as a
Wild Card team four times (1976, 1985, 1994 and 1998). The Patriots also
qualified for the playoffs in 1982 during the strike season.
