SUNDAY NIGHT MATCHUP

The Atlanta Falcons head into Week 7 search-
ing for their fourth win of the year against the New
England Patriots on Sunday Night Football. This will
be the second interconference meeting between the
two franchises in less than a year — the Patriots beat
the Falcons in overtime 34-28 to win Super Bowl LI.

Sunday’s game will be the first regular season
meeting between the two squads since 2013, when
the Patriots came away with a 30-23 win in the
Georgia Dome. New England currently leads the all-
time regular season series 7-6 and have won the
last four matchups, including a 2009 meeting in
New England — the last time the Falcons have played
in Foxborough.

During that game in 2013, QB Matt Ryan went
34-0f-54 for 421 yards and two touchdowns. WR
Julio Jones hauled in six receptions for 108 yards.

Last week, the Miami Dolphins scored 20 unan-
swered points in the second half to come back and
beat the Falcons 20-17, moving the team to 3-2 on
the year.

QB Matt Ryan went 24-of-35 for 248 yards and
one touchdown. That was the 60th straight game
Ryan threw for at least 200 yards and it was his 23rd
straight game with a passing touchdown — currently
the longest streak in the NFL.

RBs Devonta Freeman and Tevin Coleman
teamed up for 115 total yards. Freeman finished the
game with nine carries for 68 yards and a 7.6 yards
per carry average. Coleman scored his 10th career
rushing touchdown — first of the year. He finished
the game with nine carries for 32 yards.

The defense held the Miami Dolphins and QB Jay
Cutler to 151 passing yards. That was the second
straight week they’ve held a team to under 200
passing yards, and it was the lowest passing total
allowed all season — lowest since 2012 (Arizona Car-
dinals: 70 passing yards).

LB Deion Jones recorded his first interception of
the season — fourth of his career. He finished the
game with 11 total tackles — highest of the season
and tied for the second highest in his career.

K Matt Bryant made his third field goal from 50+
yards on the season (50-yards). He has made 29
career field goals from 50+ yards.
