The New England Patriots and the Los Angeles Chargers will meet in an old
AFL rivalry game when they play for the 41ST time overall, including three post-
season meetings, and for the first time since the Patriots’ 26-10 win over Char-
gers at San Diego on Dec. 7, 2014.

It will be the third meeting between the Patriots and the Los Angeles Char-
gers, as the Chargers were located in Los Angeles during their first season of
play in 1960. The two teams split the series in 1960.

The Chargers will be visiting Gillette Stadium for the first time since the 2011
season when the Patriots won, 35-21, on Sept. 18, 2011.

The Patriots and Chargers have met three times in the postseason, including
the 1964 AFL Championship game and the 2007 AFC Championship game.

The Patriots, who are 2-1 against the Chargers in the postseason, won the
2007 AFC Championship Game, 21-12, against the Chargers at Gillette Stadium
on Jan. 20, 2008.

The Patriots lead the regular-season series with a 21-14-2 record and are
23-15-2 overall against the Chargers.

The series dates back to 1960, the inaugural season for each team. Bill Be-
lichick is B-5 in his career against the Chargers in the regular season with a
5-3 record while the Patriots head coach. He is 2-0 against the Chargers in the
Postseason.

The New England Patriots clinched their 12th straight 10-win season for
the second-longest streak in NFL history following a 23-14 victory over the San
Diego Chargers at Qualcomm Stadium to improve to 10-3 for the season.

The Patriots spent the entire week in San Diego following a loss at Green
Bay in the previous game and the work week turned out quite well for the Patri-
ots, who overcame a 14-13 deficit heading into the final quarter with a 10-point
fourth quarter.

The Patriots defense gave up just one touchdown and held the Chargers to
just 13 first downs and only 216 total yards of offense. San Diego GB Philip Riv-
ers was limited to just 189 yards. San Diego scored one of their touchdowns
on a 53-yard fumble return following a reception by WR Brandon LaFell. The
Patriots defense held San Diego scoreless in the second half.

Tom Brady continued his stellar play in the month of December, improving to a
48-7 (.868) December record, the best record in December among quarter-
backs with at least 25 starts.

Brady completed 28-0f-44 passes for 317 yards with two touchdown pass-
es, a 14-yarder to TE Rob Gronkowski in the second quarter and a 69-yarder
to WR Julian Edelman in the fourth quarter.

The game had many momentum shifts with fumbles returned for a touchdown,
interceptions and a blocked punt.

After the Patriots took a 3-0 lead on a 22-yard field goal by K Stephen Gost-
kowski on their first drive of the game, San Diego scored 14 points in two
minutes and 33 seconds to take a 14-3 lead. Rivers culminated an 11-play,
80-yard drive with a 15-yard touchdown pass to WR Malcom Floyd early in
the second quarter. On the Patriots ensuing drive, Brady completed a pass
to LaFell but S Jahleel Addae forced a fumble that was recovered by S Darrell
Stuckey, who raced 53 yards for a touchdown and a 14-3 lead.

After Gostkowski drilled his second 22-yard field goal in the second quarter
to make it 14-6, RB Brandon Bolden blocked a San Diego punt on the next
series that gave the Patriots a first down at the San Diego 25-yard line. That
helped set up a 14-yard touchdown pass from Brady to Gronkowski to close
to within 14-13. It was Gronkowski’s 10th touchdown of the 2014 season as
he became the first NFL tight end with four seasons of 10 or more touchdown
receptions.

New England got the ball back with 1:32 to play and moved to the San Di-
ego 18-yard line with a chance to take a lead heading into halftime. However,
Brady’s pass intended to Gronkowski in the end zone was intercepted by the
Chargers at the 4-yard line.

After a scoreless third quarter, the Patriots opened the fourth quarter by
moving to the San Diego 20-yard line, where Gostkowski drilled a 38-yard field
goal to give New England a 16-14 lead.

Midway through the fourth quarter, Brady hit Edelman on a short pass over
the middle. Edelman broke a tackle and raced 69 yards for a touchdown. Edel-
man finished with eight receptions for 141 yards and one touchdown.

The New England Patriots improved to 5-2 after their defense came to life in
a 23-7 victory over the Atlanta Falcons in a Sunday Night Football game in foggy
conditions at Gillette Stadium.

The Patriots defense stopped the Falcons on three drives inside the New
England 20-yard line with a blocked 37-yard field goal attempt by DL Cassius
Marsh in the first quarter, a missed 36-yard field goal in the third quarter that
hit the upright and a stop on a fourth-and-goal in the fourth quarter by LB Kyle
Van Noy.

After a scoreless first quarter, the Patriots scored 17 points in the second
quarter on all three drives and jumped to a 23-0 lead in the fourth quarter be-
fore Atlanta finally got on the board with just over four minutes to play to avoid
the shutout.

@B Tom Brady finished 21-0f-29 for 249 yards with two touchdown passes.
After the first quarter blocked field goal, Brady and the Patriots offense took
over and moved to the Atlanta 11-yard line where Brady threw a shovel pass
to WR Brandin Cooks, who then used his speed to get into the end zone for a
7-0 lead. After stopping the Falcons on three straight plays, Brady engineered
a 14-play, B4-yard drive that was highlighted by two third-down conversions, in-
cluding a 27-yard pass to TE Rob Gronkowski on third-and-8. The drive resulted
in a 29-yard field goal and a 10-0 lead.

