e Raiders special teams coordinator Brad Seely served in the same
capacity for the Patriots from 1998-2008. Seely’s unit was pivotal
in the Patriots’ three Super Bowl Championships, leading the NFL
in kickoff return average (23.5 avg.), finishing fourth in field goal
percentage (83.4%) and ranking eighth in punt return average (9.9
avg.) during his stay in New England.

e Raiders TE Lee Smith was originally drafted by the Patriots in fifth
round of the 2011 NFL Draft, and spent all of training camp with the
team before being waived.

e Raiders LS Jon Condo was signed by the Patriots during the 2006
offseason where he would spend a portion of training camp.

e Raiders Director - Player Personnel Joey Clinkscales and Patriots
Head Coach Bill Belichick worked together with the New York Jets for
three years (1997-99). Clinkscales served in the scouting department
while Belichick was the assistant head coach/secondary coach.

e Raiders offensive coordinator Todd Downing (quarterbacks coach)
and Raiders tight ends coach Bobby Johnson (tight ends and assistant
offensive line) spent time with Patriots OL LaAdrian Waddle in Detroit
as members of the Lions. Downing spent one season with Waddle in
2013, while Johnson was a member of the coaching staff in 2014 as
well, serving as an assistant offensive line coach for Waddle.

College Connections

e Raiders WR Seth Roberts played alongside Patriots CB Malcolm
Butler for two seasons at West Alabama in 2012-13. Both players
went undrafted in 2014 and have been on the same respective team
since.

e Raiders DT Justin Ellis played three seasons at Louisiana Tech with
Patriots P Ryan Allen from 2010-12. Allen was the first punter in
college football history to win the prestigious Ray Guy Award in back-
to-back seasons (2011-12).

e Raiders T Marshall Newhouse played three seasons (2008-10)
together on the same offensive line at TCU as Patriots OL Marcus
Cannon.

e Raiders G/C Jon Feliciano and TE Clive Walford played four
seasons with Patriots WR Phillip Dorsett from 2011-14 at Miami,
before both players were drafted in the 2015 NFL Draft. Feliciano was
taken in the fourth round by the Raiders, while Dorsett was taken in
the first round by the Colts.

e Patriots CB Johnson Bademosi played four years at Stanford,
appearing in 48 games and totaling 122 tackles.

e Patriots OL Cameron Fleming was drafted by the team in the fourth
round of the 2014 NFL Draft out of Stanford. Fleming started all 39
games appeared in for the Cardinals.

Calif., and played his prep football at Junipero Serra High.

e Raiders WR Cordarrelle Patterson and Patriots CB Stephon

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e The Raiders' offense continuing to lead the NFL in 20-plus-yard
touchdowns in 2017. The Silver and Black have 12 20-plus-yard
scores this season, and also lead the NFL with 26 such touch-
downs since 2016's campaign.

e The Raiders' defense recording their first interception of the
2017 campaign.

o LB NaVorro Bowman leading the team in tackles for the fourth
consecutive week since joining the team. Bowman has recorded
33 stops in the last three contests for the Silver and Black.

e Carr passing for 300 yards in four consecutive games for the
first time in his four-year career.

e Carr posting a passer rating of at least 100.0 for the fifth time
this season, after completing Week 1 with a rating of 114.3, post-
ing the third-best single-game passer rating of his career (136.6)
in Week 2, 100.0 in Week 4 and 101.2 in the Week 7 victory. Carr
currently owns 17 such games, the seventh most in franchise his-
tory. The team is 14-3 when Carr throws for a passer rating over
100.0.

e Carr tossing at least two touchdowns for the third time this sea-
son to earn his 29th multi-touchdown performance of his career,
which would tie for the ninth-most through a player’s first four
seasons in the NFL with Matt Ryan.

e Carr tossing three touchdowns for the 15th time in his career.
Fifteen such games through a player’s first four seasons would tie
for fourth-most in NFL history with Carson Palmer, trailing Peyton
Manning by only one game for third.

e Carr tossing two touchdowns to pass Matt Ryan and Jeff Garcia
for eighth-most passing touchdowns (96) in NFL history through a
player's first four seasons.

