FOOTBALL

Los Miami Dolphins enfrenten a los New England Patriots en Hard Rock
Stadium en Monday Night Football el 11 de diciembre a las 8:30 p.m.

El juego serd transmitido a nivel nacional en ESPN y localmente en el
mercado de Miami-Fort Lauderdale en WPLG Canal 10.

Marca la segunda vez en tres semanas que los dos equipos se enfrentan,
con New England ganando el partido de Semana 12 en Foxborough, 35-
17. Miami no ha jugado un equipo dos veces en un lapso de tres partidos
desde 2009, cuando ganaron a los Jets de Nueva York en Semanas 5y 8
con una semana libre entre ellos.

LOS DOLPHINS EN MONDAY NIGHT FOOTBALL
Miami albergard Monday Night Football en Hard Rock Stadium para la
primera vez desde que se instald la cubierta antes de la temporada de
2016.

TEAM NOTES

MIAMI HOSTS NEW ENGLAND ON MONDAY NIGHT
FOOTBALL

The Miami Dolphins welcome the New England Patriots to Hard Rock
Stadium for Monday Night Football on Monday, Dec. 11 at 8:30 p.m.
The game will be televised nationally on ESPN and locally in the Miami-Fort
Lauderdale market on WPLG Channel 10.

This marks the second time in three weeks the two teams will meet, with
New England taking the Week 12 matchup in Foxborough, 35-17. Miami
hasn't played a team twice in a three-game span since 2009, when they
beat the N.Y. Jets in Weeks 5 and 8 with a bye mixed in. The last time
the Dolphins played the same team twice in three weeks was in 2000, when
they lost to Indianapolis in Week 16 but defeated the Colts two weeks later
in the AFC Wild Card round.

THE DOLPHINS ON MONDAY NIGHT FOOTBALL
Miami will welcome Monday Night Football to Hard Rock Stadium for the
first time since the new canopy was added to the venue prior to the
2016 season. The Dolphins' last home Monday Night Football game was
on Dec. 14, 2015 when the Dolphins fells to the N.Y. Giants, 31-24.

The Dolphins have played more games on Monday Night Football than
any team in NFL history. This will be the franchise's 84th appearance on
the national platform and the Dolphins have compiled an 41-42 record (49.4
pct.) on Monday nights.

ROCKING AT HARD ROCK STADIUM
Miami has wasted no time establishing a home-field advantage with the
major renovation and canopy added to Hard Rock Stadium.

e In 2016, the first year with the canopy, the Dolphins went 6-2 at
home, their best home record since 2002.

e Miami had a stretch of five straight home victories in the middle of
the 2016 season, which was the team's longest home winning streak
since 2001-02.

e The Dolphins are 3-2 at their home venue this season, defeating
Tennessee in Week 5, the N.Y. Jets in Week 7 and Denver last week.

e Miami's 10 wins in their past 14 games at Hard Rock Stadium is the
team's best 14-game home stretch since they won 10 of 14 from
Nov. 13, 2011 to Sept. 22, 2013.

e This is the first season since 2005 the Dolphins won their first two home
games played at Hard Rock Stadium.

e Miami has now won at least three home games in the stadium in
every season since 2010, despite playing just seven games at the
venue in 2015 (and again this season).

e The Dolphins have won three of the past four times they have
hosted New England.

SIXTEEN STRAIGHT

With the Dolphins' Week 1 game against Tampa Bay being moved to this
week due to Hurricane Irma, Miami is playing 16 straight weeks for the
first time since 1992, when a similar situation occurred. Hurricane Andrew
forced the Dolphins to move their season opener vs. New England to the
bye week. Miami beat the Patriots on Oct. 18, 1992 and went on to win
11 games, the AFC East title and reach the AFC Championship game
that season.

UP NEXT: THE FIRST MEETING WITH BUFFALO THIS
SEASON

The Dolphins hit the road next week to take on Buffalo for the first time this
season in Week 15. It's the latest the Dolphins have ever played their
first game against a divisional opponent.

Miami swept Buffalo last season for the first time since 2011. The Dolphins'
34-31 overtime win over the Bills on Christmas Eve last year clinched
Miami its first playoff berth since 2008 after Kansas City defeated Denver
on Christmas night.

