LB T.J. Watt (1st round, 30th overall, Wisconsin): Appeared in 
27 games, making 14 starts, over a two-year span...recorded 70 
tackles, including 17 stops for losses and 11.5 sacks in his career.

WR JuJu Smith-Schuster (2nd round, 62nd overall, USC): 
Totaled 213 catches for 3,092 yards with 25 touchdown catches 
in 40 games played (39 starts).

CB Cameron Sutton (3rd round, 94th overall, Tennessee): 
Started all 45 games, notching 127 tackles, 13.0 tackles for loss-
es, seven interceptions, three forced fumbles and three fumble 
recoveries...his 30 career pass breakups are a school record...
also returned 45 punts for 657 yards with three touchdowns.

RB James Conner (3rd round, 105th overall, Pitt): Finished his 
career second on the school’s all-time charts for rushing yards

•  Pittsburgh clinched the 2017 AFC North title to mark the 
team’s 23rd division title, eighth since 2002 and the third 
in the last four years (2014, 2016 and 2017).
• The Steelers have earned the division title for the 23rd 
time since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger – the most division 
crowns by an NFL team in that span.
• The Steelers have clinched a playoff berth for the 30th 
time since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger the most playoff 
berths by an NFL team in that span.
• Pittsburgh is 11-2 (5-1 at home), 8-1 vs. AFC teams, 
5-0 against AFC North opponents and 5-0 in primetime 
games in 2017.
• The Steelers have won at least 11 of their first 13 games 
of a season for the fifth time in team history, and the first 
since 2004 (12-1).
• The Steelers have won each of their previous eight 
games, dating back to Oct. 15, 2017, at Kansas City.
• Pittsburgh has won at least eight consecutive games in 
a single season for the fifth time in team history (2004: 
14, 1975: 11, 1976: nine, 1995: eight and 2017: eight).
• Pittsburgh has won each of its previous four home 
games, dating back to Oct. 22, 2017, vs. Cincinnati.
• The Steelers are now 24-20 in regular-season history 
against the Ravens (14-8 at home).
• Pittsburgh is now 8-7 in primetime games against 
Baltimore during the regular season, including 5-4 on 
Sunday Night Football.
• Pittsburgh has won each of the last three regular-season 
games against Baltimore, dating back to Dec. 25, 2016. 
• The Steelers have won four of their previous five regular-
season home games against the Ravens.
• Pittsburgh improved to 9-6 in regular-season games 
against Baltimore in the month of December (5-2 at home 
in the month).
• The Steelers have won three straight home games 
against the Ravens in the month of December.
• Pittsburgh is now 27-20 on Sunday Night Football (13-7 
at home).
• The Steelers have won nine consecutive Sunday 
Night Football games, dating back to Dec. 15, 2013, vs. 
Cincinnati.
• Pittsburgh is now 25-7 at Heinz Field in primetime games 
since the stadium opened in 2001, and 10-6 on Sunday 
Night Football at Heinz Field.
• The Steelers have won six consecutive games in the 
month of December, dating back to Dec. 4, 2016, vs. 
N.Y. Giants.
• The Steelers have won nine consecutive home games 
in the month of December, dating back to Dec. 15, 2013, 
vs. Cincinnati.
• The Steelers are 455-284-2 during the regular season 
since 1970.

	 HEAD COACH MIKE TOMLIN
• Increased his regular-season win total to 114 – tying 
Tony Dungy, Mike McCarthy and George Seifert for the 
third-most wins by a head coach in their first 11 seasons 
in NFL history.
• Has guided the Steelers to an AFC North division title for 
the sixth time in his 11 years as the team’s head coach 
(2007, ’08, ’10, ’14, ’16 and ‘17).
• Led the Steelers to 11 wins in the first 13 games of 
a season for the first time in his head coaching tenure
