Play-by-play broadcaster Bob Socci will call the action along with former Patriots quarterback 
Scott Zolak, who will provide color analysis. The games are produced by Marc Cappello.

If the Patriots claim a victory at Pittsburgh, they will clinch the 20th division championship 
in franchise history, including their ninth straight. It would be the 17th division title since 
Robert Kraft purchased the Patriots in 1994. The Patriots have the most division titles  of 
any team since the 1994 season with 16.

Since Robert Kraft purchased the 
team in 1994, the Patriots have 
experienced one of the most dra-
matic turnarounds in the history of 
sports. Now in his 24th season of 
ownership, Kraft has transformed 
one of the league’s least successful 
clubs into what observers view as 
a model NFL franchise. In the five 
seasons immediately preceding his 
purchase (1989-93), the Patriots 
were a moribund team, winning just 
19 of 80 games (.238 pct.) and   
logging the worst record in the NFL 
over that span. When he bought 
the franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, 
Kraft announced his intention to 
bring a championship to New En-
gland, a tall order considering the 
team’s previous success rate. But under Kraft’s leadership, the Patri-
ots have won more division titles (16), conference crowns (8) and Su-
per Bowl championships (5) than any other NFL team. Additionally, the 
Patriots have achieved the most winning seasons (21) and are tied for 
fewest losing seasons (2) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning 
in 1994. Super Bowl LI was the eighth Super Bowl appearance since 
Kraft purchased the team, a period during which no other team has 
earned more than four berths. In Kraft’s 23 seasons, the Patriots have 
qualified for the playoffs 18 times, more than doubling the franchise’s 
accomplishments during its first 34 seasons. In 2016, Kraft earned 
his 21st winning season in 24 years of owning the franchise.
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The Patriots have 293 wins overall under Robert Kraft. He has produced more 
victories than every other Patriots owner combined. Under Kraft, the Patriots 
are 293-129 overall since he purchased the team in 1994. Kraft’s prede-
cessors in the owner’s office went 225-276-9 in the 34 years prior to his 
purchase of the team.

The de-
fense registered safeties in back-to-back games – at Cleveland (10/9) when 
QB Cody Kessler fumbled out of the end zone and when LB Dont’a Hightower 
registered one in the win vs. Cincinnati (10/16) when he sacked QB Andy Dal-
ton in the end zone. DL Malcom Brown then registered the third safety when he 
dropped Baltimore RB Kenneth Dixon in the end zone on Dec. 12, 2016.

On April 20, 2011, just days before Texas Christian offensive line prospect Mar-
cus Cannon was to enter the NFL Draft, he was diagnosed with non-Hodgkin’s 
lymphoma, a treatable form of cancer found in lymph tissue. A little more than 
one week later, the Patriots selected Cannon in the fifth round (138th overall) 
of the draft with the knowledge of his illness. The Patriots placed Cannon on 
the Reserve/Non Football Injury list to start the 2011 season while he received 
treatment and recovered. Cannon was activated to the 53-man roster later that 
year and is now in his seventh season with the team. Cannon made a full recovery 
and was named the Patriots 2011 Ed Block Courage Award winner - an annual 
award presented to select players in the National Football League who are voted 
by their teammates as role models of inspiration, sportsmanship and courage.

Brandin Cooks, the youngest of four children, lost his father to a heart attack at 
the age of six. His mother was forced to pick up a second job at an after school 
program on top of her regular 3:00 a.m. shift at a local warehouse in order to 
keep food on the table for the boys. Eager to take some of the burden of raising 
four boys off his mother,  Brandin committed himself to athletics where he ex-
celled at both track and field, as well as football, on his way to earning a scholar-
ship to Oregon State University.

RB REX BURKHEAD

A SELFLESS CAUSE 
As a junior at the University of Nebraska, Rex formed a close bond with a 5-year 
old fan of his, Jack Hoffman, who had been diagnosed with brain cancer. During 
that 2011 season, Rex wore a wristband with the phrase “Team Jack – Pray” 
which helped bring pediatric brain cancer into the national spotlight.  Burkhead 
hosted Hoffman for a lunch, provided a personal tour of Memorial Stadium and 
has since joined the board of directors of the “Team Jack Foundation,” which has 
raised more than $4 million dollars to fight pediatric brain cancer since 2013. 
Rex recently hosted a fund raiser this past offseason at his high school alma ma-
ter that raised roughly $45,000. In 2013, Jack Hoffman’s touchdown run during 
Nebraska’s spring football scrimmage went viral and earned him an ESPY award.

Bolden’s grandfather, Frank Pitts, played 10 years in the NFL (1965-74) as a 
receiver for Kansas City, Cleveland and Oakland. He was with Kansas City for 
two Super Bowls, losing Super Bowl I and winning Super Bowl IV. Said Bolden 
about his grandfather, “I remember being six years old, him popping in a high-
light film of Super Bowl I and IV. I’ve seen that tape at least 500 times.”

