A strong ground game and a stingy defense helped lift the New England
Patriots to their eighth straight victory with a 23-3 win against the Buffalo Bills
at New Era Field.

The Patriots ground game followed up a 186 yard performance against Mi-
ami with a 191-yard effort against the Bills thanks to a combination of running
backs Dion Lewis and Rex Burkhead. Lewis chalked up 82 yards with a 6.1-yard
average, while Burkhead gained 78 yards for a 6.5-yard average. Burkhead
also added two rushing touchdowns in the third quarter. Both players also had
career-long runs, with Lewis setting up a second quarter field goal with a 44-
yard burst, and Burkhead’s 31-yard run setting up a field goal.

Tight end Rob Gronkowski had a big game in his return home with his sixth
career 100-yard game against Buffalo, including his fifth in seven games played
in Buffalo. After being held to just two receptions for 28 yards in the first half,
Gronkowski exploded for seven receptions for 119 yards in the second half.

The Patriots extended their road win streak to 14 games, the second lon-
gest ever in NFL history. In addition, the Patriots defense held its opponent
under 20 points for the eighth straight game.

While @B Tom Brady threw for 258 yards with no touchdowns and one
interception, he earned his 27th win over Buffalo. His 27 wins against the Bills
are the most ever by a starting quarterback against a single opponent.

Buffalo opened the game with a 13-play, 66-yard drive that ended when DL
Eric Lee intercepted Buffalo @B Tyrod Taylor at the 1-yard line to end the scor-
ing threat. New England responded with a 14-play, 6S-yard drive that ended
with a 50-yard field goal by K Stephen Gostkowski for a 3-0 first quarter lead.

After both teams exchanged field goals in the second quarter for a 6-3 New
England lead, the Patriots offense got the ball back with 3:05 to play and for
the ninth time in 2017, had a drive that resulted in a score before the break.
Burkhead’s 31-yard run and an 11-yard catch on a third-down play helped get
to the Buffalo 20-yard line where Gostkowski connected on a 39-yard field goal
with 15 seconds to play for a 8-3 halftime advantage.

New England scored on its first two possessions of the second half to ex-
tend its lead to 23-3 heading into the final quarter. The Patriots took the sec-
ond half kickoff and moved 70 yards on 10 plays on a drive that was highlighted
by a 19-yard pass from Brady to Gronkowski on third-and-8. The drive was
culminated with a 1-yard touchdown run by Burkhead to make it 16-3. After
stopping Buffalo on the ensuing drive, the Patriots went on a S-play, 78-yard
drive that ended with Burkhead’s 14-yard touchdown run, his second score of
the quarter.

Buffalo’s only other scoring threat was in the fourth quarter when they
moved to the New England 1-yard line. The Bills attempted a pass on a fourth-
and-goal that was knocked away by CB Stephon Gilmore.

ROB GRONKOWSKI

Rob Gronkowski has seven touchdowns and needs three to ex-
tend his NFL record for six 10-TD seasons. His current five 10-TD
seasons is already an NFL record for tight ends.

Gronkowski enters this week with 469 career receptions and
needs and needs five receptions to move past Delanie Walker
(473) into the top 20 among receptions for tight ends.
Gronkowski is coming off a 168-yard receiving performance at
Pittsburgh and will be looking for consecutive 100-yard games for
the sixth time in his career.

Gronkowski has had 100 yards receiving in his previous two
games against Buffalo with 109 yards at Buffalo (10,/30,/16)
and 147 yards in the most recent meeting (12/3/17]). He is
looking for his third straight 100-yard game against the Bills. In
12 games against Buffalo, Gronkowski has six 100 yard games.
Gronkowski needs 104 yards against Buffalo to surpass his best
consecutive-game total of 271 yards in in Week 5 and Week 6
of 2016. He tallied 109 yards at Cleveland followed by 162 yards
vs. Cincinnati. Gronkowski had 168 yards receiving last week at
Pittsburgh.

DION LEWIS

RB Dion Lewis has averaged over 5 yards per rush in a game six
times in 2017 and enters the Buffalo game averaging 5.2-yards
per carry overall. He can become the fifth Patriots player to finish
the season with a 5.0-yard per carry average if he maintains his
current pace.

The New England Patriots clinched their ninth straight AFC East Title after
overcoming a 24-16 fourth quarter deficit in route to a 27-24 victory over the
Pittsburgh Steelers at Heniz Field.