New England got the ball back with 1:55 to play in the first half and executed
a perfect two-minute drill, moving to the Atlanta 2-yard line where Brady con-
nected with RB James White on a touchdown and 17-0 halftime lead.

Atlanta took the second half kick and drove to the New England 17-yard line
where K Matt Bryant's 36-yard field goal attempt hit the upright. The Patriots
took advantage of the situation with a 71-yard drive to the three-yard line where
Gostkowski connected on a 21-yard field goal for a 20-0 lead.

The Falcons had two plays from the New England 1-yard line in the fourth
quarter. On third-and-1 GB Matt Ryan attempted a pass to WR Julio Jones in
the end zone but the play was broken up by Cb Malcolm Butler. Atlanta elected
to go for it on fourth down but Van Noy stopped Falcons WR Taylor Gabriel on
a jet sweep to give the ball back to New England.

The ensuing drive ended in a 38-yard field goal by Gostkowski for a 23-0
lead.

The Patriots rushed for a season-high of 162 yards.

In the five
seasons |mmed|ate§/ preceding his
purchase (1988-83), the Patriots
were a moribund team, winning just
18 of 80 games [.288_pct.]g and
logging the worst record in the NFL
over that span. When he bought
the franchise on Jan. 21, 1984,
Kraft announced his intention to
bring a championship to New En- 3
gland, a tall order considering the §

team’s previous success rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patri-
ots have won more division titles (16), conference crowns (8] and Su-
Ber‘ Bowl championships (5] than any other NFL team. Additionally, the

atriots have achieved the most winning seasons (20] and are tied for
fewest losing seasons (2] since Kraft assumed ownership beginning
in 1994. Super Bowl LI ' was the eighth Super Bowl appearance since
Kraft purchased the team, a period during which no other team has
earned more than four berths. In Kraft's 23 seasons, the Patriots have
qualified for the plaglof'_fs 18 times, more than doubllnqq the franchise’s
accomplishments during its first 34 seasons. In 2016, Kraft earned
his 20th winning season in 23 years of owning the franchise.

Bolden’s grandfather, Frank Pitts, played 10 years in the NFL (1965-74) as a
receiver for Kansas City, Cleveland and Oakland. He was with Kansas City for
two Super Bowls, losing Super Bowl! | and winning Super Bowl V. Said Bolden
about his grandfather, “I remember being six years old, him popping in a high-
light film of Super Bowl | and IV. I've seen that tape at least 500 times.”

BOLDEN BLOCK PARTY

Brandon Bolden blocked his first NFL punt in the win at San Diego (12/7/14)
to give the Patriots a first down at the Chargers 25-yard line. It was the Patriots
first blocked punt since Patrick Chung blocked a punt at Miami on Oct. 4, 2010.

RB REX BURKHEAD

As a junior at the University of Nebraska, Rex formed a close bond with a 5-year
old fan of his, Jack Hoffman, who had been diagnosed with brain cancer. During
that 2011 season, Rex wore a wristband with the phrase “Team Jack - Pray”
which helped bring pediatric brain cancer into the national spotlight. Burkhead
hosted Hoffman for a lunch, provided a personal tour of Memorial Stadium and
has since joined the board of directors of the “Team Jack Foundation,” which has
raised more than $4 million dollars to fight pediatric brain cancer since 2013.
Rex recently hosted a fund raiser this past offseason at his high school alma ma-
ter that raised roughly $45,000. In 2013, Jack Hoffman’s touchdown run during
Nebraska’s spring football scrimmage went viral and earned him an ESPY award.

OL MARCUS CANNON

On April 20, 2011, just days before Texas Christian offensive line prospect Mar-
cus Cannon was to enter the NFL Draft, he was diagnosed with non-Hodgkin's
lymphoma, a treatable form of cancer found in lymph tissue. A little more than
one week later, the Patriots selected Cannon in the fifth round (138th overall)
of the draft with the knowledge of his illness. The Patriots placed Cannon on
the Reserve/Non Football Injury list to start the 2011 season while he received
treatment and recovered. Cannon was activated to the 53-man roster later that
year and is now in his seventh season with the team. Cannon made a full recovery
and was named the Patriots 2011 Ed Block Courage Award winner - an annual
award presented to select players in the National Football League who are voted
by their teammates as role models of inspiration, sportsmanship and courage.

WR BRANDIN COOKS

OVERCOMING ADVERSITY

Brandin Cooks, the youngest of four children, lost his father to a heart attack at
the age of six. His mother was forced to pick up a second job at an after school
program on top of her regular 3:00 a.m. shift at a local warehouse in order to
keep food on the table for the boys. Eager to take some of the burden of raising
four boys off his mother, Brandin committed himself to athletics where he ex-
celled at both track and field, as well as football, on his way to earning a scholar-
ship to Oregon State University.

0B JIMMY GAROPPOLD

Jimmy Garoppolo became just the fifth quarterback in the last 31 years to
make his first regular season start in a season opening night game (Sept. 11,
2016 vs. Cardinals). Aaron Rodgers was the last (2008, win vs. Minnesota),
with Philip Rivers (2006), David Carr (2002) and Brian Griese (1999) before
him. Garoppolo finished 24-0f-33 for 264 yards with one touchdown.

Rob Gronkowski finished the 2011 season with
1,327 receiving yards, surpassing San Diego’s
Kellen Winslow's 1980 record of 1,290 receiv-
ing yards for most receiving yards in a season
by a tight end.