e TE Jared Cook recording at least 100 yards receiving for the sec-
ond consecutive game, the first time doing so since 2011 in Weeks
15 and 16 when he was a member of the Titans.

e Cook recording his third 100-yard day in 2017. It would mark
the first time in his career recording three 100-yard performances
in one season.

e Cook continuing to lead the team in receptions, receiving yards
and first down receptions. Cook currently has 39 receptions for
499 yards and has caught 26 passes for first downs.

o WR Amari Cooper recording his 11th career 100-yard game and
first of the 2017 campaign. Cooper would tie Mervyn Fernandez
for seventh-most 100-yard games in franchise history.

e Cooper recording hauling in at least five passes in three out of
the last four games. Cooper has four such games on the season
and 22 for his career, marking the 10th most five-reception games
by a Raider in club history. His 23rd game will tie him for ninth with
Dave Casper.

o WR Michael Crabtree recording his seventh 100-yard game as a
receiver in Silver and Black and first of the 2017 campaign. Seven
such games would tie him for 10th most in franchise history with
Willie Gault.

e Crabtree scoring at least two receiving touchdowns for the
eighth time in his career, tied for 11th most among active players.

e Crabtree recording a reception for the 120th consecutive game.
Crabtree has managed to haul in a pass in every game of his career.

e Crabtree hauling in a touchdown reception for the seventh time
this season. Crabtree's six through the first seven weeks of the
season are tied for third most in the NFL. His 23 touchdowns since
joining the Silver and Black in 2015 are also third most league
wide.

e RB Marshawn Lynch recording a touchdown in consecutive
games for the first time since Oct. 18 and Oct. 22 of 2015 against
the Panthers and 49ers.

e Lynch scoring twice on the ground for the first time since 2014
when he scored two times against the Raiders on Nov. 2 and four
times the following week against the Giants on Nov. 9.

e DE Khalil Mack recording one sack to move into seventh on the
club's all-time sack list, passing Tommy Kelly (35).

e T Donald Penn extending his starting streak to 166 consecutive
games, the longest active streak among NFL offensive lineman.

...be Oakland's first win against New England since Nov. 17, 2002
(27-20) at home in Oakland-Alameda County Coliseum, and end
a four-game skid.

...close the gap to just one game in the all-time regular season be-
tween the two teams, with the Patriots currently leading 16-14-1
against the Silver and Black.

...be Head Coach Jack Del Rio's first career victory over Patriots
Head Coach Bill Belichick.

...be the team's second consecutive international victory after de-
feating the Texans (27-20) in the first ever Monday Night Football
game in an international setting.

...improve the team's home record to 3-2 on the year, with the
other two victories coming against the Jets and Chiefs.

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Jack DeL Rio

Jack Del Rio was named the 19th head coach in the history of
the Oakland Raiders franchise on Jan. 15, 2015. The appointment
marked a homecoming for Del Rio, who was raised in nearby Hay-
ward, Calif. Now in his 32nd year in the NFL and his 21st season in
coaching, Del Rio has played for, coached with, and learned from
some of the best coaches in all of football.

Last season, Del Rio guided the Raiders to a 12-4 record, marking
the franchise’s first 12-win season since 2000. The Raiders earned
a postseason berth for the first time since 2002 and landed an
NFL-high seven players on the AFC Pro Bowl squad. Del Rio was
selected as the recipient of the Maxwell Club’s Greasy Neale Pro-
fessional Coach of the Year Award, becoming the sixth Raiders
coach to earn NFL Coach of the Year honors. In addition, he was
named the AFC Coach of the Year by Kansas City’s Committee of
101.

As defensive coordinator with the Denver Broncos from 2012-14,
Del Rio was part of three-straight AFC West titles and helped lead
Denver to an AFC Championship and appearance in Super Bowl
XLVIII following the 2013 campaign.

Prior to joining the Broncos in 2012, Del Rio spent nine seasons at
the helm in Jacksonville. During his head coaching tenure (2003 to
2011) with the Jaguars, the club ranked sixth in the NFL in yards
per game allowed (317.3) and eighth in points per game allowed
(20.3). Under Del Rio, the Jaguars made two playoff appearances
in 2005 and 2007, highlighted by the club’s first postseason win
in eight seasons with a 31-29 road victory against the Pittsburgh
Steelers in a 2007 AFC Wild Card Game.