THE COMEBACK KIDS

In Weeks 6 and 7, the Dolphins trailed 17-0 at halftime in Atlanta and faced
a 14-point fourth-quarter deficit vs. the N.Y. Jets before coming back to win
both games, with different quarterbacks.

e The last time the Dolphins won consecutive games trailing by 14-
plus points in a second half was a three-game streak from Sept. 14-
28, 1980.

e The 17-point halftime deficit the Dolphins overcame in Atlanta
was the biggest in the NFL this season and tied for the largest in
franchise history. They also trailed 17-0 at halftime to Buffalo in 1968
and rallied for a 21-17 win.

e The comeback in Atlanta was tied for the sixth-largest comeback
in team history and was the largest since a 21-point comeback vs.
Buffalo on Dec. 4, 2005.

e The 17-point come-from-behind victory vs. the Falcons was Miami's
largest comeback on the road since an 18-point comeback at the
N.Y. Jets on Nov. 27, 1994, also known as the “Fake Spike” game.

e The Dolphins came back from a 13-point second-half deficit in Week
11 vs. Tampa Bay to tie the game at 20 with 3 minutes remaining but
ultimately lost the contest.

BREAKING DOWN THE DOLPHINS ROSTER:
Here is how the Dolphins' current 53-man roster breaks down:

e There are 25 offensive players, 25 defensive players and three
specialists.

e Of the 53 players on Miami's roster, 19 of them (36.5 pct.) were
drafted by the Dolphins.

e Miami also has nine undrafted college free agents on the roster that
began their NFL careers with the Dolphins, bringing the total to 28 of
the 53 players (52.8 pct.) that began their NFL careers with the
Dolphins.

e Of Miami's 53 players, 18 of them (34.0 pct.) were not selected in
the NFL draft.

e A total of 41 of the 53 players (77.4 pct.) are 28 years old or
younger.

After posting 1,157 receiving yards in 2015 and 1,136 receiving yards in 2016,
WR Jarvis Landry is looking to become the first Dolphins wide receiver
to top 1,000 yards in three consecutive seasons. The fourth-year NFL
pro has 699 receiving yards in 12 games this season, just shy of a 1,000-yard
pace. He is the sixth Dolphins wide out to ever post consecutive 1,000-
yard seasons (Mark Clayton, Mark Duper, Irving Fryar, Brian Hartline and
Brandon Marshall) and first since WR Brian Hartline did so in 2012 and 2013.

MIAMI'S LONG RUNS

The Dolphins have had four rushing plays of 40-plus-yards in their five
games played since Week 9 after RB Kenyan Drake rolled out a 42-yard
touchdown run last week vs. Denver. Miami had just came off a three-
game streak with a 40-plus-yard rushing play. In Week 11 vs. Tampa Bay, RB
Damien Williams had a 69-yard rush and Drake had a é6-yard run in Week
10 at Carolina and a 42-yard run in Week 9 vs. Oakland. It was the first time
since at least 1994 the Dolphins have had three straight games with a
40-yard rush.

Williams' 69-yard carry in Week 11 was the ninth-longest rush in team
history. It's just the second time in the team's 52-year history they've had

CUTLER LEADING FOURTH QUARTER COMEBACKS

QB Jay Cutler has led the Dolphins to two fourth quarter comebacks
despite playing in the fourth quarter of just eight games this season. The
comebacks — in Week 2 at L.A. Chargers and Week 5 at Atlanta — were the
22nd and 23rd fourth quarter comebacks of his career and his first since
the 2015 season. Miami's 17-point comeback win in Week 6 at Atlanta was
the largest come-from-behind victory of Cutler's career.

STILLS TURNING IT ON AT HARD ROCK STADIUM

WR Kenny Stills has been very impressive at Hard Rock Stadium this
season. In his past four home games, the wide receiver has totaled 21
receptions for 391 yards (18.6 avg.) and four touchdowns. He had a
career-high 180 receiving yards in Week 11 vs. Tampa Bay and was two yards
shy of another 100-yard performance last week vs. Denver.

KENNY STILLS' MEMORABLE PERFORMANCE VS.

In Week 11 vs. Tampa Bay, WR Kenny Stills caught six passes for 154
yards (25.7 avg.) and one touchdown in the second half alone as the
Dolphins erased a 14-point deficit before ultimately losing the game. His
154 second-half receiving yards were the third-most in a half in team
history, behind Irving Fryar (211 yards on Sept. 4, 1994 vs. New England)
and Chris Chambers (171 yards on Dec. 4, 2005 vs. Buffalo).

Stills totaled seven receptions for 180 yards (25.7 avg.) in the game. His 180
receiving yards were a career high, tied for seventh-most in a game in
Dolphins history and the eighth-most in the NFL in 2017. His 25.7 yards
per catch were fourth in team history (min. seven receptions). It was the fifth
100-yard game of his career.