Despite a successful three year lacrosse career at Penn State, Hogan, also 
a standout football player in high school, said that playing college football was 
always in the back of his mind. Having redshirted his sophomore year of la-
crosse, Hogan had an extra year of athletic eligibility following his fourth aca-
demic year at Penn State.

Chris did not get invited to compete in that year’s Combine, but turned heads 
during a Pro Day held at Fordham. Later that summer, he signed with the San 
Francisco 49ers as an undrafted free agent.

A noted sports fan and basketball enthusiast, Shaq’s mother, Alicia McGuire, 
named him Shaquille Olajuwon Mason in 1993 after her two favorite NBA 
stars at the time, Shaquille O’Neal and Hakeem Olajuwon. The Tennessee 
native had the opportunity to meet one of his namesakes at a Memphis Griz-
zlies game while O’Neal was a member of the Miami Heat, receiving a special 
meet-and-greet and having his jersey signed.

While at the University of Georgia, Malcolm Mitchell used time away from 
football while rehabbing an injury to discover a new off-field passion. Eager to 
become a more avid reader outside of football, Mitchell made friends with a 
group of women hosting a book club where he gained the confidence to take 
on books outside of his comfort zone. By his senior year, Mitchell had au-
thored his own children’s book, “The Magician’s Hat,” and through his Read 
With Malcolm initiative has toured schools both nationally and locally here in 
New England to promote the benefits of reading at an early age.

LIKE FATHER LIKE SONG TED KARRAS

Although he already owns a bachelor’s degree in communications and a 
master’s degree in recreation, sport and tourism from his time at University 
of Illinois, Ted Karras hasn’t completely given up his notebook for an NFL play 
book. Along with teammate Joe Thuney, Karras is pursuing his MBA from 
Indiana University thanks to an NFLPA program that provides tuition assis-
tance for players while navigating a busy NFL schedule.

“It just seems to be that everyone keeps wanting to pay for my school, so I’m 
not going to turn it down,” Karras told the Boston Globe.

Karras and Thuney began their MBA pursuit two weeks after the Patriots  
Super Bowl LI victory by taking online classes and Skyping with professors 
from Indiana University’s Kelley School of Business up until training camp.

SCHOOL’S NOT OUT

RB Dion Lewis finished with 112 rushing yards vs. Miami on Nov. 26, 2017, 
marking the first 100-yard rusher for the Patriots in 2017 and the first since 
RB LeGarrette Blount had 124 yards rushing at San Francisco on Nov. 20, 
2016. Since 2000, New England is 46-1 when a Patriot eclipses 100 yards 
rushing. The only loss during the Bill Belichick era came at Miami on Dec. 20, 
2004, when Corey Dillon rushed for 121 yards on 26 carries and the Patriots 
lost to the Dolphins, 29-28. Since then, New England is 33-0 with a 100-yard 
rusher. 

LEWIS ECLIPSES 100-YD MARK

RB DION LEWIS
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Patriots wide receiver Matthew Slater has been named to six straight Pro 
Bowls (2011-16) for his special teams work, but perhaps more revealing of 
his value to New England is the fact that he was elected a captain by his team-
mates for the seventh straight season in 2017. 
The special teams ace was willing to share his advice on being a great captain 
with high school football players in a story published by The Boston Globe. “I 
think first and foremost, you have to be able to put others before yourself. 
Being a captain and leadership is about serving, and to me, that means a great 
deal of sacrifice – putting aside personal agendas for the greater common 
goal. Leadership is equated with sacrifice. I think you have to be willing to do 
whatever it takes for the unit to succeed. I think you need to lead by example. A 
lot of times, it’s about what you do, not what you say.”

ELECTED TEAM LEADER

Bill Belichick acknowledged Matthew Slater’s role as a gunner on special teams: 
“Matt is one of the best in the league,” Belichick said. “Any time the punt return 
team has to double somebody, that makes it one less guy they can use some-
where else in the return. He almost always draws two guys out there unless 
they’re in an eight-man rush. Most of the time, there’s two guys out there — 
fourth-and-short, where they’re trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot of 
double teams, and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of covering punts.”

SLATER’S EMERGENCE WAS SPECIAL

WHITE HAS CAREER DAY
James White set career regular season highs with 10 receptions and 115 
receiving yards vs. Philadelphia (12/6/15). White’s 115 receiving yards are 
the second-highest such total for a Patriots running back since the 1970 AFL-
NFL merger, trailing only Shane Vereen’s team-record 153 receiving yards vs. 
Cleveland on Dec. 8, 2013. White tied his career high with 10 receptions vs 
Carolina on Oct. 1, 2017 and became the second Patriots running back with 
two games with at least 10 receptions.

Carolina on Oct. 1, 2017.

Gostkowski was 5-of-6 on 50 yard field goals in 2013, the most by a Patriots 
player in a single season and was 4-of-5 from 50 yards in 2015. The NFL re-
cord for most successful 50-yard field goals in a season is 10 by Blair Walsh 
in 2012 with Minnesota. Gostkowski is 4-for-4 from 50 yards so far in 2017.