@B Tom Brady and TE Rob Gronkowski connected for 135 yards on seven
receptions in the second half, including two 26 yard completions followed by a
17-yard reception on a drive that helped set up an 8-yard game-winning touch-
down run by RB Dion Lewis for a 25-24 lead with one minute to play. Brady and
Gronkowski converted the two-point play to make it 27-24.

Gronkowski finished with a career-best 168 yards on nine receptions, while
Brady connected on 22-of-25 passes for 298 yards with one touchdown.

It took a dramatic ending to complete the Patriots comeback. Pittsburgh
was pinned at their own 21-yard line after the ensuing kickoff with 52 seconds
to play when GB Ben Roethlisberger and WR Judu Smith-Schuster connected
on a pass that resulted in a 69-yard gain to the New England 10-yard line. On
the next play, Roethlisberger hit TE Jesse James with what was first ruled a
10-yard touchdown. The play was reviewed and reversed due to James not
controlling the ball when he crossed the goal line. After a 3-yard gain to the
7-yard line, Roethlisberger’s pass was batted in the air by DB Eric Rowe and
intercepted by DB Duron Harmon in the end zone to secure the win.

New England entered the fourth quarter down 24-16. The Patriots convert-
ed two third-downs before being forced to settle for a 46-yard field goal to close
the gap to 24-19 with 3:52 to play. The Patriots defense came up big when it
needed to, getting the game’s only three-and-out stop on the next series. Brady
took over and was 3-of-4 for 69 yards to Gronkowski to move to the Pittsburgh
8-yard line, where Lewis scored on his 8-yard run. The two-point play gave the
Patriots a 27-24 lead.

After playing to a 7-7 tie in the first quarter, Pittsburgh scored in their two
possessions of the second quarter to take a 17-10 halftime lead. Pittsburgh
scored on a 15-play, 78-yard drive that took 8:39 off the clock before Roethlis-
berger’s 4-yard touchdown pass to WR Martavis Bryant with 30 seconds to
play in the first half.

New England took the second half kick and marched 75 yards before Brady
and WR Brandin Cooks connected for a 4-yard touchdown. But a missed extra
point kept Pittsburgh in the lead 17-16.

Brady was intercepted by Pittsburgh later in the quarter, allowing the Steel-
ers to start a drive at the New England 22-yard line. That set up a 3-yard touch-
down run by RB Le’Veon Bell for a 24-16 lead heading into the final quarter of

play.
TEAM NOTES

New England has qualified for the playoffs 25 times in its 58-year history. The
Patriots have earned 18 of those playoff berths in the 24 seasons since Robert
Kraft purchased the team in 1994. New England has won 20 division crowns
overall (19 AFC East crowns) and has qualified as a Wild Card team on four
occasions (1998, 1994, 1985 and 1976). The Patriots also qualified for the
playoffs in 1982 as part of a 16-team tournament following a players’ strike

SAFETY DANCE

DB Brandon King tackled Chargers PR Travis Benjamin in the end zone on
a punt return for a safety vs. LA Chargers on Oct. 29, 2017. The Patriots re-
corded the NFL's first safety on a punt since the New Orleans Saints recorded
a safety on a punt at Tennessee on Sept. 21, 2003.

It was the Patriots first special teams safety since Dec. 9, 1979, when the
Jets fumbled a snap on a punt out of the end zone. It marked the second time
in team history that they recorded a safety on a punt return. On Oct. 31, 1965,
at the San Diego Chargers. DB Jay Cunningham tackled a Chargers player in
the end zone during a punt return. .

DEFENSE NETS THIRD SAFETY

The Patriots set a new franchise mark with three safeties in 2016. The de-
fense registered safeties in back-to-back games - at Cleveland (10/9] when
QOB Cody Kessler fumbled out of the end zone and when LB Dont’a Hightower
registered one in the win vs. Cincinnati (10,/16) when he sacked GB Andy Dal-
ton in the end zone. DL Malcom Brown then registered the third safety when he
dropped Baltimore RB Kenneth Dixon in the end zone on Dec. 12, 2016. The
Patriots had two safeties in a season six previous times (1963, 1965, 1967,
19689, 1878 and 1985]). The NFL record for most safeties in a season is four
by many teams.

*Bill Belichick reached his seventh Super Bowl in 2016 to move past Don Shu-
la [B] for the most conference titles as a head coach.

Tom Brady joined just 12 other quarterbacks since the 1970 merger to start
an NFL game past the age of 40. The oldest player to attempt a pass in a game
was George Blanda at age 48 as a member of the Oakland Raiders in the final
game of his career on Dec. 21, 1975. Blanda finished with one completion on
three attempts for 11 yards. Brady is the fourth Patriots player to play at 40,
joining Doug Flutie (43 in 2005), Vinny Testaverde (43 in 2006) and Junior
Seau (40 in 2008).