During his lone season as a defensive coordinator with Carolina
in 2002, he inherited the NFL's worst defense statistically (371.4
yards per game allowed) and turned it into the league’s second-
ranked unit (290.4 yards per game allowed). As linebackers coach
for the Baltimore Ravens from 1999-2001, Del Rio tutored a tal-
ented group that included Peter Boulware, Ray Lewis and Jamie
Sharper.

A veteran of 11 seasons as an NFL linebacker, he was selected
in the third round (68th overall) of the 1985 NFL Draft by New
Orleans and went on to make the NFL's All-Rookie Team and earn
the Saints’ Rookie of the Year award. For his career, he played 160
games in the regular season and totaled 1,078 tackles, 12 sacks
and 13 interceptions.

Del Rio was a four-year starter at the University of Southern Cali-
fornia, where he earned consensus All-American honors as a se-
nior and was runner-up for the Lombardi Award, given to the na-
tion’s best lineman or linebacker. A standout catcher on the USC
baseball team, Del Rio was drafted by the Toronto Blue Jays in
1981. He was inducted into the USC Athletic Hall of Fame in May
2015.

Del Rio was a three-sport star in football, baseball and basketball
at Hayward High School in Hayward, Calif. Born on April 4, 1963,
in Castro Valley, Calif., Del Rio and his wife, Linda, have three
daughters, Lauren, Hope and Aubrey, and a son, Luke.

BiLL BELICHICK

Bill Belichick completed his 42nd season as an NFL coach in 2016
and is in his 18th season as head coach of the New England Pa-
triots. Belichick won his fifth Super Bowl as head coach of the
Patriots in 2016, surpassing Pittsburgh’s Chuck Noll for most Su-
per Bowl wins by a head coach. Belichick won 14 regular-season
games for an NFL record fifth time and secured his 14th AFC East
Division title as Patriots head coach, the most in NFL history.

Bill Belichick enters 2017 with the most wins among all active
coaches and is currently fourth all-time with 263 total victories as
a head coach. Belichick’s winning percentage of .678 ranks second
in NFL history among coaches with 150 or more wins, trailing only
George Halas (.682). He has led the Patriots to a winning record
for 16 consecutive seasons (2001-16), trailing only Tom Landry,
who recorded 20 consecutive winning seasons from 1966-85.
Belichick has also notched 26 postseason wins in his career, most
by a head coach in NFL history.

Belichick, who was hired by Patriots Chairman and CEO Robert
Kraft on Jan. 27, 2000, is in his 18th season with the Patriots. In
17 seasons, Belichick has so far delivered five Super Bowl champi-
onships, seven conference titles, 14 division crowns and 25 play-
off victories, while posting an overall record of 226-80. Entering
2017, the Patriots have won eight consecutive division champion-
ships, besting the seven won by the L.A. Rams (1973-79). Belich-
ick directed the Patriots to victories in Super Bowls XXXVI (2001),
XXXVIII (2003), XXXIX (2004), XLIX (2014) and LI (2016), and in
2007 he became the only NFL head coach to guide his team to a
16-0 regular season.

From 2000-16, the Patriots won 74.0 percent of their regular-
season games (201-71), among the highest winning percentages
of any major American professional sports team over that span.
Belichick has led the Patriots to a winning record in each of the
last 16 seasons. Belichick's 26 career playoff wins are the most
all-time among head coaches, while New England’s 14 playoff vic-
tories from 2000-09 are tied for the most in any decade in NFL
history. He has compiled a career playoff record of 26-10, with his
.722 playoff winning percentage placing him third in NFL history.

Belichick began his coaching career after graduating from Wesley-
an University and accepting a staff assistant position with the Bal-
timore Colts in 1975. At the age of 23, he was named special as-
sistant to Head Coach Ted Marchibroda. In 1976, Belichick joined
Rick Forzano'’s staff with the Detroit Lions as an assistant special
teams coach. The following year, he was given his first positional
coaching assignment as the Lions’ tight ends and receivers coach.
In 1978, Denver Broncos Head Coach Red Miller hired Belichick
as the assistant special teams coach and assistant to defensive co-
ordinator Joe Collier.