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DEFENSE NOTES

CAM WAKE STILL SACKING QBs AT 35 YEARS OLD
During the 2016 season, DE Cameron Wake
had one of the most impressive comebacks
in the NFL. Coming off an Achilles injury in
2015 and at 34 years old, Wake was dominant,
posting 11.5 sacks, which was third in the AFC
and tied for sixth in the NFL.

The Dolphins slowly brought Wake back after
his Achilles injury and re-inserted him as a
starter in Week 6 last year. Since then, he is
tied for third in the NFL with 18.5 sacks
and has helped Miami win 14 of its last 23
regular season games.

Now 35 years old, Wake has eight sacks this season and is tied for 18th in
the NFL in the stat. He needs just two sacks to become the 11th player
in NFL history (since 1982) and just the third in the past 15 years (John
Abraham and Julius Peppers) to record a double-digit sack season at
the age of 35 or older.

Wake was tied for second in the AFC and tied for third in the NFL with five
forced fumbles in 2016. He has nine forced fumbles since 2015, tied for
fifth in the NFL during that span, despite playing just seven games in 2015.

ONE OF THE BEST UNDRAFTED PASS RUSHERS EVER
Wake is also one of the best undrafted pass rushers in NFL history. With
89.5 career sacks, he is second in NFL history (since sacks were recognized
as an official statistic in 1982) for most career sacks by a player who was
undrafted:

12 passes defensed. The total is tied for the fourth-most in a game in
team history and the team's most since they recorded 12 on Oct. 31,
2010. The team was led by career highs in passes defensed by CB Xavien
Howard (5) and CB Bobby McCain (3). It was tied for the second-most
passes defensed by a team in the NFL this season.

DOLPHINS D GETS TOUGH ON THIRD
DOWN LAST WEEK

The Dolphins defense limited Denver to just one
third-down conversion in 13 tries (7.7 pct.) in last
week's victory. It was the fewest third downs
converted against Miami since Sept. 8, 2013
when the Dolphins held Cleveland to just 1-of-
14 (7.1 pct.). It was Denver's worst third-down
performance of the season.

RESHAD GETS INTO THE END ZONE
S Reshad Jones returned a fumble 14 yards for
a touchdown in Week 12 at New England. It was
the second fumble return for a touchdown for Jones this season. He also
had a 38-yard fumble return for a touchdown in Miami's Week 5 win vs.

PARKEY HITS THE SPOT

Miami signed K Cody Parkey after training camp on Sept. 3 to take over
placekicking duties, and he has played a big role in the team's victories.
Parkey is 13-for-14 (92.9 pct.) in field goal attempts and has made three
game-winning kicks this season. In Week 2, his first game with the Dolphins,
he kicked the longest game-winning field goal in team history, a
54-yarder with 1:05 left to beat the L.A. Chargers. In Week 6, Parkey kicked
a game-tying and game-winning field goal in the fourth quarter to win at
Atlanta. It was the first time in Parkey's four-year NFL career he made
game-tying and game-winning kicks in the same contest. Parkey also
connected on a 39-yard game-winner with 22 seconds left to beat the N.Y.
Jets in Week 7.

Dolphins Executive VP of Football Operations Mike Tannenbaum was a player personnel
assistant for the Browns (1995), while Patriots Head Coach Bill Belichick served in the same
position for Cleveland. Tannenbaum later joined the Jets’ personnel department (1997-2012)
at the same time Belichick was the asst. head coach/secondary coach (1997-99).

Dolphins General Manager Chris Grier began his NFL career as an intern for the Patriots in
1994 and later served as a regional scout from 1995-1999.

Dolphins Head Coach Adam Gase was the Bronco’s wide receivers coach (2009-10) during
the same time Patriots Offensive Coordinator/Quarterbacks Coach Josh McDaniels
served as Denver's head coach. Also, Dolphins Assistant Offensive Line Coach Chris Kuper
played guard on the Broncos' offensive line during this time.

Patriots Owner Robert Kraft and former Dolphins Owner Joe Robbie are two of only
five owners in history whose teams had at least 200 wins and a winning percentage of
over .600 during their tenure.

Dolphins G Ted Larsen was selected by the Patriots in the sixth round (205th overall) of
the 2010 NFL draft. Larsen never saw regular season action for the Patriots as he was
waived at the end of training camp.

Patriots RB Mike Gillislee was selected by the Dolphins in the fifth round (164th overall)
of the 2013 NFL draft. In two years with the team, he appeared in three games, totaling
21 yards on six carries.