Being a captain and leadership is about serving, and to me, that means a great
deal of sacrifice - putting aside personal agendas for the greater common
goal. Leadership is equated with sacrifice. | think you have to be willing to do
whatever it takes for the unit to succeed. | think you need to lead by example. A
lot of times, it's about what you do, not what you say.”

SLATER’'S EMERGENCE WAS SPECIAL

Bill Belichick acknowledged Matthew Slater’s role as a gunner on special teams:
“Matt is one of the best in the league,” Belichick said. “Any time the punt return
team has to double somebody, that makes it one less guy they can use some-
where else in the return. He almost always draws two guys out there unless
they’re in an eight-man rush. Most of the time, there’s two guys out there —
fourth-and-short, where they’re trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot of
double teams, and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of covering punts.”

0L JOE THUNEY

An Ohio native, Joe Thuney was told he may not have the size to play offen-
sive line in the Big Ten conference for his hometown Ohio State Buckeyes.
Settling on North Carolina State, Thuney went on to become a mainstay on
the offensive line while also earning his bachelor’s degree in accounting in just
three years, added an internal affairs degree and also minored in Spanish.

BACK TO SCHOOL

Along with teammate Ted Karras, Joe Thuney has taken advantage of an NFL-
PA program that assists its players in earning college degrees. After earning
his degree in accounting while also studying international studies at N.C. State,
Thuney is now pursuing his MBA through Indiana University’s Kelley School of

Adam Butler arrived at Vanderbilt as an accomplished high school offensive
lineman and spent his freshman season redshirting as a backup at center and
guard. During his first offseason, Butler entered a rib eating contest, which
judges ruled his team had lost. Butler disagreed and began arguing with the
judges. Then Commodore defensive coordinator Bob Shoop was in attendance
and witnessed Butler’'s demeanor and was impressed with his competitive
attitude. Shoop convinced then head coach James Franklin to ask Butler to
transition to defense.

“Coach Franklin brought me into his office and he asked me what | want-
ed, and | wanted whatever was best for the team,” Butler told The Tennessean.
“Because we were so short on defensive linemen at that time, that's how it
happened.”

CB MALCOL M BUTLER

During his rookie season in 2014, Malcolm Butler was nicknamed “Strap” by
former teammate Jamie Collins, alluding to his ability to so closely cover re-
ceivers on the field. In 2015, some teammates started calling him “Scrap”
for his scrappy style of play, giving Butler two unique, albeit similar-sounding,
nicknames.

After being selected by the Patriots in the first round of the 2010 NFL Draft, DB
Devin McCourty became part of a select group in league history. McCourty's
identical twin brother, Jason, a cornerback now with Cleveland, was selected in
the sixth round of the 2009 NFL Draft by Tennessee. The two are the 12th set
of twins to play in the NFL. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and therefore
was a year behind his brother in eligibility. According to McCourty’s mother, the
two can only be told apart by tiny scars on their faces left by chickenpox. The
McCourty twins are one of two active sets of twins currently playing in the NFL.

Devin and
Jason partnered with Embrace Kids Foundation to form their own “Tackle Sick-
le Cell” campaign aiming to educate the public, increase blood donations and
raise money and awareness for the fight against sickle cell disease. Devin's
work with the local Boston Children’s Hospital has helped advance research of
the disease with doctors now as close as they've ever been to a cure.

The last time a Patriots player had five
field goals in a game was on Nov.14, 2004, when Adam Vinatieri had five field
goals vs. Buffalo.

TWO FROM 50-PLUS

Gostkowski drilled a 62-yard field goal and a 51-yarder in Mexico City against
Oakland on Nov. 19, 2017. It is the third time that he has kicked two 50-yard-
ers in a single game. He drilled a 51-yard field goal and a 53-yarder vs. Ar-
izona (9/16/12) and connected on two 53-yard field goals at Houston on
(12/1/13). He is the first Patriots player to have two 50-yard field goals in
the same game.

ALLEN COMES UP BIG

P Ryan Allen had six of his seven punts downed inside the 20-yard line and
helped hold Houston (S/22/16) to no punt return yards. He landed punts
at the 11, 10, 10 14, 5 and 4. His only punt that did not land inside the 20,
was downed at the 20-yard line. Ryan’s previous best was five punts inside the
20-yard line on Oct. B, 2013, at Cincinnati. He was named AFC Special Teams
Player of the Week for his performance.