Bill Belichick was born April 16, 1952, in Nashville, Tenn., and
raised in Annapolis, Md. His father, Steve, played fullback for the
Detroit Lions in 1941. Bill was a standout prep athlete at Annapo-
Ii? I:High, where he has since been inducted into the school’s Hall
of Fame.

The Raiders defeated the Dolphins by a score of 27-24 to improve their 2017 record to 4-5 heading into the Bye Week.

The victory gives Oakland its first win against Miami since Sept. 30, 2007 (35-17), ending a five-game skid against the Dolphins.

The win breaks the tie in the all-time regular season series, moving the Raiders ahead, 17-16-1.

The team has now won two of their three primetime appearances in 2017, with their first coming in Week 7 on Thursday Night Football
against the Chiefs.

e The victory gives the Silver and Black a 19-19 record overall on Sunday Night Football, winning three of their last four such contests. It also
marks the team’s first victory over Miami on primetime since Nov. 19, 1990, when the Raiders defeated the Dolphins 13-10 on Monday Night
Football.

e The Raiders return home following their 10-day, two-game road trip and will be on their Bye Week in Week 10 for the second consecutive
season. The team will come out of the bye and play the New England Patriots in Mexico City, as the team will appear in international play and
in Mexico in back-to-back years.

Game Highlights

e The Raiders offense totaled seven plays of at least 20 yards in tonight’s contest, the most by the club in a game this season.

e The Raiders added two more 20-plus-yard touchdowns in tonight’s contest (44 and 22), giving them a league-best 26 such touchdowns since
2016.

QB Derek Carr surpassed 13,000 passing yards in his career, just the fourth quarterback in club history to do so.

e TE Jared Cook posted a season highs in both receptions (eight) and yards (126) and led both teams in each respective category.

e WR Johnny Holton recorded his second touchdown reception of the season on just his second reception of the campaign.

e RB Marshawn Lynch scored two times on the ground for the first time since Dec. 21, 2014 against the Arizona Cardinals.

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CommiITMENT To EXCELLENCE

The Raiders — who began play in the American Football
League in 1960 — enter their 58th year of professional football
competition, including the last 47 as a member of the National
Football League.

In six memorable decades — the 1960s, ‘70s, ‘80s, ‘90s,
2000s and 2010s — the Raiders have been dominant in pro-
fessional football since Al Davis first pledged in 1963 to build
the finest organization in pro sports.

During these decades of dominance, the Raiders have
won an AFL championship, four American Football Confer-
ence championships, and three world championships of pro-
fessional football, participated in five Super Bowls, played in
14 championship games, won or tied for 17 division champi-
onships, had 22 playoff seasons, finished 35 seasons at .500 or
better and played in 41 postseason games.

Pro football's dynamic organization placed first in the
AFC West in 2000, 2001 and 2002 despite playing among the
toughest schedules in the NFL in each of those seasons. With
their appearance in Super Bowl XXXVII, the Raiders became
the first NFL team to have had a season end in the Super Bowl
in four different decades.

The Raiders are the only team to have been in Super
Bowls in the ‘60s, the ‘70s, the ‘80s and the 2000s.

The Silver and Black are the only AFC team — and one of
just two NFL teams (Minnesota) — to have a season that ad-
vanced to the conference championship game in the ‘60s, the
‘70s, the ‘80s, the ‘90s and the 2000s.

The Raiders are one of only three original AFL teams to
have captured three world championships of professional
football with Super Bowl victories. The Raiders are one of only
four AFC teams to have won more than one Super Bowl since
1980.

In their five Super Bowl appearances, the Raiders have
been led by four head coaches and started four quarterbacks.

With four postseason victories, the Raiders were the first
of the AFC West teams to win multiple postseason contests in
the new millennium by six years.

Since 1963, when Al Davis first took over the failing Oak-
land franchise that had struggled to win only nine of 42 league
games in the initial three seasons of the new AFL and pledged
to build the finest organization in sports, the Raiders have
dominated professional football in terms of consistent victory.
During the memorable 57 years in Oakland and Los Angeles,
the Raiders have won 460 league games, tied 11 and lost 406.