Patriots LB Trevor Reilly spent time with the Dolphins in 2016-17. He played the final two
regular season games for the Dolphins in 2016 after spending Weeks 7-15 on the Patriots
practice squad, recording two special teams tackles. In 2017, he spent the first four weeks
of the season on the Dolphins practice squad and was claimed by the Patriots on Oct. 12.
Patriots WR Chris Hogan spent time on the Dolphins practice squad during the 2011
and 2012 seasons.

Dolphins Wide Receivers Coach Shawn Jefferson played receiver for the Patriots from
1996-99. In four season with the Patriots, he had 178 receptions for 3,081 touchdowns
and 14 touchdowns.

Dolphins Assistant Defensive Line Coach Andre Carter played for the Patriots in 2011
and 2013. In 2011, Carter recorded 52 tackles and two forced fumbles and was tied for
the team lead in sacks with 10.0.

Dolphins Senior Offensive Assistant Dave DeGuglielmo served as offensive line coach
for the Patriots from 2014-15.

Hall of Fame LB Nick Buoniconti played for the Boston Patriots (1962-68) and the
Dolphins from 1969-74 and 1976. Buoniconti was an AFL All-Star for both the Patriots
and Dolphins, a two-time Pro Bowler for Miami and part of the famed Killer B's Dolphins
defense in the 1970s.

On a day when the Dolphins lost players to injuries and an ejection, a fake
punt set the stage for a frustrating day at Gillette Stadium.

Quarterback Tom Brady threw four touchdown passes, and running back
Rex Burkhead and tight end Rob Gronkowski each scored two touchdowns as
the New England Patriots handed the Dolphins a 35-17 defeat.

The Dolphins lost running back Senorise Perry on the second-half kickoff
after he was taken out to be evaluated for a concussion. Damien Williams
left the game later in that third quarter when he sustained a shoulder injury
while being tackled after an 11-yard run.

Cornerback Bobby McCain was ejected in the third quarter after officials
ruled a threw a punch at New England wide receiver Danny Amendola after
the two became tangled on a Patriots running play.

Safety Reshad Jones and Kenyan Drake, the only running back available
after Perry and Williams left the game, scored the Dolphins touchdowns.
Cody Parkey kicked a 28-yard field goal in the second quarter.

Jones scored when he returned a fumble 14 yards in the second quarter.
The fumble came when backup center Ted Karras snapped the ball in
shotgun formation when Brady wasn't looking at him.

It was Jones’ second touchdown of the season and the fifth of his career.

Drake scored on a screen pass in the fourth quarter when the Dolphins
trailed 28-10.

For the 2016 season, a state-of-the-art canopy was installed that keeps as many as 92 percent of fans in the shade and protected from the rain along

with four giant high-definition video boards.

On Aug. 17, 2016, the Miami Dolphins christened the second phase of the renovation with a landmark 18-year naming rights agreement with Hard Rock

International to name the newly renovated facility Hard Rock Stadium.

The Dolphins had only one other promising drive, but that one ended with a questionable offensive pass interference call on Kenny Stills when Cutler

had hit Jarvis Landry for a first down inside the New Orleans 40-yard line.

The Dolphins suffered their first shutout loss since December 2013 when they dropped a 19-0 decision against the Buffalo Bills.
The defense held New Orleans off the scoreboard until the final play of the first half when Lutz hit a 43-yard field goal. The Saints began the drive at
midfield with 1:10 left after the Dolphins’ previous was derailed by back-to-back penalties that created a first-and-26 from their 6-yard line.
Defensive end Cameron Wake had his second sack in two games in the fourth quarter, but Kamara scored on a 12-yard shovel pass on third-and-goal

on the very next play.

New Orleans increased its lead to 10-0 when it took the second-half kickoff and marched 77 yards for a touchdown. The drive was kept alive when
defensive tackle Davon Godchaux was flagged for a defensive holding on a third-and-1 where safety Reshad Jones dropped running back Mark Ingram
in the backfield for a loss. There also was a fourth-and-inches conversion by Brees on a sneak when the spot barely was good enough for a first down.

The Saints made it 13-0 early in the fourth quarter when Lutz kicked a 45-yard field goal.

The Dolphins, meanwhile, did not take an offensive snap beyond their 40-yard line the second half until the final minutes.

Along with Cutler, the Dolphins also lost left tackle Laremy Tunsil to a knee
injury in the third quarter.

The second came in the fourth quarter when Chase Allen
forced the ball loose from Denver returner Isaiah McKenzie at the 3-yard line
and McKenzie was tackled in the end zone after recovering the loose ball.

Drake, getting an increased workload with running back Damien Williams
inactive because of a shoulder injury, set career highs in attempts with 22
and yards with 116.