“Commitment to Excellence” has never been an idle
phrase to those who have proudly represented the Raiders
organization during the ‘60s, ‘70s, ‘80s, ‘90s and the new mil-
lennium as shown by their domination of pro football.

More than 20 of the great players who proudly wore the
Silver and Black, as well as Owner-Leader Al Davis and leg-
endary Head Coach John Madden, have been enshrined in the
Pro Football Hall of Fame. The Raiders have also produced six
Coaches of the Year.

In addition, 70 Pro Bowl players have earned 195 Pro
Bowl selections representing the Silver and Black. In 1970,
as the Raiders began their second decade of play, the merger
between the AFL and NFL became a reality on the field. In the
1970 through 2012 period of interconference play, the Raid-
ers have compiled a remarkable 92-77-1 record against pres-
ent National Football Conference rivals.

Another innovation came to professional football in 1970
— “Monday Night Football." The Raiders’ domination of this
prime-time television series has seen the Silver and Black
build an incredible 38-27-1 record in Monday night play. In
the 43 years of this series, the Raiders are 16-8-0 in “Monday
Night Football” games at home.

Through the decades — the ‘60s, ‘70s, ‘80s, ‘90s, 2000s
and now the 2010s — the Raiders have had the greatest play-
ers, the greatest coaches, the greatest plays and participated
in the greatest games in the annals of professional sports.

Challengers to Raider domination of professional football
will arise as they have in the ‘60s, ‘70s, ‘80s, ‘90s and the new
millennium. The Raider organization will continue to meet
these challenges.

THE GENERAL MANAGER

Reggie McKenzie, a former draft pick by Raid-

ers Owner Al Davis as a player, enters his 31st
season in the National Football League and his
sixth as General Manager of the Silver and Black.
McKenzie was named to the position by Owner
Mark Davis on Jan. 10, 2012, becoming the first
General Manager of the franchise since Al Davis
was hired as Head Coach and General Manager
in 1963. Owner Mark Davis rewarded McKenzie with a four-year
contract extension in July 2016, and McKenzie went on to be
named the Executive of the Year by the Pro Football Writers of
America and Sporting News in 2016.

McKenzie has overseen significant changes in the organiza-
tion’s scouting, player personnel and football operations depart-
ments, while bringing refined football acumen to the Silver and
Black. Adhering to a strategy of building a competitive roster
through the draft while making strategic acquisitions via free
agency and trades, McKenzie is in his sixth season at the helm
having already earned plaudits from some of the most respected
\ voices in football. )

Every preseason, hundreds of undrafted free agents vie for a spot
on their team’s 53-man roster. Reggie McKenzie has brought in
numerous players that were not drafted, developing them into sig-
nificant contributors for the Silver and Black.

- In 2017, P Marquette King is tied for second with nine punts in-
side the 10-yard line, ranks second in gross (50.3) and third in net
(45.5) average. In 2016, led the NFL with 38 punts traveling over
50 yards and established a new career high with a 41.4-yard net
average on all punts. In 2015, King set a franchise record by plac-
ing 40 punts inside the opponents’ 20-yard line. In 2014, King set
Raider franchise records in punts (109) and punting yards (4,930).

- On RB Jalen Richard’s first career carry, he rushed 75 yards for
a touchdown. With his 75-yard touchdown, Richard became just
the fourth player ever to record a 75-or-more-yard rushing touch-
down in his NFL debut, joining Oran Pape (1930), Alan Ameche
(1955) and Ottis Anderson (1979). He has added three total scores
and combined for 1,066 scrimmage yards in 25 career games.

- WR Seth Roberts has totaled four game-winning touchdowns
in his career (Week 2 of 2015 vs. Baltimore, Week 12 of 2015 at
Tennessee and Week 1 of 2016 at New Orleans). The Raiders are
10-0 in games when he records a touchdown reception (12-0 in-
cluding two-point conversions).

The 2017 Oakland Raiders coaching staff certainly has pedigree. Eight of the team’s coaches played at the NFL level before getting into
coaching. The staff has 84 years of combined playing experience, with 14 Pro Bow!| appearances, four All-Pro selections and one induc-
tion into the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

Head Coach Jack Del Rio: 11 years as an NFL player

A veteran of 11 seasons as an NFL linebacker, was selected in the third round (68th overall) of the 1985 NFL Draft by New Orleans
and went on to make the NFL's All-Rookie Team and earn the Saints’ Rookie of the Year award...Following two seasons in New Orleans
(1985-86), he played for Kansas City (1987-88), Dallas (1989-91) and Minnesota (1992-95)...Led the Vikings in tackles for three con-
secutive years and was selected to participate in the Pro Bowl in 1994...For his career, he played 160 games in the regular season and
totaled 1,078 tackles, 12 sacks and 13 INTs.

Defensive Coordinator Ken Norton, Jr.: 13 years as an NFL player

Played in the NFL for 13 seasons...Was originally drafted by the Dallas Cowboys in the second round (41st overall) of the 1988 NFL
Draft...Spent his first six seasons with the Cowboys from 1988-93 and his final seven with the San Francisco 49ers from 1994-2000...
Appeared in 191 games with 188 starts, recording 1,274 tackles (897 solo), 12.5 sacks, six forced fumbles, 13 fumble recoveries, five

Sunday Night Football on Nov. 5: an NBC Sunday Night Football contest with the Dallas Cowboys on Dec. 17 and the Raiders’ first-
ever Monday Night Football game on Christmas Day against the Philadelphia Eagles.

The Raiders will appear on Sunday Night Football one more time in 2017, marking the second consecutive season that Oakland has
been scheduled for at least one Sunday Night game. Last year against the Broncos, the Raiders won their 18th contest on Sunday Night
Football following a 30-20 victory over Denver’s ball club. In 2013, the Raiders participated in the latest NFL game ever played when
they hosted the San Diego Chargers on Oct. 6. Due to an Oakland Athletics’ postseason game at Oakland-Alameda County Coliseum,
the Raiders moved their game to an 8:35 p.m. PT start, marking the latest start time in NFL history.

The Raiders, 19-19 all-time in Sunday night contests since 1978, are 1-0 against the Cowboys on Sunday night, and faced both the
Redskins and Dolphins for the first time on a Sunday Night Football stage earlier this season, winning against Miami and falling to
Washington.

This will mark the Raiders’ 67th contest on Monday Night Football and second consecutive year after playing in the first Monday
Night Football contest outside of the United States last season in Mexico City, Mexico against the Houston Texans. The Raiders will be
visiting the Philadelphia Eagles to play their first-ever Monday Night Football game on Christmas Day. It will also be the Raiders’ first
matchup with the Eagles on Monday Night Football. The only Monday Night Football game the Raiders have played against one of the
four current NFC East franchises was a contest against the Washington Redskins on Oct. 19, 1970 at home in Oakland. The Raiders
won that game, 34-20.

Oakland holds a 38-27-1 all-time record in Monday Night Football contests. The Silver and Black last played on Monday Night Football
on Nov. 21, 2016 vs. the Houston Texans. The Raiders won that contest, 27-20.

On Thursdays, the Raiders are 10-10 all-time, including a 3-4 record on Thanksgiving Days. In 13 Thursday games vs. the AFC West,
Oakland is 9-4 and 2-2 against the Chiefs.

The Raiders have won two out of the last three Thursday Night Football meetings against the Chiefs, after beating the club, 31-30,
with zero seconds left on the clock in their instant Week 7 classic and beat them at home in 2014 by a score of 24-20. In their Week
7 victory this season, WR Amari Cooper posted the second-most receiving yards in a game (210) by a player in club history. Cooper's
210 yards are second most in the NFL this season. )
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Factoring in five trips to the Eastern Time Zone and two more to
the Central Time Zone, the Raiders will travel the second most
miles in the NFL this season. Oakland is set to travel 30,899 miles
in 2017, just shy of their 31,580 miles in 2016. With five trips over
2,000 miles, the Raiders will trail only the Los Angeles Rams in
terms of miles traveled in 2017. As a division, the AFC West also
leads the NFL in terms of most miles scheduled to travel (90,546).

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With 107 yards on six receptions in the team's Week 7 thriller
against the Kansas City Chiefs, TE Jared Cook became the first
tight end in NFL history to record at least one 100-yard receiv-
ing game with four different team. Cook has surpassed 30 recep-
tions in Week 8 for the seventh consecutive season, one of two
active tight ends to do so (Jason Witten), and currently sits as the
team leader with 39 for 2017, tied for seventh-most among all
tight ends.

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Now in Year 3 together, WRs Amari Cooper and Michael Crabtree
have continued to give NFL secondaries trouble. In 2016, Crab-
tree and Cooper became the first Raiders’ receiving duo to both
record at least 1,000 yards in the same season since Jerry Rice and
Tim Brown did so in 2001.

In the Raiders’ Week 2 win against the Baltimore Ravens in 2015,
Cooper (seven receptions, 109 yards and one touchdown) and
Crabtree (nine receptions, 111 yards and one touchdown) became
the first pair of Raiders receivers to each post 100 receiving yards
in a game since Jan. 1, 2012. This also marked the first time since
Dec. 31, 2005 that the Raiders had two receivers with 100 receiv-
ing yards and one touchdown each. Coupled with the duo’s 281-
yard effort in Week 8 of 2016 against the Tampa Bay Buccaneers,
Cooper and Crabtree now have two games where they have both
gone over 100 yards.

Together, “Coop” and “Crab” averaged 10.8 receptions and 137.7
yards per game in their prolific 2016 campaign. Here is a look at
their combined production from last season:

The offensive performed at an elite level for the entirety of the
2016 season. The unit posted a league-best 18 sacks on the year
and, as the Silver and Black were the only team to allow less than
20 sacks in 2016. Their 18 sacks surrendered mark the fewest by
the club since the 1970 AFL-NFL Merger.

Since QB Derek Carr entered the league in 2014, the team’s 93
sacks allowed are fewest in the NFL. In addition, the Raiders’ 65
sacks surrendered since 2015 are tied for the fewest in the AFC
during that span with the Pittsburgh Steelers.

The line picked up where they left off in 2016, after finishing sixth
in the NFL in rushing yards per game (120.1), and have rushed for
at least 100 yards in four contests this season, including a season-
best 180 in Week 2 against the Jets.

The Raiders' stable of backs currently rank 10th in yards per rush
in 2017, averaging 4.24 yards. Last season, Returning second-year
RBs Jalen Richard and DeAndré Washington shined in their rook-
ie campaigns, making the Raiders just one of two teams to roster
two running backs both averaging over five yards per carry (min.
80 attempts). Of running backs with at least 80 carries, Richard
paced the NFL with an average carry of 5.92 yards. Between the
two rookie rushers, they accounted for 958 yards rushing on 170
attempts (5.64 yards per carry), added 309 yards receiving and five
total touchdowns.

Oakland’s offensive line was also extremely successful in block-

ing for FB/RB Jamize Olawale in 2016. Olawale has set a career

high with two rushing touchdowns while leading all running backs

and fullbacks with a 18.9 receiving average (min. 10 receptions).

In Week 8 against the Bills, Olawale scored his first touchdown of
\_the 2017 campaign, punching the ball in from one yard out. )

With five clean sheets in 2016, the Raiders’ offensive line also
ranked at the top of the league in games with one-or-fewer sacks
allowed. The Silver and Black posted 10 games with one or zero
sacks allowed.

Nine weeks into the 2017 campaign, the offensive line has sur-
rendered just 14 sacks, tied for eighth-fewest in the NFL. In Week
2, they posted their first clean sheet of the 2017 season against
the New York Jets and added their second and third clean games
of the season in consecutive weeks against the Chiefs and Bills in
Week 7 and 8.

In 2017, the Raiders' offensive line has once again been dominant
in pass protection, allowing QB Derek Carr and company an abun-
dance of time to survey the field and make big plays, helping the
offense rank first in 20-plus-yard touchdowns (12) this season.

He
was the highest wide receiver taken in the draft
and the first receiver taken by Oakland in the first
round since 2009.

After enjoying one of the most dominant careers a wide receiver
has ever had at the college level, Cooper saw that success trans-
late to the NFL, as he became the first Raiders rookie to ever reach
